Although Novi residenls voted 
down a road bond proposal in 
.November, city council members 
are still eying improvements for 
Twelve -Mile Road. 

UTiafs in the works is a joint 
$8.2 million effort by the cit}' and 
the developers of the new Foun­
tain Walk shopping center. 
Ramco-Gershenson. to upgrade 
the mile road before more retail 
traffic converges on Twelve .Mile. 

At the Dec. 20 meeiing. in a 4-2 
vote, with Mayor Richard Clark 
and .Mayor Pro Tem Laura Loren­
zo in the minorit}'. the No\i City 
Council passed the adoption of 
Resolution No. 5 for Special 
.Assessment District No. 55 for 
Twelve Mile Road. 

Council Member Ed Kramer 
pointed oul lhal during many 
road improvement projects, the 
city will match 20 percent of the 
projects' costs, which is what 
Ramco-Gershenson is asking for 
in this situation. 

The reality is many of our arte­
rial roads need improvements." 
Kramer said. 

"If Novi does nothing further, 
traffic will continue to increase 
and the city will be forced to par­
ticipate in other traffic improve­
ment projects.'

d o w n i n D e t r o i t

A 29-vear-oid Novi man was 
fatally shot on Dec. 23 while deliv­
ering ice cream to a distributor in 
Deiroit. 

Jeffery IWchard Burda. an 
award-Winning bodybuilder, was 
Idlled While making a deliveiy for 
the Hershev Creamery Co. of 
Brighton. Mich, to a British 
Petroleum gas station located at 
Morang and Lake Point Street, 
officials said. 

"Jeffery Was a Wonderful Idd. He 
Was the best kid on earth and had 
a veiy big heart. He didn't deser\'e 
this." said his aunt. Theresa 
Burda. 

PoUce said Burda Was 
approached by several subjects in 
the gas station's parking lot at 
approximately 8 a.m. One of the 
subjects shot BtB-da in the head 
and a 15-year-old boy Was also 
Injured, said Officer BUI Ratllff. a 
Detroit Police spokesman. 

He Would not comment on the 
cause of the attack. 

The 15-year-old Was taken to 
Grace Hospital With a gimshot 
Woimd to the shoulder and Was 

later released. Burda was trans­
ported to Sl. John's Hospital and 
tvas pronounced dead on arrival. 

Burda was engaged lo be mar­
ried. 

His funeral Was at the Swartz 
Funeral Home in Flint Tuesday, 
He Was buried at Evergreen Ceme­
tery in Grand Blanc. 

Burda Was born Sept. 1. 1970. 
and graduated fi-om Kearsley High 
School in 1988. He Was an Honor 
Society student. 

Tlieresa Burda remembered her 
nephew as an a\id sports fanatic 
Who Was particularly fond of the 
Detroit Red Wings. He also com­
peted in Mr. Michigan Body Build­
ing and Mr. Teen Flint. 

"He took second place in the 
body building contest." his aimt 
recalled. 

Theresa Burda said she doesn't 
believe that this murder Was the 
result of a robbery attempt 
because the cash In his Wallet, his 
Watch and ring Were not taken. 

"We don't knoW What their 
intent Was." she said. 

Burda is survived by his par­
ents Brenda and Richard of Flint.

So she wenl lo ht-r friends and 
iisked Ihem if lhey could help her 
galher some clothes for the boy. 

"By Ihe lime we wfre done, they 
had an aparlmenl wilh furniture, 
pots, pans and linens. I staned to 
think if we can help one person 
thai much we could certainly help 
more." Donnelly said. 

She said she began to look at 
schools in the Detroit area and 
found Beard. She said she was 
compelled to help the school. 

"The\- have no gj'nl. no play­
ground lo speak of no hot lunches, 
they gel a sandwich, a cup of milk 
and an apple eveii,' day. 'That's il. 
every day." she said. 

This year Donnelly alld her band 
of friends and volunteers not only 
helped all of Beard's students, but 
those at Logan Elemenlary as well. 
She said in 10 weeks, they had 
mana.ged lo gather enough sup­
plies and materials to provide a 
Christmas for all of the children. 

"We're nol special." she said. 
"Anyone can do this. It is not an 
impossibility lo mak« a Christmas 
Ibr every child. All it takes is a little 
organization and the heart to help."

Folks there 
say they're ready, but just in case cus­
tomers should store enough water — 
one gallon per person per day. plus an 
extra bathtub full — for a three-day 
outage.

ers all run correctly and that, for 
e.xample. all the prisoners in .Michigan 
correctional facilities won't be released 
ai ihe siroke of midnight. How ridicu­
lous is ihal'.^ Who would design a 
prison so reliant on electronic controls 
lhal ii might free murderers and 
endanger guards should the colnputer

If we have no backup plan 
when il dof^s. we're in trouble. 

Yet our elitire nalion got caught off 
gllard. .'\llleritech. Edison and Con-
sunlers Power — eveiA' utility — has 
had to conduct Y2K preparedness pro­
grams. So have our governments and 
most businesses. 

.-\ senate legislative analysis estimat­
ed thai nationally we have spent S1 
irillion to address this one lilde com­
puter gliich. We should have never 
allowed all this eqljiprnent to be 
inslctlled in the first place ••vvi'thbut''orl'e'' 
of those "manual override" buttons on 
each and evel;\' device. 

But no. we have nol learned the les­
son. Even today a debate rages before 
the Federal Aviation Administration 
about proposals lo require computer­
ized crash prevention systems in air­
liners. Such systems could eliminate 
the most frequent cause of crashes, 
pilot error b\' ovemillng them when 
they make a (dangerous mistake. 

Pilots want a manual override, just in 
case in an emergency they absolutely 
need lo make a maneuver the comput­
er concludes is loo risky. And tech­
nocrats are reluctanl to give it to them. 

It makes you wonder how a species 
as slow on the uptake as ours ever 
invented computers in the first place. 

Setting resolutions for Novi

If a city government jots down that 

kind of list, a few tilings belong on 
No\i's. 

While progress llas been made on 
some of these items, here's what we'd 
like to see the city accomplish in 2000: 

• Gel the bathrooms up and running 
in Lhe Community Sports Park. 

All those soccer and Softball teams, 
with their taxpaying soccer and soft-
ball moms and dads, deserve a clean 
place to take care of their personal 
necessities. 

• Plan tlie future of the North Novl 
Park, drawing members Of the commu­
nity into the prOcess. 

We'd like to see leaders of P A I ^ S and 
those who supported the November 
charter amendment pitch in on tliis 
project. We'd also like to see a scheme 
for volunteer effort tO build park 
iilfrastructure such as liildng trails.

• As the new council begins to find 
its feet, avoid splitting off into factions. 

• fhre the best new city manager 
NoVi can flnd. one With the sldll to 
raise above the political frenzy of the 
moment.

Beginning In 1989. at the Ann Arbor News, and then 
soon thereafter at the YpsOantL Press, as a staff photogra­
pher, I processed my 35inm film by hand and made black 
and vibite prints ln a darkroom. Talk about old-schooL 

A reduced or enlaiiged half-tone image Was then shot for 
each photo, ahd...(hold ontoyolir rockingchalrs!) Was then 
Wax-pasted onto "camera-ready" sheets that also held text, 
advertlsemenb and Wood-block carvings made by simple 
pcasantfolk. . -.' 

Fast-forWard. If you Will, to the offices of HomeTown 
East. December. 1999: 1 stiU utilize 35mm film for my 
asslgliments. but. as it's color film now. I haVe it processed 
by a professional laboratory. 1 then take my edited color-
negative film to my PoWer Macintosh computer system, 
scan It In. essentially creating a press-ready photo docu­
ment that's either CMYK [four layers of Info in cyan, 
magenta. yeUoW and black) or a "grayscale" or b1ack and 
White Image. 

The Incorporation of computers noW aUoWs me to dlgl-
taUy touch-up and Work on tone, sharpness and minor 
Imperfections that Were heretofore unattainable through 
conVentlonal darkrooms. 

I stlU need to take more than a passing fancy in things 
Uke composition, exposure, timing and focus, but If needs 
be. 1 can lnake Images look a lot better at times than they 
deserVe to. deftly etihandng a photo's best featiure and 
Without compr61nislng joumaUstic ethics minimize its 
Weaknesses.

Warner cable, your 
continue lo work as usual, 
you do if il doesn't? 

Well, the first thing to do is lo call Time 
Warner. That number is the 24-hour ser­
vice number on your bill: (248) 553-7307. 

If that number is busy, you can also call 
the Li\'onla office repair line at (734) 422-
3410 or the Redford repair line at (313) 
538-5115. These numbers are not on your 
bill. • 

When you call these numbers, you will 
gel an automated attendant that will offer 

you a choice of three options: lo report a 
cable outage, to check on a service call or 
to order repair senice, you would press 1. 

Then you are provided with a choice of 
two things: to hear a list of-outages and to 
report an outage. Even if you hear that 
your area is out, it is important for you to 
report that your house has no cable, 
because the cable company has no way of 
knowing if specific addresses are out. They 
can only track outages by area, not by 
address. 

And what if you get a busy signal? The 
cities' customer service standards ordi­
nance requires that: "Under normal operat­
ing conditions, the customers may receive 
a busy signal less than three percent of the 
time." However, normal operating condi­
tions means those service conditions that 
are within the control of the cable operator 
So the cable company is off the hook, so to 
speak, in the case of a large power outage, 
severe weather conditions and other 
uncontrollable situations. Your best bet is 
to keep trying. 

Repair representatives answer calls from 
8:30 a.m. to 1 1 p.m. Monday through Fri­
day and from 8:30 a.m. to 7:30 p.m. on 

Saturday and Sunday. (These are more 
hours than are required under the cities' 
customer service standards ordinance.) 
After that, all calls are answered by an 
answering service. 

If you experience an outage after hours, 
vou can still call, but a technician won't be 
sent out that evening unless they have 
received at least three reports from the 
same area. That is why you need to report 
your Y2K outage as soon as possible. 

Remember, you are entitied to a refund of 
your cable bill for any time your service 
was out, so call tlie customer service line 
on the next business day to tell them how 
long your cable was out. That number is 
(248) 553-7300. Time Warner has no way 
of knowing how long your cable was out 
unless you tell them.

Con­
sumers may benefit from more 
competitive prices on some prod­
ucts, but the desire to touch the 
merchandise, tiy it on and enjoy 
the experience of shopping in pub-
Uc WlU ensure that "brick and mor­
tar" retaU shops WlU stay strong.

Detroit, state need to make friends 
It has been a long 
difficult year for 
relations between 
the City of Detroit 
and the State of 
Michigan. 
State lawmakers 
have often targeted 
the state's largest 
city for some 
u n c o m f o r t a b l e 
reforms. Folks who 
live there have been 
none too pleased 
vilth the results. 

On any one of the given issues, you could 
say. "Well, lawmakers have a point." Agree 
or disagree, you can at least grant that 
Lansing lawmakers have a legitimate issue. 

Put together, however, and it can only be 
seen as a pattern. 

It's worth noting that this pattern comes 
at a time when relations between the City 
of Detroit and the state, relations between 

' the city and the suburbs have been on the 
mend. Led by Mayor Dennis Archer, the 
city has indeed extended an olive branch to 
surrounding communities. .And much heis 
been accomplished. Suburbanites seein to 
be strongly receptive to Archer, and it's a 
rehef considering the confrontational 
nature of liis predecesson 

Businesses too have a restored level of 
confidence in the city, as is evident by the 
amoimt of investment they are now placing 
in Detroit. Economic development there 
has reached a level unimagined only a few 
years ago. 

For all of the progress, we still have a . 
long way to go in the Detroit area. The 
social forces that led to suburban flight in 
the 1960s, 70s and 80s hit southeast 

Mictilgan particularly hard. We have been 
left with one of the most segregated 
metropolitan areas in the cotmtiy. If we 
envision ourselves to be tolerant and 
diverse state, you certainly couldn't tell it 
by oi1r neighborhoods. 

So there is a lot of city/suburb rift to 
mend. 

Then, along comes the state legislature 
this past yean 
" • Sponsoring a takeover of the Detroit 
school system. Initially, Gov. Jolm Engier 
planned takeovers for a number of dis­
tressed school districts in urban areas. 
Included were troubled iiistricts in Grand 
Hapids and Lansing. 

Eventually, the list was narrowed down 
to one — Detroit. 

As I said, you could argue it was needed 
in a given case. But when it happens 
repeatedly it becomes a pattern. 

• At year's end, lawmakers were consid­
ering a bill to make it illegal for school prin­
cipals to join unions. As first devised, the 
bill wovlld have affected all school districts 
in the state. Needless to say, it was contro­
versial. 

As a compromise, lawmakers proposed to 
limit the prohibition to distressecl school 
districts. 

Again, eventually, all schools were 
dropped ... except those in the City of 
Detroit 

• There was the long drawn out debate, 
over House Bill 4777, wlilch would override 
local controls in certain areas of Jaw. Obvi­
ously, this bill would have affected many 
other communities in Micliigan. Local offi­
cials. Virtually by the truck load, headed off 
to Lansing to express their objections. 

But It is quite clear what set It all off, 
Detroit's Living Wage Ordinance. That local 

law said that if a company contracts with 
the city, it must pay its employees at 125 
percent of the federal poverty level. 

Franldy, 1 think that's bad policy and 
would not vrant to see it spread to other 
municipalities in Michigan. But as I said, 
you may agree or disagree on any one of 
these issues, it's the pattern that disturbs. 

• Then there 'was liie issue of residency 
rules. Some 90 municipalities in Michigan 
make rules about where tlielr employees 
can live, requiring city workers to live •with­
in their city limits. Eventually, the leglsla-
tl1re concluded it would override those 
local rules, allowing city workers to move 
up to 20 miles away. 

Obviously, many communities were 
involved. But again, it is also obvious what 
the soiorce of the concern was ... Detroit. It 
is Micliigan's largest city -with residency 
rules, and has more employees than any 
other community falling under those guide­
lines. It was also expected to take the hard­
est liit — costing Detiroit an estimated $20 
million — if the state banned residency 
rules. 

Lawmaker seemed genuinely cJiagrined 
when they were accused of "racism" as a 
result these actions. But when the City of 
Detroit is repeatedly singled out — specifi­
cally or effectively — it ought not come as a 
surprise. 

And Micliigan lawmakers should be fore­
warned, continuing the pattern into the 
coming year could set city/suburb rela­
tions back 20, 30 years.

HoWeVer. she said 
too often 
parents Work to pro-
Vide luxuries for 
themselVes and their 
children they proba­
bly don't need.

She said no one is there to 
ShoW an interest or to be InVolVed 
in their children's liVes.

Surprisingly, most Working 
parents, including Kathy Babin 
who works 35 hours a week, 
agreed — at least in part — with 
that assessment.

Babin 
said. 

However, most of the teens 
said they not only don't mind 
their parents Working and 
Wished they worked more. They 
said they felt that Way so they 
could have more time to do What 
they Wanted Without their par­
ents Watching every move they 
made.

That could be why most teens 
also said it Was difficult to talk to 
their parents because of a mutu­
al lack of trust. 

"I've never taken a drink or 
drug in my life.

They sUU think I do all that stuff 
Even if I tell them that, they say

They don't trust me, 
so I just gaVe up try­
ing."

Ultimately. Elizabeth Engels. 
14. as everyone else surVeyed. 
said, it is her friends she relies 
on for adVice. 

"They don't judge me. They 
just knoW me better than my 
parents."

My curiosity In that entry came Irom my 
Working on the "Century In RevieW" pro-
Jcct, a periodic re-telllng of stories from 
NoVi and NorthVllle oVer the last 100 
years. 

In that tlme, I looked at almost every­
thing, from historic bulldlngs to famous 
people to Interstate highways to the Nor-
mandy Invasion. • 

It's been a fasdnatlng year for me. Since 
I approached my editors back ln early 
January about this project, I've been 
Intrigued tiy the posslblllty that tiy r ^ -
larly examlnlng the people, places and 
events that shaped our conimilnlty, we 
could learn a bit about why We are the 
wayWeare. 

This much I knoW for certain: I feel like 
I understand NoVi and NorthVllle light-
years better than I did before. 

Sometimes, In the midst of onc of those 
late-night philosophical discussions With 
fellow staff Writers, I throW out a line that 
inevitably gets me strange looks. 

"When you think about — When you 
really think about it — Wc don't 'create' 
anything," I say. describing the Work We 
do In newspapers. "AU We do Is freeze his­
tory." 

Freezing histoiy. Sounds weird, but it's 
true. People Will gawk at framed copies of 
The Washington Post on the day Nixon 
resigned or The New York Times when the 
Japanese surrendered. For me, I JaioW 
people snatch up milltiple copies of the 
paper when their son or daughter's name 
crops up ln the pages, or when there's a 
photo that catches their fancy. 

People feel some connection to the past 
with a newspaper. There's something reas-
suring about knoWhig Where you came 
from and being able to hold on to a 
moment Sure, time moves on. But those 
yelloWed sheets of neWsprint give us a link 
to yesterday, last Week, last year. 

Or, last century. 
I decided In mld-December to take a 

peek at What Was Written by my former-
former-former-former co-Workers 100 
years ago. Ym franldy a little embarrassed 
that my ex-ex-ex-ex boss Would be as vin­
dictive as he apparently Was. so let me 
apologize on his behalf. 

Having gotten that out of the Way. let 
. me also say that this newspaper, like the 
world around It, has become infinitely 
more complex through the years. 

On Dec. 30, 1899, It apparently Was 
considered quite legitimate that the proper 
response of an editor Who received a nasty 
letter Was to hint at bis premature death. 
I dare say that probably Wouldn't fly 
today. 

In 1925, We ran advertisements for 
stores, which were framed with miniature 
swastlkas. Again — not good by 1999 
standards. 

In the 1940s, the paper was about 10 
collunns wide, ahnost entirely text. Today, 
a front page Without photographs or 
graphics has all the Visual appeal of a 
used tissue. 

hi the 1970s, hard news was the name 
of the game. Bob Jackson and Jan Jeflfres 
— the current editors of the Record and 
iVoi;l News — both 'want somethlng a Ilttle 
feature-y to grace page 1-A 

There's no telling exacdy hoW this news­
paper Will change and eVolVe in the next 
100 years. By 2099. people may be read­
ing the paper with Virtual reality goggles 
and looidng at holographic images. 

The Record may be Writing for the 
metropolis of Northville. the population of 
Which crested the 1 million mark in 2048. 

The News may be delivered by hovercar 
to residents living In homes that float in 
the air. 

Well be Writing on the local Implications 
of major events, like President 
SchWarzenegger's Visit to TWelVc Oaks 
Mall or the Bosnla-HerzegoVlna-Austria-
Czech Republlc-SIoVoida accords signed at 
NorthVille Commu111ty Park. 

(EVen so. I'll bet that by Super BoWl 
CXXX1V. the Lions stttl Wouldn't have 
made an appearance in the big game.)

• Establish a trust, which is a legal

eni kinds of trusts, each designed lo 
reduce income and estate taxes and meet 
specific estate planning needs. 

• Purchase life insurance. Life insur­
ance proceeds can provide for your heirs 
and can also be used to pay estate taxes. 

• Review asset ownership lo maxinlize 
the Unified Credil. 

• .-\rrange for the long-term health care 
needs of you. your spouse and parents. 
One option is to purchase long-term care 
insurance. 

• Provide someone you trust with 
Power of .-Mtorney. This person would 
manage your financial affairs in the event 
you become disabled. 

• Consider applicable state inheritance 
tax.

Beanlen begins lo 
slun both fans and lnanagemenl 
wilh his spectacular gridiron per­
formance, throwing the great Cap 
RooIley's future into doubt and 
forcing D'.^nlalo lo grapple with 
his long-cherished ideals of per­
sonal and professional loyally. 

\\Tlereas D'.Amato firmly believes 
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tliat the game "has got to be aboul 
something more than winning," the 
only goal that the pragmatic 
"Sleamin' Beamen" has is winning 
— Willi all of tlie material perks that 
he can acquire during the short life 
span ofa pro football player.

The ultimate goal...help 
Jason learn about his body, give 
him the true tools to make the 
changes he wants and the ability 
to maintain those changes for life. 

.Many people do not think of a 
health c lub as a tool to reach 
weight loss. They think of a health 
club as just a place to lift weights 
or run on a treadmill . Today's 
health club-industry offers.many 
choices ior the consumer. O u r 
club, as well as some others, offer 
a ful l , ind iv idual system that 
removes the guesswork on how to 
really make the changes in your 
lifestyle and maintain them for a 
happy, healthy life. 

The followiiig are the excerpts 
from Jason's sessions, contributed 
by Jason's coach, trainer, and by 
now friend. Lesley Pagnucco. 

able at the time with the Ume one 
has available. The result of this 
usually is not a healthy one. Plan­
ning includes for many taking 
some food and snacks as vou head 
out for the day. This allows vou to 
control the situation much better. 
Planning prompts good things to 
happen like eating small amounts 
ever}' 2-4 hours to allow plenty of 
energy, decrease hunger and spare 
that valuable lean muscle while 
allowing the body to bum body fat. 

We realize this goes against the 
standard, which is to grab a donut 
and coffee on tile way to work or if 
you get hungry before lunch grab a 
candy bar from the vending 
machine, head to the nearest fast-
food place for lunch before heading 
home for a big dinner. So we work 
with our clients for easy and liv­
able solutions. 

For example, having a nutrition 
bar in your desk is a much better 
choice than those empty calories in 
that candy bar. We really work on 
assuring the proper fuel for the 
body. As Jason has mentioned, the 
increase in energy and overall well 
being you Will feel With the proper 
fuel is amazing, but it does not 
happen easily on its own. We must 
plan. 

Session seven: Because most 
Americans eat at least one out of 
every three meals away from home, 
today we discussed how to do this 
more responsibly. It; really bolls 
down to.understandlng and apply­
ing better, smaller daily food choic­
es. For instance, choose a grilled 
chicken sandwich With minimal 
sauces versus a loaded cheese­
burger. Two less cookies a day over 
a month can lead to 2.800 less 
calories, once you make these 
smal l changes, your body Will 
adapt and you will not miss the 
other poorer food choices as much.

Session she: I continue to work 
with Jason on his weight training, 
one of the five components We 
focus on. Many people do not real­
ize how important this component 
is to losing Weight.

We start to lose 2-4 pounds of It 
a year around our thirties. We 
need it back to maintain tone, 
keep your bones strong and burn 
thc fat.

His form and control 
have really improved and We 
Increase his intensity accordingly 
today. He is keeping up his other 
component, cardiovascular train­
ing and finally We discuss the 
nuUitlon component. 

J a s o n is learning about and 
m a k i n g healthier food choices 
dally. However, his continued suc­
cess depends heavily on (and a 
stumbhng block for many) plan­
ning. Learning and consistently 
pla1111ing your food Intake Is vital. 
Lack ofplan11ing usually results in 
Waiting to feel hungry, and then 
satlsfytag that •with What is avail-

S e s s i o n eigl l t : We changed 
Jason's Weight training program 
today, varying the order he com­
pletes the exercises, the amount of 
Weight and the repetitions. Jason 
continued to improve in this area 
and seems highly motivated and 
focused. After completing his Work­
out. We discussed nutrient supple­
mentation, a highly-sensitive area 
today. Unfortunately, the deregu­
lated nutrient supplement market 
has. in my opinion, become a little 
out of control. A person can talte a 
pill to cure everything from a bad 
mood to losing 25 pounds Without 
doing anything further. We as a 
society naturally look for the easi­
est Way to reach a desired goal. 
This alone is not the answer to 
overall health. (I don't care vvhat 
the celebrity said on the Infomer-
clalt) 

See my last column dated 12-16-
99 for more on this subject. Sup­
plementing your diet Is particularly 
Important When attempting to 
make physical changes. The exer­
cise and other components We 
instill increase the need for nutri­
ents While the food intake compo­

nent requires the nutrients with­
out adding extra calories. It is a 
fact ^djl^^he American diet falls 
s11<umM|ifcen the recommended 
daily^w'ltjace (RDA). 

.AaStu^completed by the U.S. 
Dietetics Assoc ia t ion (USDA) 
showed that not one of the 21.500 
people surveyed consumed 100 
percent of the RDA of just 10 dif­
ferent nutrients. Who is eating live 
semngs of fmits and vegetables 
each day? 

After careful review of Jason's 
food intake and health hlstoiy. we 
recommended that Jason begin 
consuming two muld Vitamins and 
mineral supplements, one antioxi­
dant and something.called Lipo-
toplc and Transport dally Which 
wil help Jason in his effort to lose 
body fat and m a i n t a i n overall 
health. 

No. the supplements Will not 
magically make Jason reach his 
goals. But these nutrients com­
bined With the other components 
(resistance training, cardiovascular 
training, proper food intake and 
professional guidance and support) 
will help. 

S e s s i o n n i n e : O n this day. 
Jason and I discussed hoW to over­
come and aVold plateauing. 
Plateaulng is Where the body 
adapts to the changes We've made 
and progress is stalled or stopped. 
This is a common occurrence, and 
without proper professional guid­
ance can lead to lack of changes 
\>hich leads to no motivation. This 
may lead to one dropping out of 
the program. Which Is a loss to 
eVeiyone. 

This occurrence Is complicated by 
the lact that the human body does 

not like to lose weight. Our bodies 
have a regulator mechanism that 
works to keep the amount of energy 
we consume in balance with the 
amount of energ}' We use. This is a 
situation commonly called an exer­
cise/weight loss paradox, meaning 
the very efforts made to increase 
metabolism (buming calories) may 
eventually slow it down. Jason and 
I discussed the different Ways to 
prevent this. Things like manipulat­
ing his exercises, avoiding over-
miining and getting rest are exam­
ples. In order for Jason to reach 
and maintain his fitness goal he 
needs to address plateauing on his 
own. 

We hope y o u are enjoying 
Jason's Journey and learning a lit­
tle as you consider your options to 
reach your goals. The main mes­
sage we hope each of you pick up 
is. "WOW. there is a little more to 
this long-term Weight loss and get 
in shape than just Walking and 
eating less fat." 

The more people We educate on 
this, the more people Will number 
one. stop Wasting time and mone}' 
on some short-cut path, and tWo. 
help you realize if a health club is 
something you Want to cotisider. 

We really do not Want you to end 
up With the majority of the Well-
intentioned souls Who set their goals 
and resolutions Jan. I (Well we don't 
really start until Jan. 3rd) to have 
given up on them by Jan. 30.

H i s announcement was not without some controversy, 

though. If he retired by M a r c h . N o v i C i t y C o u n c i l 
approved o f a plan that would give K r i e w a l l an addit ional 
S2fl.(X)0 per year on his pension for the rest o f his life. 

T h i s w i l l bring his yearly pension to arotind S90.000. 
K r i e w a l l plans to leave in February. Even though he 

w i l l be out o f the ci ty government spotlight, he promises 
he w i l l remain active in local c i v i c organizations, .such as 
the M i c h i g a n 50s Festival and the N o v i Chamber o f 
Commerce .

N ine percent o f N o v i ' s vot ing publ ic turned out 
for the election. 

She aiuibuted her loss to her underestimation o f M e y e r 
and the low voter turnout. 

D u r i n g last term as mayor. M c L a l l e n faced some tough 
c r i t i c i sm from residents over the N o v i Ice Arena ' s deficit, 
the Sandstone lawsuit and the Way residents felt they 
Were treated by ci ty off icials . 

H e r years as mayor saW one o f the biggest periods i n 
N o v i ' s history for development. Which included the 
construction o f a doWntoWn and the creation o f a neW 
zon ing for Officer SerVice and Technology businesses. 
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M a y o r R i c h a r d C l a r k 
A former planning commiss ioner and ci ty counc i l 

member. N o v i ' s new mayor R icha rd C l a r k W i l l certainly 
be in the spotlight as he leads the ci ty into the year 2000. 

W i t h N o v i about to hire a new city manager. N o v i

Director o f Parks and Recreation Dan Davis blamed 
the deficit on Sevier 's inabili ty to effectively run the 
arena. Communi ty Clubs o f N o v i and the N o v i C i t y 
C o u n c i l agreed and terminated Seyler 's contract to man­
age the arena in June. 

Seyler shot back, saying the deficit was not his fault. 
He charged that the Communi ty C lubs and Davis caused 
the loss o f money by attempting to micro-manage the 
facility. The arena was caught in the cross-fire as Seyler 
charged that the N o v i Youth Hockey Assoc ia t ion was 
given a l l o f the prime ice times at a too low cost and 
Davis said Seyler was fo l lowing his own business plan.

W h i l e he was 
confident his coinpany could-tum the failing arena 
around, he reminded the publ ic it wou ld take tiine and a 
lot o f hard work. 

A d e l l B r o t h e r s C h i l d r e n ' s T r u s t 

Objecting to the condemnation o f their land at the N o v i 
E x p o Center (the trust owns the property and bui ld ing, 
not the business), the chi ldren o f Frank .Adell managed to 
b lock the building o f a ring road at the northwest corner 

o f N o v i Road and Grand River Avenue - as wel l as the 
reconstruction o f the o ld Grand River bridge. 

This further led to loss o f a state grant awarded to the 
city for construction o f the ring road.

At first the group, led by Chuck 
Tindall, asked the .Novi City Council to put the question 
on the November ballot. The council refused and PARKS 
collected signatures from more than 1,500 registered vot­
ers by July 31 to get the amendment on the ballot them­
selves. 

In November 73 percent of the voters passed the char­
ter change. Which forbids the city from building a golf 
course or banquet facility on any currently-owned city 
propeny. 

Barricade for road bond 
On Nov. 2, the S28.5 million road bond Was nixed by 

53 percent of the 7.261 voters Who turned up at ihe polls. 
What Would have cost about S70 a year for the average 

homeowner in Novi Would have paid for 12 road projects, 
including road widenings. pavings, neW construction and 
intersection improvements. B i g ticket items included the 
creation of a ring road near the ToWn Center and the 
reconstruction of the Beck Road/I-96 interchange. 

While some backed the bond issue, saying it would 
solve traffic congestion, others argued the money was 
benefiting developers by creating neW roadWays to access 
vacant land. 

The city had in its hands S7I million in matching 

grants from state and federal programs. According to the 
Michigan Department of Transportation, state funding for 
the interchange project Would be unaffected by a negafive 
vote on the proposal. 

At year's end. the city council Was looking at alterna­
tive road bond packages to place on a future ballot. 

L i b r a j y shelves stuffed 
The Novi Public Librar>' needs more room, library offi­
cials say. 
According to officials constructing a new building could 
be the ansWen 
The City of Novi and the library board began exploring a 
Way to build a new library on property behind NoVi High 
School. The current library building Would be used as 
additional city offices. 
The existing library Was built in 1976. Between 1987 and 
1990 the library Was renovated. The building is currently 
23,190 square feet 
A recent report indicates there is little room for groWth, 
especially for neW books, reader seating and public com­
puter terminals. 
Library officials say the need Will only increase as the 
community grows to its estimated 63,000 population by 
2020.

1999 saw a barn fire and a hot crime story 
Local public safety officials found plenry to keep them 
busy in 1999, but Novi was much in the national media 
with the arrest of an East Lake Drive man. 

Police chief lights cancer 
Novi Police Chief Doug Shaeffer .spent half of 1999 

fightiiig a deadly form of cancer. However, following 
exten.sive treatments. Shaeffer discovered he wa.s cancer-
free during a check-up in May. 

"J wa.s always confident I would beat this." he said. 
But. the fight to beat the cancer Was not an easy one. 

Every day he went through radiation treatments and had 
to carry around a portable chemotherapy device that 
would inject medicine into him at various times during 
the day. 

The process took his strength and burned his throat so 
severely that he had to go on a liquid diet. The treatments 
even burned away his salivary glands, limiting his meals 
to only moist foods for the rest of his life. Even now that 
it is over. Shaeffer .said the memory of the battle haunts 
him. 

"Everyday 1 walce up scared to death. I think of it two 
dozen times a day." he said. 

Fire depaiiment Gnds laild for new station 
City officials found a perfect site on Wixom Road to 

build a new fire station, but that Would have required con­
demnation of land owned by the Dinser family. As luck 
would have it. the property across the sh-eet Was for sale. 
Forgoing the condemnation, city officials bought this 
alternative location. In addition to keeping both parties 
out of court, the deal also cost the city about 5200,000 
less than What it Would have paid for the Dinser's proper­
ty. The Wixom Road property wil l be the site of a new 
fire station and a training facility. 

Fuerst B a m bums 
Around 9 a.m. April 'ZS. Novi lost a bit of its history to 

an act of arson. Novi firefighters fought to save a 123-
year-old bam on the Fuerst Farm property near the inter­
section of Ten Mi le and Taft Roacis. but the entire bam 
Was tumed into a pile of charred Wood and ashes. 

The city-owned Fuerst Farm property is a place both 
city officials and residents have been trying to restore for 
several years. 

In a historical and architectural building assessment 
commissioned by the organization Preservation NoVi. the 
1876 bam Was determined to be in the Woist condition of 
the three bams on the property. HoWeVer, historical archi­
tect Dane .Archer Johnson noted in his repon to the com-
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mission that the old bam "should be retained to Whatever 
extent possible." 

No one was been charged With .setting the fire. 

L iquor store drag dealer 
1n a surprise raid Oct. 8. Novi police and the South 

Oakland Narcotics Intelligence Consortium found a large 
amount of illegal narcotics at a local business. 

After being lipped off. police raided the Food and Wine 
Bazaar on Ten iMile Road and allegedly found 59 tablets 
of Ecsta.sy in the vehicle of employee Robert Tarik 
Dehko. a 23-year-old Bloomfield Hills residenLPolice 
also allegedly found a bag of marijuana and half of an 
Ecstasy pill in Dehko's pocket 

The employee was arrested and arraigned for one count 
of intent to deliver a narcotic and cone count of posses­
sion of marijuana. If convicted, he could get seven years 
in jai l and/or a S5.000 fine. 

NoVi man possible l ink in O ' H a i r mystery 
Novi resident Gary Karr Was arrested March 25 by FBI 

agents and deputies from the Oakland County Sheriff's 
Department for a gun violation, but law enforcement 
agencies say he may be the missing link in the search for 
atheist Mafialyn Murray O 'Ha i r Three years ago. O'Hair, 
her son and her granddaughter's disappeared from their 
Texas home. .-According to FBI testimony, Karr may 
knoW Where their bodies are. 

ICarr previously spent 20 years in prison With a cell­
mate named David Waters. The FBI had been investigat­
ing Waters as a suspect in the disappearance of O'Hair. 
To leam more about Waters and the disappearance of 
O'Hair, the FBI Went to Kair 's East Lake DriVe home. 
Where a loaded handgun Was found. Since it is illegal for 
a convicted felon to possess a gun. Karr Was arrested and 
taken to the Oakland County ja i l . 

While at the jail , Karr Was interrogated for three hours, 
during Which time he allegedly admitted to being an 
accessory to the murders and knoWledge of Where the 
bodies are. Police and FBI agents searched a ranch in 
Texas, but did not find anything. Karr Was recently indict­
ed by a Texas grand Juiy on being an accessory to the 
kidnapping of O'HaiL The case is still pending. 

Excessive force case settled out of court 
NoVi officials settled a laWsuit for an undisclosed sum 

out-of-court in Apr i l . The suit alleged NoVi DetectiVe 
John Nelson used excessive force and attested a Woman 
Without probable cause. The laWsuit revolved around an 
incident in 1994 that ended With the arrest of Tnlcey and 

Eleanor Thompson. 
Nelson Was called to the Thompson's home to check 

on a report of domestic violence in progress. Eleanor's 
two daughters. Tracey and Michelle, had allegedly been 
fighting. When Nelson arrived at the scene, Tracey Was 
gone. She later retumed While Nelson Was conducting his 
investigation and she allegedly became hostile toWards 
the officer 

Nelson allegedly grabbed Tracey and in doing so, fell 
through a screen doon As Nelson Was arresting Tracey 
for her behavior. Eleanor intervened and Was also arrest­
ed for obstructing an officer. Both the mother and daugh­
ter sued the police, the city and Nelson. 

To save money on a court trial, the city's insurance 
company suggested the case be settled out of court. 

Upon hearing it Was settled out of coiut to save money. 
Nelson said he Was extremely disappointed and Was look­
ing for his day in court. He stressed he Was not guilty of 
any Wrong-doing. 

Ci ty settles harassment laWsuit 
The Novi City Council agreed in July to settle out of 

court the third of three sexual harassment laWsuits filed 
by female Novi police officers in the 1990s. 

The case revolved around charges of sexual harassment 
and Wage discrimination made by former Novi Police 
Officer June Mull inix, Who Worked in the canine unit 
from 1988 to 1997. Mull inix Was paid $162,550 by Novi . 
Her aWard Was the largest any of the three female officers 
have received. The laWsuit stated she Was "subjected to 
unwelcome comments and conduct of an offensive and 
sexual nature by supervisory personnel." 

Suspected child-stalker arrested 
Kenneth Stefanski of Livonia Was arrested July 10 in 

Novi for indecent expositfe and attempting to accost chil­
dren in several Oakland County and Wayne County com­
munities. Police in Novi and elseWhere had been looking 
for a man fitting Stefanski's description since June 20. 
The suspect allegedly chased several children in these 
communities. 

He Was picked up by police after Witnesses saw him 
Watching children play Police say the 28-ycar-old Stefan-
ski admitted to masturbating While trying to call Iitdc 
girls over to his truck. L.aW enforcement officers also 
allege that he said he could have kidnapped several young 
girls " i f he Wanted to."

The Border Cantina not only won best overall restau­
rant, but also took first place for best ethnic food and best 
waitress. 

Kate MacKenzie 
Novi High School graduate Kate MacKenzie made the 

community she grew up In proud by being asked to join a 
rowing group training to qualify for the Olympics. 

The 24-year-old woman was voted "Female Athlete of 
the Year" during her senior year of high school and she is 
currently the fourth-fasicsl Women in the nation in the 
2,000 meter row. 

After joining the University of Michigan rowing team 
her sophomore year, MacKenzie was given a scholarship 
that enabled her to stay a fifth year at college to compete 
in rowing. She competed in time trials at an event attend­
ed by coaches for the national Olympic team and Was 
contacted soon after by a national coaches. 

She jumped at the chance and now spends most of her 
waking hours in Georgia training With the group for the 
Olympic trails next summer.

Novi voters agreed to create a city out of What 
had been a toWnship. And so on Feb. 27,1999, here for 
an afternoon to mark that afmiversary Was a collection of 
people united by one common bond. They love calling 
NoVi home.

Novi Middle School seventh grader Kyle Magnan had his 
candy Wishes come true in September When he Was 
selected as one of seven " WONKAmaginators" to be part 
of the fiirst-ever tour for die Wil ly Wonka Candy Factory 
in Illinois.

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Novi's top stories of the 20th century

A local historian picks the biggest events of the 1900s 
The Novi News asked local historian Barbara Louie to 

select the events of the 20th century that had the greatest 
impact on the history of Novi. Here's her view of one 
small town's evolution.

For much of tiie first half of tiie 20Ui century, Novi was 
content to doze peacefully as a quiet farming community 
in tiie shadow of Detroit's ever-extending suburbs. 
Though the town was largely dependent on agriculture as 
its main enterprise, small indu.smes gradually began to 
supplement Novi's economy. 

Following Worid War II tiie number of small industrial 
plants in Novi more than doubled, from five in die 1930s, 
to 12 a decade lateL The end of the war marked tiie end 
of Novi's role as a farming center. The small War plants 
took over not only the land, but many of tiie people who 
had previously worked on tiie farms. 

By tile late 1950s, Interstate 96 was built, cutting right 
tiu-o'ugh Novi and tiie small, sleepy farm community was 
never to be die same again. 'When Novi became a village 

i n 1958. it was tiie largest of its kind in Michigan. Eleven 
years later, tiie largest village in tiie state became a cily. • 
and phenomenal growtii was in its future. 

The 1970s saw die beginning of tiiat growtii, with sub­
divisions replacing farms and orchards all oVer town. 
Shopping centers added to tiie activity and witiiin the 
next 10 years tiiere Was a 129 percent increase in NoVi's 
population. 

The action continued ii i tiie 1980s. Witii more new 
shopping centers and housing developments. The 1990s 
did not see any diminished activity in eitiier case, and the 
city - Which once had a so'meWhat foriom, rustic look to 
it - has taken on a sophisticated, urban flair. 

Looking back on die eve of die neW millennium, here 
are some of NoVi's most notable headlines of die 20th 
century: 

Lightning Causes Fi re at Novi 
It Was tile night of July 14,1913, When a deVastating 

electrical storm caused major damage in NoVi. Among 
tiie casualties Were tile old toWn hall built in 1876, and 
tile adjacent Baptist church. 

According to a newspaper account of tile disaster, "The 
Baptist church steeple Was struck by lightning and the 
fire Which folloWed completely destroyed tile edifice. The 
toWn hall Which stood just nortil of tile church Was also

wiped out.." 
A year later a new toWn hall Was built Which today sits 

proudly on NoVi Public Library property. It is maintained 
by the NoVi Historical Society and has been restored to 
serve as tiieir headquarters and a historical museum for 
the city. 

Walled Lake Amusement Parks Open 
Shortly after Worid War I, an enterprising man named 

Judd Taylor built a huge dance casino across NoVi Road 
on the soutiiem shore of Walled Lake. Thus began a 
phase that Would make tiie name "Walled Lake" synony­
mous Witii music and fiin for tile next fiVe decades. 

For nearly half a centuiy. Walled Lake Was tile name 
knoWn for What Was NoVi's splendid amusement park 
complex. 

Novi Special Wins Over the Crowds 

What Novi City Manager Ed Kriewall once referred to 
as "tiie most historic item in the community" is tiie shiny 
red Novi Special race car. 

The innovative racing car was created in 1941 by 
inventor Ed Winfield. Altiiough it was built in California, 
it was funded by the owner of tiie Novi Equipment Co., 
Lewis Welch. The car became known as "tile Novi Spe­
cial" and became Novi's symbol of success. 

Though tiie car never Won any Indianapolis 500 races, 
it set numerous records during its 20-year life span, 
including time for tiie fastest field and fastest qualifica­
tion. It currently resides in a place of honor at Novi's 
Motorsports Hall of Fame. 

Expressway Opens 
Possibly the one event in Novi's history tiiat would 

make the biggest impact on its future was tiie construc­
tion of Interstate Highway 96. Cutting right tiirough tile 
town, tile freeway brought isolated, rural Novi witiiin 
quick and easy access to all parts of southeastern Mich i ­
gan. 

Witii the opening of the freeway in 1957. people who 
worked in downtown Detroit, for instance, could now 
move furtiier west and commute to work witii littie diffi­
culty. This access led to increased population, more hous­
ing subdivisions and, in turn, to the shopping centers 
which really put Novi on tiie map. 

The added population also helped develop large, mod­
ern library and police department facilities in 1977, and a 
new city hall ten years later. 

NoVi O K ' s Ci ty Charter 
The growtii tiiat began in tile late 1950s eventually led 

to Novi becoming a city in 1969. Incorporated as a town­
ship in 1834, Novi remained as such for more tilan a cen-
mry. In an attempt to maintain its borders, Novi became a 
village in 1958. 

Severa1 attempts to become a city between 1959 and 
1967 failed. But finally in 1968, NoVi Voters approved 
incorporation as a city. 

Novi officially became a city in February 1969, The 
groWtil dlat some had feared from obtaining city status 
became a reality and it appears tilat filmre expansion of 
NoVi Will continue Well into die 21st century.
