Some stiideilts have a new item among 
their school supplies. It comes in a brown col-
oi-ed plastic bottle with a chiid-pi-oof cap. 

Called Ritalin, the behavior changiilg drug 
has becoille a welcoiried relief for soillc, aild 
caused skepUcism in others. 

According to a Newsweek article about 
Ritalin published Maicll 18, 1996, moi-e than 
one million children take the drug regularly to 
help control Altention Deficit Disorder, an 
increase of two and a half tinles since 1990. 

A little closer to hoille, 153 students take 
Ritalin or a generic version soilletinle (luriilg 
the day in the Novi Community School Dis­
trict, That's 3 percent of Novi's students, but 
may not include students who take the medi­
cation without lcporting it to the dlstlict. 

B Ritalin is used to help students with 
Attention Deficit Disorder and who 
are falling behind in their school 
work, but the degree of use of the 
drug is controversial. The story 
appears on page 16A. 

Secretary Sonja I'armley at Novi Meadows 
has seen the amount of nledication grow over 
the years. 

"A lot of it is the asthma medication, but a 
lot of it is the Ritalin," she said of the medica­
tion she is responsible for dispensing 
throughout the day to students. 

Ritalin acts as a stimulant that increases 

the amount of the natural chemical dopamine 
in the brain and regulates attention. Children 
with ADD often show signs of inattention, 
aggressiveness and hyperactivity. 

"In people who have ADD it's proven to 
actually calm them and improves blood fiow to 
the frontal cortex where most people do their 
thinking," said pediatrician Dr. George B\um. 

Blum has 36 years in the profession and 
works out of Southfield Pediatrics, associated 
with Providence Hospital, He also teaches at 
Wayne Slate University Medical School. He 
believes the drug and its generic equivalent 
can and does have a posiUve effect for ADD 
patients. 

But critics of Ritalin have speculated the

She was one of 
the Illfrastructurc Committee 
members who recommended the 
boild be placed on the ballot. 

She said she believes a good 
majority of people supported the 

initiative but, looking at the low 
voler turnout, she wonders if 
siippoiiers Ibi-got to vote.

Michelle's older brother's death 
affected her throughout her life. 
Bob Stevens, also a Novi Migh 
graduate, died in 1988 in an acci­
dental car crash. 

"Since her brother died, she's

Landnlarks that are considered 
lo hold a position of importance In 
Anlerican history and culture, on 
both a national and local level, are 
included on the National Register, 

McLallen said under considera­
tion at the same time as the Fuerst 
Farm were the governor's mansion 
on Mackinac Island and the Gem 
Theater in Detroit. 

In Novi, the Idea Is that the pres­
tigious designation will be helpful 
when the city moves to apply for 
preservation grants for the Ten 
Mlle/Taft Road property.

Wanted for biirglarj' alld claiiil-
Ing to have a gun, a local teenager 
begged a police officer to slioot liiill 
durlllg a Sunday afternoon stand­
off In (he boy's hoille, according to 
Novl police. 

No gun was found after Dallas 
Lewis, 17, was arrested without 
injury on June 8, However, he 
faces a misdemeanor charge of 
resisting and obstrucllilg a police 
officer in the perforillance of his 
duty for his alleged actions in the 
We.xford Towilhonles complex near 
Thirteen Mile and Decker road.s In 
north Novi, 

Lewis has also been charged 
with one felony count of burglaiy. 
Unable to post bond, he's being 
held in the Oakland County Jail in 
Pontiac pending preliminary 
exams on both charges in 52-1 
District Court In Novi (his Wednes­
day, June 18, 

The incident began about. 1:30 
p.m. on Suliday when police inves­
tigated a complaint about a stolen 
bicycle. Officer Brian Luettke 
wanted to question neighbors 
about 11, Inchidllig Lewis, who at 
that time had three outstanding 
warrants for his arrest. 

Two were felony warrants, 
according to Novi police, out of Ihe 
Midland police department and the 

Oakland County Sheriffs Depart­
ment. The third was a misde­
meanor warrant arising out of 
Farminglon Hills. 

A relative allowed Luettke In to 
talk to Lewis, accordlilg to police, 
and told hini the teen was down in 
the basement,' 

Two fcillales and two males were 
there, Luettke said in his report. 
He alleged that Lewis was hiding 
under a sleeping bag . 

When asked to stand up alld 
hold his hands In the air, Luettke 
coiltlnucd, the teen Instead placed 
his hand behind his back, 

"If I don't, are you golilg to shoot 
me?" he allegedly asked, 

Luettke said he replied that he 
would not shoot Lewis, then asked 
him if he had a gun, Lewis alleged­
ly said that he did and asked again 
if the officer would shoot him. 

As Lewis' relative yelled at him 
to put the weapoil down, Luetkke 
said, he drew his gun and ordered 
the 17-year-old to put his firearm 
down. 

After Lewis refused, Luettke con­
tinued, police took everyone else 
out of the home and went back 
upstairs, leaving the teen alone In 
tile baseilient. One of the females 
told police that she felt a metal 
object behind Lewis' back which 
appeared to be a gun, 

Luetkke said he tried repeatedly 

but linsucccssfuliy to convince 
Lewis to give up, 

"1 asked (the suspect) numerous 
tiilles to put the gun down, which 
he would not do," the officer stat­
ed, 

Lewis claimed he didn't want to 
go back to Midland to face the 
i'elony warrant, accoiding to Luet­
tke, and said that everything 
would be easier if pollee would 
shoot hinl. He continued to yell 
and point to his forehead, refusing 
to put down the weapon and say­
ing, "No, shoot me," 

At his request, Lewis was given a 
cordless telephone which the teen 
used to speak with family mem­
bers. Soon afterwards, according 
to police, he said he might come 
upstairs, "but did not want the 
officers to 'rush' hlnl." 

Luettke said he threw a pair of 
handcuffs to Lewis after the teen 
agreed to put down the gun. Lewis, 
police said, then placed the hand­
cuffs on Ills wrists and surren­
dered. 

A search of the basement by sev­
eral officeis turned up no firearm 
al all, however: only two .22 cal­
iber rounds and a single 9 millime­
ter shell. 

All told more than a dozen Novi 
officers were Involved In the inci-
deilt and were assisted by person­
nel from the from Walled Lake

Piriformis syndrome is named after the muscle that is part of the abductor complex on 
the inside ol the thighs. The sciatic nerve exits the pelvis just below the piriformis muscle 
with very little clearance.

Doilila Tliibcri^, special educa­
tion director at Novl Coillilluillty 
Schools, said the dlstrlcl shares 
that ronceril and (joes to /^reat 
lengths to ensure students aren't 
lielnj; nilsdiajinosetl or mistreated. 

"It's ail easy conclu.slon to coinc 
lo," she explained. "We never want 
lo nllsdlagilose a child hccause It 
iileans nlisdla(;iiosln(< Important 
treatment." 

Teachers are aware of the sijjns 
of learnltif; disorders and ADD 
through lil-scrvlce trainln|i and lit­
erature. If a teacher has a con-
ccril. he or she must hrlilg it to the 
attention of a school p.sychologlst, 
social worker and administrators 
to consider the problem. TInbcrg 
said the district wants to treat a 
problem wilh as little Interference 
as possible, at It's lowest level. 

Dr. Uluiii applauds teachers who 
spot signs of ADD. 

Teachers have finally started to 
recognize this condition exists," he 
explained. "They used to deny the 
ilccti for medication because of the 
stereotypes." 

Blum .said In his practice, often 
It's the teacher or parents who 
spot the signs of ADD. Doctors 
have various ways to diagnose llie 
disorder, he .said, indudiilg taking 
a patient, school record an(l family 
historj' as well as looking for phys­
ical and nciirologlcal characteris­
tics. 

"Frequently we can see the 
behavior In the office," he said. 

TInberg said another misconcep-
Hon Is that schools receive a lot of 
additional funding for ADD stu­
dents. Students with severe ADD 
can receive special education pro­
gramming, and In fad 35 to 40 
ADD kids In Novi do. However, 
each child with severe ADD then 
receives at least $1,200 worth of 
services for which the district Is 
reimbursed about $350, she said, 

"It's not really an incentive when 
you look at it," Tinberg added. 

Blum said it's possible 10 per­
cent of a classroom could be diag­
nosed with ADD, becoming quite 
an Issue for the teacher. 

"A lot of children can be handled 
by a teacher who knows how lo 
place a child In a class to modify

behavior If Ihe child Is not severe," 
Bluill explained. "If they are able 
lo keep up with their grade level 
then you don't have to use medica­
tion." 

However, some children can't 
keep up with school work and 
social activities without Ritalin and 
some even need additional psycho­
logical help. 

Robert Sornson, special educa­
tion director of Northville schools, 
said some literature on the subject 
questions whether society is train­
ing kids to have short attention 
spans. Television, commercials 
and video games don't require 
long-term sustained attention. 

"I think we have drifted into a 
culture of living In our kids that 
doesn't have to train them lo use 
their attention very well," said 
Sornson.

R i t a l i n u s e d t o h e l p s t u d e n t f w h o f a l l b e h i n d

Attention Deficit Disorder Is being diag­
nosed more than ever. The drug commonly 
lised to treat It, Ritalin, is being prescribed 
al record rates. 

n la fs a good thing, according lo pediatric 
doctor, Dr. George Blum. 

Blum, who has practiced 36 years and is 
affiliated with Providence Hospital, said he's 
glad to sec people recognizing the disorder 
as a real problem so children can find effec­
tive treatment and relief. 

But for all its recent attention, Blum says 
he still has trouble convincing families to tiy 
the medication for children who show signs 
of ADD, like hyperaclivity, aggressiveness 
and lack of social control. 

Blum said Wtalln use goes back 25 to 30 
years, but it's been only the last ten years or 
so that the medical profession has con­
vinced others that ADD is a real condition 
and not Jusl a child who is unruly. He 

points out that many chlldien who were 
labeled as juvenile delinquents or social out­
casts were merely children with ADD. 

"They couldn't sit still and couldn't do 
what they were supposed lo do," he said. 

Many times one of the parents will find 
similarities In their own behavior and dis­
cover they might have had ADD as a child or 
even have it as an adult. 

Adults with ADD, he said, find they can 
function much belter in the workplace or 
even gain a belter job by using the drug 
treatment. Many adults struggle to find jobs 
In which they can function If they aren't 
treated, he said. 

Bui ADD is still a children's disorder and 
grows with the child in many cases. 

Blum said as the difficulty of school work 
grows, ADD children seem lo have more 
problems. The upside is that many students 
do grow out of tJle problem. 

Blum said he does try lo wean patients off 
the medication each year lo test if they have 

outgrown the disorder. 
In addition, some ADD kids don't exhibit 

the symptoms all the time. Fluctuations in 
chemicals in the brain and environment can 
contribute to the disorder, he said. 

Blum points out that the medication alone 
is not the answer, but some parents don't 
spend the time with their children that they 
should. 

"I'm sure there's some truth to (the idea) 
that many of the children who have Ihis 
problem require a lot of extra help to finish 
what they didn't finish in school and need a 
schedule to complete things," he explained. 

"Many parents who are working and don't 
have the time, may find it difilcult to help 
(the child) al home," he added. 

"1 don't think every child needs medicine 
but some of them do," he added. The Ritalin 
makes the child "much easier to get along 
with." he said. 

Not all Ritalin patients are aggressive or 
hyperactive, said Blum. Students with short 

attention spans and who are easily distract­
ed can benefit from the treatment. 

Blum said he believes medical researchers 
have found a specific gene present in people 
who have ADD. 

There may be other ways of approaching 
ADD in the future but for now Ritalin, 
Dexedrine and Adderal seem to be an effec­
tive treatments. 

The drug has few side affects when pre­
scribed and taken correctly, Blum points 
out. He said if taken before eating it can 
decrease a person's appetite. It can also 
cause stomach aches, headaches, facial tics 
and sleeping problems. 

Blum said many ADD patients commonly 
also have learning disabilities or other disor­
ders, such as obsessive compulsive disorder 
which can be exacerbated by use of the 
dmgs.

It was Indeed a community 
effort. 

More than 900 volunteers signed 
up for 1,245 separate shifts, ham­
mering, sawing and sweating for 
five days last week. When they 
were finished a one acre parking 
lot was transformed into a magical 
Victorian playground that will pro­
vide fun and excitement for chil­
dren for years to come. 

About one year after Its concep­
tion, Northville's playscape, "Fort 
Grlswold," Is no longer a sketch 0n 
a page but a definite reality after 
hundreds of residents volunteered 
their lime to construct the play­
ground June 4-8. 

"Il sort of reminds you 0f an old 
fashioned barn raising," said Sue 
Egan, who served as the Playscape 
Committee's volunteer coordinator. 
"Eveiyone was just so enthuslas-
Uc. so helpful. It was wonderful to 
see all of the people show up." 

The volunteers came In a small 
trickle at first, according to Egan. 
but as the week progressed people 
arrived In cascading waves ready 
to work. 

The numbers were a little short 
Wednesday through Friday but we 
managed quite well," she said. 'We 
had a lot to compete with this 
week - The Red Wings In the 
Stanley Cup Finals, graduation, 
the Detroit Grand Prix - but we 
sUll managed to get enough vqlun-
feers to keep us on schedule." 

The work was completed by 7 
p.m. Sunday, just In time for the 
opening ceremony. 

"We've been going at It non-stop. 

and everyone has been working 
extremely hard to finish," said 
Kevin Hartshorne, playscape co-
chairman. "Going back to my Job 
on Monday will seem like a vaca­
tion compared to the past five 
days." 

Fortunately, the weather didn't 
dampen things for the volunteer 
construction crews. After about a 
week of nothing but rain, the sun 
came out Just In Ume for Wednes­
day's construction kick-off Sun­
shine and 70 degree temperatures 
were the norm for the entire week. 

"Mother nature couldn't have 
timed this any better," Egan said. 
"Things would have gotten messy if 
it had rained." 

For playscape co-chairman 
Tanya Bartello, Sunday's opening 
was the culmination of a year's 
worth 0f hard work by volunteers, 

"I can remember meeting with 
committee members one year ago, 
and we weren't sure we were going 
to be able to pull this off" she said 
Sunday. "We didn't know i f we 
were going to be able to raise 
enough money, and then we didn't 
know if we were going to have 
enough volunteers from the com­
munity to actually build It. 

"Seeing all of the people working 
together - working towards a com­
mon goal - was tremendous." 

The volunteer list, with close to 
1,250 names, told the real story, 
according to Egan. 

"We had public officials cutting 
boards and pounding nails," she 
said. "There were doctors, and 
lawyers, business owners and 
everyday moms and dads. Some 
were skilled, some weren't, but it

didn't matter. Everyone took part 
in building this playground." 

There were volunteers like Mark 
Cryderman, a Northville City 
Councilman, who took a week off 
to serve as a playscape constnic-
tion captain. 

"I figured what the heck, I'll 
work the entire week," he said. 
"It's great to be part of a communi­
ty effort like this." 

There were also volunteers like 
Northville postal worker Trish 
Kcro. who initially signed up to 

work one four hour shift on 
Wednesday and ended up working 
each day of the buildout. 

"Initially, I told them I'd only give 
them four hours," she said. "But i l 
was such a great experience I had 
to keep coming back." 

Kero lives in Westland and her 
Northville experience prompted her 
to volunteer to work on Westland's 
playscape next September. 

"The spirit of everyone pitching 
in Is so infectious," Kero said. "I 
Just found myself coming back 

everyday. I couldn't stay away." 
"We couldn't keep her away," 

Egan said, chuckhng. "She even 
showed up with her postal uniform 
on and helped us on her lunch 
hour." 

Northville residents Frank and 
Ann Dolsen, both in their 70s, had 
nothing better to do on a warm 
Sunday afternoon, so they got in 
the car and ended up at the 
playscape site. 

"We just wanted to lend a hand," 
the couple said as they began cut-

ting two-by-fours on a table saw. 
"We wanted to do our part." 

Even high school students want­
ed to share in the load. Jeremy 
and Joshua Smith, along with 
friend Mark Barringer spent a few 
hours on Friday wood staining 
dozens ofpre-cut planks. 

"1 wish we could spend more 
time helping out. We've really had 
a great time," Jereilly Smith said. 
"We might be able to come back 
sometime during the weekend." 

"It's a nice day to be working 
outdoors," Barringer added. "Much 
better than being inside school all 
day." 

Northville School Superinten­
dent Leonard Rezmierski Joined 
the effort Saturday and said that 
involving kids in the construction 
process had plenty of benefits. 

"You have hundreds of adults 
working together, helping each 
other out. That's a great model for 
kids, and It reinforces tIie impor­
tance of working as a team," he 
said. This is a tremendous com­
munity effort, and the people who 
gave of their time and energy to 
build this will never forget the 
experience for the rest of their 
lives." 

Hartshorne said the overall com­
munity effort was fantastic. 

"You can't leave here without 
feeling positive about what's been 
done this week," he concluded.

d i s p e n s e 

t h e d r u g

Ritalin, one of the more contro­
versial behavior-modification 
dnigs given to children, is causing 
a headache for secretalies at Nov! 
schools. 

Along with aspirin, asthmatic 
inhalers and the illness medica­
tions dispensed to students, Rital­
in is taking up much of the secre­
taries' time during the day. 

'The anlounl of medication dis­
pensed has increased due lo mod­
ern medicine, sickness and behav­
ioral problems," explained 
Parkview Elementary secretary 
Sandy Isham. 

] Alicia Waldo, a secretary al Novi 
Middle School, agrees. 

"It's not Jusl Ritalin, though, it's 
medication period," she said. 

But Ritalin is the biggest time 
thief, taking up whole lunch peri-

' ods for dispensing. 
While many drugs are adminis­

tered on an as-needed basis al 
school, Ritalin and other behav­
ioral drugs must be given accord­
ing to a schedule. 

Students literally line up at the 
office lo receive their medication. 

"It's kind of like an assembly 
line. It's sad to say. Those poor 
things have to stand there and 
wail," Waldo said. 

Schools can only administer 
medication at the wrilten request 
of a parent or doctor. According to 
school policy, medication can be 
dispensed by a school administra­
tor, teacher or designated employ­
ee as long as another adult is close 
by. 

But that's becoming a problem 
for secretaries who typically hand 
out pills or inhalers. The problem 
for secretaries is finding a second 
adult lo be present while trying to 
answer the phones and attend to 
other duties. 

"It's Increasing and you can't sit 
there and try to do this and have 
other interruptions at the same 
time," Waldo said. 

The secretaries have considered 
several potential solutionis, iIiciud-
ing hiring lunch aids to help 
administer medication or answer 
the phones. They presented the 
issue to the Novi Board of Educa­
tion last month in an attempt to 
get relief. 

The district is also looking Into a 
self administration policy for stu­
dents in the primary and middle 
school grades. The practice, which 
has been sanctioned by the state 
school board, would allow younger 
students to carry and take medica­
tion when allowed by a doctor. In 
thai case, written Instructions 
must be on file at the school. 

Novi High School already allows 
students to administer their own 
medication unless otherwise 
requested by the student, a parent 
or school nurse. Students are not 
required to file any information if 
they are taking the medication on 
their own.

With 
all the items on the list for improve­
ment, the total cost would have come 
lo abolll .$5.5 illi l l ioil . And so to do it 
(Iliiekly. the bond would be ilee'ded.'' ' 

E d u c a t i o n 

Be that as it may, voters on Monday 
told the disti-ict otherwise. That ineans 
i l is time for Plan B - a multi-year pro­
gram addressing the pliority concerns, 
such as safety, first and gettiilg other 
i t ems taken care of as f u n d i n g 
becomes available. 

The committee did good work, identi­
fying and listing the needs. It's work 
should be a gi-eat place to start wi th 
the process of prioritizing those pro­
jects and placing theill on a time line. 

The colriinitlee identified $1.7 mill ion 
i l l playground safety and equipment 
needs, $1.4 mi l l ion for parking a n d 
traffic impiweincnts, and $ 2.5 mill ion 
worth of linproveillents needed at the 
Novi High stadium and N()vi Meadows 
athletic facilities. Already sonle of the 
safety issues for the playgrounds have 
been addressed without money, b u 
other safety probieins aiid infrastruc­
ture needs still have lo be addi-essed. 

The results of the bond election nlay 
be disappointing to proponents, but 
they should not conclude that it was 
the only option available. The work 
they did has not been wasted. 

Rather, proponents should s imp ly 
switch gears to accomplish these goals 
another way.

What Oakland County needs in the 
Michigan House of Representatives is 
good Republicans. You know, the kind 
thai used to pay tribute to Abraham 
Lincoln at a Fcbi-uary banquet and to 
Gov. Mill iken at "Bill 's Beefsteak Bash" 
in lVIarch. 

Instead, Oakland's nine representa­
tives who wear the Grand Old Party 
label tamely voted no or took a walk 
last week wheil the House adopted HB 
4395 to regulate so-ca l led "charter 
.schools." 

It wasn't mei-ely that the Oak land 
Republicans dumbly followed the cau­
cus line but that they let Rep. Alan 
Cropsey of Clinton County do most of 
the debating. 

Ci'opsey is a ki lowll quantity. He is 
Ihe bi-olher of the heaclmaster of the 
Noah Webster Academy. He got his 
basic ideas front the fundamentalist 
r3ob Jones University. A decade ago as 
a senatoi-. he advocated teaching cre-
al ionisnl in the public school science 
eiirriculum. 

H B 4395, by Rep. James Agee, D-
Muskegon, wil l require each charter 
school to submit ai l a i lnual report with 
as.siu-ailces that it has no religious 

a f f i l i a t i on (prohib i ted by the state 
constitution). What's wrong with that? 
Cropsey didn' t say, and O a k l a n d ' s 
G O P delegation was silent. 

Agee 's b i l l w o u l d a l low the s ta te 
b o a r d to revoke a char te r where a 
c h a r t e r school fa i l s to provide an 
annual oversight report. What's wrong 
with that? 

T r u e char te r p u b l i c s c h o o 
academies are supposed to allow orga 
nizers fle.xibility in teaching, in trying 
new ideas that a hidebound education­
al establishment won't. They have an 
experimental quality to them. 

The Cropsey approach is that i f a 
handful of parents wants something, 
whether the idea is wise or add le -
bra ined , then the charter school is 
good, and forget the report ing a n d 
research. By their silence, Oakland's 
GOP representatives went along. 

Worse, Oakland's representatives let 
the issue become partisan. The party 
of Lincoln and Mill iken is in danger of 
losing its bearings. Worse, it is suc ­
cumbing to the lame philosophy, "If 
you want to get alone, go along." 

The bill probably will die in the Sen­
ate. Quietly.

Way 
beyond bingo, it's golf, tennis, 
line dancing, aerobics... 

These days, one of the biggest generation gaps 
nllist be at a senior center. If by the current delinl-
(ion of a senior as someone age 50 and up, a new 
senior will be out there socializing wilh other seniors 
who ai-e old enough to be his or her parent, or even 
grandparent. 

Maybe because I'm getting older - and who isn't? -
1 find the current age categories pi'elly bizarre, espe­
cially In light of our increasing life expectancies. 

Tile way society still seems lo bracket people is 
that a child is ages 0 to 12, a teen is 13 to 19, a 
yoililg adult is 20 to 35 and a middle-aged person is 
36 to 49. A senior can be 50 to 100 plus. 

rln not making these classifications up. They're 
out there and seem lo have reiriained unchanged 
since World War I.

Broadcas t e r s Inc . ve r sus 
FCC, rejects the cable compa­
nies' argument that the law 

violates their constitutionally protected right to free 
speech by compelling them to choose broadcast sta­
tions over other programmers. 

Writing for the court, Justice Anthony M . Kennedy 
states "Congress has an independent Interest in pre­
serving a multiplicity of broadcasters to ensure that 
al l households have access to information and 
entertainment on an equal footing with those who 
subscribe to cable." 

The ruling spells survival for many small Indepen­
dent stations, educational channels, religious chan­

nels and foreign language broadcasters who were in 
danger of being dropped on the cable lineup in lieu 
of other new cable channels. 

So the decision of the Supreme Court means cable 
subscribers will continue to get, as they currently 
do, the same line-up of local broadcast stations on 
their cable systems. As the majority of the court and 
the broadcast world say it, the First Amendment 
also protects the public's access to a "rich mix of 
over-the-air programming." 

What's the other side of the coin? There is hea\'y 
competition for space on cable systems because -
many new cable networks have been created in 
recent years. Some cable systems may, in fact, pre­
fer to bring their subscribers these newer channels. 
A n d some subscribers, in reality, may prefer to 
receive them. Overall, the channels that a cable 
operator chooses to run on their remaining line-up 
is solely up to them.

State lawmakers jumped into the dispute, 
introducing bills lo delete the offending 
woi-ds Irom test l'esults and holding hear­
ings arouild the slate. 

Politics aside, thei-e ai-e solile intrinsic 
difficulties in developing an entii-ely new 
test fbr all of Michigall's junior high school 
students, especially in something like writ­
ing, which is noloi-iously subjective to 
evaluate. The essay in this year's H S F f 
was graded by gl-aduate students in North 
Cai'olina. Moreovei-. it appears there were 
al least two versions of the writing test, 
wh ie l l inay accoun t for var ia t ions i n 
results between tllelii. 

"it doesn't make sense to nie that you 
can have a student who excels in the 
c lassrooin , posts great ACT and SAT 
scores, has a high C P A , and is already 
accepted to a major university, and al the 
saine time scores extreinely low oil the 
l-eading and writing portions of the (HSTP) 
test," said Norlhville school Superinten­
dent Leonai'd Rezmierski. 

To make matters worse, school officials 

this year do not have access to the actual 
work sheets sludents turned in, .so they 
cannot show where things went wl'oilg. 
The stale is contracting ibr an intei'active 
computer progi'anl to help show teachers 
what is expected in the lest by iiicluding 
corrected essays used lo t ra in test 
graders. 

My l'eaction to all this: Tilings are goiilg 
exactly as they should. Of coul-se Ihel'e 
will be coiilplainls and crilicisins. Thai's 
how thiiigs improve, little by little and year 
by year (assuming, of coui'se, that the leg­
islature restrains its often overpowering 
impulse to interfere.) 

The whole jioilil Ilere is to provide an 
objective device lo measure what kids in 
school actually learn, year by year, An 
independent benchmark allows teachers to 
iiiipi-ove their leaching methods, school 
officials to get better (exlbooks and par­
ents to evaluate llow the schools do (heir 
Job, 

Possibly Ihe best pei'spective was off'ei'ed 
by Kay Cornell, assistant superintendent 
for instruction in Royal Oak: "It's a very 
good test. It's a test we want all of our kids 
to be able lo pass. But it's such a shift in 
the way we've been dohig things Ibr 100 
yeai's. Ui l l lke Ihe auto companies, we 
don't have tinle lo slop and retool, We'l'e 
being compai-ed, assessed and b(^al up 
politically while we'ix tiyiilg to i-etool."

"This degree is 
going to come in 
pretty handy when 
I start looking for 
job, perhaps in 
2003." 

So said J o h n M. 
Engler last Friday 
evening as he 
received an hon­
orary degree from 
Oakland Communi­
ty College. It wasn't 
in the governor 's 

prepared text. But if I remember one les­
son .from my own college days, it's that 
you read the text as it's delivered and note 
any additions or deletions. 

Engler has yet to announce whether he 
wil l seek a third term in 1998, so his 
statement that he will need a Job when 
that term ends in 2002 is noteworthy. 

" John , did I hear what I thought 1 
heard?" 1 asked as I caught up to him in 
the corridor of The Palace of Auburn Hills 
after his speech. 

"II was meant to be tongue-in-cheek," 
Engler replied. "I think they (the audience) 
look it that way." 

Well, I detected only the mildest ripple in 
the audience, and to me he sounded seri­
ous about a third term. Frankly, I was 
surprised. I'm in the minority that thinks 
he will bow out in 1998. 

1 came to that conclusion at his 1996 
Chr i s tmas par ty for the i nk - s t a ined 
wretches of the press. Someone loosed the 
three-year-old triplets into the room. The 
assemblage didn't ooh and ahhh, jus t 

watched Margaret, Hannah and Madeleine 
play with a boxful of toys ina corner of the 
living room. 

A man would have to be bleeping nuts to 
want to spend Friday nights giving com­
mencement speeches, Tuesdays thl-ough 
Thursdays at Lincoln Day banquets, week­
ends at Mackinac Island conclaves and 
governors' conferences, and Mondays at 
school officials conventions and miss see­
ing those exquisite human jewels reach 4, 
5, 6, 7 and 8 years of age, 

His OCC audience gave two wild rounds 
of applause to his references to the Red 
Wings but turned somnolent when he said 
the state has hiked per-student funding 
for community colleges by 50 percent 
under his watcil. A governor would have to 
wonder whether h is achievement was 
appreciated. 

But I had a more pressing query. Col­
league Matt Bach of the Livingston County 
Press had called that afternoon with a 
ques t ion of w h i t e - h o t importance to 
"growth" suburbs and their most precious 
asset, the public schools. 

Currently, the state writes "foundation 
allowance" checks on a per-pupil basis. 
The counts are made in February and 
September of the same year and are aver­
aged. This hurts growth areas, which have 
300 to 500 more pupils at the end of the 
school year than at the beginning. Those 
districts are in Livingston, outer Oakland 
and western Wayne counties. 

The Senate amended the House school 
aid bi l l to give just 40 percent weight to 
the February count and 60 percent to the 
September count, which should thrill the 

growth areas. But how would the governor 
take to that? 

"Schools take attendance every day," 
Engler began. "The best method is the 
average daily attendance of the current 
yeai-." He deplored the "old pernicous prac­
tice, now gone," where superintendent 
would haul kids lo school for the official 
"fourth Friday" enl-ollment count and then 
never worry if the kids came back. 

Engler is right. I used to cover Lakeshore 
School District, where Congi-essman and 
U.S. budget director Dave Stockman grew 
up. On the official enrollment day, the 
superintendent and business manager 
would go out to the migrant workers' 
shacks and haul i n kids to inflate the 
count. 

'The best way for budgeting is last year's 
count," said Englel-. "It's a real number. 
Its audited. It's accurate." 

Now, at first that might appear to be a 
year-old figure, but look twice. If state aid 
were based on the average attendance over 
180 days, schools with high attendance -
such as the growth suburbs - wi l l be 
rewarded. 

At this point, the House and Senate al-e 
at loggerheads over so many bills that it's 
difficult to guess which version will pass, 
though 1 share Matt Bach's mild optimism 
that the formula favoring growth districts 
will become law. 

A school budget isn't as sensational as 
the Stanley Cup or Engler's political plans. 
But to our kids, it's far more important.

Michelle Galecka was horn to be 
a teacher. 

Incoming seventh grade stu­
dents at Novl Middle School may 
nnd that out for tlleillselves when 
they return lo the classl-ooin in the 
fall, 

Michelle Galecka, a Deeeniber 
1996 graduate of Central Michigan 
Univei'sity, Mount Pleasarll, Michi­
gan, and a Novl resident, was 
named 1996-97 Michigan Student 
Teacher of the Year by the Michi­
gan Association of Teacher Educa­
tors (MATE), 

"I was Just thrilled alld verj' hon­
ored to receive this award," Galec­
ka said, "My student teaching 
experieilce was a wonderful exĵ e-
rlence. This couldn't have been 
any better to end nly student 
teaching career tilan with this 
award," 

The annual competition chal­
lenges student teachers across the 
state of Michigan to submit a video 
taped lesson plan and responses 
to five questions requiring person­
al reflection on teaching as a 
career and public education in 
Michigan, 

Galecka was a student teacher 
this past fall in the West Bloom-
field School District, She spent 
eight weeks at Orchard Lake Mid­
dle School and eight weeks at 
Frank E, Doherty Elementary 
School, The lesson that she sub­
mitted for the competition took 

Illacc in a secolld grade classroom 
at Doherty, The students had 
spent four weeks exploring rural 
and ui-ban comlnunities, and this 
lesson challenged the children to 
cl-ealc a Venn Diagram, a dlagranl 
witll which the children organized 
different characteristics of rural 
and urban life. This type of dia­
gram lias two overlapping circles. 
The students write rural charac-
lerislics ill one and urban charac­
teristics in the other In the part of 
the circles that overlap the slu-
denls put the characteristics that 
both shared. 

"We explored all kinds of rural 
and urban communities and the 
characteristics of those two life 
styles," Galecka said, "We integrat­
ed this theme into all the curricu­
lum areas which included math, 
science, language arts, and social 
studies," 

Galecka was honoi'ed at a cere­
mony' at CMU in May, In addition 
to a small monetary award, a 
plaque, and recognition in the 
spring newsletter of the MATE, a 
job interview was arranged with 
the Michigan school district of her 
choice, Galecka was also honored 
at the Michigan Department of 
Education's Outstanding Teacher 
Banquet which was held in Lans­
ing in May, 

"I think it is my love for chil­
dren, my own love for learning, 
and my love for teaching that 
nlakes me the teacher that 1 am," 
she said. 

Galecka knew she was going to 
be a teacher when she grew up 
even before she started going to , 
school herself. The daughter of a ; 
teacher, she watched lier mother 
throughout her childhood, 

"One of my favorite pastllnes 
growing up with a younger brolher 
and sister was playing school in 
the basement," she said. 

Galecka has Just received an 
offer from Novi Middle School. The 
recommendation to hire Galecka 
for a seventh grade math alld lan­
guage arts posiUon will be consid­
ered for approval at the June 19 
scliool board meeting. 

"It has been an exciting spring 
and It is a wonderful way to star! 
my career as a teacher," Galecka 
said, 
. Galecka's video and lesson plan 
has been forwarded on to the 
National Student Teacher of ihe ' 
Year competition, 

"Teaching Is very rewarding to.' 
me," Galecka said, "It Is a chal­
lenge. Each day Is rewaidirlg in its 
own way. Every day is definitely 
unique. 

"To watch a child grow and 
develop over the course of a year, 
even over the course of a day, has , 
to be one of the most rewarding 
careers anyone could possibly 
choose."

Galecka and her husband Mark 
moved to Novl In August 1996,

The problenl with movie trailers 
is that they often give viewers a 
poor Idea of what to expect. Take 
"Trial and Error." for example. 
When I first saw the trailer, 1 
assumed this would be another 
lame attempt at screwball comedy. 

My expectations were lowered 
still when 1 discovered this movie 
was directed by Jonathan Lynn, 
who did "My Cousin Vinny," 
Because the two movies had simi­
lar plots (city boy wKh Utile legal 
experience finds himself in court 
in a snlall town), 1 figured "Trial 
and Error" would just be a rip-off 
of the other movie. 

But I was wrong, "Trial and 
Error" is a sweet, funily film that 
succeeds on its own terms. 

The movie centers around a city 
lawyer named Charlie (Jeff 
Daniels) who, days before his wed­
ding to the boss's spoiled daugh­
ter, is asked to travel to a small 
town in Nevada lo get a continu­
ance in a mail fraud case. 

The plot thickens when Charlie's 

friend Ricky (Michael Richards of 
TV's "Seinfeld") follows him to 
Nevada and Insists on giving Char­
lie a bachelor parly. At the parly, 
Charlie ends up In a bar fight and 
as a resull , is i i l no shape lo 
appear in court, 

Ricky, an actor whose legal 
experience is limited lo a perfoi-
inance in the play "Inherit the 
Wind," decides lo pose as Charlie 
for the day and get the continu­
ance so they cail go home. But of 
course, things don't go as planned. 

1 realize the above description 
doesn't indicate how subtle and 
charnling this nlovie is. But "Trial 
and Errol-'s" appeal lies not In its 
plot, but in how Lynn and the 
actors make these characters both 
believable and likable, 

1 particularly liked Charlize 
Theron as the waitress Charlie 
falls in love with while in Nevada. 
She has a boiiiicy energy here lhal 
her perfornlance as the icy 
temptress in last year's "T\vo Days 
in the Valley" didn't prepare llie for 
at all. Richards also surplised me 
with his sincere performance as 
Ricky. There's a little of his trade-
nlark pratfalls and exaggerated 
line delivery here, but most of the 
time Richards allows the comedy 
to come from the character, not 
slapstick bumbling. 

So, yes, my initial Impression of 
this movie was incorrect. But in a 
time when predictable movies are

Tills year, approximately 38,300 people III 
the Ullited States will be diagnosed with 
malignant melanoma, a potentially deadly 
forill of skin cancer. Although surgery Is the 
most effective treatment for existing 
melanoma, Ihe extent of the surgery depends 
upon the spread of the disease to the lymphat­
ic system. Lymph node mapping with the Neo-
probe 1000 Is a new technique which allows 
physicians to evaluate potential tumor 
drainage and malignancy prior to surgery, 
allowing for less radical and illore effective 
surgical treatment. 

The Neoprobe 1000 is a small, hand-held 
radiation detector the surgeon can use to trace 
the path of a radloacUve agent injected at the 
site of the cancer. The radioactive agent fol­
lows the lymphatic llow of the body from the 
tumor site, allowing the physician lo locate the 
first lymph node where the cancer would 
spread. In a minimally Invasive surgery, the 
surgeon can use the Neoprobe device to find 
that llrst lymph node so It can be reilioved and 
tested for cancer. Locating and evaluating the 
first lymph node gives a good Indication of the 
disease status of the rest of the lymph nodes 
with mlnlnlal surgeiy. 

Previously, the surgeon would have to 

remove all the lymph nodes to evaluate the 
lymph system. If the node proves negative for 
cancer, as it does in approximately 80 percent 
of inelailoma cases, the patient is spared fur­
ther surgeiy. At the same time, a positive find­
ing helps Identify the approximately 15 per­
cent of patients who would benefit from 
removal of ail the lymph nodes In tlie affected 
nodal area. 

In conjunction with this procedure, pafients 
with eancer-posltive lymph nodes would 
receive chemotherapy with alpha-lnterferon, 
which could significantly Increase their long-
term survival. 

The previous technique, regional lym-
phadenectomy, is costly and is associated with 
a great deal of pain and potenUal disfigure­
ment for the patient. Identifying patients 
whose cancer has not spread with the Neo­
probe saves those patients the expense and 
discomfort of unnecessary surgery. 

Cancer Is the No. 2 killer In the U.S., and 
malignant melanoma Is the fastest growing 
type of cancer. It Is most common In middle 
aged and elderly people with fair skin and a 
history of extensive or damaging sun expo­
sure. The growth usually develops on exposed 
areas of skin, but many occur anywhere on 

the body, including under the nails and in the 
eye. 

IVlelanoma usually grows from an existing 
mole, which may enlarge, become luillpy, 
bleed, change color, develop a spreading black 
edge, turn into a scab or begin to itch. Occa­
sionally a tunlor may develop on normal skin. 
The belief that lesions have to be black or blue 
to be suspect for malignant melanoma Is a 
misconception, they may also be reddish In 
color. 

Regularly look at your body. If you notice 
lesions of concern, see your doctor, gel a biop­
sy and get a second opinion If necessaiy. Take 
control of your health care and follow-up on 
tests and referrals until both you and your 
doctor are satisfied. And finally, the best pre­
vention bears repeating - stay out of the sun 
and tanning booths.
