The four basle colors — black,
red, yellow and blue — are blended
to produce a full-color pheiograph
or deslgn.

The lour-high unlt is scheduled
ta artive at the Howell production
plant this week and installation is
sel ta starl by Wednesday or
Thursday.

Installation should take roughly
two weeks, but due to the complex-
ity of the technelogy, it may take
longer.

“It's some of the best in the state
and we will be meticulous in pro-
tecling that.

“undercount.” which It Detroit particularly hard. Census
enumeralors have a difficult time counting all the residents
in inner city arcas,

There is goad reason 1o believe an undercount really does
occur. Iix 1940, three pesreent more young men overall reg-
istered for the draft (han had heen counted in that year's
census. But for Alrican Americans, 13 percent more
showed up at the draft board than had been tallied. And in
{he 1990 census, later research showed Blacks were
undercounted by 5.7 pereent compared 1o an undercount
of 1.3 pereent for the rest of the population.

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Even the National Academy of Sclences has concluded
that the population cannol be accurately counted using
traditlonal census methods. So the Census Bureau this
year wanted to use “slatistical sampling” to adjust the
numbers. Republicans took the issue to court, arguing ihat
an actual count should be more accurate than a statistical
sample. The justices agreed. You'll notice that the under-
count oceurs where Republicans have heen the weakest on
the political playing fleld, in the inner cities,

The second preseason viclory came when the teams
again met on ihe floor of the state Senate. Sens. Bill
Schuette, R-Midland, and Thaddeus McCotter, R-Livonia,
spearheaded a six-bill package outlining lhe rules for next
year's reapportionment process. Although most of the rules
are pretty neutral, the state did pick up the U.S. Supreme
Courl's logical regarding census counts, If Jhe numbers
were adjusted statistically, state lawmakers concluded,
they can't be used in legislative reappertionment, only
actual head counts can.

The third preseason contest was a slam dunk. GOP
Coach John Engler has had an opportunity to make a
number of appointments lo the Michigan Supreme Court
over his tenure. That's signiflcant because lawsults have
been filed in every one of Michigan's redisiricting process-
es sinee the state Constitution was adopled in 1963 and
the justices have ended up drawing the new districts every
time. Three justices will be up this November, Clifford Tay-
tor, Robert Young and Stephen Markman. And Democrats
are already largeting those seats,

The season gets underway in earnest with the campalgns
this fall for election io the House of Representatives.
Demoacrats will lose 14 incumbents and have to find
replacements. Think of them as non-relurning seniors.
Republicans lose only seven.

if the odds-makers were to set the line now for who will
win Michigan’s political championship this November,
they'd have to pick the Republicans by a wide point spread.
And that puts the GOP on track for a political dynasty in
the years Lo come.

“Hi Yo Silver! Away!”

For decades, that famous call lured
children to either radios or televi-
sions {o catch the latest install-
ment of “The Lone Ranger.”

What many listeners of the shows
may not have known, was that the
radio shows were produced in
Detroit. The creator of “The Lone
Ranger,” who also invented “The
Green Hornet™ and "Sgt. Preston of
the Yukon,” was George W, Tren-
dle.

A graduate of {he Detroit College of
Law, Trendle began his law career
working with a number of entertainers. This clientele
inspired him to enter the world of show business and the
newly-formed motion-picture industry.

In 1815. Trendle worked as atterney and general man-
ager for Kunsky Enterprises, a theater management com-
pany. Three years later the young man became part owner
ol the Madison Theater with .John Kunsky. By the 1920s,
Trendle Co.held exclusive rights to all the motion picture
theaters in Michigan, Trendle had full charge of the cor-
poration, which ewned 17 theaters in the Detroit area,
including the Fisher and Birmingham theaters.

The late 1920s-30s saw the purchase of radio station
WGHP. Trendle arranged with the U.S. Navy to get per-
mission to use the call letters “WXYZ" so that he could add
a catchy slogan: “The last thing in radio.”

Before television, families gathered around the radio to
listen to adventure, romance and comedy. In the 1930s,
George Trendle added to this line-up by creating action-

adventure and western stories to appeal to all age levels.

The first voice of the Lone Ranger was actor Earle Grass-
er. After he died in 1938, the role was taken over by Brace
Beemer who stayed with it until the radio series ended.
The shows were broadcast at the Maccabees Building -
now the School Center Building - on Woodward Avenue.
Actor Clayton Moore took over the role on television in
1949,

Trendle next came up with an early super-hero. He

drove a fantastic car, had a Kung Fu expert sidekick and,
like his western counterpart, also wore a mask. The Green
Hornet buzzed onio the scene in 1936, and was a major
radio and television hit for the next 30 years. Another
long-running hit Trendle created took place in the frozen
north. Originally titled “Challenge of the Yukon," the title
was changed to reflect the popular hero of the series. "Sgt.
Preston of the Yukon™ and his mighty dog “Yuken King,”
were Instant hits among the many listeners.

Novi restdent Jim Evenhuls remembers fondly listening
to these programs on the radio as a child. Jim recalls
being slightly disappointed when he first saw his favorite
shows on television.

“Listening to the radio,” he reminisced, “you would close
your eyes and imagine what the scenes were like, When
they came to television, it wasn't quite the same as it had
been in your own imagination.”

George Trendle died in 1972 at the age’of 92, remaining
active inn his various businesses o the end. He was most
proud to be known as “The Creator of the Long Ranger.”

Funny name, serious class — Pilates
focuses on strength, posture, breathing

Madonna’s deing i1, Julla
Roberts is doing it, and even
Leonardo DiCaprio's doing it.

It's called pilates (proncunced
“pl-LAH-lees”) which was devel-
oped in the 1920's by Joseph H.
Pllates.

Although it was initially used by
dancers and athleles. 1t Is rapidly
becoming one of the maost popuiar
exercise methods of the millenni-
um,

“Pilates is an exercisce that
incorporates strelch and strengih-
ening within each movement,”
said Katerina Gavin, a cerlified
A.C.E. (American Councll on Exer-
cise} instructor and pilates trainer
al The Sports Club of Novi. "lt's
designed lo increase [lexibilily,

" build strength, and lone muscles.
I{ alse improves posture and
reduces siress and risk of injury.”

Pilates Is comprised of a series
of approximalely 500 designed
movements performed on a mat or
specifle apparatus,

The emphasis Is on body aware-
ness, controlling body alignment,
and correct breathing through
concentration, witich promotes
efficient movement.

Gavin, who's been involved with
pilates for more than 17 years and
has more (han 20 years of experi-
ence in the fliness and dance
industry, said that the resull is a
strong, flexible body, in which
muscles become tengthened.

“When you conlract a muscle, it
tightens.” she sald,

“When you release, the muscle
lengthens, When the muscle
lengthens is when it gains its
sirengih and its actual form. Wilh
pllates you don't tighien every-
thing up, i's always keeping the

-muscle in a deceni conlraction
and then strefching it a litlle bit
longer.”

Novi resident Pal Jensen, whao's
been a sludent of pilaies since
Novemnber, agreed. -

“[ really leel like I'm a litile bii
taller after I leave class,” she
said,

"Pilates is jusi wonderful. I've
seen definite changes in improving
how I feel.”

Jensen said pilales exercises
both her mind and her body.

“It not only works as a stress
reliever, but ['ve secn actual phys-
ical changes in my body, including
my posture.”

Filales instructor Rose Macleod works out on the “reformer”
during a Thursday morning class at the Sports Club of Novi.
The machine works on strengthening and stretching the stom-

ach and back muscles.

"Gavin sald pilates is a “prescrip-
tion for posture.” and that while
motion is an imporlant part of the
process, breathing is just as cru-
cial.

“Inhaling and exhallng at cer-
{ain times helps certain muscles,”
she said.

"Breaihing
and active
motion work
together, giving
you complete
halance of the
body,” she satd.
"With pilates,
you need lo be
aware of where
your body is In
space and time.”

Gavin who is also certifying in
the Stott Conditfoning method of
pilates which is the most highly
recognized in the Uniled Siates,
sald that unlike mosi exercise
methods, pilaies Is never taken Lo
Lhe point of fatigue.

"Fatigue creates byproducts
that have to be rinsed which then
causes other muscles to fafl,” she
said.

*Aller Just five or eight reps. we
move on lo the next exercise,
allowing you to work through the
whole body, making sure thal not
one area of the body gets over-
worked,” she saijd,

Gavin said thal noe prior exercise
or dance expericnce Is necessary
and ihat it's something everyone

can do.

*I tell my students that it's not a
hit or miss, {I's more of like an
‘applied sclence’.” she sald.

Jensen sald Gavin is a
Instruelor.

"She's wonderful,” she said.
“She's so great because she knows

she doesn'i treat
us as such.”

Gavin  said

“I's very individualized,” she
sald. "We don’l even allow more
than four or five students in each
class.”

Jensen said pilates is an excel-
lent exercise method and that
she'd encourage everyone to iry it

“I just love it,” she said. “I've
golten great results. I'd definitely
recommend this to anyone.”

SOUNDS LIKE A STRETCH

Can’t make it to a Novi Pilates class? There are still some simple exercises you can do at home to
help strengthen your midsection. Here are some ideas from an athletic trainer: .

« Lie fiat on your back. Bend at your knees and hips. Place your feet flat on the fioor. Cross your
arms over your chest with each hand touching the opposite shoulder. Exhale as you “curl up”
slowly, pulling your head, neck, shoulders and upper back off the floor in that order. Keep your
lower back on the floor throughout the exercise. At the upper limit of the movement, “crunch,” or
squeeze the abdominal muscies by holding this fully contracied position for one or two seconds.
Slowly release the curling motion and exhale as you return to the starting position.

* Lie flat on your back with your legs extended and your arms extended overhead, Exhale as you
fiex your trunk, hips and knees while bringlng your arms and chest toward your Iegs Finishina
tucked sitting posltion Inhale as you slow!y retum io the starting position.

’ Lle flat on your back and bend your hips and knees so that your feet are fiat on the floor. Place
your arms at your sides. Exhale as you stowly pull your knees toward your shoulders, Lift your
hips and lower back off the floor. Focusing on the abdominal muscles, pull the pelvic girdle )
toward the rib cage. inhale as you slowly return to the starting position. Do not roll back on your :
head and neck— stay on your upper back and shoulders. o .

The recently published STREAM
MAP OF MICHIGAN resembles
another map--known 1o Pennsylvania
anglees as the "Lost Stream Map.”

The “Stream Map of Pennsylvanis”
was completed in 1965 after a thirty-
year ¢ffort by Howard Higbee, a former
Penn State Professor.

Professor Highee sueceeded in creat-
ing 2 map of the highest delail possi-
ble...a map that shows every stream and
lake. He painstzkingly plotted by hand,
the Incation of 45,000 miles of sireams
ontea 3 x 5 foot mip.

The raap sold extremely well-- umil
it was lost several years after ir first
appeared in print. Incredibly, the primier
entrusted with Ihe original drawing and
printing plates, declared bankruptey,
then carelessly havled Higbee's 30
years of work to a landfill.

The few remaining dog-cared copies
became a prized fisherman's posses-
sion. Professor Higbee was offered
$400 for one of his last maps. And state
agencies were forced ta keep their cop-
ies under bock and key.

Experts tald Profassar Higbee that

reprints were jmpossible, because the
maps were printed in nen-photographic
blue.
Then, in 1991, at the age of 91, Howard
Highee's dream came true, Computers
made it possible to reprint the map.
Holding an updated map, Howard said,
“I never thought ['d live 10 see this day™

Reducing the risk of heart attacks

A low-{at spread made from vegetable oil with
added stercl esters could reduce the risk of
heart attack and stroke for miliions of peaple,
according to a study prescnled today at the
American Heart Assoclation Sclentiflc Sessions,

Slerol esters are similar to cholesterel, which
is found in meat and dairy products. Bul
sterols are derived from plant oils. The sub-
stances are structurally similar to cholesterot
so they Inlerfere with cholesterol ahsorption in
the intestines.

The good news s that the sterol spread
seems lo lower LDL - low-densily iipoprotein.
the so-called "bad” chelesterol - withoul lower-
ing HDL, also known as the “good” cholesierol
levels are a huge problen. Roughly half of the
J.5. population has high cholesterol.

There are two FDA-approved cholesterol-low-
erlng spreads. The one used o this study, Take
Control, contains vegetable oil sterol esters
from soybeans. The other spread, Benecol, con-
tains plant stanol esters, which come from
wood pulp from pine trees. The stanol-based
spread has been used in Finland since 1995.
The spreads won U.5. Foed and Drug Adminis-
{ration approval this year and are sold in gro-
cery stores. ’

Cholesleral is a fatly substance that lorms
deposits in the blood vessel. Blood vessels that
become severely blocked by cholesterol
deposits are unable Lo supply bleod to the
heart or brain, triggering a heart altack or
siroke.

In a study of 224 people with cholesterol lev-
els in the mildly Lo moderately high range, the
spread lowered cholesterol levels at doses of
one or two grams per day over a five-week peri-
od. Maki said. The subjecls in the study were

divided into three groups. The conlrol group
followed a low-fat, Jow-cholesteral diel and con-
sumed a conlrol low-fat spread. The other two
groups [ollowed the same diet with one group
cating the one-gram dose and (he other laking
lwo grams of the sterol spread. The study was
a “loubje-blind sludy™ in which neither lhe
researchers nor the subjects were awarc of
whiclh spread the subjects were eating.

According (o Maki, more was not necessarily
betler when il came to the sterol spread's
cholesterol-lowering benelits. In fact, those eat-
ing lwo grams per day of the substance showed
similar cholesterol-lowering rates as those eat-
ing the one-gram amount. The drop in LDL
cholesterol was 7.6 percent in the one-gram
group and 8.1 percent in those consuming two-
grams per day, The control group participants
who didn’t consume the soybean spread saw
an average increase in LDL cholesterol of 2.7
percenl.

“IL surprised us that the low- and high-dese
versions of the spread offered almost equal
benefits. That's good news because you don't
have to consume very much to get cholesterol-
lowering, which mighl keep the cost down.
However, il was disappoinling because we had
hoped that the more the subjects ate, the more
their cholesterol levels would decrease,” Maki
sald.

Peaple wilh very high cholesteral levels will
siill need 1o follow a diet low in saturated fat
and cholesterel and probably take cholesterol-
lowering drugs as well, Maki says. Individuals
with a tota) cholesterol level of 200 milligrams
per deciliter {mg/dl) have a relatlively low risk of
heart disease. However. the risk of heart dis-
ease {ncreased by 50 percent in those with a

total chaoleslerol level of 240 mg/di. Study par-
{lcipants had a level of 240 mg/dl when the
study began.

Because sterols affect cholesterol
melabolism. researchers wanted to know if
they would reduce the good chaleslerol that
helps clear the bad cholesteral from the blood
stream. The spread did not affect HDL choles-
{erol levels, It did, however, lower the amount
of the antioxidant beta-carolene, which is fat-
soluble and transported wilh cholesterol.
Antioxidants help prevent damage from oxygen
free radicals, which are unstable molecules
that can damage cells. Although beta-carotene
levels dropped by as much as 20 percent in
some of the study particlpants, they remained
in the noermal range.

Previous sludies show thal simply eating a
diet that is low In both saturaled fat and
choleslerol can reduce LDL cholesterol levels
by 5 lo 10 percent. “So, if on top of thal you
can get another 5 percent reduction with a
product like this, you're talking about a 10- Lo
15-percent reduction in LDL cholesterel, which
over time may reduce the risk of heart disease
by 15 lo 30 percent or more,” said Makd,

“Compared to the 20-percent reductions
assoclated with some drug theraples lor high
cholesterol, a 5-percent drop in lhe bad LDL
looks pretty small. But in terms of public
health significance, & percent iranslates Inio
potentially millions of reduced heart altacks.”
