Rosinski said he
has suffered from months of
harassment by his coworkers after
they guessed that he was the one
who tipped off the Novi News about
the dumping of sewage al the
Department of Public Works yard
Iast year.

Director of Human Resources Tia
Gronlund-Fox said Rosinski was
suspended pending a investigation
of the incidents at the DPW bufld-

"They took il that if they could do
it if we didn't have o pay for it,"
said Daniel Zonea, "We don’t vant
it.” Danlel Zonca sald that JCK &
Assoclates, the city's consulling
engineers, lold him they will cut
two feet of the berm that is already
in the area to build the bike path.

behavior,

“Down there, you can do what
you want,” said Rosinskl.

"We've gol guys taking classes
Q.C.C. when they are supposed to
be out plowing snow.”

Rosinski safel he has filed al least
two reports of harassment with the
Novl Police Department. Rosinski
sald he had numed two Individuals,
speeifically, in the reports.

“Whal they have down there s a
good ol boy network down there
and nohody goes up against them.”
Rosinski sald,

“They have gouged my personal
truek. I've had my life threatened.
I've had peaple threaten to kill me.
There is no reason for that, at all.”

RosinsKi said thal he has been
under doctor's care for siress, but
also suys he doesn't want lo glve
up.

changed their minds and would be
paying him while the complaint is
Investigated. Markley said ihat
there are a number of unresolved
{ssuies down at the Novi DPW.

“For one, we have a contract we
are trying lo wrap up and we have
a number of other grievances down
there too,” he added,

Rosinski sajd thal he is con-
vinced the alleged harassment s
part of the payback for his leaking
of information about the DPW
dumping to the Novi News. Rosins-
kl was nol named as a source In
the story, bul says people at eity
hall guessed it was hlm.

“I've been at different agencies in
the past,” said Rosinski. "1 thought
it {the dumping] was something
that should have-never been done.
[ talked (o alt the foremen about it
al one time or another. talked to
supervisors aboul it. Nobody would
do anything about it. Jusi like this
(harassment).”

“The feeling was shul your
mouth and do your job,” continued
Rosinski. “| can't do that.”

Rosinski said thal his own doctor
has deterrnined that he (s incapac-
itated because of the alleged
harassment. Rosinski was sched-
uled to see a doctor selected by the
cily on Tuesday.

Where is the cable competition?

These days, cable is a lot more
than just a bunch of channels to
watch, And SWOCC receives calls
on numerous cable issues every-
day. So, let me share with you the
most frequently-asked questions.
+ When are we going to get
cable modems? ,
Time Warner Cable has not given
us an answer on when they will
provide cable modems. However,
when a date {s set, upgrading will
begin in Redford to provide digital
service, two-way service and cable Internet.

Time Warner Cable can provide this service at any time.
As a matter of fact, the cities formally requested it more
than a year ago. Time Warner Cable’s response was that it
would provide the service two years after a renewal con-
tract was signed. The cities found that unacceptable. And
for that reasan, as well as others, Time Warner Cable could

not meel the communities” needs and interests and issued

a preliminary denial of their contract.

+ When are we going to have a new contract with
Time Warner Cable? -

We don't know. We must follow the Federal Cable Act,
which requires a formal administrative hearing after a pre-
liminary denial. That's underway right now. However, we
are continuing to meet informally to try to reach an agree-
ment that is in the best interest of our residents.

¢ If Time Warner Cable won't give us what we want,
why don’t we just get rid of them?

A city cannot “kick out™ a cable operator unless they fail
to meet one or more of four criteria spelled out in the Cable
Act. And there is a lengthy regulatory process that must be

followed, The administrative hearing mentioned above is -

step cne of that process, . -
*» Why don't we have another cable company in here?

There is very little cable competition in the United
States. In fact, less than nine-tenths of one percent of the
cable markets have a competitor. And that competition
{sn't coming from another cable company. It's coming from
the phone companies. Does the name Americast Cable
sound familiar? Farmington, Farmington Hills and Novi
were also In discussions with Ameritech New Media in
hopes of bringing competition to our citles. However, last
Navember, Ameritech suspended negotiations indicating
the new parent company, SBC, wanted to review the sitn-
ation, Recently, the trades reported that the cable arm of
SBC is in question.

» Why does Time Warner Cable keep raising rates?

One year ago the FCC deregulated rates. The citles still
have some small regulatory oversight over some issues.
SWOCC will address some of those at its April meeting.
However, cable companies can charge whatever the market
will bear. :

¢+ What's the deal with this channel line-up change?

Time Warner Cable changed its channel line-up effective
April 1. SWOCC does not have authority to regulate this
area. We have been getting calls from residents who did
not recelve channel line-up notices. If you didn'’t receive a

notice, please call Time Warner Cable at 553-7300 and ask

them to send you a card with the new line-up. Or, you can
catch the new fistings on the TV Guide channel which has
been moved to Channel 17,

But lurking in the background was
another flaw in the program. Although the
State Board of Education tried to make the
MEAP compulsory for all high school stu-
dents, the legislature, scared of grumbling
students and cross parents, never went

So the MEAP, the primary instrument for
school reform in Michigan, wound up as a
confusing, long, arduous and ill-designed
test that kids and parents could ignore
without penalty. High school kids and par-
ents caught on quickly, and participation
rates tumbled.

The seemingly practical sclutlon pro-
posed by the Engler Administration
amounts to a $2,500 college scholarship

bribe for kids to take the MEAP in enough

ment for assessing school performance. No
wonder lots of people are unhappy.

The truly practical solution {s to require
all kids as a condition of receiving their
high school diploma to take the MEAP test
or some other better alternative.

These [ittle chickadees will ralse
ring neck pheasants in an upcom-
Ing project with Jehn Curcio, owner
of J&J Ring Neck Pheasanis. The
project was made possible thanks to
the elforts of several Northville edu-
caters (o hring more hands-on pro-
jects into the classroom as a way of
making eurriculum more accessible
to sluclents.

Curclo recently visited studenls
with some of

Curcio said.

Students will incubate eggs pro-
vided by J&J in May and raise the
chicks once they halch. After a few
weeks Curcio picks the birds up
fram the 11 scheols participating In
the project and will continue caring
for the birds. Curcio said they will
be placed In a fenced and covered
pen on his farm in Taylor, which is
set up lo resemble the birds’ natural
habliat. There they will learn to live
as Il in the wild, but they will be
contained so they may be observed,
The hirds will learn to forage lor
food from sorghum planis and
adapt tc sleeping amoeng the
sorghum plants as they will in the
wilderness.

"Even though they are in a pen
they remain wild, We iry 1o recreate
their environmeni as best as possi-
ble,” Curcie said.

In the fall the birds will be
released into the “real” wild in an

Curcio explained the different
varleties of birds. Some of the
pheasants hie said, are extremely
colorful “decoratlve” birds, while
others are a dull brown. More often
than not, female pheasants are col-
ored brown, In order to remain cam-
ouflaged from thelr predators, Cur-
tlo sald.

Studenis were told {o be very
quiet and move gently as Curcio
brought one of the more docile birds
around the room.

“He was sofl like a pitlow.” first
grader Alec Wagner said.

Curclo wowed students as he
“magically” put one of the more
ornery pheasanis to sleep. Curcio
sat the bird on a table, placed it's
head under it's wing and gently
stroked its back. As he did, the bird
slowly relaxed and fell into a deep
sleep.

] was a bil scared he was going
{o wake up and fly away because
the kid next to me was being kind of
loud,” first grader Leanne Shashlo
sald.

Once the childrcn were familiar
with the feathered flock, Curcio told
them how they would need to rafse
the birds and how to incubate
them.

The school purchased a bird
incubator which holds 32 eggs.
which Curelo used the incubator for
the demonstration. The incubator
must be kept at 99.5 degrees, Cur-
cio satd. in order for the birds to
develop. There is a bullt-In ther-
mometler, as well a lurning Instru-
ment which will ensure that the
birds develop evenly. The incubator
also has a ridge around the inside

for students to put water to make

sure the eggs are kept molst and

" their shells soft.

Once the eggs have been incubat-
ed for three days one of the plugs
localed in the cover of the incubator
must be removed.

"The eggs release a gas and for
the first few days you want o trap
that,” Curcio said.

However, it would be detrimental
{o the birds il some of it wasn’t
released.

On the eighth day students will
be able to use a process called can-
diing to view the developing birds
instde the egg,

“A small very powerful light is
held up to the egg and fills an air
pocket that begins to form around
the bottom of the egg, This helps
you see inside the egg al the embryo
starting to form and the baby bird
starting Lo grow,” he said.

On the 21st day of incubation the
humidity level must be ratsed. This
is done by placing a water soaked
sponge in the botlom of the incuba-
tor, Curcio advised the teachers
they must also mist {he eggs three
to five times a day. At that point, the
shells must remain moist to help
the baby birds {n the haiching pro-
cess, .

By the 24th day, the birds would
begint to hateh, Curdo said.

"It is really important that you nol
help the birds out of their shells
when they stari to peck out,” Curcio
sald. “This could cripple them and
ultimately make {t difficult for them

He sald as the chicks peck out,
they are eating the shell which pro-
vides riutrients they need o sur-
vive.’

He tlold the children to expecl
some of the birds not to make it,

“Not all of the birds will survive. It
is part of Mother Nature,” he sald.

Curclo said the sludents should
leave the hatched chicks In the
incubator for a few days in order for
them to dry off and puff up.

Once they are removed, however,
he said the birds should be placed
in either an aquarium or showcase
of the school under a heat lamp.

Paper toweling should be placed
an the {loor of this he said which
will help the birds to learn to walk
on thelr own. Teachers were also
advised {o cover the outside of the
showcase with paper and put eye
hales for children to see the birds,

“This is so that Lhe birds will stay
calm, and after a week they will
begin to fly,” he said.

After a week of feeding and
observing the birds, the students
will hand them cover to Curclo and
let him continue the develapment
process.

Students are scheduled to view
the release of the birds this fall.

There were two state champlons, two stale runinerups
and five more state placers among the [4 on our first
team.

With all of the talent these five teams possess, It's a
shame perhaps the three toughest (Novi, Northville
and South Lyon) had lo square off in the district tour-
nament. Novi wernit on to capture the district title with
30-27 win over Northville in the finals and followed
that up with a run that saw them into the state chamn-
plonship match against Davison. The Wildeats gave
the Cardinals a run, but came up short in a 41-28
loss.

Here's a lock at cach of the top 14 wrestlers in our
area, with Northville and Novl leading the way with
four selections each.

Ravi Saran

Northville sophomore :

Is he the best 103 pound wrestler in the area? Per-
haps.

Saran beat Churella 7-5 in their regular-season
matchup and again 6-4 In the district finals.

Shartly after Dan Jilg walked off the mat after win-
ning the 119-pound Division | state Htle last month,
longtime Novl coaching legend Tom Fritz said “Right
now Dan Jilg 1s the best wrestler in Novi High School
history — including Taka Watanabe.”

Seelngs how Watanabe won a slate title his junfor
year and came back to finish third his senior season,
that's gquite a compliment from a man who's been
around Novi wrestling for over 25 years. :

Jilg has the credentials to be the best Novi's ever
seen. He is a four-time state placer, taking a mathe-
matical route to the title (8th-4th-2nd-1st). He was
50-2 this season and holds the school records¥ér vic-
torles (190-16) and -pins. He was unquestionably the
leader of this year's state finalist Nov! squad and Is
looking to pursue wrestling at the collegiate level. -

Ryan Chureila

Novl junior

Immediately after Fritz completed {he above state-
ment, he went on {o say “Now mayhe a year from now
I might be saying that about Ryan Churella.”

That came moments before Churella walked out
onto the championship mat and defeated Northville's
Reggie Torrence 7-6 in the state final at 130 pounds.
Bt was the second time in three weeks the Novl junior
took out a very talented Torrence.

Churella’s rise to the top came fn a different forin
than that of Jilg. As a [reshman he was a solid
wresiler who won 35 matches but did not qualify for
states. Last year he was 53-5 and finished runnerup
at the state meet.

This season saw him battle many of the stale’s best
wrestlers throughout the season, winning some and
losing some en roule to a 54-3 record. His three loses
came to Mount Pleasant’s Jason Borrelll (D-2 stale
charmp}, Andy Simmons (D-3 state champ} and Tor-
rence (D-1 runnerup).
