Local resident Clare Wilson 
appeared before the Novl City 
council on Monday with over 250 
signatures of residents who do not 
think the city needs a tax abate­
ment policy, 

"Novi doesn't want, or need, a tax 
abatement policy. This petition Is a 
clear Indication that the voters do 
not want it," Wilson said. 

"Compuware was lured to Farm-

ington Hills with a tax abatement 
and when the' tax abatemeIjli 
expired they move to Detroit. Mos^ 
of the comments 1 heard from resH 
dents was 'when do I get a tax 
abatement.'" 

The council was expected tcr 
make a decision on tax abatements 
on Monday, but wil l now br ing 
back bring it back to the table oh 
May 8 for a possible final vote.

jIumber of legs. If you count six, 
you've got yourself an insect. 

Fteccntly. the ljug cxtraordlnare 
from the Voung Entomologist SocJ-
;ety in Lansing came to Village Oaks 
;Elcmenlary to tell the students 
-about nature's little beasts. 
I "It was awesome!" exclaimed first 
;gradcr Mary Ann Caddy. "1 kind of 
•always thought bugs were gross, 
;!but they're actually pretty neat. 
."Some, nice caterpillars and butter-
iflles, can really be cute." 
I I'acked with insect trivia and 
amazing visuals, Dunn's presenta­
tion proved that the world's l lnlesl 

iereatures can be the most interest-
•ing. 

"Did you know that an insect 
actuaily iivcs inside its bones?" he 
asked the students. That ' s right, 
because their skcielons are piaced 
on the outside of their bodies, 
which helps protect them." 

'i"he students were also surprised 
to learn that insects can see in 
every direction. 

" l i iey can see over, under, in 
front of and behind them, all at the 
same time," Dunn said. "And 
insects aiso have what we call a 
compound eye,' which means an 

eye made up of many eyes. Some 
can have up to 40,000 of them. 
!-Iowcver, that doesn't mean they 
see 40.000 of the .same object. In 
fact, they see 40,000 different 
pieces of.an oliject. So to insects, 
the world is seen very much like a 
puzzie."

The chiidren gasped when they 
heard that there were over 30 mil­
lion different kinds of insects in the 
world, inciuding 25,000 in Michi­
gan. 

"insects are everywhere," Dunn 
said. "From your backyard to the 
other side of the world." 

Dunn told the students all kinds 
of insect anecdotes, such as they 
help the environment by breaking 
down alid recycling nature's wastes 
and that their number one Job is 

taking care of plants. 
"1 thought the assembly was very 

interesting," said first grader, 
I^chei Slaudt. "I never knew there 
were so many types of beetles and 
butterllies. I would have never 
guessed that there are more ants 
on this earth than people, either," 

One segment of Dunn's visit the 
students really enjoyed is when he 
dressed up like a bug, usingjust a 
few household tools. 

"TlIat was hilarious," said fourth 

grader, Corey Leach. 
But the part the children enjoyed 

most was the bug displays along 
with the three very live critters 
Dunn brought with him; the Skunk 
Beetle, Giant Whip Scorpion, and 
Rosehair Tarantula from South 
America. 

Dunn explained that the beetle 
gets his name from the black 
smellyjuice it squirts on its preda­
tors. The scorpion's secret weapon, 
like the beetle, is his spray that is 

like a Juice which smells like vine­
gar. 

But when Dunn took out the 
tarantula, the children had to be 
very quiet. 

"This animal is covered with 
ears," Dunn said. 

"While they may not look like 
ears, they are. The spider is actual­
ly covered with hairs and his hairs 
work as ears to hear things." 

Dunn said that even though peo­
ple think spiders are insects, 
they're not because they have eight 
legs, not .six. 

Fourth grader Jonathan Casslse 
and first graders Chris Gibbs and 
Aldan RIckel said they were 
amazed to h^arn that a tarantula 
has never killed anyone. 

"No one has ever died from a 
tarantula bite," Dunn said. "But 
they do, however, have two veIy 
sharp teeth, so the bite might hurt 
a little but it would never ki l l you." 

First grader Amanda Sackett 
surprised all her classmates by 
naming the tarantula as one of her 
favorite animals. 

"People think they are ugly, b u t ! 
think they're cute," she said. ] 

But Ashley WiUiams and Marlssa 
KalaJ said they're sUcklng with but­
terflies as their favorite Insect. 

Overall, the kids agreed that the 
bug assembly was one of the best 
assemblies of the year. 

"I really liked It," said first grader 
Shobha Sridhar. "It was really cool. 
It was Interesting to see all the dif­
ferent kinds of beetles, moths, and 
butterflies and the live tarantula 
was awesome!" 

Dunn said he hopes tile students 
enjoyed his visit and encouraged 
them to learn more about Insects,! 

"The best way to learn about 
these wonderful mini-beasts Is to 
see them In their natural habltats,r 
he said.

"You -would 
have a waterfront walkway."

Mayor Richard Clark has sug­
gested (hat the council look Into 
the possibility of adding a third 
council meeting to the schedule 
evcrj' month io handle excess ciiy 
business. 

The mayor has concerns over 

the enormous amount of Ume 
that is spent otI calls to the pub­
lic and public hearings. 

"So tiiat we can deal with pre-

Teamsters Local 214, but is still 
waiting for a counter proposal to 
come from the union. 

"I talked lo hhn and he had a 
meeting with the membership," 
said Klaver. 

"We'll just have to wait and see. 
We started negotiations In late 
FebruaIy or early March of last 
year. We still don't have anything." 

Members of both negotiating 
teams must meet In membership 

before any contract proposal can 
be approved. 

Mai t ley said that he didn't feel 
there was a deadlock, but admitted 
there had not been any movement 
in talks, as of this past week. 

"No progress," Markley said. 
"We're trying to set up a meeting 
with the city."

S i t t ing on the stage a n d l is tening to the

h i g h school g radua tes and over four years 
or so turns t h e m in to educated men a n d 
women, 

I h a d no idea wha t would become of the 
k i d s s i t t ing before me, only par t ly so lemn 
i n their b l ack robes, some wi th flowers 
s tuck to their academic hats.

B u t each w o u l d have received while a t 
the univers i ty a n enormous injection o f 
what might be ca l l ed " h u m a n capital ." A n d 
the value added to each graduate ~ value 
for society, va lue for the graduate — by the 
un ivers i ty exper ience is perfectly enor­
mous . 

The d l 7 data i n the Digest o f Educa t ion 
Sta t is t ics s u m u p the value added i n cold , 
h a r d cash . 

In 1997 (the l a s t y e a r for w h i c h statist ics 
are available), m e n w i t h less than a 9 t h 
grade e d u c a t i o n e a r n on the average 
$19,291 per year. Average a n n u a l earnings 
for male h igh s c h o o l graduates rise to 
$31 ,215 . Bu t the average B A graduate 
earned $48,616. 

T h e ea rn ings g a i n s are even more 
remarkable as the years of investment i n 
h u m a n capi ta l increase . A t the master 's 
level, average ea rn ings j u m p to $61 ,051 , 
while those w h o go o n to a professional 
degree earn a n average of $85 ,011 . 

I 'm not cer ta in measur ing h u m a n worth 
In dol lars a n d cents is the best ways o f 

do ing it, b u t the facts possess a certain 
so l id i ty . Inves t ing i n h u m a n capi ta l 
t h rough college educa t ion pays off better 
than any other il1vestment I can th ink o f 

Those In L a n s i n g who preside over the 
a l locat ion o f taxpayer dol lars migh t bear 
this fact In m i n d , especial ly when they con­
sider the trade off between appropria t ing 
money to educate y o u n g people at M i c h i ­
gan univers i t ies a n d warehous ing c r imi ­
na ls i n p r i sons . 

In m y experience, univers i t ies don ' t make 
this po in t v e i y well w h e n they lobby the 
l eg i s la tu re a t app rop r i a t i ons t ime . A . 
Bart le t t G iamat t i , the former president of 
Yale, unders tood the i s sue when h e wrote 
i n h i s book, A Free a n d Ordered Place: "Of 
a l l the threats to the ins t i tu t ion , the most 
dangerous come from w i t h i n . Not the least 
among them is the smugness that believes 
the ins t i tu t ion ' s va lue is so self-evident 
that i t no longer needs explanat ion, i ts mis­
s ion so manifest that i t no longer requires 
defini t ion a n d ar t icula t ion ." 

It's n o loss of dignity for univers i ty presi­
dents to po in t out that thei r ins t i tu t ions 
add more va lue than any other. A n d it's 
ha rd ly crass to point ou t that a do l la r spent 
i n developing young m i n d s pays off better 
than any other investment that the state 
c a n conce ivab ly make,

Local leadership bid needs local support 
Y o u , dear reader, 
may recall a l l the 
h o o p l a from last 
year about O a k l a n d 
Coun ty ' s s ta tus as a 
"tax donor" to the 
State of M i c h i g a n . 
It seems tha t for 
every dol la r O a k ­
l a n d Coun ty sends 
off to L a n s i n g , it 
gets b a c k i n ser­
vices only abou t 74 
cents. A l l told, eveiy 
O a k l a n d res iden t 

sends off to the rest o f the state, th rough 
o u r state tax dollars, someth ing l ike $715 
per year a n d the a m o u n t is rising. 

You m a y also remember some o f the 
exp lana t ion for th is . W h i l e no one expects 
that O a k l a n d County , one of the wealthiest 
counties i n the ent ire na t ion and often 
described as the economic engine of M i c h i ­
gan, won ' t be a donor to some degree, i t Is 
the a m o u n t of the dona t ion that riles most 
people w h o live here. 

A n d it happens because , we're told, state 
Senators a n d Representatives don't work 
together enough w h e n they go to the lead­
ership a s k i n g for appropria t ions . Detroit 
l awmaker s and outs ta te legislators are 
m u c h better at fo rming a n d ho ld ing to 
coal i t ions, we're told . 

Perhaps i t i s j u s t that O a k l a n d l awmak­
ers don't argue h a r d enough for the c o u n ­
ty's fair share , others suggest. 

In the final analys is , y o u may recall , leg­

islative leadership w a s going to consider 
O a k l a n d Coun ty ' s po in t of -view i n the 
u p c o m i n g r o u n d o f budget negotiations. No 
promises, they sa id , b u t they were wi l l ing 
to d i scuss it. 

S u c h explanat ions mi s s the real point. 
The problem i s that we have to make our 
case to someone else. T h e real point Is that 
O a k l a n d C o u n t y ought to have i ts own peo­
ple i n the top l eadersh ip . O h yes , we have 
a few lawmakers In leadership jobs, but 
O a k l a n d representat ion Is l ight. 

A n d the top j o b , speaker of the House, is 
a pos i t i on O a k l a n d C o u n t y lawmakers 
haven't held i n ve1y l ong time. 

T h e las t time the speaker of the House 
was from O a k l a n d C o u n t y was 1867. No, 
not 1 967, i t was 1867 — two years after the 
C i v i l War. That 's pre t ty bad considering 
O a k l a n d Coun ty i s Mich igan ' s fastest grow­
ing county, the state's economic power 
house. 

T h i s year, two members o f O a k l a n d 
County ' s delegation are in a posi t ion to 
make a r u n for the speaker's chair . State 
Rep. Patr ic ia G o d c h a u x , R-Bh-mingham, 
has already a n n o u n c e d her Intention to 
seek the post. She ' s formed a leadership 
fund, a pol i t ical a c t i on committee that 
gives her the a b i l i t y to he lp fellow Republ i ­
cans help i n thei r b i d for election i n order 
to ga in support for her b i d as speaker. 

A n o t h e r c o n t e n d e r is R e p . A n d r e w 
Raczkowsk l , R - F a r m l n g t o n HUls . He's jus t 
announced his In ten t ion to r u n for reelec­
t ion to h i s House seat, bu t there is no 
doubt he's interested i n the contest for the 

speaker 's pos i t ion . H e hasn' t made an 
announcement , but it 's c lear he w i l l as the 
election season wears on . L i k e Godchaux , 
he ' l l be seek ing to gain the suppor t o f other 
representatives by he lp ing them out i n 
their o w n b id s for office. 

O f course, they are not alone. Rep. Patri­
cia B i r k h o l z , R-Sauga tuck , a n d Rep. M a r k 
J a n s e n , R - G r a n d Rapids , are also l ike ly to 
vie for the posi t ion, despite the fact that so 
far, only G o d c h a u x has announced . 

To u n d e r s t a n d the impor tance o f the 
speakers ' pos i t ion and the k i n d of influence 
it provides, y o u only have to look at the 
performance of speakers past and present. 

The speaker i s able to set the agenda and 
often ab le to decide w h i c h versions o f bil ls , 
when several have been in t roduced , w i l l 
see act ion. A t the center of the caucus sys­
tem, the speaker is able to mar t i a l suppor t 
for the causes he wants . He Is able to put a 
road b lock In front of those he doesn't. A n d 
he i s often i n a pos i t ion of sp inn ing out leg­
islative ideas (which other members of his 
party p i c k up] serving as the sponsor, and 
guide t h rough the process. 

O a k l a n d C o u n t y residents and bus iness ­
es Would do w e l l to suppor t their cand i ­
dates i n the b i d for the speakers ' seat. The 
benefits that come wi th that posi t ion — the 
benefits for the lawmakers ' home d i s t r i c t 
and coun ty — ought no t be overiooked.

T i m e 
Code." Deviating from the norms 
of feature films today, Ihe flick is 
Ihe first of i ts ' kind breaking all 
bounds whi le highlighting mys-
leiy, comedy and drama. 

•There is no editing, just a single 
cut. There are no scr ip ts . Jus t 
maps for each talented actor lo fol­
low. For 93 ground-breaking min­
utes, the cameras continually roll 
on four Los Angeles lifestyles mys­
teriously effecting the other as In 
real life. 

Improvised, yet tightly chore­
ographed movements, synchronize 
the characters . The audience is 
challenged to piece together the 
complex puzzle from four different 
sources of input. Evolving into a 
symphony of human emotions, the 
film builds into a violent crescen­
do. 

The four plots simultaneously 
unfo ld o n a q u a d r u p l e - s p l i t 
screen. T i m e Code" bases Its cen­
tral elements around an affair, a 
murder, and the chaos of a Holly­
wood production office. 

Set In r e a l t ime, the s to r ies 
intertwine in shocking ways. The 
characters mysteriously connect 
b u i l d i n g to a f ina l , c l i m a t i c 
moment i n which Ihey are fused 
together 

Familiar faces dazzle the screen 
with their improvisationai ski l ls . 
S a l m a H a y e k is an a s p i r i n g 
actress in the midst of an affair 
Stellan Skarsgard plays a philan­

dering motion picture executive. 
Saffron Burrows is his wife caught 
between his stress and her own 
mishaps. Finally, Jeanne Trippie-
horn is an angry woman whose 
act ions w i l l change a l l of their 
fates, 

But no editing? And four plots at 
one time? 

T i m e Code" revolutionizes the 
movie industiy via hand-held digi­
tal cameras. It is the first feature 
film shot in one fluid take; the sto-
Iytelling is never disrupted by edit­
ing or cuts. 

As opposed lo film magazines 
which can shoot for no longer than 
10 minutes at a lime, the digital 
camera can shoot for hours on 
end. 

A s the l i fe-blood of the f i lm, 
hand-held digi ta l cameras also 
allowed for cheaper production, 
greater mobi l i ty , and a smaller 
number of crew then there was 
cast. Each crew member involved 
fell both the physical harshness as 
well as the creative rewards. Cam­
eramen have never before filmed 
for 93 minutes straight nor have 
they been directly involved with 
the Ideas In staging. 

E a c h day, the cas t and crew 
completed an entire length film, 
the ful l 93 minutes on a digital 
videocasselte. Characters slightly 
a l te red the i r s ty le , behaviors , 
actions, and regular mishaps of 
everyday l i fe . If S a l m a Hayek 
t r ipped , i t became par t of the 
story. If J e a n n e T r i p p l e h o r n 

changed locations, the camera fol­
lowed her New takes were simply 
new full-length, feature films. 

"Time Code ' s" demands were 
also physica l ly gruel ing for the 
cast. Actors found themselves in a 
self-reliant world away from the 
typical movie sets filled with make­
up designers and personal train­
ers. Each was responsible for his 
or her own hair, make-up and cos­
tumes. More important ly , each 
was responsible for much of their 
own art ist ic choices concerning 
movement and emotion. 

Having lo slay in perfect clock­
work with each plot, the 28 actors 
coordinated their limes by wearing 
s y n c h r o n i z e d d ig i t a l wa t ches . 
E a c h line s a id and every move­
m e n t i m p o r t a n t to the p lo t 
required a specific time slot. 

Mike Figgis, wriler and director, 
set the "script" on music paper. 
Originally used to set flow charts, 
he used the bar lines to indicate 
minutes. He foresaw the problem 
of correlating spontaneous move­
ments with those cr i t ical lo the 
p lo t . B o t h the cas t and c rew 
addressed t h i s topic i n grea t 
length preparing for eveiy mishap 
imaginable. Finaiiy, after some 60 
takes — meaning 93 minutes for 
each — the final product emerged. 

"Time Code" mastermind, Mike 
Figgis, was well suited for this rev­
o l u t i o n i z i n g piece, A renowned 
orchestral composer, he is bo rn 
and bred lo thinking in terms of 
multiple melodies and perfect syn-

chronization. Therefore, the fi lm 
was not so much directed as it was 
conducted, harmonizing the four 
distinct story lines into one.

Golfshape experts, Bruce Conroy. a PGA profes­
s ional and Terry Heaton, an orthopedic physical 
therapist, are offering four weeks of quick tips for 
golfers preparing for the upcoming season. 

"The golfer's body is the most important piece of 
equipment, so our focus is on bui lding the golf 
swing in a supervised environment where the golfer 
must train correctly and repetitively," said Conroy, 
owner of Golfshape, a new unique year-round golf-
speclflc teaching and training center. "Proper grip, 
correct posture, and shoulder and hip rotation are 
essential to playing your best game." 

Week one focuses on proper grip to hit solid shots. 
"Know that your grip i s correct," said Conroy. 

"Hitting solid shots always begins With grip." 
"Grip strengthening exercises, such as squeezing 

a ball or silly putty with the last three fingers of the 
left hand, will help you maintain a consistent grip 
pressure and a better clubface pos i t ion ," s a id 
Heaton. 

Week two focuses on correct posture to increase 
consistency. 

"Poor posture Is a constant problem for many 
amateurs," said Conroy. "When you improve your 

posture you will greatly Increase your Chance of hit­
ting more consistent shots." 

"To improve your posture and shoulder moUons, 
stand with your elbows and shoulders bent to right 
angles then lean gently into a corner or doorway," 
said Heaton. "By doing this you also improve the 
health of your back and reduce the risk of an inJuIy. 
Hold the stretch for about 30 seconds and do lO 
repetitions." 

Week three .focuses o n s h o u l d e r ro ta t ion to 
increase distance. 

"The proper shoulder tu rn Is necessaiy to swing 

the club on a consistent plane," said Conroy. 
"Making a proper turn requires fiexibility in your 

shoulders and upper back, and increased fiexibility 
increases distance," said Heaton. "An exercise to 
increase the shoulder/upper back turn is to lie on 
your left side wi th your hips/knees bent to right 
angles and gently rotate your right shoulder back 
reaching toward the floor with both hands. Hold the 
stretch for about 30 seconds and 10 repetitions.

Bre i sacher died of a sudden 
heart attack last August 16, leav­
ing b e h i n d wife MaryJo and 
daughters Shannon , Adr lenne 
and E r i c a . Bu t a long w i t h his 
immedia te family, he a l so left 
behind numerous people whose

lives he'd touched with his adept 
ability to offer a helping hand. 

You see, Breisacher was first a 
husband and father, but second­
ly, he was a fatherly figure and 
coach to many, many young girls 
over the years. Shannon, a 1995 
graduate of NoVl High, and Erica, 
a Jun io r on this year 's four th-
ranked Varsity squad, both were 
heavily Involved in the sport their 

father loved , Sof tba l l . 
H a v i n g been a profes­
sional (AA) baseball play­
er himself h i Ills younger 
days, he loved noth ing 
more than to be a part of 
the athletic careers of his 
three daughters . A d r l ­
enne Was a member of 
the v a r s i t y golf s q u a d 
and graduated to 1996. 

But he was never one 
to turn l i i s back on oth­
ers w h o m a y benefi t 
from h i s knowledge of 
the game.

A t h l e t e s m u s t u s e t h e i r h e a d s 

With spr ing and summer spor ts seasons 
ready lo begiIi. a University of Michigan expert 
is w.-irning athletes of ail kinds; students, ama­
teurs, and professionals al ike, to heed new 
findings about an old sports injury - concus­
sion. 

Even a little hit on the head, whether in a 
Uti le I.eague baseball game or a pickup round 
of basketball , can mean big problems, says 
Edward Wojlys M . D . , a U - M spo i l s medicine 
specialist who recently led a national commit­
tee on concussion treatment guidelines. 

He explains that spoils-related concussions 
are far more common, and potentially more 
dan(;erous, than most people realize. New 
research shows thai a single brain-bruising 
knock can cause damage, and that repeated 
c o n c u s s i o n s may cause permanent b r a i n 
injury. 

So. Wojlys advises parents, coaches, and 
tiainers lo know the basic signs of concussion, 
and what to do If Ihey suspect a player has suf­
fered one. There are even checklists to guide 
them. 

"Tlie number of concussions that cause truly 
critical injuries are few and far between, but 
every year in North American several kids lose 
their lives to undiagnosed concussions," he 
says. "Most concussions are minor, causing 
shor t - l ived .symptoms that c lear up pretty 
qu i ck iy , " he adds . Bu t others c a n be life-
threatening. Only proper screening on the side­
lines and treatment by trained professionals 
c a n help decide when or if a n athlete c a n 
return lo the game. 

Once an athlete has had a concussion, the 
r i sks from additionai ones are even higher. 
T h e reai danger with some minor concussions 
is thai tliey can make the brain and nervous 
system susceptible to another blow," Wojtys 
says. "If it comes along, that can cause the ner­
vous system to deteriorate rapidly. It doesn't 
happen often but when it does, it 's truly an 

emergency." 
According to the Centers for Disease Control 

and prevention, some 5 0 0 deaths annua l ly 
result from sports-related head trauma; most 
of these occur among 15- to 24-year-oIds. 
Although concussions are associated mostly 
with contact spots like football, baseball, soc­
cer and hockey, Wojtys cautions that even 
non-contact spots can carry a risk of concus­
sion. 

So what, exactly, is a concussion? In gener­
a l , Wojtys says, it's an "alteration i n b r a in 
function usually caused by trauma and it can 
be anything from dizziness to nausea, to a 
headache or even loss of consciousness." 

How can you tell if you or someone else may 
have suffered one? Says Wojtys, "If an athlete 
is acting a little bit dazed, if their balance is 
obviously affected, i f they're not wa lk ing or 
talking right, or responding properly, a l l of 
these things are veIy important. If these are 
combined with headache, nausea, vomiting or 
inability to sleep, that cou ld be very signifi­
cant. 

Most commonly, a "routine" head t rauma 
presents as a mi ld headache that gradually 
d i sappears . However, before r e t u r n i n g to 
sports, anyone who experiences a concussion, 
no ma t t e r wha t the seve r i ty , s h o u l d be 
checked by a physician. 

But It is especially Imperative when symp­
toms persist, such as a headache that coIitin-
ues more than l 5 minutes after the incident, 
that the injury be evaluated. "Anyone who 
shows deterioration after the initial event, who 
has a headache for a while and an hour later Is 
nauseated or Is vomiting, should be taken to 
the emergency room. That's someone we can't 
take a chance with." 

Wojtys explains that neurological research 
ind ica te s that the b r a i n sus ta ins l a s t i n g 
"bruises" even after symptoms, even the sub­
tlest ones, have disappeared. In order for the 

brain to fully heal, it requires rest, sleep, pro­
tection from subsequent impact, and absti­
nence from alcohol. ' 

He stresses the need for parents, coaches 
and trainers to know the basic signs of con­
cuss ion . He said there Is a s imple sideline 
evaluation that tests an injured athlete's mem­
ory, which is a good Indicator because memoIy 
is particularly sensitive to alterations in brain 
function. If a player cannot pass the evalua­
tion, he should be sidelined. The form is avail­
able on the American Orthopedic Society for 
Sports Medicine Web site, www.sportsmed.org, 
along with an article about concussion man-
ageiTIent. 

Research sti l l continues on the effects of 
concussion on the brain, its function, and on 
the best way to evaluate and treat concussion. 
But even as more Information comes in , ath­
letes and those who care about them should 
use their heads and be cautious about con­
cussion.
