A recent head lice outhbreak in
mere than 100 students at Novi
Meadaws Elementary caused the
school to close early last week.

*With that many kids, we had to
do something drastic {o ensure the
safety of both the staff and the stu-
dents,” sald Robert Schram, Novi
School District’s E:-.ecutive Director
for Personnel.

The school reopened on Tuesday.

City council

A Novi woman has promised io
launch a recall campaign to get rid
of those people she [eels are
responsible for a new tax abate-
ment policy In the community.
Dolores Vedro, a 25-year resident

-of the efty, sajd the Novi City Coun-

¢li 1s just more of the the same old
“developer types” and they need to
go. .

Mayor Richard Clark and Counci
IMembers Ed Kramer, Hugh Craw-
ford and Lou Csordas voled in
favor of the policy.

“We will have a recall of some
kind,” Vedro sajd. “I have a ot of
support. I've been getting calls and
it appears hat the council has not
been listening to the residenis.

““There ‘are a number of things
and other issues, but the number
one Is the tax abatements.”

According to Vedro, city resi-

iaxes and she feels that the large
corporations don't need tax breaks.

*The multi-million dollar busi-
nesses don't need it,” Vedro said,

“{The council) wants to give money
away and we need roads. We need
a new library. And we have a $53
millien lawsuit hanging over our
heads and (the council] is cutting

' business taxes.” .
But Clark said thal the only °

thing the cily has, as of right now,
is a tax abatement policy. There are
no actual applicants or users of the
policy.

In a stalement issued by Clark,
he noted lhat the “limited tax
abatement” would increase the tax
base and provide more money for
fire and police'services. .

According to Clark, the abate-
ment that was given to Delwal Cor-
poration a number of years ago has
expired and the .company is now

paying full taxes, During the life of ‘

the abatement, the Delwall payroll
inereased, providing jobs for many
the Novi area, Clack said. °*

The fallowing  are  indlvidaal
trealment steps for removing lice
by the OQakinnd County leallh
Department:

LN using a ot removal produet
[for example: Clear, Step 2 or vine-
gar] it must beoused first ined
remiove the nits,

2Wash hair with o cleansing
shampoo {for example: Prell) that
ilors not have conditioners, frult.
vegelables or protein added.

3. Towel dry until a picee of tailei
paper does ot stk o the hair,

4. Apply Lice teeatment accerding
to package directtons at the sink.
Jo nol use in shower or bathiuh.

Accarding to the Qakland Cuun-
ly Health Department, head lice
ire tiny inserts one-eight inch long
thal live on the human head. Color
varies from light 1o dark tan. They
tlo not jump ar fly, but crawl from
hair to halr and feed on blood (ram
scalp biles. Symptams  inchule
{tehing o the head, especially
arowil the ears and back of the
neek. Lice eggs are stnaller than
sesame seeds and are called “nits.”
Unlike dandeafl and other matter,
they are glued to the hair shaft,
nften close to the scalp. Nits ran
vary in color inchuling white, gray,
Lan or brown, Nits can be found on
ity Ludr, often around the cirs and
the back of neck. Nils hateh in
seven o len days.

Head lice can be passed [rom one
person 1o another in a number of

65.Rinse oul lice product. Do not
nse redular cleaning shampoo,

7.0 ool apply conditioners,

9.Remove all nits using nit comb,
fingernails  or by pulling out
strands of hair.

To clean combs, brushes, bar-
rettes, ete, remove all hair fromn
hrushes /eombs.

ways such as sharlng ilems like
combs, hrushes, towels, bedding,
hats, coals. scarfs, ribbons/bar-
reltes with someone who has lice.
plscing heads on furniture, rugs,
and car scats recently used by
sumeone with lice, and coals, hals,
or scarves touching each other In
piles or on hooks /hangers.

The person is conlagious as long
as lee or nits are present.

There are several non-prescrip-
tion head lice producls available
through drugstores or local heallh
departments to treal head lice. The
Oakland County tlealth Mvision
does not recommend the use of any
specific Hee product as a preven-

lion and persons with ragweed |

allergies or severe asihma should
talk to thetr doctor first.
ff head Jice is suspected, use a

hour with 2-3 tablespooens of a lice
prochuct added.

All hats, clothing, sheets, towels,
washeloths, ele. used hy anyone
with lice must be washed in hot
waler and dried on the holtest
cyele for al [east 20 minuies,

For mattresses. pillows, stulfed
animals, coals, hats or other items
that cannot he washed; vacuum
carefully linclude all coats In clos-
¢l), dry clean or seal in o plaslic
hag for three (3) weeks.

For furnlture, cars, cloth ear
seals and earpels; carelully vacu-

head lice treaiment purchased al a
drug stare or call your bealth care
provider.

Asecond lreatment is required in
ten days to kill newly haiched lice.
All nits must be removed from the
halr. Put removed nits directly in a
{lrash container.

Household or car pon) members
and close [Hends must be checked
daily for 14 days and treated if lice
or nits are found, fincluding all
househelds thal a chlld has slept
al also.}

would voluntarily eliminate the
policy. According to Clark, the (ax
abatemenl policy is nol restricled
from medificatlon.

Clark alse said that before any
company is pgranted a tax abate-
ment policy. there will be a public
hearing and eitizen input on the
(he abatement applicant and only
four applicants can apply [for
abatemenis each year.

“No tax abatemenis have been
gven at this time,” Clark said, “Bul
il we do not broaden out the (city's}
tax basc. we will see taxes rise.”

Kramer said that the the cily
needs large businesses to decrease
the city's overall fax basc.

“Novi Is competing on a global
level,” Kramer said. "What we're
missing here is a benevolent com-
pany who will work with the city.”

According 1o Kramer, a perfect
exarmple would be Textron Automo-
tve.

Textron CEQ Sam Licavoli, who
unveiled a $5¢ milllon plan for a
new automotive cenler in Novi, said
his new facility will not only pro-
vide Jobs and a lax base but will
provide lacal residents with com-
puter learning [acillifes.

“Textron will put about $700,000
a year inio the economy,” Kramer
said. "These new businesses will
contribute significantly to the tax
base.”

Clark noted that the abatement

Vedro sald that she did not want
to sce developers recelve tax abale-
ments. Bul according to the policy,
ne developers will receive any tax
abatements. Abatement are only
for individual companies that
locate to Novi.

The criterla for an abalement
states that.any company that is
given an abaiemen! must provide

*a significant number of employ-
ment opportunities in tlle commu-
nity" and encourages srgniﬂcanl
capital investments.”

According to Novi's polley, the
abalement is limited to eight years,
In addilicn, there musi be a mini-
mum investment of $10 million,
The minimum number of workers a
cormnpany must cmploy to be eligi-

< ble lor an abatement is 25, !

The council approved ihe tax
abatement pelicy on May 5ih,
Vedro Is not the only residen| upset
with the new policy. Clare Wilsen
delivered 250 signatures lo the
council last month opposing lax
abatements.

Wilson tald council he didn't
wanl to sce what happened In
Farmindton Hills when Com-
puware lefl for Detroit after their
tax abatement expired.

of the concerns.
. Under the proposed plan,
Churehill Crossing would have its
main entrance located directly
across from Orchard Ridge Estates
off Tenn Mile Road, with its second
eonnection running through Clark
Street and its third access poini
located off of Christina Lane.

An outpour of Clark Sireet resi-
dents came 1o voice their cbjec-
fions.

“This proposed development as it
is presently planned would forever
«aiter the characler of Novi Hejghts
as it has' been for over 50 years,”
said Presfdent of the Novi Heights
Community Assoclation LaReta

Council needs to prove
itself in granting breaks

in November 1999, Novi res-
idents who were tired of the
previous elected city officials
had their say at the ballot hox
and put a new mayor and two
new  council members in
office.

Well, the honeymoon was
shorl. Now that the cily's new
tax abalement policy for
major league corporations
passed earlier this month, the
word recall is being raised by
voices lhal are hardly whis-
pering.

Voting in favor of the tax
abatement  were Mayor
Richard Clark and Council
Members Lou Csordas, Hugh
Crawfard and Ed Kramer, Nix-
ing the idea were Mayor Pro
Tem Laura Lorenzo and
Council Members Michelle
Bononi and Craig DeRoche.

Speaking for residents in
the opposilion camp are Clare
Wilson, who gathered 250 sig-
natures against the tax break
puolicy and Dolores Vedro. whao
has raised the spectre of a
recall altempt.

It is very, very easy lo see
why homecowners would be
disgruntled by the idea of cut-
ting a corporate citizen's
property laxes in twain, when
each and cvery one of us
would love jusl such a give-
away.

What probably really has
many of Lthese residents’ dan-
der up Is thal hanging over
Novi taxpayers heads is one
helty threat, the $53 million
Sandstone judgment, cur-
renily tled up in the Michigan
Courl of Appeals.

Il Sandsione prevails and
each and every homeowner
ends up paying his or her
share of that bill, guaranteed,
this town will be full of some
very, very disgruntled resi-
dents.

Why then a tax abalement
policy is a highly desirable
community in the midst of an
economic boom?

Cily policy makers, alarmed
that Novi's major growth
through the 1990s has been
largely in the residential sec-
tor, have been working for
several years to address thai
imbalance. What Novi officials
have been hoping to lure here
are high-tech, low-impact,

high {ax paying industries.
Over 1,000 acres were
rezaned several years ago to
pul out the door mat for firms
such as Husky and now, Tex-
tron.

Because these corporations
niake such desirable citizens,
using few cily services ~ and
when the abalements are up,
paying hefty taxes - other
communities are oul there
compeling for them. Many
cilies do offer lax abatements.

Novi's new policy makes cli-
gible for an eight year, 50 per-
cent tax break any new firm
with an investment of $10
million and any existing com-
pany thal aims {0 upgrade ils
facilily te the tune of no less
than $5 million. The company
musl employ no fewer than
25 people.

And very importaitly, no
more than four firms per year
will be granied lax abafe-
ments. Frankly, we wouid
have preferred o see thal
knocked down lo two abale-
menis. However, four lax lax
breaks offered judiciously
each year isn'l necessarily
glving away Lhe shap.

Why do Novi officials want a
high-tech tax base? The stal-
ed goal all along has heen to
shilt lhe laxpaying burden
-away - from .residents. Novl is
very much a part of the,global
economy and s not just com-
peting wilth Auburn Hills for a
desirable corporate cilizen
but the entire world. India, far
example, is busy seiting up
its own version of Silicon Vai-
ley.

The major concern here s a
Compuware-lype  scenario
where a corperation shops for
a new tax abalement once ils
first one expires. That is
indeed an ugly prospect.

What the Novi Cily Council
needs lo do now is reassure
residents thal they will be
very, very lough, hard-nosed
and demanding in approving
any lax abatement.

And the threat of recall
should be held in abeyance
until the concerned residents
walch this council in action
as they review the first appli-
cants for the abatements,
Scrutinize their actions close-
ly, then make up your minds.

Recollection is sweet and bitter

When | was a bay, [ looked forward
to the Memarial Day weekend like
most kids look forward to Christ-
mas. Il was my personal opening
day for summer,

Every year, my family would ride
up to my uncle's cottage in the
Union Lake area {o go swimming or
hunting for “snipe.” On alternating
years we would go to my aunt’s
hume with a large backyard and
spend the day either in the swim-
ming pool or playing volleyball,

No matter where we went, there
was always plenty of food and plenty to do. .

Kielbasa and hot dogs, potalo salad and coleslaw, usu-
ally homemade by one of my aunts, filled the table. Cool-
ers stulled with Coca Colz or Faygo Red pop and what
seemed like an endless supply of popsicles. There would
be that gccastonal Jello salad {(which | would try to avoid
until my mother would tell me to ‘give it a try".)

The ride was even special. We would pack the car in the
early morning stocking everything we needed. Swimming
trunks, beach towels, baseball gloves and baseballs, that
cld beach ball always seems to make the trip. It was a
Memoriai Day ritual.

At the cottage, my uncle John would roll out a couple of
watermelons, cut them open, and with the juice drying in
the hot aftérnoon sun and sticking to everything and
everybody, we would sit on top of the picnic table and see
who could spit the seeds the farthest. ,

Just before dinner, the men would gather with their
favorite beverages, sometimes poured inte large carved
mugs and other times in cans or long necked bottles and
play horse shoes. o

Everyone wanted to go for for boat rides, dressed in
bright orange life jackets, amazed at the rate of speed of
the boat as it split the lake in half while one of my older

cousins was pulled around the lake on water skis.

At night; some of the parents would take all the kids into
town to go to the movies or spend some time at the local
carnival or fair. Back at the cottage, with the large lawn
candles lighting up the night and the moon shining off the
water, the parents would sit and talk while kids went on a
hunt for the elusive snip. | never wanted to leave,

This past Memorlal Day was different. ! did spend some
time with my family on Saturday, but on Monday | had a
change plans.

This year, | sat with a new {riend as he recalled the days
of his youth. He and his brother would play on the base-
ball fields of their youth, the same as my brothers and |
did. He and his brother also enjoyed playlng at the water's
edge, boat rides and country fairs. The only thing different
is that he lost his brother in war.

Now on his Memorial Days, he spends time delivering
flowers to a grave. My brother was a Marine at the time of
the Gulf War. I have a cousin who was in Vietnam. I have
an uncle who was in the military during World War 1I. My
grandfather was a member of the Polar Bears, a group of
World War I velerans who fought in the freezing tempera-
tures of the northern Pacific. They all came home, luckily.

Every year, 'a house across the street from where I grew
up put out thelr American flag on Memorial Day. The flag
wasn't put out much except for Memorial Day. The
woman who lived there at the time, as [ would learn some
time later, lost her brother in Vietnam. Now I understand
why it was so quiet there on Memorial Day. .

This year, [ didn't get to the lake. No watermelon. No
beach. But 1 wasn't sad. My new friend and I talked of the
good old days and about our brathers. :

That sounded great to Michigan families
dismayed at steadily Increasing tuition
bills.

Worse, salaries for Michlgan Stale facul-
ly members are low. Pay for [ull professors
ranks last in the Big Ten, while assoclate
professors are eighth and assistants come
in ninth. Faculty morale is not exactly high
in Easl Lansing, especially when il's
explained the reason salaries are so low Is
that the MSU decided to link university
Income {o a low inflation rate.

So McPherson has heen scrambling to

win exira maney [rom the legislature lo gel
the taculty off his back and get MSU out of
its self-inflicied budgetary hind.
" Bo enter — how convenient! — the idea of
classifying varlous universities in Lliers
accarding to role and mission, thus equal-
fzing per student appropriations to schools
within a given tier. That's how MSU came
up with such a big increasc in the Housc
version of the spending bill,

The blg problem is that merely calling
MSU, WSU and U-M all “research universi-
ties" doesn't overcome the fact that they

*» Everybody recognizes that programs for
graduate and professional studeris are
much more expensive than for undergrad-
uates. MSU's enroliment mix is 72.6 per-

cenl undergraduate and 27.4 graduale,

while U-M's is 55.1 percent undergraduate
and 44.9 percenl graduaie. Inierestingly,
Wayne State’s enroliments are 40.3 percent
uncergraduate and 59.7 percent graduale,
It's unrealistic to ignore such large differ-
ences in studenl types when {iguring oul
how to fund universities fairly,

Moreover, iL just right be that MSU is a
lot beiter off than it seems. The school has
{wo importanl core programs — the Agri-
cultural Experimental Station and the
Cooperative Extension Service.— that are
not included in the base funding totals, If
state appropiiations for both (they come {o
$58.5 million) are added back into MSU's
base funding, slate support per MSU stu-
dent {otal turns eut Lo be virtually identical
with the U-M's,

The device funding universilies by a for-
mula based on a classification system is
superficially appealing, But it masks the
very great dilferences between each of the
fine research universities in our state. Il
would he unrealislic and irresponsible for
the legislalure 1o ignore these differences
in reaching a final appropriations decision.

Don't assume just hecause
you read it in a letter to the editor
that developers will be gelling a
“free ride”, that the councll is “giv-
ing money away", or that develop-
ers gel “all the attention.” Inslead
of Jumping on the bandwagon of an
{rate citizen, or signing a petition
because il's your [riend/family
member/neighber circulating il, be
responsible and research the issue
before signing. Stop by city hall on
Saturday morning and ask Mayor
Clark how the policy will work and
how resldents can benefit, Talk to
Mr, Richard Helwig. our new cily
manager, about long-term develop-
ment for the city and ask him how
he sees this policy assisting us in .
atiaining our goals for quality
development. Find out how other
cities have fared as a resull .of sim-
flar policies, Learn the facts, and

then express an educated opinfon

on whether or not Mayor Clark and
the council acted strictly in favor of
“developers crying poor” and “big
business”.

- The jssue of tax abatements is a
very controversial one, but one that
could not be ignored. Whether [
agree with their decision or not, 1
believe that our mayer and mem-
bers of counclt researched this
issue theroughly and voted accord-
ing to what they felt was In the best
interest of the future of the entire
city.

It's a heart-wrenching sight. a newborn
infant, often weighing no more than a couple
pounds, with a host of tubes and other medical
devices hooked up 1o them that is providing
life-sustaining oxygen.

But, while the sight of these Infants may be
cmotionally draining, the good news is that
more and more are being kept allve and are
thriving, thanks Lo the lalest respiratory treat-
ments now being used al the University of
Michigan and other leading medical centers.
They include a new generation of ventilators
conirolled hy the infanis themselves and others
thal operate in a much gentler {ashion, sparing
injury o delicate lungs, There also are new
medications, mimicking a substance found [n
healthy lungs that help them Inflate easier.

Belween 8 and 10 percent of all newborns
will require a siay In a neonalal intensive care
unil because of respiratory problems, usually
related to premature birth. And, with contin-
ued medical advances, babiés born earlier are
survlving, causing an Inerease in the number
of premature Infants with lung aflments.

“The most cormmon reasons for babfes to
have respiratory problems are related to pre-
maturity,” says Steven Donn M.D., director of
neonalal-perinatal medicine In the U-M
Healthy System. “Babies who are born early
have underdeveloped lungs, both from an
analomical and biochemical standpoint. Thelr
lungs are unable to exchange oxygen and car-
bon dioxide without the help of either a respl-
rator or some medication, We also see bables
with jung problems from Inlection or birth
defects that need the sarme help.”

The U-M's Holden Neonalal Intensive Care
Unit §s using two cutting-edge artificial ventila-
tion therapies Lo help young lungs heal, Donn
says both of them address an issue that has
long been a problem with babies lungs - “How
to ventilate them without subjecting the deli-
cate lungs o the noxious forces of pressure
and high concenlrations of oxygen.”

One new method is called high-fréquency
ventilation. “We've changed the philosophy of
how we ventilate these bables,” Donn said. “We
take very, very small volumes of gas, much

smaller.thaii in. conventional ventilation, and:
move it N and out of the lungs at incredibly”

high rates - any where. from 400 to maybe
1,800 breaths per minute. In a way, we're gel-
ting these babies to pant like a puppy and what
this does is reduce the amount of pressure the
lungs are subjected to which reduces the incl-

dence of lung injury.”

Another methed - patient triggered ventila-
tion — is something that has been used in pedi-
atric and adult patients, but was previously not
refined enough to allow Its use in infants. The
U-M Health System helped ploneer new
advances In the technique that now enable it to
be used on fragile Infant lungs.

In the type of patient-triggered ventilation in
use at U-M, the baby's body sfgnals the ventla-
tor to provide a breath to its lungs and then
senges when the baby wants to stop that
breath. This puts the baby in charge of its
breathing rather than a clinielan, Donn said.
“The baby decides when he wants to breathe,
when he doesn’t want to breathe, how long a
breath sheuld last, and the ventilator follows
those cues.”

Donn said there is a backup systemn in case
the baby becomes fatigued or doesn't want to
breathe. If this happens, the machine takes
over and provides the amount of support nec-
essary to majntain proper levels of oxygen in
the baby's blood.

"By letting the baby control the ventilator,
we've found we can reduce the amount of pres-
sure required to ventilate the baby and we also
dont have to use as mary sedatives because
the baby is now driving'LHe ventilator rather
than fighting it." He ddd$ that the amount of
time the baby is on venttlater also has been
reduced as have the costs of caring for the
infant.

Another new method of treating Infani respi-
ratory problems at the U-M 1s through the
development of surfactant - a naturally oceur-
ring substance found in the lungs of healthy
newborns, which reduces surface tension in
the lung air sacs thus making it easler for them
to inflate and deflate.

“When a baby lacks surfactant. it's like
trying to blow up a balloon that hasn't been
stretched or blown up before - it requires a
tremendous amount of work,” Donn said.

After extensive research, surfactant is now
available in artificial and semi-artifictal forms,
and in a medication administered directly in
the baby's breathing tube. “This allows the
baby.to:lecrease the amount | of work ficeded. to
breathe, to help thé baby inflaté’the aft sdcs,”

Donn sald. "This drug has‘mede an incredible .

improvement In both the survival and the com-
plication rate for babies born exiremely prema-
turely.”

Donn said the new ventilation techriques

and drug theraples bave allowed for major
breakthroughs in treating infants with lung
problems.

“These developments have allowed us to
extend survival to babies who five years ago
might have survived but wilh significant lung
damage, and who ten years age would have
died.”

Donn sajd another important technique used
at U-M iIs the high premlum placed on the
human touch.

“We're concerned not only with the baby but
with the entire family, and I think a really
unique feature of our work is the blending of
high tech and high touch. We tnvolve the family
in the baby's care and in decision-making right
from the beginning. We have a completely open
visitation policy so parents can visit their child
anytime. They participale in his or her care,
Lhey stroke the baby, talk to the baby. We think
Lhis Is extremely important for the health of the
baby and the whole family.”

Donn recently compiled and edited a book
dedicated exclusively to respiratory care of the
newborn infant. it's calied the "Manual of
Neonatal Respiratory Care,” published by Futu-
ra Publishing Co., Armonk, N.Y.
