Karr was convicted of conspiracy 
to interfere with commerce by rob­
bery and extortion, interstate trav­
el in aid of rackeleering, conspiracy 
to engage in moiletary transaction 
in criminally acquired property and 
interstate transportation of stolen 
property. 

"He has eight previous felony 

counts against h im and those 
could add up to life i n prison," said 
U.S. District Attorney Gerald Car-
ruth, from his Austin, Texas office. 

Sentencing for Karr is scheduled 
for August 4th. 

Karr, 52, was not convicted of the 
kidnapping of O'Hair that led to her 
murder. 

He was initially charged on 
September 25, 1999 with conspir­
ing to kidnap and rob O'Hair, her 
son, John Garth Murray, and her 
biological grand-daughter and 
adopted daughter, Robin Murray-

Cassis is pushing for the creation of a sales 
tax holiday, two weeks around the Labor Day 
weekend when clothing purchases would be 
exempt from Michigan's 6 percent state sales 
tax. Committee members are receptive to the 
proposal, although they are asking that the cap 
on the cost of clothing eligible for exemption be 
trimmed from $500 per item to $150. 

Still, if enacted, the lax cutting measure 
would save taxpayers an estimated $16 million 
per year, according to House Fiscal Agency ana­
lyzes. 

That's money Cassis said she believes the 
state will recover, because slate consumers will 
like to spend that same cash elsewhei-e. 

'They'll go out to dinner or buy a piece of jew­
elry they hadn't planned on buying," she said. 

If the committee acts quickly on the bill and i l 
gets a good review from the full House and Sen­
ate, Cassis said she hopes the holiday can be in 
effect for the coming l.abor Day weekend. 

"What could be more broad-based thai this,"

The board had a lot of questions 
ranging from contracts to the alti-
liide and response from students 
when Ihe ofilcer canie into tiieir 
school. 

'The students were unsure at 
first, but over time they came to 
realize fhat he was an integral part 
of the school." Woods said. 

Wood said the biggest miscon-
ecption when a liaison or resource 
officer is brought into tlie schools 
is pcojile believe Ihere must be 
sonlelhing wI'ong. 

"Often people think il indicates a 
problem, but that has nothing to 
do with it," he said. "He is (here to 
n.ssisi and iielp out." 

The officer, who will be hired over 
Ihe Slimmer, wiii wear a uniform 
but not at all limes. He wiii aiso 
carry a weapon. 

TJie reaction from several higil 
school students was not enthusias­
tic. 

"It's going lo be weird." said 
junior J o n Mucki . " i think it will be 
hard lo be yourself almost, I'd feel 
like 1 was being watched like i was 
some kind of deiinquenl." 

Junior Kric Walle said lie was 
shocked to learn the news about 
the resource officer. 

"I'm really surprised." he said. 
"I'm on student government and we 
never beard anylhing about II. I 

just don't think anyone has done 
anything that we have to bring an 
officer into the building." 

Senior Erica Alperl said although 
she won't be in the high school 
next year, she didn't agree with the 
decision. 

"I don't think there's enough 
probiems within the schools to 
warrant that," she said. There are 
problems In Novi. but they don't go 
on In school." 

Starting in September, the new 
officer will lake his post at the high 
school. 

A n inter\'iew team, that wi l l 
inciude Clieal. will help evaluate 
and decide who the new resource 
officer wil l be. 

One item lhat has not yet been 
decided upon Is how long the con­
tract wiii last. 

As of now. the contract stands at 
two years, but the board has been 

encouraged to extend that time in 
order to allow the officer to get 
acquainted with the school. 

Still , the students have not had a 
warm reception with the proposal. 

"1 don't like the idea of having an 
officer in the school," said junior 
Steve Szwast. 

"We don't have any real problems 
here. The only thing that there's 
really been is smoking in the bath­
rooms and 1 think that's something 
the hall monitors can take care of. 

"I think that if we start bringing 
in police guards and metal detec­
tors, it kind of gives a bad reputa­
tion like there are major problems 
going on, even though we don't 
(have them.)"

can and cannot teach," Gosseiln 
said. "But we are the ones who 
determine funding." 

Rep. Nancy Cassis. I?-Novi, said 
that after she reviewed the English 
course, she found that it was not 
really a "how-(o." She said the 
course would study "initiation rites 
into the gay cofnmunity" but it 
wouid not conduct them. 

Stii i , Cassis was a supporter of 
the amendment. She explained she 
felt it was a "truth in advertising" 
issue. She asked university offi­
cials to change the name of the 
course, but they would not agree. 

The amendment would have 
altered the University of Michigan's 
S360 million allocation for the 
coming fiscal year. Part of (he over­
all higher education budget of $1.9 
billion, the amendment would liave 
appiied lo all colleges is Michigan. 

After lawmakers rejected the 
amendment in a 52-44 vote, with 
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14 members not voiing. the House 
went ahead and approved the over-
ail budget in a i04-3 vote. 

U-M ['resident Lee Bollinger has 
stated support for ihe course. 

"We iiave courses lhat study 
many, many different parls of life. 
A course may inciude thinking 
about what it means to be a gang 
niemiicr in an inner city. It may 
study wiiat i l means lo be par i of 
the business community in a sniaii 
town. One of Ihe intellectual inter­
ests, especiaily of the past 20 
years, has been lo think about pop­
ular ciiltui-e and the way in wliiell 
people create their Identity in (he 
worid. Tiiis is a course in lhat tra­
dition. We iieiieve that Ihis course 
has ac.idemic value and we believe 
lhat Ihe process by which this 
course has ijcen created is sound," 

he said. 
U-M professor David i-laiperin. 

who wi l l teach the course, 
describes it this way: "Just 
because you happen lo he a gay 
man doesn't mean tliat you don't 
have to learn how lo become one. 
Gay men do some of thai learning 
on their own, but often we learn 
how to lie gay from others, either 
because we look to them for 
instruction or because they simply 
tell us what they think we need lo 
know, whether we ask for their 
advice or not. This course wiii 
examine the general topic of Ihe 
role lhat initiallon plays in the for­
mation of gay identity." 

The American Fnniliy Association 
of Michigan, iiowevcr. is critical of 
the class.

On Monday, June 12, Oakland 
voters will elect two people from a 

field of six to the Board of Trustees 
of Oakland Community CoUege, 
which has about 24,000 shidents at 
five canpuses. Trustees are elected 
officials who set policy for the col­
lege. This is one of a series of brief 
profiles on the candidates. 

At a crucial point in her life, 
Athena Puraas-I-awrence turned to 
Oakland Community College. 

That ,was in the l980s when 
Dumas-Lawrence was a single par­
ent working two Jobs and trying to 
get an education. 

"OCC was there for me," said the 

Pontiac resident, who is seeking 
election to the OCC Board of 
Trustees. "It was affordable and 
flexible, and I got a good education 
there. I'd like to be a voice for tax­
payers and students." 

Dumas-I-awrence, a 1983 gradu­
ate of Pontiac Central High School, 
got an associate's degree in 1989 
before enrolling at William Tyndale 
College in Farmington Hills where 
she graduated with a degree in 
business administration. 

She was a ' case management 
assistant, which included develop­
ment and implementation of the 
school-to-work program in the 
Walled l,ake School District prior to 
becoming a work force develop­
ment specialist at the JobL ink 

Career Center in Pontiac, a state 
and federally funded program to 
promote employment and training 
opportunities. 

"l.work with people who are try­
ing to find Jobs," Dumas-Lawrence 
said, "Or sometimes, they,re trying 
to get better Jobs." 

Dumas-Lawrence is happily mar­
ried now. She and husband Ken­
neth have two children, Nataisha, 
10, and Kendra, 4. 

But she hasn't forgotten her days 
as a student and how OCC and its 
faculty helped her out. 

"The faculty was accessible, and 
they were accountable," she said. 
"I'd like to have a voice in the deci­
sion making process at OCC, to 
make sure the college is there for 

future students. Education is the 
key to success." 

Dumas-Lawrence declined to 
criticize or to throw verbal stones 
at the current trustees. She said 
they monitor the budget and do a 
variety of things to promote O C C . 

"I believe we can do an even bet­
ter Job, she said. 

TTie budget, for exampie, would 
be her highest priority, especially 
with the important millage renewal 
vote coming up next year when 
O C C will ask voters to renew an 
eight-tenths of a mil! in property 
taxes to provide more than $20 
million in operating revenue. 

She's ready to promote the mil­
lage renewal. Dumas-Lawrence 
said. "But it's going to take com­

munity involvement," she insisted. 
. Dumas-Lawrence said she.d also 
like to see more out-reach pro­
grams. 

"I'd like to see more internships, 
and I'd like to see O C C more 
accommodating io would-be stu­
dents. Students need more infor­
mation about the local job market." 

She favors so-called distance 
learning using television and/or 
the Internet for classes because It 
enables OCC to be flexible on 
behalf of students. Distance learn­
ing is particularly helpful, she said, 
for disabled students and those 
with transportation problems. 

Asked about her community 
involvement, Dumas-Lawrence 
said she works with numerous 

agencies including the Family 
Independence Agency (formerly the 
Department of Social Services) and 
Lighthouse through 

her Job. 
"When somebody needs assis­

tance, such as emergency shelter, 
we help them find it," she said. 
"Sometimes that involves working 
long hours or skipping lunch . The 
Important thing is helping people." 

She is also a member of Antioch 
Baptist Church i n Pontlac and r 
sings In the choir. ,;|

She years ago, when she was first 

elected as a trustee at Oakland 
Community College, the board was 
a contenUous body, according to 
Pamala M . Davis. 

There was a lot of division," she 
said, '•and a lot of politics." 

Fortunately, that factionalism is 
a thtag of the past, Davis said. 

Trustees are st i l l strong-willed 
indlVlduals, she said. "But we work 
together and each of us puts the 
best intisrests of O C C first." 

While Davis doesn't tfy to claim 
credit for the unity, she Insists she 
has been a factor l n the tioard's 
cohesiveness. 

"I'm a team player," Davis said, 
"and l get along with people, 
including the other board mem­
bers." 

Davis Is asking voters to return 
her to the board on the basis of her 
performance. 

"I've done a good Job," she said, 
"and I want to conthiue the work 
the board has staIted." 

To illustrate. Davis points to the 
CI^EST (Combined Regional Emer­
gency Services Training) Center 
currently under construction at the 
A u b u r n Hills campus of O C C . 
When complete, C I ^ T wUl feature 
a small, mock town, similar to 
Hogan's Alley at the FBI Academy, 
complete with businesses, resi­

dences, and functional traffic lights 
and uUUUes. 

"It will be the best training facili­
ty in the region," she said, "attract­
ing police and E M S personnel from 
Michigan as well as neighboring 
states. The board worked together 
to get it started and we'll have to 
work together to bring it to 

' fruition." 
Davis was referring to the 

board's continued efforts to raise 
atiout $5 million in grants as well 
as corporate and private contribu­
tions to complete the project for 
which ground was broken last fall. 

There are similar challenges fac­
ing the board in other fields such 
as computer technology, health 

sciences, construction technology, 
and culinary arts, Davis said. 

"My major qualifications (and 
reason voters should return her to 
the board) are experience, commit­
ment to the college and the ability 
to work well with others to make a 
difference." 

OCC will also need teamwork 
next year, when it asks voters to 
renew the .8 of a mill property tax 
levy that provides more than $20 
million in operating revenue afmu-
a l l y 

"1 would like to reduce the mil­
lage," Davis said, "but the reality Is 
we need to renew thfe same millage 
to remain financially viable, and (to 
keep) tuition costs down." 

"It shouldn't be difficult to renew 
the mlllage." Davis said. "We touch 
a lot of lives," she said, "and almost 
eveiyone i n Oakland County has a 
friend or relative who has been 
positively impacted by what OCC 
delivers." 

So-called distance learning, or 
the use of television or the Internet 
for teaching, offers possibilities. 
Davis said. But the college must 
not lose the personal touch that 
has become its hal lmark, she 
Insisted. 

David said she is not particular­
ly worried about enrollment at 
OCC. It's down (by about 6,000 
students since 1992), bu t that's a 
reflection of a booming economy. 

she said, when people work rather • 
than going to school. 

"OCC could do a better Job mar- {:i 
keting." she said. "We're too shyi\ 
about our excellence." 

Davis is a 1962 graduate of Kim­
ball High School In Royal Oak who 
attended OCC i n the mid 1980s. "1 . 
was a foster parent working full- ' i " . 
time," she said, "and that didn't ' 
leave much time or energy for 
school. But I've never stopped .

T r a n s p o r t a t i o n E n h a n c e m e n t P r o g r a m . 
F u n d e d mostly by the feds but r equ i r ing a 
local match , the Enhancemen t P r o g r a m 
inc ludes a range of projects from b u i l d i n g 
b ike t ra i l s to preserving h i s tor ica l t rans­
p o r t a t i o n facil i t ies, p r e v e n t i n g g r o u n d 
water runof f a n d l a n d s c a p i n g a n d 
streetscaping. 

The Mich igan Depar tment of T r a n s p o r t a ­

t ion has been looking a round for local part­
ners to help invest this year 's $ 2 0 mi l l i on 
al locat ion from the federal government. 
"These are not y o u r typical r o a d resurfac­
ing or bridge replacement projects that 
receive the l ion's share of o u r federal a n d 
state t ransporta t ion dol lars ," Says State 
Transpor ta t ion Director J a m e s D e S a n a . 
T h e beauty of this federal p rogram is that 
it encourages communi t ies to decide for 
themselves how to invest these ea rmarked 
funds to further enhance the appearance, 
safety a n d economic benefit of their local 
t ranspor ta t ion systems." 

A lot of activity has been funded by th is 
program: 

• Trees, shrubs , grass a n d flowers are 
be ing planted a long O r c h a r d Lake Road 
from 1-696 to Ten Mi le Road i n Fa rming ton 
Hi l l s . 

• A c c e n t i n g the new "Welcome to Red-
ford" s igns i n Redford Townsh ip , bou lder 
re ta ining wa l l s are being bu i l t and s h r u b s 
and flowers are being planted at the J o y 
and Pu r i t an intersections w i t h Telegraph 
Road . 

• In HoweU. a new walkway a long G r a n d 
River Avenue from the A n n A r b o r Ra i l road 
overpass to E l m Street wi l l receive trees, 
shrubs , grass and flowers. 

• Statewide, the popu la r handbooks , 
"Wildflowers of Mich igan" a n d "Michigan ' s 
Roadside Trees" are being updated a n d 
reprinted. 

Odd ly , j u s t p lant ing wildflowers is not 
terribly expensive. Obviously , y o u can't 
j u s t th row the seeds a round and expect 
m u c h to happen . You've got to k i l l off the 
grasses, t i l l the soi l and sow the k i n d s of 
seeds that match soi l condi t ions . S t i l l , a 
current wildflower project o n M - 3 2 near 

Gaylord is budgeted at $ 2 , 5 0 0 to plant 12 
varieties of na t ive flowers a n d four k inds o f 
grasses on 15 acres . 

There are problems, of course . Some 
species don't m a k e it, w h i l e others need 
per iodic m a i n t e n a n c e , w h i c h M i c h i g a n 
does not cu iTcn t ly fund. Somet imes selfish 
people pick the flowel-s o r even d i g up the 
plants, j eopard iz ing the who le idea. M O O T 
even has h a d to put o u t a press release 
reminding people not to p i c k the daisies, 
because doing so is both i l legal a n d unsafe. 

B u t the whole program seems to me 
imaginative a n d va luab le to a state whose 
road system needs a l l t he help It c a n get. 
The Transpor ta t ion Depar tment is looking 
to partner w i t h loca l c o m m u n i t i e s for pro­
jec ts ranging from "wildflower p lan t ings 
alone all the way to major l andscap ing w i t h 
trees and sh rubs . 

M D O T w i l l be i s s u i n g i n September a ca l l 
for project appl ica t ions to be funded i n the 
2001-2002 f iscal y e a r People interested i n 
looking into the p r o g r a m c a n contact the 
s tate at: wivw.mdot.state.mi.us/pro­
grams/enhance/enhance.htm. 

A t 18 acres, the p l a n t i n g we or iginal ly 
noticed on 1-96 near Po r t l and was complet­
ed i n 1996 a n d i s one o f the largest ever 
attempted by the M D O T . However, wi th a 
total of 179.000 acres of roadside i n M i c h i ­
gan and only 2 5 0 acres o f wildflower plant­
ings so far, there's a l ong way to go.

'.• Recently, the city of Nov! adopted 

; a tax abatement policy. A s a result 
.; of the adoption of that policy, much 
• has been stated regarding the poll-
; cy that Is based on emotion and 

lack of Information or In some 
cases misinformation. Let me begin 

•; by saying I respect the right of 
those members of the community 

^ that disagree with the policy, to 
.; speak and twite against i t The 
' essence of any democracy Is the 
! free flow of ideas and. opinions to 
.; arrive at decisions that best repre-
' sents the long-range interests of 
. the community as a whole. No 
; group of civic leaders who are elect-
.• ed can ever satisfy eveiy member of 
i' the community all the time.. To 
; attempt to do so is a sure formula 
( for failure. 
! Now let's look at a few facts as 
; they relate to tax abatements and 
< what needs to be considered In 
! relation to that policy. We live In a 

much different worid than we did 
25 years ago. Competition is the 
key to our continued prosperity. 
The competiUon we face now Is not 
local but international and will 
continue to grow. If anyone doubts • 
this, ask yourselves these ques­
tions: 

• What happened to our steel 
Industry In America? 

• When you slip on a pair of 
shoes, where were they made? 

• When we put on an article of 
clothing, how many of them are 
made outside of the Untied States? 

• The American Airiine industiy 
that was the world leader i n avia­
tion now faces competitive pres­
sures like never before and we are 
not the only game In the worid. 

• Finally, should anyone think 
Silicon Valley is the ultimate salva­
tion; Europe and Asia are develop­
ing a Silicon Valley that wi l l direct­
ly and aggressively compete with 
our leadership in this area i n the 
next year or so. 

Each of these examples of loss or 
potential loss of our productive 
capacity represents the loss of our 
competitive edge as well as the loss 
of wages and taxes to support our 
nation and our city. Have we so 
quickly forgotten the time when we 
were referred to as the rust belt 
and "would the last person who 
leaves the state turn out the 
lights?" 

Aggressive strategies to compete 
have turned us around. Tax abate­
ments are Just another tool in our 
competitive arsenal, nothing more. 

• Novi's recently enacted policy 
does not benefit developers. It gives 
to a business or corporation that 
makes a long-term commitment of 
substantial financial resources a 
limited abatement of a portion of 
taxes they would otherwise pay. In 
exchange, those businesses bring 
jobs, which have economic spin off 
to a community that broadens the 
tax base and lessens the tax bur­
den on the residential component 
of our city. 

III a few years the residential 
component of our city wi l l be com­
pleted. Eveiy few years, police, fire 
and municipal employees will 
expect a raise and rightly so as the 
cost of living goes up for them as 
well as the rest of us. If we have not 
broadened our tax base, Whatever 
council and mayor is in office will 
have no options left but to tu rn to 
the residents and raise our taxes. 
I s , tha t what we want for our 
liiture? 

• Abatements are limited In their 
duration. 

• Abatements are l imi ted in 
number no more than four appli-
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cants in one year will be consid­
ered. 

• There Is no guarantee that any 
applicant In any given year will^ 
receive an abatement. 

• Abatements have been given i n 
this city in the past. Delwal Corp. 
had an abatement that ended In 
December 1999. They are now pay­
ing full taxes. During the life of that 
abatement, their payroll and num­
ber of employees drew many from 
the Novl area. Without the abate­
ment, they would have left the city.

We have some of the fltiest 
schools i n this state and broaden­
ing the tax base will ensure they 
remain that way while lessening 
the tax burden oIi our residents. 

On Tuesday, May 16, "The Wail 
Street Journal" noted that "wired-
up firms could bestow high tech 
quality Jobs Just as easily in Dus-
seldorf as Denver;" being competi­
tive Is the key. 

We can live i n the past or confi­
dently and competitively face the 
future and control our destiny 
rather than letting circumstances 
control us. 

How have we come to the point i n 
this country where we view the 
businesses that provide us Jobs 
and the means to support, feed, 
and educate our families almost as 
a foreign enemy? 

In 2025, there will be over 70 
million Americans over the age of 
65 and over 18 million over the age 
of 85. Every business that leaves 
our shores represents not only a 
loss of current wages but Social 
Security taxes needed to pay for an 
unfunded soclal security trust fund 
to provide for our seniors. I am 
sure our foreign competitors are 
most grateful when we force our 
business and opportunities for our 
youth to foreign shores. 

Finally, let me say that no one on 
this council plans on giving away 
the store.

J u s t to clear up any lingering 
questions, here's the official word: 
Guernsey Farms Dairj' is located in 
the city of Novi. Period. 

Yes, it has a Northviiie mailing 
address, but the home of what is 
arguably the planet's best builer 
pecan ice cream is most decidediy a 
Novi venue. 

But whether you're from Novi or 
Northville; IVIichigan or Ohio; or the 
U.S. or Canada, one tiling's for cer­
tain. The little family-owned and 
operated dairy along Novi Road has 
been a fixture of the community for 
34 years. (And it's more like 60, if 
you count the time the McGuire 
family spent at their first location on 
Cady Street in downtown Northville.) 

I poke my nose around in the 
niainlobby area before stepping into 
the business office. On the walls are 
photographs and newspaper 
ciippings — inciuding one from a 
1986 edition of the Novi News — 
that help paint a picture of how a 
place that sells cones for $l.51 for a 
monstrous-sized single has man­
aged (o flourish as it has. 

"Come on in," says son and cur­
rent b u s i n e s s pres ident Marty 
McGuire. "I'll show you around." 

RISING TO THE TOP 
G u e r n s e y got i ts start wi th 

Fowlerville native J o h n McGuire, 
who r e tu rned from s tudy ing at 
Michigan State University to open 
up a dairy in Northville. The decision 
to go wi th the name "Guernsey" 
didn't take very long, Marty McGuire 
said. 

"Jersey and Guernsey cows were 
recognized for giving the best milk," 

he said. "We wanted to convey fresh­
ness and good taste in the products 
we made." 

Space quickly became a luxury, 
however, and the shop eventually 
needed to make the move nortli lo 
its present location, which It did In 
1966. Located largely on its own at 
the lime, Guernsey soon flourisiied 
as word of its quality dairy products 
circulated throughout the greater 
Detroit area. 

Guernsey became a particular hot 
spot for Father's Day, where during 
the i970s. dads were h-ealed lo free 
ice creaIn cones and famiiies could 
get carriage rides and tours of ihe 
facility. 

"We just can't do that aIiymore," 
M c G u i r e sa id . 
"We've got so 
much business 
we have to lake 
care of that it's 
imposs ib le to 
show people 
th rough here, 
espec ia l ly wi th 
i n s u r a n c e 
issues." 

Sensing oppor­
tunity was once 
again knocking 
at the door, the 
McGuires opted 
to expand and 
renovate their 
bus ines s . A 
res taurant was

added and renovations were made to 
the cooler area In 1985. A few small 
cosmetic changes notwithstanding, 
the business has remained much 
the same for the last 15 years. 

That 's not to say improvements 
aren't on McGuire's mind, though. 

"We'd really l ike to get another 
freezer i n here," M c G u i r e said . 
"We've had some trouble with the 
city of Novi to gel permits for them, 
it's been a bit of a headache." 

A SWEET TOUR 
What most people see when the 

come in to Guernsey isn't what 
McGuire wants to show me today. 
There ' l l be time for the "regular" 
stuff later. For the lime being, I want 
to see ice cream being made and 
he's all too happy to oblige. 

The tour begins as we walk down 
a long corridor through the business 
office, where I can see and hear cler­
ical staff taking orders. 

"That's 10 cases you want by the 
end of next week?...Sure, we can do 
that," she says, pecking away at her 
keyboard. 

We come to a nar row passage 
where a dispenser of hairnets is 

• placed oII tlie wall. I slip one over my 
head as McGuire opens the door to 
tlie next room. It's a little noisy, but 
tlie most noticeabie attribute is the 
thick milky scent in the room, it's 
nol unpleasant, but it's not particu­
larly great, either. 

Tiiis, I'm told, is the area where 
raw mlik is heid, before it is separat­
ed into milk and the cream, which 
(as the saying goes) Iises lo ihe top. 
Tlie raw milk comes from' daily cows 
a few miles outside of Novi. 

McGuire points to the machine 
that speeds up the separation pro­
cess that took a long lime to accom­
p l i s h u s i n g an o ld hand crank 
method and even longer if nature 
did the separating on its own. It's. 

about Uie size of 
^ ^ ^ ^ ^ ^ ^ ^ ^ a kettle d r u m 

and even looks 
like one. loo. 

"It uses cen­
trifugal force to 
separate the 
cream from the 
mi lk ," McGui re 
sa id , making a 
spinning motion 
with his finger, 
"The richer the 
milk, the better, 
as far as we're, 
concerned. The 
more fresh 
cream in the 
m i l k taken off 
gives us more 

cream for ice cream and more lowfat 
milk." 

He pauses and smiles. 
"People have a glass of lowfat milk 

witlI their dinner and a bowl of ice 
cream for dessert." he quips. 

M i l k is also produced in mass 
qujihtities at Guernsey, but that's 
not really the reason I'm here. Ice 
cream is the order of the day, so 
McGuire leads me to another room, 
where the frozen delights are pro­
duced. This time, the room smells of 
chocolate. That, I later discover, has 
much to do willi the ice cream being 
produced-at Uie moment: Mackinac 
island peanut butter fudge. 

M c G u i r e mot ions to a pair of 
stainless steel tanks. He lifts the 
lids, revealing a foamy white fluid 
and another of a beige hue. It's 
peanut butter-flavored. It's a combi­
nation of Inilk and cream, which 
have been chilled for some lime. 

"The stuff in those tanks moves 
through these tubes and down to 
here," McGui re sa id , tracing the 
route of the ice cream-in waiting. He 
darts his finger at a wheel that slow­
ly distributes chunks of the solid 
ingredients, and elevates his voice a l 
the same time, as the machlneIy in 
the room has made hearing voices a 
bit more difficult. 

"We want the pieces to stay as 
whole as possible," McGuire said. 
"The auger is just there to control 
the rate the material comes out." 

L.ater in the route, liquid fudge is 
injected into the mix, and eventually 
is deposited into boxes through a 
firefighter-size nozzle into two boxes: 
four-gallon boxes used for ice cream 
sold at the counter in the store, and 
the traditional half-gallon boxes seen

As I later learn, the production 
runs are scheduled so that "related" 
ice cream flavors are done around 
the same time. Today it's chocolate. 
Tomorrow It might be frui ty Ice 
creams, like peach or strawberry. 

I can see workers loading box after 
box after box of the still-soft Ice 
cream into crates and wheeling 
them down a small corridor. 

"Want to see the freezeI?" McGuire 
asks. I nod and follow. 

He leads me to a giant door, barri­
caded by thick translucent plastic 
strips to keep the cold in . A s we 
enter the cooler, I begin to regret 
wearing a golf shirt to the interview. 
The severity of the cold in the fi-eezer 
— some two stories high and stuffed 

to the gills with ice cream — almost 
hurts my eyes. The soles of my 
shoes which had become damp on 
the production floor are now almost 
glued to the fioor. 

"It's about 20-below in here right 
now," McGuire tells me. I've only 
been inside the freezer for a minute 
and already I notice it's difficult to 
write and even think. "You get up on 
that second level near the fans and 
it's more like 60-below with the wind 
chill." 

Above the clatter of the blowers 
and the chattering of my teeth, I ask 
McGuire how long it would take to 
empty out this icy, sugary ware­
house. 

"We'd empty it out in about six 
weeks, but we'd have certain flavors

sold out in only a few days." 
It occurs to me that the success of 

ice cream sales at Guernsey revolves 
around C - O - L - D , which requires 
elecWcity. What happens if the Juice 
stops flowing? McGuire cringes. 

"That's not something we like to 
think about," he said. "If the power 
goes out, we shut down all the oper­
ations and keep the cooler door 
shut. It'll stay pretty cold in there for 
quite a whUe." 

A two-day power outage back in 
the mid-l97(5s interrupted ice 
cream-making, but Guernsey has 
dodged the mel t ing bullet every 
other time. 

Not wasting another moment, we 
head to tlie door, 1 feel the blood flow 
return to my fingers. McGuire now 
leads me to a storage area In the 
rear of the building where the vari-! 
ous ingredients in the ice cream are 
stored. 

It's a first grader's dream and ai 
dentist's nightmare. Racks upon 
racks of caramel, fudge, sugar and 
cones fill the room. I follow McGuire 
up a staircase to a second storage 
area, where cases of McGuire's Hot 
Fudge sit on the floor, waiting to be 
distributed. 

"Dad always said that he wanted 
h i s own brand of hot fudge," 
M c G u i r e sa id . "We called it 
McGuire 's , but then some people 
didn't know it was from Guernsey, 
Now we're t h ink ing of ca l l ing it 
Guernsey Hot Fudge, but there are 
some people who know it as 
McGuire's." 

We walk back out into the daiiy 
store. Along the way. I ask McGuire 
about the flavors of the ice creams. 
There are about 70, he tells me, 
though only the best sellers are for 
sale i n the half-gallon containers. 
And whUe most flavors have at least 
a certain fan base, others have tieen 
discontinued. 

"Rum ra i s i n and egg nog jus t 
didn't make it." he said. "On the 
other hand. New York cheny cheese­
cake and wolfpack cheny are doing . 
really well. They're new flavors for 
us." 

The biggest seller at Guernsey,

Profc.s.sor Higbcc .succeeded in creat­
ing a map of the highe.st detail possi-
blc...a map dial shows every stream and 
lalse. He painstakingly plolted by hand, 
the location of 45,000 miles of streams 
onio a 3 X 5 foot map. 

Hie map .sold extremely well- until 
il was lost several years after it first 
appeared in print. Incredibly, the printer 
enlru.sled with die original drawing and 
printing plates, declared bankniplcy, 
ihen careie.ssiy hauled Higbee's 30 
years cf work to a landfill. . 

The few remaining dog-eared copies 
became a prized fi.sherroan'.s po.s.ses-
sion. Professor Higbce was offered 
$400 for one of his last maps. And state 
agencies were forced lo keep their cop­
ies under lock and key. 

Experts toid Professor Higbcc thai 
reprints were impo.s5ible, because Ihe 
maps were printed in non-phelegtaphic 
blue. 
Then, in l99I.8lthcagcof9l, Howani 
Higbce's dream came true. Computers 
made it possible lo reprint the map. 
Holding an updated map, Howard said, 
"I never dioughl I'd live lo see lhi.s day."

The surviving spouse wil l receive 
$150,000 plus 50 percent of the 
decedent's estate In all other situa­
tions. Essentially, EPIC has sub­
stantially Increased the amount of 
assets that a surviving spouse will 
receive under the Intestacy rules. 
Tlie amount a surviving spouse can 
claim under the intestacy rules 
Impacts a surviving spouse's elec­
tive right to take aga ins t the 
deceased spouse's Wil l , provided 
the surviving spouse elects against 
his or her decedent's Wil l , and to 
take his or her s ta tutory share 
rather than a bequest by Will . 

EPIC has made no change to 
existing Michigan law concerning 
revocable trusts. In particular a l l 
assets held In a revocable trust 
wil l not be subject to su rv iv ing 
spouse's eicctive rights. Theoretl-
caiiy. a surviving spouse can be 
"cut out" compietely through the 
creation of a revocable trust by 
the deceased spouse. 

• Adnilnlstrallon of Estates 
There are three categories of 

estate adniinisU-ation under EPiC. 

The categories are based upon the 
size and sophisUcatlon of the par­
t icular estate. One of the cate­
gories Is called "Informal probate," 
which Is substantiaHy equivalent 
to what was known as Indepen­
dent or Unsupervised probate 
under prior law and allows for the 
administration of an estate with­
out court supervision. 

• State of Michigan As A n Heir 
at Law 

EPIC has Included the state of 
Michigan as a potential "heir at 
law" In the event of a catastrophe 
where a l l re la t ives a n d other 
potential beneficiaries are prede­
ceased. Therefore, to avoid a l l 
estate assets going to the state of 
Michigan, many attorneys are rec­
ommending tliat a charitable orga­
nization be included as a potential 
recipient of a decedent's property 
In the event of a catastrophe. 

As a brand new law. the provi­
sions In EPIC have never been test­
ed in court and the full Impact of 
EPIC is still being debated. The 
debate c o n c e r n i n g E P I C has 
resulted in some Iecent technical 
amendments, which also became 
effective April 1. However, It Is 
h i g h l y recommended tha t a l l 
exist ing estate p lann ing docu ­
ments be reviewed to a s s u r e 
compliance with EPIC.

McGui re tells me. Is vanilla. It's 
heads and tails beyond anything 
else, inc luding chocolate. At the 
same time. It's the store's butter 
pecan that put it on the map and 
placed fourth in the nation from a 
People survey a number of years 
ago. 

"It all comes down to taste test­
ing." McGuire said. 'You want It to 
taste like you see it." 

Tha t a lso happens to be 
McGuire's favorite flavor. His father 
is a v a n i l l a man . whi le M a r t y 
McGuire's son, Christopher, prefers 
moose tracks. 

On ly once has a flavor rea l ly 
taken a nosedive and that hap­
pened back in the early 1980s, 
when Marty McGuire was adding 
coloring io a batch of French vanil­
la. Rather than add the creamy yel­
low color, orange was splashed in . 

"We had orange French vanilla. 
What was I going to do with that?" 
McGuire Jokingly asked. 

Other flavors come and go with 
the seasons, like rowdy reindeer (it 
has an amaret to b a c k g r o u n d 
mixed with thick fudge and cherry 
cups), pumpk in pie and orange 
pineapple. 

Not all of the Ice cream goes out 
to the sales floor, however. For sev­
eral years, Guernsey has donated 
several cases of ice cream each 
week to St, Patr ick 's , a Det ro i t 
shelter for the homeless, 

"It's Just a little something we 
like to Ao,' McGuire said. 

DESSERT 
Guernsey's success hasn't been 

easily mimicked. The company is 
one of a handful of independent 
dai ry opera t ions in the s ta te , 
though the products are now being 
distributed in a 50-mile radius. It's 
a company that started out small 
but has grown to be a regional 
powerhouse in v i t a m i n D-par t -
ment. 

"Ask around — my dad's proba­
bly about the only dairy operator 

still living who can remember mak­
ing ice cream without all the mech­
anization we've got today," McGuire 
said. 

He hands me a small bowl of the 
M a c k i n a c Island peanut butter 
fudge. It's a little soft because It 
hasn' t been frozen yet, but the 
taste comes shining through like a 
sunbeam. 

"This is real ly when the Ice 
cream Is at Its besl," McGuire said, 
scooping himself a small sample. 
"You're being spoiled when you eat 
it now." 

I can't help but ask myself when 
isn't a guy spoiled when he's eat­
ing Guernsey ice cream?

Novl J u n i o r C h r i s Toloff and 
Ilead track coach Bob Smith sat 
down last Friday night, the night 
before the C la s s A state t rack 
meet in Rockford. 

There they discussed Toloffs 
goals and strategies and what he 
needed to do to accomplish each 
of them. It was then and there 
Ihat Smith realized Just what kind 
of kid he was dealing with. 

"We talked and realized that he 
wasn ' t r eady (to beat D a t h a n 
i^tzenhein) this year," Smitil said.

"A month ago I was talking off 
the cuff and I said no one would 
touch Kevin ' s record (4:13.5)," 
Smith said. "Boy am I eating my 
words now.

Having finished second to team­
mate T i m Moore at the c ross 
countiy state meet and playing 
second fiddle to Tom Greenless a 
few times this season, To lo f f s 
confidence-begar) to soar when he 
won the mile at the regional meet.

3. Be alert for swimmers, downed water skiers, 
and slow moving boats. 
4. Before launching or mooring a boat on private 
property, ask the owner's permission, 
5. Avoid operating continuously near residential 
areas if your boat creates considerable noise. 
6. Avoid spraying people with jet or walerski wake. 
7. Qive fishermen a wide berth. They have lines

C a n c e r d i a g n o s i s c a n b e s c a r y 

A diagnosis of cancer is an Intenseiy pro­
found experience for the patient but what's not 
so apparent is how much the entire famiiy is 
affected by that pronouncement. 

How much stress does the family member 
nIost responsible for helping and caring for the 
patient experience? The answer to that ques­
tion may surprise you according to the results 
of a new University of IVIichigan study. 

ReseaI-chers i n the U - M School of Nursing 
examined the level of stress experienced by a 
family member caring for a loved one with can­
cer "They found that the caregiver often experi­
enced a higher level of stress than the patient 
did, and the combination of pressure, tension 
a n d anx ie ty h a d a d i rec t i m p a c t on the 
patient's health. They also found that women 
who were thrust into the role of caregiver expe­
rienced stress to a greater degree than men in 
similar s i tuations did. The authors say this 
reinforces the Importance of paying greater 
attention to the needs of the caregiver 

The study was published In a recent edition 
of the Journal "Social Science and Medicine." 

'"People are leaving hospitals much sooner 
and much sicker than they used to," said Lau­
rel Northouse Ph.D., R.N.. professor of nursing 
at the University of Michigan. "People used to 
leave the hospital when they were well. Now, 
they are often discharged to the care of family 
members when they're still sick. So now, family 
members are having to provide veiy complex 
care In the home and many family members 
don't feel prepared to do that." 

Northouse and her colleagues studied 56 
patients - 34 men and 22 women - with colon 
cancer and their spouses. Interviews were con­
ducted one week after diagnosis, but before 
surgery; 60 days after surgery; and one year 
after surgery. 

They found tha t bo th male a n d female 
patients reported stress levels peaking at 60 
days and then declining as the recovery pro­
cess began. However their spouses - especially 
female spouses -- continued to have problems 
adjusting to their roles as caregivers as time 
went on. Both patient and spouse reported slg-

nlllcant disruption In family and soclal life. 
Investigators also found that caregivers expe­

rienced Increased levels of emotional distress 
and encountered role problems - reporting dif­
ficulties with work, family and social s l tua-
Uons. 

"This stress over time can wear out a care­
giver and what we're finding Is, as the stress on 
the caregiver Increases, it has a negative effect 
on the patient," Northouse said, "The caregiver 
becomes worn out and they're less able to 
problem solve and manage some of the dally 
care responsibilities." 

Northouse s a i d because women typical ly 
take on more Interpersonal relationships, espe­
cially \vithln the family, they are at greater risk 
of emotional distress. "Women are responsible 
for managing more roles inside and outside the 
family and hence, they experience more role 
disruption and distress when Illness occurs." 

Because caregivers often take oh multiple 
roles and responsibilities, it's very Important 
that they get support. Northouse said Illness is 
a family disease and "we need to take care of 
both people, provide them both with support, 
not Just the patient. 

"Typically, the primary caregiver doesn't get 
much support and they really need more from 
their other family members. They sometimes 
Just need to take a break from the round-the-
clock role of caregiver Other family members 
should realize this time out is not a luxury. It's 
essent ia l because , as we've found i n our 
research. If the caregiver gets worn out, it has 
a harmful affect on the patient." 

The study's authors said health care profes­
sionals also need to provide better support. 
Since caregivers often are quite unprepared for 
the role they are placed In, they badly need 
information on what they can expect as a care­
giver. They need to know what i ssues are 
involved in the typical physical and emotional 
recoveries and how to Interpret what signs and 
symptoms are serious and which ones aren't. 

"Sometimes caregivers lack confidence i n 
their ability to provide care and when profes­
sionals step In and provide information, it real­

ly helps the caregiver feel more confident In 
how to provide that care," Northouse said. 
"Cai^eglvers need to know how to assess the 
patient because ttUs Is what has gone on In the 
hospital and now the caregiver Is taking on 
that role in the home." 

Delores Todd concurs. Her husband had 
prostate cancer that has advanced to bone 
cancer "I was always left with more questions 
than answers," she said. "If there had been a 
nurse or social worker there that stayed with 
you after a doctor's visit and said, 'I under­
stand all that was said, do you have any ques­
tions?' that's what I needed so much through 
all of this." 

Northouse said it's extremely Important that 
the caregiver place prime importance on taking 
care of themselves, too. "Caregivers often focus 
on their own needs as a luxury, but it's not a 
luxury. It's essential that they maintain their 
own well being so that they can continue to 
provide care for the patient who needs them."
