Once again, Novl's fifth and eighth grade MEAP 
(Michigan Educational Assessment Program) scores in 
science, social studies, and writing this year proved 
higher than statewide results. 

While eighth graders were on a roll, however, fifth 
graders did less well than last year in science and 
social studies. 

"Novi has a lot to be proud of," said Stephanie Van 
Koevering, spokeswoman for the Michigan Department 
of Treasury, which oversees the MEAP. 

"The fact that Novi has exceeded the state standards 
in all areas indicates that they are doing a good job in 
getting across the subject material." 

Eighth grade scores rose in all subject areas from 
the district's percentages last year. 

Social studies rose an impressive l l . 5 percent, sci­
ence with a 9.9 percent Increase, and writing was up 
2.4 percent. 

In comparison to statewide eighth grade scores, the 

district was up an overwhelming 32.6 percent In social 
studies, 23. l percent higher In science, and 12.9 per-i 
cent higher in writing. 

This year, an average of 429 eighth grade students 
In the district look the MEAP. 

"We feel very good about the shoiving (for both flftli 
and eighth grade,)" said Superintendent of Instruction 
Dr. Rita Traynor. "We are already analyzing the data to 
see what areas need improvement." 

Fifth graders saw a substantial increase in writing, 
rising 15.6 percent from last yean ; 

However, fifth grade percentages i n science and 
social studies, both saw a decrease this year, with sci-^ 
ence scores dropping 7.8 percent aIid social studies 
down 8.2 percent. : 

But when compared with the state's fifth grade 
scores, tlie district was 13.6 percent higher in science, 
lO.6 percent higher in social studies, and 18,8 percent 
higher in writing. 

Traynor said the district was concerned with the

Although it is typically made with henna 

leaves, Flannety said any herb or plant that 
naturally stains the skin will work. 

I ^ t e d art styles vary firoiB country to 
cotuitiy, i n diflerent cultures and religious 
traditions. 

For example, i n the Middle East, melindi 

is characteristically lIsed on the hands and 
feet, featuring large floral designs. In India, 
mehndi generally covers entire hands, fore­
arms, ankles, and feet using fine line, lacy, 
floral and paisley patterns. In .Africa, mehn­
di designs are customarily very large and 
bold, with geomeWcally-styled angles. 

. Although mehndi is

tion, it also pro­
vides a therapeutic 
effect on the skin, 
giving It a cooling 
sensation.

Aiso, the reiaiionships 
with my co-workers and professional col­
leagues have been enjoyable and rewarding 
and I will be missing ail of those friends and 
daiiy contacts." he said. 

City Attorney Dennis Watson said Wahi Is 
going to be very missed. 

"Jim has put many years of service to the 
city," he said, "1 consider him to be my friend 
and I wish him well. He has received a great 
offer In OlIlo where I know he will continue 
his hard work." 

Watson added that Wahl was even his 
Inspiration to begin marathon running. 

"He's an extremely encouraging person. 1 
know we are all going to miss him." he said. 

Wahl said he In turn will miss Walson. 
along with city consultants Unda Lemke and 
Rod Arroyo, as weii as City Attorney David 
Fried and city consulting engineer, Joe 
Kapeiczak, who were all there In 1985 when 
he starled. Wahl also said he has enjoyed 
working with Planning Commission Chair­
man Kim Capello and the rest of ilie com­
mission. 

"Tlie cooperation of the department staff 
and the commlsslon(s) of the past 15 years 
has been an important Ingredient In achiev­
ing a quality community and reputation for 
Novi as a well-planned city," he said. 

" i can honestly say lhat i have enjoyed 
working with everyone on even the most 
demanding assignments." 

Wahi said he will also miss Brandon 
Rogers, a planning consuitant who rciired 
from Novi two years ago. 

"He was a great friend." he said. "He had 
an incredible work ethic and had a high 
approach to his position.

Change is coming and, possi­
bly, a new direction for the Novi, 
too. 

Former City Planner James 
Wahi, who was brought in as a 
expert on downtown development 
15 years ago to woIk on the To \TO 
Center plans, said i i ia l what real-
iy ls needed in the cily Is a Down­
town Development Authority, 

"The biggest advantage wouid 
be that you have a professionai 
organization whose responsibility 
is the downtowII," Wahl said. 

".And there Is not uncertainly 
about what a DDA is because 
there is legislation and there is a 
statutory responsibility. There are 
DDAs thai have programs thai 
are on a national level. It's called 
the Main Street programs that 
Oakland County has been focus­
ing on." 

Wahl said that the direction for 
Novi's Town Center may not be 
focused enough, in (he long run. 

"What you have Is a basis to 
function and what to do. And, 
with a DDA. you have a point per­
son, a point team or the board (of 

directors). And the reason we're 
doing ail these stu(jiies is to find 
out what the Toivn Center Steer­
ing Committee is going lo be 
about and what we're suppose io 
do," he said. 

According lo Waiii. tlIe eslab-
iishment of a DDA would give 
more focus lo the downtown area. 

"If you have a DDA and It's put 
in place, a iot of that uncertainty 
is removed. You're not going lo 
have, every time you have a new 
council or new people stepping 
in , that same old question about 
what Is this Town Center about?," 
he said. 

"Aii that wlii be gone. There 
won't be any more guessing about 
what this group is going lo do." 

Wahl aiso said Ihal a DDA, 
could speil the end of the Town 
Center Steering Committee. 

"The DDA would in effect be 
lhat organization. Tiie commillee 
can stiii exist under that less for­
mal structure. If you want it to. It 
has been effective over (he years," 
Wahl said. 

"But I think, if a DDA is estab­
lished, the question 'do we need 
this group?' would have lo be 

asked. 1 don't think thai con­
tributes to gelling anything done. 

"I think there needs to be an 
established group and a DDA is 
the clearest way lo do lhat." 

According to Bob Donahue of 
the Oakiand County Planning 
and Economic Development 
Department, the county's Main 
Street project that was originally 
established to help redevelop 
older downtowns could be open to 
Novi, But Donahue did say that a 
DDA is reaily more geared toward 
oider downtowns. 

Wahi said that the cily tried to 
establish a DDA back i n 1998, 
but Oakiand County wasn't as 
enthusiastic aboui the Idea, At 
the lime, the Oakiand County 
Board of Commissioners voted to 
not support the estabiishment of 
a DDA in Novi. 

"I think it would be worth It to 
give It (establishing a DDA) one 
more shot," Wahl said. 

Donahue agrees. Even though 
the Idea was to bring more 
emphasis on the older down­
towns, there could be some eas­
ing of tiie restrictions al the coun­
ty ievei. 

"The DDA was originally set up 
for older downtowns," Donahue 
said. "I'm not really sure that is 
the case anymore." 

But with the renewed emphasis 
by the city administration on 
neighborhoods, the question over 
what will happen to the down­
town area is very much up in the 
a i r 

Wahl agrees that the Novi 
downtown has come along way 
since he first arrived in Novi. 

"(Former city manager) Ed 
Kriewall told me lhat I would have 
lo work on this Town Center," 
Wahl said, recounting his first 
day on the Job. "And it's going to 
be a l the intersection of Novi 
Road and Grand River. So 1 get off 
the interchange and I see these 
five abandoned houses and a 
school that's abandoned. So, I'm 
thinking, 'my God, what have 1 
got myself Into?' Now we have a 
commercial center,"

back lo the city council," Arroyo 
said. 

"What we are trying lo do is get 
some ideas out to people (so they) 
can discuss them." 

Also in attendance were Council 
Members Lou Csordas and E d 
Kramer, Planning CommlssloIIer 
Kim Thomas Capello and City Plan­
ner Beth Brock. 

Participants were broken up Into 
groups and a number of questions 
were asked of each group. Some of 
the suggestions of things that may 
be added to the downtown Included 
municipal and public bulldlIigs. 

Others in the group came up 
with the possibility of having a post 
office or even a public library in the 
Town Center area.

But according to Bowman, that 

is more difficuit than it sounds. 
There were many aiternatives 
brought to the deiegation floor. 

"Tiiere were a number of sugges­
tions," Bowman said. "A national 
sales tax. A consumption tax, 
which Is similar lo a saie tax or a 
l ial tax." 

According to Bowman, most dei-
egates at the convention preferred 
liie fiat tax over the sales lax. 

"Everybody can disagree what to 
replace it with," Bowman said. "But 
it needs to be repiaced with some­
thing simple, understandable, and 
that can produce reasonable 
amount of income for the federal 
government to do the business of 
the country." 

"I personally thinit that a flat tax 
is gotng to be the way that it goes," 
Bowman continued, "1 tliink the 
fair approach wouid be to have a 
consumption tax. A consumption 
tax would actuaiiy be based on any 
transaction that is made, it's 
almost like a value added tax." 

According to Bowman, there was 
a significant amount of take about 
saving Social Security. 

"it really isn't working right 
now," Bowman said. "The govern­
ment thinks that It can handle 
lhat money better lhan you and i 
can and they know what Is better 
for us than we do. 

"The notion has to get across to 
peopie that this is our money for 

our future and why can't we Invest 
it? I think there is going to be a 
continued push to get a common 
sense approach to Social Securi­
ty." 

Bowman said that he was posi­
tive about saving Social Security, 
but that much more discussion on 
the issue Is needed. 

"I think there is going to be 
Social Security In the future," 
Bowman said. "And the current 
prosperity is going to continue 
and that wi l l provide excess taxes. 
That should be a benefit for the 
long range prosperity of Social 
Security. Bu t as long is the gov­
ernment is the sole overseer of 
Social Security, there will be prob­
lems." 

Bowman said the proposal by 
George W. Bush that Americans 
should be able to take some Sociai 
Security money and put it Into 
personal Investments accounts is 
good. 

"I liked hearing that," Bowman 

said. "But I think It Is only a good 
first step." 

Bowman admitted that personal 
Investment was a risk, but that it 
should be up to the Individual to 
take that risk. 

T o a certain degree, you should 
have the opportunity to take the 
risk," Bowman said. "At the same 
time, there should be some diver­
sity In the portfolios. I ddn't think 
that the entire thing should be 
there but there should be some 
compromise on (Social Security) 
funds." 

Bowman said that he hopes leg­
islation for the elimination of the 
death tax, currently on Its way to 
the U.S. Senate, should be 
passed. 

To Bowman, the tax Is "an 
unfair and un-American tax on 
people's personal estate." 

"Most people th ink that the 
(death) tax on estates was for the 
elite and the rich, but it really 
started with the family farmer. 

They were los ing their farms 
because of taxes on their build­
ings, their land, and their equip­
ment," Bowman said. "Their 
assets may have been high, but 
the cash wasn't there. So people 
were literally forced to sell the 
family farin to pay the tax. The 
really unfair thing was that these 
dollars that the government Is 
latching on to Is money people 
have worked hard all their life, 
paid taxes all their life and used 
after tax dollars to bui ld up a n 
estate for their kids and then the 
government taxes them up to 50 
to 55 percent." 

Bowman said he believes the tax 
will be eliminated over the next 
ten years.

"It's a iittie messy, but its going 

to look realiy cooi after It dries," 
she 

said, painting extravagant flow­
er designs around her ankles and 
up her arms. 

Marderosian said she wasn't 
afraid to get wild with the paint 
either, because the best part about 
mehndi is it isn't permanent. 

Flannery, who has been studying 
the art of mchIIdi for the past four 
years, explained that making the 
dye Is a very lengthy process that 
takes about three days. 

The dye is produced by finely 
grounding the dried leaves of the 
henna to make a powder. After fil­
tering the powder through nylon a 
couple times, it is then mixed witiI 
a little bit of tea to make a thick 
paste. The paste can then be 
appiied by using a freezer bag like 
a frosting applicator used at bak­

eries. 
Fiannery explained that whiie 

the color of the mehndi dye is deep 
green, once it is removed, the dye 
leaves a coior lhat can vary from a 
light orange (o a deep brown, 

" i usually leave it on overnight," 
said Fiannery. 

"But try to leave on at ieast a 
coupie hours until it dries. The 
longer you ieave in on, the darker 
the coior wlii come out." 

If your in a hurry, you can u.se a 
hair-dryer on your skin, she said. 

Ready-made mehndi paste can 
aiso be bought at stores and on the 
internet. 

Novi Middie Schooi students A l l i ­
son Lofgren and Laura Letson, said 
mehndi was a great way to have 
fun with their skin . 

Letson came lo ciass prepared, 
with her design of the Japanese let­
ters for music, since much of her 
life is dedicated to sweet sounds. 

"I piay the oboe, piano, percus­
sion, and i sing," she said. 

TlIe gills agreed whiie mehndi is 
a great aiternative to liie everiasl-
ing tattoo, liiey said ll iclr parents 
can rest assured lhat they're not 
ready to make a eommilment to 
something that permanent. 

"I'd never gel a tattoo, my mom 
and dad would kill me," iaughed 
Marderosian.

At 90 years old. Dr. Russeli 
Atchison doesn't practice medicine, 
he perfects II, said lilose who know 
him best this week. 

There are few Norlhvilie iives not 
touched by this living legend, said 
patient Jeane Mattetai. In the 
breadth of his career which began 
in 1938. he has ushered many a 
screaming babe into the world and 
has been around long enough lo 
see many of them start their own 
families and has even out lived 
some of them. His calm demeanor 
and modest speech beiies the many 
near miraculous procedures he 
has performed during his career 
many have said. 

Nothing is impossible and no 
patient hopeless as far as Atchison 
is concerned. And he still sees 
patients twice a week at his down­
town clinic. 

He stiil looks a l each new case as 

a cilance to save, heal and give 
comfort, said iong time nurse and 
friend Rosiyn Carbott. 

"Working Willi him was a reli­
gious experience," she said," il was 
a gift in niy iife to work aiong side 
of him and to see him minister 
each patient lo see the iove. kind­
ness and goodness of this man. He 
is truly all soul." 

Alchlson was born in Norlhvilie 
and went to school in the heart of 
the city. A l an early age, he had the 
urge to help and understand peo­
ple and even flirted with the idea of 
Joining the ciergy, said his sister 
Jeane Adier. 

"But Dad was a doctor...after dad 
became ill he look over the prac­
tice," Adier said. 

Atchison was a surgical resident 
when his father was diagnosed 
with Parkinson disease. He had 
already graduated from U. of iVI. 
and was in his first year of residen­
cy when he decided his father 

needed him more, Atchison 'said. 
Without a word he came back lo 
Northvllle and took over the Dun-
lop S i . pracllcc when his father 
died i n 1936. Atchison never 
looked back lo his surgicai studies 
iie said. 

"This was more of a ciiaiienge." 
iie said." and i embraced the chai-
lenge. 

As his proof he look out an enor­
mous iedger bearing the names of 
hundreds of babies delivered and 
fewer men and women he lost dur­
ing Worid War i l . 

"That's why it's more chaiieng-
ing." he said. 

it turned oul lo be the besl thing 
he could have ever done. Atciiison 
practiced aionc unlii after tiie war. 
The eiosesl iiospilai was HdIry 
Ford, Old Grace or UniversHy of 
Michigan Hospilai. Atchison was it, 
he said. During the war years he 
was in a whiriwind of performing 
physicals in Norlhviiie for muni-

lions factory workers, crossing 
town lo check on a patients in Ann 
Arbor, running tiii aii hours of (he 
night, deiivcring babies at Grace, 
returning ilome oniy lo make mid-
die of the night house cails. 

After Worid War i i , he even buii l 
a iiospilai over his office on Duniop 
wiiere a bed and breakfast is today. 
And this didn't slop after he met 
Ihe other love of his life, "ftu(hie," 

Hulh (Baidwin) Atchison was the 
daughter of one of the former own­
ers of liie Norlhvilie Record. 
iiichard Baidwin. in 1938, Baidwin 
was waiking up the stairs to his 
office on Center St. when a freak 
accident sent him lo into the caring 
hands of Dr. Atchison. Ruth Atchi­
son said al the lime across the 
aiiey from her father's office was a 

..shooting range. Someone taking 
target practice there had ioaded his 
rifle with too high powered a buliel. 
As he shot the biiilet went through 
the target oul a window across the 

alley Baidwin's chest as he went 
upstairs lo his office. Little did any­
one know this would turn oul lo be 
cupid's arrow, though a little mis­
guided. 

Since he was the only doctor in 
the area, Atchison was quickly 
caiied to the scene. 

Later at the hospilai, Atchison 
found the buiiel iiad entered into 
his back under the collar bone and 
ricocheted around to the front of 
his chest cavily missing his heart. 

Atchison sewed him up and left 
the buliel in, finding It would do no 
harm. As he did Baldwin's daugh­
ter walked in to thank the hero. 
They had seen each oilier a few 
years earlier and even lived in the 
same town but they never met, 
i?ulh Atchison said . 

Though Ruth Atchison was 
impressed, hqr mother needed a 
little convincing. 

In the hopes of courting I?uth 
Atchison and making peace with 
Mrs. Baldwin, Atchison picked out 
a "big beautiful primrose,"and left 
it a l the Baldwin house. 

"When i came back the next day 
lo pick up Ruthie her mother 
answered the door and her eyes 
were aii red and swollen shut," he 
said, 

"She was allergic to primrose," 
Eventually all was forgiven and 

62 years later Ruth Atchison and 
Russeli Atchison are stiil together, 

it was Atchison's driving need to ' 
doctor and Ruth Atchison's belief -
in her husband which kepi the two 
going. 

"Medicine shouid never come 
down to money," he said,"seeIng a 
patienl survive that's your pay. 

"People try to create an outwardly perfect life 
hut quality of life Is based on the inward."

World News a n d Woi id I^eports" l ist ing of the Top 25 na t ion­
al l iberal arts colleges i i i A m e r i c a , sa id that of the 556 seniors 
interviewed, only 37 percent knew w l l a l general Ihe IBritlsh forces 
at Yoi-ktown surrendered to d u r i n g the I?evokillonai-y W a r Most of 
the students thought It was Ulysses S. G i ' an l . II was. of course, 
George Washington. 

O n l y 22 percent were able to lecognize the phrase: "Government 
of Ihe people, by the people, for the people" as being a t l r ibu led to 
A b r a h a m L i n c o l n . A n as tonishing 43 percent a t t r ibuted It lo the 
Dec la ia t ion of Independence. 

A n d with the cclebrat loi l this past weckeiid of the veterans of 
World War II, I couldn ' t help but wonder how m a n y of these war 
stories will fade away and never be heard. Some, left lo sit on the 
shelves while di-oves of readers scur ry for the latest Danielle Steele 
trilogy. 

D u r i n g Interviews of these m e n and women c0nduc ted by Novi 
News staff, I Was astonished to see j u s t how m a n y Novi residents 
were Involved In the battles that took place i n the F a r Eas t , Africa, 
the Middle E a s t a n d Europe. A b o u t 100 of these ind iv idua l s .filled 
the Novi Civic Center o n Sunday for a tribute hos ted by Mayor 
R i c h a r d Clark . 

Thei r h u m b l e stories of valor were not only i n s p i r i n g b u l , i n a 
way, depressing. It Is amazing how many of u s do not know (or 
have not bothered to learn) of the immense sacrif ice that a single 
gene ia l lon a s sumed , without regret. 

"We were j u s t do ing o u r jobs," s a id Wendell Mayer , who hur r i ed 
messages lo the front l ines as G e r m a n planes swooped down upon 
h i m , firing bu l le t s Into h i s Jeep. 

Iwo J l m a , The Battle of the Bulge , the l iberat ion of Paris . . . The 
men and women of Novi were there. The time l ine of life is not often 
fair, each m a n a n d woman o n th is planet has on ly a l imited 
amount of days to spend on this swi r l ing blue ba l l cal led Ear th . 
They put their l ives on the line, for us . M a n y of the veterans of 
World War II (WWII) are coming to the point where they have more 
days beh ind them than in front. T h e y deserve our grat i tude. 

I don't th ink I've ever met people so humble . Some of the people 
w h o came to the celebration o n S u n d a y had very l i t t le knowletjge 
of the sacrifice these Individuals made. A n d , as Amer i cans , ou r 
veterans deserve more than lhat . 

F r o m the invas ion to the su ic ide of Adolf Hi t ler i n his Ber l in 
b u n k e r and the resul t ing 50-year C o l d War ending w i t h the demo­
l i t ion of the Be r l i n wal l i n November of 1989, the causes and ram­
ifications of WWII span over 50 years . These pieces of his tory are 
j u s l as Imporiant to Amer ica as computer science, o r "Beavis a n d 
But thead ." 

Amazingly , some of the s tudents In the U - C o n n s t u d y thought 
that au tho r / ac to r Perler Ust inov was the leader of the Soviet 
U n i o n when the Uni ted Stales entered WWII. D u h , Beavis . 

Maybe, we Amer i cans could use a refresher course i n history. 
Maybe , we can begin wi th the heroes - our neighbors , the WWII 
Veterans - In ou r owi l backyard .

Yes. the M i c h i g a n Educa t ion Assessment 
Program test "discriminates." 
It's a test, a n d so that's Us job, to "dist in­
guish , separate and differentiate" students 
who know the stuff from those who don't. 
What the M i c h i g a n chapter of the Amer i ­
can C i v i l Libert ies Un ion alleged when 11 
filed a l awsui t last week i n federal district 
court was lha t the test d iscr iminates inap­
propriately o n the basis of race a n d ethnic­
ity. 
For the answer to that ques t ion , I wil l — as 
they say In legal par lance — leave the 
A C L U "lo its proofs." 
W h e n the A C L U leveled the charge i n Its 

ac t ion against Gov . J o h n Engler, the Mich igan Mer i t A w a r d Board 
a n d the Sla te B o a r d of E d u c a t i o n , it offered some compel l ing 
numbers . One i n three white test takers scored well enough on the 
test, meeting or exceeding state s tandards in a l l four segments of 
the test — mathemat ics , reading, sc ience and wr i t i ng — to recelVe 
a scho la r sh ip . B u t only one In five H i s p a n i c test takers d i d as wel l . 
O n l y one In five Native Amer icans got the scholarsh ips . A n d only 
one i n 14 African Amer i cans ea rned the money. Fur ther , wealthy 
s u b u r b a n school d is t r ic ts consis tent ly produced higher test scores 
t h a n those i n large u r b a n or sma l l e r ru ra l dis t r ic ts . 

S o the A C L U is a s k i n g a federal j u d g e to put a n e n d to progrctm 
of pass ing out money for college based solely o n the resul ts of th is 
one test. R a t h e r i t is a sk ing the scholarsh ip fund be dis t r ibuted 
based o n other factors, l ike grade point average a n d other achieve­
ments . 

T h e problem w i t h a l l th is is that the A C L U h a s filed the wrong 
case. Evidence of th i s Is c a n be found In the fact the c iv i l rights 
organizat ion also argues that the test d iscr iminates against the 
"educat ional ly disadvantaged." 

1 quote from the brief filed wi th the court: "Furthermore, the 
scho la r sh ip program has h a d a subs t an t i a l d i sc r imina to ry impact 
o n educat ional ly disadvantaged s tudents , defined as those Who 
a t tend unaccredi table pub l i c h i g h schools . O n l y 5 percent of those 
s tuden t s t ak ing a l l four M E A P tests i n 1999 Who at tend u i i a c -

creditable schools qualified for scho la r sh ips . T h u s , w h i l e they rep­
resented 10.1 percent of s tudents t a k i n g al l four tests, they were 
on ly 1.6 percent of the 20,138 s tudents who qual i f ied unde r the 
scho la r sh ip p rogram." 

It's the wrong case because it never addresses the quest ion of 
how a s tudent In M i c h i g a n today c a n go through 13 years of p u b ­
l i c schooling, K th rough 12, to t u r n out "educationally d i sadvan­
taged." 

Sure , $2 ,500 — the scholarsh ip test takers s tand to earn i f they 
pass the H i g h S c h o o l Test of the M E A P — is a lot of money. Per­
haps enough to be wor th fighting oven B u t it s t i l l pa les i n c o m ­
par i son to the value of a n educat ion. 

It has long been apparent to me that we've come to take p u b l i c 
schoo l ing for granted precisely because It is "free." O f course, i t 
rea l ly isn't . We p a y for It through taxes. Al though 11 i s h a r d to p u t 
a n economic value o n it, you c a n s tar t by cons ider ing that the 
s ta le allocates "foundat ion grants" of $5 ,700 per p u p i l per year. 
One only has to m u l t i p l y it up to see that a K - l 2 educa t ion i s 
w o r t h at least $ 7 4 , 1 0 0 i n today's dol lars . 

N o w if folks were pay ing that out of pocket a n d get t ing less for 
thei r money — be i t because they were attending unacc red i t ed 
schools , u r b a n schools or ru ra l schools , or whether they Were H i s ­
pan ic , Native A m e r i c a n or M r i c a n A m e r i c a n — it w o u l d be clear to 
the A C L U , I t h ink . What lawsui t s h o u l d be filed. 

O f course, that is exact ly what the state is t ry ing to achieve 
th rough Its M E A P test, to make schools accountable for deliver­
i n g the k i n d o f educaUon they s h o u l d be delivering. 

G o v . E n g l e r a n d the State B o a r d of E d u c a t i o n have been 
a t tempt ing to reform schools by u s i n g the M E A P as a proficiency 
test. .Although It s h o u l d be c o m p u l s o i y . the legislature has dec id­
ed not to go a long With that. A n d Eng le r proposed the M e r i t 
A w a r d s to encourage more par t ic ipa t ion by students. 

T h a t was m y o r ig ina l complaint Wi th the Mer i t awards , that l t 
c o u l d change the goa l from learn ing to learning enough to earn a ! 
litUe bi t of money. .And the A C L U h a s gleefully fallen r i g h t Into the ' 
t rap. . i

a c c u s t o m e d to. He t hen went on to 
Ph i lade lph ia to take up the presidency o f 
Temple Univers i ty . 

The folks i n Phi ladelphia are lucky . S ince 
he a r r ived here i n 1983, newly appointed 
pres iden t o f Wayne S t a t e Un ive r s i ty , 
Adatnany has by virtue a n d talent bui l t a 
remarkable record of service to the people 
of M i c h i g a n . 

When h e took over at W S U , the place was 
O K but n o t h i n g to write home about. Unde r 
A d a m a n y ' s pres idency, Wayne S ta te 
became a serious research universi ty w i th 
a precise focus on the needs of u rban c o m ­
muni t ies l ike Detroit. 

When he retired. Instead of t ak ing h i s 
ease t each ing const i tut ional law, he took 
u p the cudgels as the in te r im C E O of ttie 
Detroit P u b l i c School system. 

Recogniz ing that his Job was to do the 
heavy l i f t ing that would a l low his successor 
some freedom to operate. A d a m a n y cu t 
costs, o u t s o u r c e d a range of services, 
removed p r inc ipa l s and centra l managers 
from u n i o n s , and pushed for accountabi l i ­
t y 

I n both Jobs, he was abrasive, relentless, 
intelligent, suffered fools badly, kept h i s 
eye on, the ma in purpose and got the Job 
done. We a l l owe h i m . b i g time. 

1 first met David A d a m a n y at H a r v a r d i n 
1956, when he and I were both undergrad­
uates. S l i m , passionate, ambit ious, as ton­
i sh ing ly wel l informed, he was the sort of 
uppe rc l a s sman that I (a freshman) thought 
c o u l d rule the world. He went on to a career 
i n l a w and politics i n h i s native W i s c o n s i n 
before coming to M i c h i g a n . 

We worked together o n a range of issues 
f rom time to time, m o s t l y having to do wi th 
o u r shared passion for higher educa t ion . 
We once testified before a legislative c o m ­
mit tee; he was po i sed , pe r suas ive , 
supremely articulate. 

I n addi t ion to a d m i r i n g his a ccompl i sh ­
m e n t s , however, ref lec t ing o n D a v i d 
Adamany ' s career gets me to another place; 
There are important l imi t s on ins t i tu t ions 
that are too poli t ical , too democratic, a n d 
therefore loo badly managed to achieve 
thei r purposes. Direct democracy is not 
necessar i ly the best way to ixin a ra i l road . 

Take the Detroit schools . It is n o w per­
fectly clear that the fundamental cause 
the i r deterioration was a success ion o f 
s h a m e f u l l y po l i t i ca l a n d r e m o r s e l e s s l y 
medd l ing elected schoo l boards, members 
of w h i c h considered various parts of the 
school sys tem little more than private fief-
doms to be mlc romanaged for p leasure a n d 
profit. 

Cen t r a l staff administrators were h i red at 
the insistence of i nd iv idua l school board 
members . Contracts to provide services to 
the system were let to poli t ical cronies or 
campa ign contr ibutors . Incompetence was 
tolerated — encouraged, for God 's sake l — 
as long as the personal poli t ical objectives 

of board members were achieved. ' 
Wisely, Gove rno r J o h n Eng le r a n d the 

legislature finally recognized that the long­
s tanding pol i t ica l cul ture of the elected 
Detroi t S c h o o l B o a r d made success fu l 
schools imposs ib le . When the elected board 
was abol i shed a n d a n appointed C E O set 
into place, the a i r was filled w i th screaming 
about the v io la t ion of Detroit voters' rights. 

Nonsensel What h a d been violated were 
the rights of the k i d s of Detroit to a decent 
educat ion. Does anyone for a moment 
believe that a school C E O chosen by the 
elected Detroi t S c h o o l B o a r d cou ld have 
cleaned u p the system as effectively as 
D a v i d A d a m a n y h a s ? 

Somet imes democracy doesn't work very 
well . It doesn't work when elected officials 
use their elect ion to justify mlcromanaglng, 
as i n the case of the Detroit schools. It 
doesn't w o r k w h e n elected officials are so 
inexperienced a n d so ambit ious they can't 
do their Job properly, as i n the case of the 
term-l imi ted M i c h i g a n House of Represen­
tatives. It doesn't work w h e n elected offi­
c ia l s don ' t u n d e r s t a n d the difference 
between po l i cy m a k i n g and hands -on m a n ­
agement, as i n the case of m a n y city coun­
cils a r o u n d M i c h i g a n . 

E lec t ing folks doesn't necessar i ly make 
them competent. David A d a m a n y , never 
elected b u t appointed by wise elected offi­
cials, makes the po in t compell ingly.

"1 suggest to each and every one

With the Novi concert band play­
ing I 940s music and root beer pro­
vided by Local Color Brewery, 
many of the veterans spent time 
talking about their experiences 
with those who may not have had a 
lot of exposure lo ti}e what hap­
pened during WWII. 

A favorite during the ceremony 

was Henry Konrad. A member of 
the U.S. Coast Guard, Konrad 
spent the war at sea. Entering and 
leaving over 65 different ports, 
Konrad went from Houston to New 
York, from Le Havre to Gibraltar. 
Belfast, the South China Sea, the 
North Pacific and Japan. 

"I never thought we would lose. 
But after 1 got out, I realized that 
there were times we could have 
lost. That's what was scary to me," 
Konrad said. 

"We had no preparation. And it 
could happen today. Aii these peo-
pie that want to get rid of aii the 
guns. Weli, that is what Hitler did." 

Out in the civic center atrium, 
there were displays of German 
infantry helmets, weaponry, and 
old photographs. 

Councilman Lou Csordas 
brought a picture of the first rais­
ing of the (lag at iwo J ima . which 
did not \ook iiite the famous scene 
that has been embedded i n the 
consciousness of America. Accord­
ing to Csordas, Ihe sliot that most 
of us know and that was the inspi­
ration for the statue was actually a 
reenactmeni when a general didn't 
see the first flag-raising-

Former Navy man Robert Stone 
recounted how he came into pos­
session of two Japanese rilles and 
a sword. 

"This i got in Guadaicanai," 
Stone said, lifting two Japanese 
rifles. 

"This i got into Japan and aflcr 
they (Allied forces) made them turn 
in all their rifles." 

Stone said that when the 
Japanese soiders turned in their 
rifles, they would file off the rising 
sun emblem on the top of the 
weapon. 

"It was sacred to them," Stone 
said. "So they ground It off" 

Jagers is writing a book of his 
experiences during the "Big One." 

"I left out the gory parts, so it's 
suitable for chiidren to read," 
Jagers said. 

"When you stop to think of the 
sacrifice of these men and we no 
ionger have tyrants, it is very 
important. My grandchildren 
should be exposed to tliis and that 
is one of lhe reasons I go lo the 
school and tutor." 

He added that his book is a 
series of anecdotes i n 180 pages 

with over 100 photographs. 
"it's on my experiences or on 

information that I received. Being 
on an LST, we carried a lot of sol­
diers," he said. 

An LST was the type of landing 
craft that brought American ser­
vicemen to the beaches of Nor­
mandy. 

"It includes my having to hitch­
hike ail the way across North Africa 
to get to my ship after getting an 
appendix operation," he said. 

Kathy Crawford's introduction of 
the Novi Senior Theatre's rendition 
of "Stars and Swipes" brought 
laughs from the crowd. . 

"We have a few veterans here on 
stage," Crawford said. "We have 
one from the Civil War, you can 
guess which one she is." 

Also on hand for the celebration 
were Rep. Nancy Cassis (R-Novl) 
and U.S. Senator Spencer Abra-; 
ham. Abraham recounted a story 
he heard about the long-time sena-; 
tor from South Carolina, Strom' 
Thurmond. ; 

"A group of senators went over to 
the fiftieth anniversary of Nor­
mandy," Abraham said. "WheIi 
they came back, one of the younger 
senator came up to Thurman and 
said 'you really should have been 
there' and Sen. Thurmond, who 
was 92 years of age at that point 
said, 'I was there when it counted.'"

' garlan director 1st-
vaxi Szabo's three-hour "epic" film. Using Hun­
ga ry ' s twent ie th c e n t u r y t r i u m p h s and 
tragedies as a backdrop. Sunshine attempts to 
show how three successive generations of the 
Sonnenschcin family adapted to nationalism, 
world war, anti-Semitism, and ever-changing 
polit ics. The film plods along and drips with 
melodrama that tries the patience of the most 
casual fiimgoer. 

Sunshine is narrated by Ivan, the youngest of 
the three Sonnenshein men played by Fiennes. 
It begins in the late nineteenth century with 
the story of how the family fortune is based on 
a cure-all potion called "a Taste of Sunshine," 
developed by great-grandfather Emmanuelle, 
p layed by a Jovial David de Keyser (Goida, 
Yentl). 

The family moves from the c o u n t r y to 
Budapest , where Emmanuel le 's son , Ignatz 
(Fiennes) rises to prominence as a Judge. In the 
process, power hungry Ignatz changes his Jew­
ish surname to the empire-friendly Sors. quar­
rels frequently with his soclallst-mlnded broth­
er, and marries his cousin, Valerie, played by 
J enn i f e r Ehle [Wilde, Backbeat), who was 
raised as his sister. Ignatz' life parallels that of 
the Austro-Hungarian Empire. 

Ignatz ' son, A d a m (Fiennes), converts to 
Christianity in order to open doors In the world 
of fencing. He goes on to lead the Hungarian 

fencing team to victory in the 1936 Ber l in 
O lympics , bu t ne i ther convers ion or gold 
medals arc enough to save h im from the hor­
rors of the Holocaust. 

Enter Ivan, the storyteller, who emerges from 
a concentration camp after World War II and 
exacts his revenge on Fascists by rising In the 
ranks of Hungary's Communist party. But Ivan 
becomes disenfranchised when the revolution 
begins to eat its children, including his early 
mentor. Comrade A n d o r Knor r , played by 
William Hurt (The Accidental Tourist, Children 
of a Lesser Cod). The film comes full circle as 
Ivan embraces patr iot ism, l ike grandfather 
Ignatz In the days of the monarchy, during the 
famous Hungarian Revolution In 1956 against 
the Communist rulers. 

The costumfas are lavish and the sets are 
beautiful. The film's prospectus is great. But 
the family characters are iveak, their behavior 
predictable. 

For Instance, there is a pronounced lack of 
emotion during Adam's conversion to Catholi­
cism, almost as if changing faiths is as simple 
as changing a flat tire. And why do so many of 
the Sonnenshein family members have English 
accents? 

Fiennes clearly bit off more than he could 
chew by taking three different roles in one film. 
Th i s p loy s o m e t i m e s w o r k s well In 
comedies—Peter Sellers and Eddie Murphy 
come to mind—but seldom, If ever, in dramas. 

There are also gaping historical gaps In Sun­
shine. The worldwide depression of the 1930s, 
which historians closely link to the rise of Fas­
c i s m In E u r o p e , Is removed from Szabo ' s 
chronology of the twent ie th century. A n d 
speaking of Fascism, except for. a glimpse of a 
newspaper h e a d i l n e , 
there is no ment ion of 
Admiral MIklos Horthy's 
regime, w h i c h l a s t ed 
from 1920 to 1944 and 
allied Hungary with Nazi 
Germany, i n t r o d u c i n g 
anti-Semitic policies. 

D i r e c t o r ' s c a r e e r 

s p a n s 4 0 y e a r s 

Director and screenivritcr Islvan Szabo 
was born in Budapest, Hungary, In 1938, 
and is a, graduate of the Budapest Academy 
of Film Art. 

He began making short subject films In 
the l960s, and blossomed into prominence 
a decade later. 

He has won over 60 mkjor international 
film awards, many for his Irllogy Mephisto. 
Colonel Redl, and Hanussen, that examine 
how individuals function in societies that 
don't accept their personal religious or polit­
ica l beliefs. For Mephisto, he received an 
Academy Award for ijest foreign fiim and the 
best screenplay award from the Cannes 
F i i m Festival In 1981. Sunshine, starring 
Ralph Fiennes i n three separate roles, Is 
Szabo's latest film.

Often, when a fislierman laltes 
lo the water in search of a good 
day of fishing, he may not be hop­
ing for Just a nice mess of panflsh 
lo be cieaned. fried and eaten later 
in the day. Sometimes there is that 
underlying hope thai today might 
be the day he finaiiy hooks onto 
that big, bul l blueglll thai grabs 
the attention of the other fisher­
men when he returIIs to Uic dock 
and calls it a day. 

Cai l it the need lo brag if you 
like, but inside ail of us there Is a 
lltlie bit of desire to be the best at 
something, even if it may oniy con­
sist of being the guy that caught 
the biggest fish on a given day. Or 
perhaps the largest catch of the 
day - cons i s t i ng of more above' 
average sized fish than the other 
fellows who were on the water at 
the same time you were. 

If some of y o u fishermen out 
there think you are the exception 
to this rule, think about it. Don't 
you always throw back the small­
est fish you catch, and return to 
the landing wi th only the nicest 
ones hauled in that day? 

Another habit most of us have, 
is to k i n d of shufne the f i sh 
around in the pai l containing the 
days catch, unt i l the biggest ones 
are on the top. Just in case some­
one wants to compare your catch 
Vfith that of their own. No sense in 
letthig them see the smaller ones if 
there are a couple of big ones in 
there, right? 

E n o u g h a b o u t the ganies we 
p l a y Why don' t we Just go out 
there and catch only big ones and 
not mess wi th the smaller speci­
mens? Tha t s o u n d s good, b u t

there is more to it than that. 
The biggest bluegills in the lake 

did not get to their present size by 
behig stupid, so they lylll probably 
be a little harder to catch t han 
your average 'gill. 

It often seems that the bigger 
bluegi l ls tend to associate w i t h 
other fish of about their same size. 
The average sized "gills and the 
s m a l l e r ones can be f o u n d at 
almost any time of the day i n the 
shallotyer waters, where the weeds 
provide cover for them and the 
food sources that they find there. 
They may move Into the deeper 
areas as the water warms later i n 
the summertime, but they will still 
spend most of the daylight hours 
feeding where the shallower water 
puts them closer to the surface. 

The laiger bluegills spend more 
of their time in the deeper waters, 
and this is where you will have to 
flsh If you are serious about catch­
ing them. 

Some of the lakes I f i sh may 
have depths of oIily twenty or tJIlr-
ty feet at their deepest spots and I 
have found that this is where the 
biggest ones are u sua l ly found. 
Being familiar with the lakes you 

are fishing Is a big help and can 
save you a lot of time If you know 
where these deep spots are when 
you flrst get on the lake. If this is 
not the case, you may have to do a 
little moving a round and depth 
check ing before you can sett le 
down to some serious panflshhIg. 

I l ike to start out early In the 
morning, since that seems to be 
when the bigger fish do most of 
their feeding, and it is easier to get 
a fish to take your bait when it is 
In the feeding mode. Later In the 
day, when the big ones are resting 
near the bottom, that Is Just what 
they will continue to do, rest, while 
you send down numerous offer­
ings, hoping they may find one 
they like. 

As a rule, the bigger the "gill Is, 
the lazier it seems to be. When 
these big fellows are hungry they 
will snatch a bite now and then, 
but i t won't be w i th the fervor 
often shown by the smaller fish 
who seems to t h i n k that every 
potential meal must be grabbed up 
quickly before the guy next to him 
gets It. 

W h e n f i s h i n g for the b igger 
bluegills. 1 find that using a type of 
line that most closely matches the 
water c o n d i t i o n s at the t i m e , 
seems to work best. When the sun 
is bright some lines tend to show 
up more in the water than others 
and this is what I try to avoid. You 
want your bait to look more like it 
is free floating as it drbps in front 
of the big guy, not Just- hanging 
there o n the end o f a p iece of 
string.
