It could be a productive discus­
sion between two neighbors 4r it 
could erupt into a broader feud,

But the Novi City Council has 
agreed to sit down and have a Joint 
meeting - presided over by county 
mediators - with the Northviiie 
Township Board of Trustees over 
the Quail I^dge drainage problem 
along Eight Mile Road. The issue 
now has caused a rift amongst the 
Novi council meInbers. 

The meeting is at Juiy i8 at 7:30 
p.m. at the Novl City Counci i 
chambers. 

Meanwhile, state Agriculture 
Department Director Dan Wyant 
has ruled in a preliminary finding 
that Wayne and Oaltland counties, 
as well as Novl and Northville 
Township, should all pay for the 
Quail lydge drain. The counties 
would pay for the benefit to county 
roads, while the two communities 
would be assessed for reasons of 
public health, the finding said. 

T h i s was a sleeping dog until 
Novi council members brought It 
up," Counci l Member Craig 
DeRoche said, referring to mem­
bers Michelle Bononi and Laura 
Lorenzo. 

"Now we are one of four public 
entitles tovolved." 

DeRoche was referring to a state 

mediation policy. Chapter 21, 
which in this case has ied to the 
creation of a committee consisting 
of a representative of Oakland 
County, Wayne County and the 
Michigan Department of Agricui-
ture that wlii help solve the dispute 
between the two niunicipaiitics 
because they are unable to do it 
themselves. DeRoche said he 
Believes that Norihvllle Township 
requested- the outside mediation 
assistance. 

The state wiii hold a public hear­
ing on Aug. 9 at 7: 30 p.m. a l the 
Northville Township offices for an 
Augmented Drainage Board for 
Quail I^dge, to hear any objections 
to its recent ruling. 

According to DeRoche, some 
council Inembers seem to be look­
ing out for the interest of Northviiie 
Township ralher than Novi c l l i -
zens. 

"It's in our best, interests to nego­
tiate with the township and appiy 
for granls to reduce the cost to the 
city." Mayor Pro Tem Laura Loren­
zo said. 

Lorenzo said that there is no 
point in making Quail Ridge a 
political issue within tiie city. 
- "The process has aiready start-

. ed," Lorenzo said. "And I th ink this 
issue is becoming loo'polKical. This 
Is about a safety issue. The amount 
of water that Is drainlIig there, 
someone could drown. This

shouldn't be looked ai as a turf 
war." 

According to city officials. 
Northviiie Township wants Novi to 
pay for pond restoration, tree 
repiacemcIit, erosion control and 
debris removai lhat wouid cost the 
city approximately $268,000. 
Novi's city engineers, JCK & Asso­
ciates, iiave said that the oniy part 
of tile project the city may be 
responsible for is a $20,000 drop 
structure to heip regulate water 
run off 

The entire cost of the structure 
was expected lo cost $340,000 in 
1996. With the infiation rate added 
in, the cost of the project wouid 
cost approximately $372,000 
today. 

"We do have a responsibiiity to 
the citizens of Novl and we do not 
Ignore problems that we have con­
tributed to," Lorenzo said. 

Bu l according to JCK, the devei-
opers of the Quail Ridge subdivi­
sion were responsible for the runoff 
on their side of Eight Miie Road. 

The water discharge under the 
Eight Mile embankment is causing 
erosion lo the bank on the soulh 
side of the road, according lo Novl 
city officials. Novi officials say Ihe 
problem Is with the builder of Ilie 
subdivision in Northville Township 
and that the township should pay 
for the embankment upkeep. 

One Novi city council member 
said that Northville Township Is 
trj'lng lo get Novl to pay for water 
runoff damage lhat Is not Novi's 
fault, but tiie fault of a subdivlsloiI 
buiider. 

"The engineers for the city of Novi 
said thai Novi was not the prob­
lem," said Novi Council Member 
Louis Csordas. "It's not our prob­
lem and 1 don't see why we have lo 
pay for II. It's their problem, let 
them pay for it."

you've already heard the sounds of 
Grammy Award-winning Sugar 
Blue. 

Sugar Blue's skills have been 
featured on four Stones releases, 
including "Tattoo You," "Emotional 
Rescue" and "Some Girls." He's 
particularly known for his signa­
ture riff and solo on the Stones hit, 
"Miss You." (Mick Jagger referred to 
Sugar Blue as "a very strange and 
talented musician.") 

He's also played with another 
musician who's not averse lo pick­
ing up a harmonica.

After work i n Paris, he headed 
home, where he johied forces with 
Willie Dixon, louring as part of the 
Chicago Biues Al l Stars, before 
pulling his own band together In 
1983. 

Sugar Blue has released four 
lilies under his own name: "In Your 
Eyes," "Blue Blazes," "Chicago to 
Paris" and "Crossroads,"

JWarfc Wenner, harp/vocals; Pete 
Kanaras, guitars; Jan Zukowski, 
bass/back-up vocals; Pete Ragusa 
on drums and vocals. 

In the 1970s, the band criss­
crossed the country playing clubs 
and colleges then dominated by the 
sounds of disco, spreading Ihelr 
version of rockabilly, and blues.The 
band^ gained nationai respect as 
the backing band or support acl for 
Muddy Waters, Otis Rush, Big Wal­
ter Horton and olher legends.

CDs, "Believe It," debuted in 1989, 

Her most recent release Is "Big 
Girl Blues." 

Her songs are grounded in the 
very real world of a mother of two 
making a hard living on the road.

"il 's nol someliiing you reaiiy go 
to schooi for. although i did attend 
a class at Greenfield Village. I did 
lots of studying and visited muse­
ums all over the country." she said, 
"it's something lhal Is a constant 
learning experience because you 
see thousands of different pieces a 
day." 

Not sure If you actuaiiy have an 
antique? Fournier said the differ­
ence between an antique and a col-
iectlbie is that an antique Is an 
Item that Is older than 100 years, 
while a collectible Is less than a 
100 years old. 

A collectible may be something 
like a Heanle Baby or sports mem­
orabilia, she explained. 

Fournier. who speciaiizes In 
glass and porcelain, said she 
appraises Jusl about anything, 
except coins, books, and records. 

She worits independentiy, travei-
ing to peopie's homes and handling 
estate saies. i'eople may also come 
to her with Items. She charges $50 
an hour.

Avoid a game or any­
thing eise if there's a piece missing 
or if it's in iess than mint condition. 

Why? A n antique bank for chil­
dren Is worth about $950 with its 
colorfui paint Job. It's worth about 
S i DO without it. 

Educate yourself 
As i n the stoclc maritet. the easy 

way lo go when investing is to lis­
ten lo those you assume know bet­
ter. Here's a safer alternative: get-
Ihig educated. For example, you 
might not think a Wheatlcs box is 
anything to write home about. But 
if you know that Cal Ripkln Jr.'s 
cap on this one is lacking the Bal -
ttmofe Orioles logo because rights 
had not yet been secured, then you 
might want to write home—and 
pen a check, according to Peers. 
The omission makes it a rarity. 

How do you get educated? Read 
up on antiques and talk with deal­
ers. Most love to talk shop—and 
even show off—around curious 
students.

A r t s t a x w o u l d f u n d r e g i o n a l c u l t u r a l g e m s

What would you pay for aIi origi­
nal ReiTIbraIIdt? Three cents a day'? 

if that price is noi enticing 
enough, the Local Educalion and 
itecreation Network (LEARN) and 
the Soulhcast iVIichigaiI Cullurai 
Coalition are willing to sweeten lhe 
deal by tossing in lhe rest of the 
Detroit Institute of Arts, ihe Delroil 
Symphony Orchestra, Ihe Deiroll 
Zoo and Henry Ford Museum and 
Greenfield Village, along with l 2 
other local museums and insti lu-
lions. 

These groups are liopiiIg lo piacc 
a haif mill properly ta.\ on ihe bal­
lot this November In Wayne and 
Oakland counties to raise money lo 
supporl local cultural facllilies. 

If they can win agreement from 
the counly board of commissioners 
111 Wayne and Oakiand, aiong with 
the Detroit Ci ly Councii, lo piacc 
the question on baiiot, the $36 niii-
iion tax would go before voters in 
ihe general election. 

• Some $24 mill ion would be 

dlwled up between the 16 Insti­
tutes. The remaining $12 million 
wouid go to cultural activities in 
iocal communities. Municipal offi­
cials wouid determine how the 
money would be allocated there. 
The tax would run for lO years, 
before coming up for renewal. 

It Is ail an attempt lo create a 
slabie source of funding for south­
east Michigan's cuiturai institu­
tions, providing them with a source 
of revenue to pay for growth, 
updating exhibits and increased 
outreach programs. 

But according lo Steve Hamp, 
president of Henry Ford Museum & 
Greenfield Village and chair of the 
Cullurai Coalition, the emphasis 
will be on education. 

More than 1.2 million children 
visil lhe Detroit area's major cul­
tural inslitutions annually. If vot­
ers approve such a lax, the institu­
tions involved are iooking for ways 
to "add vaiue" to their program-
mlIig. Among the proposals being 
considered, for example by Grcen-
fieid Village, are discounts or 
waivers of admissions fees for 

"prescheduled K-12 groups," 
explained Dave Waymire, Executive 
Vice President of Marketing 
Resource Group, Inc. 

The Detroit Symphony Orches­
tra, Hamp said, plans to add free 
summer public concerts and the 
Music Hall Center for the Perform­
ing Arts wiil add several perfor­
mances In ihe parks. 

In addition, lhe museums and 
instllules would conceiitrate on the 
creation of more programs for 
youngsters, Hamp said. 

The Increased emphasis on edu­
cation,has spurred the Institutions 
to create curriculum guides for the 
use of local school districts. The 
guides give teachers an idea of 
whal students will see at those 
Instltullons, so Ihey can prepare 
students for liie trip. AdditioIIaily, 
the guides give teachers ideas on 
how lo incorporate field trips to the 
insli lulions into their class work. 

To gel the tax proposal on the 
ballot, the Wayne and Oakland 
counly boards must vote to put It 
there and approve identicai articies 
of incorporation for the creation of 

a speciai council which would dis­
tribute the money. According to 
Dave Doyle, Vice President of Mar­
keting Resource Group, the dead­
line for placement on the ballot Is 
August 30. 

Detroit City Council must also 
approve the articles of Incorpora­
tion. 

The new councii would consist of 
nine appointed members, Doyie 
expiained; three from Oakland 
County, three from the city of 
Detroit, and one each from western 
Wayne, downriver, and the Poinles. 

Of the major institutions lo be 
included, "the big four," including 
lhe DIA, the Detroit Zoo, the DSO 
and Henry Ford Museum and 
Greenfield Village would each be 
limited lo $4 million each,' The 
remainder would be distributed lo 
l 2 other inslitutions based on size, 
included wouid be the Center for 
Creative Studies, the Cranbrook 
Art Museum, the Cranbrook insti­
tute of Science, the Museum of 
African American Hislory, the 
Detroit Historicai Museum, the 
Detroit Science Center, Meadow 

l3rook Hall, Meadow Brook Theater, 
the Michigan Opera Theater, the 
Music Hall Center for the Perform­
ing Arts, WTVS Channel fie and Ihe 
Holocaust Memorial Center. 

How the local siiare would be 
distributed would be up lo ihe 
municipal board in each individual 
communily in Wayne and Oakland 
counties, Doyle said. Each would 
have lo devise lis own system. The 
money would have lo go lo cultural 
or reereational aclivilics in those 
communities. 

Most residents of Wayne and 
Oakiand counties visit the insti­
tutes from time lo time. When 
polled, 80 lo 90 percent of area res­
idents say they have .visited the 
institutions themselves or have 
children who have gone to them. 

Similar taxes have been passed 
in Denver, Salt Lake Cily, Kansas 
City. St. Louis and Chicago. 

iVlacomb Counly is not inciuded 
because the slate iegisiation that 
ailowed for the creation of the 
council requires a popuialion of 
780,000 residents lo be inciuded, 
Hamp said.

After the school district bouglil the property and 
iiomc, roughly seven acres of 11 were sold to the Novi 

Library and another portion was used to buiid the 
higli schooi. Other portions of Ihe area became ihe 
Novl Police Department, the recrcatloIIal park, and the 
Novl Civic Center. 

in 1999, one of the oldest barns was burnt to ihe 
ground by an arsonlsi.Today, tiie Fuerst home slii i 
contains iiisloricai items and articles left behind.

hoop, clubs and ribbon. Then they'also do a floor rou­
tine with no apparatus at ail." 

Buckley added tliat when the girls do their floor rou­
tines, they can only perform basic acrobatic elements 
and are not allowed to go airborne. 

"Everything has to be in contact with the floor," she 
said. 

"Like they can do cartwheeis and front and back 
walkovers, but they can't do flips off the floor." 

Buckiey is a former U.S. Nationai team member and 
has represented tlie United States in rhythmic gym­
nastics competitions internationally. She is safety cer­
tified and a professional member of USA Gymnastics. 
During her competitive years, Buckiey traveled to 
Brazii , Finland, Poland and Canada where she earned 
indivlduai and all-around medals. 

Community Education's rhythmic camp is for begin­
ners who want to try something new, dancers who 
want to improve and refine their skills and gymnasts 
who want to experience a different discipline. 

Each of the five hand-held apparatuses - the rope, 
ribbon, clubs, hoop, and bail - have their own specific 
movements that are essential to each performance in 
rhythmic gymnastics, Buckiey said. 

For exampie, the ribbon is used for making patterns 
iike spirals, snakes, circles and llgure eights and must 
constantly remain i n motion. 

The baii is used by gymnasts for rolling the object 
along parts of the body, such as the back and arms, 
bouncing and catclilng the ball between leaps and bal­
ancing it on the hand during the routhie. 

Common movements made with the hoop include 
high tosses aijd catches, spins, passes through and 
over the hoop and rotations of the hoop around Ihe 

hand and other parts of the body. 
The rope is proportionate to the size of the gymnast 

and knotted at each end. Movements include wraps 
and unwraps, figure eights, and tosses and catches of • 
the rope. Gymnasts also leap and jump through the 
open or folded rope. 

The clubs involve-small and large circles, swings, 
and miiis, as weii its losses and catches and rhyliimi-
cai tapping. 

The key is to handie the equipment harmoniously, 
with the body and music. 

"Most glris find that this fits perfectiy in between 
dance and gymnastics," Buckiey said. 

"Girls who are good dancers like lo do it because it's 
taking dance a step further by adding an apparatus 
whiie still incorporating music lo their routines. So 
this is iike taking dance to the next step." 

9uckiey said most of the girls in rhythmic gymnas­
tics are either too thin or too tall lo be artistic j<)'m-
nasls, who are usually short and stocky. 

"So for rhythmics, (hey are usually much longer and 
much leaner," she said. "Most of the girls find lhat 
artistic is too much for them with aii lhat muscle and 
weight lifting." 

Kathryn Schaiaek from Power Middie School in 
Farmington who is on Buckicy's "iylylhmic Uenais-
sance" compelitive team, did arlislic gymnastics for 
five years before she recently began rhythmic gymnas­
tics. 

" i wanted to do something different," she said, "it's 
cool because rhythmic uses dance and the tumbling in 
artistic is reaily difficuit." 

Renee Hadley, 12, from Novi Middle School who is 
also on Buckiey's "iyiythmic Renaissance" competitive 
team, has been involved i n rhythmic gymnaslics for 

about a year and said she reaily enjoys i l . 
Hadley's sister Rochelle said she prefers rhylhmic 

gymnaslics over artistic gj'mnastics because it allows 
her to incorporate dance. 

"They are a lot different, but i iike ihe fact lhat 
rhythmic Is more like dance," said the 10-year-old 
Novi Meadows student, who has also taken tap, jazz, 
ballet, Irish and ilawaiian dancing along with iier sis­
ter. 

Attendees at this year's camp, which wiii be heid at 
All Star Gymnaslics inc., in the Water Wheei Cenler i n 
Northviiie. wiii practice basic dance sUips and lech-
nique from baiiel, jazz and modern dance. 

Additionally, (hey will woik on light tumbling skills 
and acrobatic elements such as cartwheels, fonvard 
and backward rolls and acrojumps. Each girl wiil aiso 
work with the baii, rope, hoop, and ribbon and iearn 
to set their new skiiis to music. 

Buckiey has been involved in rhythmic gj'mnastics 
for 18 years and has been coaching the sport for nine 
years, leading her gymnasts to award-winning finish­
es at stale, regionai, and nationai meets. 

Rhylhmic gymnaslics was officialiy recognized as a 
sport in 1962 by the International Gymnastics Feder­
ation, and was later added lo the Olympic Games i n 
i984. 

There are two sessions thai wiii be oifei'ed this sum­
mer: Session 1 will run July 24-28 and Session 2 will 
I'un July 31-August 4. Both sessions are Monday 
through Friday from 9 a.m. lo noon. Cost of the class 
is $95.

a rapidly growing clly, like Novi, 
which he said has no advanced life 
support readily available to its citi­
zens. The advanced emergency 
teams are much more equipped lo 
handle extreme emergencies such 
as a heart attack, gun shot wounds 
and olher life Ihrealening silua-
tioIis. 

According to Evans, llic ambu­
lance service that currently ser­
vices Novi could leave a void if 
there are a number of calls in the 
surrounding communilles. 

"We have a problem u'itli Com-
inuii i ly Emergency because Ihey 
are not dedicaled to Novi," Evans 
said. "Tlicy may have a call in 
Walled Lake or in Farminglon Hills 
and that may lake away from 
response lo me in Novi." 

C E M S arrives on the scene of an 
emergency within six minutes only 
44 -percent of the time and within 
eight minutes only 70 percent of 
the time, according lo the report 
issued by the union. Long response 
limes means a delay in delivery of 
ALS care reduces the survlvabilily 
of a CPR patient, according to the 
report. Brain death occurs after six 
minutes in a CPR palienl. 

According lo the fire union's 
report, the clly would be able to 
provide ALS services 40 percent 
faster than the private company is 
currently providing. 

The cost increase to a resident 
whose home is valued a l approxi­
mately 8200,000 would be $150 a 
year or aboul 0.41 cents a day. 

Novi Cily Manager Richard Hei-
wig said tiial the Issue would be 
strictly up to l l ic voters, bul agreed 
that the siluation is worrisome. 

"1 am dissatisfied wilh Ihe 
staffing levels. The situation is 
completely unacceptable," Helwig 
said. "People expect that when the 
fire department anives that there 
will be advanced life support. B u l 
that is not the case." 

Helwig said he had never worked 
at a clly wilhout a full-time fire 
department before. 

"It's the first community I've 
worked In that doesn't have 
advanced life support," Helwig 
said. 

C E M S Director of Marketing 
Donna Pardonnet said lhat CEMS 
Is wiiiing lo work wllh Ihe clly in 
any capacily Ihey may wish under­
take. Pardonnet said that she felt 
CEMs had met their responsibility 
to the city. 

"We have had a good working 
relationship with the community 
and the cily," said PardoIIIiel. "We 
have had good response times in 
tlIc community and 1 think we have 
done a good Job serving the com­
munity." 

Helwig would not say if the pro­
posal for a full-time fire depart­
ment proposal would have any 
effect on the city's allenipl lo get a 
new road bond proposal passed in 
November.

D e a n F r e l l l c k spoke at this week's 
Northvil ie school board meeting. For peo­
ple who don't know, he's the son of Bob 
Frel l lck, a local baseball coachl i ig legend. 
Wi th his first trip to the boa rd . Dean asked 
if tile boai'd could honor a promise he sa id 
was nlade to his dad by a different board 
m 1988. That promise: to name the base­
ball field at the high school after Bob F r e l ­
l lck i n honor of the work he put Into mak­
ing 11 the award-winn ing field it is today. 
He also a sked the board to repair a s ign 
that vandals had destroyed located in the 
l ionle Icanl dugout . 
Well , tile board inade sure the sign was 

repaired, however, the prospects of naming the field after Bob 
F"relllck don't look good. 

See, the board 's hands are tied i n that they voted in a policy a 
few years ago that says i io bu i ld ing or sight cou ld be named after 
a person, the logic being some other people may feel as though 
they were more deserving. 

But this par t icular case is not about logic. T h i s case Is about 
a man w h o dedicated his life not only to basebal l b i l l to Northvllle 
schools because of his love for b o t h of those things. W i l h his pas­
s ion for the game driving h i m he made baseball i n this town what 
it Is. 

A n d 1 agi'ee wi th what Dean sa id at the meet ing last week — tell 
me who is more deserving? Who has logged inore hours on the 
field, or iHi l i a tcd leagues, or loved he lp ing this town as much as 
Bob Fre l l l ck . He did this without seeking approval , inoney or 
praise froin anyone. 

But there may be others like h i i n or more deserving who wou ld 
want the recognit ion and may i-alse the loof if they don't get it. 

I unders tand the board's d i l emma . If they break the rules t i l ls 

one time, i t w i l l open the floodgates for anyone to want the same 
thing, 

Froin where I sit Ulere are three options for the board: they 
cou ld deny the request, they cou ld change the policy, or 
Northvll le c o u l d let them off the hook jus t this once. 

I have to admi t before I covered this story 1 had never heard of 
the FrelUcks a n d 1 leave any talk of sports to ou r sports writer 
J a s o n Schmi t t . Bu t once I s t a l l ed researchli ig it. I started seeing 
w h y his son Is so determined and why (his field has to be named 
after h i m . 

His act ions wei-e selfless. He wanted something good and last­
ing for the people of this town a n d that needs to be i-ecognized. 
He inst i tuted t radi t ion . Why would we take this away from h im 
when he typifies the k i n d of person eveiy citizen wou ld hope their 
neighbors w o u l d be. 

This honor w a s taken from Bob Frelllck the fli-st l ime. When 
D e a n addressed the school boai-d, he said the 1988 board could­
n't name the field after his father because he was sTIll a coach, 
a n d from what I hear he was too humble lo fight or pursue 11. 

Bu t h i s son wan t s h i m to reclaim what was rightfully his and I 
t h ink we s h o u l d , too. Dean bravely told the board lha t Tuesday 
night that he w o u l d do whatever 11 takes for as long as It takes. 
He told me later h is dad is too h u m b l e to fight for this and was 
surpr i sed and flattered he was getting any at tent ion at a l l . 

Let's he lp D e a n brag for his fa ther Let's take his i-equest and 
make it a d e m a n d and an undeniable fact. Let's help the board 
not have to let a paper policy s tand in the way of do ing the right 
thing, of honor ing a promise.

The h is tory of theater i n the Detroit area 
dates back to the ear ly l 9 t h century. 
T h o u g h Det ro i t was founded in 1701, it 
was not u n t i l the town became a city unde r 
the mi l i ta ry c o m m a n d of G e n . Alexander 
M a c o m b that art gained focus i n the area. 
Mi l i t a ry t roops stationed i n Detroit after 
the War of 1812 began to pu t o n plays, w i th 
the men p l a y i n g al l the roles. Solders ' wives 
d i d help out . however, beh ind tlie scenes 
by pa in t ing scenery a n d s ewing costumes. 
A decade later, the first amateur theatrical 
organizat ion was created i n the form of the 
Thespian Socie ty in 1826. 
A s Detroit grew, the qua l i ty of life cont in­

u e d to improve wi th more churches , schools , bus inesses and orga­
n iza t ions developing dally. The c u l t u r a l arts were not left behind. 

The first t ou r ing dramatic, company came to Detroi t dur ing the 
s u m m e r of 1827. Performances Were held in a b r i c k ba rn owned 
by B e n Woodwar th . Other tour ing companies began to visit Detroit 
a n d con t inued to perform at Woodwarth 's ba rn . 

Detroit 's C i l y Theater opened i n 1834, the first permanent the­
ater i n the city, wh ich drew p rominen t actors to its stage. 

Professional as well as amateur product ions con t inued to flour­
i s h i n the Detroi t area over the years . Sui table cos tumes for the 
m a n y performers became a p ress ing need, a n d one business Was 
formed i n 1896 to meet that need. 

F . B r u e s s e r & Co . located on M a c o m b Street i n Detroit, from 
1896 to 1985, furnished costumes for local a n d na t iona l produc­
t ions of a l l k i nds , i nc lud ing several p lays put o n b y Northvllle H i g h 
S c h o o l . 

In the late l 9 3 0 and l 9 4 0 s . at least three p lays put o n by 
Nor thvl l le H i g h Were costumed b y F . Bruesser & C o . under the 
d i rec t ion of Les l i e Lee, a p lay ca l led "In O l d V i e n n a " appeared i n 
M a y 1938. C o s t u m e s required by the company i n c l u d e d four m u s ­
taches, tWo Waiter's coats a n d one character i n a s i l k shir t a n d 
j a c k e t w i t h Velvet trousers. The cost for the cos tumes for the entire 
shoW amoun ted to $24 .50 . 

In M a y l 9 4 0 , the NorthVlUe H i g h senior p lay Was " G i r l Shy." O f 

the six cos tumes required, two "pierette" costumes cost $2 each, 
a n d two "domino sui ts of different colors" cost $ 1 each. The other 
two costumes, a t the Bruesser Co. ' s discretion, were rented for $3 
a piece. 

F . Biniesser Masquerade Cos tumes & Theatrical M a k e u p began 
as a brother-s is ter team. Frank a n d Sabr lna Bruesse r began their 
bus iness in the late 19th century a n d were p r o u d of being able to 
r emain at the same location on M a c o m b Street for so many years. 
T h e company eventual ly Involved tlie entire family, consis t ing of 
four other bro thers a n d their father. 

A t the age of 15, niece Helen Was reluctantly added to the firm. 
S h e stayed w i t h it, however, and took over tlie bus ines s when her 
a u n t and unc le d ied . In fact, she kept it going th rough the 1990s, 
moving the company from its or ig ina l home i n De t ro i t ' t o A n n 
A r b o r i n 1985, w h e n she was 85 years old. 

T h o u g h her h u s b a n d , Russel l K i n g , was not par t of the costume 
bus iness , he w a s supportive of h i s wife's career, a n d Helen King's 
creat ions became k n o w n nat ionwide. The company even suppl ied 
cos tumes for s u c h personages as early radio a n d television come­
d i a n J a c k Benny , when they furnished a t u r b a n for Eddie 
"Rochester" .Anderson i n 1948. 

Over the company ' s l 00-year his tory, thousands of costumes 
Were furnished for theatr ical product ions all over the country. The 
company s u p p l i e d costumes for plays , mins t re l shows, h igh 
school m u s i c a l s , c h u r c h functions, and communi ty theater a n d 
opera groups . F . Bruesser & Co. also provided cos tumes for var i ­
o u s hol iday appearances, s u c h as for Santa a n d M r s . C laus and 
Hudson ' s T h a n k s g i v i n g Day parades. It was reportedly the largest 
cos tume rental bus iness i n M i c h i g a n . 

In a 1990 A11n A r b o r magazine. He len King at age 90 and s t i l l 
se^vlng u p a s to rm. Was interviewed. According to the article, "Any­
one remotely involved l n theater, dance, or opera l n the Detroit 
a rea knows Klng . . . she has sewn herself into m a n y people's lives 
a n d created more than her share of theatrical, fantastic i l lus ions." 

The c o m p a n y Is n o longer In bus iness , but its cos tumes live on.

In the old, o ld days,

i m m e m o r i a l c h i l ­
d r e n have star ted 
g o i n g to k inder ­
garten at age 5. 
B u t over the past 10 
years or so, scien­
t is ts a n d doctors 

have learned a lot about how the brains of 
newborns develop. Their findings would 
not surpr i se any observant mother who 
has not iced how rapidly her baby learns 
d u r i n g the first few years of life, bu t they 
are profoundly significant to a society that 
aims to do wel l by its ch i ldren , 

The science is clear. The bra ins o f babies 
develop most rapidly between ages 1 and 3. 

, In effect, the intellectual a n d emotional c i r ­
cuits of the b r a i n are being ha rd wired dur­
ing that t ime. .And this means that chi ldren 
are physiological ly best prepared to learn 
at a very early age, certainly wel l before 
they s tar t kindergarten. 

That ' s w h y for the past yedr, a group of 
50 M i c h i g a n leaders has been exploring the 
impl icat ions of these research findings. The 
group is very broad; It includes legislators, 
scientists, teachers, ch i ld welfare advo­
cates, phys ic ians and hospi ta l officials, 
media people and leaders in business , 
labor a n d phi lanthropy. 

It's cal led Ready To Succeed , a name 
taken from the overwhelming consensus 
that pub l i c pol icy i n Mich igan s h o u l d make 
sure that every baby that is b o r n In ou r 
state s h o u l d be ready lo l ea rn and succeed 
by t i le t ime he or she starts going to 

kindergarten. 
O u r first conc lu s ion was s imple: There is 

a colossal d i sconnect between the latest 
scientific findings — that ch i ld ren learn 
best when they are very, veiy y o u n g — and 
the ac tua l way we operate our schools a n d 
pub l i c agencies. 

O u r next step came largely as a result of 
the "Ch i ld ren ' s C a u c u s , " a b i p a r t i s a n 
group of state legislators who are con­
cerned about the heal th and welfal-e of 
Mich igan ' s ch i ld ren . Some inembers of the 
caucus — P a n Godchaux , R - B i r m l n g h a m , 
Huber t Price, D-Pont iac , L y n n e Mart inez, 
D-Lans lng , a n d E d w a r d LaForge, R - K a l a -
niazoo — are also members of the Ready To 
Succeed group. 

The Chi ldren ' s C a u c u s really hi t the bal l 
at budget time this year, succeeding i n tar­
geting up to $135 mfiUon In grants over the 
next tliree years to local and Intermediate 
school dis tr ic ts to pay for home visits to 
parents of n e w b o r n babies. Home visitors 
w o u l d tell parents about the latest research 
In early ch i ld development a n d make sure 
they know about a l l the resources available 
to he lp them be the best parents possible. 

Rep . G o d c h a u x hopes every parent i n 
M i c h i g a n \Yl l l receive a vis i tat ion d u r i n g the 
first few weeks after br inging a new baby 
home. They ' l l be encouraged to do what 
good parents do na tu ra l ly wl t l i their babies 
from the time t l iey are born: T a l k to them, 
play w i t h them, snuggle wi th them, interact 
w i th them. A n d - t h e y ' l l be exposed to the 
evidence that a lack of s t imula t ion i n early 
years can lead to measurable loss i n bra in 
development. 

Some local school districts — Waterford 
and B i r m i n g h a m , for example -— have s i m ­
i lar programs a l ready i n place. Some states 
— Vermont a n d K a n s a s , for example — 
have "Success by S i x " programs statewide. 
The M i c h i g a n p rog ram requires a c o m m u ­

n i t y - b a s e d col labora t ive effort be tween 
p u b l i c a n d private nonprofit gi'oups that 
serve chi ldren . 

T o me, it's Important that the program is 
a i m e d at a l l newly bo rn children, not j u s t 
"at r i sk" chi ldren. M y experience is that i f a 
p r o g r a m is targeted at only certain sectors 
of the populat ion, It becomes stigmatized, 
loses broad publ ic suppor t and sets at r i sk 
the important idea that all communi t ies 
ough t to be concerned about the welfare of 
a l l ch i ld ren . 

If ch i ld ren are properly treated when they 
are very young, their b r a in development 
w i l l accelerate a n d they'll be that m u c h 
more ready to succeed when they start 
go ing to preschool or kindergarten. In a 
state where the biggest impediment to eco­
n o m i c growth is the shortage of sk i l l ed 
workers , setting i n place a system that 
gives our ch i ldren a head start w h e n they 
first start going to school Is a big step for­
w a r d . 

A n d for those who insis t o n a cost-bene­
fit ana lys i s , the best guess is that for every 
do l l a r invested i n chi ldren 's development 
f rom b i r th to entry into kindergarten, $ 7 
w i l l be eventually saved i n remedial educa­
t ion , social welfare services and pr isons. 

Shi f t ing our emphas is to the very ear ly 
development of ch i ld ren Is a sensible step, 
firmly grounded i n science, with a big eco­
n o m i c a n d social payoff,

I have 
not been politically active for those 
29 years. So your first sentence is 
flawed, I guess I have lo presume, 
not knowing you, nor being able to 
talk to anyone who Is aware of your 
existence, that you're of the "old 
boy network." So, the fact that you 
did not listen to what 1 said does 
not surprise me. 

Let me put it in print: ( merely 
reminded the mayor of what we 
elected him to do. The word "we" in 
that sentence is a collective term. I 
did not tell the mayor what "I" 
elected him lo do, The reminder 

• was to call attention and put the 
greater picture into perspective. 
The only people who are not happy 
with the term "clean sweep," are 
McLallen's "old boys." 

1 did not order the mayor to do 
anything. I'm still complaining 
about exactly the same things, time 
and Ume again. It is oniy with the 
new city manager that we are see­
ing a massive change within the 
city's approach to unite the city as 
a whoie and deal wllh the specific 
problems inherent to each area. 

I truly understand that my prob­
lems In the north end do not exist 
at the Ten Mile comdor. In fact, 
they don't exist anywhere else in 
the city. While the new and terribly 
expensive subdivisions do have 
their own problems, they're cer­
tainly not in the same scope as in 
this area. 

You asked a most interesting 
question: Who is running this 
town? As a matter of fact, I have 
personally asked the mayor this 
same question at his Saturday 
meetings. My dissertation the other 
night was to remind him that he's 
the big boy; that these are mayoral 
appointments and It's time to do 
what he said he'd do (campaign 
promises.) 

Yes, I did criticize the use of our 
federal funds (called HOD funds; 
they're Block Grant Funds, the old 
HUD money.) And your block of the 
city Isn't eligible, you make too 

much. Again, you show your 
naivete. 

1 told the council that this city 
should buy Its own van for the 
seniors. I did not tell the seniors to 
buy themselves anything. Obvious­
ly, you've never dealt with seniors. 
Did you listen to the city manager 
as he talked of the problems fund­
ing has had in the past? .Are you 
aware the originai plan was to have 
a second senior van to shuttle the 
Wailed Lake seniors to their desU-
nations in exchange for right-of-
way, and/or-easements for the 
major East Lake Drive water malIi? 
That plan has been nixed and 
shouid have been. 

Between lhe old - cily IIianager 
and the person in charge of these 
federal funds to have even thought 
of such a thing is unacceptable and 
possibly even Illegal within the 
funding guidelmes. So you see; I 
didn't tell the seniors to pay fpr 
their own van. I told the city to pay 
for a second van for our seniors. 

With regards to Mr. Korte's water 
main. No federal funds were used 
on SAD 151. Federal funds could 
have been used to help facilitate 
the Austin water mata, but this city 
does not choose to spend these 
funds except lo benefit their own 
personal "wish lists." 

We have Ignored for years the' 
programs that could have been 
funded, but we always end up 
reapproprlating them at the last 
mlnule so we don't lose them. And 
they usually go to benefit parks 
aiid other non-critical programs. 

Yes, my mother c.i i receive B C D 
funds to help pay for the hookup to 
her house; She's 84 and lives on a 
minimal, fixed income. In fact, 
there were some six residents who 
took advantage of lhe funding to 
hook-up to lhe water mata. Al l of 
them very legal and quite eligible. 
And for your Information, that Is 
supposed to be confidential Infor­
mation. I wonder who told you? 

Certataly a breach of corJldence. 
It's Interesttag that no one told you 
that two of the six would not have 
city water had 1 not interceded on 
their behalf to obtain the funding 
for them. Their wells were falling 
and they fit the Criteria. Now, they 
have acceptable drinking water 

.As to me, personally, I have nei­
ther benefited nor received any pei*-
sonal gain through the federal 
funding program (HCD funds). Pos­
sibly, you should know what you're 
talking about before you decide to 
chastise. At the least, your sources 
should tell you lhe whole story. I 

You may see it in a different light 
knowing at the facts. But I doubt it. 
If you only knew how many of our | 
seniors desperately need help axid 
how much the director of the pro­
gram refuses to adequately adver­
tise the Commodity that we, the 
city, have for their benefit.

Wc all have read 
how y o u n g c h l l t l r e n , some as 
young as 9 years of age, labored 
long l ioi irs In mines, mills and 
swe.'it sliops. Perhaps that is why 
Je.-m-Jaccjues Rousseau wrote to 
p.irci i ls In mid-18th century in 
lii.s bool< "Kinilc": 

'NurluK childhood: encourage 
Us play, Us pleasures, ils instinc­
tive kindness. Which of us does 
not sometimes long to go back to 
that time oJ life when laughter is 
always on the lips, and the soul 
ever at peace? Why ever should 
one want to take away from these 
Itltle liuwcents the siveet ettjoy-
incnt of a lime that so soon 
escapes them?' 

K.xperts te l l us t h a i what is 
learned at an early age lasts a life-
t i i i i c . But when bo th paren ts 
work, ea t ing q u i c k - f i x meals , 
l ie ing chauf feur for the many 
acliviiies In which families take 
part. It Is not always easy to take 
tiiiic out for "manners" lessons, 
yet children cannot i)e expected to 
know what Ihcy have not been 
taught. 

So paren ts , here are a few 
rules; 

Introduce your ch i ld ren to 

your filends when you are enter-
la l i i ing . This Includes s h a k i n g 
hands and repeating the guest's 
name. 

• Innocent as they may be, chil­
dren can be cruel at times. Teach 
them that not everyone has the 
same color of s k i n , the same 
shaped eyes, the same body 
weight or the same voice. Being 
kind and considerate of others is 
what counts, not phys ica l fea­
tures. 

• Children do not sit down at 
the dining table and begin eating 
until mom/dad sits down. If you 
are still busy in the kitchen with 
l as t -minute i tems, have them 
come and help you so you can all 
sit doivn together for the meal . 
Just as money does nol grow on 
trees, meals do not Just magically 
appear on the table. A n d c h i l ­
dren, remember, when there is 
food ill your mouth, your mouth 
s lays closed un t i l you swal low 
II. Food should vanish into the 
mouth, never to be seen again. 

• Animals are born knowing 
how lo g r o o m t h e m s e l v e s , 
humans ai-e no l . Chiidren need 
lo be taught the proper way lo 
comb Ihelr hair, wash their faces 
and bodies, b rush their teeth, 
clean Iheir nails, and wear clean 
clothes. Teach them the Impor­
tance of w a s h i n g Ihelr h a n d s 
after playing, after coming home 
from school, always Just before 
eating, and always, always after 
using the bathroom. 

• When at a theater, let them 
know lhat once the l ights are 
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lowered and the screen or slage 
is 111, It is l ime lo keep quiet. 
A n d no d r a p i n g legs over or 
against the seat In front of you -
even i f no one is s i l l ing In i l . 

• As Lelltla Baldrige writes: 
"Teenagers sometintes give 

maimers a low priority. It is par­
ticularly important that you 
Impress on them that they 
represent your whole fanUly 
when they are someone's guest 
and thai they also represent 
everything you have taught them 
about manners and k i n d n e s s 
since they were little," 

• T e a c h y o u r c h i l d r e n the 
Importance of acknowledging in 
writing the receiving of a gift or a 
se rv ice . I know, I k n o w , it is 
much easier to thank people by 
phone or with e-mail or with a 
fax o r whatever . B u t none of 
these have the great impact thai 
a s p e c i a l h a n d - w r l l l e n j e l l e r 
does, especially in the corporate 
business world as Ihey will find 
out i n fu ture y e a r s . W i t n e s s 
some letters 1 have received from 
some children; 

"1 enjoyed learning new ski l l s 
that tvlll help me with my every­
day life. 1 was pleased lo be in 
y o u r c l a s s . 1 t h o u g h t i l was 
I n t e r e s t i n g how y o u s h o u l d 
shake hands, and 1 never knew 
that y o u can eat two different 
ways - the A m e r i c a n and ihe 
European way. Thank you truly 
again."

Tllis animated feature is filmed in ciaymation, 
o'r stop-motion clay animation, which lends a 
sense of three dimensional realism to a farm 
full of cartooIi chickens. 

Twist No. 2: There are many unmistakable 
references lo other films throughout Chicken 
Run, which keeps adults iaughing and guess­
ing. POW classics l ike Slalag 17, The Great 
Escape, The Bridge on the Rluer Kwai and 
Hbgan's Heroes all get their due. So does Star 
Trek, Charlotte's Web, and Babe, ail masterful­

ly combined to make an unfamiliar animation 
style, brand of humor (read English) and stoiy-
iine easy and famiiiar for American audiences. 

Twist No. 3: There are even some shades of 
George Orweii's Animal Farm, bul not enough 
lo make viewers ponder symboiism and politi­
cal ideologies. Thai ' s a good thing, because 
there are too many humorous lines in Chicken 
Run, and not enough lime to get too cerebral. 

Twist Nos. 4 through lO: They're in the piol. 
Chicken Run is set somewhere in the English 

countryside on ihe Tweedy Chicken farm. Gin­
ger (voice of Jui ia Sawalha) is one of the many 
egg iaying hens trying to escape from the farm 
and all its brutality. Scheme after scheme falls, 
and things get desperate when farmers Mr. and 
IVIrs. Tweedy order, and begin assembling, a 
monstrous chicken pie making machine. 

When Rocky the Rooster (voice of Mei Gib­
son) crash lands on the farm, he inspires hopes 
for freedom and begins teaching (he doomed 
chickens how to fly. Sort of 

Both the laughs and the tension increase as 
plans to escape from the farm become more 
ouliandish, and both reach their climax at the 
proper time in the film. 

The animation alone makes Chicken Run 

worth seeing. The fiim was directed by Nick 
Park and Peter Lord of Aardman Animations, 
the b r a i n trust that created the Academy 
Award winning Wallace & Gromit ciaymation 
characters. The chickens are enhanced with 
h u m a n body parts that make t l iein iiveiier 
characters, such as teeth, hands and arms. 
.And the two humans in Chicken Run are dis­
played with an eerie reaiism. 

The sets are aiso phenomenai, and it's easy 
to forgel that they're not real buildings and 
Inach ines . The b a r n y a r d — e s p e c i a l l y at 
night—has a prison camp quali ty complete 
with barbed wire, guard dogs and searchlights. 
The chicken pic making machine is cavernous 
and deadly; Ginger and Rocky ' s harrowing 
experience inside it is a good as any iive action 
car chase or Indiana Jones escapade. 

The only possibly objectionable scene in the 
film involves the execution of a chicken, and 
it's no worse than the scene in Bambl when the 
mother doe dies. Other than lhat.Chfcfcen Run 
is barnyard fun for the entire family.

Then, in 1991, at the.age of 91, Howard 
Higbee's dream came true. Computers 
made It possible to reprint the map. 
Holding an updated map, Howard said, 
"I never thought I'd live to see this day."

When a child Is 
diagnosed with arthritis, most parents - and 
their friends and neighbors - have a mental 
image of an atmt who had lifelong rheumatoid 
a r t h r i t i s o r thei r g r andmothe r who was 
wheelchair-bound, These Incorrect Images add 
to the trauma of the diagnosis." -

The Parent-to-Parent Program trains volun­
teers who have had a child treated for Juvenile 
iulhritis to be "coaches" for other parents. The 
family o f a newly diagnosed child who has 
expressed an Interest i n having contact with a 
parent coach Is then matched with a volunteer 
fainlly. Parent coaches provide support to the 

•newly diagnosed family in-IIiany ways, includ­
ing suggesting useful community resources, 
sharing experiences or Just listening. 

Pediatric I^eumatology clinic ntu^se, AIine L. 
Jackson RN, and c l in ic social worker Aimee 
•VanUne FJN set up the training program, which 

includes instruction and activities related to lis­
tening skills, the importance of patient confi­
dentiality, availability of-community resources, 
and facts about medications and other treat­
ment. . 

"As medical provifiers, we can give parents a 
tot of information on the disease, based on 
research and experience with our patients" says 
Adams. "However, jve felt It would be really 
helpful to the families to be able to talk with 
another family who has lived through tills, who 
rememtiers the roller-coaster ride of the original 
diagnosis, and who knows abotit the medica­
tions and the course of therapy." ; 

Adams says the program has been veiy well 
received by families of new patients seen at the 
U - M since the program began earlier this year. 

T h e y are planning on training a new group of 
coaches in the near future to accommodate the 
expected need. 

Juvenile arthritis is an autoimmune disorder, 
which means that the body mistakenly Identl-
fies some of Its own cells and Ussues as foreign 
The immune system, which normally helps to 
fight off harmful, foreign substances such as 
bacteria or viruses, begins to attack healthy 
cells and tissues. The result Is InflamItiatlon, 
marked by redness, heat, pahi, and swelling. 

Typical treatment for a child With Juvenile 
arthritis combines medical therapy with an t i - . 
inflammatory drugs and physical therapy to 
decrease Inflammation and restore'Joint func­
tion. Adams says new antl-inflammatoIy medi­
cations have proved to be excellent at control­
ling the disease. 

'The great majority of children who are treat­
ed appropriately will go Into remission within 
five years of starting the disease." says Adams. 
"We say remission, not cure, because we don't 
know what causes the disease. Jn any case, 
good treatment should alloiv the cl i i ld to grow 
normal ly , develop normal ly and do al l the 
tilings a healthy child should be doing at that 
age. 1 tli ink this is a message that needs to be 
sent out more strongly, especially since a lot of 

children are not treated by pedlatrlcispeclal,-
Ists." .-.vv". \
