Some of the Novi Fire Depart­
ment's paid-on-call firefighters say 
they feel burnt by a recent petition 
drive seeking a full-time, 24-hour 
department. 

The petition drive to change 
emergency response In Novi, liead-
ed by the Novi Professional Fire 
Fighters Union Local 3232. will 
likely receive some opposition from 
the part-timers, who say that the 
system is working fine right now 
and that there is no reason to 
change It. The union represents the 
full-time Are protection officers. 

Some of the part-time firelighters 
say the union proposal has been 
done without their knowledge and 
smacks them in the face, 

Dan Schultz, a part-time fire­
fighter and Novi resident, said the 

on-call firefighters are not being 
treated fairly, 

"We're scrambling right now. We 
had no idea how this wouid be. We 
were really blind sided by tlils," he 
said. 

"We will be putting together some 
facts to present to the public, l 
thhIk that we should have our 
say." 

Schultz said that the volunteers 
held a meeting Monday night to 
discuss the petition. The union 
contends that the emergency 
response times are worse when 
paid-on-call staff are on duty and 
says it is in the interest of public 
safety for the city to keep a full-
time crew on the job at all times. 

"it seems we have been made out 
like the yahoos on this," said Lieu­
tenant Mark Petz said, a pald-on 
call firefighter, 

"That just Isn't true. We get just 
as m u c h training as the full timers 
do and many of the full-timers 
started as on-cailers."

B o m and raised m Bangladesh, he 
went to a university there for aerospace 
engineering, then worked for Apple 
Computers In India for two years. 
Intrigued by quality management pro­

cesses, he moved to the United States to 
attend Central Michigan University for a 
master's in enghieering and worked as a 
consultant for General Motors Co. 
Chowdhury now works i n Livonia as 
executive vice president of the American 
Supplier Institute, a quality management 
training and consulting organization.

"We know there Is a real problem 
there aiid It is nol ijoing to go 
away." Novi Mayor Richard Clark 
said, " l l has lo be dealt with either 
by lite city or tlie township. There 
has already been the initiation of 
the Cluiplcr 21 proceedings." 

Chapter 21 is an oversight coni-
niittee tiesigned lo arbitrarily solve 
issues between Iwo bodies who 
cannot. 

Clark said if Ihe city and town­
ship do not work out tlieir proli-
Icms togeliier. bolii Wayne and 
Oakiand County wiii (io it for them. 

"The resuit will be l i i a l Oakiand 
and Wayne County will send us the 
bill. We can control our own des­

tiny or we can pay the bill. I always 
felt you can get more accomplished 
working together than being al log­
gerheads," he said. 

Tiie Quaii iUdgc drainage prob-
iem, whicii goes under Eight Miie 
itead near Meadowbrook Road, lias 
been dcierioraiing for some lime 
now. if lhe Clean Michigan Initia­
tive Grant is awarded, tlie tolai 
cost could be iess than $75,000, 
witil (tie city of Novi responsible for 
appro.Nlmatcly 80 percent of the 
cost. 

But If lhe grant Is nol acquired, 
the cost of the project could exceed 
$418,000, of which the cily of Novi 
could stiii be responsible for 80 
percent. 

Chapter 21, which Is a cominll-
tee consisting of a representative of 
Oakiand County. Wayne County 
and Ihe Michigan Department of 
Agricuiture that wiii heip soive lhe 
dispute between the two munici­

palities because they are unable to 
do it themselves. However, since 
they have reached an agreement. 
Chapter 21 will nol be pursued 
unli l after tiie grant application Is 
accepted or denied. 

According lo c i ly officials, 
Northvilie Township wants Novi io 
pay for pond resloralion, tree 
rcpiacement, erosion controi and 
debiis removai lhat wouid cost the 
city approximately $268,000. 
Novi's city engineers, J C K & Asso-
ciaies. iiavc said that the oniy part 
of the project Ihe city may be 
responsible for Is a $20,000 drop 
structure to help regulate water 
ain-off. 

The entire cost of the structure 
was expected to cost $340,000 in 
i996. With the Inflalion rate added 
in, the cost of the project would be 
approximately $418,230 today. 

But according to J C K , the devei-
opers of the Quail Ridge subdivi­

sion were responsible for the run­
off on their side of Eight Mile Road. 

The water discharge under the 
Eight Mile embankment is causing 
erosion lo lhe bank on the south 
side of the road, according to Novi 
city officials. Novi officials say the 
problem Is with the builder of the 
subdivision in Northviile Township 
and that the township should pay 
for the embankment upkeep. 

J C K Engineer Douglas Pakkala 
told the group that the drainage 
problem was exacerbated by the 
Wayne County Road Commission 
widening of Eight Mile Road, with­
out giving consideration to the 
drainage problem. 

Novi City Councilman Lou Csor­
das has been a vehement opponent 
of the city of Novi giving any money 
for a problem caused by developers 
of the Quail Ridge subdivision. 

"In the best interests of the city 
of Novi, 1 will not support this at 

all ," Csordas said. "There is no 
question that there are problems 
down there but I do not think It Is 
something Novi residents shouid 
have to pay for." 

Csordas was the oniy dissenting 
vote from either side, Northviile or 
Novi. Northviile Trustee Russ Fogg 
didn't seem loo happy with the 
solution. After passing over his 
turn to vote, he was forced to final­
ly make a decision. 

"Yes," Fogg said." But I still want 
to sue." 

The Quail Ridge subdivision was 
constructed In the l 9 7 0 s . The 
homes north of Eight Mile Road 
were constructed well before Quail 
Ridge.

Klaver will receive approximately

The city has also transferred for­
mer Ordinance Ofllcer Cindy Uglow 
to the role of Neighborhood Ser­
vices Coordinator, at a base salary 
of $46,000. 

But the city also lost two employ­
ees. The latest defections from city 
hall Include Budget Analyst Kelly. 
LaLonde and Planning Examiner 
Gerry MCCullum. 

McCuUum will become the build­
ing Inspector for the City of 
Orchard Lake. 

"He's been great," Klaver said. 

"We're disappointed that he'll be 
leaving but he's ready to move up." 

Klaver • said wi th Don Saven 
clearly entrenched as building offi­
cial that it would have been tough 
for McCuUum to move up ta Novi. 

LaLonde will return to Brighton, 
where she left a little over a year 
ago to come to Novi. 

'There was a new position that 
recently opened up," itlaver said. 

LaLonde wiil become the deputy 
treasurer/staff accountant for the 
city of Brighton. 

"This Is a great opportunity for 
me," LaLonde said, who did 
ackilowledge that the city of Novi 
had made an attempt to keep her. 

"They expressed their wishes 
that i stay," Lalxinde said. "Novi is 
really booming, but they filled all 
the positions lhat fit for me. This is 

the best thing for my career." 
The City of Novi has also hired a 

recruiter to look to fill two vacan­
cies at the city halL The Par Group • 
and specifically. President Paul A. 
Reaume, wi l l be hired In at 
$25,000 plus reimbursable 
expenses at $7,500 to search for a 
new Department of Public Works 
supervisor and a new planning offi­
cial. 

Reaume has recruited personnel 
for a number of cities including

recruiting the solid wasle director 
for Oakland County and city man­
agers for Sterling Heights and Troy. 

"1 have known M L Reaume since 
1984 when he was in Dayton," Hel­
wig said. "He's one of the best." 

Helwig formerly worked with the 

Dayton city government. 
Helwig said that with the need 

for a new planning director and a 
DPW director that the city needed 
to get a recruiter like Reaume to 
attract the most qualified individu­
als for the positions.

I "To the parent of a seventh grad­

er, an eighth grader, a ninth grad-
' er, am 1 willing to say to those par­

ents that their kids don't mailer, 
I they should just wait a little longer, 
- give us lime to fLx the system?" 

asked Anita Nelan, Senior Strategic 
'Advisor for the Kids First! Yes! 
' campaign. That's the organization 

that sponsored the petition drive lo 
• place the amendInent to the state 
• constitution on the ballot in the 
' November election creating vouch­

ers, known Opportunity Scholar­
ships. 

"No, I'm not willing to say that to 
any parent In this state. We need lo 
give those parents some help. Tliey 
deserve to be able to do what's best 
for their kids," Nelan concluded. 

But Brian Whiston, a spokesman 
for Al l Kids First, the organization 
which is opposing passage of the 
amendment, says 11 won't address 
the problem, / 

"We've got a problen/, and we've 
got a proposal that dodsn'l address 
that problem. And we've got 
research that clearly shows it does­
n't Improve the educational experi­
ence," Whiston said. "So what is 

this really about? If this passes, 1 
hope we get together again In about 
10 years. What we would And Is 
that of the 200,000 students whose 
parents choose to send them to pri­
vate schools, about 75 to 80 per­
cent would get their tuitions cov­
ered. So what we are really trying 
to do with this proposal is send 
money to parents who have made a 
choice lo send their kids lo private 
religious schools. What this pro­
posal Is really about is giving them 
money lo help Ihem pay for their 
tuition." . 
• Whiston and Nelan addressed a 

gathering of editors and reporters 
of the HomeTown Communications 
Network recenlly for a pro-con dis­
cussion of the proposal, which will 
appear on the ballot statewide In 
the Nov. 7 general election, 

Placed on the ballot by signature 
petition, the amendment if 
approved by voters would create a 
voucher program in school districts 
where tliere is a graduation rale 
under two-thirds during the 1998-
99 school year. Districts that drop 
below that rate In later years would 
not be Included, although the pro­
posal does allow residents of any 
school district, falling or not, to 
petition for the creation of a vouch­
er program. 

The vouchers would allow stu­
dents In those districts to take 
$3,150 In public money to apply to 
tuition at any public or private 
school. 

Any school accepting the "Oppor 
tunlty Scholarships" would be 
required to have its teachers tested 
for competency. Public, charter 
and private schools would all be 
required to conduct teacher test­
ing, 

The amendment would -provide 
guarantees that funding to public 
schools not drop In future years 
from the levels allocated In the year 
2000, 

It also strikes language from the 
Michigan Constitution that pro­
hibits tuition tax credits. The legis­
lature would be able to implement 
such a credit. 

Nelan, a Democrat who is the 
former vice president of the 
Women's Political Caucus, an offi­
cial of the NAACP and a long lime 
reformer of public schools, spoke 
on behalf of voucher proponents. 

She told- of how she became 
Involved in school reform. She has 
no children of her own, but her 
goddaughter lived wi th her for 
three years and attended Detroit 
public schools. 

She became dissatlslled with the 
district when a teacher told her 
that the child "already knows all 
that 1 have to teach her, so If she 
would just spend the rest of this; 
year learning to stay In her seat, we 
would all be ahead of the game." 
Nelan said she was eveIitually able . 
to more her youngster Into a pri­
vate school. 

"1 was able to save my child," she 

said, "I met lots of parents Just like 
me who didn't want their kids to be 
In a private school, they surely did­
n't want their kids to be In a Quak­
er school, but they wanted to save 
their children. They wanted their 
children to get the kind of educa­
tion that would enable them to be 
productive, contributing members 
of our society. That was Important 
to them." 

Nelan said she supports the state 
take-over of the Detroit system, but 
officials there project It will take 
seven to 10 years to turn the upper 
elementary grades around, 

"This is not frills and floss. This 
Is not for r ich people. This program 
is designed for those people who 
truly have no alternative," she said. 

Whiston, speaking on behalf of 
A l l Kids First — a coalition of 
groups opposed to the voucher pro­
posal — comes from an education­
al background. He is the legislative 
affairs director at Oakland Schools 
and president of the Waterford 
schools board of education. He is 
also a Catholic on the board of his 
local church , St. Perpetua i n 
Waterford. He opposes the voucher 
plan despite Us popularity with 
local Catholics. 

"When you adopt a proposal, you 
ought to look at the research. What 
does the research tell about vouch­
ers when they have been used In 
other states?" Whiston asked. 
"Well, it tells you that parents are 
generally more pleased when they 

have vouchers, but It does not 
show any test score or student 
achievement Improvement. There 
is no research that shows there Is 
less drop out." 

If districts are targeted due for 
having high dropout rates, Whiston 
contended, the amendment will not 
address the problem. 

The main indicators of youngster 
who are likely to drop oul, Whiston 
said, are reading behind grade 
level, being held back a year or 
more, lower socioeconomic status, 
and poor attendance. 

"How does giving them a piece of 
paper to allow them to go to anoth­
er school Impact the reasons for, 
dropping out? I think this is a solu­
tion that doesn't address what ills 
public education. I'm not here to 
defend the status quo. I'jn here to 
tell you that public education Is 
good and getting better. And we 
Iieed lo keep going." 

Whiston argues that the cost to 
the state will be about $600 mil ­
lion, $3,000 for each of the 
200,000 he estimates are already 
attending private schools. 

"1 assure you the legislature Is 
not going lo Increase taxes, so we 
are going lo have lo cu l funding for 
our neighborhood schools," he 
said, "which may not lose any kids 
under vouchers, which means 
higher class sizes and cuts lo pro­
grams. So how have we helped 
them by putting them In a situa­
tion where all the research shows i l 

hurts their educational experi­
ence." 

Nelan countered lhat the cost to 
the slate will be much less, only 
$60 million. A n d she. said she 
believes the state budget surplus 
can cover those costs. 

The two groups strongly differ 
over which school districts would 
be included. 

Whiston estimates about l 2 to 
l 5 school districts will be under 
the two-thirds threshold. A n d 
when the numbers are finalized 
later this year, he said he's not sure 
Detroit will be in that count. 

"From Ihe two years that we have 
data, there about 37 districts on 
both lists," Nelan countered, 
"There about 15 districts that have 
been below two-thirds for both of 
those years. We are fairly certain 
those districts wi l l be touched. 
There are some districts lhat are 
on the bubble. We will know proba­
bly In September as to who Is on 
the list. And let me assure you that 
Detroit will be on the list." 

Nelan accused Detroit ofllcials of. 
"fudging" graduation numbers. In 
fact. Kids First! Yes! has Hied a 
Freedom of Information Act 
requestlon with the Detroit district 
to get the data to dispute Its most 
recent graduation rale estimate. 
She said Ihe rale i n Detroit is real­
ly 50 or 54 percent, not the 83 per­
cent reported by the district. She 
said many districts have begun to 
manipulate their, data.

The Novl City Council was pre­
sented In a Tuesday special meet­
ing with an Initial SI7.7 nillllon 
road bond proposal that would 
Include over .S.'iO million in dollars 
leveraged from llie stale and eoun-
ly-

The liroposal Is a sealed down 
version of the S28.5 nillllon bond 
Issue il iat was defeated last year by 
.'572 votes. Mayor Richard Clark 
called tlIo road bond Issue "crucial" 
to the Improvement of the clly and 

praised the clly administration for 
the new proposal. 

"I think this Is a giganlic step for­
ward from where we were a year 
ago," Clark said. "I particularly 
liked the emphasis on the neigh­
borhood. ICs something that has 
been a major concern of mine." 

Clark said that the city Is also 
doubling Its emphasis on neighbor­
hood street resurfacing. The first 
draft proposal would provide 
S950.000 per year over a five-year 
span for neighborhood street 
resurfacing totaling an estimated 

$4.7 million. 
"TlIe substantial decrease in the 

total bond amount Is a step in the 
right direction," Clark said, "This is 
more realistic and do-able." 

There was also a policy resolu­
tion that promised the city resi­
dents that the council would not 
ask for any more road iinprove-
ment money In the next five years. 

"If you as a community will sup­
port this," Clark asked the audi­
ence In the Novl Civic CeIItcr audi­
torium, "we will do this In the next 
five years and we will nol come 

back to you, under any circum­
stances m Ihe next five years and 
say we want to put another road 
bond proposal before you," 

The mayor also said thai by 
spreading the, work out over a five 
year period, that 11 would only cost 
the local tax payer 0.5 mills. For 
the owner of a $200,000 home, 
that would be $50 per yean 

The proposal would also address 
some four of the ten most danger^ 
ous Intersections In the city. There 
would be an estimated $25,000 for 
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jContinucd from I 
fiic marshal, said he would like lo 
lei the residents decide on a a bal­
lot proposal for a full-time fire 
deparlment. Tiie petition drive 
could place liie issue before voters 
in NoveiIiiier. 

Gilbert Van Sickle, who has been 
a paid-on-eall nrcflgliter since

; Pald-oii-call fh-eflghlcrs, who 
come from all walks of life, fill in 
(he nighltlmc lIuuis when the ike 
protection oineers arc off-duty. 
TIIey must meet stringent state 

training requirements. 
The union petition caiis for a 24-

hour Advanced Life Support Emer­
gency Mcdicai Services. The fire­
fighters already have over 1.400 
signatures and need 1,575 lo gel 
on the ballot. Union officials expect 
lo have the signatures lii enough 
lime lo pul the proposal on the 
November ballot. 

"Wc want lo let the voters 
decide," Evans said. "We'll leave it 
up to Ihem and abide by Iheir deci­
sion."

Novi Fire Chief Arthur Lenaghan 
said that the petlllon drive lo get 
the "around the clock" fire service 
Is an union inltiallve, bu l clearly 
needed. 

Lenaghan said that Ihei-e would 
be definite improvements wilh the 

24-hour staffing. 
According to Lenaghan, the 

number of on-call staff has fallen 
by nearly twenty. 

Lenaghan said l l Is tough to keep 
the pald-on-call slaff available and 
even If the department does go full-
time, i l will take some time to 
become a completely operational 
full-time staff 

"Once we gel them trained, they 
are off for full-time jobs in olher 
communities," Lenaglian said. 

In January 1999, there were 72 
pald-on-call firefighters. As of the 
first of this year, that number had 
decreased to 63. Currently, Ihcre 
are only 54. But without sleeping 
facilities al the Fire Station Num­
ber One, there will be a need for 
new coiislruclion a l the slallon. 

Both Evans and Lenaghan 
agreed that the on-call firefighter 
isn't any less qualified than the 
full-time fire protection officer, it's 
jusl that Ihey may have lo come 
from far ends of the city lo get to 
the station, don their gear and get 
to the scene. 

According to the report Issued by 
the firefighters union, the response 
time jumps from 4,55 minutes for 
the full-timer, who is in from 6 a.m. 
to 6 p.m., to nine minutes when 
the volunteers are on-call after 6 
p,m. 

"Saying that the response lime 
jumps from five minutes to nine or 
ten is Just not true," Pelz said. 

"There are pald-on-call slaff at 
Station One all nlghl that can 
respond Immediately." 

Evans said he also worries aboul 
a rapidly growing city, like Novl, 
which he said lias no advanced life 
support readily available to ils citi­
zens. 

But some of the pald-on-call fire­
fighters say the clly is no Jeopardy. 

"Troy, Rochester Hills, Farming-
ton, they all are staffed by paid on-
call," Schultz said. "There is no 
reason why that can't continue 
here." 

According lo Evans, the ambu­
lance .service that currently ser­
vices Novl could leave a void if 
there are a number of calls In the 

surrounding communities, 
C E M S arrives on the scene of an 

emergency wl lh in six minutes only 
44 percent of the time and wlthhI 
eight minutes only 70 percent of 
the time, according to the report 
Issued by the union. Long response 
times means a delay in dellveiy of 
ALS care, reducing the sun'ivabili-
ly of a CPR patient, according to 
the report. Bra in death occurs after 
six minutes in a CPR patient. 

According lo Ihe fire union's 
report, tlie clly would be able to 
provide ALS services 40 percent 
faster than the private company is 
currently providing, 

C E M S Director of Marke t ing 
Donna Pardonnet said that C E M S 
is willing to work with the city i n 
any capacily Ihey may wish under­
take. Pardonnet also said she. felt 
tlie clly was well served under the 
care of C E M S .

Call It an unfortunate par th ig of ways. 
That's about the only way we c a n describe 
the end of a successful l 2-year relationship 
with the Mus ic & Motor Fest (formerly 
known as the Michigan 50s Festival). For 
the first time since the festival debuted In 
1988 at the Novi Town Center, the JVoDi 
News will not be among the major sponsors 
of the yearly event. 
Why, you ask? 

Well the short answer to that question 
would be economics - We didn't feel It In our 
best Interests [o pay $5 ,000 In cash - along 
with providing free advertising and the fes­
tival program. A s a matter of fact, through­

out our 12-year relationship with (he festival ou r sponsorship has 
been significant both i n cash and trade, as well as free advertising 
and wide-spread distribution of the fesUval guide. 

There is really no h a r m intended with our decision to withdraw 
our sponsorship. We simply refused the offer set by festival coordi­
nator Jane Thomas, a n d she s imply refused our counter-offer. The 
committee then opted to bring "The Metro Times" aboard to become 
the festival's offlclal media sponsor. 

At that point there was no damage done. We appreciated the fact 
that Jane and the festival committee- took the t ime to l is ten to our 
offer, and we didn't get upset when they opted to give the sponsor­
sh ip to T h e Metro Times." Hey, that's business. No ha rm, no foul. 
We had no problem wi th the decision the festival committee had 
made. 

We even decided to purchase space at the festival (something we 
have always done) so we could continue to have a presence. We paid 
our $300, received a letter confirming our space, a n d began prepar­
ing to put together our festival program, a program that would pro­
vide additional exposure within Novi and further promote the festi­
val . 

That 's when things went south i n a hurry. 
At this Juncture I need to remind you, faithful reader, that pub­

l i sh ing a newspaper Is a business enterprise, a n d i n ou r business 
the sale of advertising space is our life's blood. W i t h that in mind. It 
only stands to reason that the Novi News, operating as a business 
In a free and open market, would continue to pub l i sh its' annual fes­
tival guide regardless as to whether we Were an offlclal sponsor 

Unfortunately (there's that word again) Jane Thomas and the 
M u s i c & Motor Fest committee don't see It that way. Once word got 
out that the Novi News was publishing a festival guide (albeit not the 
"Official" festival guide), Jane Thomas Informed us that we'd be 
refunded our $300 and would not be allowed to set up a booth dur­
ing the festival. 

To add insul t to Injury, we were told that the festival committee 
was considering a lawsuit that would claim the Novi News h a d vio-i 
lated copyright laws by us l i ig the name of the festival In the pub-i 
llshed guide. | 

Baffled? You bet we were. ! 
As the newspaper of record we have a right, If not a responsibill--

ty, to publish news and Information happening In our community.' 
Novi's annual festival definitely falls under the category of news, 
which would beg the question; how does the local newspaper provide 
Us readers wi t l i Information about the festival without us ing the 
name of the festival? ' 

Wisely, the festival committee backed away from the lawsuit, but 
there was still the question of our participation In the festival. O u r 
top managers met with Jane, our attorney met with the attorney 
representing the festival, proposals and counterproposals flew back 
and forth, and as of 5 p.m., Tuesday we weren't entirely sure as to 
whether we'd be taking part In the festival - which, by the way; 
takes place next week. • 

As it turns out, by Wediiesday morning we were given the green 
light by the festival commitlee, assur ing our spot In the festival, but 
the entire experience has left u s a bit unsettled. 

Which brings mc to the reason I'm talking to you about this unfor­
tunate turn of events. You see, rumors have been running rampant 
that the JVoi;i News Is trying to take advantage of the festival, that 
we're being unreasonable. That couldn't be further from the t ruth: 
We did nothing WTong here. We simply chose to refuse the sponsor, 
ship offer - nothing more, nothing less. We have continued to hype 
the festival i n ou r newspaper and our promotional coverage of the 
event Is exactly the same as It has been in years past. 

In truth, this newspaper has always supported, and wil l continue 
to support, the Mus ic & Motor Fest. Jane Thomas and the festival 
committee have given money to our community to fund a variety of 
needs. The festival Is good for Novi and we would be sh i rk ing ouf 
civic responsibility to do anything to endanger that good. 

By the same token, we have also given a tremendous amount to 
this community, and as a viable business In Novi, have the right to 
profit fairly. That , iny friends. Is how tlie free enterprise system 
works. 

I'm certainly relieved that cooler heads prevailed In this Instance, 
and I'm hopeful that we can put this misunderstanding behind us 
and resume the positive relationship we have enjoyed the past 12 
years. 

Anything less would truly be unfortunate.

A recent survey indicated more than 
three-fourths of Oak land Coun ty res idents 
s a i d they visi ted at least one last yean 

In m y mind , however, the biggest se l l ing 
po in t has to do wi th Improving the qua l i t y 
o f life i n Mich igan and , consequently, o u r 
ab i l i ty to attract the highly ski l led Workers 
we need to keep our economy growing. 

Bus iness leaders — not to ment ion any­
body who's t r ied to hi re anybody w h o c a n 
do m u c h more than draw breath — a l l 

agree: The biggest barr ier to economic 
progress In M i c h i g a n is the lack of sk i l l ed 
workers, especially those With h igh tech 
training. Espec ia l ly for h igh ly educated 
young people, the t radi t ional knock o n 
Mich igan has been that it's a cu l tu ra l 
wasteland wi th Job opportunit ies l imited to 
bolting fenders o n cars. 

Lack of sk i l l ed workers Is such a b ig 
p rob lem that the M i c h i g a n E c o n o m i c 
Development C o r p o r a t i o n , the state 's 
nat ional ly ranked economic development 
outfit, recently decided to devote its entire 
$5 m i l l i o n advert is ing budget to promot ing 
Job a n d cu l tu ra l opportunit ies i n Mich igan . 
The campaign Is r u n n i n g i n upper Midwest 
media markets s u c h as Chicago, C i n c i n ­
nati a n d Indianapolis. F i r s t results are 
roughly triple expectations. 

Anybody who's tried to recruit workers 
from out of town knows h o w Impressed — 
astonished, even — they are at the cu l tur ­
al resources i n southeastern Mich igan . 
F ind ing ways to preserve them and to 
Increase their educat ional out reach to c h i l -
d i en is a key part of he lp ing our economy 
grow a n d prosper. 

The O a k l a n d and Wayne Coun ty Boards 
of C o m m i s s i o n e r s s h o u l d give thei r 
approval to pu t this proposal on the ballot. 
If they do, I wouldn ' t be su rp r i sed that area 
voters give it a careful a n d fair-minded 
look.

Most "Muggies" and "Dursleys" 
scoff at the success of lIarry 
Potter; the magical boy of wonder 
who has captured the hearts of 
children and adults alike. 

For those not under the 
charms of Potter and the seem­
ingly secret language of his 
matriarch, J.K. Rowlings, a mug-
gle is a person without magic and 
the Dursleys try to keep Harry 
and his magic in the dark. 

With a movie already in the 
works and reai life Harry Potters 
springing up all over town, 
Northviile has fallen under the 
spell of this magical orphan. With 
the release of the fourth 
book.Harry Poller and Itie Goblet 
of fire, local bookstores were 
swamped with Harry lookalikes at 
midnight July 7 when the books 
were released. 

The inclination is to lump Potter 
into books which came before it. 
Critics have likened him to a con­
temporary Huck Finn and his sit̂  
uation to a modern Dickens clas­
sic. But most fans of 
the popular 
children's 
series say it is 
like everything 
and nothing 
they have ever 
read. Rowlings 
has taken the 
best of the clas­
sics and woven 
them into her own 
tapestry of magic 
and adolescence. 

"They are well 
written, fun and 
engaging," said 
assistant director of 
the Northviile 
District Library, Aim 
Mannisto. "I'm not 
sure they're great but 
they aren't like the 
some of the watered down series 
available for boys and girls 
today." 

The series includes Harry Poffer 
and the Sorcerer's Stone, Harry 
Potter and the Chamber of Secrets, 
and Harry Potter and the Prisoner 
of AzkabarL 

The Ilany Potter series follows 
a yotmg boy whose parents were 
violently and suspiciously mur­
dered. 

Harry has been sent to Uve with 
his relatives Aunt Petunia. Uncle 
Vernon and their rotund son, 
Dudley Dursley. 

While in their charge, he is 

forced to sleep in a tiny dark; 
room beneath the stairs of the 
Dursley home. Whiie he is there, 
he learns of his magical powers 
and is sent to the Hogwart's 
School of Witchcraft. Here, he 
meets a range of characters from 
the malevolent to the benign. 

"It is jusi great storytelling. The 
characters are vivid and the plot 
carries a fantasy element that 
most adults and children can 
enjoy," Mannisto said. 

She should know. Kids and 
adults packed into the district 
library conference room to hold 
an Intergenerational summit of 
sorts. Together, they ate Tragic 
toffees, cockroach clusters, 
chocolateless frogs and blood fla­
vored lollipops. These, of course, 
are delicacies to those familar 
with the Potter realm and imagi­
nary names for cupcakes and 
candies. But it is this liberation 
of imagination which had the 
room talking through the bound­

aries of age. One boy 
in the group pic­
tured mean cousin 
Dudley as a "fat ele­
phant with blue 
eyes." and was 
delighted to see 
some adults smil­
ing and nodding 
with the same 
idea. 

"These books 
are even more 
thrilling the 
second time 
around," said 
63-year-old 
Jean Bemlsh. 
"The charac-. 
terization is 
Just so real 
even though 

it is fantasy and imag­
ination; it Is believable." 

Harry Potter has received its 
share of criticism, however, 
because of some of the acts, of vio­
lence and witchcraft depicted in 
it. But parent Catherine Rabahy 
said her son Paul isn't fooled by 
the fantasy in the novels. She 
said she tlilnks he understands it 
is oIily a book and isn't real. 

UvoIiia resident Amber Moyles. 
II, agreed. 

•;j.K. Rowlings did a good job 
and made it so that It wasn't 
all violent," Moyles said, 
'People die in It but people die 
in real life. It makes it more 
interesting to read."

But Harry Potter has; broken 
down more boundaries than just 
age. He has also skewed the gen­
der lines. Boys and girls are 
enjoying these books and with 
good reason, said young adult 
librarian Shari Fesko. Most of 
the children in the discussion 
said the idea that boys and girls 
are shown having siInilar adven­
tures in the books is one of the 
reasons they enjoy reading 
them. 

"It's like in Star Wars, it's just 
too scary for girls and in girly 
movies, boys don't like them 
because they are boring," said 9-
year-old Joline Smith. "But these 
books have ,a mix of both. There is 
a love story but there's also lots of 
action." 

Smith brought her mother, also 
named Joline Smith, 40, to the 
discussion. Her mother said once 
she started reading the books to 
her daughter, she couldn't put 
them down. In addition to liking 
the series, she added, it is a great 
way for the family to enjoy an 
activity togethen 

"Yeah, my mom and dad fight 
over who gets to read it to me at 
night," the younger Joline Smith 
said. 

MaImisto said for whatever rea­
son, she Is just glad children are 
reading. 

"It's a thrill to see a kid rush for 
the copy of a book and kiss it 
when they get it," she said. That 
is Just something to see."

The map sold emrcmeiy well- unlii 
it was lost .several years after it finit 
appeared in print incredibly, the printer 
cntni.stcd with the original drawing and 
printing plalcs. declared banltniplcy. 
dicn carelessiy hauled Higbee's 30 
ycari, of work (o a landnil. 

The few remaining dog-eared copies 
became a prized flshemian's pos.se.s-
sien. Prefcsser ifigbee was offered 
$400 for one of his last maps. And stale 
agencies were foreed lo Iceep their cop­
ies under lock and key. 

Experts told Profe,s.sor Jligbcc that 
reprints were impossible, because die 
maps were printed in non-photographic 
biue. 
Then, in 1991. at Ihe age er9l, Howard 
Higbee's dream came tnie. Computers 
made il possible lo reprint the map.

With an absoiutely stacked lineup — not to mention 
one of the state's best pitchers — the Wlldcals carried 
the K V C . then reached the Division I slate quarterfi­
nals in coach Rick Green's first season. 

Seemingly. Novi's entire lineup could hit. And some 
of them could really hit. Brendan Hadley and J o n 
Cervi did it well enough to end up in the state record 
books. With that offense, when senior A.J . Rowe was 
on the mound the Wildcats were darn-near unbeat­
able. Rowe won 10 games, lost none and had an E R A 
of less than half a run per game. 

But It's not like the other teams Just rolled over for 
Novi. Because they had some talent, as well. South 
Lyon had a number of players who put up big num­
bers. Lions Junior Tony Kern, in particular, was In the 
same class as the Novl players. Meanwhile, both 
Huron Valley schools continued to make strides as 
coaches Jason Melynchek and Aaron Strand bui ld 
their programs at Milford and Lakeland, respectively. 
Seniors like Wes Howland helped set the standard at. 
Lakeland, while sophomore J o r d a n Del l lng led a 
underclass pitching contingent that could yield big 
returns for the Redskins the next two seasons. 

Northviiie made its way through a schedule which 
saw one-run games left and right. Fortunately for 
them, pitchers Matt Hare and Tommy Hughes rel­
ished their roles in those close games as the Mus­
tangs fared well In Western Lakes competition this 
season. 

The following is a list of players who are not just 
worthy of all-area recognition, but recognition from 
the entire state. Several of the following did receive 
honors from the state.

Novl Senior 
To say his .492 average was subpar this season 

would be ludicrous. But consider he finished with a

He moved up to the leadoff spot, and was the cata­
lyst for a Novl offense which scored 325 runs in 35 
games. Cervl led the team in at bats (130), runs (56), 
hits (64) and total bases (98). He also ranked among 
the team leaders with seven homers (3rd on team), 33 
RBI (3rd}, nine doubles (2nd) and 10 stolen bases 
(2nd). 

The .504 career average is the fourth best In state 
history, according to Ihe Michigan High School Base­
ball Coaches Association. He was. a Division 1 second-
team all-state selection this past spring.

Northvll le Senior ' 
Although his batting average slipped from a year 

ago, Edick's powei", defense and leadership did not. 
The senior was a three-year starter who cracked eight 
homers and drove In 2 l runs this year. He .was 
named to the all-Western Lakes Activllles Association 
first team. Althoiigh he was a force at Ihe plate, fedlck 
was best known for his arm behind the plate. 

"Defensively, he was worth two runs a game," his 
coach Mickey Newman said. "Nobody ran on h im. 
And that's something you don't often see In high 
school." 

M i t c h Maler 
Novl Senior 
The best athlete on the Novi roster, Maler's tremen-

dous a rm strength and eye at the plate made him 
Invaluable at catcher. 

Maler was second on the team lIi a l bats (117), 
runs (50) and home runs (8) and led the team with 
three triples. He hit .375 and drove in 32 runs from 
the two-spot. 

Maybe the most revealing statistic was that Novl 
had 62 stolen bases this season. Their opponents had 
just eight. Maler has received a scholarship to play 
baseball at the University of Toledo next season. 

Brendan Hadley—Co-RomeTown P laye r of the 
Year 

Novi Senior ; j 
It's k ind of unfair to compare Hadley's numbfers to 

other players because of the way opposing pitchers 
pitched around him all year long. But then again It's 
unfair to compare other players to Hadley, who 
rewrote school and slate record books this past sea­
son. , 

The senior hit an incredible .546, upping his three-
year career mark lo .540. Thai average shattered the 
previous state record of .527 set by former Brighton 
standout Drew Benson (1995-98). He also led his 
team w l l l i 12 homers, 28 walks, a .715 on-base per­
centage and a slugging percentage of .990. His 41 RBI 
was second on Ihe team and his 46 runs scored were 
third. 

He was a first-team all-state, selection for the sec­
ond time (1998), earning Dream-Team honors this 
spring. A n obvious all-Kenslnglon Valley Conference 
selection, Hadley finished his career with 30 home 
runs and 75 walks.

; Medical experts believe that some 50 per-
Icent of lifelong sun damage is done before the 
;age of 18. Parents should gel children into the 
; habit of protecting their skin early on. 
I "Long-term sun exposure not only increases 
ithe risk of skin cancer but also leads to photo 
Idamage - wrinkles and sun sports ," Wang 
Isald. "If you get your children into the right 
i h a b l t s early. I t ' l l be better t han t r y i n g lo 
;impress your 16-year-old lhat they should be 
Iwearlng sunsci:een." 
' Wang said skin cancer Is the most common 
iform of cancer. There are three major types of 
Jskin caIIcer: basal cell, ^ u a m o u s cell carclno-
ivaa and melanoma. "The vast majority of skin 
I cancers arc basal and squamous cell . These 
iare known as non-melanoma sk in cancers," 
•he said. 
^ A lesion that won't heal, bleeds easily and Is 
J traumatized easily, Wang said, characterizes 
i b a s a l and s q u a m o u s cel l c a r c i n o m a s . 
I Melanoma, on the other hand, Is the least 
1 common (only about 4 percent of sk in cancer 
-diagnoses) but potentially Is the most lethal. 
I "Approximately 80 percent of the deaths 

c a u s e d by s k i n cancer are c a u s e d by 
melanoma," he said. Melanoma is formed from 
the pigment cells of the skin . "Very typically 
they start as a mole," Wang said. .Sometimes a 
mole of many years changes i n size, shape, 
color or elevation, or starts to, bleed. 

To help people remember the danger signs, 
the American Academy of Dermatology has 
created the A, B , C, D's of Melanoma: 

A is the asymmetry. 
"You should be able to draw a line through 

the middle of a mole or lesion and have it look 
Ihe same on both halves," he explains. 

B is for border. 
"You should have a nice, clean regular bor­

der around your mole." Both A and B are good 
characteristics to have. 

C is for color. 
"Change In color is a major indicator of a 

potential problem." 
D is for d iaaeter . 
"You're looking for things more than about 

six millimeters in diameler, about the size of'a 
pencil eraser," he notes. If you locate a mole or 
lesion wllh characteristics noted In C and D, 
you should have l l looked a l by a physician. 

Although physicians check for moles and 
other skin Irregularities during routine exams. 
Individuals should be aware of their own skin. 
"No one knows your skin better than you," 
Wang said. 

Along with self-exams, he recommends Indi­
viduals use broad-spectrum sunscreens with 
a protection factor of 15 or higher and that 
say UVA and UVB block on the label. UVA and 
U V B are types of solar radiation that are the 
predominant causes of s u n b u r n arid s k i n 
damage. The UVA and UVB radiation is at the 

greatest IntensUy between 10 a.m.-4 p.m, 
"Some sunscreens need to be absorbed Into 

the skin's outer layer so after application, peo­
ple should wall about l 5 minutes before gciing 
out," he.said. It Is also important that, sun­
screens are reapplied periodically - after com­
ing oiIt of thewater or when sweating profuse­
ly. "Once Just isn't enough," Wang said. 
. To -a;certain degree, s k i n cancer Is pre­
ventable. EnvlronmentaL and genetic factors 
also play roles. People with fair skin, eyes arid 
hair - the blue-eyed blondes and redheads -
are particularly prone to burn easily. 

"Because of their genetics, they are more 
susceptible to s k i n cancer than people with 
more natural pigment," Wang said. 

The environmental factors can be dealt with 
by using sunscreens, limiting exposure and 
wearing protective clothing such as hats and 
T-shirts.

N a , but disaster stmck in the form of a deluge. 
The band couldn't perform, for feanthe m i x o f 
rainwater and their electrical instruments w o u l d 
turn their music into shock rock. 

Wi th a financial loss of $17,000, the Whole idea 
almost washed away into the city's s tonnwater 
drains wi th the rain. 

But the next decade saw the money r o l l i n g i n 
and distributed by the festival throughout the city. 
A l l proceeds the festival receives w i l l go to the 
coihmunity in the fo rm of finishing the $125,000 
bandshell at M a i n Street and in dohations to vari­
ous c iv i c clubs like N o v i Newcomers and N e i g h ­
bors, the L i o n s and the Motorsports M u s e u m .

Bom in 1947 in Manchester, 
England, Noone had already 
made a name for himself as a 
child actor by the lime he was 
twelve years old. 

.Several years later, Noone 
joined on as a lead singer in ihe 
band. The Heartbeats (who later 
became Herman's Hermits.) 

You could say Noone was at 
the right place at the right lime, 

after the lead singer of the 
band failed to show. The group 
then asked if someone from the 
audience would like to take his 
place and Noone volunteered. 
They liked him so much they 
asked him to slay. 

Noone then became "Herman," 
named after a character in "The 
BuIIwinkle Show" cartoon and 
thus became Herman's Hermits. 

In 1964, the band exploded 
into the music scene with the

The rock group America's beginnings are not even on this con­

tinent. ' 
The band, formed by Dewey Bunnell, Dan Peek and Gerry 

Beckiey inet while attending high school in the late l960's in the 
United Kingdom (U.K.). The three were sons of U.S. A i r Force 
service men stationed in ihe U . K . 

They were influenced by American rock groups touring 
Europe at that time. With influences like the Rolling Stoiies, Led 
Zeppelin, aiid the Jinii Hendrix Experience, the group, went on to 
form a band called Daze in London in 1970. 

The group changed their name to America in the fall of 1970, 
after noting ihe success of so many American bands in Europe. 

The group captured a Grammy in 1973 for Best New Band of 
1972. But the band's success really started with their debut single 
"Horse with N o Name." 

One of the most asked questions is what does the song, "Horse 
With No Name" mean? 

"I was inspired to do a song about the desert," Beckiey said on 
his website. "It was a place my brother and I explored as kids." 

According to Beckiey, the song is about how the desert can be 
a sanctuary from the stresses of everyday life. 

With the success of "Horse with No Name," the band came 
out with the album "Homecoming" in January of 1973. 

Oddly enough "Ventura Highway," a 1972 release, got the '-
group invited to the inauguration of Minnesota Governor Jesse 
Ventura in 1998. Besides invitation to inaugural balls, the band 
has given a few breaks for up and coining talent. Tonight Show 
host Jay Leno used to do stand-up before the shows back in the 
1970s. 

America has also teamed up with a number of artists including 
Motown star Stevie Wonder. Wonder invited the band to sit in on 
his "Innervations" album. The Beach Boys Cafl Wilson and

Blaine was " 
recently inducted into the Rock and Roll Ha l l of Fame in 
Cleveland, Ohio. 

Andy Williams, Johnny Mathis and Hairy Nilsson are among 
the artists that have done their own versions o f "I Need You," a 
hit for the band in 1972, 

Even Beatles producer Sir George Martin worked with the 
band after the Beatles broke up. "Tin Man," "Another Try" and 
"Lonely People" are among the tracks Martin produced. Former 
Beatles engineer, Geoff Martin, also worked on the tracks. 

On July 18 of this year, Warner-Rhino wi l l release the first 
comprehensive collection of American songs. The 6^ track com­
pact disc boxed set called "Highway: 30 Years of America" w i l l 
feature aii the previously mention songs as well as demos and 
rarities not released before. 

"The baIId is in the process of doing a biography," said Cathy 
Williams, piiblicist for Rhino Records in Los Angeles. "Tliey ' 
have retained a book publicist also." 

The band C D collection is expected to sell for $49.98. For 
more information on the band America, check out their website 
at WWW.yeiUiiraHiglmay.com.

Accord­
ing to the website rickderringer.com, Jie 
went on to join .fohnny Winter in 1969 
forming jSlInny Winter And (the And 
referring to the McCoys. ) Derringer 
moved into writing and producing and 
also created the Derringer Band in 1976. 
In 1983, he went solo again with the 
record "Good Dirty Fun." 

Derringer has appeared on many

albums with artists like Alice Cooper, • 
Steely Dan, Cyndi Lauper, Barbra 
Streisand and Kiss . 

In 1990, he reteamed with Edgar Winter 
and in 1999 he and the White Trash Horns 
appeared at the Moiitreaux Jazz Festival. 
He also wrote and played guitar on the 
"Winter Blues" C D . 

Canadian-born Pat Travers picked up 
the guitar at age 12 and never looked 
back. His heroes were Jimi Hendrix. Eric 
Clapton and Jimmy Page. In 1970, he 
moved to London at age 20 and recorded 
a demo that earned him a recording con­
tract and the record "Pat Travers" in 1976. 
He created the Pat Travers Band, moved 
back to North America and released the ' 
live albuin "Go For What You K n o w " in 
1.979. He became a well-known guitarist 
appearing on ihe cover of Guitar Maga­
zine in 1980 and released several more 
albums and music videos but dropped out 
of the recording industry in the late 80s. 
He reappeared in the United Kingdom" 
with a new album, "School of Hard 
Knocks" in 1990 and has been touring 
again ever .since with a focus on blues gui­
tar. ' 
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the songs "Baby Hold O n " and 'Two . 
Tickets to Paradise." B y 1982, he had two 
more hits with "Maybe I 'm a Fool" and 
"Thinly r i n in Love." 

But before that, he was just a regular 
guy trying to make a buck as a police offi­
cer in Brooklyn, N . Y . , where he went by 
his real name, Edward Mahoney. 

According to an artist biography of 
Moneyat the Web site, 
www.eddiemoney.com, during his free 
time on the force. Money fronted a local 
band In Long Island. He eventually quit 
the force and moved to California where 
he was discovered by a promoter named 
B i l l Graham who signed him to a record 
deal with Columbia Records. 

Money stuck with Graham until his

"Losing B i l l was like losing a father," 

Money said, " l still haven't quite gotten 
over it, but he would want me to rock on."

. nearly cost him the use of one leg before 
spending three years battling the sub­
stance abuse problem. 

He came back in 1986 with his highest 
charting single, "Take Me Home 
Tonight," a single featuring Ronnie Spec-
tor of the Ronnettees that peaked at num­
ber fouL By the end of the decade. Money 
produced five more top 40 hits.

As a boy, Davy Jones dreamed of work­

ing with horses but has btiilt a career 
working witli Monkees instead. 

The 55-year-old ex member of the pre­
fab music group. The Monkees, inay have 
left his Nehru jacket with his sitar and 
tambourine, but still manages to bring 
some old favorites to new generation of 
fans. . 

As a solo act, Jones is set to reprise 
many of the Monkees hits as well as some 
of his own songs at Novi 's Music and 

. Motor Fest July 30. 
Though Jones wasii't always a Monkee, 

he has always been a showman evidenced 
by his resuine. 

"I am not an actor by choice," Jones said 
in a 1995 San Francisco Examiner arti­
cle," I jusl fell into it because of early 
exposure. I still would have been a jock­
ey." 

Jones was a veteran of the Broadway 
stage by the time he wandered into the 
Monkees audition. Jones began his career 
at 11 years old in the B B C Radio Studios 
of ManchesteL-England. He appeared on 
the long running English soap opera Coro­
nation Street as Ena Sharpies' grandson. 
After his stint on the show, Davy began to 
pursue his love of horses and made it to 

•apprentice jockey status. However, his 
stardom was not to be denied and so to 
Loildpn he went at age 16 to play the role 
of the "Artful Dodger" in the musical 
Oliver! He was quite successful in the 
role earning himself a Tony nomination. 

While Jones continued on stage, he was 
signed to a contract with Columbia Pic­
tures/Screen Gems Television. It was here 
his agents suggested he .try out for a new 
television series called The Monkees. The 
preinise was four young men who have a 
band, live on the beach, and hijinks 
ensues. 

Producers of the show were looking for 
four boys who reflected the changing 
youth of the mid-sixties. 

What they got was M i k e Nesmith, a folk 
singer from Texas; Micky Dolenz, fonner 

- child star of Circus Boy; Peter Tork, a folk 
musician from the village; and Jones, a 
Broadway-bound jockey from England. 

"I've never had to have ainbition 
because things always caine so easy to • 
me," he told the Examiner. 

Jones quickly became a teen heartthrob 
as they all became a real band. From 1966-
1968 the boys romped through their T V 
show, practiced at concerts and fought to 
do the real work o f a band for their 
albums. -

Finally with their third albuni, "Head­
quarters," the record executives listened 
and allowed the real Monkees to be heard. 

But the magic wouldn't last forever. 
After 9 albums, 58 television episodes, a 
fealureTength film and a string of concert 
lours, the Monkees was canceled and Tork 
called it quits. 

Jones and the rest ofthe Monkees perse­
vered making one more albuin, "Instant 
Replay." In 1969, Nesinith followed Tork 
leaving Jones and Dolenz to continue on. 
They made one more Album, "Changes," 
in 1970. 

And then,' there was only Jones: 
"They basically used us and cut us loose 

when the show was over," he said in the 
interview for the Ejcaminer, "No agents, 
no referrals, no nothing." ... 

He said the post-Monkee period was 
one of tile most difficult times o f his life. 
Though he saw the birth of four children 
during this time, he also saw the break-up 
of two marriages. However, not one to rest 
on his laiirels, he eventually went back to 
his roots on Broadway starring in several 
musicals including Godspell, The Point 
and Grease! as Vince Fontaine. 

During this time, Jones and the other 
Monkees came back together for a reunion 
once in 1986 and again in 1996. , 

Over the years, Jones has also turned to 
writing; first with his autobiography. They 
Made a Monkee out of Me which chroni­
cles die rise and fall of the Monkees and 
with his soon to be released Davy Jones: 
Daydream Believin' which brings fans to 
his current status. • 

H n d I H o n l t e e b u s i n e s s . . . 
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soiIg "I ' in Into Something Good," which 
stayed at number one for iwo weeks on 
the British charts. Their big breakthrough 
in Ihe U.S. came with their hit "Mrs.

psychedelic movement of the 1970's 
emerging, Ihcy eiijoyed little success. 

In 1971, Noone'went solo, although 
there Wiis a brief reformation in 1973 to 
top the bill at the 'British Invasion"' nos-
lalgi:i concert al Madison Square Gardens 
iqNew York. 

Today, Noonc is siill living it up. tour-
.ing solo in the United Stales, Canada, and 
Greal Britain. 

His latest release, "On The Road," is a 
compilation o f greatest hits recorded live 
around Ihe world. It includes new materi­
al and a guest vocal appearance from his 
daughter Natalie. 

• Actor Jack Nicholson wrote the Mon­
kees first and only movie "Head" in 1968. 

• In 1984, Monkee Michael Nesmith 
produced the cult film "Repo M a n " star­
ring Emil io Estevez.

Novi Mayor Joseph Crupi proposed a three-mill request for 
roati improvement on an April 6 ballot. Paving improvements 
proposed were a few miles arounti Walled Lake, a few miles 
around the fast growing subdivisions in the south end of the 
city and two or three miles around Novi High School. (Voters 
defeated the proposal in April.) 

A home from Meadowbrook Glen subdivision at Ten Mile 
and Meadowbrook Roads was featured in the Parade of 
Homes event. The selling price: $32,950. 

F e b r u a r y 
Contract negotiations allowed the hiring of two new teach­

ers to replace teachers leaving the Novi School District. The 
teachers were hired in at annual salaries of $4,225 and $4,025. 

Williams Research Corporation of Walled Lake began test­
ing, manufacturing, and selling flying belts that aim to lift 
people off the grouild with a fanjet engine. 

"We're not projecting too far ahead what it might be used 
• for. But we're hopeful," said Sam B. Williams, company pres­
ident. "Maybe we can even sell a couple to newspapers. A 
reporter and photographer could cover the big stories in 
style." (No Novi News reporters ever used Ihe equipment, but 
we'd he willing lo give it a try.) 

M a r c h 
Nearly 750 people from Novi and surrounding communities 

squeezed into the Novi High School gym to protest a econom­
ically and racially integrated new community proposed for 
562 acres on Taft Road between Nine and Ten Mile Roads. 
The 15,000 member new community was the brainchild of a 
non-profit group of Detroit civic leaders. 

It was to be a federal Housing and Urban Development pro­
ject, but it never got off the ground due to financial problems. 

A p r i l 
The Novi Board of Education hiked the school millage for 

bond indebtedness from 7 to 10 mills .raising the total school 
millage from 28.13 mills to 31.13 mills. In addition, the 
school board began jjreparations for a 10 -acre elementary 
school in the Village Oaks Subdivision and for the new mid­
dle school on Taft Road. 

' M a y 
The Novi City Council agreed to open part of the "inherit­

ed" Walled Lake park during the summer on a limited scale. 
In 1969, when Novi incorporated as a city, it's territory 
included some of the park, now known as Lakeshorc Park. 

June 
Mrs. Rose Marchesotti, founder and owner of Novi's 

Saratoga Farms restaurant for 21 years, sold it to Peter 
Phillips. The restaurateur planned to add a second level eating 
area and change the name to Saratoga Trunk. (It is now the 
Countiy Epicure restaurant on Grand River Avenue.)

July 
The Novi News and Norlhvilie Record published a special 

report on a slump in the job market for new college graduates. 
Local grads complained of a shortage of teaching slots, tech­
nical jobs and secretarial positions. Wayne County officials . 
blamed the shortage on the recession. 

August 
The Novi Education Association still hadn't settled teacher 

contract negotiations three weeks before school was-to start. 
Teachers wanted a bachelor's degree minimum of $8,080 and 
master's degree minimum of $8,700. The board countered 
with an offer of $7,700 and $8,470.. The district employed 87 
teachers. Hot lunches were announced at a price of 40 cents 
for elementary school students and 45 cents for high school­
ers. 

Sep tember 
Tlie Novi Walled Lake News published an article on the 

length of mini-skiijs, with fashion designers threatening hem­
lines creeping back down to the knee and even below. 

"Will women forsake the opinions of husbands, boyfriends 
and their own natural instiiict to go the way ofthe midi?" the 
article asked. And local merchants reported most women and 
girls stayed with shorter skirts to please the men in their lives.

grace the presence of teens' 
speech everywhere, as well as 
seventies fashions that have 
influenced the 21st century, 
including bell bottoms, plat­
form shoes and tie-dye shirts. 

Although many of us lived 
through the seventies, others 
still were eighties wild childs, 
as clueless to the 1970s .sym­
bols as the Partridge family 
would be to understanding 
acid rock. 

The Novi News decided to 
queslion local residents on 
how they remember life in the 
hippie fhding to disco era. 

Peggy Hayes is the market­
ing director for Twelve Oaks 
Mall and graduated frorii high 
school in 1970. She said the 
1970s held nothing but great 
memories for her. 

"None of my friends were 
old enough to be drafted. It 
was really a great time for me. 
Not for fashion, however, but 
now I wished 1 would have 
saved my ripped jeans and lie-
dyed shirts," Hayes said. 

Hayes remembers the disco 
era coming into piay, as well 
with the polyester wrap dress­
es, long hair on guys and girls. 
And the women's hair had to 
be parted down the center. 

"You know what they say 
though, if'you were old! 
enough to wear it the first 
time, you shouldn't wear it a 
second," she said. 

Hayes said her kind of music 
was folk and she listened to 
James Taylor, Carly Simon, 
and Simon and Garfunkel. 

Even the Monkees were her 
.style when she was younger. 
She would walk to the comer 
to get bubble gum with the 
Monkees on the wrappers. 

"Those were the days," 
Hayes said. 

Novi Mayor Richard Clark 
and his wife, Diane, were 
starting a family 30 years ago. 

Their flrst daughter was bom 
in 1970 and the second in 
1973. 

Clark said he was probably 
growing lamb chop sideburns 
at the time and remembers his 
draft number as A-1, but he 
never got called. 

"I had friends that weren't 
so lucky, though," he said. 

Clark's fu-st year of practice 
as a new lawyer cme in 1967 
when he was Working down­
river. He remembers helping

Maureen Malone, Novi com­
munity relations manager, 
remembers the hot spot to 
hang out during her salad days 
in Novi. She was graduated 
from high school in 1978 and 
before the Twelve Oaks Mall 
was built in 1977, everyone 
hung out at the Livonia Mall. 

"It was definitely the place 
to pick people up. We all got 
decked out to go. You didn't 
go there without your makeup 
and bell bottoms on," she said. 

Another big time place to 
chit chat was the 7-11, which 
Malone said is still packed at 
2:15 p.m. (after school) today. 

Malone grew up in Novi and 
recalls how much the area has 
grown since she attended the 
"new" high school. 

Music influenced Novi City 
Manager Rick Helwig in the 
seventies, including the Bee 
Gees, Jams Joplin.Neil Dia­
mond (who he saw in concert) 
and the New Christy Min­
strels, a group in which a . 
friend played. 

Helwig was graduated from 
college in 1968 and was in the 
Navy from 1968 to 1972. He 
spent the last three years in 
Peari Harbor and saw many of 
his friends who went there for 
a leave from Vietnam. 

Helwig remembers going to 
see the movie "Woodstock" 

"I was standing in line with 
my shaved hair (from the mili­
tary) and a young man said 
'you're going to see Wood­
stock?' 'Cool,'" he said. 

The man didn't understand 
why Helwig, with short hair, 
would go see the movie.

The MiIsic & Motor Fest Wil l bring out in crowds a 
special breed of people - Classic car lovers. 

So what fires their engines? 
Every car has its own story, explained car aficionado 

and Northville business man Ron Bodner. 
Whether it's his fast "talking" two- seat, Italian style 

roadster or the siillple elegant whisper of his 1946 
Chrysler U n i o , all his Cars tell tales of abandonment in 
bid barns or of cross-country adventure, 

Bodner said he has a modest collection - he wouldn't 
even Call it collection. But what is interesting, he said, is 
how he got the cars he has. 

Bodner's interest started out o f necessity, he said. 
"I was in College, had 50 bucks and needed a car, " hê ^ 

said. .' • . • 
"So I went to the j.unk yard and said 'what do you got 

for 50 bucks?'" 
The amiable junk man led Bodner to a graveyard of 

nisted grandeur. He eiided up with a 1950 Ford. Bodner 
said since he grew up on a farm, he Was pretty handy and 
knew he could get the heap running like a dream. The car 
proved fairly reliable for him and when itwas too pooped 
to putt, he said he simply took another $50 to the junk 
man to see what else he had hiding away and stored the 
other behind his bam to use for parts. 

Before he knew it, Bodner said he had quite a collec­
tion of junked classics. However, he said, die ones he was 
driving weren't in much better condition. 

"1 drove cars that were held together only by a chain," 
he said: 

This particular little Chain bound engine that could was 
responsible for getting him to and from Eastern Michigan 
University i n Ypsilanti all winter, he said. Bodner said he 
had faitly heavy driving as his classesWere spread 
tliroughout the day and he was commuting from Salem.

One evening, he said he was on his way to class when 
his engine started racing. He pulled the cSr to the side of 

• the road and braved the cold to look under the hood. He 
found the linkage on the transmission had slipped caus­
ing the transmission to move from the center to the left 
side of his car. Bodner said he managed to pull the trans 
hack intf) its place but the slip had done damage and it 
didn't fit tight anymore. 

"Jeez, it was the dead of winteL I had to get to school, 
so 1 got a dog chain out of my trunk 1' used to walk my 
dog to keep it in place. Then I took a penny and a rock 
and stuck it in there to keep it wedged in place," Bodner 
said. 

Not only did he get to class with the car, but i l lasted 
him until the next winteL he said. 

In 1973, Bodner said he was making a weekend deliv­
ery and stopped at a farm auction on his way He said he 
hadn't even stopped his car when he saw exactly what he 
wanted. The farni hands were pulling an Italian style two-
seat roadster out of an old bam. It turned out to be a 1953 
Bentley Convertible with red leather interior. Without 
even signing up for the auction, Bodner said he waved his 
hand in the air as a bid and got the car for an undisclosed 
amount. 

Bodner said through research he believes tHis was the 
missing thirteenth prototype for the T-Bird. 

He was in the process of having this verified at ihe time 
of press, but intended to sell it. 

Car number two, he said, he he got as an exchange for 
his 1946 whizzer bicycle, he'Said. He had found the 
motorized bicycle in the basement of an old building and 
bought it. One day a gentleman offered to trade him one 

• of his cars for the whizzer Bodner said he was interested 
with what he saw on the man's property but then the man-
led him to a bam ii) the back. In it was a "mile long," 
1946 Chry.sler Limo in great condition, Bodner said. 

But this wasn't just any limo. It turned out, the limo 
not only was a one of a kind but belonged to original 
Ford car body designer Walter Briggs. In the early part of 
the century, Bodner said, Ford did not make all the parts 
of the first cars. The engine may have been a Ford, he 
said, but the body was generally a JBriggs and Stratton, 

This limo, Bodner said, was Briggs very own and built 
to his specifications complete with German silver dash­
board, secret jewel compartment, and jump seats that 
come out of the floor. 

"He made a major impact on auto design and his car is 
still sitting on the farm" Bodner said. "It needs a full 
overhaul, but it is worth an enormous, amount of money." 

Another of Bodner's acquisitions has a potentially 
femous lineage. His Vander Plas limo, which he said 
looks like a classic Rolls Royce, may have belonged to 
Princess Margaret. 

Bodner said he is ready to sell most of the cars in his 
collection, which has dwindled over the years to five and 
a few parts cars. 

" l f l were still a single man I'd keep them, but I've got 
kids and education and braces to pay for," he.said. 

" I don't gamble, so I guess this is my hobby."
