Receiving recognition

Novi men honored for WWII service

When General Douglas
MacArthur's forces landed In (he
‘Phillppines to retake the islands
from the Japanese. they were
there.

As support units for ighting men
who landed on Okinawa, Iwo Jima
and le Shima, they helped secure
Tokyo for the Allles, They did their
duty, but never received the recog-
nition they so rightly deserved,

Fifty-five years after the end of
the World War 11, Douglas Henry of
Novl and Louls Smith of Livonia
received the recognition, and
medals they didn't get back then.
They each were awarded the
medals at the August 28 Novi City
Counci] meeting,

Maldng sure local veterans final-
ly get their medals is part of Mayor
Richard Clark's World War II
Recognition Day effort. The city
contacted Congressman Joe Knol-
lenberg, R-Bloomfleld, about the
missing medals,

Henry said that he had given up
on getting the medals and didn't
really think about them until Knol-
lenberg's office gave him a call.

“I guess he has more pull than 1
do,” Henry sald. “I'd send in my
papers and they'd just send more

papers back.”

Henry served in the Army-Alr
Farce from April 1942 to November
1945. An airplane Instrument
echanic in the 3rd Airdrome
Squadron, he was responsible for
fueling and repairing military alr-
craft.

"l was in Australia, New Guinea,
the Philippines, Japan,” Henry
sald. *1 even lost a birthday over
there. My birthday was May 31 and
we crosfed the internalional date
line on May 30 they announced
that it was now Jure 1."

Henry also was part of the oceu-
pation forces in Japan in 1945
where his squadron ran an airstrip
for post-war operations.

Smith, who was in the U.S. Navy
forrm 1943 to 1946, was on the U.5,
Van Valkenburgh naval destroyer
whose mission was to battle
ancoming enemy plans and
kamikaze pilots.

Smith was on the Valkenburgh
when the U.S. raised the flag at Iwo
Jima.

After the bombing of Nagasaki,
Smith and his shipmates on the
Valkenburgh were sent to Nagasa-
ki, Japan, to retrleve American
prisoners who had been held cap-
tive hy the Japanese.

Durlng the ceremony, Mayor

Richard Clark read from a letter
form Rep. Knollenberg's officer cit-
ing both men’s “unselfish and loyal
service to the United States during
a time of war.”

At the presentation,  Henry
recelved his Good Conduct Medal,
the American Campatgn Medal
(awarded for service outside the
Unilted States}, Asfatic-Pacific
Campaign Medal with four Bronze
Stars (awarded for 30 days in the
Asfatic-Pacific theater or combat

duty}, World War II Victory Medal ~ §

{awarded for service in the U.S.
Armed Forces between 1941 and
1946), the Phillppine Liberation
Ribhon with one Bronze Star and
the Honorable Service Bulton for
service to his country during the
World War 1L

Sniith also recelved his Asiatjc-
Pacific Campaign Medal with three
stars, the World War ]I victory
medal, the American Campaign
Medal, the Honorable Service But-
ton as well as the Navy Qccupation
Service Medal with Asia Clasp
{awarded jor 30 consecutive days of
service In ocoupled territories for
former enemies during 1945-
1955.)

Planning commissioners still unnamed

The bulls have locked horns and
there {s no progress afier Mayor
Richard Clark refused to put up
nominations for two remalning
planning ecommission seats at the
August 28 Novi Clty Council meet-
Ing.

During the meeting, the mayor
said that the council would have to
‘review this issue at another time.”

The two incumbent planning
commissioners, Kim Thomas
Capelio and Brent Canup, face
expired terms. They have yet lo
have their names placed before the
counci] for a vote and, even though
thelr terms technleally expired on
June 30, remaln on the volunteer
Job.

Under Novt regulations, the
mayor nominates a planning com-
missloner, who must then be
approved by the city counell.

Toni Nagy, a local business per-
son, was appointed last July and
three-year Commissloner Michael
Waiza has resigned.

The mayor's refusal to nominate
Capello or Canup has given rise to
questions on when the two final
pesitions will be replaced,

"I've been a big propenent of
opening up governmeni to more
people,” Clark said on Sept, 1. "I
want to get different people
involved.”

Clark sald everyone who has
applied Is still in line for considera-
tion, but he refused o say why he

Councll Member Lows Csordas

Mayor Pro Tem Laura Lorenzo
has been vocal In saying that she
did not want Capello badk on the
planning commission. According to
Lorenzo, complaints about Capel-
lo's “decorum” and freatment of
city restdents has become an lssue
in the past

Canup came to Capello’s defense -

last month saying that Capelio was
“one of the best planning commis-
sioners” the city has ever had.

Capello dented that he was rude
to {ndividuals, but did say that he
had to make sure the audlence was
aware of procedures.

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Ameritech must reach
out and touch city

Ameritech has come under fire
lately for iis services and a Novi
incident last week pinpointls some
real changes in procedure that are
necded.

Some 300 cusiomers (or as
many as 800)] in two mobile home
communitics on Napier Road, Old
Duich Farms and Novi Meadows,
lost their phone service from
Tuesday to Saturday due to a
water secpage problem. A firsi
conlact by one cuslomer with
Ameriiech indicaled thalt the
phones might be off the hook until
early Octoher.

Later, an Amerilech company
represenlalive explained thal
while one cuslomer might be oul
of luck for that exiended time
period, with so many people with-
oul service, the firm would speed
up repairs. Meanwhile, residents
with cell phories were making
them available to their neighbors.

Ameritech contacted no Novi
officials about the potentially dan-
gerous scenario on the city's west
end. Not unti] lale thal week were
Nowvl's cily hall, the police and fire
departments made aware of the

oulage.

Many residents of the mobile
home communitlies are seniors.
Not everyone might have made
contact with a neighbor with a cell
phone, should a 9-1-1 call be nec-
essary. And those with cell phones
could not be expecied to remain at
heme all week, in case their phane
was requiredl.

So as State Rep. Nancy Cassis,
R-Novi, put it “plain common
sense” demands thal in such a
case, a utility company such as
Ameritech notify the city of what
fs a potential salely hazard. Cas-
sis said she'll be looking into the
maller and perhaps the possibility
of a state stalute requiring notifi-
cation lo local police.

An Ameritech spokesperson said
that typically the phone company
would notlfy the police, but 300
customers didn't seemn a suffi-
ciently large nmumber {o trigger
this response. We beg fo differ
with her there; 30 in a neighbor-
hood isolated without phones is a
cause for concern.

Meanwhile. Ameritech should
have becn out there distribuling
cell phones, not forcing people to

rely on the kindness of neigppprg.

Lawyers should have had
chance to present case

Being in the minority of one
is not an easy place to be, but
sometimes it's the right place
to position yourself. Which is
exactly where Novi City Coun-
cil Member Lou Csordas was
last week.

The council majorily agreed
to oust longtime city attorneys
Fried, Watson and Bughbee and
Cooper, Shifman, Gabe, Quinn
and Seymour last week, In
favor of Secrest, Wardle,
Lynch, Hampion, Truex and
Morley.

This was on the recommen-
dation of the Consultant
Review Committee, composed
of three council members.

It's true thal the handwriting
may have been on the wall
when Novi's former law firm
lost the infamous Sandstone
lawsuit last year, to the tune of
$53 million plus potential
interest, That case is now in
appeal and many question the
circuit court judge's ruling.

Finding a new lawsuit
became a polilically popular
thing io do, as Novi residenis
reeled from the possibility of
paying laxes into the develop-
er's bank account.

Here's where Csordas took
his stand, which in no way
reflects on the merlts of the

new city atiorneys.

He simply said he would have
liked the opportunity Lo inter-
view both law firms at a cily
council meeting. Csordas is
not on the Consultant Review
Committee.

And we agree with him that
such an interview should have
happened al a regularly iele-
vised city council meeting, for
several reasons. One is Lhat
there is greatl public interest in
anything relating to the Sand-
stone lawsuit. And the public
can’'t walch Consultani Review
Comimitlee meetings on Cable
Channel 13.

Another reason is that the
past law firms, with a long
track record of serving Novi,
deserved the opportunity to
present their case to the city in
a public forum. Fried, Watson
and Bugbee, for example, had
been with Novi for over 25
years. The firm's lead attorney,
David Fried, has a history with
the City of Novi extending back
to its incorporation 30 years
ago and beyond.

So Csordas was correct, the
final interview process should
have been before the full Novi
City Council. That would have
been the right thing to do and
the fairest course of action.

The first problem I see with this
proposal is no extra money will be
coming from the state to fund these
vouchers, More kids will leave pub-
lic school to attend private schools
on the same meney that used to mn
the already underfunded public
school systems.

Public money for private institu-
tons.

The phrase is seary, isn't it? Not
only will it take away necessary
funds for public education, it will
also allow the accountability public
schools have to be fallen by the way-
side. These are private schools. The
administraters have no laws saying
they must let the public know how
thelr students perforrned on the
MEAPS, how much money s spent

to school

on programs and for teachers
salaries and lax documents will not
be accessible. When the private
schools recelve Lhe money, they will
be able to use it in whatever way
they wish,

The arguments for the voucher
proposal are based on lthe simple

fdea of getting students out of -

schools where the education is poor,
like Detrolt Public Scheols, and into
private schools where the education
would obviously be better. This idea
is a vallant effort and [ agree that
students in districts such as Detroit
need a better education.

"Just the failing ones. Two, when the
students leave faillng districts, there
is now less money to go lo that dis-
trict because of per pupil totals, The
district ‘then will not be able to
{mprove due to lack of funds. Three,
in mest failing school districts
neluding Pontiac and Detroit, there
are more problems than just the
administration. Vouchers will not
solve issues for students who come
from a dysfunetional home life.
When there are problems the stu-
dent brings with them from home,
the student will not get a betier edu-
cation just because the location is
different. They will still learn the
same. We need 1o solve other soclal
{ssues to give Lhese sludents a
chance.

Another reason veuchers won't

vouchers

work s without the money that is
rightfully theirs, by our taxpaying
dollars, the public schools will
decrease in general curriculum and
athletics and special classes (which
are always cut first in times of money
crunching} like art and music will
disappear.

For private schoadls, thelr well-
being will also be In jeopardy. Why
do most people send their kids to a
private school? For a better educa-
tion that involves smaller class sizes
and more personal instruction. With
the private schools then overloaded
with students, it will essentially
become a public scheol. Higher class
sizes and less private mstruction.

This petition also forgets that pri-

vate schools usually have a' ¢ap on
how many.students they ean-take,
unllke public schools which are
required to take any student by law.
Just because a family has the
money now to send their child to a
private school doesn't mean he will
get in if 500 other Johnny's got there
before him. '
It is the United States and citizens
should have the right to choose how
their children are educated. Howev-
er, do not punish our public schools.
If they aren't providing a proper edu-

. cation for our children, maybe it's

the reduction in money or social
problems that is the true culprit.

Morrison finds it easy to picture the past. He collects -

antique postcards of Northville, with examples rang-
ing from the late 1800s ta the Jate 1970s,

For the past ten years, Morrison has scouted for
the postcards at antique shows. Most of hls treasures
cost under $10.

His collection began to really grow two years ago
when he started shopping on eBay. While on line, he
sometimes has to {end off the competition. It's a
rugged world out there on the Internet.

“I'm nat going to tell you my secrets. If it's some-
thing really neat, there's no limit. If a guy wants
something, you get really macho,” he sald. “I have
stayed up late to bid on things when [ love them.”

To succeed In on-line auetlons, you've got to be vig-
flant and tough. Like the legendary big fish, there's
always the one item you can't land.

“You wanl to hear about the one that got away? It
was Stinson Afrcraft. My dad used to work for
Stinson Adreraft,” Morrlson said. “You procrastinate
and you've lost (t.”

Morrison is especially interested in shots of Main
Street that show the building he now owns, where he
and his wife, Nelda, run Morrison’s Antlques.

Nelda Motrison said that some experts consider the
years 1900 through the 1920s the golden age of post
cards, but the Victorlans too laved this easy way to
send a message. Some of the most glorious and pop-
ular full-celor exampies feature holidays such as
Christmas, Easter and Halloween. Most sell for
under $10.

At the upper end of the price range, pushing to
over $20, are the naughty post cards,

“The risqué ones go for a lot of money,” Nelda
Morrison sald. “If you Just showed a bit of leg, it was
risgué for Vietorians.”

Morrisen {sn't precisely sure how old his bullding
on Main Street is, but in 1938 the dime store chain D
& C canverted the structure into thelr standard outlet
By taking the third floor off and lowering the second

Among the collection, Mormison has a 1906 view of

“[ think that is a standard post card they sent to
every small town and changed the name,” Morrison
said. ‘

Back in those days, the post mark didn't just -

carry the dafe, but the time it was matled.
Sometimes the messages are as Interesting as the
cards, because post cards didn't come with spell
check. One of the cards in Morrison's stash bears a
message from an early 1900s Northville woman
who was confused as she atterupted to purchase a
set of new lorks. She confessed that she'd mistak-
en oyster forks for pie forks,
