As the Novi Community School District 
continues to experience rapid growth in stu­
dent population, school officials aren't wast­
ing time finding land to build on. 

On September 7. the school board voted 
unanimously to enter Into the option to pur­
chase a piece of property located on the

southwest quadrant of 11 Mile and Beck 
roads. The 80 acre parcel is owned by the 
Bosco family, of which 74 acres will be sold 
and 6 acres wil l remain a part of the Bosco 
holdings. 

"I think its almost a given that we are a 

growhlg district and that land is very impor­
tant," said Board of Education President 
Carol Ellring. 

While the purchase is not set i n stone, the 
district has completed the first of two steps 
in this process. The first being "entering" into 
the option and the second being the "execu­
tion" of the option, explained Assistant 
Superintendent for Business and Operations 
J i m Koster 

"When we enter into an option, we are 
locked in the property so that the Boscos 
cannot sell to anyone else but the district," 
he said. 

I^ow that the board has voted to enter into 
the option, the district will gather data about 
the property and conduct an envkonmental 
survey. 

"We'll look at woodlands and wetlands and 
any other Information the board would need 
to make their decision to eventually buy the 
property, i.e. execute the option," Koster 
said. 

The board has until November 15 to make 
a final decision.

"1 wish I lmew. I really wish 1 knew," said 
Gatsby's owner M a i y Catherine Johnson i n ref­
erence to why a suspected arsonist wotild set 
the fire. 

The blaze began around midnight in the stor­
age closet of the men's bathroom. The few 
employees and customers who were inside at 
the time were all safely evacuated. 

According to Gatsby's manager Joe Johnson, 
the employees could smell the smoke, but 
couldn't locate the source lIntil they opened the 
door to the restroom. Employees put out the 
flre wi th extinguishers, but when the flre 
departInent arrived the fire ignited again. 

Johnson said someone had to have started 
the flre hitentionally because the only things 
that were kept inside the closet were toilet 
paper and paper towels. 

"Right now it's In the hands of the police as

Daniel Fredrick Crlppen was 
originally charged with cr iminal 
sexual conduct (CSC) in the thh-d 
degree after he allegedly entered 
the womaIi's The Springs apart­
ment, removed her shorts, fondled 
her and engaged in sexual Inter­
course with her, according to police 
reports at the time. 

Mter a 1996 preliminaIy exami­
nation, 52-1 District Court Judge 
Br ian MacKenzie dismissed the 
CriIIiihal Sexual Conduct (CSC) III 
charge, finding that the prosecu­
tion had not hitroduced any sigriif-
Icarit, evidence offeree or ctsercion. 
MacKeIizie concluded that th6 vic­
tim consented under false impres­
sion and was not forced into the 
act. Instead, he bound Crlppen 
over on the lesser charge of CSC IV.

It's a battle over a street that doesn't exist 
and a building site that may never be devel­
oped, 

Henry Baldridge has owned property i n the 
city's north end since 1969. Al l he wants is for 
the city to vacate a street, which was never fully 
constructed, next to his property so he can 
build a home, Baldrldge's property backs up to 
a canal that once had a bridge across it leading 
to where the city had planned to build the road, 
known as E lm Court, The road was never built 
and Ihe bridge fell into the water In the late 
l930s, Baldridge said. 

They are denying me the right to that prop­
erty," he said. 

According to Baldridge, the only way to get to 
his property would be to build a driveway 
across city property and for the city to relin­
quish rights to the property. 

As a t^vlst to the stoIy, Chris Czarnecki is a 
Novi resident whose home sits dkectly north of 
the road easement and in-between the Sha-
wood-Walied Lake canal's lagoon and South 
Lake Drive. Baldridge's property is between the 
Czarnecki property and lagoon. If a home were 
ever to be constructed on Baldrldge's back 
property, it would sit directly in Czameckl's 
back yard. 

Monday, the Novi City Council voted 4-3 to 
vacate the road, permitting, Baldridge to build, 
but it takes a five member majority to vacate 
city property. Voting not to vacate were Mayor 
Pro "Tem Laura Lorenzo and Council Members 
Craig DeRoche and Edward Kramer. 

City engineers, J C K & Associates, i n a mem­
orandum io the city wrote tlIat they "saw no 
benefit to the city of Novl in retaining ownership 
of the Elm Court right-of-way." I.orenzo said she 
voted against the vacation of the property 
because of environmental issues that may arise 
if the property is developed. 

"If it is vacated, it would at least set the stage 

for the property to be developed," Lorenzo said. 
•Tills property Is In a flood plane and has wet­
lands on it. Are we goWg to encourage the pos­
sibility for development?" 

Baldridge said that because the council voted 
against the vacaOon, no one wil l be reaping any 
benefits from the property. Czarnecki Is not 
eager to see the land developed. 

"I can't understand why he has never come 
to us and offered to sell the property. He's never 
made an attempt," Czarnecki said. 

But accordhig to Baldridge, he had offered to 
sell h is land to the two families who have prop­
erty up against his. Including the Czarneckl's, 
for an estimated $70,000. One of the families, 
the Thompsons, have refused the offer, 
Baldridge said. There is 60 feet access to the 
Shawood Lake in the back and 40 feet on Walled 
Lake hi the front. 

Baldridge told the city council that the resi­
dents near his property were able to utilize his 
property and access the lakes, but he was 
locked out, Czarnecki said that she had a 
canoe, a row boat and a statue of the Virgin 
MaIy placed on Baldridge's property, but said 
her concerns are over what could happen to her 
home if a home Is constructed. She said it could 
be detrimental to her property. 

"Our concern Is that it floods back here...We 
have ducks swimming hl our backyards so 
when he builds a house, where is it (water) all 
going to go? Is It going to effect the foundation 
on our house?," Czarnecki said, 

Baldridge said he would not rule out suing 
the city over his property rights, but he also 
feels the people of Novl shouldn't be subject to 
another lawsuit. 

"When you sue the city, you put eveiybody In 
(legal) Jeopardy, That's not fair to anybody," 
Baldridge said. "But I'm not saying I won't sue 
the city."

Overcrowded hallways and class­
rooms has Walled Lake School Dis­
trict looking for alternatives, 
including building a new high 
sciiooi that wiii be on the ballot 
proposal Sept. 23. 

Tlic bond issue has two separate 
proposals for community members 
to vote on. Proposal one will Cost 
la.xpaycrs no additional monies as 
the school district would build a 
new high school near Bogie Lake 
and Cooley Lake Roads in Com­
merce Township. Improvements to 
Western High School are also 
included on the ballot, with 
upgrades lo the pool, locker rooms, 
auditorium lighting and sound sys­
tems, media Center, science labs, 
ofllce iireas, cafeteria, lift at the 
media mezzanine, building fascia 
replacement and the corridors, 
said Walled Lake School District 
Superintendent D r James Geisler 

Will i the current brick and mor­
tar debt levy, which is the amount 
of millage voted on for building and 
improving schools, the amount of 
taxes homeowners will pay wil l stay 

the same for proposal one. The 
number of years it Is paid will Just 
be extended for the school district, 
said Lois Lange, Director of Person­
nel and Community Relations. 
Total cost of the first proposal 
would be $73.6 million, with $65 
million going to build a new high 
school, $4.2 million to pay for the 
properly of the new school and 
$4.4 million for Western High 
School improvements. 

Proposal two requires a 0.3 mill 
tax levy increase as air flltraUon 
improvements would be made in all 
ten elementaries, Smart Middle 
School and the Community Educa-
Uon Center 

These are the oldest buildings in 
the school district. This isn't an 
emergency but in the words of the 
citizen advisoty committee. It's a 
good business decision," Geisler 
said. 

The 0.3 mill Increase would also 
establish a land acquislUon fund 
for purchase of land for future 
faciliUes. 

Geisler said previous school 
boards had purchased land to 
build sChools on and land large 
enough for a school Is getting 

sCarce. This proposal is to secure 
land for the future and he reiterat­
ed it wasn't a crisis, but a sound 
business decision. 

If the second part of the bond 
issue was passed, homeowners of a 
$100,000 house would pay $15 
more a year and the owner of a 
$250,000 house would pay $37.50 
more a year. The second proposal 
would Cost $ l0 .6 milUon in HVAC 
upgrades and air conditioning for 
the older buildings and $10 million 
for the land acquisition fund for a 
total of $20.6 mUlion.

With high school enrollment pro­
jected to grow by 24 percent in the 
nexl seven years. Walled Lake 
School District is looking for ways 
to alleviate the already crowded 
schools, including building a new 
high school. 

The school district will go to the 
voters on Sept. 23 to ask permis­
sion to build the third major high 
school and to renovate Western 
High School. 

A new high school will be built 
near Bogie Lake and Cooley Lake 
Roads In Commerce Township with 
the building to hopefully open In 
the fall of 2002, said WaUed Lake 
Superintendent Dn James Geisler. 

"With bigger schools, the ability 
to become invisible is possible. We 
want to know how our students are 
doing. With larger venues, it's 
harder to accomplish," Geisler 
•said. 

In building a third high school. 
Uie disulct would lower the pro-
ected enrollment of students to 
l .500 for each building. Currently, 
both Walled Lake Western and 
Walled Lake Central have close to 
l .900 students. By the Ume the 
new high school would open, the 
other two schools would be at their 
2,000 capacity, Geisler said. 

Even t h o u ^ the school district 
added additions to Central High 
School, hicluding science labs, a 
pool, auditorium and larger special 
educaUon classrooms wi th the 
1996 bond issue - which cost $ l l 4 
million - the growth rate the dis­
trict is experiencing is well above 
the number the schools can hold. 

By the 2003-2004 school year, 
projections put 4,676 students 
enrolled in the high schools, 
accordhig to data compiled tiy the 
distr ict 

Some classrooms at Central High 
School have 37 students i n them 
and the hallways create trafllc 
Jams for the pupils vdio liaVe to 
make it to tliehr next dass In five 
minutes, said Harvey Donahue.

Lake School Distr ict Names for 
schools are usually picked by 
polling coinmunity memt>ers. The 

names come from hifluential peo­
ple in the area or for the location of 
the school. Geisler said that people 
are akeady referring to the school 
as Walled Lake Northern, but the 
final decision will be made by the 
commtIIilty if the bond proposal 
passes. 

Western High School needs 
Improvements that would also be 
Included i n the flrst proposal of the 
lxmd issue up for election, . ^p rox­
imately $4.4 Inilllon would go to 
hnprovements at the school hiclud­
ing the pool, wli lch was the only 
aquaUc facility h i the district imt i l 
Central's pool opened last year.

The Novi School Board, along 
with the Superintendent Dr. 
Emmet Lippe, are urging voters to 

,! say "no" on vouchers as the pro-
'. posed constitutional amendment 

makes Its way to the ballot this 
November. 

Vouchers are public tuition 
scholarships given to private 
schools. The proposed amendment, 

' a peUtlon IniUative of K i d s Firs t ! 

' YesI, would allow around $3,300 

; of state money per student to be 
' used as a voucher to pay for private 
• school education in failing dls-

'; tricts. 
"My biggest concern is are we 

really addressing the problem?," 
said Board of Education President 

' Carol Elfring. "The proposal is 
; designed to solve the slate's 12 fall­

ing school districts by providhig a 
choice. These twelve schools are 
defined by having a graduation rate 
of less than two-thirds.". 

In l998 , Milwaukee voters 
adopted vouchers. For the ilrst Ave 
years of the program, the Univer­
sity of Wlsconshl conducted regu­
lar surveys to measure the impact 
of vouchers on the academic per­
formance of participating students. 
When their results were compared 
with those of Milwaukee Public 
School students, research found 
little difference. 

The school board listened to a 
presentation on Sept, 7 by Director 
of legislation Affairs for Oaldand 
School Brian Whiston, who is 
working against the ballot propos­
al . 

"If you give an already failing 
student a piece of jiaper to got to a 
private school, is that going to help 
them graduate?," Whiston said. 

"If studies aren't showmg aca­

demic Improvement, and if that's 
what the goal of this proposal, why 
should we go througli the expense 
and hurt school districts like Novi 
by losh ig funds." 

Even if a school district has a 
high graduation rate, vouchers can 
sti l l be approved by school boards 
or by the community through peti­
tion drives'. 

A percentage of voters who par­
ticipated h i the last school election 
can trigger a voucher election. Novl 
schools typically has a low voter 
turnout. 

"Only nine residents to Novi are 
needed to sign the petition, if this 
proposal passes, to force the com­
munity at a subsequent election to 
vote to decide if you want to have 
vouchers," he said, "even though 
the graduation rate here is 98-99 
percent." 

Whiston said these nine mem­
bers i n the comInunlty can cause 
problems for the rest of the voters. 

because they Can cause the issue 
to come back h i future elections. 

Whiston said If all 200,000 stu­
dents in the state of Michigan 
attencling private schools were 
each to receive Vouchers, the result 
would be millions of dollars in new 
costs meaning higher taxes and a 
reduction hi school funding. 

"How school fiindlng is devel­
oped is they take the money avail­
able divided by the number of kids 
to determhie how much money the 
state is going to send you," 
explained Whiston. "So If you're 
paying for kids who are attendhig 
for-profit schools, that means your 
school district wi l l receive less 
funding to the future per student." 

Whiston said that doesn't 
hiclude the revenue that could be 
lost to tuition tax credits. 

Whiston added that the district 
win suffer financially whether the 
voucher is approved In Novi or in 
other communities because, either 

way. there will be less state aid 
funding. 

"Even In a school district like 
Novi, i f we had $100 subtracted 
from our state aid that represents 
$700,000 a year for us at a mlni-
InuIn," said Superintendent Dr. 
Emmet Llppe. 

Board Trustee George Kortlandt 
said one of the ci-uelest thing he 
has heard is talking with legisla­
tors in favor of the idea who say 
Novi won't be hurt by the proposal, 

"It's as if other districts getting 
hurt, like a Detroit or Benton Har­
bor population, is okay," he said, 
"Well I think when we took an oath 
as board members, there was 
something about helping all the 
students, not only the ones in 
Novi," 

The superintendent and the 
board agreed that even if Novi itself 
doesn't allow vouchers, the propos­
a l wi l l st i l l effect other area 
schools. 

"It's hard for me to understand 
how school districts who really 
need more money can be strength­
ened by this proposal," said Llppe. 

Lippe added that with the possi­
bility of tuiUon tax credits, he does 
not see how this could be a win­
ning proposition for Novi. 

Board Trustee J o h n Strelt 
agreed. 

"I think the important thhlg for 
people to understand is that the 
benefit is not to the poor districts, 
or to a district like Novi where we 
have a good graduation rate. Its 
really to the private and profit 
schools," he said. 

"We are in the business of edu­
cating all students, not the ones we 
choose to educate and Vouchers do 
not do that."

register to vote i n this year's 
November election. 

"Eighteen to 24-year-olds consis­
tently have the lowest turnout 
among voters, and yet, they repre­
sent almost one-fourth of the vot­
ing population," said Miller, the 
state's chief election officer. 

According to statistics compiled by 
the U.S. Census Bureau for Michi­
gan i n 1996, voter turnout for 18 to 
24-year-olds Was about 38 per­
cent, while the turnout for 25 to 
44-year-olds was 54 percent. 
Turnout rates Jumped to nearly 67 
percent and 72 percent for those 

age 45 to 64 and those over age 65, 
respectively. The discouraging low 
Voter turnout among young people 
prompted Miller to develop the Sec­
retary of State's register-to-vote 
postcard program last May. Under 
the program, about 6,000 post­
cards are mailed every two weeks 

to teens Celebrating their l S t h 
bhihday. Residents may register at 
any Secretary of State branch 
office or at their local clerk's office, 
Mal l - ln reglstraUon forms are also 
available on the Web site, 
fu)iI;uj,sos.sfafe.mi.us/etecflon/eiec 
admin/index.html).

Administrator John i'crry sairi that 
he hoped the Piiot Court designa­
tion wiil be a way to iiighllght some 
of the positive programs the Novi 
District Court has Implemented. 

-With the Town Mall niecllngs 
they have been conducting and the 
feedback they have received from 
the coinmunlly, we think that iden­
tifying them as a Pilot Court will be 

an example to other courts," Feny 
said. They are also about to kick 
off a drug court, a Juvenile program 
and a volunteer Information desk. 
People don't know much about the 
Court, but by doing these things, 
they are opening up to the Commu-
fiity." 

Ferry said that the 52-1 court 
will be monitored by the Supreme

1 
understood what we needed to do 
then," Batchik said, "1 was an 
advocate of expanding the jail , and 
we did expand U. But within two 
years. It was filled again." 

52-1 DistriCt Court Judge Brian 
MacKenzle has been a vocal leader 
In alternative sentencing. MacKen­
zle has said that his job Is to make 
change and he has vowed to work 
hard to make change happen. 

"1 want this court to be the best 
It Can be," MacKenzle said. 
"Katherine Graham said that 'lov­
ing what you do and thinking it 
matters, Is what can be fun." 

MacKenzle said all of his experi­
ence has helped him to help others 
In Novl. 

Part of the reason that the court 
has delved into new ways of hand­
ing cases Is the fact that the Novl 
Court has the fastest growing dock­
et In the state and Is second In 
Cases only to the 46th District 
Court In Detroit.

To narrow down the possible 
options for the future direction of 
the school district, the Novl School 
District's Blue Ribbon Task Force 
began looking at the advantages 
and disadvantages of havhig two 
high schools at the September 6 
meeting. 

This was the third meeting of the 
task force committee, which is 
designed to discuss and implement 
the future needs of Novi schools in 
terms of space, population, and 
technology, and present it all to the 
school board this December. The 
task force. Consisting of roughly 50 
members, is made up of students, 
parents, teachers and administra­
tors. 

During the meeting, the task 
force broke out into smaller groups 
to come up with advantages of 
keeping one high school and the 
advantages of having two high 
schools. 

The most popular answers for 
having a single high school were: 
Lower Costs, by not duplicating 
resources; continuing community 
unity by eliminating rival high 
schools; and keeping the children 
together from fifth grade through 
graduailon. 

The most popular advantages for 
adding another high school includ­
ed: More individualized instruction 
and the opportunity for more kids 
lo be involved in activities like 
sports and theater, therefore giving 
more students a chance to be a 

"star." 
Task force member and Parks 

and J^ecreation Director Dan Davis 
who spoke on behalf of his group, 
said having two schools would 
allow a larger offering of extra-cur­
ricular activities to students and 
more personal student/teacher 
contact. 

"For example, we won't lose kids 
in the cracks because the class 
sizes wil l be smaller, so there will 
be increased personalization 
between students and teachers," 
he said. 

Davis and his group however 
also said advantages to keeping 
one high school would be commu­
nity unity, continuity, and greater 
learning opportunities. 

Other single high school advan­
tages the task force addressed were 
broader Curriculum for students, 
strong sports teams, no struggling 
with attendance boundaries and 
less competition for resources. 

Other high points for opening a 
second high school that were men­
tioned included less trafllc, less 
stress on facilities, less parking 
problems, easier to manage and 
safer environment, better chance 
in catching "at risk" students, and 
the opportunity to potentially open 
a magnet school. 

Blue Ribbon Task Force co-facll-
Itator and Assistant Superinten­

dent of Business and OperaUons 
J i m Koster addressed the issue of 
land If the consensus Is to keep one 
exisUng high school, 

"We could probably fit something 
in , " he said. "It would change the 
site, but we could probably do it." 

Koster fll-st explained that where 
the high school currently sits is 
160 acres, which includes the high 
school, athleUc stadium, libraIy, 
Fuerst historical farm, police sta­
tion, ball fleld, and city hall. 

Koster conUnued that on the 
other hand the district's property 
on 11 Mile and Taft Roads Is 80 
acres and contains two schools, 
ITC, Novl Meadows, Educational 
Services Building, and a bus main­
tenance garage. 

"If we were given 80 acres would 
we build this (again)?" he said. 
"Probably not, but we could still do 
it." 

The task force committee also 
discussed the possibility of build-
hig up and making the school mul­
tiple stories, but the committee's 
architect Michael Hall said that it 
would not be feasible. He noted 
that while mulU-level building are 
more efficient to maintain, he said 
he Is hesitant about the sets of 
stairs and the effectiveness of 
supervision.

On Aiiguii t 22, the Michigan 
Court of Appeais sided with an 
Oakiand County Circuit Court 
reversal of MarKenzie's decision, 
finding i i i a i llie case sliouid have 
lieen Irieti in district couit on the 
original ch;ir«o of CSC 111. The 
appeals court ordered lli.it Crippen 
tie liound over lo circuit court on 
that charge. 

Appeais court Judges K u r l i s 
Wiider, i i l chani l landsi ra and 
Mark Cavanagh said in their ruling 
thai: "Ajipiying Ihe piain and ordi­
nary, ie. (Ilctionar)', meaning of the 

word 'conceal' to the facts of this 
case, we conclude that the evi­
dence that the defendant disguised 
himself and tooic advantage of the 
piaintiffs inisidenlincation of h im 
as her fiance to Induce her to sub­
mit to his sexual advances, was 
sufficient io establish tlie requisite 
coercion by concealment or sur­
prise necessary for bindover. 

T h e complainant did not luIow-
ingly consent to performing sexual 
acts with the dejendant." 

Crippen is out on bound and is 
financing his own iegai case, his 
iaivyer said. 

In November 1997, Oaltland 
County Circuit Court Judge 
Sangfroici Morris said MacKenzie 
hari "abused his discretion' and 
sen! the case back to district court, 
bui Musli i i took the case lo the 
Michigan Court of Appeals. Accord­
ing lo Muslii i , the woman was not 

attacked and was coinpletely aware 
of what was happening during the 
entire incident. 

However, the appeals court also 
found that MacKenzie and the dis­
trict court had not "abused its dis­
cretion." CSC HI requires proof of 
sexual penetration to convict, CSC 
rv only requires proof of sexual 
contact. 

Oaldand County Assistant Pros­
ecutor Joyce Todd said that Crip­
pen should be tried on CSC HI, 
which includes touching and sexu-
ai penetration. As a result of the 
appellate court decision, Crippen 
can also face charges of home inva­
sion. 

"CSC third degree is exactly what 
the facts supported," Todd said, 
who is in charge of the appellate 
division of the prosecutors office. 
"We disagreed with the (district) 
court. It was a sexual force by coer-

cion because he disguised his Iden­
tity. But instead, they bound him 
over on fourth degree (CSC.)" 

First Step Executive Director 
Judy Ell is , a domestic violence and 
assault group that counsels vic­
tims of sexual abuse, said that she 
was "appalled." that such a case 
has dragged on so long. 

"It's just shocking that a 
woman's traumatic experience Is 
being Invalidated like this," Ell is 
said. "It is completely illogical that 
she would have sex with a com­
plete stranger and then report it, 
as she did." 

Ell is said that she hoped that the 
circuit court would do the right 
tiling and bind the man over for 
Ulal . 

"I hope that the court would 
respect the discomfort this woman 
must have been going though ail 
these years," Ellis said. 

Judge MacKenzie said he did not 
wish to comment on the case, but 
admitted to a large amount of 
adverse feedback on his decision. 

"I really took a hit on that case," 
MacKenzie said. 

In a statement given to the police 
the next day, August 17, 1996, 
Crippen allegedly told police he 
entered the woman's apaftment in 
a disguise and touched the woman 
In Inappropriate places. 

"Both her doors were open and 
she was laying there and you could 
see her," Crippen told police. "She 
Just sat up and looked and laid 
down." 

Crippen allegedly told police 
that he had done several Indecent 
exposures in the city of Wixom. He 
also said tliat he does those kinds 
of things because he was sexually 
assaulted when he was she years 
old, according to Novi police 

reports. 

MusiUi said he and his client will 
fight the recent ruling. He filed a 
request for a hearing with the state 
supreme court on Tuesday. 

"We're going to take this right .to 
the Supreme Court," Musil l i said. 
"Tliey didn't have a law for this on 
the books, so they are going make 
it up as they go along. Vou can't do 
that." 

He added that if the legislature 
came up with a new law making It 
a crime to disguise your identity to 
obtain sexual favors, "anyone who 
pretends to be a doctor or a movie 
star will be subject to legal prose­
cution."

D h i ' l P n i A / o r "^^"^ products s u c h as "digi ta l s u b -
m i l r u w e i sc r ibe r l i n e s " o r D S L , for h i g h speed Inter­
net a c c e s s , r a t h e r t h a n m a i n t a i n i n g i t s e s t ab l i shed te lephone 
n e t w o r k . s u c h as D S L rather than main ta in ing its es tabl ished 
telephone nelwoi-k. 

Likely Conjecture : Amei i t ech has been shedding staff for some 
years to increase profits and thereby maximize the p i lce p a i d 
when S B C Co inmun ica t ions , of S a n Antonio , Texas bought the 
compai iy las t year, al though .Ameritech strictly denies it. T h e 
result has been a "hollowed ou t company," incapable bo th of 
responding p rompt ly lo seiVice compla in t s and meeting t imely the 
demands of bus ines s cus lomers for upgraded equipment. 

Fact: T h e 10K f inancia l statement filed wi th the Securi t ies a n d 
Exchange C o m m i s s i o n by Mich igan B e l l (Ameritech's predecessor 
company) indica tes the number of company employees fell f rom 
16,785 i n 1989 to 11,298 in 1998. A t the same time, the n u m b e r 
of phone l ines i i i the compai ly ' s ne twork increased from 4.1 to 
more t h a n 5.4 m i l l i o n .

Modes t Sugges t ion : The l e g i s l a t u r e s h o u l d give the Pubi ic Ser ­
vice C o m m i s s i o n the authori ty to require Amer i tech M i c h i g a n to 
report pub l i c ly h o w m u c h revenue Oie company generates, the 
levels of inves tment made i n the state a n d the number of employ­
ees ass igned to M i c h i g a n operat ions. .As of now, Amer i tech c a n say 
whatever It Wants about Its staffing levels and operations wi thout 
conclus ive p u b l i c documenta t ion . 

Fact : H u n d r e d s o f homes i n two entire mobile home p a r k s i n 
N o v l lost telephone service at 1 p . m . o n Tuesday, A u g . 29. The out­
age lasted for three and a h a l f days . Novi city flre and pol ice 
depar tments were not notified of the service loss u n t i l reporters 
f rom the loca l newspaper, the N o v l News, started poking a r o i m d , 
mal t ing phone ca11s a n d ask ing quest ions . 

L ike ly Conjectures: Hundreds of N o v l residents were dangerous­
ly left wi thout 9-1-1 emergency phone services for several days . 
Normal ly , .Ameri tech Would te l l pol ice about a large outage so 
alternative arrangements cou ld be made, according to company 
spokesperson J u l i e Balmer , b u t the company did not i n this case 
because of the s m a l l number of res idents affected. 

It appears the best Way to get A m e r i t e c h o n the s t ick i s to ca l l a 
legislator. C a l l s f rom the Novi News got local State-Rep. N a n c y 
Cas s i s (R-Novi) in to the fray. Who i n t u r n called Ameri tech offi­
c ia l s . Service was restored the m o r n i n g of September 2, consider­
ably i n advance of the October 6 date Amer i tech ini t ia l ly project­
ed to residents of the affected p a r k s . 

Modes t Sugges t ion: The legis la ture shou ld consider requi r ing 
phone coinpanies to notify loca l pol ice and flre authorities w h e n a 
phone outage affects a subs tan t ia l n u m b e r of homes. Rep. C a s s i s 
to ld reporter Ma lo t t that "pla in o l d c o m m o n sense Would dictate 
that the police s h o u l d be notified w h e n a s i tuat ion l ike that a r i s ­
es, especial ly for that length of Ume."

T i m e f o r a c h a n g e ? 

It is r ap id ly becoming apparent that M i c h i g a n has a more ser ious 
water p o l l u t i o n prob lem than officials h a d believed. 

W h e n the state Department o f Envi ronmenta l Qual i ty queried 
communi t ies across tile state last month to see w h i c h had "sani­
tary sewer overflows" — that is instances when their sewer systems 

were so overwhelmed that sewage was 
discharged into surfaced waters — it got 
affirmative responses from 149. 
That's twice the number the D E Q h a d 
previously k n o w n about. Up unt i l it c o n ­
ducted its survey, i t had l isted 73 c o m ­
muni t ies as hav ing had k n o w n d i s ­
charges. 
The communi t i e s didn't fess u p wi thout 
an incentive. Cit ies can be fined u p to 
$25,000 per day for violations l ike sewer 
discharges. To get a handle on the 
extent of the problem, the state offered a 

par t ia l amnesty to communit ies tha t 
came forward. Those who get caught 
later are l ike ly to be subject to the fu l l M i k e M a l o t t 

weight o f the fines. 
S tepp ing forward to say they have h a d overflows were the c o m -

muniUes o f G a r d e n Ci ty , Inkster, L i n c o l n Park, Melv lnda le , 
Rivervlew, Rockwood a n d Trenton In Wayne County; Mflford, P o n ­
tiac a n d Southf ie ld i n Oakland County ; D e l h i Townsh ip / Ingham 
Coimty , L a n s i n g a n d Mason i n Ingham County; and Plnckey a n d 
Liv ings ton i n that county. 

The D E Q already had others o n its l is t . The department ident l -
fled Fa rming ton H i l l s . West Blooml ie ld , L ivonia and WesOand as 
communiUes writh mulUple discharges annual ly . The O a k l a n d 
County EVergreen-Farmington sys tem i n O a k l a n d and the Wayne 
Coun ty -Nor th H u r o n Val ley/Rouge VaUey system i n Wayne also feU 
Into that category. , , „ . 

The D E Q sa id Bloomfield Hi l l s , Bloomfleld Township a n d H a z e l 
Park a l l h a d about one discharge per year. A n d it found that Water-
ford, TrDy a n d the Western Township Ut i l i t y Author i ty In NorthVlUe 
and P l y m o u t h h a d but a few discharges oVer the past five years. 

It doesn' t take m u c h to figure out What is Wrong wi th a sewage 
overflow. T h e idea of untreated sewage r u n n i n g dlrectty Into l akes 
and s t reams is disturising. B u t It 1s more serious that Just a few 
closed s w i m m i n g areas a n d beaches d u r i n g the summer t ime. T h e 
federal E n v i r o n m e n t a l Protection Agency has l i nked s u c h d i s ­

charges to disease a n d death. .An overflow tn Cabool, M i s s o u r i i s 
b lamed for k iUing four i n 1990, hospi ta l iz ing 32 and caus ing Illness 
i n 243 people. 

Overflows i n F l o r i d a i n 1988 a n d 1989 have been l inked to 100 
cases of HepaUtis A i n Ft. Lauderdale. 

Wha t is h a r d to figure out i s w h y ou r Various governments 
haven't gotten ser ious about fixing the problems. Even the E P A i s 
Jus t now developing rules regarding sani tary sewer system over­
flows and wha t wUl be required of communit ies that experience 
them. Accord ing to the E P A , near ly eveiy system can experience a n 
overflow at one t ime or another. B u t chronic and cont inuing prob­
lems wi th overflows indicates a p rob lem — Improper instaUatlon, 
deteriorating or b locked pipes, o r Jus t p l a i n poor maintenance. 

Likewise, the state has been s l o w to p i ck u p on the problem. 
M i n d you , the extent of the p rob l em camfe to l i ^ t only earlier th i s 
yea r when It was learned C l i n t o n Townsh ip , perhaps the state's 
wors t offender, h a d discharged abiout a quarter mi l l ion gallons Into 
surface waters oVer the past two decades. 

S t i l l , l i t tle has been done so far except that the legislature adopt­
ed a new l a w this sp r i ng requi r ing munic ipa l i t ies to notify the p u b ­
l i c w h e n a n overflow occurs . If these were private sector bus iness ­
es, rather t h a n loca l governments, 1 have a tendency to belieVe the 
react ion by the State wori id be m u c h stronger. 

TTiere is sOU the questio11 of w h y the communit ies themseiVes 
don ' t take some ac t ion . Cost, typically, is the most frequentiy c i ted 
reason. A n d yes, sewer system oVerhauis c a n be expenslVe. 

B u t as the E P A poin ts out, i t Is often cheaper to fix the p rob lem 
t h a n clean u p the mess . In the Suburbs of Washington, i n M a i y -
l a n d , sewers bad ly ma1ftmctloned firom 1990 to 1994, c a u s l i i g 
some 2 ,960 basement backups . C leanups cost $700 each. B u t 
even though the sys tem needed a major oVerhauJ, the repairs cos t 
residents j u s t $ 5 0 per househoid per year. 

In L y n n , Massachuse t t s , oVerflows backed up basements a n d 
flooded the streets, b u t repairs came to j u s t $10 per househo1d per 
year. 

A s is t rue w i t h mos t systems, repa i r ing them right often t u r n s 
ou t to be the cheapest solut ion In the end .

Tlie seminar also liiciiitied topics 
such as family values, ^ood sports­
manship, how to behave at school 
and on the bus, as well as iiow to 
Ileal oliicis. 

"ifyou sec someone who is differ-

Here's some tips from Margit Erickson on proper etiquette: 

1. Always write a thank you note when you are given a gift. 
Write the note within one week, and if you receivecl money, 
always include how you are going to spend it.

She not only teaches a class for 
children but gives speeches to 
adults as well, giving lectures on 
coriiorate etiquette. 

Erickson also has her own cable 
access show called T h e Elegant 
Life," which includes segments on 
fashion, as well as etiquette.

While medical emergencies cannot always be avoided, Huron Valley-Sinai's 
Einergency Department staff works with groups in the community to prevent 
injuries and help avoid medical emergencies. For example, the hospital joins 
with the Walled Lake Fire Department in a Halloween safety program to 
prevent injuries among children. Huron Valley-Sinai staff members visit local 
schools to explain emergency care and prepare young people, who may visit 
the Emergency Department in the future as patients or with family members. 
Another program teaches Boy Scouts first aid techniques. 

An additional aspect of community outreach is targeted to chronically ill 
individuals who are more likely to face a medical emergency. Staff members 
speak to patient groups with serious asthma or other chronic obstructive 
pulmonary disease (COPD), as well as to congestive heart failure (CHF) 
patients to help them avoid emergency hospitalization and also to suggest 
information that would be helpful to bring with them if they do require 
emergency care. 

1 of these educational efforts are designed to help prevent or minimize 
injuries and medical emergencies. Huron Valley-Sinai Hospital believes that 
education is essentia) for promoting good health.

When you or someone in your family has been injured oris seriously i l l , 
every minute before medical treatment seems very long. Huron Valley-Sinai 
Hospital's emergency staff understands patient needs and provides prompt, 
courteous care. 

Since Huron Valley-Sinai Hospital is located right in your neighborhood, 
. travel time usually is short. At the hospital, the Emergency Department is 
easy to find and parking is located close by. 

While the waiting time depends upon the severity of illness or injury, as 
well as current patient volume, waiting times are typically shorter than at 
other hospitals. Patients are usually assessed by medical staff vjiithin IS to 
20 minutes of arrival/registration. Our goal is to treat and discharge patients 
within two hours with the exception of those who require longer observation 
oradmission to the hospital. 

A family waiting room adjacent to'the Emergency Department provides a 
quiet, pleasant environment. Emergency visits can be stressful and our 
Emergency Department staff members try to provide information and 
reassurance to reduce patients' and family members' concems.

Our nuises also have 
spedal training-Advanced Certification Life Support (ACLS) and Trauma Nurse 
Course Certification (TNCC). Together they work as a team to diagnose and treat 
patients with a wide lange of medical emergendes and traumatic injuries. 

Our patients seek emergency care for life-threatening situations such as 
heart attacks and injuries from automobile acddents, as well as many less 
critical conditions. The emergency staff has the experience and skill for 
effective, timely diagnosis and treatment for a wide range of medical and 
traumatic emergendes. In addition, an Acute Response Team is available for 
highly spedalized medical situations. 

For patients with chest pain, the Cardiac Obsen/atlon Unit provides 
spedalized monitoring and care. The hospital's Critical Care Unit provides 
intensive medical care for patients who are seriously ill or injured. 

As a hospital-based Emergency Department, patients who need 
hospitalization can be admitted directly to Huron Valley-Sinai. This is an 
important convenience for patients and family members and it is the only 
Emergency Department in the area that is part of an on-site hospital.

H i n e s P a r k b r i n g s b e a u t y t o a r e a 

The Wayne County Park System 
began in 1919. In the 1920s, ihe 
Wayne County Road Commission 
began to acqu i re land w h i c h 
wouid be used for a park pat­
terned after the Bronx parkway in 
New York. 

Edward Hines Drive, named for 
the first Wayne County road com­
missioner, meanders more than 
17 miles following the course of 
the Rouge River between 
D e a r b o r n and Nor thvi i le . The 
drive cuts through Edward Hines 
Park, which is actually composed 
of several small roadside parks 
and other parcels of land that 
were combined to comprise one 
large County park. 

The first piece of land used for 
this purpose was land wiiied to 
ihe county by Norihviile resident 
Cass Benton. 

Benton was an early member of 
ihe Wayne County Road 
Commiss ion . When he died, he 
willed his farm to Wayne County 
for use as a park after his wife 
passed away. However, in 1925, 
Mrs. Benton gave her property to 
ihe county so that slle would be 
able to see her husband's wish 
come true. 

H i s t o r i a n M i n a Humphr i e s 
Varnum's description of the idyllic 
scene in 1927 stiii appiies today; 

" i f you wish to sec what has 
been made of (Benton's) old sug­
aring grove, drive out Seven Mile 
Road nearly to Northvllle and turn 
i o . y o u r left . . . A short r u n of 
about a miic will bring you to the

entrance of Cass Benton Park, 
one of the most beautiful park 
sites in the county, comprising 16 
acres of wooded land." 

The picturesque red brick "com­
fort stations" which still dot the 
park were built during the 1920s. 

Though new, modern facilities 
are b e g i n n i n g to replace the 
Crumbling relics of the past, the 
memory of their unique architec­
ture is still evident. 

The "Shelter-Comfort Station," 
which was located in Cass Benton 
Park was built i n 1927. At that 
time, it was open day and night, 
wi th a t tendants on duty at a i l 
t imes . D r i n k i n g founta ins 
throughout the park were con­
nected wi th P lymouth ' s , water 
supply. 

Across the road from the Cass 
Benton Park s i ts a sign which 
reads "Bennett Arboretum." 

"Jessie Merril l Bennett started 
the first public arboretum in the 

s ta te of M i c h i g a n , " exp l a ined 
Nancy Darga, chief of design for 
the Wayne County Park System, 
who is currently working on a 
book about Hines Park. 

There was what Darga calls a 
"hopsco tch p lan" of a c q u i r i n g 
p ieces of l and for the p a r k . 
" H e n r y F o r d was the biggest 
helper," she said, i n developing 
the park. By buiiding his village 
industries all along the proposed 
parkway, he would donate land to 
the Wayne C o u n t y R o a d 
Commission to be used as part of 
the park system. 

The latest pieces of land to be 
added to the park did not come 
about until the 1960s, with addi­
t i o n s i n D e a r b o r n . D a r g a 
explained that there is s t i l l one 
last piece to connect the entire 
parkway, at Newburgh and Hines 
Drive in Livonia. 

Those who live near what is 
now Hines Park are truly fortu­
nate to be so close to such natu­
r a l beau ty . As v a r n u m wrote 
nearly 80 years ago: 

"Quite probably your first emo­
tion will be a feeling of relief that 
the hand of improvement has not 
robbed the grove of its na tura l 
charm and beauty; but that, the 
o r i g i n a l ro l l ing Contour of the 
land has been preserved and the 
I r regular ly placed trees.. .have 
been left as they were..."

Hutchison, a sclf-dcscribed com­
puter i i l l leralc , gave hiinseif a

Davici Morse, wiio iiad aiso made 
an impact as Brulus "Brutal" 
Howell in "The Green Mile ," pos­
sessed both the aulhorily and the 
nieniai acuity lo embody the feder-
ai agent Edgar Clcnteen, who is the 
counlcr-poinl to Brisloi. 

David Morse, whose credits aiso 
inciude "The indian runner" and 
"The Crossing Guard," reiished the 
opportunity lo show a different side 
of Ills talent. "I haven't had Ihc 
chance to do a lot of comedies," 
says Morse. "When i started out in 
l l ica ler 1 did a iol of comedy and 
iiave been lr)'ing to find a way back 
into i l . i read the script for "Bal l ."

Fuqua, "He's funny. He doesn't dis­
like Alvln, but he knows that Alvin 
presents his best opportunity to get 
his hands on this master criminal. 
So, he has to use Aivin to do his 
Job," 

Robert Pastoreiii. who garnered 
internationai attentlon for his roie 
opposite CandiCe Bergen i n the 
aCciaimed, iong-ruiining series 
"Murphy Brown," plays Bristol 's 
partner, John Jasler, the cell-mate 

that unwlttingiy sucks Aivin into 
Cienteen's sting, "Robert brings a 
great New York street altitude tiiat 
adds so much to the role of Jaster," 
says Fuqua. "Yet he is .the quintes­
sential professionai. He is a great 
actor and his chemistiy and timing 
wltli Jamie In their scenes together 
is right on the money." 

Mike Epps, a stand-up comic, 
recently grabbed attention in i i is 
Ilrst film role in New Line Cinema's 
"Next Friday." 

Says Fuqua, "Aivin and Stevie 
have a loving relationship, but as 
with all brothers, there's a certain 
amount of conflict as weii. Aiv in 
realizes he has not been a good 
influence on Stevie, who is dealing 
and hust l ing just like he did. So, 
now, they're working at Cross pur­
poses; Alvin wants oul of lhat iife 
and SteWe wants in ." 

Fuqua feels KImberly Eiise 
brings a warmth and camaraderie 
to Lisa that was critical to her rela­
tionship with Alv in . 'Lisa is a 
strong women, one who takes care 
of her son," says the director. 'Siie 
is strong enough to puil herself up 
and not get caught up in Alvin's 
schemes. To Aivin, she is ihe goid. 
He has to rise up to her level to be 
with her. Lisa is chaiiengiiig Aivin 
to grow up or get oul." 

"In my Imagination, Lisa and 
Alvin grew up together and so she 
understands him," explains Eiise. 
"But at this point, after everything 
they've been through, she's ready 
to just go forward with or without 
him. He needs to pick up lhe pace 
of his life If he wants to hang on to 
their relationship." 

For B l u m , the filmmakers cast 
cult favorite Jamie Kennedy (the

For many chiidren, the ilrst sounds of the 
school bell each fall signal not Just the return 
to classes, but the return of worries and anxi­
ety. 

While some concern is common, parents 
need to know what's normal, what's not and 
how to help their kids deal with the fears about 
hitting the books again. Mental health experts 
at the University of Michigan Health System 
offer some tips on how to recognize problems 
and what to do about them. 

"Anxiety disorders are veIy common in chil­
d ren - probably one of the more common 
childhood disorders that exist," said Dan Fis­
cher M.S.W.. senior social worker and clinical 
assistant professor in psychiatry at the U - M 
health system. T h e return to school can be 
quite challenging and difficult for most chil­
dren, and some children have excessive anxi­
ety responses in relation to tliat," 

Toimger Cl i l ldren and the l r Anzle t les 
In younger children, acute concern about 

going to school is actually often a form of sepa­
ration anxiety disorder. This is a condition In 
which chi ldren experience developmentally 
Inappropriate and excessive levels of fear or 
anxiety related to separation from home or-
from people they're most attached to, such as 
their parents, says Fischer. "(The kids) cry. 
they cling, they talk about it often and it seems 
more traumatic in that sense," he added. 

To overcome this problem, Fischer said it's 
important for parents not to get caught up in 
the idea that the child's anxiety is sending an 
accurate message - that there really is some­
thing to be fearful about. Usually, that's Just 
not the case. 

"Do not let the anxiety stop you from send­
ing your ch i l d to school . Even i f there are 
somatic complaints such as 'I'm going to be 
sick' or T m going to throw up' or '1 feel like 1 
have a tummy ache,' it 's important to send 
them anyway," he said, "If they're really sick. 

they'll continue to be sick throughout the day 
anfl the school can send them home," 

F i scher and his colleagues spend a lot of 
time helping children understand that they will 
be safe and that their worries about what may 
happen are much greater than what actually 
wi l l happen. 

"We talk to parents and kids about this idea 
that for some reason or another thek anxiety, 
when it's excessive, is tricking them. It's trick­
ing them into feeling something bad will hap­
p e n i f they do What wou ld be a n o r m a l 
response, such as go to school," explained Fis­
cher. "We describe that it's almost like a bully. 
We t iy to get the kids to not let the bully boss 
them around, or let aIixiety tell them what to 
do." 

Another strategy, he said, is to have parents 
and theh- child begin to visit the school a week 
or so before classes start: Driving up to the 
parking lot, walking in the building, meeting 
the c lass room teacher, seeing where thei r 
classroom is going to be. 

"I t h i n k that he lps reduce some of the 
uIilmoWn that creates anticipatory anxiety," he 
added. 

Chi ldren wil l find that repeated success of 
attending school i n the face of anxiety, that 
thek aIixiety response will diminish and ult i­
mately go away, usually within a few days to a 
couple of weeks. 

Adolescents and The Anzlet les 
While younger children fear the separation 

from parents , adolescents more-commonly 
experience something called social anxiety dis­
order. 

'Kids with social anxiety disorder are much 
more l ikely to have a heightened sense that 
people are watching them and feeling uncom­
fortable When they're under the scrut iny of 
others wi th a likelihood that they potentially 
could do something embarrassing," said Fisch­
er. "What we also sometimes see is adolescents 

have a tendency to displace some of their Wor­
ries by saying such things as 'well, school's 
really dumb. I don't want to go. It's a silly tiling 
today that we're doing anyway,' or 'It's a stupid 
book report' or 'it's a dumb class and that's 
why I don't want to go,' In essence, displacing 
thek anxiety rather than taking it on for them­
selves. They blame it on the fact that people at 
the school are no good or that the teachers are 
no good or that the class Is kind of sUly and 
stupid." 

Parents see what they think is opposition, 
when really it is anxiousness. 

"The best thing that parents can doiis tiy 
and talk to their kids and provide soiiie feed­
b a c k tha t t h e y ' l l be O K when they go to 
school," coimseled Fischer "Give them oppor­
tunities for soclallztag." ;.v . 

More importantly, he said. Is to seek help 
from a professional If needed. 

"If It becomes a significant problem where 
the chi ld ' s not able to go to school, where 
there's a decrease In their social Interaction 
with others, where It's affecting their academic 
performance or thek ability to get involved In 
team sports.or extracurricular activities, we 
would encourage parents to take their child to 
see a mental health professional to be evaluat­
ed," he said. 

School isn't the only anxiety-producing situ­
at ion, F ischer sa id . Some kids may simply 
have a predisposit ion to experience greater 
anxiety i n normally anxiety-producing situa­
tions while others feed off their parents fears. 
That is, i f parents are nervous around dogs, 
the children can pick up on that and become 
nervous, too. Stressful life events also can trig­
ger problems. Following Is a list of some to trig­
gers for children: Moving. loss of friends, death 
of a loved one, changing schools, and loss of a 
pet.
