Claiming negligence, a $5 miillon 
lawsuit has been fiied against the 
Novi Community Sciiool District and 
three district cInpioyees after a sec­
ond grader at Novi Woods Elemen­
tary ate a toxic chemical used In a 

C h i l d i n j u r e d b y c h e m i c a l s 

classroom science project. 
According to a complaint filed in 

Oakland County Circuit Court on 
September 15, 7-year-old Paul 
Ghannam experleiIced severe ulcer­
ations to his stomach after eating 
copper sulfate, a chemical with a 
blue, candyllkc appearance com­
monly used as a sewer and septic 
root killer. 

"It's important to alert parents of 
the i-esponse of the Novi School Dis­

trict to prevent similar occurrences 
In the future," said David D. Grande-
Cassell of King & Cassell, P . C the 
law firm representing the Ghannam 
family. T h e district can not continue 
to hide behind the shield of govern­
mental immunity." 

Ghannam ingested the copper sui-
fate after being offered the chemical 
by a third grade student on the bus 
ride home on Apri l 12. 

T h e good news is that the progno­

sis of the child's long-term health Is 
encouraging, but the damage caused 
by the gross negligence of the Novl 
Community School District and Its 
employees Is Inexcusable," said 
Grande-Casseii. 

"Sending 16 8-year-olds home 
with a deadly substance recklessly 
endangered the lives of many chil­
dren."

A new foundation had to be constructed for the 
building.Tiie house remained aloft on steel rails 
awaiting engineering plans. Two years to the day, 
it was lowered on ils new foundation. 

The biggest complaint from detractors has been 
the slow and gradual progress that the project has 
endured. Relying on volunteers l ias made it dlffi-
cuit to see steady and obvious improvement at 
times. A booming economy has occupied many 
skilled tradespeopie who might possibiy voiunteer 
tlieir time. Funds for 

continued restoration are badly needed, as weii 
as volunteers. However,

"We're hoping it will become like a community 
center with rooms to meet in for organizations. 
And because of its history with the underground 
railroad, somewhat of a tourist attraction, if you 
wiii , of local history," said Tracey White of the 
Walled Lake Downtown Development Authority. 

Onderko was a local real estate agent, who's 
also a skUled artist. She often did renderings of 
homes, which included one of the Foster Farm­
house. The rest is. as they say. history, for she 
became president of the effort. 

"Linda has givcII her life in the past few years to 
this project." White said. 

Preservation efforts began in spring of 1996. 
when they established the Lakes Area Community 
Foundation. The immediate goal was to save the 
home that was scheduled for demolition in August 
1996. to make way for an apartment corapiex. A 
stop order was put on the project, whiie they 
attempted to raise $250,000 to purchase the iand 
from the deveioper. By February 1997. Uiey real­
ized that the house would have to be moved, since 
the $40,000 they raised had fallen far short of 
what was needed. Local utility companies and the 
signal company donated their services to move the 
home off its foundation on May 21, when it was 
moved less than a mile away to Riley Park. 

Within the few days that were allowed them, vol­
unteers from the Friends,- along with the Cran-
brook Institute performed an excavation. Through 
the rain, they stili managed to uncover many trea­
sures, hicluding a 19th Century hand-forged iron 

Toiigate Educationai Center in Novi. 
At S26.000. it was the iargest single grant that 

was received for tlIe project so far. notes Onderko. 
The President of the Lakes Area Community 
Foundation. Judy Rood, pursued the grant. 

In May. Onderlco attended a reception for repre­
sentatives of Local Legacies Project at the newly 
renovated Thomas Jefferson Hall at tile Library of 
Congress in Washington. D.C, 11 was a prestigious 
honor for the group. The history of the homestead 
and its efforts were chosen to be worthy of inclu­
sion of the American Folk Life Center at the 
library. The iibrary is in the process of digitizing 
the information, but a sampling can be seen at 
the Web site u)UJU).!oc.goi;/b!cen(enn(a(. 

The next immediate goal is to finish the exterior 
of the buiiding and to rebuiid the porches by the 
end of the year. A beautiful new gazebo and a 
handicapped accessible piaystructure already 
enhance the park site. 

What makes it such a worthwhiie project to 
those involved? 

"The present makes more sense when you 
understand the past." Onderko said. 

"Aesthetically, they don't build houses like this 
any more. The architecture is unique."

' The more yoil know about the Foster 
Farmhoiise history, the Foster Farmhouse 
history, the more fascinating it becomes. 

^ The honie, originally a Jog'cabin,-was first 
•located on Ponflafi;'^&ll--^'^1fal|"i3i;igipally -
blazed by t|ip,pative Potawatomi and , 
Ottawa tribes. It was built, by the Banks fam-r 
ily, who acquired a 200-acre homestead 
from a government land grant. The log 
cabin was expanded to a Greek Revival 
style of architecture in Ihe 1840s and 

. Included a !wo-story Italianate.addition Ini • 
the 1850s- Freeborn Henry Banks was the 
first born of Wesylan Methodists from Kent, 
England who canie to seai;ch for religious " 
freedom. His wife, Amanda Bassett . 
descended from Captain Miles Standlsh of .V 
the Mayflower in.1620 and Captain William 
Bassett of the Fortune (1621). 
The Banks family was described as active 
in religious and political affairs and were 
uncompromising in their anti-slavery senti­
ments. Oral histories from family descen­
dants reveal that.the family participated in 
the Underground Rallfoacl. They helped .; v. 
runaway slaves to Port Huron, Mich.i where • 
Ihey could cross the river to Samla, to free-- > 
dom. Secret rooms and hidden staircases 
in the home corroborate these stories. Two 
of the Banks' son's served in the Union 
Army during the. Civil War because of their 
strong conviction of the injustices of slavery. 
The couple had six children, one of whom 
was Sarah Gertrude Banks, with a com- : 
pelling story, of hef own. At 17, she began 
to teach school, and later entered the Uni­
versity of Michigan after a special act of the 
state legislature allowed women to enroll. In 
1873, she was one of three women gradu­
ates. She was a close friend of Dr. Afina 
Howard Shaw and Susan B.-Anthonyand ; 
was particularly interested in the advance­
ment of the Women's Suffragette Move­
ment. The name may be familiar because 
of the Walled Lake Junior High Schooi that 
bears her name.

Public transportation for Walled 
Lake's physically impaired and 
senior Citizens will beCome avail­
able next month. 

City officials recently finalized a 
deal with Novi to give Wailed Lake 
residents, who are older than 55 or 
disabled, use of the Novi SeIiior 
Transit System's "dial-a-ride" pro­
gram on Mondays and Thursdays, 
starthigOCt. 16. 

"We've been working on this for 
the past three or four years and 1 
think it will give a lot of people 
some hidependence they haven't 
had before," said Walled Lake City 

Manager Phil vawter. "It's primarl-
iy designed to heip people go to 
doctor's appointments and go 
shopping without relying on neigh­
bors and friends for rides." 

Utilizing Novl's fleet of 15-seat 
vans, eligible Walled Lake residents 
can order rides anytime during the 
two days between 8:30 a.m. and 
4:30 p.m. The vans will take riders 
to any destination within Wailed 
Lake and Novi city limits. West 
Bloomfield's Henry Ford Medical 
Center and Commerce's Huron 
vaUey-Slnai Hospital. 

Interested riders need to call to 
arrange rides 48 hours in advance 
at 1248) 735-5617. TlIere is no limit 
to the number of rides you can take 

and accommodations are available 
for wheelchairs. 

Riders will be asked to make a $1 
donation per ride, but it is not 
required, Vawter said. 

"That donation wouid help us 
offset some of the costs, but it's a 
serVlce we'll make available to 
everyone, whether they can afford 
it or not," vawter said. 

Walled Lake will pay Novi 
$21,000 in the first year of the pro­
gram with some of the money the 
city collects from federal and state 
grants. 

vawter said the city will evaluate 
demand in future years and adjust 
the service volume accordingly. 

Walled Lake has lacked public 

transportation for seniors since the 
mid-1990s when S M A R T (Subur­
ban Mobility Authority on Regional 

Transportation), discontinued its 
dial-a-ride service in Walled Lake 
after city officials decided against 
levying a 0.25-mill increase to city 
property owmers to subsidize 
S M A R T costs. 

"They didn't offer line trans­
portation in Walled Lake at the 
time, so we didn't think It was 
worth the S60.000 to $70,000 a 
year it would have cost us to stay 
with SMART," vawter said. 

"This way. we're paying only 
S21,000 and we don't have to man­
age it."

Tlic Maples of Novl. 

"Wc received a call from the 
Detroit Water and .Sewerage 
Departmeiit that Ihey had a water 
main break on Fourteen Mile 
Koad," Director of Public Services 
Tony Nowici<i said. 

According to Nowlcitl. the brcai^ 
was caused iiy a daniagcci air pres­
sure relief valve that had a two-
Inch iioie. 

"We discussed the issue wilh 
Detroit and tiiey said tiiat tiiey had 
to siiut tiic main down at I a.m. 
and do the repairs." Nowlckl said. 
"As it turned out. Il wasn't untii 9 

a.m. that the service was turned 
Ibacki on." 

The boll water advisory came 
after the maifi was repaired, Now­
lckl said. To make sure that there 
was no bacteria In the system, a 
water boiling advisory Is Issued iiy 
tiie city. The city's responsibility to 
the cominunily Is to make sure 
media outlets such as television 
and radio stations are able to 
broadcast the advisory to resi­
dents. Nowlckl .said. 

But there were concerns among 
a number of restaurateurs over the 
water main break and the advisory 
on Saturday. 

"The city contacted us about 
10:30 p.m. on Friday." Red Robin 
Manager Jeff llousell said. "They 
told us about the water main 
break, but Ihcy didn't say anything 
about bacteria," 

And that Is where the confusion 
comes in, according to the city. The 
water boiling advisory did not take 
effect until Saturday morning 
when llie Detroit Water and Sewer­

age Department completed the 
repairs. 

"We were kind of panicked when 
we heard about It," Housell said. 
"But, again, we don't rely on the 
city or the state, but we do rely on 
the heath department." 

Housell said that he did not 
receive a cail from the Oakiand 
County Heath Department. 
According to Housell, his restau­
rant relies on the health depart­
ment to keep them updated on 
possible water contamination. 
Health department officials did not 
respond to phone calls from the 
Novi News about advisory proce­
dures In the Novl area. 

According to city officials, tlIcre 
were no reports of any bacteria in 
tile system and no reports of any­
one becoming sick from drinking 
the water. 

"Because of a loss of pressure, 
you could of had have a build up of 
conform bacteria," Novl Sewer and 
Water Department Superintended 
Bruce Jeroiric said. 

"Once you Impose a boll water 
advisory, It takes a good two days 
to collect samples In order to 
rescind the boiled water." 

The 42-inch main that was dam­
aged services a 36-Inch main tiiat 
runs down Novi Road into the 
heart of tlie city. The Novl Road 
main supplies over 90 percent of 
the water that runs Into the city. 

When Detroit Water and Sewer­
age siiut down iiic Fourteen Mile 
main, the city was ibrccd to 
increase pressure from a booster 
station in the southeastern end of 
the city near Eight Mile and Hag­
gerty I'oads. 

c i ty officials acknowledged that 
there were calls from the Lockmoor 
Subdivision saying that tiiere was 
no waler in the system, however, 
city officiais ciaim (here was water 
liiter Friday evening, 

"Detroit said tiiat tiiere would be 
fluctuating water pressure in liie 
lower area of the city," Nowlckl 
said.

I've shared the "I told you so" feelings of most parents at last week's 
Federal Trade Commission report that concluded the entertainment 
industry regularly, peiVasively and arrogantly markets violent and 
obscene products to children by promoting R-rated movies during 
programs aimed at young people and selling toys '»Bamm^oa^t^ 
derived from violent films. 

A n d I've even felt some admiration as politicians 
of both parties lost no opportunity in Jumping al l 
over the Hollywood hypocrites who simultaneously 
claim their own industry's i-ating standards ai-e 
effective i n keeping inappropriate content away 

from children and then 
brazenly violate their 
own rules. 
What is striking about 
the FTC report is that 
it follows on the heels 
of a statement from 
four nat ional hea l th 
associations that 
definitively l inks the 
violence in movies, 
games and music to 
among children. 
Issued by the Amer ican Medical Associa­
tion, the American Academy of Pedi­
atrics, the American Psychological Asso­
ciation and the Amer ican Academy of 

Chi ld and Adolescent Psychiatiy, the statement concluded, "the 
effects are measurable and long-standing ... Moreover, prolonged 
viewing of media violence can lead to emotional desensltlzatlon 
toward violence in real life." 

In other words, there is a demonstrated, scientific l ink between the 
slack-jawed k i d on the couch watching junk on T V to the horrors of 
the massacre at Columbine High School. I'm not talking about decent, 
artistic and sensitive movies wi th "redeeming social value," in the 
words of the Supreme Court. I'm talking about the Junk, especially 
the stuff marketed to kids. 

There wi l l be much debate, of course, about what is best to do. 
Defenders of the First Amendment (of which I count myself as one)

will argue that letting the government set content standards Is pretty 
scaty. Clearly, the entertainment Industry's claims that self-regula­
tion Works Is a sad joke. Faced with confused and Conflicting rating 
systems, tight schedules and often-rebellious kids, parents have a 
tough time exercising their responsibility. 

What Is most troubling to me about the situation, though, is the 
realization of What forces are iiow in practice defining and propagat­
ing our entire culture. 

Time was, the content of a culture was a complex 
fabric constructed out of the panoply of history, 
literature, art, religious and ethical teachings — 
the entire range of time-tested factors that br ing 
value, context and definition to a culture. Most 
certainly, the content of an entire culture was not 
the commercial property of enormous corporations 
intent on maximizing profit. 
Bu t that's exactly what we have today. 
The entertainment industry is the first in history 
whose business model is to create icons to com­
prise the culture of our youth, to propagate that 
culture through entirely new technologies such as 
C D s , television and the Internet, and through 
advertising to stimulate a demand for the cul tural 
products so created and propagated. 

" • • ^ " ^ ^ • ^ The entertainment Industry Is enormously prof­
itable, pervasive and self-absorbed. It is an entire industry whose cen­
tral commercial purpose Is to define for Its own profit the cul tural 
environment i n which we and our children live. 

What gives some T V mogul the right to define the culture In which 
my son grows up? What legitimizes the output of some rap music pro­
ducer dominating the musica l tastes of a n entire generation? By what 
right does some video game designer create a product that promotes 
violent behavior in the user? 

A n d for the entertainment Industry to argue sclf-righteously that a l l 
it's doing is "giving the market what the market wants" when it uses 
every modern tool of marketing to stimulate the demand it allegedly 
is meeting is the ultimate hypocrisy. 

No wonder so many people are so very angry.

He resigned last year as city 
manager and now "Mr. Novl," Ed 
Krlewall, has resigned as board 
member of the Music & Motor 
Fest. 

Kriewaii, wlio is considered the 
"fatlier" of tlie former Michigan 
50s Festivai, iiad beeIl a board 
member since the festivai's incep­
tion in 1988. 

Meanwhiic, the festivai board is 
reviewing its options for next year. 

Jane Thomas, director of the 
festivai, said that Kriewaii had 
informed the board iast week that 
he wanted lo more on and try 
"other things." 

"He's getting more invoived with 
his consulting and retirement," 
Thomas said. "He feit he needed to 
focus on that." 

Kriewaii, wlio last spring took a 
consulting position with the $100 
million Main Street development 
company Evergreen 111. had been 
Novi city manager for 30 years 
before retiring last February. 

"We'll have to have a vote to 
accept his resignation and we'll 
look for a replacement." Thomas 
said. 

The next board meetliig Is 
scheduled for September 23, bul 

Thomas said she did not know if 
the vote would be taken that day. 

"He's made a great contribution 
to the festival but he just has 
more things going on i n his life," 
said festival president Robert 
McCann. 

Kriewaii was not avaiiabie for 
comment by press-time. 

This past summer's festival was 
caiied a "disaster" by numerous 
vendors who, several of whom 
said that they lost money on the 
venture. 

Thomas, who blamed the poor 
turnout on the weather, said that 
the festival board is looking at the 
festivai critically and could make 
changes next year. 

"We're listening to ail the parties 
involved," Thomas said. "We're i n 
the process of talking to some new 
media people and all our spon­
sors. We're also listening to what 
tlie public has told us." 

Thomas said that there are no 
pians to change the festival's 
name back to the Michigan 50s 
Festival. 

"We had sponsors tell us that 
concept was dated," Thomas said. 
"So, we are looking to the future."

and Principal Jacqueline Lawrence 
for the victim's pain, suffering, 
mental anguish, and medicai 
expenses for care, treatment and 
management. Damages of $5 mil­
lion, in addition lo allorney's fees 
are sought. 

"We are obviously very concerned 
about the safety and well-being of 
all our students, but since we 
haven't been seri'ed with the law­
suit yet and we haven't had the 
opportunity to see the allegations, 
It would be inappropriate to com­
ment at this time," said Executive 
Director of Personnei for Novi i'ub-
llc Schools Robert Schram said on 
Tuesday. 

According to a school Incident 
report from the school's third grade 
teacher Nancy Bain dated Aprii 13, 
as part of a science experiment in 
her classroom she and Novi Middie 
School science instructor Maggie 
Gonzalez-Sheeran had the stu­
dents make crystals from a solu­
tion of copper suifate. Bain said in 
the report that "as witii any scien­
tific process using solutions or 
powders, I stressed the importance 
of never sniffing or tasting these." 

The experiment, designed to 
show • the scientific method. 
Involved havlIig students tie dental 
noss to sticks, placing the dental 
(loss into clear plastic cups and 
theIi pouring copper sulfate Into 
the cups. The cups were placed on 

. a shelf In the classroom for several 
weeks until the solution had hard­
ened into dime-sized, shiny blue 
crystals around the dental floss. 

According to her statement. Bain 
gave the experiment to 16 of, her 
third grade students to take lIome. 

"As a mother and a teacher's 
helper, i tiiink it was very Inappro­
priate for (Bain) to let the kids take 
home this chemicai," said Paul's 
mother Karen Ghannam. "1 believe 
the students should do experi­
ments, but It served lio purpose to 
allow them to bring 11 home." 

Ghannam, believing the copper 
sulfate crystals were rock candy, 
swaiiowed the poison after one of 
Bain's students offered it on liie 
bus ride home from scliool that 
day, accordhig to a Novl police 
report dated April 23. Ghannam 
then became nauseous roughly 
four minutes afterwards and went 
up lo the front of tlie bus lo vomit 
in a waslcbaskel. 

"Paul was suddenly very ill on 
tiie bus. and I called him to the 
front whiic he vomited in a garbage 
can," staled bus driver Milci i Gaiio, 
in an incident report made 011 llie 
day of the occurreIice. "He didn't 
seem to be aIiy better so 1 dropped 
him off at his home and explained 
to his pdrents.", 

Karen Ghannam said when her 
son got off the bus iie loid her iie 
had eaten some candy and that iie 
feit sick. 

"He was screaming witil palIi, 
doubled over," and he spent most 
of his lime in tile bathroom untii 
we found oul wiiat happened," slie 
said. 

Ghannam said roughly ten min­
utes latei-, she received a call from 
the third grader's mother, who told 
her that Ghannam's son had eaten

an unknown substance from a sci­
ence experimenl at school. 

Karen and Fred Gliannain imme­
diately drove-their son lo Provi­
dence Hospital in Novi. After the 
third grader's tiiother went lo the 
schooi to inquire about Ihe sub­
stance, she caiied liie hospital lo 
Icll the doctors that the matter was 
copper sulfate. 

Paul Ghannam was later trans­
ferred lo St. Joseph Hospital In 
Pontlac, where he underwent two 
endoscopic examinations, which 
revealed severe ulceration of the 
child's stomach lining, according to 
his mother. She also said that her 
son received two months of medical 
treatment and a strict diet, with no 
solid food for a month. 

"It was devastating, i s l i i i can't 
beiieve this happened lo him," 
Karen Ghannam said, " i Just hope 
no cliiid. or aIIyone for that matter 
iias lo go Ihrougii this." 

Whiie he is better now,-she said 
they are stiil monitoring him and 
he "still somellmes has stomach 
pain." 

Novi Detective Kevin Hebert said 
that the incident was not of a crim-

inai matter, but he did investigate 
tiie incident. 

"We were told It was copper sul-, 
fate and one of the school officials 
confirmed that, with us," Hebert 
said. " As far as it being criminal, 
no. B u l it was dangerous and i l 
was clearly an accident. We feci 
there was no intention lo harm 
anybody. 11 was just some kids 
being kids." 

According to an incident report 
by Novi Woods Principai Jackie 
Lawienee dated A p i i i 13, Lawrence 
received a listing of the students 
who had taken the crystals home 
from Bain and had the school sec­
retary make contact with those 
parents requesting that tiie experi­
ment tiirown out. Site aiso stated 
that she issued instructions lo her 
slaff through e-mail, leiiing them 
not lo discuss the incident with 
anyone. 

"The district was overly con­
cerned with their own interests 
which they placed ahead of the 
chlldrens' welfare, as Is evidcIIl by 
the c-maii instructing the staff not 
to communicate and the weak 
attempt to collect the poisonous 

substances," said GI-ande-Cassell. 
"The iilllmate recovery of the cop­
per sulfate was really the work of 
the Novl Police Department and 
tileir oulstanding efforts to ensure 
liie safety of the chiidren in Ms. 
Bain's eiass." 

The response, according lo 
Grande-CasscU and the Gliannam 
famliy, was inadequate. 

"Uitimalciy, we want peopie to 
know that Ihis did happen and that 
the copper suifate was not 
retrieved properly or adequately. 
The school only called parents and 
told tlieiii to dispose of It when they 
should have collected it," Karen 
Gliannam said. 

Two weeks after the incident, 
Novi poitcc were able to secure a 
number of sanipies. Those samples 
are in the Novi poiice evidence 
iock-up according to Grande-Cas-
sell. 

Ghannam said while she did 
. receive a call from Lawrence the 

day artcr the incident inquiring 
about her son's condition, she 
never received an apology from the 
district. 

On May 31, Schram issued a 
written reprimand to Bain in which 
he stated, "It appears you protect­
ed students from the chemicais in 
the ciassroom by keeping tliem on 
a shelf oul of reach; however, tOi 
allow the studenls to take these 
crystals home was not a responsi­
ble or well-thought out decision." 

Schram added that: "We view 
you as a very dedicated teacher 
who is concerned about the health 
and safely of each one of your, stu-
dents; however. In the future we 

would expect you to be very aware 
and knowledgeable about any 
chemical substances used during 
your class experiments," 

She l iad earlier been given an 
oral reprimand, 

According to Grande-Cassell, tlie 
school district was uncooperative 
and handed over the case over to 
their insurance company instead of 
handiing it internally. 

"The school district not only cir­
cled the wagons on this, but they 
also put their (insurance) carrier 
on notice," Grande-Cassell said.'"It 
seems to me they were more con­
cerned with their exposure than 
they were with the kids." 

The boy's mother said tJiat until 
this happened, their experience 
with Novi teachers had been very 
positive. 

"We have never had a problem 
with any of the (Novl) teachers In 
our experience. They have all been 
completely devoted and fabulous to 
all the children," Karen Ghannam 
said. "That's why this is so surpris­
ing." 

The Ghannam family said they 
wiii not seek cr iminai charges 
against the third grader. They said 
they recognize the immediate, 
helpful actions by the third grad­
er's family in identifying the poi­
sonous chemical and the inability 
of an 8-year-oid to recognize the 
serious consequences of what the 
youngster believed to be a childish 
prank,

"I encourage phone customers 
to tell us their stories, but also to 
speak out in support of the legis­
lation that wil l put some lee lh 
inlo the PSC's ability to hold the 
phone companies accountable for 
prompt service," Rogers said. 

" A m e r i t e c h and other phone 
.companies are. basically unrcgulat; 
ed monopolies that hold phone 
customers hostage." Rogers said. 
"Until there is true competition in 
the local phone service market, 
government has a responsibility lo 
protect the families who have come 
to rely on the phone for many rea­
sons: the most important being 
their own personal safety.

on the basis that you are in com­
plete control. You are choosing 
your target companies, not Just 
settling on those that happen to 
have some job posting up. Start 
off by actively r e sea rch ing as 
much as you can about your tar­
get companies. This means read­
ing the business press and Indus­
try Journals specific to those com­
pan ies . T r y to f ind ou t what 
expans ion plans the company 
has. Is management refocuslng 
its target market? What compa­
nies Is it partnering wi th? The 
challenge then will be to ferret 
out the potential Jobs and find 
out who can get you In the door. 

• You know the people. 
News a r t i c l e s . Corpora t e 

Websi tes , press re leases a n d 
personal contacts can lead you 
to the people you really want to 
talk to at your target company. 
Also, talking with vendors, cus­
tomers and employees of your 
target company will - directly or 
indirectly - lead you to upcom­
ing jobs and opportunities. 

Learn all you can about your 
a rea of in te res t . I n c l u d i n g 
names of relevant manage r s . 
Once you've found them, c a l l 
them and (here's the key) don't 
ask for a j ob . Te l l t hem that 

you're researching companies In 
your Industry and mention who 
referred them to y o u . A s k for 
In s igh t Into t he i r work a n d 
advice about your resume and 
about what type of work you 
want to do. If they can't help 
out, they wi l l surely be able to 
point you to someone who wil l 
( e i ther at that c o m p a n y or 
another one.) The advantage? 
While otlier job seekers are busy 
e-mailing resumes, you're devel 
oping relationships with people 
who can actually help you, 

• You make the move. 
Finally, It Is time to call your 

ta rget manage r or r e c r u i t e r . 
E x p l a i n who y o u are, who 
re fe r red y o u , a n d what y o u 
know about the company. Ask 
for an Informational interview, 
or i f you have the manager on 
the l i n e , a sho r t m e e t i n g i n 
which you wiii demonstrate your 
ability to contribute to his bot­
tom line. This step wiii probably 
be the hardest. You must be pre­
pared to offer ideas and so iu -
t ions the manager needs, and 
you will only iiave one chance to 
do so.

In what was almost Deja v u in a bad way for Novl 
turned out just fine last Friday night at South Lyon. 

The Wildcats converted on a fourth and one at the 
goal line as tailback Fred Napier found his way into the 
cIid zone with 34 seconds left to give Novi a 25-22 win 
over South Lyon and keep its playoff hopes very-much 
alive. 

"A lot of our thinking was that we felt we could get in 
the end zone because on tlie previous play (3rd and l) 
we were able to move it forward some," Novi coach Tab 
Kellepourey said. 

Just a year ago it was a fourth-down stop of South 
Lyon's Marcus SChulmeister in the waning seconds 
which helped Novi hold on for a 13-7 win in last year's 
game. Both team's went on to make the playoffs last 
season, but the loss drops South Lyon to 0-4 on the 
season after the school had to forfeit its first three wins 
because of the use of ineligible players. 

Novi moves to 3-1 with the win and is now 2-1 in 
league play. 

The Wildcats looked to have the game in hand early 
on, building up a 19-0 halftime lead thanks in part to a 
pair of juniors and a hard-working senior. Novi scored 
twice in its first five plays from scrimmage. 

Blake Meyers scored from 36 yards out in Novl's first 
possession. Following a nice punt by the LioIis, which 
pinned Novi back on its own one yard line, the 'Cats 
struck again.

A s South Lyon High School's football coach. Bob 
Scheloske watches a lot of game tape.

A s aTesult. 'South Lyon "forfeited its first tliree Vici 
tories. That was'followed by a home loss to Novi oI 
Friday, effeCtively eliminating the Lions from playof 
Contention. '• • 

The first ineligible player was discovered by Chance. 
That player's father had gone to the high school that 
Monday to give Scheloske a "pay-to-play" check. He 
mentioned to the coach that his son, a Junior, had 

' never received a report card from the spring semester. 
Scheloske, who is also a guidance Counselor, brought 
up the boy's grades, only to discover that he ha.d 
failed four Classes due to excessive absences. This 
was news to the father. 

"He played junior varsity baseball In the spring aiid 

had an eligibility sheet signed by Coach [Roger] Jack­
son every week," the father said. "He apparenliy had 
itoo many absences at the end of the year and they 
llook his Credits. But no one knew." 
i Prom there Scheloske aiId E l i i s did some more 
investigating, only to discover that three other players 
were not eligible. 

"The circumstances were a ii t l le different for all 
four," Ellis said. 

The first player's father said he resents that his son 
has been scapegoaled, as the only one mentioned in 
the initial media reports, then as the target of ridicule 
al school. He said the family has hired a lawyer in 
case anything happens to the boy at school. 
, "This kid's guilty of missing too many classes," the 
father said. "1 feel bad, especially fpr the seniors on 
the team that don't have another Chance. But you 
can't blame my son. How come they're not beating up 
on the;other'three?,;Nbone,has stood up for [my son). 

; He was,al\)t3ys ,cpn̂ ^̂ ^ such a teani player, and 
now no orie is sticking up for h im. Not even the boys 
on the team." 

The father said in his dealings with the school, no 
one had stepped up to accept responsibility. 

•There were four or live levels where the problem 
could have been discovered."
