"We den'l Imagine that we can get
enough time to do one for everyone,
that's our goal, but we can sure try,”
agreed partner, Darla Block.

The Blocks are sisters-in-laws and
owners of DarJan Yarns in Walled
Lake.

- Although they're relatively new to
the business community, just three
months there, they knew iImmediate-
ty they wanled to help with the
nattonal effort, Warm Up America.
At the same time they were planning
to open their doors, they began lo
gather information on the project.

"We weni to our wholesalers, who
gave us,information an Warm Up
Ameriea. We thought it was one of
the first things we should do,” sald
Jana Block.

As an example of thelr spirit of
generosity, she says, "Neither one of
us has ever sold an afghan...hand-
made things mean so much more
than store bought."

The prograrn works something like
this. The ladies will take any donat-
ed knitted/crocheled materials into
their store. Some people bring in
complete afghans or shawls, but
most will bring in squares. They will
plece the squares together with the
help of volunteers.

A simple knitting or crochet pat-
tern Is available at the store, free of
charge, as well as several cholces of
inexpensive yarns, suggested for the
project.

A one-pound sack of mill ends Is
avallable for $1.99 and enough
rolled yarn te make from two 1o four
squares at the cost of only fifty
cents. For those who purchase items

improvements to Western's pool
factlity.

Director of Personnel and Commu-
nily Relations, Lols Lange sald the
district is “thrilled” 1o he moving for-
ward and they have already begun
planning,

“By Ocl. 1 we want to start accept-
ing bids for the new high school,
Once they are accepicd, we should
sec activity at the slle within six
weeks," she said.

The second proposal, which was
also approved, will ratse taxpayer's
millage by 0.03 to improve air quali-
ty. Total cost of this proposal will be
$20.6 million; $10 million for HVAC
upgrades and $§10.6 million for a
future land purchase,

Grant will aid downtown’s boom

Walled Lake has what it takes to
become a model downtown.

The potential and the drive are
there and Oakland County’s Main
Street program wants to help propel
Walled Lake into a thriving down-
town center. .

Walled Lake was one of three citles
selected to joln the Main Street pro-
gram, a three-year revitalization
effort modeled after Main Street
U.S.A., a non-prefit organization of
the National Trust for Historic
Preservation.

“We are absclutely ecstatic we
recelved this,” said Tracy White,
Walled Lake Dovmtown Development
Authority markeiing director who
worked on the grant application.
“Fhe competition was stiff and the
application process was rigorous.”

Rochester and Royal Oak were
also selected from the pool of appli-
cations received from seven down-
towns, including Holly, Ferndale,
Pontiac and Birmingham.

The Wailed Lake DDA will be treat-
ed to free consulting services for
three years, an estimated $50,000
value, said White. Oakland County
signed on to the national Main Street

program earlier this year to enhance

the economic poiential and preserve
the sense of place that can be found
in the nooks and crannies of many
histeric buildings in Oakland Coun-
ly's 30 downtown areas.

“We're really looking forward to
being in this program, it's really an
honor,” White said.

Walled Lake was selected by a
nine-member panel for the first
round of revitalization efforts
because officials displayed a desire
and commitment 1o long-term

« improvements, said Bob Donohue

Jr., principal planner for the coun-
ty's Main Street program.

Walled Lake will be a model for
other downtowns as it progresses
through the program. Support and
services will continue after three
years.

“We're in this for the long haul and
Walled Lake will be there,” Donohue
said, *The physlcal health of our
downtowns are so fragile. I{ they
commit ta this program. their long-
term stability is no lenger in doubt.”

The DDA has funded varlous
infrastructure projecis over the last
decade and City Manager Phillip
Vawter said Walled Lake is now
ready to make its move o attract
mote retailers to the downtown area.

"Now, we want to try to recruit a
mix of shops and really find our

niche,” Vawter sald,

Major DDA projects Include the
Maple Road extension. decorative
strect lights, a new cily parking lot,
street banners, 400 new trees near
Maple and Pentiac Trall and the
widening of that intersection. sald
White.

“The thing with downtown revital-
ization, you're never done. There is
always more {o do,” White said.

Focusing on getting a better mix of
retallers in the area is appealing to
Leslie Craigle. owner of Paint Smart
Studio on Pontiac Trail. She said she
wanls Walled Lake to be more than
just a place peeple drive through ta
get 1o the shopping malls in Novi,

“‘We'd like to see Walled Lake
become more of a destination,” she
sald. “We want to become more of a
retail center.”

Other business owners in the arca
sald they, too. arc thrilled that
Walicd Lake will be put on the map
as a thriving downtown and a modet
for other downtovms in the county.

“l think it's a great thing,” sald Pat
Damman, owner of Walled Lake
Shoe Repair on Pontiac Trail at
South Commerce. *I'm more than
willing to help promote the city and
the development of Walled Lake.”

White said volunteers will be need-
ed for various projects and the sup-

portl of local businesses is important.

Susan Snider, branch manager of
Old Kent Bank on W. Maple, said
she is thrilled with the news,

*I would hope it will help beautify
downtown Walled Lake and create
some excitement and help us in our
growing,"” Snider said. “! think this ts
a wonderful community.”

It's that type of community sup-
port ihat helped boost Walled Lake
above the competition, said Dono-
hue. )

Other criteria included a mission
statement, a downtown revitalization
plan, a local histarie preservation
ordinance and commission, a DDA,
a budget, a professional program
manager, a commitment to ongoing
training, quarterly reports on key
downiown statistics and maintain-
ing membership in the national
Main Street network.

Not onty did Walled Lake officials,
led by White, have all the required
organizations in place, it had the
enthusiasm and commitment, said
Donohue.

“Afier looking at the criteria, they
did an outstanding job,” he said.

“They have very strong manage-
ment in place. they're politically
astute and they take a team-otfented
approach.”
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State Rep. Nancy Cassts (R-
Novil will serve as viee chair of a
natlonal budget and taxatlon com-
mittee that helps set model poll-
cles for the country.

Local radio talk show hosts have
had a field day with this one. with
telephone pundits calling in to say
this Is one more example of the
kind of nuisance lawsuil that is
clogging up our courts and raising
our Insurance rates. Kids should
know better than Lo pul nasty
chemicals into their mouths, the
experts on the couch say.

Bul consider the facts,

The lawsult charging negligence
is againsi the school district,
teachers Nancy Bain and Maggie
Gonzalez-Sheeran and Principal
Jacqueline Lawrence. Along with
atlorney's lees, 55 million fn dam-
ages from the scheols s sought for
Paul Ghannam's pain, suffering,
mental anguish and  medical
cXpenses.

How il all came about is that in
April, Gonzalez-Sheeran, o Novi
Middle School sclence instruclor,
conte iido Bain's class and did the
experiment with the copper sul-
lale crystals. Bain told school offi-
clals later that she siressed the
importance of the students never
sniffing or lasting the substance.

Baiit is nol the only one to offer
that warning. A root killer prod-
uct made of the same copper sul-
late advises on its label (hat those
handling use protective gopgles
and clothing. H savs copper sul-
fate is harmful it inhaled and
absorbed through the skin and
that the pesticide kills fish, The
warning label notes that the prod-
uct must be dispased of as a haz-
ardous wasle.

it also advises “Keep out reach
of children. Danger.”

Pau! Ghannam got a mouthful
of the stufl, under the impression
It was candy.

Here's how tt happened. Bain let
the students take their copper
sulfate experiments home and one
of the third graders urged Paul to
eal the crystals, saying they were
candy. Remember yoursell at cle-
meniary school age, remember the
glamor and persuasive powers a
somewhat older student has when
you're as young as seven. Paul ate
the cxperiment and immediately
began vomiting,

The bus driver. using good

sense, dropped him ai home and
old his parents he was ill. Karen
Ghaunnam said her son was dou-
Dled aver, sereaming with pain,
Here's another example of gdreat
good senrse, the third grader’s
mother called Karen Ghannam
and told her thal Paul had calen
an unknown substance fram &
class scicnee experiment.

Paul was hospitalized for three
days and an endoscopic examina-
tionn found exireme ulceration in
his stomach lining, according lo
the lawsuit. The boy had blood in
his stool. MHe was treated with
medication for iwo months and
plaved on a special diet, then
underwent a second endoscaope.

Mcanwhile. the Ghannams had
contacted  the  schoel,  which
attempied 1o warn parents of the
other third graders ahout the dan-
ger ol the substance. However,
several days later Novl police
detective was still able 1o get a
sample of the copper sulfate rom
one of the studenl’s parents.

On May 31. Bain was issued a
written  reprimand  from  the
school's executtve direclar of per-
sonnel, noting that allowing the
sludents to take the experiment
home was not a responsible deci-
sion, particularly in light of the
fact that she knew Lhe chemical
was dangerous,

We have heard from parenls
that Bain is a [inc teacher and we
know that Novi schools would not
lave s excellent repulation if in
fact. it didd not have good leachers.
But sometimes even a good teach-
er makes an error In judgment
And as far as we can see, that is
whai happened here.

The potential for disaster was
cndless. A kid handling the chem-
icals vould have rubbed his or her
cyes, causing Irrifatlon. A famlly
pet could have gulped it down.
More frightening. a younger sib-
ling ‘of one of the third graders
might have also swallowed a
matthful of the crystals. The
point is, you don't give chemicals
thal require hazardous waste dis-
posal to clementary school chil-
dren.

The lawsuit filed by the Ghan-
nawms’ lawyer does not include any
medical reporls, other than a pic-
ture of Paul's slomach taken dur-
Ing an endoscepe. We do not know
the medical facts as to whal
future harm he may suffer as a
result of thls unfertunale incl-
dent. We do not know if he sul-
fered a full $5 miliion worth of
mental and physical anguish.

But based on the available facts,
this doesn't seem like a case the
school district would want before
a jury. It simply looks like an
incredibly bad error (n judgment.
This is a case that begs to be set-
tled oui-of-court.

In recent weeks, much has been made of the long service and repair
delays cxperienced by SBC/Ameritech customers. In August, for example,
the Public Service Commission received more than 2,000 complaints
about poor service, And last week the PSC held hearings designed to
delail the extent of the problem and put the heat on Amertiech to improve
its performance.

Mike said he thought Lthe deregulation legislation passed last spring
was supposed to encourage such competition, Ameriicch customer ser-
vice responded that, despite deregulation, Amerilech still cannol go into
analher company's service area by order of the Fed-
¢ral Communications Commission.

According to Mar¢ Shulman, the West Bloomfield-
based stale rep whose pressure led to passage of
deregulation legislation last year, that’s only partlal-
Iy true. .

Yes, the FCC is blocking Amerfiech from going Inle
other company's service areas at present, but that's
because Ameritech has failed to meel FCC require-
ments for opening up its own scrvice arcas to com- .
petition.

Mike then called Verizon/GTE, asking for phone ser-
vice for his home In Commerce Township, just oul-
sile {ts franchise area but In a locale serviced by
Amerltech.

*He was living in a converted
school bus that he painted gray,”
Hebert said. “He finally ended up
painting his pickup truck with
spray paint,”

Stefanski was arrested on July
10 1999 after reports that a man
filting his description was seen
stalking chilldren in at least flve
communities includifig Livenia,
Westland and Wixom for approxi-
mately two weeks.

“We had at least five incidents
that occurred In Novi in one day,”
Hebert said. *He admitted 10 mas-
turbating while watching them
(children). He called to one litile
girl. But they were smart kids, they
didn't go.”

Stefanski reportedly told police
that the male ts “truly a sexual
predator” and that he could have
easily kidnapped young girls “if he
wanted 0.”

Stefanski, 28, was sentenced
under a new state statute dealing

with those found to be sexually
delinquent that allows for child
stalkers to be sentenced to a year
1n jafl ar a one day to life in prison,
with discretion by prison officials
as lo whether the mdlvldual has
rehabilitated,

The law went into effect on Dec.
15, 1998 after it was signed by
Governer John Engler. Public Act
317 of 1998, the law was designed
to give judges discretlon on sen-
teneing habltual criminals.

Novi police sald prosecutors had
pramised that they would be show-
ing up for Stefanski's parole hear-
ing. :
“I don't think that he can ever be
rehabilitated,” Matthéws said. “He
doesn’t see anything he did as
wrong.”

Hebert gave a large amount of
credit 1o Matthews for her keeping
to date on changes in state law.

“She did a fantastic Job,” Hebert
said. “If it wasn't for her, 1 don't
know how it all would have worked
out.”

Soda is number one, but

does it have negative effects?

For many of us, it's sceond nature:
a blah blah blah with a small blah
blah blah and a large Diet Coke (or
insert your own favorlte soda pop.)

No question, soda ~ as it's called in
olher parts of the natlon - or pop -
as people around here call it, is,
ahem, pop-ular.

Bui why do people love soda pop
so much anyway?

Is it simply the palate pleasing

plethora of sugar rushing down your
throat to wash down that ham and
cheese sandwich? Or is it the caf-
fetne? :
Only you may answer why you
love it so, but there are definlte
pros and cons {0 carbonated con-
sumption say those who know,

“I owe half my career 1o Coca-
Cola.” sald Dr. James Payne, a
Nerthville dentist. “It's a drink
with fairly profound medical impli-
cations.”

Soda pop's main ingredients typ-

lcally consist of variations of caf-
feine, caramel coloring in colas
espectally and of course, sugar.
"~ With about 8 teaspoons of sugar
per 12 ounces, ar one can. Payne
sald il is easy lo see how the “mas-
sive amounts™ of sugar can have a
negatiive effect on teeth. For exam-
ple, when children fall asleep and
thelr saliva dries, large amounts of
sugar can remafn on the teeth for
the feasting,

The other negative aspect of
sugar consumption in soda pop Is

.what are referred to as “empty
calories.” According to Go Ask .

Alice, a health forum run by
Columbia University, empty calo-
ries are those with no nutrients
such as vitamins or minerals.

In addition to no nutritional value,
empty calories keep you from eating
other foods more nutritienal and
beneficial to your health. And since
sugar is a carbohydrate, It may be
used by the body for energy, but
if consumed in excess, it will be
converted to fat.

“Regular soda is loaded with
sugar and caifeine, which both
can stimulate the appetite,” said
Carol Reedy, manager of Medical
Weight Loss Clinic in Northville.

Dieters also should be cau-
tious about drinking diet soda
pop. Reedy said.

“The sodium In It causes the dileter
Lo retain flutd which can be very dis-
couraging for someone who is trying
to lose weight,” Reedy said, *1
wouldn't want to make It a steady
part of the diet.”

The other main issuc of debate
with soda pop centers around caf-
feine. A siudy in the Journat of the

American Medical Assoctation indi- |

cates aboul 280 milligrams of caf-
feine, or about {wo large cups of cof-
fee, are ingested by more than 80
percent of adults in the United
States daily. '

The study said at this level of con-
sumptlion, caffeine has a positive
effect by making the user more
“awake and alert.” In higher doses,
however, the drug can produce nega-
tive elfects, such as anxety and ner-
vousness, Some people may even
overdose. According 1o the American
Psychiatric Assoclation Desk
Relerence, signs of calleine overdose
include: restlessness: nervousness;
excitement; Insomnia: flushed face;
gastrolntestinal disturbance; muscle
twitching: rambling flow of thought
and speech; heart palpitatlons; peri-
ods of inexhaustibility; and psy-
chomator agitation. .

Other health issues related to
soda consumption are beginning to
pop up too.

For example. a recent report by
the Harvard Medical School said
teenage girls who drink more soda
triple their risk of ending-up with
broken bones.

So what's the answer to how
much pop people should consume?

“I don't know if it really 1s even
possible to avold it altogether,”
Payne said. "It really is like every-
thing else though in that if you do it
in moderation it wor't kill you, But
when you start drinking 12 bottles
a day, you're going to have a prob-
lem.”

Northville area residents had
mixed feelings on soda,

] probably drink two cans a
week,” said Ed Jamison. employee
at Northville Travel Plans Inc., 112
W. Main St. “It's Just not good for
you. The sugar content is just way
too high.”

Based on the true story of two foothall coaches who helped turn a potentially exploswe situation

into a model of interracial understandmg and cooperation.

n Virginia, high school football is

king, T is & way of life, an nsittution

revered and vencrated, each game

celebrated more lavishiy than
Christmas, each playolf distinguished more
grandly than any national holiday. And
with such recogniton, comes powulul emg-
lions.

In 1971, high school football was cvery-
thing lo the people of Alexandria. But when
the local school board was forced to inte-
grate an all black scheol with an all white
school, the very foundation of football's
great tradillon was put 1o the lest. In whal
was a potentially velaille sltuation with far
reaching consequences, Herman Boone
(Denzel Washingten) was brought up from
South Carolina and hired as head coach of
the T.C. Williams High THans over Bill Yoast
[Will Patlon), a coach with several years
seniority and a steadfast following.

Hiring Boone as coach of The Titans was a very pre-
carfous silualion. However, as he and Yoast learned to
work (ogether, they found they had much mare than
feolball In common. Both were men of Inlegrily and

_honor, with a strong work ethie. Although from vastly
different backgrounds. these twe coaches not only

melded a group of angry, unfocused boys inte a dynam-
fc, winning team, bul helped to guide them into becom-
ing responsible, caring young men. Their determination

to work logether and win was a triumph of the spirit

and brought together a town torn by prejudice and
intolerance; their love of the game initiated a lifelong

[riendship.
Although history might-not remember the

names of such heroes as Herman 'Boone'

and Bill Yeast, it is because of them that
Viiginia will always "Remember the Titans.”

1 couldi’t Imagine that a high school team
could so effect an eniire lown. Some say they saved-the
city.” -

“The fact that this {5 a true story really sold me,”
Bruckheimer affirms. "[t's about people learning o gel
along. We live in this worll together, and as il gets more
crowded we'd belter learn (o communlcate. It's the key.
[Us what Boone and Yoast did and what they taught
these kids.

“This is not cliché or manipulative,” lie says. *It’s real-
ity. And we're betier off looking at ihe truth of where we
are and learn {o move forward. The Titans proved it's
possible and the effects of their experience are still visi-
ble in Alexandria 30 years later.”

Dreclor Boaz Yakin found the emotional heart of the
mavic within the context of sporl.

‘It's a special film about a ttme when sports actually
meant something other than big bucks, glamour and
the laiest fashion,” he says, “Il's about a bunch of kids
who played feotball in a more innocent time where what
they did actually affected people and changed thelr
lives. As corny as that may sound, it's true. Taday peo-
ple in Alexandria still recognize one of the team cap-
tains, Julius Camphell, and what he did for their city.
There's something spectal aboul that."

The early ‘70s were lumulluous years in America.
Much of the nation was polarized by differences. It was
a time of issues, from hot panls, Peler Max art and
Glam-rockers like David Bowic to more serious topics
like Vietnam, Rent State and the continuation of the
civil rights movemenl. And In every communily in the
couniry, bussing was a much-debated topic. For
Alexandria, it was a realily.

When Herman Boone firsi moved to Alexandria he
belleved he would be teaching in @ newly integrated
school system where lis job as assistant coach In Triple
A football was a step forward In his carecr aller being
passed up for promoiion afler several winning seasons
in North Carolina, He had no ldea he was soon 1o be
named head coach. He had no idea he was about o
change lhe lives of everyone at T.C. Williams High and
in Alexandria.

When the school board named him head coach over
Bill Yoast, an established ard beloved Ngure In (he com-
munity, no oue was as surprised as Herman, But he
knew hie had an enormous jobr ahead of him. Not so
rmuch in the guise of producing adept players because
combining the high schools had already given him
aceess lo some of the best players In the cily, but
because be had to find a way o get these young men to
play together and [unction as a team.

“Respect,” says Herman Boone. "l always demanded
it of myself. I was taught to respect another man's
beliefs, his cuiture, his space. Whatever I might think of
‘talm, | must treat him wilh respect.” This mantra
became Herman s golden rule anc[ he e\pccted no less
of his players, "

"We've stuck Lo the truth of who the coaches were,”
further explains Yakin. “Bul we had to take license with
the boys because we had to compress all {hose players
info scven or eight teads. We used real names, but some
of the characters and their Interacticn are essentlally
made up. There’s no way we were golng to get cach per-
son exactly the way they were al that time. We tried fe
use what happened to inspire the creation of these
characters and tell the story through a number of key
roles. [ hope we captured {he spirit of the real team.”
