It's almost election time and the 
fate of the $18.4 million road bond 
now lies in the hands of Novl vot­
ers. 

With just under two weeks to go, 
residents will decide on November 
7 if the city will see major improve­
ments along some of its busiest 
roads and Intersections. 

Last year, Novi voters Just said 
no to a $28 million road package. 
This yeaL city, state and county 
officials have their .ftagers crossed 
that the answer will now be yes. 

State Rep. Nancy Cassis. R-Novl 
said that this is an Issue of health, 
safety and welfare. 

"We can't continue to maintain 
the quality of life that we all enjoy 
if our roads are clogged and con­
gested," she said. 

"I think it's In Novl's best Interest 
now and in the future. If we delay, 
the price tag is only going to up." 

Over the course of 17 years, the 
proposal will cost the taxpayer, per 
year, an average of 53 cents per 
$l,000 of taxable dollars. This 
means $53 per year for a taxpayer 
vrith a $200,000 home. 

Under the proposal, the city, 
would see the rehabilitation of 
neighborhood streets, along with 
lane additions and traffic signal 
improvements to nine of Its inter­
sections. The city would also have 
the opportunity to leverage local 
dollars for four major road pro­
jects, tacluding the Beck Road/1-
9§_interchange and the widening of

As part of the schools' wildlife assembly pre­
sented by V.O.l.C.E. of Canton, animal 
exlilbltor Nelson Pearson brought In a number 
of animals including a lynx, Quaker parrot, 
prairie dog and chinchilla.' 

"This was the best assembly I've ever been 
to," said third grader Nicholas Hall. 'It was real­
ly cool to be able to see all these kinds of aIil-
mals up close." 

The students listened with mterest as they 
learned about the animals of the Patagoman 
desert, Andes mountams, and Middle East. 

Kids mcludlIig Jonathan Stewart and Damian 
Britton went hjto hysterics when Pearson let 
out what he called "Kmg Poop-n-ToothI'," a 
huge Jelly-like frog. 

Pearson explained that these unusual frogs 
from South Africa lilbemate underground when 
It becomes dIy and create a mucus cocoon that 
covers their entire lx>dy. 

Pearson said these frogs can stay under­
ground anywhere from six months to three 
years. 

"During that time, they don't cat. they don't: 
drink, they don't breath and they don't poop.; 
They don't do anythtag," he said. "But when the. 
water from the rain seeps through the ground; 
they wake up and eat the mucus cocoons and 

-crawl out. Once they are above the ground all 
the little frogs come out and they begin to eat; 
each other tmtll there Is Just one big frog left." ;'

Deep divisions in opinion over 
the November ballot issue on 24-
hour staffing have caused some 
bad blood between full- and part-
time paid on cail (POC) firelighters 
in the Novl Fire Department. 

The rift started when the Novl 
Firefighters Union Local 3232 was 
able to secure 2,077 signatures to 
get the request for 24-hour lire 
department staffing on the Novem­
ber 7 ballot. The union represents 
the full-time fire protecUon officers. 

"There is a clear division In this 
department," POC Jeffrey Fleg 
said. "When I started In this 
department three years ago, we 
were told that we Could respond 
with the full-timers. But I quickly 
found out that I wasn't welcome 
when I go there. Til this day, you 
can cut the tension with a knife." 

If the ballot proposal passes, the 
city charter will be amended to levy 

K L K C T I O N S 

an additional tax not exceeding 1.5 
mills to increase the lire depart­
ment staff level. This would provide 
24-hour staffing, advanced life 
support (ALS,) emergency medical 
services and fire station modifica­
tions. 

Novl Fire Chief Arthur Lenaghan 
agreed when asked if there was a 
rift between the full-Ume and POC 
firefighters. 

"Of course there Is," Lenaghan 
said. ".And It's become a difllcult 
situation." 

Lenaghan said he has had POCs 
come tato his office and file com-

platats about problems between 
the two factions. 

"Sure, we've had complaints," 
Lenaghan said. "But I am not going 
to discuss personnel matters. If 
anyone has a complaint they 
shouid in and tell me about It." 

In a meeting with tlie Novi News 
this past Monday night, the POCs 
said that they were not informed of 
the petition drive, but union mem­
bers contend that they Informed at 
least one of the POC ranks of their 
crusade for a fuli-tlme department. 

POCs, who are required to live 
within the city limits, are trained 
and equipped exactly like the full-
time firelighters who are on duty 
between 6 a.m. and 6 p.m. POCs 
are on-call to respond to any fire or 
medical emergency between 8 p.m. 
and 6 a.m. 

Even tliough tlIere are disagree­
ments over where the department 
is heading, both sides have 
stressed that the care and atten­
tion given wiii not interrupt or

adversely effect the way emergency 
Are services are handled in the city. 

There was one thing both sides 
do agree on, tensions will subside 
after the eiection is over 

"Whether ihis passes or not, the 
Novi professional firefighters wiii be 
back here doing our job on Novem­
ber 8," Fire Marshai MiciIaci Evans 
said. 

POC Mark PehrsoIi said: "I don't 
want to ieave any indication to the 
citizens tiiat there is sucii a divi­
sion will begrudge one or another " 

But Pl'hrson is also quick lo 
point out that POCs are not always 
welcome on the scene of an emer­
gency 

"There was a run last Friday at 
the Deerfield Eiemeniary Schooi," 
Pehrson said, " i was watcliing my 
godson piay football. A player for 
the other team went down. The 
coaches went to look at him and 1 
jumped over the fence went over 
and checked on him arid he had 

some back pains. 
"We applied the correct proce­

dures for spine precautions and got 
Squad Four out there." 

Pehrson said that two Basic Life 
Support (BLS) fuli-time Novi fire­
fighters came to make sure the 
chiid was secure before the ambu­
lance company. Community Emer­
gency Medicai Services (CEMS) 
arrived. 

"We ioaded up the (patient) and 
we were waiking back to the rig and 
the younger of Uie two said 'Hey, 
Marii, I'm sorry about what Is going 
on. This has caused a lot of rifts 
between us,'" Pehrson said. 

"I said 'Yeah, I'll be glad when 
November 7th gets here.' I shook 
his hand and we went away as 
friends. I went up to the full-timer 
tliat had been there awhiie and I 
said 'Hey. Joe, way to go. Nice job.' 
and he walked by me with my hand 
extended." 

"He would not even acknowledge 
me. There were about 400 of my 

closest friends on hand," Pehrson 
added. "That is the kind of (stuff) 
that goes on." 

The POCs said that the tension is 
oniy coming to light now, but tliat 
the beginnings date back to eariler 
this year, when the petition drive 
started. 

"Some of the full-timers, who 
want to remain nameless, do not 
support this because it would 
screw up their work (schedules.) 
But they are marching tb that 
union drum," Pehrson said. 

Lenaghan did say that there were 
some POCs who were not adverse 
to the city fire department going 
ahead with 24-hour staffing. 

Full interviews will be published 
in next week's Novl News with both 
union officials and POCs.

Police said that there were no 
witnesses that saw the man leave 
the store, but a iight skhined black 
male subject was seen running 
from behind tlie building at the 
time of the robbery. Police suspect 
that about 8200 was taken from

The police are looking for a male 
suspect who stands approximately 
5'7" to 5 ' i i " tail with a medium 
buiid.

"I expect that either myself or 
someone from my staff will be ait-
ting down with the administration, 
department heads, as well as sit­
ting in on staff meetings to discuss 
where we currently stand," Fisher 
said, "With Uie icind of growth the 
city is experiencing, we'll need to 
spend some time with the adminis­
tration," 

Fisher said he expected that his 

firm would maintahi a hands-on 
approach to dealing with ail the 
city's legal needs, 

Thecounfcil's Consultant Review 
Committee selected the Secrest 
group after a long discussion over 
what was best for the city, accord­
ing to committee chair and Council 
Member Craig DeRoche. 

The Secrest group will be paid on 
an hourly rate of $135 for'senior 
partners, $125 for partners and 
$110 for attorneys, 

DeRoche said that he expects 
the Secrest group to be paid an 
estimated $393,000 annually. The 
city spent an estimated $325,000 
for the attorneys last year and has 
budgeted $375,000 for the current 
yean DeRoche also said the com­

mittee tooii many issues into 
account, including work in the 
courtroom. 

The city is still facing an esti­
mated $53 million judgment 
against it in the lawsuit brought by 
Sandstone Development. The city's 
appeal of that judgment has yet to 
be sent to a panel of Judges at the 
Michigan Court of Appeals, 

The incumbent law firm will be 
reviewed every year by the council's 
Consuitant Review Committee and 
the current clause does have an 
escape clause that couid allow the 
city to void the contract with sixty 
days notice.

A few days later, March 24, 
Devtae stated Cyr came by Uie resi­
dence to get some of his belongtags. 
He. found her there wiUi a female 
roommate and a male friend from 
work. Allegedly, Cyr became hyster­
ical and accused Devtae of sleeptag 
with the male friend. The roommate 
asked him to leave, which he did. 

Once a PPO order is filed, it could 
stay there for years, even if with­
drawn, Capello said. 

Capello said after weeks of trytag 
to communicate wiUi Fox and Nash 
Entertainment, they will be filtag a 
lawsuit for Cyr wiUIta UIe next week. 

Cyr said he could have had the 
chance to gata modeling or acting 
contracts. The contest offered the 
sexiest bachelor a graIid prize of 
$103,000 and a set of golf clubs. The 
winner ended . up being Cyr's 
replacement. One man from each 
state and one from the District of 
Columbia had to buy an entire 
wardrobe and prepare for the con­
test by worktag out. 

"We have given them (Fox) every 
opportunity to talk. Fox says they 
are not libel and Nash says Fox 
should be handltag it," Capello said. 

Cyr's attorney added Uiey will hire 
an evaluation expert to assess the 
money Cyr could have won betag ta 
just the top five or-10.

Antique jewelry enthusiast Helen 
Hatch had somethtag for eveIyone, 

. including fancy diamonds, rubies, 
and pearls, as she presented a 
semtaar sponsored by the Walled 
Lake Public Library recently. 

On October 9, Hatch shared his­
tory, myths, "and legends of gems 
around the world to over twenty 
fellow gem fanatics who gaUiered 
at the local fire house for over an 

. hour's worth of taformative tid-bits 
about our earth's finest stones. 

For example, Hatch said, folklore 
has it that emeralds enhance cre­
ativity, memory, and tatelllgence. 

"History also shows that red 
heads have always favored these 
stones," she said. 

The stone, topaz, is said to alle­
viate ne_rvous extremities, tosom-
nia, and' obesity. Hatch explataed. 
Meanwhile, amethysts prevent 
drunkenness, jaspers cure mad­
ness, and emeralds help speech 
proficiency. 

Hatch said when it comes to 
good fortune, opals only give luck 
to those born in the month of 
October, thus their birth stone 
and that pearis as part of wedding 
rings are suppose to be ominous. 

"Legend has it thai marriages 
wiii not last very long," she said as 
members of audience nodded ta 
agreement. 

Hatch said that there are four 
things that determtae the value of 

a diamond; wqight;-color, clarity 

"Diamonds do notiiiniy come in 
white, but many iovely colors." she 
said. "They come ta pale yellow, off 
brown, red, pink, green, and blue," 
she said. "However, only one quar­
ter of ail diamonds in (he world are 
suitable for gems." 

When taktag care of your stones, 
Hatch said try and have them 
cleaned and set by a jewelen 

"Never wash opals and 
turquoise," she said, "for they will 
crack and become discolored." 

Hatch, a Swartz Creek resident 
who has been collecting antique 
jewelry for over 40 years, said 
when stortog your stones, be sure 
not to house them togetllen 

"If you keep them in a jewelry 
box, be sure you keep tiie gems in 
separate containers," she said. 
"Otherwise, your diamonds wiii 
scratch the other stones." 

She added that pearls In partic­
ular are susceptible to damage. 

, Hatch, who is a member of the 
Kersley Street Questers of Michi­
gan- a group who encourages the 
study of antiques and preservation 
of historical landmarks- said if she 
could give any advice on buying 
stones, it would be "know your 
dealer." 

"Just be sure it's someone you 
trust," she said, adding that when 
leaving a piece of jewelry to be 
repaired, try not to leave it 
overnight."

The other priority for Stabenow 
Is prescription drug costs. She said 
she has led liie effort to bring this 
issue to the forefront. 

"It's a big battle. Most Important 
is .Medicare has to do it.

Seniors could get a group 
discount through Medicare and 
pay $25 a month. This is pureiy 
voiuntary and far off from $600 a 
month (die amount Abraham has 
slated her plan would cost,)" she 
said. 

Stabenow said seniors couid go 
lo their own doctor under her pian 
and Medicare wouid cover half the 
cosls. Along with the S25. Medi­

Michigan has one of tile best 
certification processes in the slale 
so testing al the front end and hav­
ing teaciiers leach in Iheir subject 
areas is idcai," Slabenow said. 

Stabenow added that the nation­

al Department of Education is 
important to keep so that educa­
tion is represented. A national 
commitment to education is impor­
tant. lioweveL reform makes sense, 
she said. 

"Money should go directly Into 
the classroom," Stabenow said. 

Another nationai issue that is 
also hitting close to home is Sociai 
Security. Stabenow said tlie gov­
ernment should put Social Securi­
ty and Medicare in a iockbox and 
not spend the money any other 
way. 

"We should heip peopie set up 
private accounts for Social Securi­
ty in addition to the system we 
have now. We need to keep Sociai 
Security intact. It's very important 
to create a savings plan and 
expand on Roth I.R.A.s, make pen­
sions portabie from job to job, and 
give tax credits to smaii businesses 
who offer pians to enipioyees," she 
said. 

Stabenow said she wants to be 
the peopie's senator because she 
on their side. 

"I've been in government for 25 
years including county government 
and Congress, i've reaiiy passed 50 
iaws al the slate ievei.

I was Involved with Con­
gressman Dave Camp (R-Midland) 
in making sure Central Michigan 
University received the appropria­
tions needed to launch a national 
charter school institute," he said. 

Abraham said he does admire 
the advocates of Proposal i for 
focusing In on the Issue that some 
schools are performing below stan-

"It's very concerning to me that 

there is a gap belween kids iearn-
ing skiiis. I'm worried about the 
kids who have basic skiiis versus 
those who have technoiogy skiiis. I 
have been working on a biii cailed 
the Millennium Classrooms act to 
try lo solve the riddle to get com­
puters into classrooms by offering 
tax incentives to businesses who 
get rid of their oid computers," 
Abraham said. 

An issue that has created con­
troversy for Abraham is the HiB 
visa bill which many "hate groups" 
have targeted as not supporting 
the American worker. The biii 
increases the number of immi­
grants to work for technology com­
panies who are in high demand for 
workers. Abraham said the appli­
cation fees paid by the companies 
appiying for the high tech workers 
will bring $i billion in new money 
for scholarships for underprivi­
leged students in areas such as 
technology and math. 

A highly contested issue in the 
U.S. Senate race is prescription 
drug costs for seniors. Abraham 
said his pian (Abraham, McCain, 
Hagie approach) will not cost $600 
Iwhich he said Stabenow's wouid,) 
and his pian would not disclude 
any senior citizens and be impie-
mented in one year. 

Abraham also said he has fought 
for welfare reform on the senate 
floor and has fought to get Social 
Security in a lock box which he 
said is in place this year in the 
budget. 

Military issues is another top 
priority for Abraham. He said the 
readiness of the armed forces is a 
serious problem, one that needs to 
be addressed. 

"There are serious challenges. 
The world is in a different situation 
than the cold war but still in a 
dangerous position. We've allowed 

our forces to diminish' for the last 
15 years due lo insufficient reen-
listment and skill position work­
ers, and recruitment goals are 
down. If wc were to recreate a sec­
ond Desert Storm, I'm afraid we 
wouldn't be able to nor could we 
launch a second regional conflict 
al the same time which is the cor­
nerstone of our miiitary approach," 
Abraliam said. He added if the U.S. 
were to recreate Desert Storm, it 
would require 2/3 of our fighter 
planes. 2/3 of our aircraft carriers, 
90 percent of the army and iOO 
percent of the marine corp. 

"Along with low morale and the 
numbers coming out of many fam­
ilies on food stamps. It's very dis­
turbing." he said. 

Abraham supports safety lock 
provisions on guns but is also a 
supporter of sportsmen and their 
second amendment right. 

"1 think we need to enforce the 
gun laws that aren't enforced right'' 
now.

RCOC would have to look at hold­
ing off improvements to the Grand 
River Corridor because the county 
will have to borrow money to do the 
project. 

The Grand River CorridoL 
stretching from Twelve Mile to Beck 
Road, would be widened from three 
lanes to five with construction set 
to begin in 2001. The Beck Road 
interchange project is scheduled to 
begin in 2002. ,̂  

"Why this is so very Important Is 
that Beck is scheduled to be recon­
structed starting in 2002. If the 
ability to improve Grand River Is 
not in place while that interchange 
is down, and the improvements are 
not done, then this project is going 
to get delayed," Cassis said. 

"Whenever you have federal and 
state dollars on the line - what 
happens is they look around and 
say 'well, we're not just going to put 
this into a savings account for 
Novi, we'll find out what projects 
are next in line,' so dollars get 
shifted and that is a concern." 

Clark said that due the efforts of 
Cassis and State Senator' BUI 
Bullard, R-Milford, Novi officials 
were able to convince the state to • 
move the Beck Road interchange 
project up in its construction 
schedule by five years or more. 

Cassis said she trusts the peopie 
of Novi to make a wise decisioii and 
feels Uiat they understand that the

Last November's failed road boIid 
of $28.5 million would have includ­
ed funds for.the Grand River pro­

ject, as well as the Beck Road Inter­
change. 

"1 believe the citizens of Novi rec­
ognize Uiat the Beck inlerchaIige 
has to be redone," she said. "We are 

'in the position of getUng state, 
county and local dollars to achieve 
this, otherwise this package that 
was put together to convince 
MDOT and federal funding could 
be put on the back burner for a 
long time coming." 

One major Incentive to this year's 
scaled-down proposal is the guar­
antee that the city will not come 
back with any additional road bond 
funding for at least five years. 

In August, the Novi City Council 
adopted a policy document which 
states that upon passage, there will 
be a minimum of five years before 
the council places any additional 
road proposals before voters. 

"We Uiought it was an act of faiUi 
on the part of this city's adminis-
traUon to come back after the prior 
election and adopt a resolution 
which promises that we will not 
come back and ask for any more 
road bond funding in the next five 
years," said Clark. 

"We plan on completing the work 
within the budget and on time." 

Clark and Helwig said that if this 
year's bond proposal is defeated 
again, it will mean a serious loss to 
the city of Novi. 

"If it doesn't pass, it means we 
will have missed a golden opportu­
nity for our community. It means j 
our traffic problems, rather than] 
being ameliorated, will be exasper­
ated," said Clark.

City Manager Richasd Helwig 
said residents not only saw last 
Shear's road bond as too high, but 
also "developer-driven," adding 
that he hopes the revised version 
will be more appealing. 

Last year's package included 
money for the rebuilding of Twelve 
Mile, which some voters thought 
was too accommodating to the 
developers of the new Fountain 
Walk shopping center. 

Road bond supporter Christine 
'McCaffrey Said she is urging fejlow 
residents to back Uie proposal Uiis 
fime. 

"With all thenew housing and 
bushiesses gohig up we are eventu­
ally going to need our roads 
upgraded," she said. "Traffic is 
Already bad and if we don't act now 
the cost is only.going to go up." 

McCaffrey, who IIioved from Troy 
to Novi two and half years ago, said 
She has experienced .flrsUiand Uie 

' impact of increased U^afllc. 
"In Troy the ti'afflc is bumper to

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Road bond supporter Kevin Vlck-
lund, 23, said he too feels the 
Grand River and Novi Road inter­
section is the worst,. 

"Durhig peak hours it takes me 
up to 15 minutes to pass through," 
he said, "I generally try to avoid 
that whole area when I can." 

Vieklund, a consulting englneeL 
said Uiat he's not sure if the prob­
lem is the number of cars, but 
rather the conditions of Uie roads 
and Ule number of lanes provjded, 

"1 would definitely like to see 
some lanes added," said the life­
time Novi resident, "just to keep the 
traffic moving." 

When it comes to foothig the biU, 
Vieklund said he had no problem 
paying the tax. 

"I figure I'll save more money on 
shocks and tires," he said. 

In order to give the road bond a 
positive boost, Citizens For Roads 
(CFR), a grassroots community 
group organized to communicate 
wiUi Uie citizens, is campaigning 
for the proposal. 

"We feel confident at this Ume 
Uiat we have a posiUve feed to Uie 
city and that the majority of the 
residents are behind it," said CFR 
co-f6uhder Asa Smitti. 'This road 
bond is necessary for the healUi, 
safity and quality of life for the res­
idents of the commimity." 

For the CFR and city officials, it's 
undecided voters like Robert 
Schmidt who Uiey hope to reach in 
time for the November 7 elecUon. 

Schmidt said while he doesn't 
favor the tax increase, he does 
favor the idea for road and traffic 

improvements. 
"I really haven't had the chance 

to pencil it through, but there is a 
definite need to address our roads," 
he said. 

"In our situation I'm 76 and we 
may be moving into the new senior 
housing, so it's really a matter of 
how long we plan on living here." 

The World War II veteran, who 
resides off of Meadowbrook Road, 
between Nine and Ten Mile roads, 
said depending on the time of day, 
it can be quite horrible getting out 
of his driveway. 

For Schmidt, the worst intersec­
tions in Novi are Ten Mile and 
Meadowbrook roads and Novi and 
Ten Mile roads. 

"When a train hits during rush 
hour, it's backed up for miles," he 
said. 

But not everyone is ready to raise 
Uieir taxes for roads. 

While some residents are push­
ing full throtUe for the passage of 
road bond, Eleanor Thompson is 
urging voters to take a detouL 

"I lived here 30 years and I'm sick 
and tired of paying for everything," 
she said. "While I agree we need 
new roads, I don't think it's fair 
that the homaiwners are the ones 
who have to pay for it. It's time wc 
get a break." 

Thompson said times have 
changed and that it is all the new 
people moving into Novi who want 
all the new amenities. 

"They want all this new stuff --
new roads, new schools, new recre-
aUonal facilities - I'm getting taxed 
out of my home and that scares 
me," she said. 

SmlUi said Uiat while it may 
seem like the taxes are rising, the 
paying off of Novi's existing bonded 
debts will in fact help cancel a road 
bond tax out. 

"We have a number of debts that 
are going to be terminating within 
the next ten years," he said. "We 
have already seen the Civic Center 
debt expire and Uiis year the 1992 
Refunding Bond issue will also 
retire." 

CurrenUy, the city has 2.59 mills 
of outstanding voter-approved 
debt, according to Helwig. 

"The highest it will ever get Is 
2.58 mills wiUi this debt because 
we're retiring other debts every 

monih," he said. "So literally 
because of future retirements, we 
will never see a higher debt mileage 
for the city than the existing 2.59 
mills for the life of this issue. 17 
years." 

Future debts set to retire 
include, said Smith: 

• the 1993 Street Fund disap­
pearing in 2009; 

• Ihe 1991 Street Debt Fund in 
2010; 

• the 1997 Street Debt Fund in 
201]; 

• the Park Debt Service Fund in 
2012; 

• and the Fire Capitai Fund in 
2 0 l l . 

"As these other debts retire, the 
tax base will balance one another 
out. so residents won't feel it out of 
their pockets," he said. 

f But Thompson, 55, said she 
already feels the tax burden and 
with the death of husband, she 
now has to work part-time to keep 
up her house. 

"That's why it upsets people 
when we hear about tax abate­
ments. Why not give us the tax 
abatements and let the businesses 
help pay for these roads?," she 
said. 

Thompson said it is the increase 
in development Uiat is causing the 
road problems. 

"Roads are congested because 
Novi is getting built too fast," she 
said. "When is it going to stop?" 

She said while she will be voting 
"no" this year, she hopes others will 
voice their objection as well, 

"Majority rules, and I have a feel­
ing this road bond is going to pass," 
she said. "I Just hope those who are 
agahist this proposal will get out 
there and vote." 

McCaffey said even though no 
one likes stretching their almighty 
dollar, this proposal is feasible and 
extremely warranted. 

"1 think the money is the biggest 
reason people are against it, but in 
my opinion, $53 per year for a 
much-needed project is well within 
reason," she said.

I am writing this letter to urge all voters 

to vote no on Proposal i . This proposal, 
commonly known as the voucher proposal, 
seeks to change the language of the Michi­
gan Constitution to allow for the funding of 
private, parochial, and for-prollt schools 
with our public tax dollars. Under Propos­
al I, seven out of 557 public school dis­
tricts in Michigan would automatically 
become voucher districts. Any other dis­
trict in Michigan could become a voucher 
district if a majority of its school board 
members voted in favor of becoming a 
voucher district. If io percent of the people 
Who voted in the district's last election peti­

tion get it piaccd on the baiiol (in Novi that 
coiIstitutes nine citizens) then the ballot 
passes. 

Those who support Proposal l claim that 
changlIIg Michigan's Constliution would 
guaraniee teacher testing, allow parents 
more educational choice, and guaraniee 
school funding al the 2000-200 l level. 
They also claim that vouchers wiil make 
pubiic schoois more successful. 

Firsl and foremost, this proposai does 
not offer solutions for districts where stu­
dents aren't achieving success. Current 
educationai research indicates that stu­
dents achieve greater success in districts 
which provide the following; eariy chiid-
hood education. Increased technoiogj' in 
schoois, high levels of maintenance in 
neighborhood schoois, additionai staff pro-
fessionai devciopment, and Increased 
parental involvement. Simply taking money 
away from public schools and giving it lo 
private and parochial schools will not solve 
any problems. In fact, there is no reliable 
evidence that indicates that students-who 
are in voucher districts arc ineasurabiy 
improving in schooi. 

Second, as taxpayers, by law we are enli-
tied to full aecountabiiily for the lax doiiars 
that pubiic schools spend. Private schoois 
do noi have lo account for the money they 
spend. Unlike public schools, they do not 
have lo have an elected school board or 
open meetings, nor do they have to divuige 
what tiiey ieach. how they leach, who they 
ieach, how weii they teach, or how much 
they spend, in addiiion, changing our Con- . 
slilution under this proposai wouid open 
the door to doilar for dollar tuition lax cred­
its for iarge corporations, businesses, and 
individuals. Diverting pubiic lax monies in 
this manner would impact aii of us as our 
taxes aiso pay for poiice and iire protection 
as weii as a multitude of other services we 
expect from UIe slate, is a lax increase 
going to be one of the side effects of Pro­
posai 1? 

Tiiird, parents will not have more choice 
in terms of their child's education should 
Proposal i pass. Choice for private schools. 
howeveL will increase. Private schools wiil 
be able to choose whether or not to accept. 
vouchers (some have already liIdleated that 
they won't), and they will be able to contin­
ue to choose which students they will 
accept based on such things as sex, reli­
gion, income, abiiily level, etc. In addition, 
tuition and other expenses at many private 
schools are so far beyond the $3,200 
voucher that most students would receive 
that for many who receive a voucheL it will 
simply become a Ucket to nowhere. 

finally, guaranteeing funding at the 
2000-2001 ievei may sound good this yeaL 
but what happens next year and the year 
after that, as the cost of educating Michi­
gan's children increases? In addition, vot­
ers should know that public school teach­
ers currently are tested in general knowl­
edge as weil as in their major and minor 
areas of study as per existing state law. In 
fact, most either have or are working 
toward master's and higher level degrees. 

As public schooi educators, we have 
always fought for and embraced iniUatives 
that wiil help our students achieve suc­
cess. Proposal 1 Is not a plan to further or 
enhance the education of our students. It 
is simply a way to fund private and 
parochial schools using our tax dollars.

And 
Democratic Attorney General Jennifer Granholm says "the current 
system is broken." 

But nobody seems willing to expend the effort or the political 
leadership to change the system, which almost certainly Involves 
amending the Michigan Constitution.

On October 7, employees and 
members of the Sports Club of 
Novi joined In the fight against 
breast cancer as they participat­
ed in the Walk For Hope. 

Held at the Detroit Zoo in 
Royal Oak, 27 club participants 
and their families engaged in a 
5K walk, raising over $3,000 for 
the cause, earning them the top 
fundralsing award in Michigan. 

"We thought this would be a 
great way to support the commu­
nity - give something back and to 
honor those who have supported 
us," said Debbie Nutile, director 
of cominunlty relations for the 
Sports Club. 

"These kinds of things affect 
them, so it's just nice to be able 
to do something positive." 

All together, 300 walkers came 
together on Saturday to help 
raise money for breast cancer 
research. 

"It was really uphfting," said 
Nutile. "There were people there 
walking In honor of'̂ :̂16ve;a''oj1e;' 
as well those who were breast 
cancer survivors themselves. It 
was a wonderful experience." 

This year the club had two 
breast cancer survivors walking 
with them. 

This Is the second year in row 
the club has participated in the 
walk and Nutile was happy to say 
that they were able to double the 
amount raised this year. 

"Last year made $l ,600 and 
our goal was to increase that 
amount to $3,000," she said. 
"While we didn't reach our goal 
for walkers, we did In funding 
support. I had hoped to have 
more walkers, but those that 
couldn't make it out, made very 

generous donations. We were 
very pleased." 

Because the Sports Club won 
the team spirit award at last year's 
event for an inspirational song 
tlIey put together, they were asked 
to write another one this year. 

"We just sang our song as we 
walked, and we even stopped peo­
ple at benches and did some exer­
cises with them, it was a lot of 
fun," Nutile said. 

Walk for Hope Is a famlly-orlenl-
ed, non-Competitive fitness and 
leisure walk held all over the coun­
try to support breast CanCer

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man with a 70s sense of style, on the 
ldnd of men he had enCountered 
while working in a liquor store hi 
Detroit as a teenager.

The Mustangs drew first blood, converting a Novi 
fumble into six quick points, l^gston scored from 
nine yards out on the third play from scrimmage, 
quickly giving his team a 7-0 lead with,7:03 left in the 
first quarten 

One possession later Langston was back at it again, 
scoring a six-yard touchdown with 2:43 to play in the 
ilrst. The play was setup by a 52-yard pass comple­
tion from wideout AaTon Redden to tight end Darrell 
Adkins. Redden took the handoff from Herpich on an 
end around and found a wide open Adkins for the big 
gain. 

"It's in our repetoire, but we don't often use it," 
Redden said following the game 

The play caught Novi off guard and set the tone for 
the entire ball game. 

"We knew we had to diversify our game against 
these guys," Northville coach Darrel Schumacher 
said. "You have to create against a team like Novi. 
Anytime you get a turnover, you have to take advan­
tage of it." 

Novi kept itself in the game by playing tough 
defense throughout the rest of the first half. The 'Cats 
had an interception, took over on downs once, forced 
a punt and held the Mustangs Just before the half to 
keep within striking distance. 

Their offense picked it up as the second half began.
