n Ie question that residents most 
want answered wlIen it comes to 
the 24-hour lire department 
staffing Issue is: Are we safe? 

Talking to the pald-on-call lire-
fighters (POCs), they are adamant 
about their stance: Yes, the city is 
safe. 

"Absolutely," POC Jerry 
Holtzman said. "For the amount of 
runs we have In this city. It Is safe.

What the union is doing Is for the 
benefit of the union. This proposal 
is not necessary at this time." 

But many people do not agree 
with that stance. 

The Novi Firefighters Union Local 

3232 secured 2,077 signatures to 
get the Issue on the November 7 
ballot. Only l ,575 signatures were 
needed. 

If the ballot proposal passes, the 
city charter will be amended to levy 
an additional tax not exceeding 1.5 
mills to increase the fire depart­
ment staff level. This would provide 
24-hour staffing, advanced life 
support (ALS,) emergency medical 
services and lire station modifica­
tions. The cost increase to a resi­

dent whose home is valued at 
approximately $200,000 would be 
$150 a year. It has been estimated 
that the cost of running a 24-hour 
full time department would cost 
$3. l million annually. 

Novl Fire Marshal! Michael 
Evans points to slow service inci­
dents as the reason for the push. 

"There are fire stations being 
closed on the weekends and 
Station Number Two was closed 
regularly," Evans said. "It was 

becomhig a bad situation up there. 
There was a house fire late in the 
fall last year i n the Maples of Novi 
that Station Two only got two peo­
ple on the engine and Engine One 
from Grand l^ver actually beat 
Engine Two to the site." 

According to Evans, that inci­
dent was revealing of a larger prob­
lem that has plagued the depart­
ment.

While it has tlie backing of the 
Michigan Municipal league, this 
initiative has not necessarily 
earned the support of Novi's local 
government. 

Don Stypula of l.et Voters Count, 
a group that collected over 450,000 
signatures to get the proposal on 
the ballot, says that Proposal 2 
would keep the legislature from 
making decisions that weaken local 
control over issues like residency 
requirement for municipal workers 
or ordinances. 

"What we are trying to do Is keep 
the legislature from meddling in 
local issues," Stypula said. ."They 
are overriding local laws and oridi-

Only one of three Novi-based ballot question com­
mittee filed a pre-election campaign expense report at 
the Oakland County Clerk's Election Division by the 
Oct. 27 deadlhie. 

That was Citizens AgalIist Taxes, a group opposed to 
the proposal to change the Novl Fire Department from 
the current pald-on-call/fuU-time Inlx to a full-time 
staff. They Med on Oct. 24. 

Two other committees did not file their reports: 
Citizens For Roads, which backs the road bond pro­
posal; and the ConuIilttee For Improved E M S And Fire 
I^otection, wlilch backs the fire proposal that would 
change the city charter. 

A l l tliree committees have signs up on local street 
comers. 

"We just had gotten Ijehind and we plan to finish it 
up today (Monday)," said Tony Nagy, the treasurer of 
Citizens for Roads, " l hope to have it done as soon as 
possible. Asa Smith, who has been actively 
campalgntag for the road bond, said that the deadUne 

was missed, but they would file the report. 
"I thhik It is about $25 a day," Smith said. "1 don't 

expect that it will get expensive." 
The treasurer for the Committee for Improved E M S 

and Fire ProtecUon, Larry Chrlstensen, did not return 
calls by press-time and Novi Fire Marshall Michael 
Evans, representaUve of the Novi Professional Fire 
Fighters Union Local 3232, was not available for com­
ment. This committee backs the charter amendment 
launched by the union's petition drive. 

The Michigan Department of State Bureau of 
Elections requires such committees to file either a 
report or request a waiver if they plan to spend less 
than $1,000. The penalty for late filing depends on the 
amount of money raised by the committee. If a com­
mittee raises $10,000 and doesn't file by the deadline, 
the penalty Is $25 per day, with a maximum fine of 
$1,000. If a coInmlttee raises over $ l0 ,000 , the penal­
ty is escalated and can go max out as high as $2,000.

'1 think It Is Important that we 
give parents that choice." she said. 

Whether you favor or oppose 
vouchers Is not really the issue, 
says her Republican colleague 
Patrick. He's a strong advocate of 
choice, but says he does not sup­
port Proposal l because It Is 
"inequitabie, can never be applied 
fairly and Is too vague." St i l l , voters 
win make the determination In the 
election, and If they choose to 
adopt Uie proposal, he'll carry out 
their wishes. 

Democrat Austin opposes vouch­
ers too, and he also advocates 
increased choice for parents of stu­
dents in Michigan's troubled 
school districts. 

Fellow Democrat Straus calls the 
proposition "deceptive." For one, 
the "choice" lies not only with par­
ents, but also with the administra­
tors of private schools, who can 
refuse some students entry to their 
schools. For another, the proposal 
calls for testing of teachers, but 
such testing Is already i n place In 
Michigan as a part of the state cer­
tification process, Straus said. A n d 
any increase In testing require­
ments that might be needed could 
be accomplished without a consti­
tutional amendment, she said. 

Straus said vouchers would 
"drain resources" from troubled 
school districts, the very ones that 
need those resources the most. 
And the pioposai would "breach 
the wall of separation between

"strength's," the U.S. being one of 
the few countries that doesn't have 
an established state religion. 

St i l l , if vouchers are rejected, can 
alternative reforms be enacted fast 
enough to help kids currently 
attending troubled schools. 

"1 agonize over that," Straus said. 
MakhIg choice available is part of 
the answer, but she said it also 
depends on how much In resources 
the state ls wlillng to put toward 
those reforms. The legislature In 
the past has put only S l . 5 miillon 
towards helping troubled schooi 
districts, and this year, the alloca­
tion is up to $lO miliion, quite an 
improvement but more is s t i l l 
needed, she said. 

Asked If the state could enact 
reforms in time to help kids 
already in those schooi districts, 
Aust in responded by saying, "we 
have to." 

The alternative reforms, he said, 
which couid accomplish improve­
ment of those troubled district 
would Include teacher training and 
certification, as well as testing, 
lowering of class sizes and modern­
ization of school buildings. 

Austin said he would like to see 
the state require certification of 
teachers through the Nationai 

Board for Professional Teaching 
Standards. 

"11 has become very popular to 
call for teacher testing, but this 
also improves their skiils," he said. 
TlIe year-long certification process 
involves teacher training and 
review of tlie teachers' techniques, 
by video taping classroom sessions 
for iater anaiysis. Aithough the cer­
tification process is wldeiy used in 
.some other slates, only a few 
Michigan teachers are undergoing 
the certification process presently, 
he said. 

Studies have showII "profound" 
advancement in tlie achievement of 
students, Aus t in contended, of 
those teachers who go through the 
program. 

Austin aiso advocates expanding 
charter schools as another means 
of giting parents choice an alterna­
tive to vouchers. 

"We have to very aggressively 
provide new choices In the commu­
nity. We've got to make that hap­
pen to make sure that no kids are 
trapped In poor schools," Austin 
said, "but 1 don't think any kid is 
trapped Iiow." 

He calls for modernization of 
school buildings and reduced class 
sizes and other important reforms. 

Patrick aiso advocates address­
ing tiie issue through expansion of 

the charter schools. He noted that 
the state already has that system 
in place and it Is showing good 
results. He argued that there is 
more demand for enrollment In 
charter schools than those schools 
have seats, so he sees that as evi­
dence of the need for more char­
ters. 

Patrick strongly disagrees with 
those who say charter schools are 
not held to tlIe same accountability 
standards as public schools. In 
fact, he believes they are more 
accountable. Charter schools are 
subject to Freedom of Information 
laws and the Open Meetings Act, 
and If documents aren't available 
from the management companies 
sometimes hired to manage charter 
schools on a day-to-day basis, 
that's no different that how other 
government agencies deal with 
their contractors. Records held in 
the offices of those contractors do 
not become subject to the FOI. And 
when critics say charter schools 
don't have to give out information 
about their teachers, Patrick 
responds that all that information 
about the background of the teach­
ers is already on hand In state 
offices because they have to submit 
it to the state education depart­
ment to receive teacher certifica­

tion. 
The state board has to make 

sure that parents, whether they are 
poor or have low income, have 
every option available to tlicm. We 
do not want any child locked into a 
failing schooi. That's immoral," he 
said. 

Land favors vouchers. But she 
also believes that schools should 
put more emphasis on technical 
schools, training students in skills 
that would make them employable 
right out of high school without 
need of higher education. 

What used to be called "skills 
centers," Land argued, should be 
Incorporated into the high school 
curr iculum so that youngsters 
would be able to enter the job mar­
ket directly after graduating. Such 
technical jobs command salaries of 
830,000 in some fields, she said. 

Parents might still prefer their 
children go to four-year colleges to 
complete their education. Land 
contended, but all that should be 
among the options students can 
get from public schoois, she said. 

If vouchers are rejected. Land 
suggested that the State Board 
should get the more than 300 
employees of the state Department

Both sides of the 24-hour 
staffing of the Novi Fire 
Department agree.

But whether 
that comes in the next tliree or ten 
years is a matter for debate. 
Members of the Novi Professional 
Fire Fighters Union Local 3232, 
which represents the full-time fire 
protection officers, say the time is 
right to get tlie issue In front of the 
people. TJie union is proposing a 
change in the NpVi City charter 
ihatiwiidld more. toan double tliC; 
(ire department's current budget. 
• Voters will get their chance to 
vote on 24-hour service on Nov. 7; 

Fire Marshall Michael Evans said 
that the union stance isn't trying to 
force anytliing onto the residents, 
they are merely letting people look 
at the Issue and make their own 
decision. .And. according to the 
union, there have been times when 
Novi fire service has been lax. 

"We were seeing a lot of things. 
First, we were doing a lot more 
transporting because the private 
ambulance company was just not 
available," Evans said. "So we 
would have to take them to the 
hospital as a basic life support 
provider. And sometimes it was an 
ALS (Advanced life support) patient 
that we were transporting to the 
hospitai." 

The union proposal would staff 
each staUon with at least two fire­
fighters, 24-hours a day. Evans 
said that it's necessary because 
some stations are currently left 
unmanned during certain evening 
hours and weekends, 

"What that was telling us was 
that the service being provided was 
becoming deficient," Evans said. 
"The intention (of the proposal) is 
to let the citizens know what serv­
ice level they currently have and 
give them an opportunity to 
improve that level of service with 
station staffing and life support." 

Evans said that he wrote the pro­
posal himself and that he used pro­
posals he looked at from other 
cities k i the process of adopting 24-
hour staffing. 

"J took the full brunt of this," 
Evans said. "1 wrote the proposal 
and the union adopted it." 

Union Fireflgher James Morris, 
who Is the assistant to Evans when 
It comes to union issues, said tliat 
there has been a lot. of mis-infor­
mation about the issue and 24-
hour staffing in the city. 

"At the time we were taking the 
petition around most people were 
not aware that we were not a full-
time fire department," Morris said. 

Both men said that even vrith 24-
hour staffing, there would not be a 

large number of firefighters in the 
station. There would be two fire­
fighters In each station and that 
POCs would still be available for 
duty. 

"1 read that people were saying 
tliat they didn't know it wasn't a 
full-time fire department, so that 
they thought that they must be 
doing their jobs," Evans said. "I'm 
thinking that the city is not gohig 
to advertise when a station closes 
or when a rig doesn't get on the 
road. 

"The other tlihIg Is that you don't 
want to wail uritn a .catastrophe

atlon of A I ^ training among fire 
departments in the area, Novi 
could be left behind. 

"Even if you look at Wayne 
County departments like the city of 
Wayne, Garden City, Plymouth, 
Canton, Northville Township, and 
Dearborti - all these places have 
made a more toward ALS fire 
departments," Evans said. 

"The reason 1 say that ALS and a 
full-time fire department (24-hour 
staffing) go hand-in- hand Is that it 
give you the cross-trained, duel 
role personnel as firefighter/para­
medics." 

Evans said that tlie four Novi fire 
stations are strategically placed in 
the city, and wltlI the ALS-tralned 
firefighters, the service will be vast­
ly Improved. 

"Life support is a vital tool to 
have in a life- threatening situa­
tion," Evans said. T o diabetics and 
heart attack victims, ALS is impor­
tant and you just have to have it. 

"The American Heart Association 
talks about the rate of survival-
early CPR and early defibrillation. 
That needs to be done within four 
minutes." 

But Evans said that no matter 
how many automatic defibrillators 
are in a station or on a fire truck 
won't matter if there is no staff In 
tlie buildings. 

"You have to under stand that 
there Is no one in the stations 
between 6 p.m. and 8 p.m.," Evans 
said. "You put a defibrillator in a 
station that Isn't staffed. This sta­
tion (Grand River) has two people 
in it at night and the weekends. At 
8 p.m. the call comes hi , it may 
take them six to eight minutes to 
get to the location. For somebody 
in cardiac arrest, they only have 
four minutes." 

Evans said that the trouble he 
has with suggested alternatives to 
his 24-hour staff proposal comes 
when the price of services Is men­
tioned. 

"When we start talking about 
what would be cheaper when it 
comes to life-savtog services, I have 
a problem with that," Evans said. 

"If we want to talk about what Is 
the cheapest for the city, It would 
be a private EMS coming in here 
and staffing our stations with pri­
vate E M S personnel and going to 
an entirely volunteer department. 1 
don't Uilnk that is what this city is 
looking at. They won't like that 
level of service." 

Evans said that Novi would need 
at least two and possibly three 
E M S units within the city limits. 

"By having the firefighters being 
the paramedics on the ambulances 
so that you have adequate person­
nel to fight fires as well, it would l)c 
Advantageous to have a flreflgiit-
fer/paramedic on the scene treat 
not only a victim of fire, but our 
own personnel too," he added. 

Evans said If he were i n trouble, 
he would prefer to be assisted by a 
municipal fire employee. 

"I would rather have a have a 
firefighter paramedic treating mc, 
versus a private EMS agency," he 
said. "I would much rather go to 
the hospital with one of our own. 
You go up into Highland Township 
or Mllford and it's not uncommon 
to wait a half an hour for an ALS 
ambulance to get there." 

Accordhig to Evans, the problem 
with paying extra to keep a private 
E M S ambulance in the city is that 
every two or three years those 
paramedics will Join a full-time fire 
department. Evans aiso said that 
the majority of communities arc 
providing 24-liour staffing and In-
house E M S / A L S . 

Evans also said that it is appar­
ent why the part-time POCs arc 
against the proposal. 

"Look who has something to 
lose?," Evans said. "We have 22 
members of the union. That Is not 
going to change. If this passes, we 
will still have 50 POCs. What Is 
going to happen is that it will 
change how the system operates. 
Will there need to be POCs 
responding to medical emergencies 
i n the middle of the night? No, 
there will be no need for that." 

Evans said that the POCs will 
also lose money because there wlii 
be less runs for them. 

"When l wrote the proposal, I did 
it with the intent with not saying 
what was to happen to the paid-on-
call staff. I felt It was not our posi­
tion to state what should be done 
with the (POCs). Tliat was up to the 
city," he added. 

Evans said, and Fire Chief 
./Arthur Lenaghan concurred, the 
POCs would remain a part of the 
department and would not be let 

"We told him that we would not 
be against them filling h i on shifts 
with full-time personnel. We cur­
rently have that in our contract," 
Evans said.

The paid-on-call firefighters of 
Novi said that they are as con­
cerned as anyone with the safety of 
the community, but there are other 
issues that should be considered 
before voters approve a conversion 
to a 24-hour, full-time fire depart­
ment. 

First, the part-time firefighters 
fighting the ballot proposal said 
they would like to the city to 
undertake a comprehensive study 
of the fire department needs -
Independent of the Novi 
Professional Fire Fighters UnioIi 
Local 3232, which is responsibl«| 
for the campaign to get the ques­
tion on the ballot. ' " " ' 

Pald-On-Cal l Firefighter Mark 
Pehrson, drafted as spokesperson 
by his fellow POCs, said that they 
were no In concept against having 
a full-time, 24-hour staffed, fire 
department. 

"We are not trying to make this 
an unsafe city by preventing this to 
happen, what we are saying is for a 
much reduced price for the tax 
payers - and this Isn't about a dis­
gruntled work group, it's about 
money - there is a better way to 
approach this than by paying $ 3 . l 
million," Pehrson said. "We can 
improve this in a better way to save 
the city money." 

During a recent meeting of the 
POCs, the consensus was that that 
with more input by citizens, the 
city administration and council 
members, a more concise plan 
could be Implemented Into what 
the city's needs are. 

Pehrson said a recent push in 
Rochester Hills to add a full-time 
fire department failed, while in 
Northville, a citizens committee 
studied the issue for 2.5 years and 
recommended adding a few full-
timers. 

The average property tax bill for 
a Novi homeowner is approximate­
ly Sl.OOO, according to city offi­
cials. The POCs say that compares 
to some of the more upscale com­
munities in southeastern Michigan 
Including, Bingham Farms, Crosse 
Pointe Shores and Grosse Polnte 
Farms. 

And witl i the increased tax rate, 
the possibility of a road bond 
approved by voters next week and 
the $53 mill ion judgment in 
Sandstone lawsuit that is sti l l 
hung up at the Michigan Court of 
Appeals, Novi taxpayers would be 
facing a big hit, these POC fire­
fighters said. 

"We're going out to take on the 
mass amount and full burden on 
the city and it really isn't needed 
right now," Pehrson said. 

If voters approve'the fire depart­
ment ballot issue, the conversion 
to a full-time department would 

offered Advanced Life Support 
services in Novi. 

According to the POCs, they 
asked local ambulance services 
around the area and were given a 
quote of $300,000 as the price of 
stationing an ALS certified ambu­
lance in Novi. 

"Farmington Hills does that right 
now," Pehrson said. "...The city 
that would obviously have the bet­
ter leverage and they could proba­
bly get it for a better price." 

As an alternative to the ballot 
issue package, the POCs said that 
the 24-hour seryies,prpyld?d.l3y,.a.:

would offer ^ , . , , . 
who only deal with medical etrier-
gencles. Currently, Novi is served 
by the ambulance company 
Community E M S , but there are no 
ambulances dedicated strictly to 
Novi. 

"With the number of runs that 
we go on right now, you could have 
paramedics that would need to 
inject patients with drugs only 
once every four or five months," 
Pehrson said. "The kind of thing ive 
stress in this department is repeti-
Uve training. We raise ladders and 
we put hoses into buildings." 

But the POCs agree that some­
where in the future the city will 
have to become a 24-hour, fuU-
Ume fire department. 

"Even the chief (Arthur 
Lenaghan) said we have a ten-year 
cushion before this would be need­
ed. If we could start this In five 
years, we'll still have the three 
years available that Is needed to 
(Implement) the system," POC 
Dennis Tarrant said. 

The POCs offered other sugges­
tions for A l ^ emergency services in 
the city that, they say, would be 
more cost-effective. 

According to the POCs records, 
64 percent of all fire department 
runs are medical and l .7 percent 
are structure fires ,whlch couid 
range from a waste basket fire to 
the actual burning of a building. 
The rest comprise miscellaneous 
runs and false alarms. 

"What the city of Troy does is 
that they do not respond to med­
ical at all . They have two dedicated 
cars and Echo cars," POC Jeff Feig 
said. 

"They do not go near a medical. 
Their fire budget is $2.8 Million 
and ours is $2.7 right now. .And 
they have twice the population and 
twice the high-rise buildings. If 
they (Troy) can do it, I don't see 
why we can't do it." 

A n Echo car is an Al^-certlfled 
paramedic that provides care until 
the two-man ambulance can get to 
the scene. The Echo car is among 
the altemaUves that these POCs 
say are not being discussed with 

the residents. 
"That is one of the things tha 

should be looked at," Feig said 
"But you have to remember tha 
this Is a union proposal. This is no J 
a citizen-based, citizen input pro 
posal. There are a lot of alterna 
tlves that are not even being dls 
cussed. 

Feig say that the union's accusa­
tion that response times are hi| 
in Novi include a nuniber of varl 
ables that the public should tab 
hito account.

He stig 
gested the possibility o 
Community E M S having loca 
radio dispatch capabili t iesl 
Currently, Community EMS has 
pagers, but no direct access to dls 
patch in Novi. 

"The ambulance companies tolc 
us we don't need four (EMS) cars,' 
Feig said. "They said that two." T*c 
what? • 

The POCs also have suggestec 
putting automatic defibrillators 
Inside police squad cars. i 

They also said that other cities 
that have gone to 24-hour staffing 
have a lot more emergency ca l l^ 
than Novi. 

"lyght now Farmington Hills;: 
considered 24-hour staffing," PO' 
Brian Shea said. "Their 24-ho|I 
staff consists of two union flreflgljt 
ers and paid-on-call, if we're talk-?

Recent reports 
inciicatc 200,000 chlidren are left 
Ip^ehlnd In failing schools. 
, ."Is Proposai i the rigiit reform?" 
Opponents of Proposal 1 aigue that 

simpiy need to give liie current 
reforms time to worlt while we 
tjp r̂ow more money at tile probiem. 
f l iey argue tliat the system can 

heal itself, and as oIie opponent of 
real education reform told me, "Be 
patient." 

But let's focus for a moment on 
the uncomfortable truth about 
what is happening while we are 
"being patient." Fourth grade giris 
with pig-talis are failing to learn to 
read; seventh grade boys are con­
sidering dropping out before they 
reach high school; and tenth grade 
kids are being hurriedly passed 
through a system that Is falling to 
educate them. 

It Is easy to confront these issues 
when they are put In statistical 
terms, but once we put the face of 
real children on them, it makes us 
very uncomfortable. Doesn't the 
American Dream apply to them as 
wcil? 

Again, these are not Just statis­
tics of graduation rates or test 
scores; these are our kids. As the 
adults continue to bicker and to 
"be patient," the kids suffer. 

i wiii not "be patient." Neither wiii 
the 463,000 Michigan voters, who 
placed Proposai 1 on tlie ballot. 
Neither wil l tlie hundreds of 
African American pastors who sup­
port Proposal i , and neither will 
the Michigan Chamber of 
Commerce and the Michigan 
Catholic Conference, and the many 
others wiio support Proposai i . 

Please consider ail of us as offi­
cially "Impatient" when It comes to 
the need (o provide ALL of 
Michigan's chlidren the opportuni­
ty for a quality education. 

I am not against the little reforms 
that are typically Introduced by 
politicians and bureaucrats; In 
fact, many of them sound pretty 
good. Some of these little Ideas, 
over time will have some Impact. 

But what about the seventh 
grader who, right now, is ianguish-
ing In an under-performing school? 
Do we really want to let another 
generation fall through the cracks? 
Are we really, so paralyzed and 
Impotent as a society that we pan-
not muster tlie courage and the 
common sense to flx something 
that Is so clearly broken? 

One of the real merits of Proposal 
1 Is that It seeks to fix oniy that 
which Is broken. Peopie who live in 
areas where the public schools are 
currently providing a quality edu­
cation will certainly see that quali­
ty maintained, even strengthened. 
They will benefit greatly from regu­
lar teacher testing and from the 
protection against education budg­
et cuts. 

Most open-minded people agree 
that teaciler testing and protecting 
school funding are common-sense 

reforms. Those who oppose 
Proposal 1 are mysteriously quiet 
when It comes to these two pieces 
of the proposal. Instead, they tend 
to focus their fear/smear campaign 
exclusively on the issue of provid 
ing schooi vouchers to parents witii 
kids in failiIig districts. 

Unfortunately for opponents of 
Proposal 1, the evidence that 
vouchers work Is overwhelming 
Jus t last week another study 
proved decisively and without 
question that vouchers work. 

The facts are clear Studies by 
Harvard, the University of 
Wisconsin, and the Brookings 
institution — which are not exactly 
right-wing outfits — are conclusive. 
Even more compelliIig is tile suc­
cess in Milwaukee, wiIere 10 years 
of vouchers liave improved botii 
public and non-pubiic schoois. 

The proven success of vouchers 
has not gone unnoticed. In fact, 
just last week President Clinton's 
former Secretary of Labor 
announced his support of vouch­
ers. General Colin Poweii has iong 
been an Impassioned and outspo­
ken supporter of vouchers. Both 
Governor Bush and his running 
mate favor vouchers for kids in 
poorly performing schoois. Vice 
Presidential candidate Joe 
Lleberman not only favors vouch­
ers, but has actually written legis­
lation to enact them. 

The campaign against school 
vouchers lias been waged upon 
fear tactics that Proposai 1 wiii iead 
to higher taxes. This Is simply 
untrue. The Michigan Cliamber of 
Commerce, Lt. Governor Dick 
Posthumus and others support 
Proposai 1 because they know that 
Michigan taxpayers pay over SI bil­
lion doiiars a year in prison costs 
for high schooi dropouts and reme-
diai education. 

Without Proposal l , there are no 
solut ions. on the table. 1 have 
always kno\vji ^ahe - people ;• of 
Michigan to, be folks who demand 
quality education, who can recog­
nize common-sense when they see 
it. and who have compassion for 
others, particularly chlidren. 

When it comes time for them to 
cast their votes on Nov. 7, i am 
confident that tlicy wiii vote for real 
education reform — teacher test­
ing, protected public sciIooi fuIId-
ing, and vouchers for kids In falling 

districts.

There Is no greater threat to 
Michigan's education future than 
the voucher proposal on the Nov. 7 
ballot.

give it to private and for-profit 
sciioois. Miciiigan siiould vote NO 
and reject this voucher scheme. 

Private schools would clearly be 
the big winners under Proposal 1. 
And they could discriminate 
against children with our tax dol­
lars. Choice goes to the private 
schooi, not to parents or kids. 
Private schools have the power to 
pick and choose the students they 
want based on race, religion, a stu­
dent's grades or athletic ability, or 
even a parent's income. Private 
sciioois can discriminate for any 
reason. 

Who loses under Proposal l ? Our 
kids lose. Most people lose. 

Proposal 1 hurts most average 
hard working Michigan families 
with kids In neighborhood public 
schools. 

Vouchers would drain millions of 
dollars away from neighborhood 
public schools and likely result In a 
tax Increase.

Parents who are unhappy with 
their child's school for any reason 
have choices today in Michigan. 
Options like charter schools, mag­
net schoois, schools of choice with--
in the schooi district or in other 
districts in the region, as well as in 
some neighboring intermediate 

'school districts, all exist today. No 
child is required to remain In a 
school building that is not serving 
his or her needs. 

In places wlIere vouchers have 
been tested, the record shows tlIat 
most of the parents who take pub­
lic voucher money already have 
their children i n private schools. In 
large part, vouchers don't rescue 
children from troubled public 
schools, they simply use public 
money to reimburse parents who 
are already paying for a private 
school education, Michigan canIiot 
afford to support two school sys­
tems, public and private, and we 
should not start down that road. 

Ironically, voucher schools would 
not have to reveal what they are 
doing with our tax dollars. Private 
voucher schools that accept public 
money would not be required to 
release financial Information to the 
public, or be required to comply 
with the Freedom of Information 
Act, or even be subjected to Open 
Meeting laws. 

Furthermore, many private 
schools have already announced 
they would not accept vouchers 
because of the possibility of gov­
ernment regulation. 

Some religious leaders In 
Michigan have expressed alarm at 
the possibility of accepting pubiic 
voucher money and then opening a 
floodgate of exposure to govern--
ment rules and requirements. 

recently released a list showing 
only seven school districts would 
init ially qualify for vouchers If 
Proposal i passes. 

Then there's the real hidden 
agenda of Proposal l . 

While proponents of vouchers 
claim that they are intended to 
apply to Just seven districts, the 
voucher proposal actually allows 
any public school system to adopt 
vouchers. 

You would never know It from 
their deceptive television coInmer-
clals. In fact, every school district, 
even highly acclaimed districts, 
could be affected by this voucher 
proposal. A school board, by a sim­
ple majority vote, can trigger a 
voucher program, or a small frac­
tion of the people who voted In the 
last school election could schedule 
a voucher election. 

Private school parents could be 
pitted against public school par­
ents In every school district In the 
state. In this kind of divisive battle, 
our children will be the losers for 
sure. 

Finally, we all know that the sta--
tus quo in education is not an 
option. We know how to Improve 
our schools. 

Smaller class size, more parental 
involvement, modernizing our 
school buildings, more computers

Currently, Novi depends on full-
time fire protection officers and a 
icorps of POCs who work evening 
[and weekend hours. 
I And finding the part-time fire-
Ifighters to fiii In the gap when the 
{full-time firefighters go home has 
jIiot been easy for Novi and for other 
communities. 
j With approximately 50 POCs 
(avaliabic. Novi Fire Chief Arthur 
iLcnaghan said the city wouid like 
[to see that number up to around 
6L\ty plus. Lenaghan said that It's 
lhard to keep POCs on staff because 
jthey go and take fuii-timc Jobs at 
other departments. But It just Isn't 
JNotl that Is having trouble keeping 
•POCs on staff. 

Wlxom Fire Chief George 
Spencer, whose department cur­
rently has about a third of the runs 
No\1 has, said he would consider 
askUig Wlxom city officials to adopt 
a 24 hour staffing plan If his num­
ber of runs doubled. Spencer said 
he's been haWng trouble keeping 
POCs on the payroll. 

"It's hard to keep (them) 
* o u n d . " Spencer said. "We're like 
$>e (Detroit) Tigers farm team. We 

train "em and they go on to the big 
leagues, somewliere where they 
can get full-time work." 

Spencer said he expects his fire 
department to go full-time soon 
because of tlie growth In the city. 

"We'll have to at least look at 24-
hour staffing In the future because 
we are growing so fast." Spencer 
said. "(POCs) and full-timers are 
trained the same, but you can 
burn out (POCs) faster if you have 
3,000 runs a year. That's what Novi 
could be facing i n the future." 

Farralngton Hills Fire Chief Rich 
Marinuccl said tliat there are areas 
of his city where it has become dif­
ficult to recruit and maintain pald-
on-call firefighters. 

"We do have periods where It's 
hard to mahitain paid-on-calls," 
Marinuccl said. "It seems a lot of 
young people come in, get their 
training and move on. But that's 
just society today. People move 
around more." 

Marinuccl said that his depart­
ment Is constantly dohig recrulthig 
to get more POCs to join. 

"We're always doing recruiting 
and, clearly, recrulthig is a way to 
maintain paid-on-call staffers," 
Marinuccl said. 

Marinuccl said that the transi­
tion to 24-hour staffing in 

Farmington Hills three years ago 
has gone smoothly. 

"It's been great," Marinuccl said. 
"We still use our pald-on-calls. 
Sometimes we've two, three or four 
calls at a time and we'll use the 
pald-on calls. But going to 24-hour 
staffing has been a success." 

Lenaghan said there are times 
when fire stations are closed 
because the POO staff is not avail­
able. 

But POC Mark Pehrson. who has 
been a vocal critic of the 24-hour 
proposal, commented said that he 
feels the city Is safe. 

"It's safe, and If it wasn't, I'd be 
one of tlie first In line to support 
the proposal," Pehrson said. "But, 
right now, this isn't needed in the 
city. " 

When the Novi News asked 
Lenaghan whether the residents of 
Novi were, at this time, safe with 
the fire services available, he 
declined to comment. 

"How am I gohig to answer that 
question?" Lenaghan said. "I'm not 
gomg to comment one way or the 
other. I don't have anything to say 
and that's all I'm going to say." 

Evans was asked if. with the cur­
rent staffing, are the citizens of 
Novi i n danger, 

"Let me answer you with a ques­

tion. How long do you want to 
. wait? Until it gets to that point?," 

Evans said. "How many times 
should It (long response times) 
happen before we become con­
cerned? When people dial 9 l 1 they 
expect someone to be there. Do you 
want to wait?" 

Evans said that the best time to 
make sure that responses to fire or 
medical emergencies are done as 
soon as possible was through pre­
ventive measures. Tlie 24-hour five 
department was a "preventative 
measure". 

But Hoitzman, who has been a 
paramedic and a physicians assis­
tant for over 20 years and is cur­
rently working with trauma 
patients at Harper University 
Hospital in Detroit, said he feels 
the city would be better off if there 
was a private ALS ambulance team 
station in the city to handle med­
ical emergencies. 

"They would have more experi­
ence with the dealing of emergen­
cies," l ioltzman said. 

Hoitzman said that the Idea of 
putt ing an emergency medical 
services car m Novi 24 hours a day 
makes more sense. 

"It would be a couple hundred 
thousand dollars," Hoitzman said. 
"It certainly wouldn't cost the $3 . l 

million the union wants to spend." 
Opponents of the proposed 

switch to a full-time fire depart­
ment say all Novi needs Is a dedi­
cated ambulance stationed In the 
city. Novi currently commissions 
for ambulance service with 
Community Emergency Medical 
Services. 

The President and Chief 
Executive Officer of Community 
Emergency Medical Services 
(CEMS) Greg Beauchemin said that 
he felt that one or two dedicated 
ambulances would be more than 
enough to cover the city of Novi. 

"With about l lO runs per year, I 
think that one or two dedicated 
cars would definitely be beneficial," 
Beauchemin said. 

Beauchemin said that the city 
could get a dedicated car for about 
$350,000 a year and that price 
would fluctuate depending on the 
number of medical emergencies In 
the city. 

"I thhik we can definitely help 
Novi with a couple dedicated cars," 
Beauchemin said.

Incumbent Nancy Cassis, R-
Novl, is hoping her established rep­
utation as the 38th District's state 
representative will help her keep 
the job on November 7. 

"I've felt so honored and privi­
leged to be the representative for 
this growing district over the last 
four years," she said. 

Cassis said she hopes to contin­
ue her crusade for stronger 
schools, improvements in health 
care, lower taxes and better roads. 

Recently, Cassis said she was 
responsible for appropriating $60-
70 million for major reconstruction 
of Wlxom and Beck Road inter­
changes and road Improvement, 
resulting in the largest amount of 
road funding to Oakland County. 

"If elected I will continue to work 
with all levels of government to 
insure that this district gets their 
share of road dollars," she said. 

Cassis said she wiii also work 
hard to keep county, state and fed­
eral taxes from overburdening citi­
zens.

A new cable franchise agreement 
has passed its first hurdle and will 
soon be presented for approval to 
city councils In Farmington, 
Farmhigton Hills and Novl.

negotiate that we don't have many 
cards to play, and the deck Is 
stacked against us," he said. "1 
think we've done the best we can." 

Farmington Mayor B i l l Hartsock, 
chakman of SWOCC, was unavail­
able for comment. 

Among the changes customers 
can expect is formally approved 
win be two-way, digital cable serv­
ice with a package that allows for 
additional channel capacity and 
program choices. 

There will be a reduction In tile 
number of local access channels, 
from eight to six. Currently, 
Farmington and Novl schools each 
have their own chaImel. Under the

The "community facility" 
couid be buiit on the existing site 
or at another location. 

These recommendations are cru­
cial as the high school looks to 
exceed enrollment capacity by the 
2003/2004 school year. 

For elementary advances, recom­
mendations inciude: expanding 
media centers at Novi Woods, 
Viiiage Oaks, and Orchard Hiiis; 
more specialized rooms for art, 
music, physicai education, and for­
eign language, and smaiier class 
sizes. 

in terms of technoiogy, recom­
mendations inciude upgrading 
ciassroom equipment, networks 
and special instructional areas like 
auditoriums and science labs. 

Transportation and maintenance 
recommendations include 
increased storage and parking to 
accommodate more buses, employ­
ees, and maintenance vehicies. 

Other advice from the task force 
included building a new pool, 
expanding preschool facilities, and 
space dedication for ESL, child 
care, and alternative education 
programs. 

The preliminary report will be 
presented to the board by co-chairs 
Stephen Schram and J i m Koster 
on December 7. 

Once the board receives the pre­
liminary report, community sur­
veys will be conducted and any 
other additional input, such as 
cost projections, will be gathered. 

Further, the Blue Ribbon Task 
Force will meet again and review 
the results. At this time, the task 

force,will make their flnal recom­
mendation report. Items in the prei 
llmlnaiy report could be narrowed 
down during this period. 

The hnal recommendation report 
will be given to the board in late 
Januaty, early February. 

Once submitted, the board will 
consider their proposals i n the 
spring of 2001 and possibly hold 
bond votes,

So wiicn members of the Novl 
FIcnghtcrs Union i.ocal 3232 iaunched a 
petition drive to amend liie Novl City 
Charter to permit a conversion to a full-
time fire department, 2,077 resldejits 
signed on. 'ni ls will Include training tlie 
firefighters. In Advanced Life Support 
leclinlqucs. 

Now. voters will be asked to raise their 
taxes to more than double the size of the 
fire department - adding 31 new full-time 
firefighters to the existing full-time staff 
of 24. On the fiscal side, this means the 
fire department's budget will Jump from 
$2.6 million per year to S5.7 million per 
year. 

is this more than worth II If lives are 
being saved? Of course. But the problem 
Is, no one has documented for us that the 
lives of Novl residents and passers-
tliroiigii arc In grave Jeopardy: no one has 
shown us show figures that iiomcs have 
been lost under the existing set-up of full-
time fire crews weeitdays during tile day 
and part-time pald-on-call firefighters in 
the evening and on weekends. 

Tiiere can be no doubt that the fire 
department is finding it more and more 
difficult to recruit pakl-on-call firefight­
ers, n i e current budgeted allotment of 80 
has never been reached; the departinent 
at present only lias 50 on staff. 

While the full-timer's union launciied 
this petition drive, strong opposition has 
been mounted by the pald-on-call fire­

fighters, who will play a decreased role In 
the department should voters say yes to 
the proposal on Nov. 7. 

There can be no doubt that both the 
full-time and parl-ilmc fire department 
employees are dedicated to the welfare of 
liie city, sun, there Is more than a strong 
difference of opinion between the two par­
ties on this issue. But we don't tlilnk vot­
ers should reject this charter amendment 
jusi to save the Jobs of some dedicated 
pald-on-call people. 

What Is troubling about the proposal Is 
that there have been no Independent 
studies of the level of service offered by 
the Novl Fire Department - and how and 
wiiy that should be beefed up. It seems 
likely that Novl should make a conversion 
to a fuii-time department, but docs it 
need to be done all at once, In one fell 
swoop? Or does It nialtc more sense to 
gradually make a transition over to full-
time? 

Can tlIc concern over Advanced Life 
Support be addressed by commissioning 
a private company to station an ambu­
lance In Novl around-the-clock? This 
would cost somewhere In the $350,000 
range, rather than this current S3.1 mil­
lion annual pacl?age. 

Without a full study of the issue by a 
committee independent of Ihc fire depart­
ment, we cannot at this Ume endorse the 
charter amendment. So, we must say N O 
to the fire department ballot question. 
But only no. for now. Come back iaten-.i 
and wc may change our mind.

My recent experience at Village Oaks 

Elementary i n Novi precipitates this letter 
urging a yes vote on Proposal l . 

Last Monday, Oct. l 6 , my son attended 
his grade three art class (he Is educated at 
home but is enrolled In art at Village Oaks). 
He saw Ills art teacher In the hall and she 
informed him she would not be teaching on 
this parUcular day. he would have a subsU-
tute teacher. Apparently a movie was 
shown and ten minutes remained of class 
time. 

The sub utilized UIls time to play 7-Up. 
Upon picking up my son and Inquiring 
about his 40-mlnute art class, he was veIy 
disappointed to tell me that there was time 
after the movie that could have been used 
for drawing; paper/pencils were readily 
available h i the art room. 

It was necessary for h im to explain the 7-
Up game to me (a game no where near the 
educaUonal value of hangman; a Ume pass­
er). 

In my telephone conversaUon with the 
principal, he conilniied the art teacher was 
scheduled for a meeUng and that there is a 
teacher shortage and good subs are hard to 
find. I must quesUon why, when the school 
day Is in session is it necessary to schedule 
meetings and bring in suhsUtute teachers? 
Are there not enough days already on the 
tiooks for teacher meethigs? A subsUtute 
teacher is essenUally a babysitter and valu­
able educaUon thne is wasted. 

AddiUonally. upon dropping my son off 
four days later. I inquired of the art teacher 
about Uie situaUon. She stated she was 
tmaware of my concern and I explained my 
dissatisfaction with the substitute and 
game playing, and lack of communication 
firom principal to teacher alwut a parent 
concern. She informed me she was absent 
l was puzded because absent implies not i n 

The voucher proposal, which wi l l appear 
on the Nov. 7 ballot, will delete language 
from the Michigan ConsOtutlon to allow 
public tax dollars to go to private and reli­
gious schools in the form of vouchers. It 
would also allow the legislature to add a 
tulUon tax credit plan. 

If this proposal passes, it would take 
immediate effect in the six or seven school 
districts where a minimum of two-thirds of 
the students do not graduate from high 
school. 

However, for school districts like ours 
there are other opUons. The state legisla­
ture could vote to make vouchers a 
statewide mandate. Your local school board 
could vote to permit vouchers i n your dis­
trict. Or, the local electorate could hold a 
petition drive to put the issue on the ballot. 

What's wrong with the voucher proposal? 
Vouchers take money away from public 
schools. If Jusi ten students were accepted 
In a private school from your child's public 
elementary school, the public school would 
lose the foundation allowance for each of 
those children.

$75,000. What shall we cut - a teacher, 
some para-pros, the new text book adop­
tion, technology - what would you cut?

• A b r a h a m ' s c a m p a i g n has been, even to Republ icans , dazzl lng-
ly competent at w h a t might be cal led creative packaging, especial-

Voted "Aye"). Who best brings home the bacon?

Private and religious schools do not have to 
respect the constitutional rights of students.

They can 
expel your student and you the parent have no 
recourse. 

Supporters of vouchers want more teacher 
testing, teachers are already tested several 
Umes before they can become teachers. They 
are expected to earn 18 hours of college credit 
during their first few years out of college. Every 
school year they receive a minimum of five days 
of professional development. M e r their first five 
years, and every five years after that they are 
required to earn a minimum of six hours of col­
lege credit. 

Proponents of vouchers would have you 
believe there is a bill ion dollars sitting i n the 
education fund to cover the cost of a voucher 
program.

"At the t ime when they first 
started bury ing people here (at 
Novl Cemetery;) this was j u s t a 
ooramuni ty b u r i a l g r o u n d , " 
M u t c h sa id . "As It expanded, 
y o u had to be a member of the 
bu r i a l associa t ion. You had to 
pay money and you had to pur­
chase a lot . W h e n they formed 
that a s soc i a t ion i n the late 
1800s, cemeteries were under­
going. Ac tua l ly , we were going 
from b u r i a l grounds to ceme­
teries (in America) and ceme­
teries became a l m o s t l i k e 
parks." 

M u t c h said that the first set­
tlers of the area d id not t h ink 
of death In the same manner a 
21st Century c i t i zen does. 

"Today, people have a morbid 
a s s o c i a t i o n w i t h cemeter ies . 
They th ink too l i te ra l ly about 
them," M u t c h sa id . "They th ink 
about decomposing bodies and 
they are worr ied about shad­
ows after dark, w h i c h is a 
wei rd concept anyway." 

•"--''Inirtlie -1800s death was';as

T h e m a r k e r for S c o t t 
D u n h a m i n the NoVl Cemetery 
Is merely there as a r emem­
b r a n c e - he i s no t the re . 
D u n h a m fell i n the Arogonne 
forest on October 15, 1918, 
d u r i n g the first W o r l d War or 
The Great War. H i s body was 
never sent home. 

"He 's b u r l e d In F r a n c e , " 
M u t c h s a id , l o o k i n g over the 
Scot t D u n h a m marke r . "That 's 
in te res t ing . The yea r 1918 is 
the year tha t the F u e r s t s 
b o u g h t the f a r m from the 
D u n h a m s . " 

A c c o r d i n g to M u t c h , If a 
fami ly d id not have someone 
to take over the f a m i l y fa rm, 
they cou ld have been forced to 
se l l . 

C u r r e n t l y , the c i ty of Novi 
ma in ta ins the cemeter ies at 
NoVi Road j u s t s o u t h of G r a n d 
River and the K n a p p Cemetery 
on Nine M i l e R o a d nea r 
Meadowbrook.

For some, the phrase "pay atten­
tion" are words more easily said 
than done. 

Millions of Americans, including 
a growing number of children, have 
been diagnosed with Attention-
Deficit Disorder. For a long period 
of time, the standard remedy for the 
condition was a prescription to help 
ease the junipiness from one activi­
ty lo another. 

A new Novi business hopes lo 
change that h e a v i e r without 
drugs. Yona Fisher is the woman 
that wants lo make 11 happen. 

She is bringhig a new but increas­
ingly popular brand of neurological 
training to Northvilie and Novi 
which effectively eliminates the 
need for medication lo curb atten­
tion span and hyperactivity prob­
lems. 

Fisher is a speech pathologist by 
trade,'but got involved in the treat­
ment of A D D after reading of beta 
wave research conducted a l univer-
siUes in the United Slates and 
Canada. 

"The problem with drugs is that 
they wear off," Fisher said. "A kid 
can take a pill in the morning, go to 
school and do okay, but by the end 
of the day when he comes home. It's 
back to the same old thing. This 

method teaches kids how to control 
their own selves. Drugs are a tem­
porary f k to a permanent problem." 

In normal brain function, the 
brain's beta waves which move 
through the frontal cortex are some­
what fi-equent, causing stimulation-
to the rest of the nervous system. In 
a person affected by ADD, those 
same brain waves

up to a brain wave activity monitor, 
allowing them lo see the electrical 
impulses moving through their 
nervous systems. Over lime and 
with proper instruction, patients 
can be taught how to recognize their 
own lulls and stimulate their brains 
lo pick up the pace. 

"It's like riding a bike — once you 
learn how to do this, you never for­
get it," she said. 

After receiving the training, 
patients hooked up to the monitor 
will receive a reward if the level of 
beta wave activity jumps lo a pre­

determined level. The reward Is 
typically a display of a bowling 
game accompanied with music 
and sounds. 

"The brain Is taught that If II 
accomplishes a certain task thai It 
gets a reward," Fisher said. .. . ^ 

But what happens when a 
patient leaves the stnicture of a 

clinical selling 
and sets out 
on his own? 
Thai's where 
multiple ses­
sions eventu­
ally adjusts 
the brain's 
response such 
that the beta 
wave activity 

will spike even \vithoul an immedi­
ate reward waiting, she said. 

Attention Deficit Disorder usual­
ly affects boys, and it typically can 
be first diagnosed by a psychologist 
or physician when a child enters 
school. The reason? 

"In that kind of environment, 
everyone is expected to behave a 
certain way," Fisher said. "There's 
not much room for individuality. 
Not only that, but teachers can 
compare a possible ADD kid lo the 
other kids in the classroom." 

Fisher said ADD and hyperactivi­

ty are conditions often as testing to 
the patience of parents as Lhey are 
lo a child. She said research sug­
gests that ADD can be a lifelong 
condition if i l goes unchecked, but 
also said adults with ADD are often 
able to. camouflage the .disorder 
because of the variety of environ­
ments In which lhey can Immerse 
themselves. 

"When you're a kid with A D D In 
the classroom, you're a pain, 
because you're always causing 
problems," Fisher said. "If you're 
an adult that's always high-strung, 
you can become a race car driver. 
The point Is that you can find 
places to assimilate yourself as an 
adult that you can't as a child." 

"Once you leave the treatment, 
you feel much more confidence 
about yourself" Fisher said. "I've 
seen kids come in here that could­
n't sit still for 30 seconds, and by 
the time they're done ^vith treat­
ment, they aren't wiggling around 
at a l l . "

Following Saturday night's playoff 
game against Portage Northern, Novl 
head coach Tab Kellepourey sat in his 
office with the appearance of a battered 
prizefighter. His bloodshot eyes and 
unkempt hair signified that he had not 
survived the batUe unscathed. However, 
the broad, beaming smile slowly spread­
ing across his face revealed that he had 
come out on top. 

"I'm incredibly happy," Kellepourey 
said, "That was a very, very big win for 
our program." 

Less than an hour earlier, the final 
horn had sounded at Osborne Stadium, 
sending the Wildcats into a Jubilant 
frenzy. Novl had earned its first playoff 
victoIy in over a decade, takhlg down a 
tough Husky ball club, 24-14. Coaches 
and players hugged, parents screamed 
and Jumped up and down in the stands, 
students whooped and hollered at their 
successful peers. Defensive coordinator 
Kraig Caurdy let out a yell and Jumped 
so high that It looked as though he could 
touch the moon. 

The team's biggest fear going into the 
game was Portage Northern's Kelly 
Baraka. The 6-foot, 190 pound running 
back is already being recruited by the 
likes of Michigan, Michigan State, and 

Notre Dame; the Wildcats knew going in 
that stopphig him would indubitably be 
the key to their success. 

So from the opening gun, they pound­
ed Baraka relentlessly. Eveiytime he 
touched the ball, a horde of green jer­
seys swarmed him like flies on a pile of 
refiase. 

By the end of the game, the speedster 
was battered and beaten, his dirt-cov­
ered Jersey becoming as dark and black 
as the October night sky. When all Was 
said and done, the Wildcat defense had 
held Baraka to 154 yards and one 
touchdown on 20 carries, a far cry from 
the 262-yard, six touchdown perform­
ance a week earlier In addition, they 
had also forced him to fumble the ball 
twice. 

"He's a special runner over there," 
said Caurdy. "He approached me after 
the game and said, 'Coach, you've hit me 
harder than anybody's hit me this year." 

A big pari of this week's defensive 
scheme was moving senior Matt Polcyn 
to defensive end. The converted line­
backer caused a fumble and recorded 
s ix tackles throughout the game. 
"Moving Polcyn over really helped," said 
Caurdy. "He really gave us some speed 
Coming off that edge." Polcyn's caused 
fumble was one of six turnovers caused 
by the Novi defense. 

"We felt we had to be veIy aggressive 
in the defensive area," said Kellepourey. 
"Our kids hit hard out there." 

Chris Kauffman was another key ele­
ment on the defensive side of the ball, 
recordhig seven tackles—five first-hits 
and two assists. Cas Werda also added 
six first-hits, while Aaron Mar ion and 
Matt Kolich each contributed with four 
first-hits and one assist. 

Offensively, Gorman led the way for 
the Wildcats, just as he has all season 
long. The quarterback carried the ball 
32 times for 177 yards and a pair of 
touchdowns. He also completed six 
passes on eleven attempts for 83 yards. 
He put the game's first points on the. 
board, keeping the ball on an option 
early In the first and scampering 75 
yards to the end zone. 

The visitors responded with a Baraka 
62-yard touchdown run in the first, then 
took their only lead of the ball game at 
the close of the first half. On a double-
reverse pass, quarterback Mike Slater 
hit Baraka for a 57-yard boInb with only 
18 seconds left, giving the Huskies a 14^ 
7 halfUme lead. 

Gorman responded late in the third, 
scoring on a scramble from 13 yards out

"We just didn't do it up and down the 
fine and it exploded on us." 

"But Margo ran a great race. Siie's a gutsy com-
peUtor and I think she'll do just fine at the state 
meet," he said. 

The state modified its qualification process this 
past spring to allow the top 15 runners at the 
regional to qualify for the state meet, regardless of 
team affiUaUon. Last year, the top 10 mnners not 
on qualifying teams advanced along with the 21 
team runners on top 3 teams. 

With the format changed, Novi's second runner 
Tae Kono was left out. The sophomore was 26th 
overall in 20:17. She would have been the 10th 
nmner to advance IndlviduaUy if last year's rules 
had been, in place. Instead, she and three other 
individuais were left out in the cold. 

Betliany Kittle crossed the line right behind 
Kono, in 27th place. Her time of 20:18 was also a 
season's best. 

Nina Schmitt, still suffering from a hip injury, 
hobbled to a 31st-place finish. The sophomore bat­
tled to the end, fmlshing in a time of 20:25. Vidya 
Mahadevan was Novi's final scorer, taking 37th \n 
a time of 20:58. Senior Brittany Albright and soph­
omore Jenny Thomson were 38th and 39th at 
21:02 and 21:03.

In 
fact, I think I'm more knowledgeable about the 
team's two-time defending state championship 
program. No offense, but these guys are fun lo 
watch. 

In each of the last two seasons, Novi was the 
second-best team coming into the final week­
end of the season. But in each of those two sea­
sons, the team has emerged as the states' best. 
I don't know what it is, but whatever Bob Smith 
is telling these kids the night before the meet Is 
working. I don't see any of them driving 
Ferrari's around, so 1 think we're okay there. 

Rockford has been the state's best program 
the last three years, at least that's what many 
people think. But why is it that the Rams are 
the ones taking a step off the awards platform 
moments before the Wildcats assume their 
position as the state's best? Numbers don't lie 
do they? 

Sometimes they do, and guys like Nick 

Bassltt and Mike Burns can make all the dif­
ference. This year the team doesn't have a 
number five guy. It has four number fours. 
That's where I feel this team separates itself 
from the last two champions. 

Two years ago Novl had Kevin Avenius and 
Dam Christopherson both finish In the top 10. 
Last year T i m Moore (3rd) and Chr i s Toloff (7th) 
both placed among the state's elite. 

This year Novl has three legitimate top-10 
contenders. But I think the team's strength 
lays with its 4-7 runners. I've seen Todd Foren, 
T i m Kava and Mitch Erickson Jockey for posi­
tion all year. I've seen Eric Walle make contin­
ual strides to get back to where he once was. 

I see four guys who can medal at the state 
Ineet (top 30.) I see four guys who may even be 
able to earn all-state honors (top 25.) Can any­
one else In the state match that? 1 don't think 
so. 

Rockford's the only team I feel can beat Novl, 
and to do that i t ' l l have to run its best race of 
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the season. 
Dathan Rltzenhein is the most accomplished 

runner the state's ever seen, having won the 
mile and two mile runs nationally while taking 
home the Footlocker national title last year as a 
Junior. 

He has a trio of fellow seniors backing him 
up. Joe Swendrowski has picked it up and 
assumed the No. 2 position on the team, but 
can be beaten on any given day by Kyle 
Fujimoto. Brian Smith is on par with these two. 
The biggest drop off on the team comes with Its 
fifth man. Phil Astras is a good 30 seconds 
behind Smitl i and that could be the difference 
in the meet. 

Adam Druckenmiller and B . J . Meyers are 
even further back and won't come into play. 

Rockford is rock solid all the way through, 
however as 1 stated above, 1 think the difference 
is in the fifth man. LooklIig up and down the 
lineup, 1 see only two positions where Rockford 
may beat Novi. 

Rltzenhein is the favorite over Toloff, but wlU 
gain only one point in the team race. And 
Rockford's fourth runner (I believe it wil l be 
Smith or Fujimoto) wil l gain minimal points on 
Novi's fourth man (Walle or Erickson, possibly 
Kava.) 

In the end, I think you'll be talking about the 
points T im Moore gains on Joe Swendrowski, 
the points Avenius chalks up on Fujimoto or 
Smith and the points Novl's fifth man (agata 
Kava, Erickson or Walle) gain on Astras.

It's that hard work that has Toloff sltUng fight 

behind Rltzenhein in the latest individual rank­
ings by John Bishop of the Michigan High 
School Track and Cross CountIy website. 

Toloff ran upwards of 700 miles this summer 
and his times have reflected that hard work, 
Toloff is undefeated in Invltationals this season 
and has broken shattered course records at 
Kensington Metropark, Lakeland's high school 
course*as*WeU "as-at Hudson Mil ls . He set the 
school record at Cass Benton. 

"I'm confident he could have broken more If 
we'd have turned hira loose," his coach Bob 
Smith said. "I talk to him almost daily about his 
workouts. He knows when to train and he 
knows what he needs to do." 

Smith talked of a practice where the team was 
running repeat 400s on the high school traok. 

"We were running four in a row and took Ave 
minute breaks between sets," Smith explained. 

Smith said Toloff Came up to h im during one 
of the breaks and said five minutes was too long 
of a break. 

"So I told him to go run bleacher creatures," 
the coach said. 

And he did. 
Soon after Tim Moore followed him up the 

bleachers, and then Mark Avenius was in the 

mix. .All three are expected to place among the 
top 10 runners at the state meet. 

"When you're so determined to do something, 
you want to go out and do it," Toloff said. 
"Because you know it's gonna make you better." 

Toloff said his training has become IIlore and 
more intense these past two years because of 
his passion on the track. He was runnerup to 
Rltzenhein in the mile run last year, running the 
third-fastest high-school time ever in the state 
of Michigan. His 4:10.77 was third only to 
Ritzenhein's 4:08.08 and John Hughes' 1999 
time of 4:10.45. 

"My goal was to run a 4:10," the senior co-
captain of the cross-country leaIn said. "I 
thought it was realistic. I deflnitely thought I 
could beat John Hughes (3rd in the race) and I 
wanted to be close lo. If not beat Dathan." 

Toloff is not concerned solely on his own feats 
and goals, he's one of the leaders of a team 
which will battle It out with Rockford and 
Detroit Catholic Central for the state title. He's 
confident his team can win its third-straight 
tlUe. 

"Coming into this year we thought this was 
going to be the easiest year to win ," he said. "1 
thought we had a'much better chance. But now 
that injuries have hampered us' and other teams 
have produced better runners, it's going to be 
really close."

If you're running under 15 minutes, 
you can beat anybody." 

Toloff has confidence i n his abilities, but 
won't say whether or not he can beat his 
Rockford Nemesis. 

"He's got a lot of guts in h i m and it's going to 
be extremely tough racing with him," Toloff said 
of Rltzenhein. "I'm not gonna say I can or can't 
beat Dathan, but I'm gonna give him a good 
race.
