The possible purchase of the 
Bosco property sprung a chord of 
dissension among Novi Board of 

Education members on November 
2. 

Without feedback from the ongo- -
ing Blue jybbon Task Force, some 
members feared the district may be 
putting the cart before the horse. 

'The only need 1 see for this piece 
of property is if we have to build a 
second high school," said Board 
Trustee George Kortlandt. "We're 
talking about spending $8.5 mil­

lion of the taxpayers' money for a 
piece of land we may not even 
need." 

As part of tlie task force's charge, 
the committee Is to determine 
whether or not the district would 
build a second high school to meet 
future population increases. 

Kortlandt said because of the 
way the task force was structured, 
the committee wil l not have a 

response until the end of JanuaIy, 
early February. 

"And at this point, we have no 
input from the committee, so I 
don't see how we can vote to pur­
chase this piece of property. The 
timing is off," Kortlandt said. 

Kortlandt added that if the dis­
trict gets "stuck" with the piece of 
property, it couid even cost the dis­
trict money down the road. 

In September, the board unani 
mously agreed to enter into an 
option to purchase 74 acres from 
the Bosco family, who have a farm 
located on Eleven Mile and Beck 
Road. 

This was a part of a two-step 
process that cost the district a 
non-refundable $25,000 fee. Tlie

lar road bond passed with flying 
colors and Mayor Richard Clark 
and City Manager Richard Helwig 
couldn't be happier. 

"We are elated," Helwig said. "So 
much was at stake and we couldn't 
have done it without the hard work 
of the citizens group and neighbor­
hoods who spearheaded this pro­
posal." 

With 12,398 of the 20, 513 votes 
Cast, the city will now see major 
Improvements along some of its 
busiest roads and intersections. 

"This was a vote of confidence by 
..the community and themselves i n 

recognizing that we have some real 
needs here, and one of the para­
mount needs Is our roads," Clark 
said. "We have to move traffic safe-̂  
ly and expeditiously and I think the 
community recognized that."

Last year, voters said no to a $28 
million road package, which they 
felt was too expensive and develop­
er driven.

Northville resident Tom Prescott 
dared to ask the question, "Who 
wants to be a millionaire?"

They would 
get Irritated with me when we'd 
watch 'Jeopardy' and get all the 
questions before they did," Prescott 
said. 

Prescott said he began to study 
the show. He watched how Contest­

ants answered questions. He 
learned the pitfalls most hapless 
contestants fell into and even the 
subtle tilt of Regis'brow. 

Then he was ready. He began 
Calling the toll-free telephone num­
ber at the beginning of the year. 
Coached a little by a Regis Philbin 
recording, he would move on to 
answer the first three entry-level 
phone questions, always to no 
avail. Finally, Prescott answered 
them correctly and moved on to the 
second level, which included a 
background check and some more 
words of encouragement from a 
recorded Reg, 

Prescott said fet the end of the 
recording, he was told to wait for a 
phone call telling him whether he 
was eligible for the show. He said 
he had scheduled his day at work 
around the process. 

"I answered the questions at 
3:30 p.m, and knew they would call 
at four, so I managed to get out of 
work and rush home," he said. 

When the show's producers 
•finally Called, Prescott said he 
couldn't believe it. The next three 
weeks were spent scrutinizing the 
home version of the game and pon­
dering every variety of trivia game, 
he said. 

On Oct, 4 the waiting was over. 
Whatever he didn't know by that 
point was left at the airport i n 
Detroit as his trip to New York 
began.

The question 
stymied the Northville chemist. 

"1 felt like the biggest moron In 
the worid," he said, "But I didn't get 
as much grief about that as 1 did 
about asking the audience about 
what tops a New York cheesecake." 

Though . he left wi th only a 
$1,000, which he will not get until 
next week, Prescott said it was . 
worth the trip. With the winnings, 
Prescott said he plaIis to fix the 
brakes on his car. 

And that's his final answer,

To aid in tlie continual search for the future needs of 
the Novi School District, the Maintenance Quality 
Team released their 2000 report to the board on 
November 2. 

AJfter careful evaluation of each building In the dis­
trict, the team recommended that the Novi Board of 
Education consider asking voters to approve a dedicat­
ed building and site mlllage of nearly $3.9 million. 

"In order to maintain our current quality of educa­
tional excellence, we need to be sure our faeiilties and 
equipment can continue to provide a safe quality envi­
ronment," said Director of Maintenance Jeff Sotzen, 
who presented the team's findings. 

'ITie team was assembled in August by the board to 
determine the maintenance, functionality, and capital 
replacement needs of all eight schools, ITC, Novl Pre­
school, the Maintenance Warehouse, Bus Garage, land 
Educational Services Building. 

The focus of the team report was to anticipate what 
elements in the district's infrastructure would need tA 
be addressed over tlie next ten years. 

According to the report, some items need to be dealt 
with now while others can wait 5-10 years. 

However, Sotzen said that in obtaining funds for 
these upgrades, it Is better to act now, because the 
price tag will only Increase If they are delayed. 

T o u can pay now or pay later, but the cost will only tie 
more expensive,' he said. 

Due to time and use. technological advances, budget 
constraints, and Increased number of buildings to main-
lain, needs for upgrades have grown substantially, Sotzen 
said. 

"As our buildings age, the maintenance, replacement 
and upkeep of the buildings Increase as does the cost," he 
said. 

The report broke down the expenses into ttvo cate­
gories: bondable projects and building & site projects. The 
building and site projects make up the $3.9 million. 

The bondable projects were handed over to the Blue 
Ribbon Task Force who will complete their llnal report in 
late January, early February, if bonding for those needs is 
not approved, the building & site cost tWll be significantly 
increased. 

Bondable projects for Viiiage Oaks ElementaIy include 
replacement of the kitchen, media center, and gym, along 
witII recarpeting over the next 5-10 years. Building and 
site projects totaling an esUmated $60,000, include 
replacement of property line fence, asphalt walk path, and 
concrete llat work. 

At Orchard Hills Elementary, bondable renovations 
include replacement of plumbing fixtures, roofing, desks, 
expansion of the gym and the addition of a keyless entiy 
system. Building and site projects, totaling an estimated 
$206,000, Include fence and concrete replacement, along 
with minor upgrades to classroom equipment. 

Although Parkview ElementaIy is relatively new, new 
boilers will Ix; needed along with a new ofllce air handler 
unit. Roof will also have to be replaced. Other bondable 
projects include replacement of the foldhig gym wall and 
enlargement of kindergarten classrooms. Building and 
site projects, totaling an estimated $233,000, Include car­
pet replacement, built-in lunchroom tables, larger art 
room tables, keyless enuy system, and book cases. 

The Maintenance Qua l i ^ Team felt the renovation 
needs at Novl Woods Elementary were so extensive, that 
building and site needs could oiily be met through bond-

Blue Ribbon Task Force. 
While Novl Meadows ElementaIy had no bondable proj­

ects, building and site projects, totaling an estimated 
$350,000 Included new tennis courts, stadium fencing, 
backstops and dugouls for ballftelds, and the addition of 
a keyless entiy systein. 

Because Ihe future of Nov! High School has not yet been 
determined, it was dllTlcult for the team to afUrm its needs 
over the next ten years. 

Matters for addressing these needs will be handled In 
dllTerent ways depending on whether the district will add 
on to the existing high school or add an additional high 
school. 

With an endless list of upgrades needed in both cate­
gories, bondable renovations for NHS ranged from more 
space, additional computers, additional parking, plumb­
ing and roof replacements, and new lockers. Building and 
site projects, totaling an estimated $2.3 million, include: 
more lockers, acouslical modifications to the band and 
choir rooms, replace old drinking fountains, replace cell­
ing tiles, and numerous Individual classroom needs. 

Deerfleld ElementaIy and Novl Middle School had no 
bondable projects or building and site projects anticipat­
ed. 

The Educational Services Building projects included 
upgrading the security system, adding drainage around 
bottom of basement, and replacing carpet with an esti­
mated cost of $136,000. 

Bondable projects for the Maintenance Building Includ­
ed additional warehouse space and parking, along with 
city water hook up. Building and site projects include the 
purchase of four storage vans and various pieces of equip­
ment, with an esUmated cost of $264,000. 

Bondable projects for the Transportation Building, one 
of the oldest in the district. Included Increased space, 
updated security alarm system, and Increase in exterior 
lighting. Building and site projects are being addressed by 
the Blue Ribbon Task Force. 

Based on the team's inspections and analysis of the 
buUding and site needs over the next several years, Sotzen 
said tliey determined that the district would need .5 mills 
over a five-year period in order to adequately address the 
Improvements. The team had not estimated what this 
would mean in terms of cost to the average taxpayer per 
year. Now with the report i n hand, it Is up to the board

No one quite understands 
teenagers like otlier teenagers. 

That's what has turned the 
Positive Peer Intervention program 
at Walled Lake Central High into an 
essential peace-keeping mecha­
nism at the 2,000-student school. 

"They know they can talk to us 
because we're on the same level," 
said Antuan Moore, a mediator 
who signed up for the PPI elective. 
"A lot of times, we don't want to go 
to (adults or staff) so the problems 
go unnoticed and that's not good." 

Moore is one of 14 mediators in 
the male PPI group, led by teacher 
Scott Lindsay. 

A 14-giri PPI group Is led by 
teacher Nancy Attisha. The groups 
meet separately and deal with 
Issues specific to their gender. 

The intervention program started 
six years ago and includes daily 
class sessions centered around 
open discussions about specific 
problems brought to group mem­
bers by their peers. Topics vary 
from relationships to diseases and 
personal confiicts between stu­
dents. Lindsay said the group for-

wards legal Issues and life-threat­
ening situations to the police. 

"1 use them as a sounding board 
to find out what the students are 
thinking," said Deputy Tim Hfein, a 
school l iaison officer from the 
Oakland County Sheriffs 
Department. 

"Tlie real magic of this group is 
they're indispensable in keeping 
the peace at this school." 

There were 279 fights In 
Central's hallways during the 
1992-93 - school year, noted 
Lindsay. 

That number dropped to 17 last 
school year. 

"They'll never get statistics on 
how many fights they've prevent­
ed," said Hein. 

Each of the 28 PPI students 
wears a blue badge, so other stu­

dents know they can turn to them 
with their concerns. 

Lindsay said the group invites 
students who have a problem tato 
their discussion and talk about a 
solution, or at least a plan of 
action. Students with problems 
arrange to get excused absences 
from their regular classes to attend 
PPI sessions. 

"Anybody has the right to bring 
any issue to PPI and they have the 
right to participate, knowing there 
are no repercussions," Lindsay 
said. 

Each student In PPI signs a con­
tract of confidentiality. Students 
are trained in conflict resolution at 
a three-day summer camp. 

Students in the boys PPI class 
said they enjoyed the bonding 
experience at camp and the valu­

able tips on how to handle certahi 
situations. 

That bond is Important In the 
group, which is made up of stu­
dents from various social groups i n 
the school. 

"We're a l l leaders of different 
groups," said senior Matt, 
Recknagel.' 

"If someone needs help, they 
know they can talk to 'us and they 
can come to us with a problem." 

Picking a diverse group of stu­
dents to mediate conflicts and 
solve problems offers the students 
a variety of Insight from each point 
of view, the students said, 

Lindsay said such a positive 
approach is contagious and can. 
impact the entire school. 

"A lot can come from creating a 
positive attitude that they spread 
to their friends," Lindsay said., 
"Honestly, this is probably one of 
the most valuable tools that we as, 
a school Can offer to a student 
body. They're learning real-Ufe 
ski l l s that wil l help them get 
through life." . j

The work will start west of the tatersectlon at Fourteen 
Mile and Decker Road and conttaue west on Fourteen Mile Road to East 
Walled Lake Drive and then north along Walled Lake Drive to Ladd Road. 
When this water main Is completed, it will provide water service to the City 
of Wixom. The work wil l be conducted in stages. The section of road that 
Is under construCOon wi l l be open to local traffic only. 

"I can only go by what they are tellhig me, but that's the date they set 
to begin." said Loyd Cureton, director of Walled Lake's Department of 
PubUc Work. 

Workers wil l need to remove concrete and dig up the roads to tastall the 
high-pressure concrete and metal pipes.

The floury aroma is the same 
wherever you happen to be, 
whether it's in small French vil­
lages or-rural Anierican communi­
ties; the smell of freshly baked 
bread Is an universal enticement. 

With the resurgence of Walled 
Lake as a place to live and shop, 
Nino's Bakery Is becoming a popu­
lar destination for those who want 
fresh baked goods.

He said the district needed to get 
the work done on the elementary 
schools and middle school over 
spring break of 1999 when stu­
dents were out of the buildings. 
Though he knew they had not 
produced a performance bond, 
he said he trusted they would 
and allowed them to begin work 
on the projects.

Knollenberg received 136,323 votes 
for 55.42 percent and retained his 
Congressional seal. 

Novi Clly Council Member Hugh 
Crawford, who ran unopposed, will 
head lo Pontlac as he becomes 
county commissioner In the 17th 
District with 14,100 votes (98.02 
percent).

Judge Dennis Powers, who also ran 
unopposed, claimed over 98.79 
percent (10.789) of the vole and 
was retained as Judge.

also thhik people saw by example 
this summer that our intent ^ d 
commitment to the residents in 
this community was strong by get­
ting some of our local roads done." 

Over the course of 17 years, the 
proposal wil l cost the taxpayer, per 
year, an average of 53 cents per 
$1,000 of taxable dollars. This 
means $53 per year for a taxpayer 
with a $200,000 home. 

Under the proposal, the city will 
see the rehabOltation of neighbor­
hood streets, along with lane addi­
tions and traffic signal improve­
ments to nine of its intersections. 

The oily will also have the oppor­
tunity to leverage approximately 
$44.6 million in state and federal 
funds for four major road projects, 
inc lud ing the Beck Road/I-96 
interchange and. the widening of 
Grand River Avenue and Novi 
Road. 

The Grand River Corridor, 
stretching from Tweive-Mi le '* tor 
Beck Road, will be widened from 
three lanes to five with construc­
Uon set to beghi in 2001. The Beck 
Road interchange project is sched­
uled to begin in 2002.

Smith said the road bond was 
necessary to the health, safety, and 
welfare of the residents and that 
the citizens can rest assured that 
their investment will be a gain for 
the betterment of the community.

'This is a wonderful victoIy for 
the city of Novi," she said. 

Road bond supporter J i m Korte 
said while no one likes to see their 
taxes raised, this proposal was 
essential to the city of Novi. 

"Nobody wants new taxes, but 
this has to happen," Korte said. "It 
is going to be our salvation because 
it's the only thing that will keep the 
traffic moving on the south end." 

Korte said due to the new city 
manager's efforts, Helwig played a 
major part i n the success of the 
road proposal. 

"Helwig Is truly the best inven­
tion since sliced bread. He has 
knowledge and a brain to move into 
the future," he said, "For the first 
time in 18 years, we have someone 
that listened to the voices and 
needs of the voting population and 
looked what happened." 

Korte also praised the mayor for 
his efforts in approaching what the 
city needs from the public's stand­
point. 

Smith said he was extremely 
pleased to see the bond passed and 
that everyone who worked on the 
campaign was vital to its success. 

' "Due to the efforts of so many 
people, we have done something we 
should be proud of," Smith said, "I 
think the city of Novi has recog­
nized the need to move forward."

While Detroit is generally considered to be the center of the auto­
mobile industiy, the history of the Ilrst car goes back centuries. 

Isaac Newton is actually Credited with inventing the first auto­
mobile In 1680. Propelled by a primitive steam turbine engine, the 
vehicle was little more than a frame on four wheels. A long pole 
went from the driver's seat to control the steam emission i n front 
of it. 

A n automobile used for mllllaIy 
purposes was first created In France 
In 1769. Designed to transport 
French artUleIy. it was the first appli­
cation of a high pressure engine with 
a cylinder and pistons to produce 
rotaiy motion. The three-wheel car 
was able to go only 2.5 miles per 
hour. America's first automobile saw 
the streets of Massachusetts in l 790, 
when Nathan Reed was granted a 
patent for a steam carriage. 

It wasn't for nearly another centu-
Iy that automobile construction got 
undervvay. During the second half of 
the l 9 t h Centujy, about 60 patents 
were issued for various forms of 
motors. These varied from engines 

run by ammonia, coal and steam, before gasoline was introduced 
In 1891 ljy the DuIyea brothers. Electric vehicles were first patent-
ed h i 1895 by Morris & Salon, but l » t h steam and electric-powered 
cars were oversliadowed ljy the most successful gasoUne engines. 

B a r b a r a L o u i e 

R.E. Olds was one of the jsioneers In develophig a gasoline vehicle; 
his automobile factoIy became Michigan's first such company in 
1897. Though the first electric vehicle was built in 1836. they did­
n't gain popularity until the end of the i9 th and early 20th cen­
turies. The electric car industry had its peak year in 1912, when 
34,000 vehicles were registered with American owners. 

In 1913, when the Edison Storage Batteiy Co. was In financial 
trouble, Thomas Edison suggested to his friend Henry Ford, that 
he develop a batteiV-powered automobile. With the Idea that both 
men would become successful by the project, they discovered that 
the new cars were too heavy, too slow and too expensive to pro­
duce. By 1915. the project had ended. 

The l920s saw the beginning of the end of the electric car craze. 
W t h new, cheaper gasoline technology, the electric car soon 
became a thing of the past. 

Nearly four decades passed before Interest i n the electric car was 
renewed. Due to concern for air pollution hi the late 1950s-I960s, 
the electric car made a brief comeback. They Were Intended to be 
used as a second or third faraUy car because of thek limited range 
without recharghig the batteIy. Their top speeds were about 50 
mph. In the 1970s, Oakland University students came up with the 
"Electric Car Project" as part of their school of englneering.CIean 
Air Acts of the l990s spurred renewed taterest In the widespread 
use of electric vehicles. ' 

Evolution hi the automobile continues daily. "Through the years, 
constant attention paid to technological taiprovements has made 
the motor car one of today's indispensable forces." That statement, 
made h i a publication of l938 , is still as true today as It was over 
half acen t iuyago .

o n a bus wi th tour guide J o h n Engler. Debbie „ c . . ^ „ , 1 , ^ 1

up evefywhere. T h i s newspaper received count- watChed Seemed COntfived, 
leSs faxes about pol i t ical events, and my e-mail 
was filled wi th duel ing press releases.

So what accounts for m y sense of detachment? I t h ink a lot has 
to do wi th the as tonishing development of what might be called 
"political technology," a complex understanding o f the dynamics of 
poli t ical behavior now practiced by a rapidly growing Indust iy of 
poli t ical consultants. 

The T V ads were technical wonders, carefully crafted i n fesponse 
to precise data derived from focus groups, sometimes u s i n g equlp-

ment so sophisticated It measures minute changes in electrical con­
ductivi ty jus t l i k e lie detector machines. Candidates ' speeches were 
precisely modulated to connect with targeted cll isters of undecided 
voters. 

Even the debates I watched seemed contrived, as though the can­
didates were ta lk ing t l i rough filters, engineered to present exactly 
the pre-packaged image the polling data required. E\ 'en while can­
didates were t i y i n g to connect with the audiences, I h a d the sense 
that the consul tants were hoVerilig overhead, invisible yet con­
stantly pul l ing the strings. 

The whole exercise seemed narrow, tactical, cramped, predigest-
ed, a n expensive exercise in manipulation of linage to achieve a pre-
i ^ M e B M M n a determined effect. The mechanist ic qual i ty o f the 

campaign gave me such a strong sense of unre­
a l i t y 

I conclude the campaign of 2000 was organ­
ized a n d run by the political consultants , of the 
consultants, for the consultants. 

T h i s Is sad and deeply disturbing. A n election 
trial i s supposed to determine capacity for wise 
leadership. Bu t wise leadership is not something 
that arises from focus groups. Personal charac­
ter is not something put on like a sweater when 
the w i n d turns chilly. 

^ ^ ^ ^ ^ ^ ^ ^ S o n y , both character and leadership in real 
life only emerge i n the sudden cr is is of the 

moment, in tlie reality o f life in the public arena. 
M y sense Is that people are looking for leaders who unders tand 

more than they do, who c a n tell them what lies over the hor izon and 
h o w to get tliere, who c a n convey inspiration and emotion, a n d who 
on rare occasions c a n exalt t l iem to become something more t han 
they thought they cou ld be. This year, the only event that came 
close to tliat was the unscripted winning run of J o h n M c C a i n In the 
Mich igan primary. 

People sitting In focus groups can't explain how something l ike 
this happens. Pollsters cannot derive from statistics a n overwhelm­
ing emotional response. Candidates who arie too m u c h i n the hands 
o f their handlers risk being detached from the people w i t h w h o m 
they desperately want a n d need to connect.

Proponents of vouchers . Proposal 1 on Tuesday's ballot, had one 
undeniable argument o n their side — kids trapped i n "falling" 
schools can't wait two, three or more years for educational reforms 
to start working. 

They're i n school now a n d everyday they wait for their school sys­
tems to be fixed i s a day of education lost. 

O f course, the opponents had the other good argument — jus t as 
private schools only Work, for students Whose parents c a n afford to 
send them, vouchers wou ld only work for 'students whose .pa^^ 
care enough to do something about their less than adequate educa­
tion. 

.As I pu t pen to paper (actually electrons to computer screen) the 
outcome Tuesday's bal lot ing o n the voucher question is not known. 

Over the weekend, poli t ical pollsters pro-
I jected a defeat for Proposal 1 by a mar­

gin of about two to one. B u t the point 1 
want to make i s the same regardless of 
whether Proposal 1 passes or fal1s, so r11 
go ahead and say it now. 

The Veiy fact the question was on the 
ballot shou ld be talcen as a w a r n h i g sign 
that o u r educat ional sy s t em needs 
reform — and it needs reform now. 

There are failing schools i n Mich igan . 
Proponents picked one cri teria o n Which 
to Judge that. The determining factor 
they looked at was graduat ion rates, 
what percentage of s tuden t s who 
entered the eighth grade In a glVen dis­

trict failed to get a l l the way through to winn ing a d ip loma. Jf a dis­
trict graduated less t han two-thirds. It was Judged to be "failing." It 
tu rned out there were seven s u c h districts. 

Y o u can use a different criteria. You could look at test results. 
We've been us ing the M E A P test to gauge how wel l distr icts are 
doing. That 's another good measure. O r you could look at h o w stu­
dents do on A C T or S A T tests. O r y o u could look at accreditadon. 
There are sti l l a ha l f dozen or so districts In Mich igan that haven't

been accredited. 
The kids who are enrolled i n those districts need help —- a n d they 

need it now. We do t hem a disservice if our reforms don't beghi to 
have a n affect un t i l have they graduate, or fall to as the case may 
be. 

W h a t is needed is a deterinined get-it-done, whatever-it-takes 
approach. Gov. J o h n Engler proposed Just s u c h a strategy i n tJiis 
year 's State of the State address for dealing w i t h the last few arid 
toughest welfare cases. State workers, he proposed, w i th enough 
money i n the budget to back t l iem up, were to review the most 
chron ic cases a n d do whatever it took to solve whatever the problem 
was. 

O u r schools deserve a s imilar approach. O f course, we are ta lk ing 
about a bigger problem. Institutions as large as school dis t r ic ts wi l l 
take more effort to find a n d solve the problems. Bu t l don' t believe 
it 's beyond ou r capabil i ty . 

The state needs to p u t together a task force, with a bit o f money 
set aside from the state budget, to go to Mich igan poorest perform­
ing school distr icts ' c a n y i n g mai'ching orders to do whatever it 
takes. If the problem is safety, put police officers i n the h a l l . Heck, 
pu t d iem i n the c lass room i f need be. If too many kids are s k i p p i n g 
a n d parents won' t c rack down, let's flood the district w i t h t ruant 
officers. No textbooks. That 's easy — b u y ' e m . Teachers aren't u p to 
speed; Let's start t ra in ing them. We could put a teaching coach In 
the classroom right w i th them if we need 16.. 

The approach cou ld work i f Lansing lawmakers prioritize it a bit 
ahead of passage of Michigan 's 40th-somethlng tax cut. It could 
work i f administrators i n other districts show a little more ma tu r i ty 
t han to insist that they get a piece of the pie. It would have to tar­
geted at the districts on the lowest rungs, not be a pork bar re l pro­
g ram for more successful districts who frankly don't need i t . 

B u t it we are w i l l i n g to do whatever it takes, we could indeed get 
It done.

Al l is not weii with one of the 
city of Northviile's most historic 
iandmarits. 

The city's well has iieen tem­
porarily closed due to the discov-
eiy of the bacteria Escherichia coli. 
or E. Coli , in the water, said J im 
Gailogly, city of Northville director 
of public works. The discovery was 
part of a routine test ol" Ihe well 
water done every three months. 

"We lest the well every three 
months and the most recent test 
found bacteria present," said Gary 
Word, city of Northvilic manager. 

Gaiiogly said two separate tests 
found E. Coli present in the water. 
The U.S. Enviroiiinentai 
Protection Agency Website indi­
cates "the presence of E. Coll in 
water is a strong indication of 
recent sewage or animal waste 
contamination." 

The agency said "during rain­
falls, snow melts, or other types of 
precipitation, E . Col i may be 
washed into creeiis, rivers, 
streams, lakes or groundwater. 

"When these waters are used as 
sources of drinking water an(i the 
water is not treated or inadc-
quateiy treated, E . Coli may end 
up in drinking water," the agency 
Website said. 

Galiogiy said the source of the 
well is about iOO feet below the 
surface. Originally, the well was 
fed by an artesian spring, but 
when that became contaminated, 
the new well was drilled. 

Since the well is a source of 
dr inking water, the state requires 
quarterly testing, Gailogly said. 
The most recent tes t turned up E . 
Col i . As a resuit. £ .Ibliow-up test 
was done, which also indicated a 
presence of the bacteria. 

Because of the findings, the weil 
was chlorinated. The process 
Includes taking the top off the well 
and 'dousing the wfiole system" 
wi th chlorine. 

A third test followed the chlori­
nating of the system and was con­
ducted Nov. 6. Results are due 
today. 

if the tests don't find any E. 
C o l i . the well could be reopened 
next week. 

Gailogly said he wasn't sure If 
there is a connection between the 
E . Coli discovery and the large 
area of pollution east of the well. 

"I'm not saying there is not a 
connection." he said. "We Just 
don't know. It potentially might be 
something serious." 

A Michigan Department of 
Environmental Quali ty report on 
the contaminated area east of the 
well said "recent data also indi­
cates that the Rotary Club's near­
by drinking water well may be 
l iydraul lca l ly connected to the 
contaminated aquifer."

front of his vehicle. The deer was 
killed on Impact, but the man did 
not suffer any slgniflcant injuries. 

Then, at 6:40 p.m., a Novi man, 
34, struck a deer on southbound 
Beck Road Just north of Twelve 
Mile Road. The man's vehicle was 
damaged but did not need to be 
towed. There was no account of 
what happened to the deer. 

Fifteen minutes after the second 
incident (6:55 p.m.) a Westland 
teen, l 6 , stuck a deer on east-
bound Eight Mile Road after the 
deer bolted from the north end of 
the street. The deer struck the 
teen's driver side and then ran 
southward after the accident. 

Department of Natural 
Resources Deer Specialist John 
Urbain said we are in the prime 
time for deer herd movement and 
automobile bumper shop revenue 
Increases. .And hazards of deer on 
the road are Just as dangerous as 
icy pavement or rain. 
. "We need to alert motorists that 
there is a high occurrence of acci­

dents In October, November and 
December," Urbain said. "There are 
a number of reasons for the acci­
dents. First, tile deer are breeding 
and the bucks are out looking for 
doe, What the bucks are doing Is 
getting the herds all stirred up." 

Urbalri said that the problem of 
deer ruiining out Into the road is 
not only connected with the breed­
ing season, 

"Deer have paths they follow are 
important, and if those paths are 
cut-off by even one house, it can 
change those herding patterns," 
Urbain said, 

Urbain also noted that paved 
roads will become more susceptible 
to deer accidents. He also noted 
that ivith drivers heading out to the 
road earlier than they would have 
been at the end of daylight savings 
time, they are niore likely to come 
into contact with deer herding. 

Novi Police Officer James 
Brandon said that drivers should 
be aware of the shadows along the 
side of the road, especially on 
roads where there are large wooded 

areas on each side. 
"Most of the deer are 

(destroyed,)" Brandon said. 'They 
are struck on their sides and that 
causes a lot of damage." 

During a four-day period 
between Wednesday, October 24 
and Sunday, October 29, there 
were six separate accidents with as 
many as seven deer being struck 
by vehicles in Novi. 

The largest k i l l on one day was 
on October 27. 

On that date, a Romulus man, 
53, hit and killed two deer as he 
was traveling southbound on M-5 
near Twelve Mile Road, The man 
was not seriously hurt, but his 
vehicle did suffer enough damage 
that It had to be towed. That inci­
dent occurred around 2 a.m. 

That same day, a 34-year-old 
South Lyon woman struck a deer 
on Twelve Mile Road near West 
Park Drive. There was no signifi­
cant damage to that car. Later that 
evening, a Belleville man, 28, 
struck a deer as he traversed 
Wlxom Road near Ten Mile. 

There were also two deer struck 
on October 30. The first incident 
occunred at about 3 a.m. when a 
22-year-old Novi woman struck a 
deer that sprang in front of her car 
along eastbound Pontiac Trail near 
Portsmouth Drive. The Woman told 
police that it all happened too fast 
and she was not able to avoid hit­
ting the deer. The other incident 
happened around 8:30 p.m. when 
a Novi woman struck a deer as she 
traveled eastbound on Thirteen 
Mile Just east of Novi Road. No 
human Injuries were reported. 

There have been no human fatal­
ities, or major injuries, related to 
the accidents. According to Urbain, 
many deer that are hit and flee the 
scene could run off and die at other 
locations. Estimates of damage to 
motor vehicles are well into the 
tens of thousands, according to 
reports on the estimated number of 
accidents, according to the DNR.

had not done. According to the 
U.S. Marshal Service, Brown 
allegedly had been using fake Iden-
llficalion (ID) cards to scam the 
company. Brown would get Labor 
Ready to issue him payment slips 
for each fake I.D. He would then 
(:onvince whomever he was work­
ing for to sign both slips. 

Described as a "classic con 
man," Brown was initially doing 
time for impersonating a police offi­
cer and being a felon in possession 
of a gun. Brown was sent to 
Morgantown Prison on May 19. 

"He turned up missing on a 
institution count," Morgantown 
Prison spokesperson Chris Pulice 
said. "He was on work detail at the 
time but was not outside of the 
compound." 

Pulice said that the facility In 
West Virginia Is a minimum securi­
ty prison and there are no walls 
surrounding the grounds, although 
the prison does employ armed 
security and an electric fence. 

Marshals captured Brown after 
he showed up at the Labor Ready 
to turn in more fake pay slips 
around 1 p.m. that day.

Further, Kortlandt supported 
keeping the students connected, 
no matter how large or small the 
district is. 

Abrams said this wasn't the time 
or the place, for the board to dis­
cuss whether the district needs a 
second high school or not and said 
they should wait for the results of 
the final Blue Ribbon report. 

Board President Carol Elfring 
was not present. 

Board Vice President J o h n 
Balagna said he would like the dis­

trict to further Investigate future 
land appraisals if the district 
should need to sell the Bosco prop­
erty and to have these appraisals 
ready on November 8. 

According to an appraiser hired 
by the district, they could expect to 
sell the Bosco property at $7.27 
minion - $1.5 million dollars less 
than the purchase price.

The U.S. government issues a pass­
port as a ten-year document. Many , if 
not most, passport holders, w i l l never 
u se a l l of the pages available for cus­
toms stamps and visas In a decade. 

J i m Cowie runs through a passport In 
three years. Once overseas, Cowie may 
travel by bus, but he will not be found 
sardine-canned into an air-conditioned 
Isolation booth with 40 other Amer ican 
tourists , looking at the world through 
tinted glass windows. 

A t 60, he travels on a budget of about 
$30 a day, well out of the range of 
Sheraton-class resorts. He prefers to 
find accommodation in youth hostels at 
$6 to $20 a night. As a backpacker, 
Cowie ' s mode of travel could be a 
crowded local bus , a train, a bicycle-
r i ckshaw or he could.Just stick out his 
thunib and hope for a.ride. 

He's been to so many countries that 
he's lost count. 

"The story's as b ig as the earth. I've 
been v i r tua l ly to a l l points of the 
earth," he said, 

S a h a r a Desert? Been there, done 

that. Traveled by camel, stayed In a 
Tuareg nomad's tent. Amazon River? 
Slept in a hammock on a small river boat 
heading downstream. 

What keeps Cowie moving Is not log­
ging in the sights he's seen, although he 
can count the Taj Mahal among them. 
His is truly a case of the Journey, not the 
destination, matters. 

"1 fly Into one place and I l y out of 
. another place. The adventure lies 
between the two points," he said. 

"The adventure is 1 have no plan 
between my point of arrival and my point 
of departure." 

Cowie, who owns Anne's Crafts i n 
downtown Northvllle, is a former college 
professor who now teaches paint ing 
classes at the family business.

"Every man gets a couple of weeks off 
and then he has to fix his roof," Cowie 
said. . 

While running a business keeps him 
busy when he's here, Cowie is so far from 
locked into the system that he takes a two-
week trip overseas eveiy three months. 

"I'm taking my retirement two weeks at a 
time. I'm taking my retirement In little 
pieces along the way." he said. 

"1 don't talk about It a lot. A lot of people 
don't know 1 do It. I disappear a lot." 

While Cowie travels light, what he can't 
leave at home Is the perspective on life he 
developed as a professor of sociology. 

"I observe as a sociologist does. That's the 
way my mind is trained," he said. 

He likes to wear locally-purchased 
clothing. A slender man, Cowie can eas­
i ly blend in with the locals i n most 
countr ies . He finds y o u t h hostels 
"clean, safe and friendly," although the 
laundry tub could be a bucket of rain­
water In the backyard. He eats food 
purchased from street vendors and 
finds he can live on a diet of bread, 
bananas and avocados. 

A n d while he has certain places he 
doesn't want to miss on a trip, he does­
n't p lan his itinerary in advance. It's a l l 
done with no schedules, no routines. 

"I usually have a final destination point, 
some little place that probably Isn't on most 

maps. I call that the end of the world," Cowie 
said, 

"My Ideal is someplace in the absolute 
middle of nowhere...The end of the road.' 

That end of the road could be a monasteIy 
In Tibet. Or It could be In North Africa, 

Cowie went to Morocco to look for writer 
Paul Bowles, who was then alive. Instead, ^e 
made friends with on a bus with man of the 
Tuareg tribe. He traveled deep into' tiie 
Sahara with him by Jeep, later changing to 
camels at an oasis. A l l day and all night 
later, they arrived at his friend's faInlly 
encampment. 

"Each tent was a quarter-mile away 
from the next one. It was a l l privacy and 
silence. No hotels, no radios," he said. 

It was, in short, that destination some-; 
where at the end of the worid that Cowie 
is always seeking. \ 

Remote places attract Cowie as an 
escape from the "noise and confusion of 
our lives." 

"1 supposed I've developed a tremen­
dous tolerance, patience and under­
standing of people. The world Is not what 
we think It i s . To stand i n other's shoes 
as much as that can be done is an over­
whelming experience," he sa id .

With the year-end holidays fast 
approaching, many of us will be 
attending concerts, plays, musi­
cals, recitals and performances of 
one kind or another. Probably you 
will want to see and hear T h e 
Nutcracker" again which you may 
have seen and heard many times, 
but It is so charming and magical 
that it has become a seasonal 
favorite. Perhaps you will be 
attending a performance by the 
Rockettes at the Fox Theater - a 
performance so fabulous and out­
standing that, ivith all my creative 
juices, i could not think of one 
thing they could have done better. 

Howevei', whether we are 
attending a gala extravaganza or a 
simple,school recital .by children,, 
we need, to be mindful that all are. 
there to enjoy the program and 
one Uioughtless person can ruin 
your good time. We need to 
remember that since we are in 
close proximity to others - elbow 
to elbow, with people seated 
directly behind and in front of us 
- we need to respect their rights. , 

How often have I heard, "We 
went to the movies (or theater) last 
night and would have enjoyed it 
more if the person sitting nearby 
would not have ruined it for us." 
So that you will not be the offend­
ing culprit, here are some rules for 
theater etiquette: 

I Arrive on time so you will not

disturb others aiready seated. 
Theater-goers dislike being 
climbed over after the perform­
ance has started. 

• If for some reasonyou are'late^ 
wait In the back, of the theater 
until there is a pause in the per­
formance or the audience is 
applauding before going down the 
aisle. Then take your seat as qui­
etly and quickly as possible. 

• If there is an usher, the 
woman follows him down the 
aisle with the man following her. 
If there Is no usher, the man goes 
down the aisle first, tlie woman 
following. When he finds the 
proper row. the woman enters 
the row first. If the seats are on 
the aisle, the man should sit on 
the aisle seat. 

• Traditionally, when there are 
two couples, one of the men 

enters the row first, followed by 
the two women and finally the 
other man. 

• "Excuse me, please" is the 
courteous thing to say when hav­
ing to disturb anyone in order to 
get to or to leave your seat. 

• If you are sealed, you may 
allow someone to pass by merely 
turning your knees sideways. If 
this is not possible, stand up 
and place your seat i n the 
upright position unt i l the person 
passes. 

• When passing down a row 
where people are already seated, 
always face the stage when pass­
ing by.

Manatees can 
be found In shallow, slow-moving 
rivers, estuaries, saltwater bays, 
canals, and coastal areas. A migrat­
ing species, manatees are concen-
trateci primarily in i'lorida in the 
winter, but they can be found as far 
wesl as Louisiana and as far north 
as Virginia in the summer nionlhs. 
Unfoi4Uiiately', manatees are lislcd 
as endangered and oniy atiout 2,600 
remain in the U.S. loday. Many 
manatee morlalilies are human-

related, and most human-related 
manatee mortalities occur from col­
lisions with watercraft. 

The Adopt-A-Manatee program is 
llle primary source of funding for 
SMC, a nonprofit organization 
established in 1981 by U.S. Sen. 
Bob Graham and singer J immy 
Buffelt. Funds from tlie Adopt-A-
Manatee prograin'go toward educa­

tion and public awareness programs; 
manatee research, rescue, and reha­
bilitation efforts; and lobbying and 
legal efforts to help protect manatees 
aIid their habitat. Historically, 88 
percent of funds from the Adppt-A-
Manatee program have gone directly 
to manatee programs, with only 12 
percent going to SMC administration 

' and fund-iaislIig costs.

Experts told Professbr Higbee dial 
reprints were impossible, because the 
maps were printed in non-photographic 
biue. 
Then, in 199l.aitheageof91.Howard 
Higbct's dream came mie. Computers 
made it possibic to reprint the map. 
Holding an updaied map. Howani said, 
"I never thoAght I'd iive to see this day."

Novi's hopes for a Division 2 state 
quarterfinal appearance were 
dashed by an inadvertent whistle

With a llltle over seven minutes left 
In tlie game and Novi trailing 19-15 
wlUi tile ball on tlie Northville 47, 
Novi quarterback Matt Gorman 
picked up three yards on & fourth 
and two play. But the referee ruled 
the play dead as one of the officials 
thought Gorman had haIIded the 
ball off to tailback Blake Myers. 
Myers was tackled a yard short of the 
first dotvn and the referees spotted 
the ball two yards back of where 
Gorman had been tackled. 

M e r discussing the play, officials 
turned the ball over to Northville. 
The Mustangs marched down the 
field and capped off a 54-yard drive 
with a 15-yard Langslon touchdown, 
his third of tlie game. 

The call came at possession after 
Northville had regained the lead on a 
58-yard touchdown reception by 
Aaron Redden. Nov! was trying to 
regain the momentum of the game, 

'To lose a game is bad enough, but 
to lose It on a borderline decision like 
that is hard." Novi assistant Coach 
Kralg CatIrdy said. "It's a huIIian 
error though, an element of the 
game.". 

Novi (8-3) trailed 12-0 at one point 
before scoriIig 15-unaIiswered points 
to take their first lead of the game 
with 3:55 left in the third quarter.
