narice needs, a new high school for
1,200 students and two new cle-
mentary schools, Total cost 15 esti-
mated at $124.5 milllen.

The need for two new elernen-
tarles came from the committee’s
recommendations for lower class
sizes and the necd for all day
kindergarten.

Koster stressed that because we
must support what we create, the
public needs to keep in mind that
there are operating costs assoclat-
et for the above estlmates. The
related operating costs, which
Includes stafl, classroom sup-
plles/equipment, and maltitaining
the bullding, however, have not yel'
been projected.

Kaster satd while these operating
costs will not affect the costs of the
bonds, we c¢an not separate the
two.

It's taken a voluntesr effort to revamp the Foster House in Walled Lake, but there’s still plenty of work to do.
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Group hopes city rallies around farmhouse

The farm house in Walled Lake's
Riley fleld may still look a tad dilap-
{dated, but the siructure was once a
siop on the path to freedom.

Since 1996, the Friends of the
Foster Farmhouse have been work-
ing to save and preserve the home,
which was origlnally built as a log
cabin Yy Freehorn Henry Banks,
way back o the 1830s, Belore the
Civil War, the black people seeking

‘freedom used the Banks home for

refuge as they sought [reedom from
slavery. The iwo-story siructure,
which has been rebuilt and remod-
eled several imes, was also home 1o
Dr, Sarah Gertrude Banks, who was
one the first female physicians fn
the slate.

Three years ago, after concerned
residents organized to save the
home from demolition, the Foster
Farmhouse became a communily

‘rallying point, Group president

Linda Onderko, a former real estate
agent, said interest in the effort has
grow. ‘

“The house represents the.free-
doms we all hold dear” sald
Onderko, a lormer real estate agent
turned visual artist. _

Onderko sald that the effort to
restore the home has gradually
grown stronger.

"Every month, a new jace will .

show up at a meeling, or soniegnc
will velunteer their efforts or expert-
ise to help us along.” Onderko sald.
"But if we continue fo get the mes-
sage across, this can become a truly
civie effort.”

On May 21, 1997, after a develop-

er threatened to raze the bullding,
they group pald io move the louse
from its location on Pontlac Trail o
its current location in the park at
Pontiac Trall and Walled Lake Drive.
With the help of ulllity companies
and local authoriles, it ook jusi
two hours to move the home a mile
down the read. Once moved, the
group planned to restore the home
to Mts 1850's appearance, a mixture
of Greek Revival and Ilalianate
styles.

Throughout the United Siates
and Canada, other stops on the
Underground Railroad have becone
lourist stops for those retracing Lhe
sleps of blacks seeking freedom
from slavery.

"It would be valuable to schools
teaching pre-Civil War history,” sald
Onderko. "And we've lalked {o the
National Parks Service and Lhe
Michigan Black History Network.
We think the Fosier Farmhouse will
be a tourist deslination.”

The group alse hopes that the
farmhouse will serve as communily
center. EERE

I-96, M-59 connector hearings begin

Bringing a major north-south
highway to the westernmost section
of Qakland County is the goal of a
new local Aask force.

It could be years before such a
project is completed, but the Road
Cormmission for Qakland County
and 12 communities have begun an
18-month feastbility study, financed
by $1 milton from the Michigan
Department of Transportation.

It could bulld a new highway,
expand and improve existing ones or
whalever else is decided,” road comn-
mission spokesman Craig Bryson
sald, “Right now, we want to see
what the communities want and
don'l want.” '

The Western Oakland County
Traffic Study will focus on the area
between M-5, the county's border
with Livingston County, I-96 and M-
59. That area §s the heart of metro
Detroil’s developrnent. sprawl where
MDOT offielals acknowledged the

. need for a stale {runkline as far back

as the 1950s.

“The original plans ealled for an
extension of [-275 and M-10
{Northwestern Highway), but for var-
jous reasons they were stopped at
where Lhey are at now,” Bryson said.
“Traffic s gelting worse and worse in
this area and we reminded MDOT
about what they originally intended

to do there.”

MDOT gave the road commission
$1 million for the sludy in January,
provided local officlals lead the effort,
The road commisslon invited leaders
from Walled Lake, Wixom, Novi,
Commerce, West Bloomfield,
Wolverine Lake and other neighbor-
ing municipalities to join the steering
commitice.

In October, the road commissicn
hired Parsons Brinckerhoff Inc., a
Detroit transportation and engineer-
Ing consulting firm, 1o conduct the
study, Over the nexl several months,
Bryson sald the fim will take Input
from the steering commitiee and
prepare a final recommendation.

If the recommendation Is
approved, local leaders will have lo
sollcit slate and federal funds for
construetion.

“It would be about 10 years before
construction could realistically take
place,” Bryson sald. "This is the
beginning stage, and at this time the
commilitee and consultants have no
precanceived notions about what to
do.”

Representatives of the firm are vis-
{ting the 12 communities involved in
the steering ‘committee. Their next
visit is set for 8 p.m, Tuesday at the
Walled Lake City Council meeting,
which is open 1o the public. Walled
Lake steering commiitee representa-
tive Michael Howell, the city’s plan-
ning and development director, said
consultants will give the counci] an
overview of the study.

The construction of two new bust-
nesses next year will change the
look of Walled Lake,s busiest inter-
section, Walgreen,s Pharmacy and a
combination Wendy's-Tim Horton's
restaurant will be budlt kitty-corner
from each other at the intersection
of Pontiac Trafl and Maple Road.

Walgreen's will construct a

15.000-square-foot building on a
one-acre parcel on the northwest
corner of the Intersection. The
Dowrdown Development Authorily,
which acquired the land through
rights-of-way purchases for the
Maple Extension project, agreed
Tuesday to sell the land to
Walgreen's for $850,000.

In Tuesday's jont session with the
Walled Lake City Council, the DDA
board turned down a $800,000 offer
from CVS Pharmacy in favor of the

Walgreen's proposal because they
said it had more community bene-
fits.

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Study reveals issues about votmg systems In Mlchlgan

Of the varlous voting systeins In
us¢ today, punch card ballots
appear o be the most susceptible Lo
problems, but all can be misused by
hoth chtizens and clections olficials.

Oaklamd County Clerk G, Willlam
Caddell conducled a stwdy back in
1993 of the halloting systems then
available and found that as many as
one in seven votes can be lost when
punch cards are used, As the publie
has learned through the recounts In
the presidentlal election standoff in
Flordda, chads — "hanging chads,”
“swinging chads,” and “pregnant
rhads” — pose unlgue problems
during vole tabulation. Additionally,
punch card caunters can jam,

Hand recaunts of punceh card hal-
lots are uniguely difflcull, because
elections workers must hoid them
up to the light to see which hole was
paked, Caddlelt sald.

Secretary of State spokesperson
Ellzabeth Boyd sald her office has
found that most “spofled” ballots
oteur with punch cards. Ahhough
the state does nol keep statistics on
the number of ruined ballots, lhe
most frequent problem ovcurs In
pritnary electiens on punch cards
when voters incorrectly crossover,
voting for candicaites in ane party for
some positions and for candidates in
another party for others. By the
rules, such erossover ballels must
e tossed out, [t happens most with
punelt cards, Hoyd said, bevause
olher  syslems  actually  preventl
rrossover veling.

Boye and Cacddell agreed however
Ihat bad ballots ran he casl on any
system, Oakland County uses optl-

cal scanning equlpment, Caddell
explained, In which the optical read-
ers will reject ballots spolled by
crossing over or casting ballots for
more than one candldale for a given
office.

"That's the ballol where volers
have to conneet the lines to com-
plete the arrow,” he sald, "but what
happens if the voler clreles the name
instead. Then the vote isn doing to
count.”

Even the old mechanieal lever vot-
ing machines could be misused.
One voter told Caddell that she
always mardle sure to push the voting
levers back up before pulling the
handle to epen the curlains, based
on the belief that voters behind her
in line would be able to sec how she
had voted as the curtalns cpened.

"I asked her how long she had
been voting, she sald '40 years.' }
hated fa tell her thal she had never
aclually casl a vote. 1 almost could-
't tell her,” Caddell sald, in those
old machines, the voles were only
lahulated Il the levers were down
when the handle was pulled.

The difficuliles seen in Florida in
the presidentlal race have govern-
ment offietals everywhere question-
ing how they run elections.
Secretary of State Candice Miller
last week said Michigan should look
for ways to improve its voting sys-
tems and she announced she will
soen be asking the state Legislature
for changes.

Right now, there are many difler-
ent ballots, ballol formats and vot-
Ing systems in use in Michigan., Of
the 5.376 precincts In ihe slale.
3,006 precinets used optical scan-
ning equipment in this past presi-
dential electlon, according {o the
Secretary of Slate's office. Another
1.443 precincls used punch card
systems, 97 used touch-screen com-
pulers, 137 used paper hallots, and
683 uscd olher types of vollng
machines Including the old siyle
mechanieal lever machines,

State Rep. Judith Seranton, R-
Brighton, said that mos1 cermmuni-

ties in her eastern Livingston
Counly House district have already
moved over to optical scanning clec-
tton equipment, but a few still use
punch cards.

Oakland County tco has moved
over mainly to optical scanners,
Caddelt sald, but not all. Ferndale
and Pleasant Ridge are still voting
o1 the old mechanical lever
mach(nes, Novi Township and Lake
Angeles, which are smali-‘communi-
lies, actually still use paper ballots.

Ontly one Oakland County munic-
Ipality still uses punch cards,
Caddell said ~— Southfield. That city
Invested in its punch card system
Jjusl before the county launched a
program to help communites pur-
chase the optical voting equipment,
Caddell said. Switching now for
Southfield woukl be an expensive
praposilion, he explained. Optical
balloting equipment runs at a cost of
about $6.000 per . precincl. With
some 50 precincts in town, the
changeover would be pricey, he sald.

S0 would a change for the entire
slate.

"Secretary Miller acknowledged
that her proposal for adopilng a
state elecilon holiday and a single
voting system will carry & hefty price
tag" the department's official
announcement read. "However, she
believes the slate has an obligation
to preserve the Integrily of the
process and {hat can only come
about through subslantial changes

Optical scanning equipment is the
most popular today, and Caddell
sald he Is very pleased with how well
the system works in Oakland.

"If there was a discrepancy in the
numbers, # was because some bal-
lots were left in the bottom of the
box, or something like that,” he said.

The newest systems on the scene
are computer touch screens, which
have been In use only an election or
two. Boyd explalned that if a hand
recount is required, those computer
voting systenis could produce a
printoul over every vote cast in the
election,

None of the changes Miller is call-
ing for are new. Even her proposal
for an election day heliday Is a pro-
posal already In use among auto
unions, which won an electiont holi-
day In their last set of negotlations.

The remalnder of Miller's propos-
als have been suggested before, but
have received liitle atlention [rom
lawmakers in Lansing up untll now.

In fact, the plan for a uniform
statewide balloting system comes
from a Special Advisory Committee,
which was appointed iIn 1995 and
completed its work in 1997, The
committee then included Livonia's
clty clerk Jean McCotter and
Farmington Hills cily clerk Kathy
Dornan. .

At the tme, the commlitee pro-
posed a number of revisions to
Michigan's elections system, includ-
ing uniformi balloting equipment,
consolidailon of election dates,

establishing a vote by mail systern, .

and laking the requirements off
absenlec voting to allow more con-
stituents to use that option.

Legislation has been intreduced
in Lansing to implement virtually
every facet of the committee’'s rec-
ommendations, bul litlle has moved,

Sen. Beverly Hammerstrom, R-
Temperance, has already proposed
legislation establishing a "preferred
voting system." Her bill would have
counties select (he preferred system
for municipalities within their bor-
ders, which was one of the options
offered by the Secretary of Stale's
Special Advisory Commitlee, But the
bill has never even moved out of the
Scnate's Government OQperations
Commiliee.

Slate Rep. Gerald law, R-
Plymonth, has introduced a bill to
require that new elections equip-
ment be field tested in ‘order to

Aller some discus-
sion, lhe Morthviiie Scheol Deard sent the
CHAC back Into sesston 1o revise the course,
determine whether it wonld be required or
whether it woubd be an elective class and
what age groups wouil be allowed jnte the
class,

Though they will be deslening the curricu-
lum, the school board hae s final say on the
final course,

Ditehier sald there were several reasons for
the decision inchuling scheduling confilets

and public epinion.

“Parents were afrald making the class a
requirement would be too controversial for
people in the community,” Pitcher said, “Also,
it was tao difficult for cotlege bound students
to find room for it In their schedules.”

The CHAC resumed meeting shorlly after
the school year began Lhis year. Though the
lirsi four meectings produced itlc or no tangi-
ble progress, Pitcher sald the Nov. 8 meeting
was very productlive,

She said they declided on several key areas
of the curriculum. These included conipo-
nents dealing with dale rape, sexual harass-
ment, HIV, AIDS and ether sexually transmit-
ted diseases and the emolional impact of
early sexual activity. Further, the class will be
abstinence ceniered. This means leachers will
cmphasize that abstinence is Lhe only way to
prevent disease and pregnancy. Additionally,
the class will have a parent participatlon
component.

Pilcher sald Lhe course will Include all of
the components mandaled by Michigan law
with some additions agreed upon by the com-
mitice.

She also said the committee decided the
class would be open to sludents In grades 9-
12, however, it will be recommended to stu-
dents in the ninth and tenth grades.

“We wanted I to be more of a preventative
class rather than a cure,” Pitcher sald.

When asked whether she thoughl this was
the best curriculum for the students and
whether this was the bes| way for them io get
information on sexuality, Pilcher said only
“this 1s whal the community wanis,”

She atlded. however, that she feels the com-
mittee has put a lot of work into it and have
gotlen inpul {rom many professionals so It
will be an excellent course.

Pitcher sald she is oplimistic they will have
the recommendation in report form for the
schoal board by February.

The next meeling will be January 10 in the
Norihville High School Cunference Room 142
from 4.6 p.m. This meeling is apen lo the
public.

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Growth leads to more questions in Northville

The flnal student counts are in for
the distdet and the numbers are sur-
prising, even the top adminisirators.

AL the Northville school board's
Nov, 14 regular meeting, assistant
supetinlendent Dave Holltho sald
that while the numbers for kinder-
garten went down, the rest of the
school disidet was experlencing sig-
niflcant growth, He safd the distyict
15 cwrently 83 studenls over ils
highest projection for the current
school year and 121 students over
lagt year's lolal number of new stu-
dents,

Each year, the distrlel takes a
heael count of students (o send to the
state to recelve its funding. The
fourth Friday — or Wednusday
counls, as it was this year —also act
as a way for the school district Lo
gauge fts growth.

“Weare at capacity i all of the ele-
mentary schoals,” Bollthe sajd.
[The kcllies review committee s
leoking Into 1t andd hope 1o have al
least a shart-term solution to this hy

January.”

The facillties review commiltee is a
group of staff members, parents and
Northwille residents who have been
charged by the school board to look
at the space available in the district.
They then make a recommencalion
{o the board as to whether the dis-
triet needs to weather the growth
withoutt changing the bulldings, ren-
ovate and expand existing buildings
or hutld a new clementary school.

Hardest-hit by the growth in the
distriet this year, Bolitho said, has
lxen Silver Springs Elementary. te
school serving what is called the “Six
Mile Comider™ where the mosl signif-
icanl growth 1s happening.

Bolltho sajd the review commiliee
will look closely at Silver Springs and
comit up with some temporary sofu-
tinns by January,

However, Bolitho salkd he dkin't
know the reason or meaning yet (o
the decline In kindergarten enroll-
menls, or the increase n enrolliment
in grades 6-12. He sald this is some-
1hirng hey are golng Lo monltor close-
ly. He sald each year the district typ-

He speculated thal the change
may have had something to do with
Northville’s new high schoo! but sald
he would't know for sure until they
get this information from the micldle
and hiph scheels scheols i the dis-
trict.
