She was also in favor of offering
two versions of (ke class, one absti-
nence "based,” one "cenlered.”

While Denlon home scheols her
children, she sald because Lhey live
in Novi, they are affected by the
class. ‘

"We still live in the real world,"
she said. "My kids Interacl with
other children In Novi, whether its
playing sports .or running around
the neighborhood.”

Other concerns ralsed during the
meeting included having the ninth
grade boys and girls in the same
class and the alternattve lor those
studenis who opt oul of the class.

The proposed reproductive
health curriculum oulline is now
available for parents.

Board members such as Julle
Abrains and Bruce Bagdady said
{hey were happy with the proposed
revisions o the curriculum.

"I'm very pleased with the growth
and developmen! unit. T believe
when students are given correct,
straight forward information, that
they can make healthy life styles
choice [or themselves,” Abrams
said. “This Is not an easy subject,
but.I think this should please the
general public and teach our stu-
dentsiso that ihey can make good
decisions.”

Helwig said, he took “exireme
accepting” to Lorenzo comments of

In their most recent publication, "“The
Michigan Economic Outlock for 2001-2002,"
the U-M experts predicted our state's econo-
my will rethain strong next year but the rate
of growth will start slowing down. Saul
tHymans, Joan Crary and George Fulton have
been looking al our state’s cconomy for years;
their forecasts are widely regarded as the best
in the business.

Clearly, we have been enjoying the best
economic times in most people’s memories:

* By year-end,

Next year won't be quite as good, according
to the U-M experts:

* Aulo and truck sales will slow down, the
victim of increased inlerest rales, which make
car payments more expensive. The auto com-
panies are already trying to cope with a soft
market by oflering big cash incentives.

» Because auto sales will drop, manufac-
turing employment will go down. Michigan’s
unemployment rate, which has been helow
the nalional average for more than five years,
will match it by 2002, with seven out of eight
job losses coming from the durable manufac-
turing sector.

* Businesses already clamoring for skilled
labor will face tight labor marlets as they try
to grow. The U-M economisis point out thai
labor shortages will likely be one of the
biggest barriers to growlh next year.

Things won't be all bad, though, especial-
ly as big investment decisions made in the

- last few years begin to be translated into
bricks and mortar. General Motors' new
assembly plant in Lansing will open some-
time next year; GM also plans on spending
51.5 billion on research and engineering
facilities in southeastern Michigan. The
Detroit Lions new football stadlum is still
under construction, and the $1.2 hillion
renovation at Detroit Metro Airport will
boost service employment in 2001.

Flve out of six new jobs In Michigan will
come [rom the service and retail sectors,
according the U-M economists, which
should result in a 3.4 percent unemploy-
ment rale next year, higher than this year
but still lower than 1970. Rising labor and
materials costs will increase the rate of
inflation from 2.3 percent this year to 2.6
percent in 2001.

For what it's worth, my own personal
view is slightly less optimistic than the U-
M forecast. | think the auto industiy is fac-
ing big time problems and i figure most
middle managers have become so used to
good times they have little idea what to do
when the economy turns south,

standards. High interest rates have already
cut sharply into current sales.

as though the only way for the auto conipa-
nies to keep sales up is by oflfering enor-
mously expensive incentives. Chrysler is
clearly headed for a major retrenchment.

The auto supplier industry is scared stiff,
and not just the American paris makers
who are worrled the Germans now in
charge of Chrysler will dump them for for-
eign flrms. For a number of years now, the
auto companies have required suppliers to
both increase quality and cut prices, maybe
3 percent one year, maybe 4 percent the
next. The pressure is now so had in the
supplier chain that many companies can
only remain prolitable by running at full-
tilt, three-shift basis. What happens if parts
orders slow down?

And I understand that the bad loan work-
out depariments at local banks are already
busier than they have been in years.

Over the past few years, the Michigan
economy has become much more diversi-
fied and less dependent on the auto indus-
try, Bul the aulo companies and the sup-
plier chain still represent the guts of our
economy. And trouble for the aute industry
still means {rouble for the rest of Michigan.

So if [ were you, | wouldn't blow all your
bonus check on Christmas shopping. I'd
keep some tucked away lor a rainy day.

What kind of a casually rate are we will-
ing to accept in our pursuit of a good time?

James Dgbson, the ultra-conservative
president of Focus on the Family, phrased
the question that way a year ago.

getting himself into trotible and put a stop to
it," he said.

It {turns out that extending credit to a play-
er is common praclice, according to Nelson
Westrin, Executive Director of the Michigan
Gaming Control Board. There are some,
known as "whales” to the casing operators,
who regularly play with thousands, even mil-
lions of dollars. They don't walk around car-
rying cash,

The practice is limiled to the highest
rollers, Westrin sald. They have to be regu-
lars and have to pass a credit check. It isn't
in the casino's interest to run players into
bankruptey hecause it has to count those
markers as revenue and pay taxes on the
amount regardless of whether it can col-
lect, Westrin said. He was explaining the
practice, not endorsing it.

Nevertheless, it seems te me that the
practice is particularly well suited to the
destruction of lives. .

Many who have enjoyed even moderale
success in life could make themselves look
like high rollers for a time, but they'd be
playing with Lheir life savings. 1 doubt casi-
no credit checks are designed to protect
out-of-control gamblers from themselves. A
gambler on the way down might be able to
qualify for more credit then he or she eould
really afford to lose,

enough to go withdraw it {rom the bank.

Granied, this happened out of state. We
might not be able to convince Nevada to
end the practice, but If we are gdoing to
embrace legalized gambling here 'in
Michigan, as we have, we would be well
advised to curtall activities likely to encour-
age compulsive gambling, A ban on credit in
caslnos, or at least resixictions on the
amount that can be given, would now seem
{o be well worth considering, Forcing play-
ers t6 put up their money up front is a good
way to insure they can really afford to bet it.

Better yet would be a moratorium on new
games, as a federal panel called for last
year, or even a re-examination of whether
we need everything from a loitery to
horseracing to casinos in Michigan.

We should think about all this before the

toll gets any higher ... because it will.

The map sek) extremely welt.- uniil
it was lost several yeurs affer jt first
appeared in print. Incred:bly, the prinier
entrusied with the original drawing and
printing plates, declared bankruptcy.
then carelessly hauled Higbee's 30
years of work 1o a landhill.

The few remaining Jag-eared coies
became a prized fisherman's posses-
ston, Professor Highee was offered
5400 for one of his last maps. And ste
ngencics were forced to keep their cop-
ies under lock and key.

Experts 10id Professor Higbee that

reprints were impossible. bevause the
maps were printed in non-phologesphic
blue. -
Then, in 1981, at the age of 91, Howard
Higbee's dream came trae, Compurers
made it possible t reprini the map.

Rewiring a damaged brain: U-M
offers therapy that helps siroke
paticnis regaln use of weakened
limbs.

Some stroke survivors at the
University of Michigan are getting
back control of their weakened
arms, hands and legs months or
years after their stroke, with the

" help of an unconventional therapy
based on new knowledge about the
brain's ability to overcome damage.

Instead of giving up on some
atroke patients’ weakened limbs, a
U-M Health Sysiem team is chal-
lenging thent ta use thelr "bad” side
by temporarily hampering Lheir
“good” side - essenlially making
the brain rewire the nerve connee-
tlons that contrel the muscles,

The approach, available at only a
handful of ceniers around the
country, is called constraint-

' induced therapy, or CIT. li's based

“an recent discoveries that a stroke-

" damaged brain may lndeed be able

“'to recover some Jost control, via

- repeﬂted use of the limbs lefl imp
by the stroke.

The U-M's CIT regimen COVETS
the “good” limb with a glove for two
weeks, causing the pallents to use
their impalred sides in everyday

- activitles and therapy. Usual
stroke rehabilitalion therapy most-
“ly focuses en the unaffected timb
and helping the patlent adapt to
one-handed techniques.
" Sharon McDowell M.ID,, a mem-
~ ber of the Department of Physical
Medicine and Rehabiliialion who
works with therapists at the UMHS
MedRehalr clinic, sald chronie
stroke survivors who have
" responded (o CIT have relurned to
caring for themselves, driving and
working.

“CIT seems to give really goad
results for a lot of patienis even
when lhey're pretty far out {rom
the injury.” McDowell said, “I've
had palients who are 5 to {0 years
out, have never heen able to use
thelr right arm, and CIT has helped
them start to use il again, and
they're very thankful, H's exciling
because we see these dramatic

© resulls, yet we still don't under-
stand how 1l works.”

Since stroke is a leading cause of
serfous disabllity, rehabilitation
experts are intrigued by CIT's
promise. More than 730,000
Amerlcans suffer strokes each

year, and half a million of them
survive with significant physical or
mental effects, The cost of thelr
care and lost productivity runs in

the billlons, CIT, which McDowell .

" estimates could help 10 to 20 per-
cent of stroke survivors, could
make a big {mpact on helping
patlents return o thelr pre-stroke
activities.

McDowell's approach te CIT is
somewhat similar fo techniques
used at the Unlversity of Alabama,
where last summer researchers
reported good results from a small
{rfal. But the U-M program, slarted
In 1999, is not as lengthy or as
intense, and s covered by most
insurance companies as part of
rehabifitation. it's aimed at those
who had thelr strokes more than
six months hefore,

All CIT, McDowell explained, is
based on recent scientific findings
that challenge  conventional
thought about how the braln and
body's network of muscle-control-
ling nerves respond to damage
caused when a stroke inlerrupts
blood flow to paris of the brain,

“The prevailing mediecal belief
has been that the brain and the
central nervous system are hard-
wired from one part of the brain to
one part of the body,” she said. “So,
when somehody had a stroke that
affected the left side of the brain
and caused the right arm and leg
to hecome weak, the focus for
rehabilitation was to suppert the
right arm so that patients wouldn't
get pain syndromes or. experience
a dropping of the shoulder. Then,
we would teach the left hand to
take over funcilons, even for pec-
ple who are right-handed.”

But with new knowledge about
the brain's ability ta work around
a problem - a property known as
plasticity ~ CIT s gafning atien-
Lion, "Il urns out that your brain
does adapt to the changing envi-
ranmertial  stimulation around
you, and it scems to adapt in a
number of ways,” McDowell sald,
who began studying plasticity in
the early 1990s at Temple
Universily in Philadelphia, has
taught other physiclans how to
use the therapy.

She and the U-M therapists help
patients use thelir hrains’ plasticity
by hampering their “good” hand
with a cloth and mesh cover that

Patlents wear the consiraint for
two weeks. for 23 hours a day, and
keep a log of what they are able to
do with their weak limb. On three
days of those weeks, they come {o
the U-M for two-heur physlcal
therapy and occupational therapy
sessfons. They alse participate {n
six group sesslons with other
patlents who are alse undergoing
CIT, doing practical things like
playing cards and making cookles.
The U-M also offers other types of
post-stroke rehabilitation, afmed
at everything from recovering
patienis, as shown by fests con-
ducted before and after 1hey begin
CiT. Patient Robert Callsen, for
cxample, is recovering well from a
1999 stroke because of CIT and
other theraples.

“My left side was comp!etely par-
alyzed and ] was bedridden," he
sald. “Now, ['ve come this far that
I've been able o open (he hand
and do differenl things with )t. I'm
able te drive and get around, and
this program has enabled me to
use my lelt hand more than ever.”

As effective as CIT seems to be,
its exact mechanism isn't clear.
“There are a lot of theorles around
from different fields of medicine,
and also from the study of learn-
ing,” McDowell said. “Some of the
theorles suggest {hal there's
anolher pari of the brain that can
conttro]l motor function that is
uncovered with praciice. Another
theory is that ihe brain starts to
change and mold, with regrowth of
neurons into new areas of Lhe
braln.”

A third Idea is based on the way
Icarning takes piace in the brain,
by the repetition of actlons that

are elther encouraged by outside
forces, or the lack of repetition of
discouraged actions,

“This model says that even
though some of the brain may
siart to recover after a stroke, If
the patient has learned through
positive reinforcement to use the
good arm, and through negative
reinforcement to not use the weak
arm, we need to retrain the person
to try to use the arm, to exercise it,
and to develop coordinallon
again,” McDowell explained.

Whatever the cause, CIT
researchers think the therapy Is
not suited for rebutlding muscle
control from nothing - it's best if
there's some glimmer of movement
to start from.

Bul McDowell said, even spas-
ticity ean be treated with the help
of medicatiens, electrical stimula-
tion and other (reatments, lo try to
uncover hidden voluntary move-
ment. Others with coordination
preblems can alse benefit. Besides
siroke, she is seeing good results
in CIT patients who have sulfered
a lraumatic braln injury, or who
have post-ampulalion pain or dys-
tonia, a neurological disorder that
causes involuniary muscle move-
ment,

Concluded McDowell, “This isn'l
a program for everyone, but I don't
recommend people rule It out with-
oul sceing a physician to evaluate

them for movement and spasticl- -

ty.”
