Former Governor G. Mennen Williams
won two very close races in 1950 and 1952,
both on recounts. Much of the pracedural
administration of recounting ballots got
settled back then aml enacled into law,
according to Dovms. Most importanily, the
relatively civil recount in the Eighth
District is the cutcome of a political culture
in Michigan that has been relatively honest
and Intolerant of vote stealing for many
years.

I remember some fairly susplcious
goings-on during the 1964 gubernatorial
election, when Democrat Neil Slaebler got
badly beaten by Republican George
Romney.

Detrolt City Clerk George Edwards, Jr.,
the son-of a well-known judge, had staked
liis political career on installing the newly
developed punch card system in the city, It
didn't go well. Election night, some people
werc spolled running down a windy
Woodward Avenue, chasing down a bunch
of punch cards that had spilled out of a
ballot box. Who knows which cards — and
whose votes — wound up being counted?

I figure some vole stealing went on that
night, but Romney's margin was so enor-
mous it didn't make any diflerence.

The biggest continuing opporlunity for
election fraud in Michigan, of course, is in
absentee ballots, The system involves get-
ting your election workers into nursing
homes and other areas where senlor citi-
zens, in particular, often find it conven-
lent to vote absentee. You "assist" the
senfors in filing oul applicallons for
absentee ballots and then you come back
to "help" fill out the ballots.

Bul this stuff pales when compared with
the long tradition of vote siealing in the
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The bad consequénces of all this
for our democracy cannot be over-
stated, and both presidential can-
didates...fully deserve the con-
temptuous judgment of history

that they surely will receive.

South and in northern big cltles like
Chicago. The late President Lyndon
Johnsen — who bore the nickname
"Landslide Lyndon® after winning a
recounied election to the U.5. Senale In
1948 by B7 voles — once told me how they
did it down in Texas. In these days, absen-
tee voting was done on paper ballots, using
ballpoint pens. Il you wanted to spoil a bal-
lot during the recount, you simply ran your
thumbnail over the "X" mark on the ballat,
smearing the ink cutside the box and dis-
qualilying the vote,

Thal's what's so sad about the current
mess situation in Florida. The almost cer-
taln result will be to persuade many,
many peaple that elections are intrinsical-
ly fraudulent and that the central act of
our democracy — cllizens freely casting
their vote — will be rendered illegitimate,

The bad conseqiences of all this for our
democracy cannol be overstaied, and both

The students are involved in
sentencing only; the defendant
has already admitted to gulit and
has chosen to enter the diversion
program. The job of the jury is to
recommend an alternative dispo-
sition for Juvenlle offenders
brought before the court.

As incentive, defendants will
carry no criminal record with
them If they complete their Teen
Court sentence adequately.

In this way, the middle school
volunieers have an Impact on
thelr community and establish a
"peer pressure" message that
crime Is not acceptable.
