The argument back then was thal term
limits would do away with careerist politi-
cians and make way for "citizen politi-
cians," who would be ordinary {olks who
might serve the public for six or eight years

- belore going back to thelr regular jobs In

their home towns.

Of course, whal happened was precisely
the reverse. Careerism merely adjusted
{tsell to a shortened lime frame, as those
newly elected to the House of
Representatives promptly started schem-

ing on how to get elected next Lo the (more -

prestigious) Senate before ihey finished
their first term.

Term limits preduced a massive (urnover
in"the House following the 1998 election,
with disastrous results. Members from
both parties, lacking tnslitutional memory
and experience in legislating, (lafled here
and there for two years with little notlice-
able legislative outpul.

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The tecently published STREAM
MAP OF MICHIGAN resembles
another map--knawn to Pennsylvania
anglers as the "Lost Stream Map.”

The "Stream Map of Penasylvania”
was completed in 1965 afler a thirty-
year efled by Howard Higbee, a farmer
Penn Stute Professor.

Professor Higbee succeeded in creat-
ing a map of the highest detail pessi-
ble,..a map that shows every sineam and
lake. He painstakingly platted by hand,
the Tocation of 45,000 miles of streams
onta a3 x 5 foot map.

The map sold extremely well-- until
it was lost several years afier it first
appeared in print. Incredibly, the printer
ennrasted with the original drawing and
printing plates, declared bankruptcy,
then carclessly hauled Highee's 30
years ol work 1o a landfill.

The few remaining dog-¢ared copies
beceme a prized fisherman's posses-
sion. Professor Higbee was offersd
$400 for one of his last maps. And state
agencies were foreed ta keep their cop-
ies undér Jock snd key.

- Experts told Professor Higbee that
reprints were impossible, because the
maps were printed in non-photographic
blue.
Then, in 1991, at the age of §1, Howard
Higbee's dream came true. Computers
made it possible to reprint the map.
Holding an updated map, Howard said,
*I neverthoight I'd live to se thit dzy.”
. Then, by combining Professor
Higbee's knowledge with computer
technology--the STREAM MAP OF
MICHIGAN was created. . '
