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Snow fallout angers officials

What do blizzards bring besldes
snow drifts, lcy windows, sliding
vehicles, massive traffic and a run

on snow blowers at the local hard-

ware store?

Complaints.

Which is exactly what happencd
after calls to city hall asked the
guestion some cily residents and
city officlals wanled to know --
where were the snow plows?

Even though clly officlals said
the department of public works
employees were “dillgently doing
thelr jobs,” some officials were put-
ting the blame on the Road
Commission for Oakland County
{RCOC] for not getting the main
road arteries throughout the cily
cleared,

*I pass through here every day to
work,” Wixom resident Ronald
Walker-sald as he filled up for gas
al the Total Station on Novl Road
and Ten Mile, “Ii didn't even look
like anybody plowed Novi Road.”

Novi City Manager Richard
Helwig, said Novi's snow removal
team was prepared, but he was
disappointed in the respense lime
of the RCOC to clear county roads.

“I'm proud of gur people and how
they worked with the resources
that they have.” Helwig sald. “But 1
think our people can do better and
[ think we can belter suppurt our
people belter.”

Oakland County did net serve us
well at all,” Helwig sald. *I think
that Lhey arrived al that conclusion
late last Friday,”

Helwig said at the December 15
meeling with the RCOC, the sug-
gestion was made that Novl lake
over plowing county roads [nclud-
ing Novi Road, Ten Mile and Grand
River Avenue. Helwig said thal
would mean entering into a “winter
mainienance service agreement”
with the RCOC and be relmbursed
hy the counly. Helwig was given
the ‘green light’ io work out a pro-
posal with the RCOC on how the
agreement would be worked out
and he said he would be able to
provide more information about
Lhe agreement at the January 8th
cily council meeting,

Still, Mayor Pro-Tem Laura
Larenzo said 1here was no excuse
for the “terrible” service provided
by the RCOC on snow removal.

‘1 am outraged.” Lorenzo said. “1
think il Is time we find out wha
the road commission s account-
able to and who Mr. {Managing
Director Brent) Bair is account-
abtle to."

According to Helwig, the RCOC :
has one hundred trucks to serviee
2,600 miles of road in Oakland
County and have not added a slg-
nificant number of workers since
the mid-1970s,

While the “Blizzard. of 2000"
refgned, the RCOC was only able
to gel a truck down Grand Rivar
nearly twenly hours later, accord-
ing to Helwig, And the RCOC offi-
cials acknowledged they had {rou-
ble getting trucks to Novi during
the blizzard. .

“This was a blizzard as defined
by the Natlonal Weather Service,”
Spokesperson for the RCOC Craig
Bryson said. “Other counties had
the same problems.”

According to Direclor of Public,
Services Tony Nowlck!, some work-
ers were sent home the night of the
blizzard but only alter worklng 16
hours straight.

meeting back In August, was
designed to discuss and imple-
ment the future needs of Novi
schools In terms of space, pop-
ulatien and technology, along
with a timeline for completing
the work.

in the past ten years, from the
fall of 1989 to the fall of 19989,
siudent growth {n Novi rose 54
percent from an enrollment of
3,789 to 5,804, an equivalent of
200 new students per year.

With student population on
the rise and school Infrastruc-
ture aging, there is an obvious
need for space and renovatlons
throughout the distriet.

The possible recommenda-
tions finalized by the commiltee
in late October {neluded options
jor the high scheal, community
educailon, maintenance, swim-
ming facilities, and technology
upgrades.

With high scheol enrollment
looking Lo exceed its capacity by
the 2003/2004 school year, Lthe
Blue Ribbon Task Force came
up with (hree possible solu-
tions. These included: building
a second high school, expand-

ing the exlsting high school,
and remodeling the existing
high school and construet a
community facilily which could
hold both students and commu-
nity programs.

Other school recommendations
that were addressed by the task
force were: upgrading technolo-
gy. swimming [acilities. mainte-
nance/transportation, high
school caleteria, and other areas
such as Communily Education,
Allernative  Education, and
Special Educalion,

Now that the task force has
presented the board their pre-
liminary report. their nexi step
is lo gather citizen input.

“The general public will be the
final arbiler an whether or nol
we'll be successful In oblalning
the mitlage.” Schram said.

Using their recommendations,
the task force looked at the
fulure needs from a $50, 575,
$100, and $125 million-dollar
bond issue standpoint.

Schram sald because the
community is critical In provid-
ing the task foree feedback on
ihelr preliminary recommenda-

tlons, they will now begin hold-

ing.focus groups and conduct-

Ing surveys.

Once those results are in,
the Blue Ribbon Task Force
will meet agaln and.review
them.

-Staebler's argument was radical for the
times: In order to win electlons, a political
party had to be honest and democratlc.
Otherwise, the thousands of citizen volun-
teers necessary for an effective mass political
organization simply would refuse to get-
-involved,

Good citizenship, he argued, requlred
everybody to get involved in the political

_process, Whether Repub]ican or Democrat .
he didn't care just so long as people got

Involved. It was Neil Staebler who convineed
-countless Michigan citizens that politics was
not necessarily ugly or corrupt and that
political involvement was the highest expres-
sion of citizenship,

1 was lucky enough to see this process up

close from. my early childhood on. Neil -

Staebler and his wife, Burnette, were among
my parents’ closest friends. 1t was- Neil
Staebler who persuaded my rock-ribbed
Republican businessman father to become a
Democrat, perhaps the most profound testi-
mony to his gift of patient stubborn persua-
slon,

In contrast to our era when political figures
are one thing when on the public stage and
entirely different in private, Staebfer was
{dentically the same at all times, whether at
family dinners or at a Democratic conven-
ton: Thoughtfil, ratlonal, courteous, exquis-
itely well informed, endlessly patient to:the
point of doggedness. He could go on arguing a
point literally all night; in fact, he once co-
authored a whole book, How To Argue With A
Conservative. A

More at home in the back rooms than on the
bright stage, Staebler only ran for high office
twice, When the Legislature and the courts
couldn't get' congressional redistricling right
after the 1960 census, Staebler was elected in
1962 Congressman-at-large, representing all
of Michigan in the U.S. House, He ran unsug-
cessfully for governor in- 1964, largely to keep
off the Democratic ticket a candidate he con-
sidered corrupt.

Staebler's contributions went far beyond
Michigan. He had a hand in national polities in
the days when party leaders actually knew the
personal qualittes of eandidates contending for
nomination to highoflice, something entirely

- Staebler’s legacy is still with us

today. Consider, for example...the
matter of fact and civilized way in
which the recount between Byrum
and Rogers took place. |

lacking today, when nominations are bestowed
largely through primary elections. He was one
of the "wise men"” of the Democratic Party, con-
sulied by and listened to by a who's who of
national political figures. He 'was an early
-member of the National Election Commission
and would have, I think, been disappointed at
its ineffectiveness today.

Staebler's legacy is sill with us today.
Consider, for example, the contrast between
the recent recount chaes in the Florida prest-

-dential election and the matter-of-fact and clv-
ilized way in which the recount between Diane
Byrum arl Mike Rogers took place im the
Eighth Congressional District. .Much of
Michigan's clear, practical law governing
recounts and civilized way of conducting them
is the direct product of Staebler’s work,

Those who knew Neil Staebler in his heyday
cannot but feel a sense of loss at what he could
have contributed help us through the after-
math of the presidential election flasco,

As for myself: [ count him among the tiny
number of iruly great men I have had the good
fortune to meet. 'l miss him and his gift for
civic virtue more than [ can say. ‘
