It has become apparent to those of us 
who looic at student enrollment that the 
Novi Communi ty Schoo l Distr ic t has 
reached an important crossroad in provid­
ing space^ for K-12 s t u d e n t s M ^ message 
Is simple; if we as a coinIRunity do not 
identify and meet the needs to provide 
space necessary to malIitaIn excellence for 
the next decade, who will? 

i a m i)lea.sed that over 60 people have 
been serving since Augus t on a B lue 
i?lbboii Taslt F"orce with the charge of mak­
ing recommendations for facilities and pro­
grams for the decade 2000-2010. The task 
force suppoi ls a telephone survey to be 
conducted wi th about 3 5 0 randomly 
selected i-espondcnts from the Novl com­
munity. The purpose Is for the task force 
mcnibeis to receive additional Input from 
the coIiimunlty before making final recom­
mendations to the Novi Board of 
Education. Wliat is at stake is how well we 
plan for the decade of 2000-2010 in pro­
v id ing programs and facilities for our 
school age children. 

It may be helpful to review recent histo­
ry. Dur ing the 1990s, tile residents of the 
Novi School District did an excellent job In 
providing for a n Increased K-12 enrollment 
that went from 3,764 to 5,837 students. 
This rapid growth and the community 
responded by approving $87 million In 
bui ld ing funds. Dur ing the last decade 
maIIy facilities, as wel l as program 
improvements occurred. Tliese Improve­
ments included; a new middle school, new 
elementary school, a mjijor renovation to 
two buildings for grades 5 and 6, Improve­
ments In al l o f our existing schools, tech­
nology for schools, playground and athlet­
ic facility improvements, and an addition 
to Parkview Elementaiy School. It took 
sound planning and community support to 
achieve these improvements for which we 
are veiy, veiy thankful. 

We continue to have challenges to main­
tain the excellence in our schools for the 
decade 2000-2010. Projected student 
enrollment for grades K - l 2 indicate that 
Novl schools w i l l increase from 5,837 to 
7.084 students. The questions before the 
community are; (1) What wi l l it take to 
maintain e.\cellence In or schools, and (2) 
how does that traIislate into community 
support for the future. .And that future is 
now. 

Since August, tile 60 member task force 
has been discussing these questions,' and 
they are now prepared to solicit communi­

ty Input th rough a telephone suIVey, 
beginning J a n u a r y 8, 2001 . 

The task force has identified needs In the 
areas of technology, expanded media cen­
ters In sei.'eral of the schools, upgi'ading 
the exisUfig high school swimming pool, 
constructloIS of a new swimming pool for 
the increased number of students, and 

' .expansion of our transportation and ware-
.jjhouse space. In addition,, the survey wi l l 

'gauge public opinion about a 'dedicated 
mlllage for the purpose o f maintaining our 
Increasing number of bui ldings and sites. 

Perhaps the largest need of the school 
district Is at the high school level. O u r 
existing high school has a student capaci­
ty of 1,800 students, i ^ t h a projected 
enrollment in ten years o f about 2,400 s tu ­
dents. A fair question for the community Is 
do we construct a new high school of about 
l ,200 students or do we construct an addi ­
t ion to the h igh school to house the pro­
jected enrollment of 2,400? Responses to 
the survey wi l l help the task force form 
their recommendations regarding these 
questions. 

To make a comparison of o u r needs for 
the decade of 2000-2010 wi th the l990s , 
the task force has studied the following 
information; to accommodate the ant ici­
pated 7,084 students, construction needs 
have been Identified ranging from $89 m i l ­
l ion to $105 mil l ion (including projections 
o n rising costs). The tax rate Increase 
above the current levy wi l l vaIy between 
2.14 mills and 2.3 mil ls (we project 1.15 
mi l l s to be dropped because of payments 
o n previous bonds). 

You can see by the comparison figures 
that the decades of 1990-2000 and 2000-
2 0 l 0 wil l take approximately the same 
amount i n construction costs. It is neces­
sary to make plans now as It takes approx­
imately three years after the bond vote to 
occupy a bui ld ing. To main ta in the quali ty 
o f our schools, we must be proactive about 
o u r planning, knowing tl iat If we don't, 
w h o will? 

Currently educational excellence is va l ­
ued highly i n the Novi Communi ty School 
Distr ict . We now have a n opportunity to 
mainta in the quality of our educational 
programs. .As we p lan for the future, I hope 
y o u wil l give thoughtful consideration to 
the quesUons asked if y o u are one of the 
citizens surveyed. If you receive a call from 
the telephone surveyors, the Cal ler ID wi l l 
read 906-Mannen ConiputlIig. 

Your continued support and interest in 
the education of a l l our students is deeply 
appreciated.

A home developer wants to turn 
a chunk of land set aside for use 
as a fire station site in Northvll le 
Township into a small residential 
area. 

However, it may be a tough sell 
to some township planners who 
think the community may be bet­
ter served wi th nothing o n the 
property at a l l - for now anyway. 

The Northvllle Township board 
of trustees tabled a proposal at Its 
Dec. 21 meeting from Troy-based 
Blltmore Properties Corp. to buy 
4.42 acres of land on the town­
ship's west side for $312,000 to 
develop she lots. A decis ion Is 
pending an appraisal of the prop­
erty located on the east s ide of 
Sheldon Road north of Five Mile 
Road. It was acquired from Wayne. 
County for use as a lire s tat ion 
site. 
V 'Property value is p robab ly 
never going to go d o w n In 
Northvll le Township ," s a id Sue 
Hi l lebrand, Northvll le Townsh ip 
board of trustees clerk. "I don't 
th ink we'll be hur t financially i f we 
don't take this offer." 

Access problems make the prop­
erty a n unattractive area to b u i l d a 
new fire s ta t ion , officials sa id . 
Other parcels In the area the town­
ship also owns and have better 

. access routes could be used 
instead. 

The proposed sale agreement 
from Blltmore had several prob­
lems, said township a t torney 
James Tamm i n a report to the 
board. For example. It was unclear 
whether the proposed purchase 
price is a fair market va lue . 
Additionally, T a m m said the pro-
jjosed "she-month invest igat ion 

period...is a generous arhount of 
time." Also, he said a provis ion i n 
the agreement that includes a pre­
l iminary plat approval as a condi­
t ion of the sale ' s hou ld be deleted." 

Further, he called the provision 
the township "join i n the execution 
of any site plan or plat requests ... 
unreasonaiDle and taappropriate." 

Hil lebrand said there may be 
other reasons to t h ink about not 
sel l ing the property. 

"J don't th ink we need anymore 
homes In the township at this 
point," she said. 

For example, the l a n d could be 
used for recreational purposes, 
she said. Or the township could 
ho ld on to It a n d wait for its value 
to continually increase. 

However, Marv C a n s , Northvllle 
Township board of trustee, said he 
supports selling the property. 

"I don't want to sel l i t if we have 
a use for it, however it's a very 
sma l l parcel of land a n d 1 think by 
sel l ing it we (;ould get sohie seied 
money for other programs," C a n s 
sa id . 'We could use the money to 
get started on the completion o f 
some of these other projects we've 
started," 

C a n s said he didn't th ink devel­
opers wi l l be clamoring to pick u p 
the land. 

"I don't think the average devel­
oper would be Interested in bu i ld ­
i n g there," he said. 

The appraisal of the property is 
expected to be completed wi th in 
the next two weeks and should be 
ready for the J anua ry meeting of 
the township board of trustees.

Legislation allowing municipal i ­
ties to leave the Southeas tern 
Oak land Coun t j ' Resource 
Recovery Author i ty , known as 
S O C C R A — a waste h a u l i n g 
authority made up of 12 to 14 
southeast Oakland cities — wi l l 
have to wait un t i l next year. 
. B u t that should not count as a 
delay for cities that want to step 
out. Because of contracts currently 
In place, any departures from the 
authority would have to wait un t i l 
those agreements expire in 2 0 0 2 . 

In the meantime, attorneys have 
to come up wi th a way to amend 
the law so that some communities 
can depart while others areallowed 
to stay, according to S O C C R A gen­
eral manager T o m Waffen. 
' He does not expect those attor­

neys wi l l have theh- work done by 
the tu rn of the year, so legislation 
Introduced earlier this year b y Sen . 
Shirley Johnson, R-Royal Oak, wi l l 
die and have to b»e reintroduced 
early next year. Rep. D a v i d 
Woodward, D - M a d i s o n Heights , 
tatroduced slnjilar legislaUon i n the 
House. 

TTie problem is that when cu i ren t 
state law was drafted to a l low 
municipalities to band together to 
form such authoIlties,. it d i d not 
anticipate that some communities 
might want leave the pact. Included 
Were provisions only that al lowed 
for total dissolution. 

Several communities, including 
RIiyal Oak, Madison Heights and 
Haizel Park are interested i n con­
tracting for services on their own. 
t h e purpose is a cost savings, 
According to legislative aide B r i a n 

O'Connell . Communities that now 
pay $38 per ton for the removal 
waste expect they could get rates 
between $12 and $18 per ton. 

Royal Oak estimates its savings 
at $4.4 to $7.7 mill ion over five 
years. Johnson's office calculates 
the total savings for a l l communi­
ties could range between $22,7 m i l ­
l ion and $40.5 million over the 
same time frame. 

WalTen is not so sure the munic i ­
palities wi l l be able to get those 
prices. Shake ups In the waste 
hau l ing business, producing merg­
ers and spin offs in recent years, 
had unt i l recenUy left several firms 
in the area working ha rd to gain 
new business. Now that those land­
fills have received penIilssion to 
accept Canadian wastes. Waffen 
sa id he doesn't t l i ink they be quite 
as wilUIig to cut their rates i n order 
to w i n new contracfs. 

S O C C R A has assets and ques­
tions regarding whether departing 
coInmuIilties should be paid for 
the assets they leave beh ind wi th 
the System have not been resolved. 

F ina l ly . Waffen said., the com­
muni t ies have contributed to land­
fills, which by state l aw must be 
cared for 30 years after use. 

O 'Connel l said the b i l l i s expect­
ed to be amended to incoIporate 
Waffen's proposed changes when i t 
is reintroduced to the coming year.
