Even though Sallnas was exonerated by New
Mexico Slate District Court Judge T. Glenn
Ellington, and set [ree in December of 1939 after
another 38 days in a Sanla Fe jall, Salinas was left
stranded In New Mexico with no way te get back to
Detroit.

“When Judge Ellington apologlzed and let him go,
they wouldn't even give him a bus licket to get back
ta Detroft,” Aragon said.

Aragon, who sald he felt sorry for Salinas, allowed
him te stay In his home until transportation was
secured to gel Salinas back lo Detroil. Santa Fe
Sheriff's Depariment had ne commenl on the Incl-
deni.

ODakland County Deputy Corpumte Council Kelth
Lerrniniaux said that the Qakland County Sherilf's
Departmenl was acting on whal they thought was a
valid warrant.

NY agency sues Wixom over b/llboards

The City of Wixom Is being sued

by an advertising firm upset by a

new crdinance- governing blll-

-4 boards.

Nichols & Vapn Media, a New
York agency specializing In bill-
board building and Ileasing, is
seeking authority to erect the
advertisements plus $700,000
lost revenues because of a new
ordinance wlich they argue has
thwarted their plans for hill-
boards along 1-96.

The complaint was lodged
befare Qakland County Clreuit
Court Judge Allce Gilbert Dec
13.

In May, the firm contacted the
city with plans to erect six bilk-
beards along the freeway In
Wixom. But the city's building
offielal noticed that the ordinance
didn'l allow outside firms to
advertise - {n the city, He
approached Wixom attorney
Jennifer Elowsky with the find-
ing.

“The ordinance prohibited biil-
boards unless the content of the
advertisement 1s related to the
use of the property it sits on."

Elowksy sald. Currently, the only
billboards along [-96 in Wixom
are used hy firms located within
the clty. For example, Hartland
Homes is allowed lo advertise its
product on its property. But it
couldn't  advertise  Firestone
Tires, '
Alfter some digglng. Wixom real-
ized that the

ordinance essentially barred the
firm from building bitlboards.
"My clienl was pattent and
watted the 90 days as the ity
requested, and they came back
with an ordinance that was pro-
hibitive, to say the least,”
Newman said. “They broke thefr
promise,” They sucker-punched
us.”

The new ordinance llmlts
the size of the biliboards to
300 square feet and dictales
that they must be al least 1,250
feet apart.

“It's useless,” Newman said.

Elowsky satd that huge blll-
boards aren't necessary. -She
checked ordinances aof about
20 eammunities and feund
that they lmited the slze to
300 to 500 square feet.

“Many communitles have ordi-
nances that will not allow the
glant, monstrous billboards
they've proposed,” Elowsky said.

With 1ts proximity. to Detroit
and the thousands -of com-
muters using the [reeway, 1-96
in Wixom is a high rent district
for those In the billboard leasing
business. Newman said that
companies can lease a bill-
board lor as much as $100,000
per year.

Nelson sald that Nichols and
Vann recently sued Lyon
Township over its relusal to
allow hillboards. Six months
ago, they reaclied a consent
agreement whlch aliowed the
firm to butld billhoards the size
of those proposed for Wixem.

Charter schools in Michigan get $6,000 in
taxpayer money per student annually. They've
been the subject of hot debate since they were
authorized by siate law in 1993, There were
elght charter scheols in 1994; 79 in 1996; 139
In 1898; 175 in 1999.

The legislature capped that number after
complaints arose that universities — mainly
Central Michigan Untversity. which nans what
locks a Jot like a charter school mill and
makes a big proflt thereby — were autherizing
charters tao quickly and without serious over-
sight, Gov. Engler tried last year to get the cap
litted, but the leglslature refused on grounds
charter schools need to demonstrate more
accountability belore mere are started.

Supporters claim charter schoels offer
altemaﬁves to deficient publ!c schools and

offer a competitive spur to improvement in the
"monopolistic” public schools. Some also say
‘charters respond miore fo parental prefer-
ences than public schools,

S0 far, the evidence of the great charter
scheol experiment does not inspire much con-
“fidence.

A Michigan State University study found
charters are in fact neither more innovative
nor more successful in student achievement
than public schools.

A Western Michigan University study,
released last October, raised doubts about the
basie purposes of charter schools. More than
70 percent of Michigan's charter schools last
year were operaled by management cornpa-
nies, compared with only 10 percent natlon-
wide. The vast majority of these companles
run schools as a profit-making enterprise.

Moreover, the WMU study found charter
schools are selecting only the easy (and
cheap) sludents; the practice is called “cream-
Ing." Admission 1s usually by interview,
rather than by district-wide recruitment,
which appears {o be required by federal law,

‘Charters don't provide transportalion and
tend to olfer only elementary grade classes,
which are less expensive han upper grades.

In particular, students getting special edu-,

catlon services accounted for only 3.7 percent
of Michigan charter school enrollment, com-
pared to 12.5 percent of public scheol kids. As
public schools krow full well, special education
is expensive. Those charters run by for-profit
companies have an obvious motive for making
ssure kids needing speclal ed services are kept
out,

Until his retrement, Tim Richard ran the
statewide news service for this newspaper.
