The siate has experenced rolling electrici-
ty blackouts and ihe two Jargest power
compantes talk of bankruptcy.

Last June, Michigan's Legisiature
. passed. mew . laws . restructuring .much of

obvious guestion: Can Callfernia’s power
preblem happen here?

The answer 1s no. not if we continue {o
prudentiy move loward cusiomer choice
and support new. generating plants amd
electric transmission and distributian
facilitles needed to power Michlgen's grow-
Ing cconomy.

Caiffornia’s elecirie uiflilies cannot keep
up with the publie's demand br power,
While ibe people of California are increas-
Ing their use of electricily at nearly triple
the national rate, no new power planis
have been buill I more than a decade
because of many reasons - including oppo-
sitlon from the public.

By conlrast. demand in Michigan is
growing more slowly, aboul 2 percenl
annually, and several generating nnits
have been brought inte  service.
Consumers Energy rebullt and resianted
Ihree units at cur plant in Muskegon and
eur holding company, CMS Energy, has
added units in northern and southern
Michlgan that can gencrale power during
Lmes of peak demand.

Michigan's new laws removed many of
the uncertalnties that kepl power suppllers
rom bullding new plants here. A number
of new unlts are pianned over the next sev-
eral years, Wih thefr owpul. we conld
have encugh electricity to exceed customer
demand on peak-use days by 40 percent or
more. Some already [ace very strong pubite
opposition. however. so the percentage
could turr oul (o be much smaller.

California epcouraged iis eleetric utif-
lles 1o sell most of thelr fossil-fled power
plants, Now, Calfornia’s uviflilles are
dependent on a volatile, shart-term whole-
sale power market to buy power one day at
a time. They are barred from signing long-
lerm power contracts or using the other
tools avallable to utilities elsewhere Lo
ensure a rellable supply.

By rcontrasl, Michigan's ulilities are
allowed 10 keep enough existing generating
capaclly to serve our current tustomers.
By relying on our own plants and firm con-
lracts to buy power elsewhere, we have
taken the necessary steps 1o ensure a reli-
abie supply for the present. :

Califernia’s extraordinarily strict envi-
ronmental rales have discouraged con-
struction of new power plants and encour-
aged too much reliance on natural gas.
Michigan gets a much smailer fraction of
Its power from gas-fired plants. Our pri-
mary fuel source is coal, which is abun-
dant, affordable and increasingly clean.
Coal-fired and nuciear-powered plants
provide more than half of our electriclty, at
prices (hat are lower and hislorically more
stable.

California also suffers from inadequate
transmission capacily to lmport electrictty
[rom other states. By contrast, Michigan’s
law requires the state’s utilities to expand
transmission capaclty by 2,000 megawatts
by June 2002. We are already working to
meet thai requirement, i
" Finally, Michigan's new laws empower
the Michigan Public Service Commission o
establish performance standards to ensure
that our electric customers continue to

We
didn’t have lo resort to a dramatic,
Calilornia-style action and kept the power

If you have (rouble seeing while
dolng everyday tasks such as driv-
ing, reading, watching televislon or
even differentlating colors, you're
nol alone.

Aboul 14 mililen  Amerivans
experfence these difficulties as a
result of low vision. most often due
10 a comman conditlon called nine-
ular degeneration, Although this
condition cannol be corrected with
conveatlonal  eyeglasses,  or
restored through laser and Invasive
surgeries. which enly work (o slow
the progression of certain forms of
macular degeneratlon, there's still
bepe,

Low  vision  rehabllitation,
through the use of scveral tech-
nliues and new high-tech devices
that use the eyesight palients have
lefl, is now the most elfective way
to help patients cope with macular
degencratlan,

Macular degmerailun. which
represents aboul 45 percent of low
vision problems in the United
States, is lypleally caused hy

. changes in the welipa due (o aging
jand alferts a person's central
‘vislon, says Supsap J. Gromacki
0.D.. M5, an optometdst al the
Unlversily of Michigan Kellogg Eye
Center.

"As people age and they get mac-
ular degeneration, they slart to
lose some of their central vision,”
sajd Gromacki. “Initaily 1U's just
splotches of Lthe central vislon, so
they do have 20/20 vision 1if they
use the pari of the retlna or the
part of the macula which Is good,”

However, once the disense
advances, people can complelely
lose thetr centrsl vision. As the

baby boomer generation has grown |

older, the number of low vision
cases has increased, sald
Gromackl.

Although  researchers  are
searching for a cure for macular
degeneration and other causes af
fow vision, there have heen miany
recent advances in vision technolo-

gy to help patients Lo retaln a ner-
mal lfestyle.

“The problems created by low
vision can be devastating, bul
devices. such as the ones we have
here al the Kellugg Eye Center, can
reaily help people cope with their
vision loss and enable them 1o
maximize the vision they o have.”
said Gromacki.

Gromacki says some of Lhe most
widely used aids include hand-held
magnlfylng giasses. high-powered
speciacles, colored fMlers, tele-
scopes, bineculars and closed clz-
cUft teievistons,

The closed crcull (elevision
allows patients (o magnify text or
other objects from three to 36
tignes its actual size onlo a ielevi-
slon screen. Many of the unils
come with a lelevision sereen built
directly into them, while others can
be plugged into a pattent’s own TV,

A new device, called a mobile
clectronle magnifier, goes beyond
the capabilities of the elosed clrcuit
TV by aflowing the patient 1o focus
on objects ai any range, says
Gromackl, One of these devices,
named "Jordy,” is a batlery-operal-
ed system that has a camers in it
and can be worn likke a pair of
glasses or used as a DeskTop
CCTV when placed In its docking
stand. Il can help a pallent, for
example, waich television read a
bock and see people’s faces clearly,

Several other kinds of low-tech
vision aids also are available from
special eyeglasses te hand-held
magniflers, Howerer, It is possible
for patlents to cope with low vision
by using other techniques and
even by making some changes at
home.

Good lghting, especlally at
home, is crucial for people suffer-
Ing from low vision, says Cheryl
Terpening. an occupational thera-
pist at the Kellogg Eye Center.

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Recently, we have read and
heard much about the “stretch-
oul” IRA. Many jnvesters with
IRAs have raised questions about
these Issues as addressed in the
national press. Some wonder

what exactly 1s a “stretch-out” IRA -

and does my financlaj flrm, as an
IRA custodian, offer them?

Well, the “sirelch-out” IRA 1s
rol a new lype of IRA, but an
unfamiliar, Imaginalive term, In
facl, it's more of a strategy for
required ‘minimum distributions
(RMD] than anything else. RMD
rules stale that once a participant
reaches the age of 70.5, funds
must be withdrawn each year
from their IRA. RMD caleulations
are based on the participant’s
birthdate, the beneficiary’s birth-
date, (he prevlous year's ending
value of the IRA accouut and
application of the life expectancy
method elected. Based on these
ingredients the required mini-

With this In mind, it is impor-
tant for the IRA document lo be
designed to offer all avallable
life expectancy methods, With
this {lexibilily, beneliciaries
may extend the life of the IRA
through use of other available
life  expectancy methods,
elapsed tlme and modifled
recaleulation,; This availability
s key in many instances [lor
younger beneficlaries to maxi-
mize the benefits of continued
(or "stretched-out”] tax defer-
ral and avoid- the polentlally
large tax liability with a lump
sum disiribution,

While these 1ssues are a very
impaortant part in (uture plan-
ning of an [RA, remember each
case is different and only part
of an overall (Inancial strategy.
With this In mind, solutions
for these Issues are best
addressed with the assistance
of your financlal advisor
apd/er tax professional.
