The Ihysteiy over what happened 
to famed atheist and the "most 
hated woInan in AIilerica." Madalyn 
Murray O'Hair, could be over and 
tack on additional charges for a for-
mer Novi man. 

Investigators in west Tc.xas have 
dug up what they believe may be 
the remains of the famed atheist, 
her son and adopted granddaugh-^ 
ter five miles west of tlic town of 
Camp Wood, Te.xas. 

According to the Federal Bureau 
of investigation (FBI), they had 
been combing the grounds of a 
5,000 acre ranch foi' the remains 
last weekend. 

"We searched over 120 miles of 
area a n d the ranch," F B I 
Spokesman in San Antonio, Darren 
Holmes said. "This past weekend 
Inarked our fourth trip out there." 

The implications of the flIidings 
for Oa iy Paul Karr, 53, could be 
significant, according to Holmes. 

Last August , Kar r , a self-
employed contractor who formerly 
rented a home on East Lake Drive, 
was sentenced to two concurrent 
life sentences after being lound 
guilty on four of live felony counts 
levied against him In a U.S. court­
room in Aus t in , Texas. 

Federal prosecutors say that Kar r 
and David Roland Waters, a former 
office manager for O'Hair, a n d 
Flor ida resident D a n Fty were 
involved i n the kidnapping and 
ki l l ing of the O'Hairs for $500,000 
in gold coins, $100,000 of which 
have • never been recovered. 
According to investigators. Waters 
may have led law enforcement o l l i -
cers to the site as part of a plea bar­
gain with prosecutors. Waters' tr ial 
was expected to start this week on 
charges of extortion. Waters and 
K a r r are former j a i l mates in 
l l lhiois. At the time Karr was serv­
ing 20-years for aggravated kidnap-
pingof a Judge's daughter.

It can be disconcerting for parents 
to see (heir child's feet ttiming in or 
out when walldngj however, children 
almost always outgrow these condi-
tions, called torsional deformities, 
mthout treatment. When the femur 
or tibia rotates abnoInially either 
inward or outward, the feet can be 
affected. The femur is the bone 
between the hip and knee; the tibia 
runs between the knee and ankle. 
Internal and external tibial rotation is 
most common in childrea younger 
than two and is often related to the 
child's position in the uterus before 
birth. Internal rotation of the femur is 
the most common ause of in-toeing 
among children older than two. 

Possible causes for this condition 
include pre-birth positioning and 
poor sitting habits.

On May 3,1993, Ihe Federal Emergency fvlanagemenl Agency (FEMA) identi­
fied Special Rood Hazard Areas in the City of Novi, Michigan, through issuance of a 
Flood Insurance Rats Map (FIRM). 

TJie .Associalo Difecior for MItigalton, lias delermined fhat modification of the 
elevations of the flood having a one-percent chance of occurrence in any given year 
(base flood) (or certain locations in the City of Novi, Is appropriate. The modified 
BFEs amend the FEMA FIRM for Ihe community. 

This modification to the effective FIRM reflects channelization and fill placement 
associated with construclion of two new culverts in the Wiiipvi' Brook subdivision 
along Bishop Creek. As a result of the modifications, there are decreases in the 
BFEs and widening and nanowing of the 1% annual chance (100-year) fioodpiain 
and floodivay. The revised BFEs for Bishop Creek are as follows:

The changes are made pursuant to Section 206 of the Flood Disaster Protec­

tion Act of 1973 (RL. 93-234), and are in accordance with the National Flood Insur­
ance Act of 1968, as amended. (Title XIII of the Housing and Urban Development 
Act of 1968, RL. 90-448) 42 U.S.C 400H128, and 44 CFR f^rt 65. 

Under the above-mentioned Act of 1968 and 1973, the Associate Director lor 
Mitigation, must develop criteria for fioodpiain management. In order for the commu­
nity to participate In the NFIP, the community will be using the new BFEs to adminis­
ter the fioodpiain management measures of the NFIR These modified BFEs will also 
be used to calculate the appropriate flood Insurance premium lates for new buildings 
and their contents. 

Upon the second publication of notice of these changes In this paper, any per­
son has 90 days in which he can request through the Chief Executive Officer of the 
community that the Associate Director for Mitigation reconsider the determination. 
Any request for reconslderatfon must be based on knowledge of changed conditions 
or new scientific or technical data. All Interested parties are on notice that until the 
90-day period elapses, the Associate Director's determination to modify the BFEs 
may itself be changed.

On Sept. 20, 1917, D u n i l a m was 
offlcialiy a member of the United 
State Army - private, first class. He 
left the Nov! farm and found h im­
self at Camp Custer, M i c h . , where 
he was assigned to the 126 
Infantry Battalion, 32nd 'Red Arrow' 
Division, according to historicai doc­
uments. 

Ten days l>efore his 25th birthday, 
October i5th 1918, D u n h a m was 
dis|)atche<l lo the front lines with a 
nieswagc for the front ilIie com­
mander. He was killed and burled in 
the AI^onne AIneIicaIi Cemetery at 
RoInagne-sous-Montfacon, France. 

Contrary to previous reports. 
Dunham was repatriated to the 
United States In 192 l by family 
wishing his remains be kept near 
his home. .No\'l resident Duane Bell , 
who was a veteran of World War 11 
and sefved In the medical corps In 
the United States Navy, was one of 
the men credited w i th bringing 
Dunliam's story to UghL 

T h e y sent his body back and it 
was delivered to the depot," Duane 
Bell said. 1'nc Baptist church was 
right over where the new (strip) mall

13ell said the church was located 
on the site of the strip mal l located 
northeast of tiic Fendt company 
faclliiy south of Grand River Avenue 
on Novl Road. 

On J an . 25 of tills year in wlIat 
was described as a "strange ceremo­
ny", a group of three men, including 
Bell, and one woman walked out 
across the frozen snow covered 
cemetery gravestones to place the 
long awaited Purple HeaIt and Gold 
Star on Dunham's head stone. 
Dunham was also award the World 
War i medal. 

Wi th the cold northern wind 
sweeping along the grounds and a 
train whistle blowing behind them, 
the woman knelt and placed the 
Hirp le Heart down on tlie tomb, 
then tlie Gold Star.

tlie stone. Tlic woman then lifted t l ie 
medals and placed them Inside their 
hox. Tile four iv.ilked back along the 
path they had previously created, 
and left without fanfare. No salutes 
and no horns. 

According to Oak land Coun ty 
Public Services - Veteran's Service 
Division Garth Woolen and Diana 
Calvin, there was some difficulty in 
getting the medals for Dunham. 

"We requested the medals a n d 
they wrote back and said that we 
had to send In the documents that 
said he's entitled to the Purple 
Heart." Woolen said, standing along 
the back of ihe snowy graveyard, 
"fi le Purple Heart wasn't reautlio-
rlzed until 1932 but they made It 
retroactive to 1917 so we had to 
write theIiI back and tell them he 
never got It because he died prior to 
them issuing tlIose." 

According to Calvin, it was Novl 
residents Bell and Robert Pohlman 
who were rcsjionsible for bringing 

tlie situation of Robert Dunham to 
the attention of the Veterans 
Services. 

"Bob Pohlman and 1 did a lot of 
research," Bell said. "We call them 
(Veterans) and we found out that a 
cousin lived out In Fowlervllle. She 
had all Idnds of records. We did a lot 
of research on It." 

Calvin went up to Webberville to 
talk with Dunham's ncwphew's wife. 
The medals were actually presented 
to the grand nepheiv, 57-year-old 
Scott Dan'el Dunham. The medals 
were awarded to Scott Darrel 
Dunham because he is the oldest 
living blood relative to the war veter­
an. Perhaps from family tradition, 
Scott Harrison Dunham's had a 
brother named Darrell. 

Besides the Purple Heart, 
D u n h a m also was awarded the 
World War I Victory Medal , the 
World War I Victory button, the 
Gold Star lapel button and the 
service clasp for fighting in the 
French campaign.

,'Karr was convicted in June of 
conspiracy to interfere with com­
merce by robbery, extortion, inter­
state travel In aid of racketeering, 
conspiracy to engage in monetaiy 
transaction and criminally acquir­
ing property and Interstate trans­
portation of stolen property, Includ-
lItg a ha l f mil l ion dollars In gold 
coins. 

"There could be more charges 
birought," Holmes said. "But we jus t 
have to see what tlie outcome of the 
tests are." 

A n artificial hip was In amongst 
the remains found with the three 
bodies discovered on the ranch. 

"Because of the artlllcial hip." 
Holmes said, "we should have the 
identincation results In about a 
week." 

According to U.S . Dis t r ic t 
Attorney Gerald Carruth In Texas, 
Karr could be charged with murder 
i f It Is found that he took part in the 
Idlllng of O'Hair and this Is in fact 
her body. 

"He could be charged wi t l i capitol 
murder if it is found that he was 
involved In the ki l l ing or dismem-
bennent of the bodies. He was 
never charged with murder origi­
nally," Carruth said. "Right now, 
that is pure speculation." 

Carruth noted that dur ing Karr's 
trial, an to.mate testified that Kan-
told him he shot Dai1 F i y in the 
head but was never charged wi th 
the crime. 

"It i s expensive to prosecute capi­
tol murder," Carruth said, ".And 
since he's |Karr) Is already doing 
two life terms, it may not be feasi-
ble." 

FIy. who was suspect in the k i d ­
napping of O'Hair, was found dead 
near Dallas In October of 1995. His 

body was not identified unt i l early 
l 999 wlt.h the head and haIids sev­
ered. 

Investigators believed the three 
O'Hair Victims, who disappeared 
from their Aust in home In August 
of 1995, were killed, dismembered 
Inside a North Aus t in storage unit, 
then put into 55-gallon drums and 
buried. 

O'Hair, who called herself the 
"the most hated w o m a n i n 
America." was the driving force 
behind the 1963 landmark U.S. 
Supreme Cour t dec i s ion that 
banned bible readings i n the public 
schools.

"He was really loved his wife and 
he was always involved in his grand­
children's lives whetlier it was going 
to iMsketbail games or to be at their 
tx'dside after a tonsil operation," she 
said, adding he was someone you 
could always count on. 

inferring to the classic Norman 
Rockwell picture of the smiling phar­
macist, friend L,ee BeGoie said 
McCoilum was reaiiy one of the last 
classic reai-tinie pharmacists left. 

I've knew George for a long time 
and as far as your old-time pharma­
cists go. George lit the bill ." he said. 

Because of his "do anything for 
anyone" mentality. Freeman said tlie 
new evolution of the pliarmacy busi­
ness was a struggle for McCoilum. 

'Tliere was kind of a 'new' and 'old' 
pharmacy clash with on-line servic­
es, insurance companies, and co-
pay, it was hai'd for him," she said. 

For McCoi lum, his store was his 
dream. Freeman .said. 

"He devoted his life to this, work­
ing long hours, always putting the 
customer's needs first," she said. 
'Ti l is was his dream to open a big 
piiarmacy that offered all kinds of 
services and (medical) items iike 
hospital beds, crutches and wheel­
chairs." 

The store was also one of IJie first 
to provide a drive-up window. 

Brought to Novi in 1941 at age 11. 

McCoi lum lived on Ills family's farm 
on l 1 Mile and T a i l Road. 

After graduating from tlie Detroit 
Institute of Technology, he spent two 
years i n the U . S . Army as a phar­
macist in a Japanese hospital dur­
ing tlie Korean War. 

He returned and spent five years 
working for a pliarmacy in NorthvlUe 
before opening Novi's first ever drug 
store, Novi RexaJl Dmgs. i n 1959 on 
Grand I^ven 

"He established quite a clientele In 
Northville and later opened the city's 
first drug store." BeGole remem­
bered. "Tlie store even h a d a soda 
fountain inside and that was where 
nIost o f the young gals met their 
husbands." 

BeGole continued. "George did 
very well, and I knew he had made 
it when I'd see Joe Denton, retired 
police chief of Northville, come to 
George's pharmacy and reverse the 
trend by dr iv ing to Novi instead of 
Northville," he said, 

M c C o i l u m remained at the 
Grand River location u n U l 1979, 
went back for h i s masters, worked 
for other local pharmacies, and 
later opened Novi DIugs, which 
still resides i n the Peachtree Center 
off Meadowbrook Road. 

Dur ing his career, M c C o i l u m was 
held at knifepoint and robbed of 
medications, and in earlier years, 
iielped police catch a con-artist. 

As one of the founding members 
of the Rotary Club, M c C o i l u m 
started the Novi Chapter along with 

former police chief BeGole a n d 
long-time Novi resident Lee 
Harwood. 

"He really, really cared about the 
Rotary," Freeman said, "especially 
i n the fight against polio," 

Rotaiy charter member BeGole 
said M c C o i l u m took the c lub veIy 
seriously. 

"He was Involved i n every project, 
whether it was runn ing the trailer 
for Gala Day (50's fest). cont inuing 
i n the fight against polio, or even 
helping wi th scoliosis," he said, 

BeGole remembers w h e n 
McCoi lum voluntari ly went to a l l 
the schools and examined a l l the 
kids for the spinal disease, 

"He was a magnificent Rotary 
president, and possibly the best we 
ever had," he said. 

BeGole said that with Dr. Mav 
Sangavl, M c C o i l u m made it a mis­
sion to wipe out polio, wi th the 
Rotaiy International's polio plus 
campaign. 

To his family and friends George 
will be irreplaceable. 

"He was the backbone of our fam­
ily, we're going to miss h i m so 
much," Freeman said . 

Everyone wi l l each have their 
own special memory of M c C o i l u m . 
For his granddaughter it w i l l be 
finding h idden tieats as a c h i l d , 
l ike sil ly put ty and candy, that 
he'd leave i n her frog wicker bas­
ket.

"He was the greatest, he never 
hesitated to take the time and 
he'd even open the store i n the 
middle of the night. If it meant 

helping someone In need," BeGoler j i 
said, li^ 

"The only bad trait George h a d ' ' 
was that he was too generous andtij;

"Don't do It," he was told by his 
wel l -meaning wife, Norah , who 
balked considerabiy at proclama­
tions made by a cemetery sales­
man . "Don't buy those cemetery 
piots. I'm te l l i I Igyou. i wi l l not give 
y o u any money for that, so don't 
ask. A n d believe me, i f you die, 1 
wi l l not bu iy you there." 

Sounded clear enough. 
Except if y o u are a young hus­

band, still l inked by a n unbreak-
aijie chain of twisted logic that 
allows you to believe that your 
speculative acumen surpasses the 
logical judgment of your female 
spouse. 

"Do you have any money?" he 
dared ask a wife who grisi led at 
the level of h is defiance. The 

answer was as short as it was 
quick. 

"No." 
So Gerald purchased the ceme­

tery plots on his own, with money 
from his own weekly allowance. 
But today, 26 years after his own 
death and three years past his 
wife, Norah 's , Gei-ald Elmore ' s 
dream is about to make its final 
curtain ca l l . 

His cemetery plots are now on 
the auc t ion block. 

"My mother told him time and 
time again, 'If you die, 1 wi l l bury 
you In the back 40 before 1 burj ' 
you there,'" said Mildred Elmore, 
62, the eldest of the couple's two 
daughters, the person who last 
week listed for sale the four ceme-

"As far as 1 can 
remember,I t was the only argu­
ment the two of them ever had. It 
was a real sore spot for some 
time." 

Mildred s a id her mothei-'s resist­
ance at the time was due to the 
fact that he r father's mother, a 
Ferndale resident, would not be 
able to visi t the Novi cemetery if 
she needed to. Norah, having lost 
her own mother when she was 
young, stood by her mother-in-law 
and vowed to win the eventual war 
should she lose the intermittent 
battle. 

"My mother was very ciisturbed 
bv the fact that my graiidmother 
would not be able to visit the 

cemeteiy," Mi ldred said. "She and 
my grandInother were verj' close." 

Today, Mi ld red ' s parents are 
burled at the White C h a p e l 
Memoi la l Cemetery, along 1-75 in 
Troy. Those plots, three i n total, 
were purchased by her pareIIls 
before they died, she said, an emo­
tional treatise between l ifelong 
spouses. 

Today. Mildred looks back wi th 
mixed rations of perspective and 
humor. She said selllIig the ceme­
teiy plots, which are situated near 
the placid grace of a nearby pond 
at Oakland Memoria l on Twelve 
Mile and Novl roads. Is the right 
thing lo do. 

'They af-e beautiful plots," slle 
said. A n d to find four side-by-

slde, especially i n Novl, i s not an 
easy thing to do. The ceraetety is 
selling them for $1,600 apiece 
now."

With the onslaught of traffic con­
gestion in western Oak land 
County, results of a survey present­
ed by the West Oakland Corridor 
Steering Committee noted that a 
major part of road coIIgestlon is 
right here in Noxn. 

The Road C o m m i s s i o n for 
Oakland County (RCOC), who has 
been managing the study, said the 
survey is the first i n a long line to 
determine a new north-south t runk 
line through the county. 

The West O a k l a n d Corr idor 
Study fWOCS) received $1 mil l ion 
from the state to look into alterna­
tive routes t l i rough ranging from I-
96 In the south to M - 5 9 (Highland 
Road) In the no r th and Haggerty 
Road in the east to the Oakland 
County line in the west. 

According to the survey conduct­
ed by FarfIIIngton Hi l l s based M O R -
P A C E company, the biggest prob­
lem surrounding traffic congestion

in the area is the insufficient num­
ber of lanes per road. Of the four 
hundred people surveyed, 78 per­
cent said the widening of roads was 
the most significant factor i n allevi­
ating traffic problems. 

The survey results were not k ind 
to Novi, The survey noted the worst 
intersection i n the western Oakland 
area is Twelve Mile Road a n d Beck 

at Uie Novl and Wbcom border. Nov! 
Road and Twelve Mile was fifth on 
the list and Beck Road and Pontlac 
Trial was sbdJi, Of d ie top eight 
intersections In the survey, all were 
either i n Novi or Wbcom. 

Also, Novl got top bi l l ing for worst 
stretch of roadway i n Western 
Oakland County. Novl Road 
between Twelve Mile aIId 1-96 is 
listed as the most problematic 
when it comes to automobile acci­
dents. 

"Novi has problems," R C O C 
Spokesperson Craig BIyson said. 
"But that Is not necessarily where 
the solution will be. There is no say­
ing tliat an alternative route may 
ease problems In those areas." 

According to BIyson, the new 
planned Beck Road Interchange 
may not be the answer for traffic 
problems In Novl either. 

'That may br ing more traffic to 
the area," BIyson said. "There is 
nothing that says it wi l l reduce traf­
fic. It could mean more people will 
choose to get off at that inter­
change." 

Novi City Counc i l Member Victor 
Cassis attended the last meeting of 
the w o e s and said reports of the 
coIilmlttee already mak ing the 
choice of Wbfom Road as the main 
thoroughfare for a Nor th /South 
corridor was "absolutely untrue." 

Cassis said home owners along 
Wbcom Road, i n the city of Wixom 
were upset over rumors that the 
corridor would begin at Wlxom 
Road In Novl. 

"There has been not decision 
made on the route as of yet." RCOC 
Spokesperson Craig BIyson;said. 
".All alternatives wil l be looked at 
before any decision is made."

Afl;er 11 years k i ofllce. Gov. J o h n Engler 
cer ta in ly isn't afraid to reshuffle the political 
deck. 

In t i l l s week's Sta te of the State speech, the 
governor makes two far-reaching proposals. 
He t h i n k s M i c h i g a n Supreme Cour t Jus t ices 
s h o u l d be appoin ted , not elected as they are 
now. A n d he wan t s to change the s t ructure of 
the boa rds of the B i g Three univers i t ies — 
Unive r s i ty of M i c h i g a n , M i c h i g a n State and 
Wa>'ne State — b y a d d i n g to the current ly 
elected e ight -member boards seven biparti­
s an appointees. 

Eng l e r ' s views o n a p p o i n t i n g Supreme 
C o u r t Jus t i ce s a re l ike ly to d raw the most 

media aflci politi­
ca l interest. But 
h i s suggest ions 
for s tatewide 
educa t ion posts 
are . equal ly 
i m p o r t a n t and 
s h o u l d not be 
o v e r l o o k e d . 
(Readers should 
k n o w tha t I

bothi — on t i l ls subject.) 
P la in ly , Michigan ' s great research universi­

ties are among o u r c rown jewels, dead center 
i n any effort to diversity our economy by 
transferr ing discoveries f rom laboratories into 
the rap id ly growing high tech sector. B u t uni ­
versities are subt le a n d complex places. Insti­
tu t ions where poor board governance can 
wreck havoc in a sho r t Ume, as anybody who 
has followed the h i s t o iy of M S U knows full 
wel l . 

Mich igan ' s cur ren t me thod of p i ck ing board 
members leaves a lot to be desired. 

Fh-st, they're elected statewide i n November 

elections i n even n u m b e r e d years, w h i c h vir­
tually guarantees no Voter has any idea who 
is r u n n i n g or what the candidates' qual i f ica­
tions o r Views might be . Result ; The elect ion 
outcome i s not m u c h more t h a n a crap s h o o t 
Ca i id ida tes win i f their par ty does wel l i n that 
pa r t i cu la r election or i f they're female (women 
tend to r u n at least 100 ,000 votes ahead of 
men). 

Second, candidates . get on the ba l lo t by 
n o m i n a t i o n at the R e p u b l i c a n a n d 
Democra t ic state convent ions . B u t as a prac­
t ical matter, potential candidates from both 
parties are subject to l l t Inus tests at conven­
tion t ime. Republ icans have to be anti-abor­
t ion enough to satisfy FUght to Life, wh i l e 
Democra ts have to favor organized labor and 
affirmative action for bo th minorit ies a n d 
women. 

T h i r d , a s a resul t o f bo th these problems, 
inci-easingly few able a n d experienced c a n d i ­
dates a r e w i l l i n g to undergo l i t m u s - l i k e 
s c m t l n y du r ing the i ioII i inaUon process only 
to emerge into an elect ion w i t l i a n entirely 
r andom outcome. I've personal ly spent h u n ­
dreds of hours t i y l n g to recrui t candidates . 
Believe Inc, it's a tough job . 

Engler 's proposal gets at this problem i n a n 
ImaginatiVe way. He re ta ins the existing eight 
elected board slots — a good idea that m a i n ­
tains universi t ies ' independent Cons t i tu t ional 
status a l i d subjects b o a r d members to the 
s c m t l n y o f the people d u r i n g elections. B u t he 
adds seven blpartisai1 appointed members — 
no more than four of a n y one party — to cre­
ate a k i n d of hybr id b o a r d o f 15. The idea i s to 
use the appointment me thod to recruit m e n 
and w o m e n of u n u s u a l experience a n d talent 
Who otl ierwise could not be persuaded to 
undergo the thrash of r u n n i n g for a un ive r s i ­
ty boaI'd. 

Of course, there are objections to aj1 idea as 
far-reachhig as this. B u t upon scrutiny, each 
fails. 

A 15-member board i s too large, some wi l l 
c la im. Nonsense. M o s t coiporate boards m n 

Those who resent Gov.

Those who resent G o v . Engler's fierce part i­
sansh ip wi l l object on principle to gubenlato-
rial appohitments. However, Engler's proposal 
is specifically designed to take effect only after 
he leaves ofllce. Moreover, the four-three party 
balance required of appointees immuIl izes 
against concerns that addlIlg appointed board 
members might result i n a i i excessively parti­
san board . 

The most common objection wil l be "If it ain't 
broke, don't fix it." In my view, this falls 
because it accepts the present flawed system 
as the best we can do. 1 know of no universi ty 
board t l lat wou ld not beiIefit enormously from 
the addit ion o f serious, committed, responsi­
ble a n d experienced members — precisely tile 
k inds of people who wou ld be attracted to 
serve higher educat ion and the people of 
M i c h i g a n Ui rough an appointment process. 

Engler 's proposal deserves serious consider­
ation, not knee-jerk rejection.

• C ^ l e companies are pulling out of commitments 
to pIDvide access in renewals contracts. AT&T, 
Comcast and MediaOne have al l done this right here 
in Michigan. 

• There are fewer puIely public access centers in 
Michigan, but more pure^r government access cen-
teis (not open to public) in Midiigan, according to the 
Michigan Chapter of the .Alliance of Community 
Media.

•offered to every elemeniaiy sclIool 
in Oakland County free otcharge. 
Ti le workshop w i l l travel to 
requesting sciiools in a district 
once a year. This is the first time 
any school in the d i s t i l c l h a s held 
the program. 

"The k ids have real ly been 
understanding the Whole point," 
said student teacher Chr i s Bohm. 
'They understand the frustration 
level that comes along with disabil­
ities." 

The students participated i n n 
number of activities w h i c h depicts 
the way individiials compensate in 
the areas of speech, hearing, vision 
and physical impairments, as well 
as learning xiisabilities. 

Fo r example, us ing special eye 
glasses, the students learned what 
is was like to have glaucoma, 
catarax, aIid to be colorblind. 

The children also experienced 
what it was like to be paialyzed, as-
they participated i n a wheelchair 
obstacle course. As the students 
sat in the wheelchairs they had to 
attempt to maneuver around cones 
and tables and i n and out of doors. 

"If you open the door, the door 
might hit tile wheel, so you'd have 
to close tlie door, back up and open 
the door again. It was hard," said 
third grader Morgan Haffey, 'It also 
made your arms sore." 

Getting a real sense of the chal­
lenges disabled indiv iduals 
encounter, 8-year-oId Rick 
McCar thy Uiought the assembly 
was "cool" because he got to learn 
a lot about others who were differ­
ent than himself a n d gained a 
greater appreciation for things peo­
ple take for granted. 

"It makes you thankful for the 
sirnple things you can do, things 
you never even thiIik about, like 
walking." he said. 

Wilson, 10, agreed, 
"I don't think it's fun for anyone," 

she sa id "I th ink we're really 
lucky," 

Four th grader Michael Leppek 
said he was surprised to learn that 
people who are handicapped can 
st i l l do many of the same activities 
others can. 

"There are so many kinds of 
(devices), they can pretty much do 
the same things we can do except 
it's a lot harder," he sa id . 

Wi th light-flashing door knock­
ers, vibrating alarm clocks, and 
menus i n Brai l le , the students 
learned people with disabilities can 
live normal lives. 

"It was interesting to learn about 
how (people with disabiliUes) live 
instead of not caring or Just being 
scared of them," Haffey said. 

"I reaUy enjoyed it. 1 hope we can 
do i t again next year."

Handwashing, thoroughly and with 
soap and walef-, reduces the 
change that viruses from surfaces 
and other people wi l l get into your 
eyes, nose or mouth, and from 
there Into your body. A n d you don't 
need to use anilbaclerlal products 
- Influenza virus Is easily killed by 
regular so.'ip. 

• D o n ' t Share 
It's often the most Innocent 

actions that spread the flu virus, 
Desmond sakl. So keep children 
iroin sharing toys wl l l i children 
who may be sick and clean up used 
t issues carefully. F^emember lo 
cover your inoulh when you cough, 
jus t like your mom told you.

R e c o g n i z e the F i r s t 
S y m p t o m s 

Tl ic flu comes on fast. Desmond 
said, .so you can be pretty sure that 
you've got it If you suddenly devel­
op fever, aches, headache, sore 
Ihroat. cough and ehil ls . M o s l 
syinptonis will go away within live 
days In a normal bout with the l l u . 
iho i igh the cough can linger longer. 
A second round of fever or worsen­
ing cough couici follow from a new 
ii ifecllon that takes hold when your 
immune defenses are low. 

• I..earn to Spot F l u l n Y o u r 
K i d s 

l ^ z o i i knows from experience 
that it's hard for parents to know 
when their cliiidren have the f lu. 
because kids can't aivwiys describe 
exactly what symptoms they're 
feeling a n d many other winter 
infections have s imilar svnlptoms. 
B u t Just l ike In adults, l l ie l lu l i l ts 
kids fasl and hard. They may react 
hy act ing fussy, miserable and 
cranky, crying frequently, and say­
ing they Ilurt all over. You can take 
Iheir temperature wi th a i-eetal oral 
thermometer lo measure the level 
of a fever and guide you on wlien to 

treat It for comfort reasons but 
Lozon warns parents against 
focusing on the exact temperature 
- the chi ld 's activity level and 
responsiveness are more Impor­
tant. 

• K n o w What Isn ' t the F l u 
Since influence infects you r res­

piratory or breathing, system, you 
shouidn ' l blame the flu If you get 
nausea , vomit ing or d iarrhea . 
These symptoms arc more likely 
caused by gaslioenleritis, another 
vira l infection that takes hold in 
your digestive system. A n d chil­
dren can gel other viral Infections, 
such as respiratory syncytial virus 
or RSV, that seem similar to the 
flu.

If you're in the flu's early stages, 

you have some new - and some 
tried-and-true options. 

N e w on the Scene 
The new options are antlvli-al 

drugs, called t^elenza and Tanilflu, 
that can be taken ivit l i ln a few days 
of the onset of symptoms a n d may 
help siiorten the lime you're sick 
aric! prevent conipllcatlons. They 
may also slow the spread of an 
infection In a group situation like a 
nurs ing home. Many primary care 
physicians can prescribe ll iese new 
drugs, which were approvefl for 
use Just recently, but the therapies 
aren't appropriate for everyone and 
may cause side elTects. So, 
Desmond's advice is to caii your 
doctor to see v/liat he or she savs. 

O l d and Rel iable 
O f course, people have con­

quered flu for eons, long befoI-c tlie 
new drugs came on the market. 
Desmond said he can't emphasize 
enough the importance of staying 
liydrated - l h a l is, making sure 
you or your ioved ones gel enough 
water through liquids and foods. 

Even though flu may kil l your 
appetite, it's crucial to get |)lenty of 
water, sports drinks, diluted Juices, 
herbal tea, uncaffelnated sodas and 
soup. That wi l l help prevent the 

dizziness, dry mouth a n d decreased 
urination that are the marks of 
dehydration. "Many o f the people 
coming to the emergency room for 
help with the flu need to be rehy-
drated," Desmond sa id . "Why wait 
to get the same thing i n the E R that 
you could have gotten at home days 
earlier?" 

He also notes that pa in relievers 
like acetomlnophen fTylenol) and 
Ibuprofen (Advil, Motrin) can ease 
fevei-, aches and pains and comfort 
flu sufferers. Lozon advised that 
parents Ireat children's fevers with 
proper doses of the same medica­
tions, following inslf-uctions on the 
laliel. B u t she cautions strongly 
that chi ld ien , teens and young 
adults with Ihe flu should never 
lake aspi r in , because it can 
increase the risk of Reyes syn­
drome. Lozon also recommends 
warm - never cold - baths or show­
ers for children who can tolerate 
them. 

• Watch for C o m p l i c a t i o n s 
The flu's effect on your body can 

allow other Infections to creep In, 
causing secondary problems, or 
complications. These can be espe­
cially likely in anyone wi th an exist­
ing health conditions, such as lung 
or heart diseases and diabetes, and 
for Infants and the elderly. 

One .system that may confuse 
you is colored phlegm from the 
nose or throat; this may not neces­
sarily signal a bacterial s inus infec­
tion that should be treated with 
ant lbioUcs. Bu t if the colored 
phlegm is accompanied ljy a cough 
tliat lasts more than a week, it m a y 
be bacterial bronchitis. 

If you or a child are j u s t not feel­
ing like your symptoms are easing 
at all after a few days, even with 
fever medications, hydration and 
other tactics, call your doctor to 
discuss options. If you or die child 
have tile flu and develop a change 
Inalertness or mental status, dizzi­
ness or lightheadedness, shortness 
of b iea th or chesi pain, go to the 
emergency room.

' Amer ic i in Heart Association is encouraging all 
Americans to help improve Ihe national cardiac 
arrest suri ' lval rate by learning the warning 
signs of cardiac arrest and taking quick action 
wiien faced wi th a cardiac arrest emergency. 
Less than 5 percent of the people who experi­
ence cardiac arrest survive. A n estimated 
50,000 lives could be saved each year If the 
nat ional sudden cardiac arrest survival rate Is 
Increased from the current 5 percent to 20 per­
cent or higher. 

"When a pei-son goes Into cardiac arrest. 

Uiere's only a seven- lo ten- minute window of 
opporlunlty to .save l l ie i r life. Therefore it's crit­
ical that you know what to do and react Imme­
diately," said Andrew Hapser M . D . . president of 
the AInerlcan Heart Associat ion. 

The theme for American Heart Month 2001 is 
be prepared for cardiac emergencies. Know ihe 
warning signs of cardiac arrest. Ca l l 9-1-1 
Immediately. Give CPR.

D u r i n g cardiac arrest, 
a vic t im loses consciousness , stops normal 
breathing and loses pulse and blood pressure. 
Cardiac arrest can be caused by several fac­
tors. Including heart at tack, e lec l rocul ion , 
drowning or t rauma, or it c an have no known 
cause. 

• Ca l l 9 - l - i immediately to access the emer­
gency medical system upon recognizing any 
cardiac arres i warn ing signs. 

• Give cardiopulmonary resu.scilation (CPR). 
CPR can help keep the card iac arrest victim 

alive until emergency help arrives. CPR also 
maintains Ihe vi lal blood flow lo the heart and 
brain and helps susta in the victim unt i l deflb-
rillatlon (electric shock lo the heart) can be 
administered. If you do n o t k n o w OPR.. contact 
your local American Heart Association office or 
call toll-fiee i - 877 -AHA-4CPR to s ign up for a 
C P R course i n your area. 

"Approximately 600 cardiac arrest victims die 
every day In the U n i t e d Slates," s a id Hauser . 
"By taking these c r u c i a l steps. Amer i cans can 
give cardiac arrest v ic t ims a second change at 
life. Death from sudden cardiac arrest is not 
Inevitable. If more people I'eact qu i ck ly by 
ca l l i ng 9-1-1 and performing C P R , more lives 
can be saved."

"Angina is a term for what is usu­
ally a chronic condition caused by a 
narrowed artery." said Kim Eagle 
M .

Every Februaiy across the couri-
Lry. candy, flower^, and gifts are 
exchanged betweenloved ones, a l l in 
the name of St. Valentine. 

But who is Uils mysterious sahit 
and why do we celebrate this holi­
day? 

The holiday of Valentine's Day 
probably derives its origns from die 
anclenl Roman feast of Lupercalia. 
In the early days of Rome, fierce 
wolves roamed the woods nearby. 
Tlie Romans called upon one of their 
gods. Lupercus, to keep the wolves 
away. A festival held in honor of 
Lupercus was celebrated on Feb. 15. 
The festival was celebrated as a 
spring festival and tlieir calendar 
was different at that time, with 
February falling in eaily springtime. 

One of the customs of the young 
people was name-drawing. On the 
eve of the festival of Lupercal, the 
names of Roman girls were written 
on slips of paper and placed into Jars. 
Each young man drew a slip. The girl 
whose name was chosen was to be 
his sweetlieart for tlie year. 

Legend has it that the holiday 
became Valentine's Day after a priest 
named Valentine. Valentine was a 
priest i n Rome at the time 
Christianity was a new religion. 

The Emperor at that Ume, 
Claudius II, ordered the Roman sol-

diers NOT to marry or become 
engaged, Claudius believed that as 
married men, his soldiers would 
want to stay home with their families 
rather than light his wars. 

Valentine delled the Emperor's 
decree and secretly married the 
young couples. • He was eventually 
arrested. Imprisoned and put to 
death. 

According lo one legend, Valentine 
actually sent the first 'valentine' 
greeting himself. While in prison, it Is 
belie\'ed that Valentine fell In love 
with a young girt - who may have 
been his jailer's daughter ~ who vis­
ited h im during his confinement. 

Before his death, it is alleged he 
wrote her a letter, which he signed 
'From your Valentine,' an expression 
that is still in use today. 

Although the h-utli behind the 
Valentine legends is murky, the sto­
ries certainly emphasize his appeal 
as a sympathetic, heroic, and, most 
importantly, romantic figure. 

ValenUne was beheaded on Feb. 
14, tlie eve of the Roman holiday, 
Lupercalia. .Afler his death, Valentine 
was named a saint. As Rome became 
more Christian, the priests rrioved 
the spring lioliday from the Feb. 15 
to Feb. 14, Valentine's Day. Now the 
holiday honored Saint ValenUne. 

W H A T ' S CUPID G O T T O DO 
WITH IT? 

According to Roman mythology, 
Cupid was die son of Venus, the god­
dess of love and beauty. Cupid was 
known to cause people to fall In love 
by shooting them with his magical 
arrows. But Cupid didn't just cause 
others to fall in love - he liimself fell-
deeply in love. 

As legend has it, Cupid fell in love 
with a mortal maiden named Psyche. 
Cupid married Psyche, but Venus, 
jealous of Psyche's beauty, forbade 
her daughter-in-law to look at 
Cupid. Psyche, of course, couldn't 
resist temptation and sneaked a 
peek at her handsome husband. .As 
punishment, Venus demjuided that 
she perform three hard tasks, the 
last of which caused Psyche's death. 

Cupid brought Psyche back to life 
and the gods, moved by their love, 
granted Pysche immortality.

• In Italy, young ladles would 
awaken before surulse and watch out 
their window for the first m a n the>' 
could see.

After Parkview Elementary 's 
VVorld of Robot Assembly , last 
Friday, fourth graders K immy 
Hornack and ICristen Laskl were 
full ideas for their own robot. 

"If I could design my very own 
robot I would make it do my home­
work, clean my room, and torture 
my brother," Laski said. 

Helping students better under­
stand the present and future 
Impact of technology. J ack Burrus 
with Burrus Research Associates, 
Inc. brought Parkview a fascinating 
look into the woi'Id of robots. 

The students learned that most 
robots today are used to do repeti­
tive actions or Jobs considered too 
dangerous for humans. 

Bur rus said robots are also used 
in factories to bui ld things like 
cars, candy bars, and electronics 
and some robots are even designed 
to explore underwater and on other 
planets. 

Bur rus explained to the students 
the reason we use robots Is 
because It Is cheaper, easier and 
sometimes the only way we can get 
things done. 

"Robots can explore Inside gas 
tanks, volcanoes. M a r s and other 
places too dangerous for humans 

to go," he said, adding that anoth­
er reason io use robots Is because 
they never get sick, don't need to 
take a day off, and best of al l , tliey 
don't ever complain. 

After seeing a series of slides of 
what robots are like today and 
what they will do in the future, the 
students had a chance to meet a 
real robot. 

The robot, named " H E R O l " , has 
a computer brain, can speak in any 
language, has an arm; wris t and 
hand, can move about, and is 
equipped with muitipie sensors. 

At one point. Burro told the stu­
dents to lie veiy quiet, while the ; 
robot repeatedly aslted i f anyone 
was there. Finally, Bur rus had one 
of their classmates answer, "I'm 
here," in which Hero responded: 
"Be quiet, I'm trying to sleep." 

The students burst out laughing 
and continued to giggle as Hero 
performed all other kinds of antics 
throughout the morning. 

For fourth grader J e n n y Miller, 
the best part of the assembly was 
watching Hornack get pinched on 
the nose by Hero. 

"11 was weird but it didn ' t hurt," 
Hornack said.

Burrus , is a small motor ized robot, 
which can take the place of a stu­
dent when they are out sick. 

"The 1-Robot. t ransmi ts the 
images of the classroom to the sick 
child at home and the robot can 
even display an image of you so 
you could even ta lk to you r 
Irlends." he said. 

The I-Robot is now being used in 
Japan, and costs an average of 
$1,600. 

Laski said thanks to the assem­
bly, she leaned all kinds of infor­
mation about robots, technology 
and computers. 

"I never realized there were so 
many kinds of robots that are used 
today and I learned how they cost a 
lot of money,", she sa id , "The 
assembly was really cool."
