The B l u e Ribbon T a s k Force 
school sun'cy rcsli l ts have been 
tallied and it looks as i f tlIc city is 
divided when It coiiies to building a 
second high school or adding aII 
addition. 

The clfy-wlde telephone survey, 
used to sought voteis' opinions a i id 
attitudes about the district 's bu i ld ­
ing and facility needs, wiis con­
ducted in Inid-Januarv to aid i n 

the on-going research by the 
school district's B lue Ribbon Task 
Force, 

Questions asked ranged from 
technology needs to adequate class 
room sizes, but the biggest ques­
tion posed was how the communi­
ty felt about the Increase in popu­
lation Ifi the high school and what 
should be done about It. 

T l i e r e was only oIie other time 
lIi tlie forty years ! have done these 
surveys li iat I have seen th is type 

of equal division," said survey coor­
dinator Kathy Feaster of School 
Pub l i c Relat ions CoI isu l tan t 
Services. T h e coIIiniuiIity is really 
sp i l l . " 

According to the survey, wh ich 
randomly polled 377 registered 
Novl voters, nearly one-half (46 
percent) believe the district shoul t l 
continue to have one high school , 
while 4 l percent say there shou ld 
be two separate high schools in the 
district. 

The biggest reason offei'cd by 
those who piefcr one high school 
were led by the fact that it prevents 
coil ipeli t lon and rlvaliy between 
the schools. Other ieasons Includ­
ed: maintaining closeness of s tu­
dents, keeping communlly united, 
and it costs less lo opei'ate one 
than a two high schools. 

Tlie biggest reasons offered by 
those who prefer two high school 
were less crowding and Inecting 
future growth needs.

"rhey. cut grooves into the street a n d you 
can see the water doesn't even go i i i to the 
seweL" Meyer sa id . • 

According to Meycir when the road was 
paved, the workers failed to put the sewer 
opening below the p la in of the road causing 
the water to run.Into the yards of residents. 
One E a s t Lake Dr ive resident, Wayne 
McClure , has water damage In the back end 
o fh l s house due to the Hooding. . • '

"I think I'm finally s ta r t ing to get good, so I figure 
w h y not try to make some money off it," he sa id . 

While the l8-ycar-old may have been practicing 
magic for o n l y a year a n d a half, he already knows 
how to perfonIi over 150 t r icks . ' 

Card s tunts , money t r i cks and Illusions such as a 
leVltaUng cane are Just some of the tr icks Hoag has 
u p his sleeves. ••. ' 

"The most popular I r lc l i s are t l iose that requke 
spectator participation." h e said. 

The young magician h a s already performed at pr i ­
vate parties and local businesses l ike the Lazy Lizard 
a n d hopes other gigs wil l , fol low. 

He ' can wander i r o m table to "table performing; 
magic wi th cards and floating bil ls or he can perform.: 
la i^e scale t r icks on stage before a room ful l of peo­
ple. ; . 

Not only does Hoag ' t r i ck ' onlookers with his magic 
b u t he knows his way a r o u n d a bal loon; mak ing an i ­
mals for, the kids . , , , -• 

V l t ' s good for a place l i ke a restaurant because I can 
offer entertainment while people are waiting and keep 
the Jdds distracted," he s a i d . 

Hoag, W h o looks u p to magicians such as David \ 
Copperfleld, Lance B u r t o i i and JelT MtiBride. said he 
resdized he could make money from his newfound tal-^ 
ent after runn ing out o f money wl l l l e visi t ing Chicago. 

"After repeating the moves, everything! 
starts to get easier. A lot of it is really 
about timing aIid misdirection. That's 
what makes a trick successful."

Hoag sa id even though some of the tr icks are rea l ­
ly ha rd a n d complex to learn, the payoff comes when 
he gets to see.peoplc's reactions.

A l l en is the manager of the 
Pontiac-based Mich igan A n i m a l 
Rescue League, a group that three 
times a month holds a pet adop­
t ion service at the Nor thv i l i e 
PetSmart located at 17677 
Haggerty. The event has been held 
Inside the store for the past four 
years, Al len said, in the Love-a-Pet 
section, that the store has dedicat­
ed specifically to the cause of 
matching w a r m hearts w i th loving 
animals . 

The group's next two Northvilie 
events are scheduled for Saturday, 
Feb. 24 and Saturday, M a r c h 3 
between 10:30 a.m. - 3 p.In. 

"We have dogs and cats, kittens 
a n d puppies," A l l en said. "They are 
lo\ 'ing animals a l l looking for a lov­
i n g home." 

•Allen said the 900 animals per 
year that are rescued by the non­
profit group find their way to the 
Rescue League In any manner of 
ways , some pract ical , others 
heart-wrenching. 

"People tiring their animals to us 
for any number of different rea­
sons," she said. "Some people have 
allergies, are leaving for school or 
have a new baby and s imply can­
not keep the animal . Other times, 
the animal may be tied to a house 
or wi l l need some type o f rescue 
because of neglect." 

She said the Rescue League does 
not have a tiinetaWe for matching 
pets, a n d on ly euthanizes animals 
In severe hardship cases. 

"We have some animals who 
have been here for a week, and 
others who have been here for a 
year," A l l e n said of the m a i n 
Pontiac shelter that i s open to the 
publ ic . "We even have five house 
dogs that rai}ge in age from 2-13 
years old." -

A l l en s a i d the PetSmart event 
typically h a s available for adoption 
up to eight lciltens a n d cats and 10 
puppies a n d dogs. E a c h animal 
has been given age-appropriate 
vaccinat ions, heartworm and flea 
prevention, she said. Cats are also 
vaccinated for feline leukemia. 

"We also have a 40-questlon 
interview process that helps poten­
tial pet owners deternIlne i f this Is 
the best a n i m a l for them," Al l en ' 
sa id . "Ti l l s i s a very good way for 
some people to adopt a pet. espe­
cially for those who might other--; 
wise find going Into a shelter 
rather sad . This i s much more 
re laxing fo r some people, and 
more convenient." 

The adopUon fee Is $120, cash 
or check.

> In the debate over the role of abstinence 
i n Novl's se.\ edueatioI) program; parents, 
school employees, and students attended 
!he final public hearing on the district 's 
H u m a n Growtfi & Development curr icu­
lum. 
, "Some here tonight would want you to 
believe that by giving students comprehen­
sive .sex Information, we're sending them a 
fnlxed message; a license for teens to 
engage i n sexual behavior. Bu t when dis­
cussing contraceptives, students under­
stand the vast complexities of sexual deci­
sion Inaking and the incredible responsibll-

j ity that they must take to lower tlieir risk," 
I said Novl High School counselor Donna 
j Roemer who came to support the district's 
I current abstlncnce-bascd program. 
I The nies-sage we send when we purpose-
{ iy ciiiniIiate this information is that high 
j school students, despite the sexual mes-
I sages that bombard them each and eveiy-
I day, are too immature and Incapable of 
j h.nndling it." 
I Primarily, comments made at the public 
J hearing were not about whether education 
j iibout sex iielongs in the Novl schools bu t 
I rather, how to approach the topic. 

Afi abstinence-only curr iculum Is t l ie 

answer, at least according to some local 
parents. 

"I feel Ihc health curr iculum In our 
schools has expanded way beyond accept­
able boundaries of traditional sex educa­
tion a n d now embraces human sexuality," 
said Novi resident and mother of four, 
SuzaIIne Cortez. "The school does not have 
the right to detennlne the appropriate 
ma tu r i ty level for our chi ldren to be 
exposed to such topics. The schools take a 
zero tolerance on all other moral Issues, 
Including drugs, sInoking, violence a n d 
alcohol, so let's maintain consistency a n d 
hold our children to the same high stan­
dard on sex etiucatlon. Let's teach absti­
nence only." 

Abstinence-only approaches the Issue of 
marital sex as the only option for teens, 
while avoiding specific discussions of con­
traception or safer sex. 

Comprehensive sex education, or a n 
abstinence-based curr iculum, begins wi th 
abstinence but also makes teens aware of 
the consequences of sex and how to protect 
themselves. Tlie program includes instruc­
tion in safe s t s behavior. Including use of 
condoms and otlier forms of contraception. 

"(In a n abstinence-based program), 
you're teaching half of the lI-uth because 
you are not.teachlIig good moral behavior," 
said Novl parent Michelle Santonl. 

B u t .some paI-ents beggal to differ. 
"Kids need this Information." said resi­

dent Laurie Hlldreth. "Do you w<int your 
chi ldren facing these types of situations 
without any decisions on how they wi l l 

react? Because they will be the ones who 
wi l l become the statistic- pregnant, infetled 
or dead." 

Mother Ka thy Hagenian said even for 
students who are fortunate enough to have 
parents that are comfortable to discuss sex 
openly, kids s t i l l need concrete, fact-based 
Information. 

"Do we want our children to learn about 
this from their friends or their dates? Or 
from parents, and educated concerned 
adul ts In the schools?" she sa id . 
"Information Is power, we shouldn' t be 
afraid to give ft to our kids. We need to dis­
pel the myths and rumors, and counter the 
pressure that their peers will throw at 
thcni." 

Residents l ike Sheri Mlnke and Holly 
Walker suggested the matter could easily 
be settled i f the class was offered as an 
elective or i f students and parents could be 
given the choice to enroll in either an 
abstinence-based or abstinence-only cur­
riculum. • V. I, 

'The way sexual information is given 
varies from family to family- that's why 
this subject is such an emotional issue," 
said Walker, mother of three ch i ldren in 
the school system. "Because evefy family 
is different, they should be given a choice. 
Th is way parents can choose how their 
chi ldren are educated In th i sa rea , result­
ing i n a w i n - w i n situation." 

Novi High School junior Diana iO-ause 
said she feels student should be able to 
choose what he or she is subjected to. 

"If the s tudent feels it goes against their 

morals, then ti iey shouldn't have to take 
the course," she said. "I think i t would 
only benefit a l l students i f they could 
choose what classes wou ld be best for 
them," 

However, Roemer said she believes s tu­
dents that are more enlightened about sex 
are also more committed to their resolve to 
postpone sexual activity. 

"Instead of encouraging them into sex, 
(an ab.otinencc-based education) serves as 
a real deterrent because when given a l l 
the information, the reality of unwanted 
pregnancy sexually transmitted disease, 
a n d H i V / A i D S becomes more real to 
them." 

Novi High School senior Colleen O'Neil l 
sa id the discussion of contraceptives does 
not, in anyway, seduce teenagers into sex­
u a l activity. 

"Students need to know the facts and 
the truth about sex," she sa id . "Just 
because teens learn about contraceptives, 
does not mean that they wi l l u se it to have 
sex. They're not going to take this Infor­
mation the same way they aren't going 
take what they've learned from the D A R E 
program and get high. Teens are not that 
naive and 1 th ink we deserve more credit 
than that. Ignorance is i iot bl iss , it's dan­
gerous when it come to sex." 

Resident Colleen Kohls said, the more 
information given to teens, the better, and 
In today's society, it is c ruc ia l keeping 
them safe, and i n some cases, alive. 

"1 think the majority of parents i n Novl 
want their chi ldren to be 'armed' wi th 

lIiformatlon that they need to grow u p . l n 
the 21st century a n d they recogIilze the 
current curriculum w i l l help them face the 
future with the necessaIy knowledge," she 
said. 

Mother of three J o a n n e Denure sa id even 
though abstinence i s cutrently taught as 
the only safe-guard method, the district 's 
standard should nevertheless be raised, 

'This standard s h o u l d be uphe ld In the 
home, church, a n d school ," she, sa id , 
"Parents are still the p r lma iy educators of 
their children and a sex education program 
that includes contracept ion should .be 
offered at a parental request only and 
taught after-school." 

A health advisory committee, wh ich 
writes curriculum, i s appototed by the 
board and meets to review and rewrite the 
c u n l c u l u m eveiy two years. 

B u t many members l i ke Rosemarie 
Denton, stated the meetings were insuflfl-
cient when it came to reviewing the class­
room materials and many members are st i l l 
unaware of what is be ing presented, 

"We never saw a book or even a test," she 
said. 'This curr iculum i s not ready and we 
should have more t ime i n order to conduct 
a substantial review." 
With the public's viewpoints now la id out-
on the table, the board i s looking to make 
Its decision on the future direction of the 
curr iculum at tile M a r c h I board,meeting.

In response to the recent 
ear thquake i n India, the Novi 
RotaIy C l u b is hoping to raise 
funds to b r i n g m u c h - n e e d e d 
relief and supplies to the coun-
t iy ' s affected areas. 

T h e devas ta t ing ea r thquake 
that hi t the state of Gujara t this 
past J a n u a i y reached 6.9 o n the 
Rlchter scale and i s l i s ted as one 
of the worst earthquakes to have 
occurred i n the count ry dur ing 
the last 180 years, w i t h after­
shocks s t i l l cont inuing. 

The quake has c la imed at least 
30 .000 l ives, ha s left near ly 
l 70,000 injured a n d a m i l l i o n or 
more have been rendered shelter­
less. 

Damages have been estimated 
to the extent of $ 5.5 b i l l i o n . 

"The cou i i t iy is s t ruggl ing to 
survive a n d hundreds of thou­
sands of homeless residents are 
i n desperate need o f shelter," 
sa id rotar ian M a v Sanghv i . "I 
hope we as a society c a n get 
involved a n d aid India i n i ts time 
of need." 

Fo r Sanghv i , a n i m m i g r a n t 
from Gujarat , the relief effort is 
monumenta l . 

"I come from Gujarat so this 
hi ts very close to home," he sa id . 
"There i s nothing left, eveIythlng 
has been destroyed." 

The earthquake destroyed a l l 
but a few bui ld ings in the area 
a n d Novi Ro ta ry pres ident 
An thony M u s u sa id there Is a 
great need for reconstruct ion. 

"We are r a i s i n g the money, 
specifically, to bu i ld a hous ing 
unit ," he sa id . 

M u s u explained the bu i ld ing 
w i l l be a t en -un i t fac i l i ty , 
equipped wi th restroom facilities, 
providing people i n India a place 
to s tay and sleep. 

M u s u said the c lub is current­
ly collecting money through the 

. Novi Expo Center and Deerfleld 
Elementary school , and hopefully 
wiU begin a c i ty campaign on 
local street corners . 

Rotary In te rna t iona l has 
already committed itself to match 
the funds from this relief effort. 

'There can never be too m u c h 
help i n a s i tua t ion like this," 
Sanghvi said. "We are all ch i ld ren 
of the same planet and we need 
to be compassionate and under­
s tanding and come together to 
help one another." 

B y expressing sympathy for the 
vic t ims of the devastating earth­
quake, and by providing the eco­
nomic assis tance to meet the 
s u b s t a n t i a l r e l i e f and r econ ­
s t ruct ion needs. Sanghvi sa id the, 
people of India can continue their 
efforts to r e b u i l d their cit ies a n d 
their l ives . 

"It's important to us to 
see that this effort con­
tinues and alleviate 
some of the suffering of 
the people of India. I 
would hope that if the 
tables were reversed, 
someone would return 
the favor."

Other I-easons such as cost 
came In with 3 percent and "need a separate h igh 
school" came in wi th 5 percent. 

When voters were asked to chose an option, they 
continue to be divided in their opinions, with 41 per­
cent preferring two high schools and 40 percent who 
prefer adding on the existing high school. 

"While we really didn't have an idea what Ihe com­
muni ty felt about the high school si tuation, 1 was sur ­
prised to see It as close as it was," sa id Superintendent 
Dr. Emmett Llppe, "Citizens seem to be supportive on 
both sides, and it 's something the task force has to 
take careful thought to. Hopefully the committee w i l l 
come up with something that is meaningful for o u r 
board." 

Now that the results front the suIVey arc i n , tile filiIe 
Wbbon Task Force will meet today and review them. 
Using this input, the committee wil l produce a final 
recommendation report, which will be presented to the 
board sometime lIi March . 

Once the Board of Education hears the finiil report 
of the Blue Ribbon Task Force, they wi l l consider their 
proposals and possibly decide on a i)on<i vote.

Periodic power outages for one of 
eveiy four customers while rates slqr-
rocket ... utilities on the verge of 
bankruptcy ... government forced to 
seize electric company assets, buy 
enei^gy on behalf of its citizens, and 
ask the courts to order that generator 
plants keep the lights on for cus­
tomers. 

No, these events are not taking 
place in some tliird world, uIlderde-
veloped.nation, they are occurring 
now In California, part of a growing 
eneiigy crisis tllere. 

The most frequenUy cited cause is 
: "deI;egulatlon." 

Michigan lawmakers completed 
work oil a package of bills to deregu­
late electric utilities here last spring, 
but nearly all — lawmakers, utility 
officials, state Public Service 
Commissioners aIId consumer 
organizations -— say this state's 
future is Inuch brighter, literally. 

Tbey say a similar eneigy crunch 
here is unlikely, soItie even say 
"impossible." 

One dissenter, Bar iy Cargill of tlie 
Smal l Business- .Assocladon of 
Michigan, says the state's eneI©' pic­
ture Is far Cbm perfect MlcJilgan 
power producers are Increasingly 
relyliig on natural gas to fire thek 
electric generators at a time when 
prices for nattiral gas lIere are on the 
rise, he said. That could lead to elec­
tric rate liikes i n the future. .And 
while Michigan's deregulation plan is 
much -better than the scheme 
attempted in California, Caiglll said 
he expects ItAvill tie five to ten years 
before a truly competitive electric 
marketplace exists In MIcliigan for 
"tlie snialler constuner." 

J i m Padgett, maIiager of reguIatoIy 
affairs at Detroit Edison, disagrees. 
Eighty-five percent of Michigan's gen­
eration capacity Is still coal-fired, he 
noted. .And he believes small busi­
nesses will be among the first to ben­
efit from competitive spurred by 

dereguLitlon. 
In any case, Padgett and CaIgIll 

agree, Mlci i lgan won't likely expert^ 
ence any of tlie rolling blackouts now 
occurring In (California. A primaIy 
cause of the problem there is the lack 
of construction of new power plaIlts 
over the past de(:ade while 
California's electric demand has 
increased at nearly twice the national 
average. Its deregulation plan is only 
part of the problem. Neighborhood 
protests over the location of neyv 
plants and tough environmental 
restrictions have kept any power 
facilities fi:om being built in the past 
l o years, Padgett said. 

l ^ contrast, more tlian a dozen 
new power plants have lIeen pro­
posed In Michigan In Just the past 
year, according Joelle Demand, aide 
to slate Sen. Mat DunasWss, R-l.ake 
Orion, the PrimaIy aI-chltect' of 
Michigan's "customer choice" deregu­
lation plan. Two are already under 
construcdon, one by the Southern 
Company in Zeeland and another by 

KM Energy i n Jackson. And while 
these plants are primarily being 
located in outstate Michigan coIilmu-
nlties, she said, they could sell ener­
gy to utilities h i tJie southeastern cor­
ner of the state to keep the power on 
here as w e l l 

If all those proposed plants were 
evetitually completely. Demand 
explained, they would produce 8,800 
megawatts of electricity, roughly 
equal to 4 0 percent of the state's cur­
rent power need. 

Detroit Edison has already put 
more generatoIs on line, according to 
coInpany spokesperson Lorie Kessier. 
Edison has recently "reflred" its old 
Conners Creek power plant in down-
toivn Defroit, switclihig it from coal to 
natural gas in tiie process. A River 
Rouge plant has also been completed 
by an Edison affiliate wlille Ihe com­
pany has been adding "peaker" 
plants, intended to supplement sup­
ply when demand is highest, she 
said. . 

Michigan's praspecls were sonIe-

what dimmer until the passage of 
that deregijlatlon b i l l last year, 
DemaIld contended. Companies 
interested in building new power 
plants had been holding off uIltil thty 
knew vfaalL the rules of den^Ia l ion 
would be, aIld the spurt of constl-uc-
Uon Is a iesult of passage of that law. 

"Now and then the Legislature does 
something right" Duriasklss stated. "I 
want to assure Midi lgan ItsideIits that 
we will not fece the electric eneigy cri­
sis seen In California. MIclligan's elec­
tric induslIy is poised to provide resi­
dents ^vith both reliable and affordable 
electiicity." 

Padgett said he does not believe tlie 
state was headed for a .shortage, but 
power companies were holding olf until 
the leglslahIre laid out "Ihe niles of the 
game."

The good news for Micl i lgan is that i t did 
not repeal llio.sc erroi's when it pi isscd 
deregulat ion legislat ion last spr ing , 
according to tlic slate Publ ic Service 
Commission 's l icw chair U u r a Chuppelle.

* For one, California lawmakers oidercd 
their utilities to divest themselves of jiower 
genei;ation p lan ts , state Hep.

The idea 
was thftt electric utilities would be spl i t in 
two. 'i'here would reniii in J u s l a single dis­
t r ibu t ion network for electrici ty, over

i i iadslreet sa id Michigan's deregulation 
avoided such a divcstl tuie. "A uOli ly has 
lo have Us own capacity," he s a i d , 
a l l l iough the stale's "customer choice" 
deregulation plan will allow users to buy 
power froin nlternaiive generators. 

California uUlities were then required to 
purchase Ihclr power wholesale f rom 
"eneigy l iools. ' and by law they were pre­
vented from entering long-term contracts. 
According to J i m Padgett, manager for 
regulatoIy alfairs at Detioit Edison , long-
term conlracls were frowned upon i i i 
Cal i forn ia because lawmakers there 
feared price f ix ing or Inan lpu la t ion 

between d i s t r ibu to r sand generators. 
B u t when the price of natura l gas, iieed-

ed to fire the eltctIic power plants, became 
volatile, ' Ca l i f o rn i a u t i l i t ies were s t i l l 
required to buy supplies on a the wildly 
spikitlg day market. 

Bradstrefet. now chair of the state House 
Energy and Technology CoInmlltee, said 
Michigan l aw allows utilities to lock in 
prices of energy supply for tlie future, 
which adds protection" against fluctua­
tions in price. 

Final ly, rates charged to consumers 
were capped. in Ca l i fo rn ia while whole­
sale prices for energy were left unregu­
lated. Ca l i fo rn ia lawmakers envisioned 
competit ion w o u l d keep the prices down, 
but that d idn ' t happen. So as supply 

prices rose, u t i l i t ies were forced to sell 
energy at a loss . Losses there have been 
est imated at over $ 1 2 b i l l i o n , forcing 
several ut i l i ty companies into bankrupt--
cy coijrt . 

Cl iappel le ca l led that a "phony rale 
cut ." While M i c h i g a n law d i d order up a 
5 percent rate reduc t ion for Michigan 
customers , those long- term contracts 
are expected to avoid put t ing them in a 
s i m i l a r financial b i n d . 

Michigan ' s deregula t ion law, known as 
Publ ic Act 141 0 1 2 0 0 0 , ordered utilit ies 
to insti tute "cus tomer choice" programs 
In wh ich consumers w i l l be able to con--
t ract with al terriat ive power suppl iers for 
electricity. A l t h o u g h the power would 
arr ive to cus tomers ' bu i ld ings over exist­

ing lines,, the p lan wou ld a l low users to 
seek lower prices for their power supply. 

The law, drafted by Sen. Mat Dunask i s s , 
R-Lake Or ion , put the PSC In charge of 
overseeing the process of deregulation and 
the creaUon of a competitive marketplace. 

Whi le the plan Is expected to benefit 
businesses first, w h i c h often have veIy 
large electric requirements, residents may 
also may find savings in the program. To 
do that, they w i l l have to "aggregate."- or 
Join in w i t l i other homeowners t o make 
group purchases from lower-cost suppli--
ers. , 

A feature of the b i l l , is that customers 
who do not w i s h to go shopping f o r electric 
supply can opt to continue their electric 
service as i s , according to Dunask i s s .

Out her heart 
attack, wii icl i came w l l h o i i l <iiiy 
warning symptoms, changed her 
life forever. It iil.so eharif^ed her atti­
tudes Jiboul who gets lieari dls-
ea.se. 

"I thought thi.s was more of a 
men's condition." she said today. 
"Now. I'm becoming more aware of 
how young |ieople can have heart 
attacks. wKli no known history of 

, cardiac disease, nnd how It can 
happen lo anybody. Iiu.'iiidliig . i lot 

. of iernaies - more t l i : in 1 hail 
tliouglit." 

Sue's story s h o u l d help , i l l 
women reall/.e Ihe (laii>4er they face 
from heart dl.se:ise - a n d the steps 
they c:in lake lo pievent It - ;it any 
age. said U - M health system cardi­
ologist and assislaii t professor of 
Internal medicine Cla i re iJuveruoy 
M . D . 

"Most women in this countiy 
liereelve themselves as not threat­
ened liy ci i rdlovascular disease, 
but the fact Is l h a l it 's the most 
comiiioi i killer of women In the 
country." Di ivcnioy sa id . "If yon 
ask most women, they'll tell you 
that Ihe major threat to their life 
and henllh is cancer, especially 
breast cancer. .1 don ' t want to 
downplay the slgnll icance of can­
cer, but more wonieii die of heart 
dl.sea.se in Ihc U.S. than die of all 
forms of cmce r combined." 

Another thing that surprises 
many women, she continues. Is 
more women th:in men die of heart 
disease, and women who get i ie . i i l 
disease often fare worse oi'crail 
than men. These facts aml rad lc l 
the stereotype that heart problems 
are mostly a man's eoi i ren] . 

Worse still , such wrong impres­
sions ciin eseakitc woiiien's risk 
even more. Duvenioy warns. They 

may fall to take preventive sleps, 
recognize symptoms, manage their 
other heart-damaging health con­
ditions elTeetlvely, or pursue the 
best treatment for a heart problem. 

Early diagnosis and appropriate 
measures to stave off problems are 
key to even out the odds. That's 
why Ihc U - M Health .system offers 
Us Preventive Cardiology Service, 
where women and men can be 
evaluated for their cardiovascular 
risk, prescribed a range of preven­
tive strategies a n d treated. Tiiose 
women who prefer a female cardiol­
ogist can ask lo be seen by one. 

Part of the reason for the differ­
ence between hear l disease death 
latcH for women and men Is the dif­
ference In llie span. Women tend to 
develop serious heart problems 
about ten years later than men do 
tiut they ilvc longer overall, and 
advanced age Is a risk factor for 
lioart disease. 

So is menripaii.se - po.ssibly due 
In part to itie fact that a woman's 
level of estrogen, whieii seems to 
protect the cardiovascular system -
(ieercases as slie approaches and 
enters menopause. Duvernoy's 
own research ibcuscs on the effect 
of estrogen on blood flow in small 
blood vessels. Women who wish to 
enroll In her c l inical trials of hor­
mone replacement therapy and 
liormone alternaHves ran cal l (7341 
769-7100, ext. 5425. 

Women are also more likely than 
men to have the kind of chronic 
liealtli problems, like obesity, dia­
betes and high blood pressure, 
that can hiirni the cardiovascular 
system ovei' time. More girls and 
women are smoking at younger 
ages, posing a long-term risk to 
ihc l r hearl. All of these factors can 
remove the licart-rlsk advantage 
that younger women have over 
men their age. 

These'co-morbldlties." or exist­
ing coiiclltloiis. not only help cause 
heart tlise;ise, they can also make a 
woman who has hearl disease 
harder to treat and less likely to do 
well alter t rea ln ienl . "Once a 
woman's been dl . ignoscd with 
iicart disease, she does not have as 
good a prognosis on average as a 

man of her age group who has been 
diagnosed," she sa id . 

P a i l of the problem in American 
health care as a whole, Duvernoy 
said. Is that doctors and other 
health care providers have the 
same skewed perceptions as 
women themselves. They may not 
be as quick lo consider heart prob­
lems as a possible cause of a 
woman's symptoms, or they may 
not treat a woman's condition as 
aggressively as theywould a man's. 

Another problem Involves actual 
differences i n the way women expe­
rience, react to and report symp­
toms. For example, unlike Sue, 
women who have a hearl attack 
sometimes don't even realize 
what's happening to them. They 
may report their warning signs as 
general malaise, nausea, abdomi­
nal pain or excessive fatigue, whic l l 
don't match the chest pain, gray 
color and sweatlness that are wide­
ly thought of as a heart attack's 
"typical" symptoms. 

As a result, some women don't 
seek medica l at tention qu ick ly 
enough, and when they do, they 
may not get checked quickly for a 
heart attack. That can hur l Iheir 
chances; early identification and 
treatment of any heart problem is 
key lo making the outcome as good 
as possible. 

So, Duvernoy said, women must 
learn what to look for, and lake 
symptoms seriously. "The message 
for women should be: Be aware of 
your body. Pay attention to what's 
going on. Don't downplay your 
.symptoms because you don't have 
time for this," she said. "If you feel 
like soiiielhing's wrong, you need 
lo seek medical attention Immedi­
ately." 

After a heart attack or other 
problem. It's Important for patlenls 
to get fol low-up rehabil i tat ion, 
including carefully planned exer­
cise. But Duvernoy finds that 
women are less likely to follow 
thiougli. "Women have a lot more 
barrieis lo enrollment In rehab. 
T l i i ^ ' tend to be the caregiver In the 
family and they don't think they 
have the time to go and do some­
thing for themselves because 

they're taking care of their ch i l ­
dren, husbands or parents," she 
said . "But rehab is very helpful In 
Improving a woman's prognosis 
and making her feel a lot better." 

Preventive and follow-up care for 
hear l disease have a lot in com­
mon. Duvernoy said. In general, 
she recommends that woIrien fol­
low these steps: 

• Exercise regularly, whether it's 
wa lk ing your dog, doing aerobics or 
another activity. 

• E a t a heart-healthy diet, 
watching your, fat and cholesterol 
Intake. 

• Don't smoke, or if you already 
do, qui t . 

• Get regular medical checkups. 
Including blood pressure checks 
and blood tests. 

• Control your weight, especially • 
If you have diabetes. 

• If you have diabetes, control 
your blood sugar lo help cut your 
high r i sk of heart disease. 

• Monitor your blood pressure, 
and if you already know It's high, 
take your medication. 

• Keep track of die levels of 
"good" and "bad" cholesterol in 
your blood - women whose levels of 
these substances are out of bal­
ance are more likely lo develop a 
heart problem than men. If you 
have a high "bad" cholesterol level, 
ask y o u r doctor about medication. 

• i f you're an Afrlcan-.^merlcan 
or J-lispanic woman, realize that 
your r isk Is even greater than that 
of white women and work hard on 
prevention. 

• Don' t count on hormone 
replacement therapy to reduce 
your heart risk afler menopause. 
Duvernoy counsels that there's not 
yet enough evidence that hormone 
replacement protects the heart, or 
that 11 doesn't Increase stroke risk, 
though she doesn't recommend 
that women slop hormones taken 
lo ease menopause's effects or cut 
osteoporosis risk. 

• If you've had a heart attack, 
make sure you'Ibllow rehabilitation 
recommendations.

K n o w t h e s i g n s o f i n c r e a s i n g s t r e s s 

No one can live without experi­
encing some degree of stress a l l 
the l ime. Cross ing a busy Inter­
section, exposure to a draft, or 
even sheer joy are enough to act i ­
vate the body's stress mechan i sm 
to some extent. 

Stress is not even necessar i ly 
bad for you; It i s also the splcc of 
life, for any emotion, a n y activity 
causes stress. Bu t of course, y o u r 
system must be prepared to take 
It. The same stress w h i c h makes 
one person s ick can be a n Invigor­
at ing experience for another. 

Are y o u under s t ress? Here are 
the seven major s y m p t o m s of 
stress: 

• The first symptom o f s tress. is 
headaches. Most headaches are 
stress related as evidenced by the-
fact that they come and go. St ress 
Irri tates the ne rvous sy s t c in . 
resul t ing i n tension i n the m u s -

. cles o f the neck a n d shou lders . 
The blood to the b r a i n can be 
reduced caus ing a lack o f oxygen 

lo the brain . 
• The second mos t common sys­

tem of stress is fatigue. Fatigue 
usual ly comes about from nen'ous 
e.xhaustion and improper nut r i ­
tion. Wl i en the ner\'ous system is 
irritated, you become tense and 
have trouble getting complete rest, 

• The th i rd inajor symptom of 
stress Is tension o r pain i n the 
neck, shoulders, or lower back.

Th i s 
is the "call to arms" - the a la rm 
reaction, Messages stream from 
your bra in to you r endocrine (hor­
monal) system i n a "fight or flight" 
response. If the stress stops, y o u 
revert to n o r m a l 

• If the stress continues, you go 
into the stage of resistance. Your 
body tries to adapt to the'stress, it 
puts u p the barr icades .so-to-
speak. Y o u r u n from or fight the 
threat; y o u tense your m u s c l e s ; 
you ra ise your fever; you struggle 
to prevai l . 

• If the stress still continues, 
you m a y pass into the stage of 
e x h a u s t i o n . Y o u r body cannot 
continue indefinitely lo be pr imed 
for ac t ion . Your system falls prey 
to anxiety, i l l -heal th a n d chronic 
dis-ease (disharmony). 

It i s often said that stress is one 
of the most destructive elements 
In people's dal ly lives, but that's 
only a half- t ruth. The way we 
.react to stress appears to be more 
Iniportant than the sh-ess itself.

Ever talk to your boss from ten 
years ago? Your co-workers from 
your last Job? The neighbor you 
met last summer at the block 
party? The new coach at the tennis 
club? Your banker? Your hair 
dressei? The list goes on and on. 

These individuals and many 
more are your single best soui'ce of 
employment contact in today's Job 
market. Long gone are the days 
when you were able to pick up the 
newspaper, select ten good adver­
tisements, mail resumes and get 
five offers. Today, in order to Job 
search effectively, you must be 
aggressive, visible and deter-
ITiined. You must network. 

Networking entails establishing 
a network of contacts who could 
conceivably help you in the devel­
opment of your career - or put 
another way - lit is the exchanging 
of information and resources and 
ideas in such a way that builds 
relationships. Talk to everyone you 
know. Tell them you are looking 
for ajob. Let theIn kIlow what kind 
of work you have done in the past 
and what you would like to do in 
the future. This information gives 
them a clear picture of what you 
are looking for, and they Just 
rhight know of soineone who could 
heip. 

While more powerfui than ever, 
networking is not the same beast it 
was Jiist a few years ago. The old 
technique of information inter­
views is disappearing because peo­
ple don't have linie for it anymore. 
Instead, people who network now 
gather intelligence in other ways. 
The best technique is to be inter­
ested in people wherever you go, 
whether it's the car pool or profes­
sional association or training 
course. Make those connections 
your information interview. 

Not surprisingly, as with almost 
every other facet of life, the 
Internet has made its mark on 
networking, too. You can find 
excellent detailed information to

heip prepare you for a Job inter­
view. However, if you are looking to 
really connect with others, it Is not 
veiy effective. People are flooded 
with top many messages every day 
and e-mali is not built to handle 
trust-building or any kiIid of 
exchange that has any emotional 
content - the kind of trust you 
need for networking. 

Networking seems like a lot of 
work, so you might wonder if it's 
worth the effort. In a word, yes. 
Networking is the single most pow­
erful tool in the career changer's 
toolbox. It is the opportunity for 
you and tlie other person to estab­
lish and maintain a connection 
and open up new possibilities for 
your future. The more you net­
work, the more you create a com­
munity of professionals who will 
serve as referrais for you. Some 
studies show that as many as 60 
percent of indivlduais find a Job 
through an informal network of 
family, friends or colleagues. The 
bottom line is that who you know 
may be more important than what 
you know. 

Unfortunately for many, net­
working doesIi't come naturally. 
Over 60 percent of people surveyed 
say tliey consider networking diffi­
cult but endurable, and something 
they do when they must. In other 
words,' they know the Importance 
of networking, but are not exactly 
falling all over themselves doing it. 
However, about 2.3.5 percent of 

people surveyed say they actually 
enjoy networidng. 

Most people think iietworklIig is 
Just calling up saying "hello," but 
when executfcd properly, network­
ing efforts have a distinct agenda 
and the networker initiating the 
contact takes responsibility for 
directing the discussion. Again, it's 
up to you to let people know what 
you want and how you are,quali­
fied. 

Naturally, most people- think 
about networking wlien they are 
out of a Job, desperately want to 
leave a job, or suspect they are 
about to be cut loose. But Ideally, 
networking should be an on-going 
process - in fact, it is essential. 
Follow these strategies: 

• First, keep your network 
informed of what is going on in 
your career - you never Imow when 
you are,going to need it. 

• Second, periodically take stock 
of your network - keep your pro­
fessional address book updated. 

• Finally, don't expect instant 
gratification irom networking, 
especially from the first meeting. 

Networidng is the key to success 
in today's job market. Set goals for 
yourself - five new contacts per 
week, ten new contacts, whatever 
is most i-ealisUc for you. If you 
establish only three new contacts 
each week, and get three nKfre 
from each-of those, individuals, 
before long you will have a wealth 
of networking and contact informa­
tion leading you successfully to 
your next position.

"Its one of those existential situa­
tions he's presented with, and he 
has to choose how to relate to these 
people," explained Nicholson, ' I t 's a 
combination of J e n y not really 
wanting to leave the familiar scene 
of his life and tlie enormity of the 
crime and the emotion presented to 
him by the victimized family."

"So much of his activity has dua l 
purpose, and that's part of what 
makes this an unusua l picture," 
said Nicholson. "You don't know Uie 
depths of Jerry's obsession until he 
steps over Uie line and doesn't real-, 
ly realize that he may be us ing this 
child as live bait. ,
