The Jong-term financial health of the
city is awfully Impartant o everyone from
a Novi homeowner to the owner of a busi-
ness In Twelve Oaks Mall, Yet, all of us,
from homeowners to the business people
are being subjecled to this almosphere of
financial darkness.

Novi taxpayers are uitimaltely responsi-
ble for the financing of the recently passed
road construction pragram, the cosily,
money-munching Novi Ice Arena, the
Police Bullding remodeling and upgrade
projeel, Sandstone litigation cxpenses.
ete. Still, we the laxpayers do not sek nor
recelve perlodie monetary status Informa-
tion on these expensive and high-priced
aclivities.

Again, a disgusting pervasive atmos-
phere of financlal darkness,

Each year. multi-miilion-dollar budgets
are created and approved for the various
Cily departments. A few, cuick, mind-
numbing meetings are usually held and
then the multi-million-dellar budget is for-
mally approved. And naothing more sbout
the budget detalls 1s even whispered in the
city until the next year.

Now I, like many others who are working
{or who have worked] in private industry,
have dealt with all kinds of department
budgels, project allocations, and company
funds on an ongoing basis as part of our
daily jobs,

Generally, each department would
receive their yearly alloimeni based on
thelr approved staffing, worl assignments,
and company requirements. Department
managers & supervisors had to then pres-
ent, at least monthly (and in some cases
weekly) ongoing financtal status reports.

These financial status reports showed
monthiy how much money was spent, how
much money was cemmitted, and what
funds remained to be disbursed. All vari-
ances were fully explained-and their
impacts on the program or project dis-
cussed and assessed.

In simple terms, the continuing finan-
ctal health of the departments was sum-
marized and exposed on a regular basis’
for all {o see and comment on.

This allowed any potential problems
such as overspending, waste, underutl-
lization of financial assets, and leose con-
trol of budgeted funds to be caught early
on before major problems occurred.

With large amounts of money flowing
Into the City coffers from new construction:
projects, rising tax assessments, and more
State & Federal funds, Is some of this
mioriey belng put away to pay for capital
improvement projects, litigation, £tc.?

Are the varfous Clty departments run-
ning a tight ship, keeping cost down, and
spending less money then last year? We
the Novi residents do miot kmew becanse
we are being kept In financlal darkness.

All god, decent, governments have a
frank and open communications policy.

Instead of holding roval coronations, our

cily counell and city administration needs

to be supplying us with gosd monthly
department flnancial status reperts.

So we can see how well or how poorly

Bush propeses annual festing of student

performance In reading and math, which
seems perfectly sensible o me on the
grounds that you cannol improve what you
do not measure. We're glready doing thal in
Michigan through the MEAP test, iogether
with science, writing and soclal studies.

Bul he wanis the tests (o be designed by

each individual state, a bow no doubt Lo
advorates of "local control” over educatlon.
But if the purpose of reforming education Is
to improve education for everybody, leiting
Mississippi (for examplel design its own tests
ta evaluate its own miserable scheol system
seerns a nifty way (o make sure Mississippi
kids remain at the bottom of the national
educalion heap.

Bush is no doubt sincere when he says
that schoels must- be held accountable:
‘Parents. and children who have only bad
optons must evenlually gel good eptions 1T
we're to succeed all acress the country.”
From ihis. he argues thal kids who attend
failing schools ought 1o receive vouchers ten-
able al good schocs.

But Bush seems to assume the anly falling
schoals are public ones and the only vouch-
ers to be handed out are thase to gel kids inte

private and parochial schools. If we're geing

fo fest resulis and give cut vouchers lo
improve schools in America, why shouldn't
we make the same demands on private and
parochial scheols?

Now, advocates of private schaools can point
out — rightly — thal the Constilutlan pre-
hibits governmental interlerence in privaie
schools. But if we're going (o be spending tex
dollars on vouchers tepable at private and
parochial schools in arder to improve educa-
tion in America, we'd better Ggure out a way
{0 make sure "good” phivate schocls are in
actual fact better than the “falling” publics.

As a practical malter, mosl public schools
in Michigan are prelly geod and getling bet-
ter. The bad ones are mostly concentrated in
“Inner city districts. Are vouchers the besi
remedy for these? Maybe, maybe not.

-As to inner clty schools, the old adage that
"scheols don't count. families de” seems fun-
damenial. A kid from a selid, iwo-parent
family is likely to learn in almost any schoal,
while a chiid from a fatheriess family with a
history of drug abuse isn'l going to make it,

What concerns me about the
Bush proposals on education
reform is that they mask the main
issue: money, taxpayer money,
Private and parochial schools
want ft. Politicians want them fo
have it,

even at Cranbrock, Maybe education reform
In fnner cities has as much io do with fixing
family struclure, drug abuse and poverty as
it does with poor feachers and inept princi-
pals.

What concerns me about the Bush pro-
posals on educallon reform is thai they

mask ‘the main issue: money, taxpayer -

money. Privale and parochial schools .want
il, Politictans want them to have it, but with-
ouf having to bear the same standards of
accountability they apply to public schools,

Maybe there's a deal out Lhere, jusl beg-
ging te be made. Require the same tests for
all kids going to any school — public. pri-
vale, parochial, charter — throughout the
entire country. Based on lest resulls, desig-
nate "falling schecls” — public, private,
parochial, charter, Give out vouchers tenable
only al non-failing schaols.

And as to inner cily scheols that etherwise
are ltkely to wind up as dumping grounds ler
kids from dyslunclional families, co-lecate in
the same buildings all (he range of social and
heallh services the soclety can bring to bear.

The two niost commen eating
disarders are anorexia nervosa and
hulimia nervosa. Anorexia nervosa
is marked by the desire for thin-
ness that leads to voluntary starva-
o — suiferers tend Lo beileve
they are overweight even though
they way be very thin, Anorexia
nervosa tends o aflllel younger
wome. “The boeks say 14 vears
old, hul we're seeing them al ages
10, 11, 12, 13, and then we sce
anorexta again siart showlng up at
around age 18," Rosen sk,

Bulimla nervesa,  somelimes
called  the
binge/purge
syndrame, is
a diserder in

Early signs and sypptoms that
sonwone has an cating disorder
may include starting io count calo-
rics and fat grams or eliminaiing
certain classes of food altogether
such as fast or carbohydrates.

Test helps early osteoporosis detection

Osteoparesds Tas comprorised the
Vltality of {5 million 1o 20 million peo-
pbe i1 the Linited Stades, slowdy thin-
ulng, asl weakening the botes and
cousing stooped  posiure,  chronie
aching and, iy sevions eases, bone
fractures.

The condition affects approximate-
Ty balf of women age 45 and clder,
developling o they mave from perd-
nenopause - the time surrounding
menopanse jnto  ull-blawn
menopatse. which is one year afier
the kst menstrual eyele.

But In a recent study, Jane
Lukacs, a Universtly of Michigan
Health Syslem reseazch fellew, and a
team of researchers, found that a
subsiariee comimonly checked during
a simple and Inexpensive blood test
may give women in the early stages of
perimenopause the warning they
need { prevent osteoporosls,

Tt study of 38 healthy, non-
smoking wornen between the ages of
43 and 54 suggested that elenvated
concettralions of alkaline phos-
phatase - even levels within the nor-
mal range of the enzyme - may indi-

cate an increased level of bone cell
activity and, therefore, potential bone
Joss. The erzyme level s usually
measured as part of a routine blood
test. The study results were recently
published in the Journal of Women's
Health and Gender-Based Medicine.

“WVe looked specifically at women
wito were having menopausal com-
phaint and iregular cycles,” Lukacs
said, “What I found i3 that women
. who are slightly further along In the

Website; people looking for alter-
natives are inereasingly turning (o
contacts as the vislon cotreclion
optlen of choice.”

Eyecare professlonals report”
that adverlising may In facl be
driving more patients into the
exam room asking about iaser eye
surgery.

Bone ccll actlvily !s a nortnal
occurrerice marked by the breaking
down and rebullding of bone =t
remodeling sites. When estrogen ley-
cls decrease alter memopause, Lhe
remodeling mte increases, but the
process of rebullding the hane is not
as efficlent. That results In net loss of
bone,

Alkaline phosphalase Is altached
(o the outslde of bene-forming cells
called osteohlasts. So, its levels rise
with the Inereased bone activity. But
alkaline phosphatase also can be
found In other organ systems, Lulacs
sajd, In order o be sure that the
Increased enzyme Jevels were a result
of the bone activity, the study partic-
ipants had fasted, eliminating the ele-
vations in alkaline phosphatase that
could oceur [n the intestines after a
fatty meal. Lukacs checked other
measures of liver funclion to ensure
the alkaline phosphatase levels were
not influenced by the liver. With those
acoounted for, the increase in pro-
duction of aikaline phosphatase
rould be attributed 1o the increased
bone activity, suggesting bone Joss.

Normally, the enzyme level is
between 30 and 130 international
units per liter of blood. "On the whole,
our results showed that where we

According to Barry Wefner, an
optometrist and adviser to the
CLC. these patients are opting lo
forge expensive surglcal proce-
dures in faver of contact lenses.

found elevations, they were stll with-
in the normal range.” Lukacs sald,
“Women who have ereased or cle-
vated levels within this normal range
were generally ol about 80 interma-
tlonal unils per liter — well within the
normal range — but certainly in this
sample, Indiceling an inerease in
bone turnover”

Not ardy is il easy and inexpensive
to test for alkaline phosphatase, but
the routine nature of the tesling may
allow for earlier detection of increased
bone activity.

"It's important for women ia know
early thal they could e facing the
risk of bene loss, simply because
there are behaviors that they can do
to preserve hone,” Lukacs said.
"Certainly one would want to exer-
clse, and eat a very balanced nutri-
Hous diet that incorporates calclum
and vitamin D [n the diet. Bul even
though you've incorporated lifestyle
changes, it's not going to prevent
bone loss, But perhaps It will slow the
rate.”

Menopause Is the time In a
woman's Ufe when the ovarles stop
producing estrogen and she ceases
menstruating. This generally occurs
arpund the age of 50. The loss of
estrogen Is assoclated with an
Increased rate of bane tumover and
Toss of calcium from the bone, which
means that postmenopausal women
are at an Increased risk for bone Joss,

Those who are at higher risk for
developing  osteoperosis  include
women who hawe reached
menopause, women who have had

ed I, so thal's kind of what made
ni¢ think I had a problem.”

Culllelte finally went to Rosen
who assured her that she did have
an eating disorder.

If a routine hised
Lest {s a part of that visil, women may
want to go a step further.

“It might be Interesting to ask the
physiclan, How was my serum alka-
line phosphatase?™ Lukacs safd, “If
there 1s blood work done, more than
likely this iest s inecrporated n it.”

If the senum alkaline levels indicate
increased bone activity, the physiclan
and patlent may detide to perform a
more definitive {est to determine
osteoporosis risk, such as the bone
mineral density test,

“The henefi to kmowing that you've
gol. increased bane activity is that it's
probably going to stimulate you to do
something or consider alternatives
that you may cheese once you've
reached menopause,” she said. “And
of course, one of those decisions will
be whether you want any type of
pharmacological Intervention,
whether It's hormone replacernent or
treatment with another drug- that
may prevent bone loss.” .

In future studies, Lukacs hopes
confimm the clinical significance of
this finding by including bone densi-
1y measurernents. I .

The blades of the hockey players’
skates sprayed shreds of ice as they came
to a quick stop In a battle for the puck. A
new sireak eut into the lee over a previ-
ous one as a player moved the puck
toward the goal. The practice ended as
the clock buzzer seunded with the players
skaling off leaving a well marked ice rink.

An emply ice rink meant only one thing
-- time for (he renewal of the Ice. The
gates cpened for the [lustrious Zambon
fo make its entrance. All eyes became flx-
ated on the machine as it moved around
the outer edge of the rink beginning to
play [ts resteration symphony.

“We take pride in our lee,” Glenn Lada,

. a Zambonl driver at the Novi Ice Arena,

. sald, "The challenge for a Zambon! driver
{s to be ahle to have quality lce each time,
I's our job to sell good ice.”

The job of a Zambonl driver is to make
the marked-up and used ice appear as if
it 1s brand new by leaving stripes of clean,
giassy surface behind it as the machine
turns its way around, the rink.

To make the glassy surface possible the
Zambon! shaves the ice, removes the
shavings and applies warm water
+because it freczes quicker, to complele
the resurfacing process. The resurfacing
process talkes only ten minutes lo com-
plete al the Novl arena, but this Is
because the drivers understand. their jcb
50 well,

“Censlstency Is whal we shoot for
here," Zamboni driver Justin Shaw said.
“Muscle and memory are the two Lhings
that allow for a good conststent resurfac-
ing."

Eaﬂa sald a driver must be able to read
the ice to be able to do a good resurfac-
ing, There are a varlety of factors to prop-
erly read the Ice.

According to Lada, there will be two
Zambonl machines oul on the fee for
resurfacing during high school hockey
gares,

‘The Zambonis being used at the Novi
arena are of the 500 series. There are
presently twa Zambonl modeis most com-
monly used in Ice rinks around the world
and they are the 500 scries and the 552.
The legend of the Zamboni had Its orlgins
eatly in the 20th century.

Frank Zamboni, the creator of the
machine, was born In 190t in Eurcha,
Utah. Zamboni opened his first loe rink,
the Ieeland Skating Rink in Californla, In
1939 after several years of buslness
Zamboni realized the method of manually
shaving the ice, removing the snow and
water application was very Ume consum-
ing and laber Intensive,

The first Zambeni ifce-resurfacing
machine made its appearance in 1940 at
the Paramount [eeland Skating Rinic, This
Innovative machine had four-wheel drive
and four-wheel steering on a hand-built

_chassis using war surplus axles and

engine parts. .

A cover was later added at the-front
over the conveyor chain to keep snow
from falling onto the fresh ice surface.
This introductory machine also had an
intake snow-melting system along with a
washing system. The Model A introduced
the wash water system, which was a
black tank over the galvanized water tank
that helped recirculate water used to
wash the lce before applying the final coat
of water.

In 1956, Zamboni introduced the
updated Model F version. This model

increased both Lhe water and snow-carry-
ing “capabllities. Anclher Improvement
came In 1964 with the HD serles. The HD
serles was revolutionary hecause it had a
completely new auger system lo convey
the snow as well as a quick-dumping
snow Lank. The HD serles was an indus-
1ry standard for nearly 30 years.

The 500 scries used by the Novi arena
drivers was Introduced in 1978 and was
different in that it had a liquid-cooled
engine rather than the air-cooled systems
of earller versions, The 552 series olfers
yel another new step In Zambon! fechnel-
ogy by being a fully eleciric machine
using batlery power.

The 500 models at the Novi skaling rink
have a four cylinder engine and uses nat-
ural gas to operate. According to Lada, it
takes 2,600 pounds of natural gas to fill
the tank, which will last a full work day.
Each resurfacing requires 277 gallons of
water, 195 gallons of warm water and 82
gallons of cold water.

The inevitable queslions many specta-
tors have when watching a Zamboni In
actien: is it to difficult to drive, and how
does it ride so well on the ice?
