Not because [ say se sinee |
own and operate a fitness compa-
ny, but hecause the human body
has a very real and sel operating
plan that Is Hterally impossible Lo
shorl-circuit.

Lel me make my point with a
quick example, One pound of
bodyfat Is measured as 3.500
calories; put another way, to lose
1 pound of bodyfat, it would cosl
you 3,500 calories, Reverse it and
add 3.500 calories and you have
added ! pound of bodyfat.

Let's take a healthy 150-pound
female. In this example. she
needs about 2.000 calories per
day to maintain her current body
condition, Lel's evaluate some of
these wild weight loss clalms we
hear like, 1 lost 5, 8, or 10
pounds in & week by dolng noth-
ing but taking this magic liquid.”

If you can
add a little resistance tralning a
couple days per week along with
these changes, adds are thal your
weight loss will be from body fai.

S0 save your money and time
and set up the right plan In line
with how your bedy works and
you will be on your way to reach-
ing whatever goals you have,
Good luck.

" Movie uncovers eeyl ug trafflcklng

While living in Londen in the Iate
1980s, producer Laura Bickferd
happened on a Channel 4 miniseries
entitled ~Traffik,” which lracked a
drug route from Pakistan through
Europe to Great Britain.

Bickford recalled, "The story
stayed with me, When I moved back

. to the Unlted Slates, I began to
notice that, several times a week,
niewspapers were reperting on drug
tralficking. There were social lssue
stories, storles aboul law enforce-
menl and slorfes about prisans and
drugs. 1 was astonished thal you
ceuld read all aboul the price of
drugs going up or down and who
controlled the cartels. It seemed
that, although an illegal enterprise,
the entire business ol it was com-
mon knowledge. [ kepl thinking of
‘Traffik’ and the fimpresslon It had
made en me, and '] started (o clp
articles en anylhing Lo do with illegal
drugs and the drug trade. Finally, |
tracked down the agents for the
miniserles andl oplioned the remake
rights for an Amerlcan feature film
versjon.

“Once | had optioned the minis-
erles, 1 wenl e Steven Soderbergh
with my research and we lalked
aboui his directing the movie. 1
thought he would be the perfect
director for the project because he's
been Inierested in telling intertwin-
ing sterles, steries with different
time frames. The miniscries had
three overlapping siorles which
affected how you understeod the
whele issue, | thought sucii a struc-
lure would suit Steven.”

Soderbergh allowed, “This was a
subject that F'd been interested in lor
awhlle, but ! wasn't sure what form
IL should take. I never wanted tc
make a movie aboui addicts, and
when Laura came o me about
‘Traffik,’ which [ had seen some
years before, 1 thought 1L had a
shape that | couid work with,

“Drugs are one of the key soclal
fssues in cur culture today:
Everyone knows someone who has
been louched by il, whether it's a
friend or a family member. [ feel itke
IUs In the air right now and peaplc
are taliing aboul it a Jot.”

“What we had liked about 'I‘ra.l'ﬂ}(
was the Intersecting stories.” added
Bickford. “There was no individual
bad puy: the bad guy was the sys-
lem. What we wanted to take lrom
the minlseries was the intersecting
storylines of different peaple canght
up in this wely and to do it in the
poiicler genre.”

‘The next step In Lhe process was
to find a screenwriler. Both Bickford
and Soderbergh had read an unre-
lated seript that they liked, written
by Slephen Gaghan. When they con-
lacled Gapghan, they discovered, 1o
thelr surprise, that the screenwriter
had already committed to write a
seript about drug trafflcking for pro-
ducers Edward Zwick and Marshall
Herskovitz,

Herskovitz remembered, “The gen-
esis of this script defines the word
'serendipity.’ For a long lime, Ed had
wanled 1¢ do a film aboul the drg
wars: The hypocrisies, the difficulty,
the craziness. He'd heen working
with Steve Gaghan on a slory which
had several different focuses on the
drug wars.”

Zwick elaberated, "Several years
ago. I read an article about a conflict
in which three competing law
enforcement agencles ended up in a
running gun battle — an cxtracrdi-
rary moment of absurdity. Then, I
read an artlele about a confliet in
which three competing law enforce-
ment agencies ended up In & run-
hing gun battle — an extraordinary
moment of absurdity. Then, | read a
ook by a former professor who had
lived in the prisiine arl removed
academic world and who was
appolnted by the President to high
office.

Bitklord sald, “One of the major
decistons we. had to make was
whether we'd de America and
Colombia or Amierica and Mexico.
We decided Lo do Mexico because we
wanted something fresh, and we felt
we'd all scen movies  about
Colombian  drug lords. Also,
Mexlco's rise in the drug trade has
only happened in the last 10 years. It
used to be thal they were just the
transperters but aller tie Uniled
States clamped down on Eseobar
and the carlels in Coelombla were
dispersed, the Mexican cartels
gained more power. Now, rather
than just belng paid a fee to trans-
port drugs, they take a plece of the
actan. There's a lot more money at
stake, and it has begun o affect
every aspect of Mexican society:
their judielal system, their police
force and the entire fabric of the
couniry.

“There were so many different sto-
ries that could go into the Ametican
verslon that picking which ones to
do was really tough, The hardest
part was {o streamline it. We sifted
through all Lhe storles and declded
which {ssues were most fmportant.

.During the years, 1 had been dong

research lor the story. { had proba-
bly cut'out 300 arlicles from differ-
ent sources. | had also met Tim
Gelden, who had won a Pulitzer
Prize {er his reporting ondrug traf-
ficking and knew many of the people
an either side of the border who were
Involyed in ‘the war on drugs. We
hired Tim to be the filim's story con-
sultant.” -

Soderbergh  commented, “The
development of the seript was very
gradual and complicated because
the three siories are very dense.
There i5 & new headling every day
about the drug war, and you'd find
yoursell wanting to pull in some of
those new clements. We were con-
stantly updailng and revising. I
remember while being in production
on The Limey,” | was baving phone
discussions wilh Steve Gaghan
about what elements we wanted to
include. In borrawing Lhe structure
Irom (he Brish miniseries, we had
to completely cceate one of the slo-
ries, because one of thelrs didn't
work when transplanted to the
Uniled States.”

Zwick, added, "It was one of I.hose
amazing circumstances when you
{ind yoursel! trumped by the head-
lines. You think you invented some-
thing and then you'd find something

even far more outrageaus happening -

in life. | think whal we finally ended
up wilh is a kind of mesaic. Locking
at any one pieee, however com-
peliing, doesn’i really give you the
resonance that the whole has. In
this case, it's a lopic that's riddled
with contradicllens. I'm as interest-
ed in the contradictions as ! am i
the polemics of it. [ think you reatly
needed lo have differeni sirands

vibrating off each other In order to

get the whole portrait,”

Bickford recalled that “at a certaln
point, Steven Soderbergh, Steve
Gaghan, Tim Golden and I made a
research trip to San Diege and
Mexlco where we met many of the
