Time speni cleaning house was
1ot the criteria, Inslead, researchers visited the
homes of the subjects repeatedly between 1968
and 1972 and rated them on a one-lo-five
scale. So a person who cleaned for only a few
hours per week night score betler than some-
one wha cleaned all the time.

"Keeplng a clean and organized home
reflects an overall ability and desire lo maii-
taln a sénse of order in a wide range of life
activities,”. Dunifon sald, offering’a possible
explanalion of the study resuits. "These are
qualities that also seem to be lmporLant in
predicting intergenerational sticcess.”

The researchers tried lo differen-
tiate between keeping the house
clean and “obsessive cieaning
activity.” Time spent cleaning
house was not the criteria.
