Finalists are selected on the basis 
of superior academic and artistic 

achievements, leadership qualities, 
strong character, and involvement 
i n the school and community. 

Further consideration wi l l be 
based on school recommendations, 
student's essays, self assessments 
and school transcripts. , 

LaChance and Zhou explained 
that once the announcement was 
made, each candidate had to flli out 
a lengthy application, which includ­
ed writing eight essays. 

In thek biggest essay entitled, "If 
you had ten minutes of air time, 
what would you say?"

There, the body 
processes uric acid, formed when 
the body breaks down waste prod­
ucts. I f too much uric acid is pro­
duced, or i f the kidneys can't get 
r id o f it properly, the uric acid 
that accumulates i n the b l o o d 
deposits itself as crystals around 
joints. The pain and inflammation 
of a big toe with gout can be dis­
abl ing. Al though a gout attack 
typically subsides after a week or 
two, it is likely to recur without

' Petition passers may have just fin­
ished gathering the necessaIy signa­
tures to put on the ballot a referen-
durri of state lawmakers' "shall issue" 
conceal weapons bi l l , but already 
amendments have been proposed In 
Lansing to alter that act. 

For one, state Sen. David Jaye, R-
Washington Township, has intro­
duced Senate B i l l 329 lowering the 
age requirement for getting a C C W 
permit from 21 to 18. Jaye opposed 
raising the age limit when It was 
added to the bill last year. He said he 
did not think it was inappropriate to 
Introduce the bill despite the fact 
opponents were passing petitions to 
challenge it. 

"People aî e always challenging 
acts," Jaye said. "In the meantime, 1 
still have a duty to represent my con­
stituents, inany of wh ich were very 
unhappy witl l that aspect of the bill." 

"My goodness, it Just keeps com­
ing," said Ruth Carter, spokesperson 
for the People Who Care About Kids 
Committee, the organization which 
sponsored the petition. "Lowering the 
age is just not something that 1 
would think anybody would think is 
a good idea. At 18, you are still trying 
to figure tilings'out, how to handle 
your anger. On top of that, the oppor­
tunity to carry a gun, 1 would thiIlk, 
would only mean trouble." 

The committee submitted "over 
260,000" signatures to the SecretaIy 

of State's ofllce i n Lansing Friday 
Inorning. That Is well over the 
amount needed, 15l,000; to get tlie 
question placed on the baSot i n 
November 2002. But placement is 
not yet assured, Ju l ie Pierce, 
spokesperson for the SecretaIy of 
State, explained that because tlie bill 
contained an appropriation, $1 mi l ­
lion for trigger locks. It may not be 
susceptible to referendum. The 
Constitution states that spending 

, items cannot be put to a vote by petl-
Uon. 

Wayne County Prosecutor Mike 
Duggan has said he expects the 
courts to let the question go on the 
ballot. A previous court case had 
stopped lawmakers from us ing 
appropriations to tiy to protect acts 
from challenge at the ballot box. 
• Herce said tlie SecretaIy of State 
has asked Attorney Geiieral Jennifer 
Granholm for an opinion of whether 
the question should be placed on the 
ballot. In the mea;ntlme. the elections 
division will continue counting and 
verifying petition signatures. She 
said canvassing would be complete 
in 60 days. 

Although Granholm has expressed 
her position on this issue, support­
ing the referendum drive, that did 
not create a conflict of interest, said 
communications speciaUst J e n n a 
Jent. It Is the attorney general's role 
to advise departments on legal ques­
tions and render such opinions, Jen t 
said, so she will do that.

Wl.xom residents look a stand at 
'last week's council meeting about a 
proposcci connector route from i-96 
to M-59 tJlat they say would cut a 
little close to tlielr homes. 

' However, Mayor Michael 
McDonald told appro.xiinatciy 100 
veskleiUs after many of them had 
their say. that he doubts a connec­
tor route througii Wixoni would be 
llia-ly. 

There has been several discus­
sions nufi a few puliiic forums to 
deiermlnc wiiere the best place to 
put a north/south connector from I-
96 10 M-59 would be. 

Tiic nillroad tracks, cemetery and 
a narrow right-of-way among oilier 
prolilcins would make It difficult to 
build a laf-ge road In the Wixom 
area, lie said. 

A corridor study would pinpoint 
the problem areas, therefore, the 
Oakland County Road Commission 
u'ould lirobably have to look else­
where, he said. 

" i hope wc c.-iii convince them 
that If the cost comes out, it would 
be che;ipcr to comjilete M-5 to M-59 
or to roinplete 1-275 all tlic w;iy up," 
MciJoiiald said. T h e .study will give 
an honest evaluation of all the 
options." 

Wlxoin resident Ted March was 
like other lesldcnts who told the 
council their opinion aisout how the 
connector would affect their lives. 

Me said he worries that a connec­
tor foiile would cause safety prob­
lems In the growing area. 

"My concern Is for the schools," 
iVInirh .said. "I have four young chii-
drcn. if one life is lost because of a 
road going through, it's one life too 
many." 

Resident Bob Tacy spoke for 
approximately 10 minutes as a rep­
resentative for the rest of the group 
to teii the council to heed the com­
munities pleas and to defend the 
wishes of the community. He listed 
points of concern that he foresees 
with lhe north-south corridor. 

"We want you to act as knowl­
edgeable rcpresenlatlves from the 
city of Wlxom," Tacy said. "We voted 
for you to represent Wlxom. We ask 
that you be informed and knowi-
cdgcable and atlenci the coiTidor 
meetings." 

Tacy said he wants council mem­
bers to encourage people to get 
Involved and lo solicit the opinions 
of citizens that they represent. 

'Wlxom and Mllford residents are 
here because they are concerned." 
Tacy said. "We don't want to have to 
accept this road going through our 
community Just so we don't Jeop­
ardize federal funds. We're not Just 
a bunch of fanatics that say we 
don't want a road In our baclq'ard. 
We're looking for you to take a per­
sonal stand on this Issue." 

Resident Patty Hunt, who has 
lived in the city for four years, said 
she doesn't want a five-lane high­
way near her home. 

"I think wc can stop It," Hunt 
said. "i3y the time the road is com-
plcted. my children will be grown, 
but 1 don't ivanl the habl t i i l 
destroyed. I think I like It Just tlie 
way It is - residential." 

One by one council members, 
including city manager J . Michael 
Dornan. told the concerned crowd 
that they have the citizens' best 
Interests at heart. 

Dornan said lie responds to each 
letter that is sent to him regarding 
the coiTldor project and other 
Issues. He Is well informed about all 
Issues and wants the best for the 
public, he said. 

"I was disturbed that there was 
the inlention lhe city council wasn't 
informed," Dornan s a i d . " . . . We are 
looking out for your best Interests. I 
was also disturbed that there 
weren't enough people at the first 
town meeting." 

Counci l ineniher J o h n Momberg, 
who has lived in the city for 30years 
fell strongly about letting the com­
munity be aware of their concern. 

"I th ink we've clone a good job but 
we've made a few mistakes," 
Momberg said. "But that's not 
because we don't care. We will have 
your best Interests at heart." 

A couple of residents wanted the 
crowd to know that they can't stop 
progress Including Leo Zadosko. 

"After you've been around as long 
as I have, you find that you can't 
stop progress." Zadosko said. "We 
wouldn't have industry, highways or 
jobs. It's not what the community 
wants. It's what ' the community 
needs. It's not an easy decision but 
the roads need to be built."

Residents will be able to enjoy 
nature at its best i f city officials are 
able to obtahi a grant to finish phase 
two of tlie Wixom Habitat. 

Phase one of the Wixom Habitat 
project began after receiving a grant 
in 1998 which created a boardwalk, 
pathways, and parking lot. said 
Deanna Magee, director of comnluIil-
ty service for Wixom. Approximately 
98 percent of the first project is done. 

Ofllcials approved the grant appli­
cation last week and wlU find out if 
they win receive the grant in 
September, she said. The city hopes 
to b ^ the project in FebruaIy, 
however, i f the city does not qualify 
for a grant - they wlU not start the 
project. 

Phase two wil l complete the vision 
with a slag/woodchip surface added 
to pathways, an additional 500 feet to 
the boardwalks, and additional, 
wildlife viewing platforms. It would 
also add landscaping to the parking 
lot and trail head areas and educa­
tional signs that explain tlie sur-
roiInding wild life. The projected cost 
of the project Is $313,500. City offl-
clals hope to receive a grant of 
$188,100 from the Micliigan Natural 
Resoiirces Trust Fund with the city 
providing $125,400 of the total cost. 

The habitat project is a great tool to 
educate students, Magee said. Many 
people, i n the community have 
aheady been takhig advantage of the 
Wbiom Habitat. 

"I think the development of the 
habitat has been met with a favorable 
responsefrom the community." she 
said. "We're excited to develop the 
habitat." 

According to city ofllcials, the need 
to preserve and protect the Wixom 
Habitat is important not only for the 
preservation of the local environment 
but also prevents Illegal hunting, 
fishing and snowmoblling in the area.' 

Tlie 292 acre Wbjom Habitat, locat­
ed on Wixom Road and Potter Road, 
will protect and provide access to sev­
eral significaIit natural resources, 
which include wetlands and a dedi­
cated natural area.

The M a r c h 29 edit ion of the Novi News 
had an art icle by Randa l Yakey describing 
a different M a r c h 26 B u l l a r d / C a s s l s 
Town H a l l meet ing than I remember 
attending.

He 
interrupted Rep. Cass i s dismlsslvely and 
said something on the order of ' that Is 
jus t so m u c h emotions." .Are not emotions 
the usua l p lay ing card of the anti-gun 
movement? Sen . B u l l a r d and Rep. Cassis 
explained detai led difference between the 
old C C W law and the new C C W law that 
failed to appear i n the article. 

A read of the art icle would not reveal 
that a M L Berg spoke to the C C W Issue 
with obvious strong personal conviction 
on the specific content of the laws govern­
ing purchase a n d safety Inspection provi­
sions. M L B e r g also addressed the tighter 
requh-ements of the new C C W law as to 
where concealed weapons may be carried. 
For example, houses o f worship, daycare 
facilities, a n d places that serve alcohol 
are off l imi t s . M r Berg described the 
impact on coun ty g u n boards consistent 
nlanner across the state and requiring 
them give a clear defined reason for a 
denial . 

The art icle s imi la r ly falls to disclose the 
strong applause a n d support offered from 

those in attendance to M L Berg after he 
spoke. There was no offer of support from 
those In attendance for M L Burkhard t . Is 
It possible that the possible ed i tor ia l 
views of the Novi News have crawled Into 
a purported report of a news event? 1 
believe it has from this example of "news 
reporting." I w i l l not be surprised i f the 
editorial posit ion of the Novi News will be 
strongly at tacking the new C C W law. I c an 
only wait to find other "editorial news

M y remarks 
addressed: the d is t inc t ions between the 
purchase / inspec t ion a n d the c a n y p rov i ­
sions of the law; the mult iple layers of 
police and FBI checks i n al l phases of the 
handgun laws: the stricter provisions of 
the new C C W law; a n d the fact that a l l the 
new law effectively does Is to require the 
gun boards to enforce the current l aw i n a 
fain non-arbitrary, a n d non-discr imlnato-
Iy manner wi th regards to law abiding c i t ­
izens wi th clean records who apply. 

The audience responded to me wi th 
supportive applause. You would never 
know that from the article as publ ished. 

Tl ie article also contains a "throw 
away" that "opponents th ink the new l a w 
would make guns more accessible to c h i l ­
dren." This Is a "red herring." The pres­
ence or handguns i n a home Is not a n 
issue direct ly re la ted to the C C W law, 
b u t m a y be ind i r ec t ly related to the pur- , 
chase a n d Inspect ion provis ions of the 
h a n d g u n con t ro l l aws In th is state. 

Legal ly p u r c h a s e d h a n d g u n s m u s t be 
kep t at the res idence whose address 
appears on the Inspect ion cert if icate 
un l e s s they are b e i n g taken to a g u n ­
s m i t h for repai rs , to a h u n t i n g l o c a t i o n 
d u r i n g h u n t i n g s ea son (accompanied b y 
a h u n t i n g l icense) , or to .a range for 
w h i c h the owner ha s a membersh ip . It 
i s the pu rchase a n d inspec t ion aspec t s 
of h a n d g u n owner sh ip that make t h e m 
access ib le to c h i l d r e n , i t pu t s t hem i n 
the h o m e a n d k e e p s t h e m the re . 
However, these are not addressed b y the 
pet i t ions o r the genera l ou tc ry over the 
C C W rev is ions . T h e C C W law deals w i t h 
the bea r ing o f a l ega l ly pu rchased h a n d ­
g u n o n one's pe r son o r In a vehic le , no t 
i n tone's home.

both refreshing and rewarding. It 

can lift your spirits and give you a 

head start when the spring plant­

ing rush begins.

Eveiy year around this time, March's warmer 
temperatures act as harbingers of good things to 
come. 

After months of seeing only vaIying shades of 
gray and brotvn, welcoIning thoughts o f spring 
b e ^ to creep into our minds and with good rea­
son. 

Spring in Novi literally buzzes with activity. 
Insects flitter among early blooms, returning birds 
fill Uie a i r with Uieir sweet song and flowering trees 
such as .dogwood and cheny are a visual delight. 
Eveiything around us is jus t so green. Novi simply 
sparkles with vitality. 

Thoughts of planting aIInuals and perennials, 
vegetables, and shrubbeiy are only natural during 
this time. But, have you ever wondered If there 
were things you could be doing now to prepare for 
planting later In the spring? If the winter blahs 
have got you restless for cultivation, here are some 
ideas to help you get a n earty start on the spring 
planting season. 

J'irst, i f you're l ike me and you jus t can't wait 
any longer to see signs of flora life, try a visit to 
your lo<5al nurseIy. By now. they are usually well 
stocked with blooming, potted bulbs Uke tulips, 
crocus and daffodils. A few of these placed In 
strategic locations a ro imd your home wi l l do won­
ders for your mood. Then, grab a sheet of papeL a 
pencU, and get your imagination geared up, 
because now is a perfect time to start plotting your 
flowerbeds. 

Draw your idea as dose to scale as possible, 
keeping h i mind the ultiInate size of the items you 
want to p lan t YouH generally want to pu t your 

tallest items in Uie center of Uie plot, to act as a 
focal point. TIy some stock or sweet pea, which 
can grow up to six feel tall and are wonderfully fra­
grant. A blue hosta, which can expand to mon­
strous proportions, also produces tall shoots, on 
the ends of which are groups of delicate, light pur­
ple flowers, Hostas are a wonderful choice because 
not only do they give you lots of big, green foliage 
- they're also pereImlals, which conveniently come 
back year after year. 

Next, to draw the eye outward, plot vibrant, 
medium sized flowers, 'To ensure they continue to 
thrive throughout the suIiIIneL plant them about 
ten to twelve inches away from die hosta, about 
six Inches apart from each other. Salvia suits this 
purpose wonderfully because Its fluted flowers 
attract ruby-throated hummingbirds, who visit 
regularly once they find them In your yard. What 
a better way to start the day than to catch a 
glimpse of the elusive beauties as they dart i n and 
out of the blossoms. 

Begonias, impatlens, o r certain types of poppies 
are also good because they fill In empty spaces 
quite nicely and bloom well into fall. 

Also, tiy pereIiIiIals such as lavender, which is 
commonly known to have therapeutic qualities, or 
miniature day lilies, which reproduce each year so 
you have larger quantities than you did the year 
prion For a, more fofmal effect, t iy putting the 
perennials lIi the row Immediately adjacent to the 
hosta. alternating between lavender and dayllly. 
Then, plant the annuals In the next row. 

L a s t but certainly not least, the outermost edge 
should be the shortest i n height, but most dazzUI^ 
In coloL When plotting yotIr flowerbed, carelul 
thought should be put Into this step since this 
area is the most dangerous for flowers that spil l 
over the borden as they are frequently assaulted 
by mowers and oveIzealous weed-wljackers. 

I partlcuIaIiy enjcjy creeping plIlox. since they fill 

In, giving the Impression of a pillowy, plush carpet 
of coloL But, the petite, pansy-Ilke flowers of vio­
las are also nice, as well as the leafier dianthus. 
For more of a ground cover effect, try moss roses. 
They have smaU, vibrant flowers, remain close to 
the ground, and have a tendency to return eveIy 
year, although not in large quantities. 

PlotUng your flowerbeds now is both refreshing 
and rewarding. It can lift your spirits and give y o u 
a head start when the spring planting rush b e ^ s . 
If you're thinking about Including perennials, be 
sure to come to the Novi bi-annual Perennial 
Exchange on June 2, 2001, hosted by the Novi 
Beautlfication Commission, The event is for.any-
one, and provides quite a forum for those needing 
or wishing to fill in spaces, replace under perform­
ers, or find new ideas. Jus t br ing some of your 
perennials and start trading. Those wlUiout peren­
nials to trade are also welcome, as there always 
seem to he extras and.you'U find filendly people 
that are more than willing to work with you.
