Road and his roommate were 
arrested for felony larceny that 
could cost them four years In 
the state prison in J ackson . 

According to Novi police detec­
tive Ron Roy, the iIiside job was 
hatched by the manager of the 
store who convinced his room-
Inate that the theft would be 
s imple . 

"They were si t t ing around one 
n ight talking about how easy it 
would! be to rip-off the store," 
Roy said. 

Brandon Novara, 22, of Wixom 
a n d h i s roommate, Michae l 
Schaeffer, were arraigned last 
week i n 52-1 Dis t r ic t Court on 
charges of felony larceny. 

Roy said on M a r c h 2, around 
9:50 p.m., Schaeffer entered the 
front of the bu i ld ing and went 
r ight to the back of the store 
unseen and entered the manag­
er's office - where the safe was. 

Schaeffer, who h a d been 
briefed on the layout of the store 
by Novara, easily secured the 
estimated $4,500 ins ide the safe 
and left through a back exit. 
Unfortunately for the two, it was 
a slow night a n d the store had 
brought i n only a t h i rd of what 
wou ld actually have been In the 
safe.

They pu t up 
beautiful wall at the end of my 
property. The noise, the pol lu t ion , 
the a luminum s id ing J had to 
sc rub three times ever spring, 
summer and fall. You couldn't 
keep your door open. It took me 
18 months to sell my house at a 
great loss." 

Mos t of the residents at the 
meeting were from Wixom and al l 
b u t one who came to the micro­
phone to speak on the Issue were 
against the idea of the corridor 
going up Wlxom Road. 

"We should at least l is ten," the 
m a n said, refusing to give his 
name. 

High land Townsh ip Downtown 
Development A u t h o r i t y (DDA) 
member P .J , Andrews , one of the 
few non-Wixom residents at the 
meeting, was concerned that the 
routes for the new corridor r a n 
a long lines where hous ing a n d 
commerc ia l development w a s 
beginning or soon to begin In the 
near future. 

"The prime real-estate that has 
not been developed yet i n the 
nor thwestern end of O a k l a n d 
C o u n t y (could be affected," 
Andrews said. "We do not want to 
be a throughway for development 
i n nor thwestern O a k l a n d 
County." 

Nwankwo said "the facts of life" 
are the road ivi l l d i s rup t those 
who live in that par t icular area 
and bu t the needs of keeping traf­
fic flowing through the area con­
tinue to create problems, 

"Wixom Is a dynamic communi ­
ty," Wixom M a y o r M i c h a e l 
McDona ld said. "In the sixties, we 
put i n sewers before any of these 
communities out here thought of 
doing it. And we have supported 
road ImproveInents along W i x o m 
Road. This is the mos t open s tudy 
I have ever seen. We can have a 

d i scuss ion and a debate, bu t the 
fact Is that this road probably wi l l 
not be bu i l t for at least twenty 
years. What we are doing to coine 
up with a p lan, that we c a n get 
enough support for, that i n 2 0 
years, could be built , It doesn't 
mean that It i s going to be bui l t . If 
the Impact is too great it won ' t be 
built ." 
. "The federal government has 

may places that federal dol lars 
can go for road improvement," 
M c D o n a l d continued. "They are 
not going lo force it down y o u r 
throat if y o u don't want i t . B u t i n 
order lo get the federal dollar, you 
have to have a study." 

The $ I mi l l ion dol lar fund ing for 
the s tudy was secured by S e n . B i l l 
Bul la rd (R-Highland) in November 
1999. A t the lime funding was 
announced, the cost of a new road 
was well over $450 mi l l ion .

J i m Lewis, who teaches German 

and Russ i an at Wal led Lake 
Central High School and Is a ele-
mentaIy school language organiz­
er, said starting early Instruction 
Is crucial . 

"Current b ra in research shows 
that kids ' ability to learn a foreign 
language peaks In fourth and fifth 
grade," Lewis sa id . "When they go 
to middle school, they lose that 
spark," 

In October, approximately 92 
percent of parents supported the 
plan for world language Instruc­
tion. A second language survey 
was conducted In November with 
approximately 76 percent of par­
ents In support of Span i sh as the 
preferred language. 

Lewis pointed out that studies 
have also shown that i t i s impor­
tant to start language ins t rucUon 
In early childhood for b r a i n and 
ear development. It's Important for 
chi ldren to start young because 
they win become more proficient 
In time and It w i l l help them with 
Eng l i sh sk i l l s . 

Sue Matz , director o f instruc­
tional programs, said n ine travel­
ing language teachers would get 
the program off the ground. They 
would teach students twice a week 
for 30 minute sessions. -' 

Students would be expected to 
achieve novice foreign language 
skil ls , she said.

If there was any thought that M-5 
would go further than Pontlac Trail , 
those thoughts are now dead In Ihe 
water. 

According to the Michigan 
Department of Transportation, when 
the M-5 Haggerty Corridor reaches 
Pontiac Trail the project will end. 
Period. 

M D O T Regional Planner Andrew 
Zfegler said "no way" will M-5 go any 
further due to environmental Issues. 

"It has to do with the lakes, the 
environment, ihe air quality," Z i ^ e r 
said. "The Haggerty Road Connector 
was never intended to go beyond 
Pontlac Trail. It provides connection 

to 1-96 and local roads. .And tliat Is 
a l l . " . 

According to Zlegler, there was aIi 
agreement between the 
Environmental Protection ..Agency 
(EPA) and the United States Fish and 
Wildlife Service that the road would 
have too much of a n Impact on the 
environment i f it were to be extended 
toM-59 . 

Hal Sperlich, Orchard Lake resi­
dent, told the crowd gathered for the 
west Oakland corridor meeting that 
M-5 should be consideI-ed for an 
extension throiigh Commerce 
Township, Union Lake Road area 
and up to M-59. 

"M-5 is where the problem origi­
nates," Sperlich said. "If you push

Women's Commission, 1 would like to recog­
nize the National Breast and Cervical Cancer 
Early Detection Program as an lImovative 
and beneficial program for Michigan women. 

Breast and cervical cancer are a concern 
for women of all ages, races, and ethnicities. 
Early detection increases treatment success 
and the rate of survival. Many tvomen face 
Income and Insurance obstacles, preventing 
them from receiving proper cancer screen­
ings for early detection. But the Center for 
Disease Control and Prevention offers a pro­
gram called the National Breast and Cervical 
Cancer Early Detection Program (NBC-
CEDP). This program provides cancer 
screenings to low-Income women who are 
uninsured or underinsured. 

Over the years, the NBCCEDP has provid­
ed over 2 million cancer screenings to 
women. In Michigan. NBCCEDP has per-

' formed 63,044 mammograms and Pap tests 
for women. In 1999, 18,363 women were 
screened for cancer, and 122 were foimd to 
have breast or cervical cancer. 

•Although the NBCCEDP does not inciude 
a treatment program for the disease after it 
has been detected, states are now allowed to 
provide immediate Medicaid coverage to 
treat low-income women that have been 
diagnosed through the NBCCEDP. it is 
Important to note that Coverage is available 
to women whose income would otherwise 
have made them ineligible for Medicaid. 
Medicaid coverage, teamed with the NBC­
CEDP. will help increase the early detection 
and treatment options for disadvantaged 
women in Michigan. 

The Michigan Women's Commission 
encourages all women to get screened for 
breast and cervical cancer today. Encourage 
your friends and faIIiily to do the same.

Verbally, he tried to explain to me,how 
hard it was for him to collect his thoughts, 
organize them, and to place them on paper. 
He literally spent hours tiying to write one 
good concise answer to a question. 

His desire to express himself on paper 
was there, but he did not have the training 
and skills necessaIy to write what he want­
ed to say. The sorry part is that this is 
quite common today and not the exception. 
Almost eveIy day 1 encounter some young 
person who cannot express themselves 
adequately with written words. 

Have we lost the necessary educational 
basics and the dedicated teachers with the 
disciplined methods and perceptive train­
ing to cultivate these skills in our children? 
Or are we simply too preoccupied with' big­
ger buildings, bigger swimming pools, big­
ger school systems.etc.?

What an economic roller coaster! 
The stock market plunges 200 points on 

one day and bounces up 400 points the 
next. Ford, General Motors and Daimler-
Chrysler all lay off employees, together 
wldi the entire parts supplier Industry. The 
Michigan unemployment rate, which had 
averaged 3.5 percent during last year's 
spring quarter, rose to 4,5 percent in 
January, the first time it went above tlie 
national average in 69 consecutive months. 

My own hunch is that things always look 
the darkest just before the sun rises. But 

don't trust my 
hunch; instead, 
look to the eco­
nomic forecast­
ers. The 
R e s e a r c h 
Seminar in 
Q u a n t i t a t i v e 
E c o n o m i c s 
(RSQE) at the 
University of 
Michigan pro­
duces some of 
the best eco­
nomic forecasts 
in the nation. 
Their forecast 

update for 2001 for the Michigan economy 
was released last week. 

Although it makes for pretty dry reading, 
it's essential stuff for anybody who has a 
stake in what happens to our economy. 

Here are the main points of the forecast: 
0 Emplojmlent in Michigan will decline 

modestly through the rest of this year and 
begin a modest rise early in 2002, This 
means this year would mark the first con­
secutive quarters of job decline since 1990-
1991. 

o Unemployment is forecast to increase 

P h i l P o w e r 

from 4.5 percent to 5.3 percent by the end 
of the year, with around 30,000 Jobs lost 
during 2001. 

0 The main cause is weakness In manu-; 
facturing, especially in the automotive sec­
tor. Auto production' began to slide last 
summer and investment In industrial 
equipment is off, as well. 

0 Growth in personal Income, which 
increased at a healthy i-ate of 5.2 percent In 
2000, is forecast to drop to 2,8 percent, the 
consequence of a weaker labor market, 
especially in the high-wage manufacturing 
sector. 

0 The local rate of infiatlon is expected to 
drop from 3.6 percent in 2000 to 3 percent 
for 2001. 

So, you may ask, are we in a recession? 
It's a near thing, as a recession is usually 
classified as two quarters of what the econ­
omists call "negative economic growth." 

The folks at RSQE say the loss of 30,000 
Jobs in Michigan is "sufficiently modest to 
avoid being classified as a recession." 

Certainly, the RSQE forecast contains 
real grounds for hope, assuming one gets 
through this year. In 2002, employment 
should be picking up in the automobile 
industry and in constmction. Wages and 
the number of hours worked i n a week 
should be increasing, and so. too, should 
personal income. The threat of inflation 
should remain low, and there is a real 
chance that Interest will come down anoth­
er half point or so. ' 

1 talked to Joan Crary, one of the smarter 
economists around, who is largely respon­
sible for the Michigan forecast. I asked her 
what advice she had for the ordinary per­
son reading this column. 

"Don't panic," she said. 'The stuff coming 
down since the first of the year looks a lit­
tle ugly, and plainly we're not in the boom 

So, you may ask, are we in a 

recession?

tiines we enjoyed for the past few years. 
But compared to the recession.in the early 
1990s, this isn't bad.' Unemployment will 
be nothing like what it Was then, and even 
though people who have been laid off have 
suffered a big shock, most of them will 
have a much easier time finding a job Uian 
they did in the '90s recession." 

Crary also thinks the Michigan economy 
is in far better shape than it was a decade 
ago. "We're far more diversified than we 
were; we're less dependent on the auto 
industiy. There has been considerable 
growth in the service sector and even in 
Information technology. That said, 
Michigan is still heavily dependent on the 
auto industry, and that makes for ups and 
downs built into the very stnieture of our 
economy. 

Craly's last words of advice? "Check the 
energy efficiency of your home this sum­
mer. Because the next heating season, 
we're going to see natural gas prices going 
up a whole lot,"

It didn't take witchcraft to make 
Arthur Miller 's play 'The Crucible". 
magical at Walled Lake Central High 
School. 

Elizabeth Re.xroat, drama and 
speech teacher, said the' play was a 
success when it was performed last 
month. About 900 people attended 
tlie play on Uie weekend, which was 
about l o o more people than she 
had hoped for. 

"It went great," Rexroat said. "II 
was very well received. .There were 
a number of repeats, who wanted to 
see it again. That was so nice." 

The play begins in old Salem 
where girls cIy witchcraft to get out 
of trouble when they are caught 
dancing i n the woods. That causes 
many people to be accused of witch­
craft and eventually put to death. 

'The Crucible" was wIltten during 
the McCar thy era when many peo­
ple were falsely being accused of 
communism, Rexroat said. Miller 
was blackl is ted by Senator Joe 
McCarthy and that gave him the 
Idea for T h e Crucible." 

Rexroat said she was not in favor 
of doing the play at first. She had 
only read It and had never seen the 
play acted out before. 

It was the students who wanted 
to do the play, however. She agreed 
to it because it had a large cast and 
she could put 30 students on stage. 

She's now glad the students 
wanted to do tlie play, she said. 

"Working on It was incredible 
easy," Re.xroat said. 'They were able 
to motivate lines, i-elationshlps and 
dynamics between characters 
because the play was so well writ­
ten." 

The cast worked hard and she 
never had to Inake them study their 
lines. 

'They wanted to be great," 
Rexroat said. T h e y wanted it to be 
something special."

Burke-Beyers thought the play 
lIad other challenges as well. 

"Other plays are a lot lighter," he 
said. 'They're not so Intense, This 
play has historical significance 
because it was written during 
McCartliyisni." 

The play also showed off the stu­
dents' hard work-to bring entertain­
ment to Walled Lake, he said. 

"I think it shows the good filings 
that students have done instead of 
tlie bad tilings that are portrayed in 
the -media these days," Burke-
Beyers said. 

Megan Hildebrandt, a Junior who 
portrayed El izabeth Proctor -
Proctor's wife - agreed, 

"It's a really serious show for kids 
to do," Hildebrant said, "So it shows 
that we can do more than just a gig­
gly musical," 

Piper Daniels, a senior who played 
Abigail Williams, said she is nothing 
like her alter-ego who wreaked havoc 
in the play. 

"I tliink it was veIy challenging to 
get into character of someone who is 
completely insane," Daniels said. "It 
was a great learning experience, It 
allowed me to make those parts of 
myself more tangible." 

.Allison Shaw, a senior who por­
trayed M a i y Warren - Proctor's 
house-maid - said she loved being i n 
Uie play. 

"It was a good cast and eveiyone 
worked really hard," Shaw Said. 

"Will i a show like this, eveiyone has 
to put evefything into it. It was an 
amazing experience. It gives students 
some positive energy to give back to 
the community." 

"It (the play) can be applied to some 
real life issues," Shaw said, "It may 
riot involve witches, but it Involves 
betIayal, honesty and accusaUons, 
which all makes the show more 
meaningful." 

Lany Davis, a junior who played 
outspoken Giles Corey, said he hopes 
being in Uie play will help him to pur­
sue future acthig roles. 

"I was able to strengthen my acting 
abUities," Davis said. "I've been In 
plays since, the 8th grade. I've 
always wanted to be a lead and this 
play taught me so. much so tJia't I 
can go further." 

KaUe Wearsch, a senior who por­
trayed Rebecca - a witchcraft accuser 
- said it was fun to be in such an emo­
tional show, . 

"It's the atmosphere," Wearsch 
said. 'There's a lot of passion and 
intensity and when you leave here, 
you still feel it."

When ta lk ing wi th a gentleman 
face-to-face o r wheIi 'watching tel­
evision, especially.iIIioIose-up 
shfits, I can' t help rioticlng>.men's 
shirt collars . It is , after a l l . the 
article of apparel that Is closest to 
the face. Qui te often they are 
rumpled, wr ink led , curled u p or 
the wrong color With the tie. 

So gentlemen, continuing my 
articles on how to look your super 
best, let me give you a few tips on 
selecting a dress shirt: 

• A flrie quality shirt is lOO per­
cent cot ton. It may cost a b i t 
more but i t is clothing that i s next 
to the body almost like a second 
skin . It has a look of luxury and 
is the sh i r t i ng fabric choice.of the 
well-dressed man . 

• B u y a sh i r t and tie at the 
same time. .AH colors have differ­
ent shades and tones which do 
not always blend well togetheL It

i s easier to match colors when 
you have both in hand t h a n to tIy 
and remember colors hanging i n 
your closet. Fo r variety, choose 
two ties while you're at i t . 

• Even though all the sol id col­
ors i n shir ts today are acceptable, 

.white is s t i l l the color of choice for 
dress. HoweveL light blue, cream, 
ivory or light gray are also good 
choiceis along with pinpoint 
stripes. 

• J u s t as i n necklines for 
women, men need to choose the 
right collar style to balance the 
shape of the face. For a long nar­
row face, choose a collar that Is 

more rounded. If you r face tends 
to be more full, a longer more 
pointed collar is best. It is esti­
mated that some 75 percent of 
m e n wear collars that are too 
tight. T h i s causes the flesh to 
overhang on the collar which is 
unsightly. To determine correct 
size: Encircle your-neck. jusl 
under the Adam's apple with a 
tape measure, then insert one fin­
ger ins ide the tape. You must 
remember that as you age, 
pounds add on and even a'h inch 
a round the neck makes a differ­
ence. Choose a larger size — you 
wi l l not only look better but be 
more comfortable. 

• The shirt collar In the back 
. shou ld be one-half-inch above the 

col lar o f the Jacket. In the front, a 
good collar forms a n upside dowIi 
" V " w i t h the edges of'the collar 
meeting at the throat. N o space 
shou ld be left between the edges. 
A l so , t i le shirt should not show 
above the knot in the tie. 

• There should be a st i tching 
a round the edges of the collar to 
ho ld the material i n place and to 

give it some stiffening. If there i s 
no st i tching oIi a dress shirt col­
l a r do not b u y It. A n d speaking of 
stiffening, all shirt collars need at 
least a mild starch for a crisp, 
smooth effect. It does away with 
the l imp look and improves your 
appearance lOO percent. 

• The straight point is the most 
popular and versatile o f al l . shirt 
collars. Be sure that the points of 
any collar touch the shirt when 
y o u r tie is knotted. > 

• A good quality shir t has a 
loIig tail and should be long 
enough to meet between the legs 
— usua l ly 7 inches to 9 inches 
below the top of the trousers. 

• There should be a gauntlet 
but ton — a button sewn halfway 
up the sleeve opening. Buttons 
should be mother-of-pearl and 
sewn on with cross stitches, not 
two parallel rows. If there are two 
clos ing buttons on the cuff, 
choose which fits you best and 
cut the other off. 

• What about short-sleeved 
shir ts? You wi l l never catch a 
successful executive (male or 

female) wearing one to the office. 
W h y ? Because when you wear one 
you immediately lose your credi­
bil i ty and you are now taken seri­
ously. .As J o h n Malloy states i n 
his "Dress for Success" book: 
"Never ever wear a short-sleeved 
shir t to the office, unless you are 

i in. the-short-sleevedshirt busi­
ness." It is better to weaI;lphg 
sleeves and rol l u p the cuffs, i f 
ne(;essaIy. 

• Lastly, if you want to mono­
gram your shirt, you need to do i t 
in a subtle, discreet manneL 
IniUals should be i n a straight . 
l ine with your first, middle, and 
last initials i n a row us ing either 
black, navy or medium blue 
thread. They are properly worn i n 
only two places; Fi rs t , believe it or 
not, a few inches above the belt 
on the left side, or on the upper 
part of the pocket. Any place else 
on the shir t is considered too 
showy. (I did say "discreet," didn't

The 
roads, homes , businesses a n d p a r k s 
that we take for granted today are 
youngs ters compared to the set t ing i n 
w h i c h t h i s c i ty first grew ou t of the 
wi lderness . 

Near m y home there are r u i n s of a n 
old m i l l o n a b ranch of the Rouge RiveL 
W h e n I w a s s m a l l . I loved tb c l imb on 
the c r u m b l i n g stone and wa tch the 
water r u s h b y at my feet. It wasn ' t u n t i l 
recently tha t I wondered about the lives 
o f people w h o walked this l and years 
before l w a s b o r n . 

Change. Tha t i s something the ci ty of 

Detroi t is well acquain ted w i t h . 
Let 's go back to the year 1 7 0 l . The 

s u n Is setting. Campfires b u r n b r igh t ly 
on bo th sides o f a great riven O n the 
fertile land of the western shore, a p io­
neer settler hangs u p the ha rness of h i s 
horse a n d enters, a c rude wooden c a b i n . 
He is from France , a n d he came to 
d 'Etoi t , the fort b y the r iveL w i t h a few 
dol la rs , some tools, a poor, s t rugg l ing 
family , and the sh i r t on his b a c k . He 
came here to carve a home out o f the 
wilderness . Change was a n in t ima te 
par t o f h is life. 

A mere mile away, a Ch ippewa c lan 
settles i n for the evening. Assoc ia t ed 
w i t h the Potawatami and the Pokagon 
Indians , they are part of the Vast 
.Algonquin na t ion . 

A woman w i t h a baby s t rapped to he r 
back strings out fish to dry, wh i l e her 
h u s b a n d and bro ther enter c a m p from 
c h e c k i n g their t raps . 

They have, for many years, been 
friends with the F r e n c h fur t raders a n d 

have developed a treaty, w h i c h allows 
them to live peaceably w i t h their neigh­
bors at For t Pontchar t ra in o r Fort 
d 'Etoi t . 

T h i s peace is a temporary one. The i r 
l a n d w i l l change hands dozens of t imes, 
be longing first to the Ind ian , the F rench 
a n d the Br i t i sh , and b a c k again . War 
w i n become a way of life for many of 
the i r descendants. 

A hundred years from now, m u c h of 
the i r l and wi l l be ceded to the 
A m e r i c a n s who tvill come to settle the 
Northwest Territory. They w i l l be wel l 
acquain ted wi th change. 

T h e year is now 1807. A n OJlbwa 
s h a m a n leads a n old horse over territo­
r y that used to be his people's h u n t i n g 
grounds . He wonders w h a t has hap- , 
pened to the traps that u s e d to l l i i e the 
river. Stopping for a s ip o f the clear 
water, a large trout j u m p s mid-st ream, 
s ta r t l ing h i m out o f h i s reverie. He 
notices a new m i l l bui l t to gr ind the 
wh i t e man's corn. Cab ins are inter­

spersed i n the distance. 
He met th is morn ing wi th some so l ­

diers who wan t h i s people to move west. 
A l though h i s lifestyle has a l lowed h i m 
to live somewhat apart from the u s u a l 
rhy thm, he ha s long been a healer for 
both Indian a n d white man. T h a t w i l l 
soon change. He knows i n h i s hear t he 
w i l l never r i d e t h i s way again . H i s j o b 
now is to restore peace and preserve the 
pr ide of h is people. H i s prayer fills the 
sky . 

"I cry for m y people. I a m t ry ing to , 
believe the p romises of the wh i t e m a n . 
Where are we to go?" 

The sound of h i s song travels down­
stream, where a Q u a k e r m a n puts the 
finishing touches o n a wal l tha t con­
ceals a door to a h idden compar tment 
i n h is ba rn . T h e m a n and h i s family 
have recently arranged to ha rbo r fugi­
tive slaves f rom the Sou th . 

It is u p to h i m to complete the car­
pentry work . Food and c lo th ing w i l l be 
provided by the sweat of h i s brow. They 

are to become agents on an invisible 
sys tem soon to be cal led the 
Unde rg round Rai l road. 

H e k n o w s what he is doing is against 
the law; b u t believes that i n the chang­
ing c i rcumstances of h u m a n nature, a 
m a n mus t sometimes follow a higher 
law. L ike m a n y other Quakers i n the 
area, he believes that slavery is evil a n d 
degrades not only Negroes, bu t whi te 
people as we l l . 

Over 5 ,000 slaves w i l l eventually 
cross over the river to C a n a d a a n d free­
dom. 

Change . The Potawatami and the 
C h i p p e w a knew it wel l . 

So d i d the pioneeL the fur trader, a n d 
the slave. 

Few c o u l d contemplate the changes 
that have brought u s over 300 years u p 
to the u n i q u e environment that exists 
today. 

B u t the echoes of the songs of these 
u n s u n g heroes s t i l l l inger i n the a i r i f 
y o u l i s ten closely.

Propr ie tor W i l l i a m M c G u i r e , 
who has been a private ar t dea l ­
ing i n Northvi l le for the pas t 20 
years, has accumula t ed an enor­
mous amount of art s p a n n i n g 
generations a n d inc lud ing m a n y 
noted Detroit a r ea ar t is ts . 

The ga l le ry , located at 341 
East M a i n Street, has pa in t ings 
from Rober t H o p k i n , D u t c h 

'pa in te r C . C . S w a n , H u n g a r i a n -
born Pal F r i e d , M i c h i g a n a r t i s t 
Roy G a m b l e , New Y o r k e r s 
Douglas A r t h u r Tweed a n d 
Ernes t H a r r i s o n Barnes i n res i ­
dence. Many o f the artists have 
works that h a n g In some o f the 
great m u s e u m s of eastern U n i t e d 
State Inc luding Bos ton , Detroi t 
and New York . 

Un l ike m a n y of the modern is t ic 
art galleries that are scat tered 
ac ross O a k l a n d and W a y n e 
Count ies , M c G u i r e has m a n y o f 
the works by ar t i s t s that worked 
in the late l 9 t h CentiIry and 
early 20 th C e n t u r y . 

M c G u i r e , a g radua te o f 
M a c K e n z i e H i g h S c h o o l In 
Detroit, has been loIig beeii a af l -
t lbnado of flIie art , e spec ia l ly 
art ists that set u p shop i n the 
metro Detroit a rea . 

"I took p a i n t i n g lessons as a 
k id , and cou ld copy pretty good, 
bu t then got in to co l l ec t ing , " 
McGui re s a id . "There are a few 
paintings i n t h i s b u i l d i n g tha t 1 
bought w h i l e I was i n h i g h 
school . I took a r t classes at C a s s 
Tech High S c h o o l . " 

"Most co l lec tors wi l l become 
dealers to con t inue col lect ing," 
M c G u i r e s a i d , a s sifted t h rough 
the rows of p a i n t i n g s In h i s 
upstairs office. 
. "Teed was o r i g i n a l l y f o r m 
upstate New Y o r k and w a s i n 
Nor th A f r i c a , A l g e r i a . M o s t 
Detroit col lectors who t h i n k of 
Teed t h i n k o f A r a b i c p ic tures ." 
he sa id . 

Another New Yorker who came 
to Detroit w a s E rnes t H a r r i s o n 
Barnes , educa t ed at H i l l s d a l e 
College and became Professor of 
Ar t at the Un ive r s i t y of M i c h i g a n 
in i 9 i 5 . 

"Barnes pa in ted i n the Det ro i t 
area," M c G u i r e sa id , "He d i d a 
pain t ing o f the Rose Cottage, the 
bu i ld ing H e n r y Fo rd brought to 
Greenfield Vi l l age . " 

M c G u i r e a lso has pa in t ings b y 
Roy Gamble . G a m b l e , who s t u d ­
ied a t the D e t r o i t F ine A r t s 
Academy, t h e n at the A r t 
Student 's League In New Y o r k 
and the J u i a n Academy i n Pa r i s . 
He earned a major i ty of h i s c o m ­
miss ion for w o r k s depic t ing the 
early hls toIy o f Detroit . G a m b l e 
Is sa id to have l ived i n S y l v a n 
Lake area and i s noted for do ing 
paintings o f c h i l d r e n . 

"If you were anybody In Det ro i t 
in the l920 ' s to the l950 ' s , y o u 
had to have y o u r portrai t done b y 
Gamble , " M c G u i r e s a i d . "He 
painted Ty C o b b , Mayor C o b o 
and J a m e s C o u z e n s , among o th ­
ers." 

One of the m o r e colorful cha r ­
acters of Det ro i t pa int scene i n 
the early par t o f the 20 th c e n t u ; 
l y was Pal F r i e d (in Hungarian ' , 
"Fried Pal"). A p p a r e n t l y , F r i e d 
was the t y p i c a l s ta rv ing a r t i s t 
and wou ld often trade pa in t ings 
for nour i shment . • 

"I used to go l l a ro ld ' s B a r In 
Redford and there were a n u m b e r 
of p a i n t i n g b y Pa l F r i e d . " 
^ l c G u i r e s a id . "Haro ld told me 
that when the b a r w a s In Det ro i t , 
years ago. the a r t i s t used to eat 
and d r ink there a n d that is h o w 
he used l o p a y h i s bar b i l l . It's 
funny, because l j u s t sold a F r i e d 
the other day."

F r i e d w a s , a c c o r d i n g to 

M c G u i r e , a "painter o f beaut i ful 
w o m e n " w h o p a i n t e d m a n y 
nudes , o f w h i c h M c G u i r e has a 
few i n h i s ups ta i r s h a l l . 

"I have enough pa in t ings by 
Pal F r i ed to have a spec ia l exhib­
it," M c G u i r e sa id . " Jus t h a n g the 
whole g a l l e r y w i th P a l F r i ed 
pa in t i ngs . " B u t the m a n who 
M c G u i r e ca l l s h is "main guy' , 
poss ib ly because of h i s connec­
t ions to N o r t h v l l l e . w a s the-
Scot t i sh A r U s t Robert H o p k i n . 

"He pa in ted the sets for the 
Nor thv l l l e O p e r a house that was 
over on Cen te r Street," M c G u i r e 
sa id . "It u s e d to be ca l l ed Lit t le 's 
Opera H o u s e . It w a s , t o r n down 
about 2 0 years ago. H e d i d the 
inter ior decor, scenery a n d cur­
ta ins In 1877." 

H o p k i n . w h o work w a s l i kened 
to that o f the Impress ionis t by 
former Det ro i t Insti tute o f Ar t s 
C h i e f C u r a t o r W i l l i a m Peck , 
tended to fol low In the footsteps 
of the H u d s o n River S c h o o l of 
a r t i s t p a i n t i n g sea a n d l a n d ­
scapes. 

"He u s e d to go over to Be l l e Isle 
a n d p a i n t a l l the time." M c G u i r e 
sa id . "He moved h is fami ly to 
C h i c a g o J u s t i n t ime for the 
•Great F i r e ' . "
