A s Novi gained 14,388 new resi­
dents i n ten years, the possibility 
for new liquor licenses is there.

With council discussing millions of 
dollars i n budget funding some 
departments and commissions are 
seeing the pinch. 

The Parks and Recreation 
Commission Is one department see­
ing a budget crunch. 

Parks and Recreation member Bob 
Shaw spoke about the problems In 
funding for parks and recreation and 
how funding has been dwindling In 
the past few years. 

"None of our capital programs have 
been funded for this year," Shaw said, 
"and we think these are important 
issues." 

Shaw said that Nortli Novl Park, 
situated behind Shawood Lake and 
adjacent to Lakeshpre Park, Is a 
major concern to parks commission 
members. 

"Our number one fmstration Is 
that we received no funding last year 
for doing anything (In) Noi lh Novl 
Park. Fifiy thousand dollars was 
asked for last year and that was 
denied." 

Shaw said the commission has 
been "twiddling its thumbs" waiting 
for direction from council on the 
"master plan" they would like to get 
started on for North Novi Park. 

"We've seen $50 million In Clean 
Michigan ftlnds for parks go right 

down the tubes and by the wayside 
past us. The money was there," Shaw 

•said. "We asked questions about the 
park proposal but Its been sitting In ' 
tlie wings now for a while. We are very 
concerned that nothing is being done 
on this project. We've asked council 
on direction for development on the 
park (but) have received no answer," 
Shaw continued. 

Novi Mayor Pro-Tem Laura Lorenzo 
said the reason that North Novi Park 
has not been given major considera­
tion is due to "priorities" h i other 
areas. 

"Public Safety comes first," Lorenzo 
said. "Police, lire, replacing tornado 
sirens. That has to be a top priority." 

Lorenzo also argues the point that 
the council has set aside money to 
"llnlsh" projects that were "half done' 
in other places such as Rotary and 
Lakeshore Parks. 

"Tliere i s a suspicion that property 
Iiot being master planned Is planning 
to be swapped or sold to settle the 
Sandstone litigation suit. It Is also 
being talked about In construction 
circles around the area," Shaw said. 

Lorenzo said that there Is no deal 
to sell off park land In Novi as a trade 
to settle the Sandstone lawsuit. 

"Tliere Is no deal," Lorenzo said. 
"We own that land and It Is going to 
be developed but it is not a priority 

.right now." 

The Sandstone development, called 
the Vistas of Novl, Is located along 
Novi Road between 12 1/2 Mile and 
13 Mile Roads In the northeastern 
end of the city. Former Oakland 
County Circuit Judge Barty Howard 
ruled that the city breached dieir 
conbact with Sandstone when they 
failed to complete the Decker Road 
expansion within a reasonable two 
year span. The city also barricaded 
the road, failed to build a $3 million 
special assessment district on land 
donated by the developers and 
blocked) off the entrance to the subdi­
vision causing irrevocable harm to 
the project The case is currently 
under appeal. 

Lorenzo said that because of the 
Sandstone Lawsuit council needs to 
be aware of potential for monetary 
payouts. 

"At budget time eveIything is on 
the table," Mayor Richard Clark said. 
"We tIy to cut the pie as delicately as 
we can." 

Clark, has vowed to do what is In 
the best Interest In the city and said, 
that all variables would be taken Into 
consideration when voting on the 
new budget.

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Planning member wants more 
money for pedestrian patiis

With budget meetings under­
way, residents and members o f 
commissions are ask ing for their 
share of the pie. 

One such pie has to do wi th 
pedestrian walkways. 

Accord ing to Novl P l ann ing 
Commiss ioner A n d r e w M u t c h , 
city counci l has possibly one sig­
nificant project i n the current 
budget for pedestrian walkways 
a n d bike paths. To Mutch , it's not 
enough. 

"Most of the (walkway) projects 
that were approved were done so 
years ago," M u t c h said. "I asked 
them If there would be setting 
aside funds this year for bike 
paths and sidewalks to -connect 
the system. They essentially sa id 
'Nope.'" 

M u t c h said the counci l a n d 
adminis t ra t ion talked pub l i c ly 
that they are In support of walk­
ways and bike paths. However, 
when it comes down to doing 
something about putt ing more i n 
the community, they shy away 
from funding.

It's jus t a lot of talk," Mutch said. 
"I'm not saying spend millions of 
dollars. What we're asking for Is a 
little bit each year. If you don't do 
that, then down the road there 
won't be any (bike paths)." 

But Novi Mayor Richard' Clark 
has a different view on the budget 
process. 

Accord ing to Clark, there Is 
only enough money to go aiDund 
and If there were money avail­
able, C l a r k sa id he would be 
more than happy to give what 
each department asked for. 

"But I don't see people coming 
in to c o u n c i l chambers saying 
'raise my ta.xes,'" C l a r k said. 
"The (Police) chief .came in and 
asked for a sergeant and that got 

k n o c k e d out. We have two more 
(people) to the fire depar tment . 
W e are an expanding c o m m u n i t y 
w i t h fiscal restraints. We can't do 
everj ' thing at once." . 

C l a r k sa id that ana log ies 
M u t c h used to other ci t ies ac ross 
M i c h i g a n , such as Portage a n d 
M i d l a n d , where b ike paths were 
given priority were not accurate . 

"They are not comparab le , " 
C l a r k said. "If i t wasn ' t for D o w 
C h e m i c a l . In M i d l a n d , t hey 
w o u l d n ' t , have , I h e m (bike 
paths)." 

C l a r k s sa id i n those commi t ­
tees there is not the eno rmous 
a m o u n t o f pressui 'e to i n f r a ­
s t ruc ture w i t h i n the ci ty. 

C l a r k d id say there was a n e w 
b i k e path planned for O ld Nov! 
R o a d and repairs to the b ike 
p a t h on Taft Road. 

"We have to do what our par- : 
e n t s and g randpa ren t s d i d , " 
C l a r k said. "We are going to have 
to l ive wi th in o u r means."

"Slale Edi ioat lon officials are reworking 
Mlchlfjan's policies re^jardlng speclal education 
and 1 highly encoiii'age evciy concerned parent 
to attend llicse nicctlngs," Bu l l a rd said.

With millions of AIIlericans still 
recovering froIIl Uie tax season, 
some Michigan legislators are 
looking for way to make the tax fil­
ing season a little less stressful. 

Rep. Nancy Cassis ,(R-Novi) are 
looking into ways "streamline" the 
tax process for Michigan resi­
dents. 

Cassis, who is Chair House Tax 

Policy Committee, reported that 
there is plans for a new panel to 
discuss making the tax systeIil 
less stressful during the tax sea­
son. 

"One ot the major reasons why 
Tax Day can be so dreadful is 
because the process is Just too 
complicated and laborious," 
Cassis said. "This new subcom­
mittee will play a key role in sim­
plifying the process for Michigan 

residents and reducing the stress 
involved with niing." 

The bipartisan subcommittee 
'win convene throughout the state 
take comments from residents 

•and tax policy experts. Cassis saId 
that the input from taxpayers 
would be used to reconstruct the 
new tax form. 

"The complexity of filing out 
state and federal tax forms tax 
forms has a tendency to produce 

inequity. Those with the means 
can get help In unders landIng of 
how deductIons work. Those wi th­
out those means, who use the 
siinpler forIn, may loose out on 
those deductions." C a s s I s 
saId that the committee w i l l be 
chaired by Rep. Steve Vear (R-
Hillsdale) who wil l be tak ing the 
Idea on the road. Cassis sa id that 
there may be a public hearing on 
the issue i n Novi i n the near 

luture. 
•We do expect legislation in the 

future on this," Cassis said. "We 
expect there will be a report our 
Oct. i, the end of our fiscal yeaL 

Cassis also said that she hopes 
to make electronic tax filing more 
accessible to those who do not 
have access to computers. 

The subcommittee will include 
five House Tax Policy Committee 
members who volunteer for the 

assignment. The new panel will 
research ways to mitigate common 
errors concerning tax filing, as 
well as examine combining forms 
and increasing use of e-flling, tele-
filing and fax filing.

Tile outline states three 50 minute classes, 
but the parents were told 45 minute class­
es...which is it? The outline states that on 
day 2, there is "presentation of materials on 
anatomy (transparencies/charts) along with 
video..."

This boy had apparently been given 
training by h i s parents on the dangers and 
safety concerns of firearms. Nonetheless, put 
in a situation with peers, tliis child made a 
poor choice, accordtag to his own parents, to 
explore and experiment (as teens so often do) 
with the firearms In the home. 

i f ! am to tmderstand the reports correctty, 
the flrean|is were ^toret^ and loek^ ; and the 

•'Mimtmltiori'Wias'kept''ln a ^ i ja ia te localion. 
These parents followed the pro-gun recom­
mendations. Still , a chi ld died and several 
others as well as their famUy members, and 
neighbors were all tfaiunatized by gdh vio­
lence. 

I have not seen any reporting that another 
option is to not keep firearms in a hofne with 
children. That is an option, right? it certainly 
is my choice. But t l i is choice seems to be 
sorely overlooked. M y personal feeling is that 
no parent can ever predict what their child 
will do when either alone or in the company 
of peers. Sure, they might comply in ou'r 
presence to our niiles, but when we are 
absent can we truly predict? 

Another option available... ask. All parents 
should ask i f there are firearms i n the home 
and question how they are stored when our 
children visit a filend's for a play date or a 
sleepoven We check to be sure there wUl be 
adult supervision, tliat our children wil l not 
be exposed to foods they are allergic to, that 
alcohol wil l not be served, that the pool Is 
secure. Bu t it is not yet socially acceptable to 
ask If there is a gun in the home. 

One of the most moving speeches I heard 
i n Washington D.C. last Mother's Day was 
the mother whose son was accidentally kllled 
by a playmate. 

"it i s easier to ask if there Is a gun in the 
home than i t i s to choose your own child 's 
coflln." That statement sUU brings tears to 
m y eyes. 

If we al l begiii to ask, and to be prepared 
for the quesUori ... wheUier we choose to 
own weapons or not, o u r children stand to 
be safer i f we only open the dialogue.

There are 
still thousands of 
vacant homes 
waiting to be torn 
down.

Originally printed in 1995, and 
currently in its fourth ediUon, the 
book is the brainchild of local resi­
dent Sam Zeppa, and his two close 
friends, I^chard Hyrb and Greg 
Morr is .

We are t Iying to gather correct 
informaUon, and slowly bui ld our­
selves a l i tde niche," Zeppa said. 

The state of Michigan has the 
most publ ic golf courses of any 

state i n the U.S . , and each has their 
own unique feel and style. A simple 
flip through the pages wil l result in 
course descriptions on a hole by 
hole basis, and a general overview 
on the feel or make-up of the course 
design. Bogey Golfer's Guide 
includes detailed InformaUon on 
over 250 courses throughout the 
state of Michigan. There are course 
rankings, scorecards, hole-by-hole 
commentary, and location maps for 
al l the listed courses. Each auUloL 
and several of their friends have 
played the courses and provided 
their scores for readers to get a 
good idea of the difficulty of each 

hole. The book is a huge help for 
golfers who want to find out about 
a course before playing it. Even 
Zeppa finds the ability to preview a 
course tremendously helpful. 

"I love elevation changes, so a 
friend thinks that Shepherd 's 
Hollow, and Moose Ridge would be 
great for me," Zeppa said. 

W i t h more and more courses 
coming on line yearly, wi th the 
A r n o l d Palmer designed Northville 
HiUs being one prominent one, the 
guide has seen the need for new 
editions every two years. A fifth edi­
t ion is set to debut later this fall.
