South L.akc Drive. ' Helwig said. "We'll do an upgrade 
there wi th a pedestrian pathway." 

In i t ia l designs are also being done on a number of 
intersections In the city. Novl Road a l Ten Mile, Novl 
Road and Grand lUver. Beck and Ten Mile, Fourteen 
Mile and Welch Road and Eight Mile and Beck Road 
are all In the design process. 

The Road Commission for Oakland County (RCOC) 
wi l l be widening Grand River between Wixom and 
Deck Road from three lanes to five this coming June. 
That project Is expected to cost $4.4 mil l ion wi th 
funds from both the state and county.

retainer." 
Currently, the city uses three 

consul t ing firms. JCK receives 
$52,000 annually for a retainer 
and Blrchler-Arroyo receives an 
$92,808. Linda Lemke & 
Associates, who specialize in wood­
land and wetlands, receives 
$74,240. 

Linda Lemke, president of Linda 
Lemke and .Associates, said she 
wil l have to begin looking for .new 
clients, 

"This vrtll be a big hit for us," 
Lemke said, from her South Lyon 
office. "We're a small company and 
we do most of our work with the 
city of Novi. We haven't formulated 
a plan yet, but we will be looking 
for work i n other areas." 

JCK's Joe Kapelczak, who has 

worked tvith the city for tl ie past 23 
years, said he thought "it was 
about t ime" that die city brought 
in a city engineer. 

"The decision was council 's," 
Kapelczak said. "When most cities 
are t iy ing to privatize, they wanted 
to create more government."

It was early Sunday morI i ing 
when members of the Novi Fire 
Department , Novi Police 
Department, C E M S and Western 
Wayne Coun ty Hazardous 
Mater ia ls Team rushed to the 
scene at Ttvelve Oaks Mal l . 

With one construction worker 
trapped under a pile of rubble and 
a dangerous chemical sp i l l pre­
venting his rescue, it was one 
moment tvhen a staged d r i l l 
seemed real - even to the flrefight-
ers, mal l securi ty officers, and 
policemen who had set it up for 
practice. 

"If you haveiv't prepared for what 
to do when a disaster happens, you 
are i n trouble," sa id assistant chief 
Je f f J o h n s o n of the Novl Fire 

' Department, "The IIiore you pre­
pare and practice, the better off 
you are." 

With over l o o public safety par­
ticipants, the May 6 exercise was 
designed lo provide the opportuni­
ty for members of the lire depart­
ment to practice emergency opera­
tions and to gain experience acting 
with other agencies. 

"One of the most important parts 
Is getting a l l the different agencies 
to come together and communi­
cate," said T e n y McCauley, leader 

of security at Twelve Oaks. "That Is 
often the most challenging aspect 
of responding lo a disaster such as 
this." 

Participants in the mock dr i l l 
were told to respond to a construc­
tion worker who was trapped and 
unconscious after the air condi­
tioner he was Installing fell on top 
of h i m . Upon arrival, flreflgilters 
and parainedics were faced with 
two men, one a security officer at 
the mal l and one a crane operator, 
who complained of chest pains and 
b u r n i n g of the skin. The security 
guard who had tried lo assist the 
p inned worker stated that he 
noticed a crushed 55 gallon drum 
leaking an unknown fluid. 

Wi th in minutes, strong odorous • 
smoke poured outside the building. 
Later, the l i A Z - M A T team defines 
the fluid as hydrofluoric acid. 

With a two-way radio communi­
cation system at the heart of the 
p lan , each department qu ick ly 
implemented emergency plans. 

To make the scenario as real as 
possible, organizers even threw in 
some unexpected kinks to test the 
resolve of the drill 's participants. 

For example, the crane operator 
goes into cardiac arrest while resi­
dents in nearby apartment com­
plexes complain of odors Inside 
their rooms. 

"We t iy lo do as realistic a sce-
naIio as possible so people don't 
come out and just go through the 
motions," Johnson said. 

Wi l l i e Just a dril l , authorit ies 
hope that exercises Hke-Sunday's 
in the long run will help save lives. 

"It goes a long way in helping us 
prepare for the real thing,'! said 
Novi fire chief Ar thur Lenaghan. "11 
is only through drills l ike these 
that we have a chance lo t ruly 
assess the strengths and weak­
nesses of our response." 

While individual agencies per­
form s imi lar drills each year, this 
was the first time one of s u c h a 
magnitude was conducted s imul ta­
neously belweeil this many publ ic 
service departments. 

"1 was ve ly pleased with the coin-
mun ica t i on between agencies," 
said L t . T i m McNamara of the Novi 
Police Department. • 

"We got a great response and 
support from eveiyone. It is impor­
tant for. us lo all ' to be working 
together and it looks like that's 
what happened today."

If you know a mom, are a mom, or 
have a nlom, members of the Novi 
Chapter Mil l ion Mom March would 
like you to Join them as they cele­
brate their first anniversary. 
: O n May 12 at the Novi Civic 

Center, the chapter will be hoiding a 
free event which will consist of 
speakers, music, a gift basket raflle, 
and concessions, closing with a 
candlelight vigil at twilight. 

T h e theme of this family event is 
to honor mothers who are victims 
and survivors of gun violence," said 
Shirley Wlclcer, Co-president of the 
Novi M M M Chapter. "And to raise 
awareness .so that the rest of us 
never have to become victims." 

The Million Mom March began 
last year on Mother's Day in liglit of 
the numerous scliool shootings and 
otlier gun violence Incidents. 

Among the 750,000 moms and 
their families who gathered in 
Washington, D .C. , several local 
women and children who attended 
the event were brought together by 
a shared concern for "more sensible 
gun laws." 

"Even though we in Novi are 
blessed with minimal crime, gun 
violence s t i l l affects o u r lives," 
Wicker said, relating to the recent 
tragedy In Milford. "We are all afraid 
to send our kids out into the world." 

The Novi chapter started with six 
Novi moms who began meeting reg­
ularly at the Tim Pope Playground. 

"Wllile our kids enjoyed the sun-
sli ine and swings, we worked 
toward our first goal - becoming the 
first chartered chapter of M M M in 
ihe stale of Michigan," Wicker said. 

Today, there are 10 chapters in 
Michigan and 230 nationwide. 

"Our efforts thus far have focused 
on members of recruitment, educa­
tion and support of sensible gun 
legislation," Carolyn Upton, Co-
president of the Novi M M M Chapter 
said, refiecting on the past year.

While th is may have 
some s impl is t ic appeal. In Michigan one 
Inay not use a gun to defend property, 
inc luding money. One may only use such 
force when one's life is actua l ly being 
threatened and there is no recourse. 
Examples? Law and precedent expect 
homeowners under threat to the i r lives to 
attempt escape out a bedroom window. 
One may not shoot an armed robber once 
the robber lowers the weapon and tu rns to 
llee. 

The problem with a "need" criteria is 
that a person "needs" a handgun or other 
f i rearm at t imes when he or she "needs" 
one. Those who would threaten us usual ly 
do not telegraph their Intentions or send a 
notice. Gun boards that have been restric­
tive and arb i t rary have not, for example, 
tended to give permits to women who are 
vict ims of stalkers, abusive spouses or 
others. These women can find themselves 
"needing" some protection before they can 
make a 9 l l cal l . Given that most police 
officers wi l l not draw, let alone use, their 
handguns on duty In the course of a 
careeL a case could be made that they 
would not "need" one, eitheL Common 
sense, howeveL Indicates otherwise. 

You also mistakenly refer to the provi­
sions for a $1 mi l l ion appropr iat ion in the 
b i l l as a "ploy." As I have read In your 
paper In the past, subordinate (local, 
state) uni ts of government complain when 
"superior" (state. Federal) un i t s o f govern­
ment Impose an obligation b u t do not pro­
vide the wherewithal to accompl ish the 
task. That was the purpose of the money 
In the bil l . Apparent ly no good deed t ru ly 
goes unpun ished In the News.

The school board has careful ly reviewed 
every possible aspect of the cu r r i cu lum.

They seem 
to want a scripted dialogue of every t idbit of 
information being relayed to t l ie students.

Mitzie Lee Cowl, a resident of Centeriine and 
parent opposed to the state's proposed changes 
i n rules regarding special education, says she's 
come up with "the smoking gun," 

It's a n October 1995 memo from Mark 
Murray, then Director of the Michigan 
Department of Management and Budget, urging 
changes to tile requirements for special educa­
tion to provide "greater local nexibli ity" and to 
"l imit t l ie state's future l iabi l i ty under the 
Headlee const i tut ional language." 

That's s igni f icant because the state 
Department o f Educat ion and the Engler 
administrat ion Insist the rule chaIiges on the 

table now for 
special education 
have nothing to 
do w i th the so-
called Duran t 
lawsuits. 

Beginning In 
the l 980s , 
Fitzgerald school 
board member 
Donald Duran t 
led 84 districts to 
vlctoIy In a sui t 
that claimed the 
stale had under? 
funded special 
education, lunch 
programs, drivers 
educat ion and 

bilingual education. The gist of the case was 
that the state was fai i ing to fund programs at a 
level needed to meet i ts own requirements, in 
violation of the Headlee amendment. 

Who won the second Durant lawsuit is st i l l 
disputed. And now, even though Donald Durant 
passed away in March, a third case pending i n 
the courts is often referred to as Durant I I I . 

Not surprisingly, state officials argue the sig­
nificance of the 1995 Murray memo. 

"They want to say it is a smoking gun," 

M i k e M a l o t t 

Department of Educat ion spokesman T .J . 
Bucholz said, "but It is not . There Is no smoklr ig 
gun." s 

The memo dates: back three jobs for Murray , 
now in the 'Treasury Department, Bucholz 
noted. "There is not anyone who says these 
rules don't need to be changed," Bucholz said. 
'These rules have not been looked at i n three 
decades." 

Mike Wi l l iamson, State Ass is tan t 
Superintendent, sees it a b i t differently. 'There 
Is always somebody that, no matter what , says, 
'Don't change. Don't change.' There are proba­
bly some rules In this l ist that eveiyone could 
agree need to be updated." 

To Wi l l iamson, the real issue Is tha t 
Michigan's rules on special education are 28 
years old and the federal government updated 
Its rules 20 years ago. 

The gtate Is left w i th two sets of rules that are 
redundant, inconsistent, often contradictory 
and confusing. 

Wil l iamson argued the proposed changes wi l l 
make it possible for programs to be crafted 
around the individual needs of each chi ld, 
rather than lump kids in to groups and cate­
gories of disability. 

The memo, Will iamson said, discusses special 
education law. Addressed to state House and 
Senate leaders, it urged legislation to change 
legal requirements. 

That's veIy different than the currently pro­
posed rules, Will iamson contended. The law has 
been set In place and these rules simply Imple­
ment it. 

They carry out the intent of that legislation. 
Nothing in these rule changes can alter the law, 
Wil l iamson said, nor can they affect fund ing for 
special education. i 

One Issue about the memo Is not In dispute, 
its authenUclty. Cowl won' t say how she man­
aged to get a hold of a copy, b u t no one in the 
state administrat ion Is d isput ing that it 's a real 
memo put out by Murray i n 1995. Bucholz 

To Williamson, the real issue is 

that Michigan's rules on special 

education are 28 years old and the 

federal government updated its 

rules 20 years ago.

Cowl said that website has become a 
center for Information for those opposed to the 
rule changes. 

Click on "What's New," then go to "Memos and 
Reports that Show the Durant Infiuence."

To'me, the memo indicates two things quite 
clearly. One, a h igh ranking member of the 
Engler administrat ion has Indeed proposed "to 
make clear that the state's requirements for 
special educat ion shal l not exceed federal 
requirements" as a result of the Durant case. 

Secondly, changes to the rules that generally 
match a descript ion o f what the Department o f 
Education Is t ry ing to do now would have the 
dual effect of both providing "greater local nexi­
bliity," which the administrat ion says is the 
goal, and "l imit the state's fu ture liability," a 
purpose the adminlstraUon denies.
