Dialing 9-1-1 wili put a phone
caller immmediately in ouch with
police, fire and emergency medical
dispaichers. In some communities,
3-1-1 is the number for non-cmer-
geney calis to the police department.
Of course, 4-1-1 s an old number for
direclory assistancg.

Now comes 2-1-1, a number that
would pul gallers in iouch with com-
munity referral services, Michigan
lawmakers sct that mumber aside
last year when passing ils laesl ver-
sion of the state Telecommuniealions
Act, resenving il for such health and
human service information pro-
grams. Now, non-profilt and civie
organizatlons across (he stale are

working 1o pul the number inio use. -

Typical calls to the serviee might
include requests for information
about where a family in treuble
might be able to get food, clothing or
shelter,

Home heating assisiance is a com-
mon call to such referral systems.
Seniors and the disabled might make
use of the fine to find the pregrans
they need.

The
Sitllman Feundation has given $1.4
millien for development ef 2-1-1 In
southeast Michigan. The Hellogg
Foundation has put $580,000 into
development of 2-1-1 In Calhoun

yel know.

McKown estimates the annual
cost of operation of his similar refer-
ral program in Kent County alone at
5400000,

Bul Brunl said the first place te
look for funding Is to simply betler
coordination the money being spent
new on referral programs. Not all s
coming from nen-profits, Fer exam-
ple. the Detreit Library already
operales one of most exiensive
referral services in the state, and
that counts as government spend-
ing.

Proponents say service Is needed.

"One mother dialed 9-1-1 to call
the police. She said she needed to
have an officer come over and pul
her son in the car because he
wouldn't get in and they were late
for an appelntmenl. She didn't nced
a police cfficer's help, she needed a
parenting class,” sald James
MeHale, assistant vice president of
the Heilogg Foundation.

Lansing lawmakers

Senate Democrats reached their
conclusions afier eleven months of
hearings and testimony from clil-
zens, as well as economists and
experts In the oll industry. Sen,
Bianne Byrum, D-Onondaga. and
George Hart. D-Dearborn, were
metbers of panel. Democrats, led
by Sen. Burton Leland, D-Detroit,
called for an Increase in the coun-
try's cli refinery capaeity and catled
on the Michigan Ecenomic
Development Corporalion to restore
helding supplies in the state,

Along was the “hollday free"
weekend and statewlde database,
they called for tax credits for drivers
who buy alternatives fuels and
increase in public transportation.

rellef.”

Recently, 1he Naoi News, (h an editori-
al opinion. has made reference o the
recent legislative enaciment lo add a new
Judgesiip 1o the 52-1 Distriel Novi Court
as sell-serving for Sen. Bill Bullard. 1
wanl o espress my concerns o you
about tiks unfounded supposition.

The 52-1 Distrier Court of Novi has
been requesting an additional judge
since 1092, The state court administra-
tor's offlee has referenced our court as
needing another fudge sinee that time,
The governor has re
adding new seals. unless o Judgeship in
another part of the e is retired.
Therefore. despite e exeessive caseload
i the Novi eonrt. (e Nov court has
maintained the highest standard of jus-

tice with (imely adjudication beeause of

the dedication of the judges and (he effi-

clent aperadion Ly the courl’s adminis-

would be'attribisted to our courl. | oan
say that it hiws nol. However, the court is
“overloaded.” and requires reliell
Foryears, the juidlges of 321 have con-
stantly asked Sen. Beliard and Rep,
Nangy Cassls [or their help. Neediess lo
say, they have not heen able o sollen Lhe

governor's position through the years,
Further, Ouklaed County, wirich is the
Tunding unit of the court, was reluctant
Lo increase he budgel,

In the past year, the senalor and Rep,
Cassts have fnally convineed the gover-
nor's office and Oakland County of the
need. The Clarkston court, 52-2, is also
in need of an addulonal judgeship, 1t was
clear thal only one judgeship was golng
to be added. Sen. Bullard and Rep.
Cassis hammered out o compromise by
splitting off part of the jurisdiction of (e
Novi court, White Lake Tewnship and
Rase Township over to Clarkston, reduc-
ing the load in Novi and acding the new
seat to Novi, with my seal transferring to
Clarksten. Because 1 Hve in White Lake,
the trausfer  meets  constilutional
requirements, As it Is a campromise, ne
one is complelely satisficd.

Although this gives some reliefl (o the
Novi courl frechrees ease load about 10
percend). it 1s only lemporaty: The Novi
court will need a fourth judge within the
tmmediate future. The recent census
copfirms the iraunendeous growth tn pop-
ulation within Lhe court’s boundaries.
You cannat deny the demographics pro-
Jectiens, The past 10 years show growth
in  population:  Nevi, 44  percent:
Conumerce Township, 30 percent: Lyon
Tawnship, 25 pereent; Milford, 40 per-
cent; Walled Lake, 11 percent; Wixom, 58
percent, And the conlinued increase is
projected to continue at Ihe same rate.

The number of cases in the Novi court
is projected lo exceed 60,000 (his year,
20.000-plus per judge. The average
slatewlde is 12,500 per judge. The need
for Lhe new seal has been recegnized for
years, I 13 a compromise, but necessary
for temparary relict.

1 hope thal the cllizens serviced by the
Novi courl, aleng with the Nouf Netws,
will conlinue (o urge Lhe governor and
the leglslators to grant a fourth judge for
Novi. The need is critical.

Novi’s city fl _r isa _hy breed

DId you know thal Novi has a city flower?
Weil, for those who have never heard, our city
flower is the red-leal, red begomia. A hearty,
vibrant: flower - the begonia is a perfect icon for
our city; wenderfully representing our growth,
diversity and natural heritage.

Originaily from Brazil, there are (wo types of
begonias - tubers and fibrotis root - the later of
whith is the famtliar version we know and have
as our city [lower.

Begonlas come in many slzes, from hanging
baskets of targe double blooms lo the tore com-
mon 1-inch variety we plant in our yards every
year. The follage can either be a bright, emerald
green or a deep, bronze tone and either variety
can have any one of a number of colers of Novw-
ers, but the most comamon in our area are white.
pink and red. .

The oprie-Inch blossem plants are one of my
favorite annuals and | look forward to the
moent every year when I can buy a few flats to
bring home.
~ Of course, once [ get them in the ground, look
but! Theyll grow like crazy, filing in and
expanding Hke a sponge In a glass of water -
which is, metapherically, exactly what they are.
Begenias are succulents, which means that
theyll held onto water much like a cactus
would, using its own reserves when rainy days
or supplementa! walerings become sparse.
However, since begonias are small plants, the
intense heat of a mid-July day will drain just
about all of those reserves in no time, necessl-
tating a good evening soaking in order to replen-
Ish its supply.

Begonias are relatively hearly by nature, tol-
erating our notoripusly confused seasons from
early spring through frost. However, my recam-

mendaticn I8 to pull them from the ground prior
{o frost because, as I've learned from past expe-
rienice, grabbing the succulent stem of a bego-
nia after irost has attacked it yields a light
green, viscous slime that mapages to cover
everything once it gets on your fingers, not to
menllon the gross factor. Blech,

Fibrous roct begonias are extremely versatile
and are most commonly used in borders,
Nowerbeds and containers, but can be used in
many other ways, including decorative, hanging
flower bags. 1 especlally enjoy these useful items
because they often come pre-filled with soil and
have openings In the plastic from which the
begonia blossoms seem to erupt by mid-sum-
mer. They look absolutely wonderful hung
against a tres trunk, or from a supported fixlure

In the yard since, once they flll in, they have the -

appearance of 2 climbing plant.

My favdrile use of begentas, though, are in
berders and beds. Te me, there is nothing more
beautiful when commuting to the office than
driving past yards of begonias that have
expanded and fifled in like a pillowy carpet of
color; the dewdrops on thelr petals reflecting
morning sunlight like prisms, The sparkling
color draws my eye like a magnet and is a wel-
come change from the grey asphalt ribbon
flecked with bumpers, taillights and yellow
lines, at which I, ltke everyone. stare every

- morning and evening,

Sinee we use the fibrous root variety, which
bulk up their mass over the summer like body
builders on welght-gain shakes, begonias gener-
ally don't play nice with other flowers in the bed.
This tan be a bit trying if you're atiempting to
achieve a mixed flower appearance. They want
all the space to themselves and will crowd out
Just about anything you plant in there with
them.

Keeping in mind thelr propensity for growth
when planting begonlas, they should be
spaced 127 apart, in rich, well-dralned soil, so

they don't sog out and rot. _

Begonias are low-growing flowers - 6-12" -
so, If you have encugh space, you can slagger
them In froni of taller, larger plants or flow-
ers. They thrive in full sun, but grow very well
in parttal shade and will require lots and Jots
of water during dry speils.

Overall, the fibrous root begonia is multi-
faceted and will provide months of enjoyment
if cared for properly. .

Thelr annpuncemenl came just
a week aflter Ameritech unveiled

Ices In the state. Ameritech,
owned by Texas-based SBC
Communleations, has previously

been blocked from selllng long
distanens services here, in part,
because significant competitfon
has yet 1o - materialize In
Michigan for local phene service,
and the phone company would
need the approval of Michigan

Jlawmakers 1o gel a go-ahead

from the FCC.

"Today, SBC/Amerltech cont
trols 96 percent of lhe lines in its
terrltory.

Verizon conirols 100 percent of
the limes in Its territory,”
Mortimer contended. "Both have
been using their menopoly con-
trol Lo block compelitor's access
ta thelr network operallons, This
bill will give them an incentive Lo
open their nelwork operations on
a [falr and equal basis to all —
SBC/Ameritech retall Lo small
companles struggling to effer
new, lower cosl services to

Mlchigan."

The " bill would requlre
Ameritech and Verizon to sepa-
rate Lhelr companies into "whole-
sale” and "retall” operations. The
wholesale company would oper-
ate the netwerk all companies
need to dellver local phone serv-

- dee. .The retall company would

markel and deliver lecal phene
services, In cumpetitlon with
other companies.

"This Is a discredited Idea that
the Federal Commualeatlons
Commission has rejected at least
four Hmes. Most recently,
Pennsylvania regulators realized
it was a bad idea. And In
Maryland, a structural separa-
tlor: bill was withdrawn when It
was headed for certain defeat, In
fact, no state has required 1t.”
