A majority of the $75 iIiillion bond 
would pay for construction to alleviate 
overcrowding and accommodate 
growth. 

School offlcials report that each 
year, the district continues to add a n 
average of 200 new students.

Novi M a y o r Richard Ciark , who 
toured the H e n i y Ford village last 
year, was impressed by the proj­
ect a n d gave it a ringing endorse­
ment. 

' W h e n we went through that 
facility, I have never seen as m a n y 
services anywhere," Cla rk s a id . 
"They have a beauty shop, a bar­
ber shop a n d a vvoodshop. A n d 
this is a substant ia l increase i n 
our tax base. This is a p l u s - p l u s 
s i tua t ion for our community." 

B u t not everyone was so 
en thused as Mayor P r o - T e m 
Laura l.,orenzo, who cast the on ly 
no vote (5-l) in the new zon ing 
approval , s a id she was not "com­
fortable" wi th approving the z o n ­
ing change and considered the 
"impact it w i l l have on city servic­
es." 

"There were forty-six objections 
at the p l a n n i n g c o m m i s s i o n 
level," Novi Mayor Pro-Tem L a u r a 
Lorenzo sa id . T h i s is a major 
deviation from the master p l a n . 
They are adding 1,375 add i t iona l 
dwell ing un i t s over the projected 
capacity for the area. We have a 
low police ratio per-person. F i re 
response is not consistent where 
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1,800 by the 2002-2003 school year. 
By that time there will be l,859 stu­
dents and will conUnue to ilse. B y 
2004-2005, the district projects a 
high school population of l ,954 and 
in 2004-2005, 2,011 students. 

"In the year 2004-2005 we're going 
to have 2,000 kids i n our high school. 
At that time we will have 200 moI-e 
students tllan what we currently have 
space for," said Novi Schools superin­
tendent Emillett Lippe. "If this [jasses 
wel l be lucky to get tills (expansion) 
built by 2004." 

Funding from the bond would 
expand the high school to an enroll­
ment capacity o f 2,400. Current 

enrollment at the high school is 1,696 
and wiU climb to l ,775 next fall. 

"If we are going to add 600 more 
students (by 2004-2005] - that's 
almost 50 percent — where are we 
going to put them?" LIppc asked. 
"What do people expect us to do witli 
these kids? Do they want them to 
have temporaIy units or do we want 
to have the facility ready and prepared 
for high school students when tliey 
come there? The space needs are not 
goiIIg to go away. Tl ie kids are com­
ing. It's not something we can put 
under a IiIg^and hope it disappears.'! 

The $75 million bond will also cover 
the expansion of tllree eleinentaIy 

schools, upgrade technology, fund 
addiUonal atliletic faciLUes at the 
middle school, expand the district's 
maintenance and transportation 
warehouse, pay for Uie puI-chase of 74 
acres of property, and make otller 
building improvements. 
- While tile 74 acres of land, pur­
chased by the school board in 
November for $8.5 million, does not 
serve an immediate purpose, Lippe 
said it will secure space for the dis­
tricts growing population. . 
. "It was wise for tile board to pur­

chase Ulat land because we don't 
know what tlie future holds 10-15 
years down the road," he said.

CurIiently, funding for site Improve­
ments and repairs are taken from the 
district's opeintiIig budget Uppe said 
using money from the operaUonal 
budget will result in cuts in educa­
tional programming. 

"\Ve can't let our schools sit and 
deteriorate. These fine facilities are at 
risk to keep up because we don't have 
the operaUonal funds to adequately 
keep them in shape," he said. "If 
money for repairs comes out of our 
opeITiUng budget, their will be a 
tremendous strain put on our educa­
tional programs." 

Those programs that are at threat­
ened include advanced placement 
classes, Lippe said. 

The dedicated building and site 
miUage of 0.5 mills would generate 
$770,000 a year for Uie district. For a 
homeowner living In a $200,000 
home, the millage would cost $50 a 
year for the next 10 years. 

Voters are also being asked to 
restore local business and commer­
cial taxes lost to slate funding regula­
tions, with the proposed Headlee over­
ride. 

Proposal A . passed by Michigan 
voters in 1993 as a viay to lower prop­
erty taxes and even out school spend­
ing across the state, llInits schools to 
an l8-mil l tax levy on these proper-
Ues. 

But the Headlee Amendment to the 
Michigan ConsUtution, adopted in 
1978, rolls back that amount when 
inflation rises, to keep taxes from 
Increasing more than 3 percent a 
year. 

As a result, districts, including 
Novi, are losing money. Schools 
depend on property tax revenues from 
businesses to pay for their day-lo-day 
operating expenses. The override 
would allow for the restoraUon of the 
full 18-mill.levy. 

According to the district's finance 
director J i m Koster, since the Headlee 
provisions kicked in. No\i schools' 
share of business and commercial 
property taxes have dropped from l 8 
mills to 17.6 mills, and will continue 
to decline. 

Hosier said this year, tlie district 
lost $270,000 in state aid funding due 
to the cut and will continue to lose 
more. 

Restoring the full 18 mills would 
raise an esUmated $300,000 a year 
for the district. It would not affect pri­
vate homeowners — only businesses 
and non-homestead properties.

Marisa Borsa , 22, was arrested 
on Dec- 22 after police claimed that 
she held her 2 l / 2 year-old child in 
scalding bath water for up to three 
minutes. S u c h a n exposure could 
have produced second or third-
degree burns on the child, accord­
ing to the Oakland County prose­
cutor's office. 

Borsa, who was sent to a hallivay 
house in Pontiac, violated her bond 
restrictions by engaging i n sexual 
activity w i th another halfway 
house resident and came into court 

smelling of alcohol. 
"She has denied ever intentional­

ly hurling her children," Borsa's 
attorney Randall Lewis said. "She 
has no prior c r iminal record but 
she did violate her conditions of 
her bond," 

According to the prosecutors 
office, Borsa has violated the bond 
by drinking before a pre-trial hear--
ing in Apri l and then was asked to 
leave Sequoia House in Pontiac, 
Sequoia House, considered a three-
quarters facility ak in to a halfway 
house, is a rehabilitation center for 
those suffering personal problems, 

"She was booted out of there for 
having sex w i th ano the r res i ­
dent," said a s s i s t an t O a k l a n d 
County Prosecutor S teven V i l a l e . 
"She showed up to a previous 
court appearance w i t h a lcohol 

on her bf-eath," 
According to the Oakland county 

prosecutor's office, Borsa also 
reportedly held her 2 1/2 year-old 
daughter i n l20-degree water 
causing burns over 15 percent of 
her body, 

Lewis said Borsa had no in ten­
tion of hurt ing her chi ld and told 
l-ewis that the entire incident was 
mei-ely a "mistake," 

Borsa is currently being held i n 
the Oakland C o u n t y J a i l on 
$150,000 cash bond. She has been 
prohibited from any contact wi th 
her children or any minors u n U l 
the case has been resolved.

$75.6 million dollar bond issue 
Jane 11 for Sfxice and technology 
needs. If'the scltool bond fails, what 
will Novi schools look like five-ten 
years from now? Is there a contin­
gency plan? 

I looi? forward to tlie successful 
pass ing of ti l ls bond proposai. if t l i is 
proposal does not pass, l l i c ijoard o f 
education can always reconvene lhe 
Blue Ribbon Task Force lo review lhe 
proposai and inal<e suggestions on 
el iminal ing certain elements of the 
proposal and ask the community lo 
vote on a revised plan. 

A s the Blue Ribbon Committee point­
ed out, additional space at the High 
School and other buildings is a necessi­
ty. We also know thai alUlough our tech­
nology is belter utiliy-cd Uian it is in many 
oUler districts, it is imperative that we 
upgrade our technology. Many pieces of 
hardware are 5-8 years old. i am a posi­
tive Uiinkerand believe the c i l tons of tile 
district wiii weigh the beIienis and 
approve ail tliree schooi issues on tJIe 
J u n e i 1 ballot. 

Included in the l)ond issue is an 
$8.5 million purchase for 74 acres 
of land, which the district has 
already bought. Now tlmt a second 
high school is no longer planned, 
what do you think should be done 
with the Bosco property? 

A decision was made not lo con­
struct a second High School. T h i s 
does not mean we do not need the 
Bosco pi-operty. At a later date, with a 
future Board of i iduca l ion , it could be 
determined to construct a second 
High Schooi. i look at this property as 
being for the entire comiiiunity. When 
the school dis t r ic t purchased the 
Fuerst Property for a new high school. 
1 do not believe the [.ioard pianned for 
ail the activity that Is currently on the 
site. 

Presently and In the foreseeable 
future, there will continue to be growth 
i n Novi. Hence, the district wil l need at 
least one more additional elementary 
school. Our Blue Ribbon Committee 
acknowledged tllat need. Other educa-
tionai needs for the community might 
inc lude: an Intergenerational 
Educa t iona l Faci l i ty , a permanent 
community education center, alterna­
tive education facilities, and even some 
sort of day care facility. 

The community will also he voting 
on a dedicated building and site 
millage of 1 / 2 mfli to protect district 
assets. Why is this so important for 
the district? What specifically will 
be done with the money? 

The dedicated mil is to protect our 
current assets. O u r district has great 
facilities we need to protect anci main­
tain. This mil for iO years will only be 
used for repair and niaintenancc. not 
for operalions. The communi ty Is 
pleased with a l l of the school bu i ld ­
ings, athletic fields, and parking lots 
that we curf-ently have. 1 believe that 
the coInmunily wants to maintain 
these facilities. 

The money Is necessary lo maintain 
functionality, manning costly repairs 
or replacement, of our buildings and 
property. The investments in our prop­
erties and facilities is high and it is 
good management lo mainiain quality 
environments a n d in te r -cur r icu la r 
sites. Tiie total list of maintenance is 
quite lenglliy. As homeowners we also 
main ia in our home, replace the roof, 
replace a refrigerator, etc. to maintain 
the value of the real estate. 

T/ie community will also vote on a 
headlee override to return non-
hon\estead millage to 18 mills. 
What effect will this have on our 
schools? Why is it important and 
how ludl our students bet\efU from 

' it? How will they lose without it? 

The Headlee ovenide allows the dis­
trict to levy the full millage of 18 raiis 
on non-homestead property. This pro­
posai has no miiiage increase lo resi­
dents. 

F I S C A L R E S P O J V S I B n J T y 
In light of the upcoming district 

proposals, should Novi fmd ways to 
be more self-supporting and what 
would tliose metliods be? Is it nec-
essanj? 

The district has always looked at 
ways to become more self-support­
ing. We have the Novi Education 
Foundation which provides finan­
cial assistance io classroom teach­
ers. We have Parent /Teacher 
Organizations which also provide 
financial assistance. Booster pro­
grams and student organizalions 
also raise funds. 

The board has looked at other 
ways of funding and decided not to 
participate. The board wil l contin­
ue (o look at additional funding 
opportunities. 

The Headlee amendment is an inte­
gral part of the Slate A i d to sciiool pro­
grams. The amount designated in t l i is 
amendment directly affects Novi's gen­
eral operating fund. In my opinion, a 
quirk in tiie law has rendered this 
amendment detrimental lo Novi's rev­
enue. By returning the non-homestead 
millage lo the State allowed 18 mills , 
ou r excellence i n education will be able 
to continue. Remember that this over­
ride does not affect a homeowner's tax. 

As a Board, together with t l ie 
Administrat ion we are extremely award 
of our fiscal responsibility lo the ci t i ­
zens of Novi. We continually evaluate 
our finances and are always looking for 
ways lo save money and best utilize 
our funds, realizing that our income is 
ijased on receipts from the Stale. That 
is wily passage of the Headlee override 
on June 11 is important as it wi l l 
increase the district millage i-evenue. 

AVOID OVEBBUIWING 
It is well known that the district's 

population is on the rise. However, 
with the massive student popula­
tion boom a n d building of schools 
that goes with it. how can the dis­
trict prevent overbuilding? 

Preventing overbuilding is wl ia l 
this district a l lempled to do with 
the Blue I?ibbon Task Force com­
mittee. The discussion on a new 
high school and remodeling the 
current high sciiool was an exer­
cise in not overbuiiding. The task 
force recommended an additional 
elementaiy school. However, it was 
determined that this additional ele­
mentary school would be over­
bui ld ing . 

During my tenure on tiie Board, the 
district has been very careful and prudent 
in regards to the addition of new buiiding 
in Novi, modifying and erecting only as 
our projections indicate. This is why we 
have and wiii be improving the elemenlaiy 
buildings. The Middle School will meet 
future needs as wil l Novi Meadows 
because of tlie Just completed renova­
tions. I have seen flrsthand the results of 
overbuilding and will lie continually cau­
tious of any future building plans that can 
not continue to tie utilized. 

C U R R I C U L U M 
Asses the district's cuniculum. 

What are its strengths? Wliat are its 
weaknesses? Wliere could it be 
Improved? 

We have a very strong curr iculum 
w h i c h meets the needs of our stu­
dents such as; Advance placement 
programs. Career technology pro­
grams. Special Educat ion. 

W i t h fast changes i n technology, we 
must continue to prepare the s tu­
dents for the 2 l s t century. 

Novi's curr iculum is already quite 
extensive. It's strength is in its design to 
meet tlie needs of all students. That is not 
to say improvement, upgrading, and 
additional curricula are not necessaIy, 
School-to-work and technical skills are 
areas that would seem to meet and be a 
part of today's societal needs. 

EDVCATION THEORIES 
Tliere was much debate this year 

on the issue of sex educalion in our 
schools. What is your view on the 
district's recently adopted health 
curriculum and what thing's, if any. 
do you think could be improved? 

T h e distr ict recently adopted a 
revised health cur r icu lum, I was in 
support of the revisions. These revi­
s ions are more consistent with our 
current health program. The revi­
s ions were more of a line tuning of a 
wel l developed program. 

Novi Community Schools is a public 
school district. Therefore, the district 
has a duty to educate all students. 
Obviously. I am aware of the concerns of 
people that took the time at our meet­
ings to express their opinions, and 
thank them for doing so - whether they 
were pro or con regarding the revised 
program as presented by the 
AdministraUon. I believe that the Board 
voted i n the best Interests of all stu­
dents. This does not imply that the pro­
gram should remain static, but shoiIld 
regularly be evaluated and revised when 
necessaIy. Changes should be based on 
appropriate Input from administrators, 
teachers, health experts, the community 
and students. 

GOALS 
What wia be your goalis)for the 

school district In the next few 
years? 

T h e goal of the school board Is to 
keep the district o n track and to pro­
vide the best possible educaUon for a l l 
s tudents. The hoard mu s t continue to 
meet the needs of a l l students. A 
major goal for the board In 2001 Is to 
keep the upcoming bond proposal on 
track, once It Is approved. 

Goals are to help ensure contin­
ued quality learning and life skil ls 
for a l l Novi students, and continue 
special educaUons equity, com­
pleting the bui ld ing needs for the 
district , and maintaining financial 
stabil i ty.

She is one of Michigan's lop tax 
advocates and now she's on her 
way to the biggest tax-cutting party 
i n Amer ica . 

Rep. Nancy Cassis (R-Novi) w i l l 
attend the signing of the President 
George W. Bush 's tax relief p lan 
today in Washington D . C . 

"You know I have been support­
ing tax cuts for some time now," 
Cass is said. 

Cass is , who chairs the House 
State T a x Policy Committee, is 
going as part of a select group 
invited by the president to attend 
the ceremony. Cass is introduced 
State House Resolution 33 that 
urged Congress to enact the presi­
dents tax-cut plan. 

"It's a tremendous honor to rep­
resent Michigan at this truly h i s ­
toric event," Cassis said Tuesday 
from her Lansing office. "President 
Bush ' s p lan wil l give the national 
economy a well-timed boost by put­
ting more money i n the hands of a l l 
consumers. His (Bush's) across-
ithe-board approach is right for 
Amer ica , right for our economy a n d 

right for Michigan families." 
Cassis , who has shepherded sev­

eral tax cut Incentives through the 
state legislature, is currently work­
ing on several more including a 
"lax holiday" that would give par­
ents a tax break on "back to 
school" clothing. Cassis, who has 
admittedly come up against oppo­
sition for the p lan even In her own 
party, has often been an advocate 
ibr tax relief.

It w o u l d be wonderful to augment 
these n e w proposed c o m p u t e r s a n d 
e q u i p m e n t w i t h the new e d u c a t i o n a l 
software now available o n the marke t 
today. T h i s exposure to the new tech­
nology is so va luable to o u r ch i ld ren for 
the i r future a n d is a bas ic need for them 
to keep up. T h e y wi l l use i t throughout 
the i r educa t iona l experience a n d out i n 
the work force.

O n the one hand are the pro-development 
folks, w h o never saw a development p r o p o s a l ' 
they didn' t l ike. Trumpethig slogans about pr i ­
vate property rights and sneering at tree-hug- '; 
gers, they rellexively support any p i D p o s e d ' 
development, preferably wi th a rationalized^ 
public subs idy "to gain reveriue for the local tax* 
base." 

O n the other side are anU-development folks ,

who never saw a development they didn't hate. 
Cha i iUng slogans about preserving farmland 
and green space, they fight losing battle after 
Ifjsing battle as sprawl encroaches daily on 
diminishing h i r a l areas. 

Caugh t i n the middle are local governments, 
especially zoning authorities, who have master 
plans and an obligation to follow them but who 
are terriOed of being sued to the breaking point 
should they deny developers the rezoning or 
use permits they seek. 

Here are three s tar t ing points for a conlmon-
sense/approach to this tangled subject. 

Plainly, neither the automatic pro-develop­
ment nor the reflexive anti-development posi­
t ion can contribute m u c h to useful discussion 
of this Issue. A conshuct ive re-framing might be 
for everybody to recognize that In many areas 
growth- is inevitable, so the discussion really 
ought to revolve a r o i m d how best to manage 
the growth that is certain to come. For example, 
my friend, former state Senator Lana Pollock, 
who ' runs the Mich igan Environmental Counci l , 
talks sensibly about "smart growth" — meaning 
managed growth. 

Michigan's Const i tu t ion puts a b ig barrier in 
the way. We are a "home rule" state, which 
means in practice that municipalit ies and, 
especially, townships, are free to adopt whatev­
er zoning ordinances they wish , regardless of 
what their immediate neighbors happen to do. 
That means that a 200-acre shopping mal l can 
be p lunked down next to a determinedly rural 
township, and there's nothing anybody can do 
about it. 

'. House Speaker I^ick J o h n s o n , by back­
ground a farmer from northern Michigan, has 
proposed a series of measures that would coor­
dinate planning among neighboring govern-
nient 'units . He deserves a lot o f credit for wi l l ­
ingness to break loose from a inlnd-set that 
places private self-interest over community val­
ues. Whi le the Legislature is looking at that 
suggestion, some attention should also be given

to immuniz ing zoning boards against frivolous 
lawsuits brought by deep-pocketed developers 
when things don't go their way. 

Lastly, there are certain areas of tile state 
that simply should be preserved from develop­
ment. The Michigan Nature Conservancy, at 
31 ,000 members one o f the largest conserva- . 
tlon organizations in the state, is i n the process 
of unvei l ing a program that prioritizes threat­
ened eco-systems according to ha rd scientific 
ana lys is . T h e Conservancy w o r k s w i t h 
landowners who wish to place a "conservation 
easement" on their property, thereby preventing 
development for all Ume. It also helps fund out­
right land purchases and find conservation 
buyers who are prepared to buy and protect 
threatened ai'eas. 

Obviously, Issues of sprawl are complicated, 
intensely local and often very difficult to resolve. 
They deserve higher pr iol i ly In Michigan 's pub­
lic pol i ty and political ckcles, i f only because 
they affect so profoundly the intimate details o f 
how we all live our lives.
