Those “frregularities,” ldentical
or simflar answers Lo ¢85y ques-
tions given by several sludents,
may indicale cheating, accarding
1o the Department of Treasury.

“The examples were very Com-
peling.” Brideet Medina,
spokesperson for Treasury, sald.
It was nol our purpese to cast
uadue suspleion on schoels, but
there were similar senlences. slm-
llar phrases, ldentleal down ta the
placement of the word 'the’ in
some eases. They wenl (rough
three sets ol hands, including
retiret] teachiers and MEAP experts
who agread that at a minimum
they demand a response .. Sormie
ol the superiniendents have sald
that the examples at their schools
did not rise o that level. Okay.
glve us an explanation, We'd be
curions {e know.”

But the list of 71 schools was
released before superintendents
and school administrators had a
chance to  respond.  Stale
Freasurer Doug Roberts hekl a
press conference Thursday, June
7. to release the list. Nerthville's
Winchester  Elementary  and
Brighton's Hornung Elementary
were included. although most of
the schoals included were In
Detroit.

Superintendents were sent a
package explaining the Irregularl-
ties séen at their schools, which
they had a frst chance to review
Friday, June 8.

Medina explained that releasing
the Information on (hat timeline
had not been the way the Treasury
Departinent planned it. Leaks ta
the medfz about potential chealing
led to eatly artleles and forced the
department’s hand, she said,

scheel distriets to hear i from us
ralher than read it in the newspa-
per. All we had time for was to give
them a phone call and let them
know the Information was Coim-
ing."

Official responses from school
districts and superintendents had
not begun Lo arrive at the state as
of Tuesday. Medina said she
expected to recelve them late this
week,

are trying to focus on,” Medina
sald. “which is that everyone has
to play by the rules and thai the
98 percent of schools who are
dolng it right aren't penalized. for
following the rules.”

“They are doing a good job,” Crawford sald. “in
comparison o others in similar positions, they
are.at Lhe low end of Lhe scale, 1 will take a close
look at it though and make my declsion on the
facts.”

According 1o the Qakland County Depariment
of Budgel and Flnance, the currert $140 million

payroll would Increase by an esiimaled $74 000.

Patterson's pay would jump from $138,221 to
§151,221, Gorgyea’s would Increase - [rom
$120,339 to $130,688, with Dohany, Beurchard,
McCulloch and Caddeil's paying raising [rom
5107 136 te §116, 350.

“[t's never popular to pgive politlclans raises,”
Crawford said. “Bul our guys are at dhe low end of
the totem pole.”

The county finance commitiee approved the
raises last week. The same cfficlals recelved a 4
pereent increase in pay last October when the
new budget was put In place.

County officials will work on thelr new budget
Ihis July, which eould have provision for addi-
lional pay increases for county employees across
the board.

Called “cooperative collective bargaining,”
the idea was to try to sclve problems as they
came up rather than hold grudges until the
contract explred. McDowell sent teams of his
staff, the board and the union to a workshop to
see how cooperation gt the bargaining table
might work., They came back converted, and
labor relations at Scheolcraft have been excel-
lent ever since.

In fact, the relative placldity of McDowell's
term has obscured the fact that he is retiting on
June 30 after 20 years on the job — the longest
and by any measure the most successful presi-
dent In the history of the college.
