Blame gets passed arou nd
for price discrepancies

Gas price wars are raging
again, but no, not the kind where
statlon owners conslantly slash
prices lo sieal cuslomers away
from (heir competition.

Rather, this s a war of words
between Cakland County law-
makers and the state Allorney
General over who should be doing
something about continually ris-
Ing prices al the pump.

Oakland's GOP House members
are unhappy ~ with Attorney
General Jennifer Granholm over
her response to thelr request for
an investigallon Into possible
“price fixing” among gascline
retailers or wholesalers,

Granholm has already looked at
the issue, parllcipating in a feder-
al investigation and opposing
mergers between suppllers, she
said. But there Is ne cvidence of
collusion ameng those companies
in setting their prices.

“There's just no  evidence,”
Chris DeWitt, spokesman for
Granholm's office, said. "To fo
tnto courl, you have lo have evl-
dence.” 1t is not encugh to show
that prices among retallers or

What hap-
pened earlier this month is tangi-
ble evidence Llhat the test has
taken on a ife of fls own and could
affect more districts in this man-
ner ineluding Novi and Walled
Lake. It's up to the MEAP'S cre-
ators to rope in and tame the beast
once again.

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Senators focus on large costs

Senators honed (n on one of the most guestionable
contracts found durng the state Auditor General's
two-year review of Detrolt Metro Airport In the opening
session of a new commlitee charged with the task of
locking at atrpert finances Wednesday, June 13,

That conlract, an $11 milllen agreement with
Arnerican International, Ine. for instailatlon of new
airfleld lighting and signage back in 1994, caught the
eye of lawmakers because of 888 milllon in cost over-
runs and because county commissloners were not
agked to approve these extra costs.

Originaily estimated at $21 million, the project was
awarded for Just over $11 milllon, to be dene In 570
days. Overrups brought the price back up to 518.8
millien, and although the alrport atlrbuted overruns
to “acceltration” of the conlract, it allowed an extra
288 days for completion.

Alrport director Lester Robinson explalned that,
while mandated by the Federal Avialion
Administration, the FAA had not completed setting
rules for airport lighting. Then, he sald, the FAA refect-
vd a deadline extension for Melro signage. The result
was that the contract had to be split, portiens acceler-
ated and others delayed, causing the entlre program to
be re-englneered, Metro was nol the only major alrpert
lo gel cavghl In the trap, he safd,

Shouldi't somcone have senl the cost overruns to
the counly board of commissioners for review and
appreval? Sen, Leon Stille, R-Spring Lake, asked.

“It's hard for me to undersland how 58 miltion
cost overruns can be assumed to be authorized." he
sald.

That waa nol the process in 1894, Roblnson
explained, although he has only recently become the
direcior. Al the thme, overruns were assumed to be
approved If the projecl was inciuded in the facility's
capilal improvement progran, which the county board
did review and apprave.

‘Those are Lhe kInds of guestions alrport efficials can
expect [rom Michigan senators belween now and
Seplember. Audltors have reviewed some 50 alrport
contracts ever the pasl two years and Lhe new com-
mitlee, headed by Sen. Glenn Stell, R-Grand Rapids,
wants to gfo over them one al a time with airport offi-
clals. Siell said he hopes to {ssue a flnal report then.

Of seven reviews on the agenda for that opening ses-
sfon, senalors and alrport offlcials managed to get

through only ene before running out of e, indicat-
ing It could be an arduous process,

Auditors have ralsed quesilons about a number of
contracts. :

"There's a consiatent pattern of management prac-
tices that woukl not be acceptable In private busi-
ness," Assistant Audlior General Michael Becker told
the commitiee.

"The critics of the alrport are giving an extremely
distorted view of afrport manazgement," Robinson
responded. "With nearly 700 active contracts. the
auditors have focused in on only a few ... To date,
there has been no statement that the airport has done
anything lllegal. There may have been mistakes in the
execution of nearly 700 contracts, but there certainly
Is no atlempt to break Wayne County's ordinances or
rules of management,”

Tom Naughton, Chief Financial Officer for Wayne
County, called for an end fo the state review. He polnt-
ed out that state auditors are conducting reviews as
oppesed to official audits.

"The report letters issued te the committee might
suggest that the reader beware. Alter you read the
reparts, you are left with the Impression of a whole lot
of minutla, a little bit of whining and very litle bal-
anee.”

"After twe years," Naughton concluded, “there really
are ne findings of any censequence: there is no evi-
dence of criminality; no evidence of widespread cor-
ruplien ... It Is time to move on. Thousands of con-
tracts have been handled flawlessly since 987"

Stell ralsed questions about Wilbourne Kelley, an
enginger who worked on the project for the afrport and
later went to work for the contractor.

"1 question the ethics of going to work for a vendor,”
Stell said. "It smells.”

Auditors said Kelley had precessed the flnal change
order Lo the contract, for $8,000, then signed off on it
as an employee of the vendor,

Roblnson satd there had been an Intedm employer,
Detroit schools, and Kelley did not go directly to the
contractor'’s employment from the ajrport.

“This Is not anything thal I think {s unusual, to go
to work for a contractor,” Sen. Rober! Emerson, D-
Flint, sald, "If you are golng to look at the this, you
need Lo look at everybody, Have you ever looked at our
own Department of Transportation?”

Emerson contended that government officials later
going lo work for contractors Is not uncommor.

A true gift Is not one that is
expecled, needed or asked for. It
often comes so out of the blue that
it lcaves one amazed, speechless
with a what-did-I-do-to-deserve-

Four years ago at the Northuille
Record, reporter Randy Coble and
1 completed a photostory on John
Long Long is a recently-relired
engineer at Detrelt Edisor. and
has the eye-catching and Inspir-
ing ability to make custom {ly rods
oul of bambeo and canoés and
kayaks out of other woods.

I first ran Into John at the local
fly-Nstiing bum hangout of
Bueter's Qutdoors in Northville.

Lang told me what he did as his
“hobby" and my ears perked up
Iike an opera lover's approaching a
Three Tenors' concerl. Tasked him
If the Recard could de a story on
his {ly rod making business and
show our readers some of this fas-
cinating craft,

Long agreed lo open his base-
ment ghep to our newspaper and
made it as casy as possible for us
1o do a story on his abilities.

Early in the fall of 1997,
reporter Coble and [ went to
Long's Northviile Township home
anid spent an hour or so with him
interviewing and photographing as
he worked on a bamboo fly vod.

Long had to skip a few steps and
we improvised where we needed to
fespecially for the sake of the cam-
era) but overall [ felt that we were
able 1o show in words and photes
now John goes about crafting a fly
Tod.

One of my favorite photos from
this story was a shet I got of Long
casting one of his bamboo cre-
ations at Northville's Waterbend
Park. The horizontal telephoto
image shows John from a distance
with about eighty feet of line’out in
2 perfect parabolic loop,

Few people these days have the
patlence or exacting abilities to
make one of these fishing rods.

kindness goes far in fishing

The bamboo fly rods are pieced
slowly together by adding sectlon
after seclion of planed, tapered
pleces of aged bamboo, The rods
are actuaily cress-sectionally slx-
sided in shape and require the
malker to be able lo shave off a
hair-width's of wood in order to
meet exacting tolerances. :

The finished bamboo fly rods

can welgh anything from a few
ounces (o nearly a pound er so
They're prized for their naturally
slow casting abiilties, for their
glowing wood finishes, and thefr
all-hand-crafted reel seats, guides
and connections for the two-piece
rods.

In the industrialized era and the
efflclent methods of assembly-line
production, bambee fly rod mak-
ers occupy one of the last [ronilers
of fine craftsmanship. They metic-
ulously make producls that are
valuable not only for thelr sheer
beauty and functionality, but alse
for the fact that they cannot be
readily or quickly made,

Take that, Henry Ford.

Bamboo fly rods are completely
made by hand. It takes Lhe aver-
age rodmaker about 2 month to
make one model, Rarely do bam-
boo flyrod makers subsist only on
their rodmaking earnings. There’s
Just not enough profit to be real-
Ized, too much overhead and they
take too long to make, ’

Having sald that, the average
rod, when available to the flyfish-

er, cosls more (han a §1,000.
Sometimes a lot more and rarely
less, As there are ne more than a
few hundred ful! or part-lime rod-
makers in the (.S, al any one
time, walting periods Dbebween
ordering and actually seeing one's
flyred can be anywhere from one
to four years.

Sinee our 1997 arlicle on John
Long's basement business crafl,
{'ve run into him dozens of times
at the local fly-fishing shop and
have shared counlless storfes with
him aboeut fishing experiences.

This  past Tuesday . at
Northville's Mil Porxd, long and |
and a dozen or so fly-lishing bums
were huddled around the pend's
banks laking in a spey-rod casting
demonstration from a professional
guide from Sedro Wooley, WA.

After [ look a few dozen photos
for my newspaper, Long sidled up
to me and told me he had sorme-
thing he needed 1o talk to me
aboul, and would I be around the
offlee later in the week?

[ told ltm | would and recelved
a general message Lhat he'd
called on my voleeniall latér that
week and wondered what the fel-
Jow fy-fisher needed. T suspect-
ed some photos of an event he
was participating in or he need-
ed to give me a newslip on some-
thing Lhat was up and comng in
our communlty.

The next Monday | was In our
Northville office and preparing

for another busy day when 1 saw
a “while-you-were-oul” message
that sald Long was geing fo step
by and as soon as ! flnished
reading the message my inter-
com wenl off and our reception-
15t said that John was down-
stairs hoping to see me.

1 greeted the graying goateed-
sporting Long downstalrs and he
asked me if  had a momant and
asked that 1 follow him out to
the parking lot.

‘As we walked to his van, John
mentioned that once again he
really enjoyed lhe arlicle we'd
done on his [y-rod making ablil-
ties and thal sometimes it took
him awhlle to clear backorders.
Long reached Into the back of his
car and pulled oul a long plece of
white PVC,

My heart skipped a beat of two
and I began to sense what he
was deing, .

John un-capped the tibe and
pulled out a six-foot long chject
covered with a fabrie “sock™
Long peeled off the sock and
revealed a six-foot long bamboo
Ny rod and handed it to me.

As he was doing so, he may
have once again sald that he
enjoyed the coverage we'd given
him, but 1 think my mind was
elsewhere. I'm not sure that 1
heard anything he said alter
that. .

Maybe it was because I was
admiring one of his bambeo ¢re-
atlons and reading the tlny
werds he'd printed in blagk ink
on the fine finish of the rod's
surface near his signature by oJ
Lorg rodmalker “lor John
Heider”,

1f they do, they'll notice cars that
are parked stretching about a
quarter-mile from the park's
entrance and full parking lots
headed to the scccer flelds.

1l they do, they will notice hun-
dreds of children ages 5 to 18
playing soccer on 14 dillerent fields
and over a thousand athletes walk-
ing on the grounds during the
course of any afternoon,

Finally, that szme person will
notice that there are about 100 vol-
unteers roaming lhe area. Many
are coaches, referees or just other
support people, Those numbers
don't include the hundreds of fans,

Indeed, soccer Is a booming
sport in Hamburg, And tnost of the
credit can be given to the Hamburg
Cowmrmunity Soccer Club.

The club, which consists of pri-
marily chidren rom the immediate
area but also kids from Brighton,
Howell, Ann Arbor and other sur-
rouniding areas, concluded its f2ll-
spring season Saturday with is
annual final event called Saturday
Soceer.

The day was designed as a way
to unite and all the area teams at
the season’s end.

All of the teams in the organiza-
tien took parl in pregame festivitles
which included ining up and walk-
Ing around each field. A team pic-
ture also was taken of all the
teams.

The day ended with most of the
age-group teams playing several
20-minule exhibilions againsl
other squads in the program.
Younger froups also played special

_ games, which really were designed

to develop strong fundamental soc-
cer skills.

During each half of the soccer
seascn the squads were scheduled
to play 10 games, 20 durlng the
entire year.
