Confessions In felony cases
would havé to be videotaped by
police, under anew bill Just fntro-
duced In the legislature. Bul a
failure (o tape a criminal’s state-
ment-would noi lead to dismissal
of the charges.

Rep. ~Alan Sanborn. R-
Richmond, Introduced House
Bills 4958 and 4959, requiring

videotaping. The bills are the '

resiilt of issues raised In ihe wake
of the Justin Mello murder case in
Macomb County. Two men, ages
18. and 20, were held for slx
months -based on (heir confes-
sions,: which they laler claimed
had been ceercéd, Bul eventually
charges .were dismissed when a
third mén, already In jail for a
multi-state crime spree, econ-
fessed to the killing.

Prosecutor Carl Marlinga how-
ever malntained that the confes-
sions were net coerced and has
urged videotaping as a way of
showing evidence that interviews

police.

Sanhorn sald the purpose of his
biil is to support police, to be able
show that confesstons were not
coerced when they are called inlo
question -later.

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Love found questlon answered m Korea

[n June 1950, five years alter
Warld War 1l, 20-year-old John
Love of Detrolt walked up to his
Jogaj corner drug store where he
saw & newspaper headline Lhal
read; “North Korea Invades South
Korep.”

He wondered, “Where Is Korea?”

Nearly a year later, on Lhe
250th anniversary of the founding
of Detrelt, Love cnllsted Into the
Marines where he was swern in
on the slage of the Fox Thealer,

After he completed his len
weeks of tralning al boot camp In
Parris Island, 5.C., Love reported
te Chronlcle, VA for Officer
Candidale Schoal [OCS) and in
Oclober 1951, traveled to Camp
Pendleton, €A for  additienal
training.

In January 1952, Love found
himsell about Lo answer thal very
question he asked himself at the
news stand, with orders to Korea.

When Love landed in Pusan,
after two and hall weeks at sea
with 3,000 marines. he soon dis-
covered that his first enemy was
nol a communist, but sub-zero
freezing lemperatures.

“It was 15-18 below when we
arrived,” he recalled, “and | had a
buddy whe always had heart-
burn. I never knew what he was
lalklng about bui when we were
going on: the Lrucks up (o the line.
[ was starving. They gave us a one
day sea ralfon. | ale a can of
frozen spaghetl... then I learned
what heartburn was all about.”

A machine gunner with the
weapons compaty, Love found
himself at 842 (melers] Hill,

“Al first we didn't know whal Lo
expect,” he sald. "But when all
this artillery and morlars started
to come in on us. you gol used it.”

Love said they weren'l ecven
sure what they were fighting for.

“We were just fighting to stay
allve and gel back home,” he said,
“But a lot of guys didn’

In March 1952, the whole first
marine division was moved from
the east coast Lo the west coasl of
Korea, north ol Seoul.

“They put the whole [irst

marine division In the arca where
Genghls Khan, the great com-
querer, came Lhrough, because
they flguret the Chinese would
come down Lhe same route,” Love
sald.

When they arrived, 80 marlncs
traveled up to an oulpest lwo
miles In front of thelr main line of
resistance (MLR].

Love said they were closer lo
the Chinese lines than their own,
and for about six weeks every day,
were hit with artillery and mor-
tars.

"A lot of guys gol wounded and
I thought I'd never gel aut of there
alive,” he said.

One alternoen,
chealed death.

“We were up on lhat oulpost
one day and it was our sguad's
turn 1o go down ihe bottom of the
hill, seme 3-400 yards and pick
up sea ratfons,” he said,

“Me, Scully, this young kid - 18
years old and first day on the line,
and three KSCs (Korean Serviee
Corps) and nothing bul artillery
and mortars all the way down.
When we gol hack and took the
sea rations lo the commant post,
we went back over to our bunker,
We're sittin’ in there and wham,
smoke and dust were flying every-
where. When we gol oul and
looked, cne 57 artiliery shell was
righl on the edge of the back of
eur hunker. Another foot and we
would have been gone,” Love said.

Afler the atlack, lLove and his
men met with the marines on the
other side of the hill.

“Bveryone was okay except old
Sergeant  Denson.” Love remem-
bered.

“He said, 'Al

Love admitled that the worst

infested rats.

At nightl they would crawl all

over you, and [ mean these were
trench rals,” he said, ‘spreading
his arms wide. “They had leas
hat carried hemoratic fever so we
had to put powder in our sleeping
bags Lo kil the fleas.”

Alter & long and (rying 13
months, it was time for Love te
return to the Stales. ’

“I jusl wanted to gel home. |
lost a lot of good buddies.” he
recalls, “Saw poeor Jee frem
Pennsylvania get split right In
half aboul twe feel In front of me.”

When Love relurned ie the U.S,
he was reassigned to Camp
Platoon, and when the war ended
in Juiy of 1953, he finally went
home.

Mark Roman
was the sole owner of (he Wocly
Bully's bar/restaurant that was

Township. His wile is the boolkeep-
er for the establishments and main-
tains an offiee out of their resiclence,

they were ashamed ... of course,
they voted for il

The ‘House of Representalives
voted 57-51. In a strictly party
line ballot, Lo apprave a plan for
reapportionment of House dis-
tricts,- Under the constitution,
districts are redrawn every 10
years after the-U.S. Census Is
completed. Senate . and
Congressional distrieis were not
Inciuded In the plan.

What Republicans have to be
ashamed, according to Brewer, is
that the plan was not unvelled
publicly by the author or GOP
leaders until the session in which
It was passed. Public release of
district plan did not come unlil
after the vote, and it was posled
on” the .parly web page at
http:/ fwww.gophouse.com laier
than afternoon. .

"And the maps were so bad,
with” so little detfail, that you

couldn't analyze what they were
doing in the urban areas. That's
nol public disclosure at all,”
Brewer said, .

Rep. Andrew Richner, R-Grosse
Poinie Park, had an opporiunity
to unveil the plan two days earli-

.er, on Tuesday, June 1%, at a

committee hearing on the lople
and chose noi lo, Brewer said.
Instead, GOP members said there
was no consensus Republican
plan. . :
"They were lying," he said. "He
had been showing that plan to
other Republicans for several
days. There is no way they could
draw up a plan with 110 districts
in that short ameint of time and
get all 57 members, What? They
want us-to belleve they just
unvelled-it in caucus and every-
body agreed (o it? Don't belleve
1 .
Instead, GOP members "had

-reporied out a Democralic plait

offered by Rep. Nancy Quarles,
D-Scuthileld.” Democrats said it
was a ploy and predicted the plan
would change as soon as it hit
the house floor., '
Republicans, for the most parl,
are not responding to the crit-

eisms, Richner and House speak- -
er Rick Johnson, R-LeRoy, did -

not respond to phone calls.

Rep. Bruce Palterson, R-
Canton, did explain why he lfelt”
the Quarles pian- should be
replaced with the Richner plan,

“The Democrat’s subslitute
breakkss ten more municipal
boundarles than the propesed
Richner plan. It also shilts 39
more municipal "units' than the
proposed Richner plan. In many
inslances, {1 15 obvious that the
slatutory ... rules were violated to
favor a Democratic incumbest or
for some other partisan reason.
For "example by removing
Republican municipalilies from
the 106th Distriet, il clearly gives
the Democrats an advantage.”

Patterson listed a number of
districts he believed had been
"gerrymandered” by Detnocrats.

"Il is exactly that kind of politi-
cal gerrymandering the rules
were designed Lo prehibit,"
Patterson concluded. "Many more
examples could be glven.”

Quarles sald she believed her
plan would glve the partles a 55-
55 splil in districts with politieal
leanings to  their advantage.
Brewer analyzed {he Richner plan
as having 65 Republican districts
and 45 Democratic districts.

Speaker Johnson Issued a pub-
lic statement-in reaction fo the
passage of Lhe plan:

"This is a good flrst step,” he
sald. "I'm pleased we have passed
a plan that complies with the
slatulory reguirements.”

Brewer would disagree .with
that, Although Republicans -did
accept one amendment 1o restore
a Hispanic district in Delrolt,

Brewer concludes the plan will
have lewer districts with a large
minorily voting base, essenUally
eliminatlng cne in Deiroit. That
would be a violation of Voling
Rights Act. .

Brewer also said thal "com-
pactness” Is a part of the Apol
standards, which requires that
districls be drawn as square as
possible. He noted thal under the
Richner plan, the G5k district in
Jackson meanders [rom Lenawee
County lo Ealon Countly. The
Blst distriet in St. Clair County
included the north section of the
county and a southern portion,
but the seclions are connected by
only a sliver of land, -

"Everything you see in there is
to  draw the districts Lo

. Republican-advantage,” he said.

But Demacrats were mosl criti-
cal of the way Republican passed
the plan.

"Republicaris have conducled a
number of procedural irregulari-
tles, relused Lo allow hearings or
review, and have completely shul
_out both:the public and the
minority party from this process,”
Rep. Gilda Jacobs, D-Huntinglen
Woods, sald, "The inlegrity of our
polltical process demands (hat
there Be maximum. puble input
inlo ‘the process, Secret back-
reom deals hurt voilérs and
diminish public confidence in
government,"

"The 403-page bill -describing

House districts was not available

for review by the public,” Rep.
Mark Schauer, D-Balile Creek,
sald. "In facl, il only became
avajlable 1o House members ajter
the slarl ol House sesslon, This
process g .wrong, and the resull-
ing eulcome is bad public policy.
Redistricting sirikes at lhe heart
of American represenialive
democracy. This redistrieting
plan is in bad Faith with the pub-
tie we represent,”

Rep. Nancy Cassis, R-Novi,
cantended there had been plenty
of tme of public commeni. She
safd the House speaker had put
out a public notice two weeks
earlier calling for comment and

plans from the public with a June ’

18 deadline. Cassis said public
comment had been minimal and

no one from (he general public,

had submitled a propesed appor-

-tonment plan for consideralion.
