Sex offender, family to leave complex

By RANDAL YAKEY

The moiher of a convicled sex
offender said she is being forced
out of her horme In the Novi Ridge
Apartmenl and Condominium
Complex because of nclghbors
complalnts about her son,

Nelghbers of the woman began a
campaign last summer complain-
ing that her son, previously con-
victed of criminal sexual assault,
was living (oo close to the Orchard
Hills Elementary school and was a
danger to the community,

Last August, residenis of the
complex said that they were afraid
for the safety of their children,

“They had nothing to fear and
stlll have nething to fear” the
mother said. "He 18 not a danger to
anyone.”

The Novi News Is not releasing
the identity of the sex offender or
the parent to ensure the anonomi-
ty of the assauit vietim,

The tmother sajd that the cam-
palgn to ‘inform’ has turned their
lives upside down and 15 the reason
her lease 1s not belng renewed. She
also sald that the nelghbors have

- been exacerbating the problem by

pulling up posters that identify her
son as a sexual predator.

“They won't renew my lease,” the
mother sald. "They have been put-
ting up the posters and I think that
Is the reason but they won't tell
me, Legally, what they are dolng Is
not wrong, but worally, | think it
is. I's not just my older son (lhe
offender) that it 15 effecting, it is
our entire family.”

The mother sald she called the
Novi News In order to let the com-
munity know that she and her fam-
{ly were ‘moving on® and that they
“will survive™ despite “those who do
‘not want us around.”

Accarding {0 the mother, the 18-
year-ald offender will not he resid-
ing with the family. He plans on
moving ocut this September. The
mother also said that her other
children, who are enrolled in the
Nowl school system, will be forced
to enroll In another school because
of the problems renewing the lease,

“He ithe offender) wants to move
out,” the mother said. “He doesn't
want to be here anymore. He does-
n't want to go through this.”

The mather sald the reasan she
has kept the offender in her home
was because she {on was a vietim.

*I was raped from the time T was a
baby until { was a teenager,” she sald.
*[ know what it means to be a victim.”

The mother said that the eyclical
cffect of abuse Is one that begins
and ends in the home. She also
claims that the offender was
abused by his father. She also said
that her former husband was abu-
sive toward her and that she his
trying to break the cycle of abuse.

‘T have a good job that pays well,”
she sald. *But everybody knows
about the situation, My son hears it
at scheal, He's dropped out.”

According to Novl police, the
department does not have the right
1o step In and stop the posting of
information about the perpetrator
that is already available the public.

But police did say that whoever
is responsible for putting up such
fiiers could be the subject of a law-
suit if the subject of those fllers 1s

Pollce officials also said that even
though someone is convicled of sex-
ually assaulting a minor they have

the right to Yve wherever they please.

“] have been {nstructed 1o make
any comment,” Novl Ridge
Complex Manager Judy Wesdowski
sald. “I was told nat ta make any
comment about what has gone on.”

Bleznak. and Associates in
