Novi not affected by Detroit’s
water restriction mandate

The emergency water limitation
imposed iasl week on over 18
communities by (the Detroit Water
and Sewer Departiuent Is forcing
clttes, including Novi, to follow a
‘mandatory odd/even resirieiion
on outslde water usage,

But according to Water and
Sewer Deparlment superintend-
enl Bruce Jerome, the restriction
doesa't teuly alfect Nevi because
the city's local ordinance already
calls for the odd/even conslraint.

“The ordinance already requlres
that anyone using water from the
city's supply system must do so
on an alternate day Dbasis,” he
said.

Jerome . explained thal- aside
[rom preserving the supply, this
also helps keep Novi's whoiesaie
water rates down. .

“We nse heodd /even ¢ system to\ .
i p “our own wholesale water
rates, ‘which we . purchase from.
the Detreil water system,” he
sald. -

during peak demand perlods
which are 4 a.m, to 9 am. and 4
P, to 9 pamn.

Jerome sald the outside water
use restrictions only affect those
propertles, both business and
residential, who use the water
from the clty's supply system.
These properties who are on wells
are exempt.

While the city does have police
officers hired to hand out notices
of nen-compliance, Jerome sald
s¢ far there have been no cila-
tions issued in Novi.
