Proposal A, the highest districts
were spending three times what
the lowest disircts were. Today,
the difference. has been narrowed
to two-to-one. -

With those successes, Engler
. feels that now is not the tme for
" ¢hange for Proposal A, -Shafer sald.

Patrick  Anderson, of the

Lansing-based Anderson Econofie .

Group and an early proponent ef
Propesal A, fs afso leery of
Godehaux's proposal, although he
sald he has yet to analyze the
specifics of her plan.

He wants to assure that voters
“continue to get what they bar-
gained for." When voting to accepl
Proposal A in 1994, voters traded
an Increase in sales laxes, from 4
percent to 6 percent, in return for
reductions- in property taxes for
school operalonal expenses. He
warns againsi allowing preperty
taxes lo begin increasing again
while the Increased sales lax is still
In effect.

The animoslty loward these
schools with so much money to
spend on their kids was so preva-
lent in the legislature ... It Is very
hard to argue the case for-schools
that are spending In excess of
$10,000 per pupil.”

Debb supperts Godchaux's move
to allow higher spending districts

"We are responding to the desires
of the community,” Gedehaux sald.
“Parents want thelr children tc be
competitive. In my distriet, I know
of two private schools that charie
thelr parents slmost twice as much
as the public schools spend to edu-
cate children .. We are talking
about school districts [hat will die
like that when parents declde that
it 15 worth 1t to them to take thelr
kids somepiace else and pay twice
as much ag they are aiready paylag
in taxes to get lhuse kids educat-
ed.”

Anderson disputw that, He con-
lends that most private schools
spend much less than publle
schools, on a per pupil basis, to
educate their children.

House Bill 4917 has been
referred o ihe House Tax Policy
Committee for consideration.
