hand, which frees up officers lo 
continue with their work. 

Shaeffer said chapiains assist 
police with the families of people 
who die eiUier tragicaily or from an 
illness. 

"Likewise, we have other 
tragedies that range from doiiiesUc 
violence anci child abuse or neg­
lect." Shaeffer said. " / \ l l of which 
arc veiy Iraumalic. So certainly 
having the chaplains program for 
us lo rely on, with their skiiis and 
training, help us to cope." 

'i'iiey also are a ijenefit in a 
hostage situation. 

"in order lo rescue that hostage, 
you may iiave to lake someone 
else's iife - the hostage laker," 
Shaeffer said. "So having that k ind 
of advice and spir i tual leadership 
Is veiy eoinforting and i l will help 
me make llie iiest decision 1 can." 

Chaplains also help with the 
everyday stresses of police work, 
Elfiier said. 

"A police officer never gets called 
to anything good," Elfner said. "It's 
always negative and that's stress­
ful." 

The chaplains don't l Iy to recruit 
new members for their respecUve 
congregaUons and denominaUons 
while serving as police chaplain, he 
said. They give help to officers and 
others in a non-denominaUonal, 
spir i tual way. 

"We don't tell them what lo do," 
Elfner said. "We're there to listen, 
support and affirm." 

Currently, Novi and Waiied Lake 
has three police chaplains, lHore 
chaplains are needed in Novi since 
other chaplains have moved on. 
However, both Elfner and Shaeffer 
think more area pastors wi l l even­
tually jo in the program. 

"We're looking for pastors who 
would like to serve," Elfner said.

He wants more people to know 
that police Chaplains are available 
to help those who need it. 

"1 th ink that if they know the 
service is available a n d something 
happens, l ike a death, and some­
one says 'call a chaplain ' ; they 
w o u l d be more l ike ly lo say 'yes'," 
Elfner said. 

The program Is vi tal to the police 
departments, Shaeffer sa id . 

"We are fortunate to have very 
strong support from the religious 
communi ty in Novi ," he said . T h e 
s e n l c e that they provide is price­
less to those in need."

While LePage assisted the man's, 
ventilation, another security officer.; 
Chris Foreman, started • C P R . ; 
Ralnsberger switched on a portable, 
heart defibrillator and delivered life-
saving electrical shocks to jump-
start t i le man's heart. Moments 
ilater, an emergency medical services! 
team arrived on site and the man, 
James Provensale, was rushed to 
Heniy Ford Hospital. 

"1 call them my tliree Wlsemen." 
Provensaie said. "Without UIem. I 
wouldn't be here." 

LePage said tlIese types of inc i ­
dents are always sti-essfuL 

"Ei'en tliough I have been involved 
in lifesaving cffoI-ts for 20 years, they 
have never become routine." he said. 
'Ti l ls situation represented a partic­
ular challenge because the casino 
was crowded and the incident 
occurred in the middle of the floor." 

I^ovensale. who was on an after­
noon visit from Fremont, Ohio, said 
he first began feeling a little liglIt 
headed at around 3:15 p.m. that 
day. 

"I was playing dollar slots and l 
was on a roll," he said. "Then a l l of 
the sudden 1 got light headed and 

next thing 1 know I'm on the floor." 
Provensale said when he woke up 

there were three guys around h im 
t I^ng to revitalize him, 

"t Just thank god the casino had 
tlie deflbi-illator and that they have 
men who know how to use them." he 
said, "If I would've had to wait for an 
ambulance to anive, Including the 
time it would have taken to get me to 
the hospital. 1 would've been dead." 

According to Ralnsberger, all 
M G M Security officers are trained to 
administer medical attention, and 1-
3 officers on each shift, are certifled 
as emergency medical technicians. 

"We are very IucIq' in that we have 
some really top notch (security) offi­
cers," Ralnsberger said,' who also 
worked as a security maIIager i n I.as 
Vegas for Ave years before coming to 
Michigan. "Eveiyone on our staff 
knows how to do CPR and how to 
use the defibrillators." 

Portable defibrUlators are high­
tech devices that can deliver up to 
360 volts of electricity to restart the 
human heart. 

They ' re worth their weight In 
gold." I^lnsberger said, who spent 
13 years as a police officer, "Tliey're 
full proof. I can't tell you how many 
lives they've saved."

The Stewart family won't face any 
shortage of salad topphigs anytime 
soon. 

Novi residents. Emily and Sharon 
Stewart, are the proud owners of a 
tomato plant that, has grown 
beyond their \vlldest expectations. 

According to Emily, some of the 
tomato plants measure higher than 
six feet tall, , 

"1 don't really think 1 have a green 
t l lumb, but something sure shot 
tills up," she said.. "We both Hke to 
have tomatoes." 

The process of growing tlIese tow-
pring plants began when the family 
came across an advertisement for 
Earthbox, a specialized planter that 
Comes equipped wi th fertilizer, a 
grate to separate the dirt from the 
water reservoir and a black vinyl 
covering to help prevent weeds from 
forming. The Eartl ibox was ordered 
and when It arrived, the necessary 
dirt and plants were purchased. 

Emily and her daughter, Sharon, 
planted small tomato plants and' a 
few cucumber plants witlIln the 
Eartlibox in early J u n e and since 
that lime, tlie tomato plants have 

been nouilshiiig. However, Emily 
said more plants were planted than 
the Eartlibox directions instructed. 

"We stuck a' whole lot more In 
there," said Emily, " i j u s t never saw 
anything grow in a Container like 
that." , 

- She added tliat maintaining the 
thriving plants requires daily atten­
tion and (wo gallons of water a day. 

The mother and daughter team 
have planted cucumbers and a few 
varieties of tomatoes within tlie 
Earthbox localed outside of their 
apartment residence and consider 
tlieir plants' height quite a feat. , 

"For apartment living, that's pret­
ty good growing," Emi ly said. "It's 
unbelievable how tills (planter) Is 
working." • 

Wi th in the groups o f tomato, 
plants, multiple d u s t e r s of toma­
toes are ripening which wi l l likely 
yield an enormous han'est soon. 

Emily added that she would be 
giving the surplus quanUty of the 
hoIne-grown tomatoes to friends 
and neighbors. . . 

"We've got enough here for more 
UIan tivo people," she sa id .

Tl ie park, located at Common SU«;t 
Just west of Ponaac Trail and iiortli of 
West Walled Lake Drive, will have a 
short dedication ceremony Aug. 22 at 
6:30 p.m. Tlicn the park will lie lUlcd 
with soulful sounds when tile Bugs 
Beddow Band starts playing. The 
event will wrap up at 9 p.m. 

The Bugs Beddow a i n d was voted 
the l x s t Rhythm and Blues band at 
the 2CO0 Detroit Music Awards and 

Uie Metro Times and the Motor City 
Music Awards pi-ogram have also 
nominated them for other awards. 

Phillip Vawter, Walled Lake city 
manager, said he chose the band 
beaiuse blues music Is his favorite to 
listen to and he knotvs other people 
enjoy listening to 11 as well. 

"It's a diiferent concert than what 
we've sponsoied In the past," Vawter 
said. 

Everyone will have an evening of fun 
;is olBclals formally dedicate and kick-
olT the park that's close to the lake 
front, he said. 

"It's going to serve a lot of different 
needs," Vawter said. "Tlieie's a play 
ar«i for kids and their parents can sit 
and read a ixxik on a \xnch or In the 

Tlie park was used as a ball field in 
the l950s and 1960s. In 1971, the 
Walled Lake Optimists Club donated 
Riley Held to the city. Tliey wanted the 
land to continue to be used as a base­
ball Qeld or as a playground. 

However, ball players began playing 
at other fields since the land was con­
sidered too small for regulation base­
ball and Softball, he said. Still, city olll-
clals wanted to preserve (he Optimists 
Club's theme for land. 

"It wasn't meeting the modern 
needs for a ball field," Vawter said, and 
added that not only Is the space too 
small for regulaUon baseball, there are 
wetlands next to the playing field. 

City leaders and civic groups Joined 

together to redevelop the land into a 
park lha l can be enjtiyed by all. 

The Walled Lake Dovmtown 
Development Authority constructed a 
parking lot ne.vt to the park, which 
also is utilized by people visiting the 
downtown area. 

The historic Foster Farmhouse, 
which was once used as an under­
ground railroad for people escaping 
slavery, was moved lo the paI^t in 
1997 Willi the help of city leaders and 
Tlie FHends of the Foster Farmhouse. 
The home was originally located on 
Pontiac Trail Just north of Maple Road. 

RUey Park was tlie logical choice to 
move the house lo. 

"It was the oniy piirk that it would 
make sense to move it to," Vawter said. 

"All of the other parks Iiad play equip­
ment and It didn't fit •• 

Community members helped get 
the park off the ground. Walled Lake 
Consolidated School students worked 
with members of Parks and Recreation 
Commission and city council mem­
bers to design a master plan for the 
park. 

The dedication is to celebrate 
$150,000 worth of improvements that 
have been made to the park. Kids 
enjoy Ihe playground equipment while 
their parents enjoy the gazebo, bench­
es and picnic tables. 

It's the right lime to have a dedica­
tion ceremony since the grass has 
finally grown at the park. Picnic tables 
and benches have also been recent 
additions. 

"We think it's a place wheiie people 
will have tveddlng receptions and mar­
riage ceremonies," Vawter said. 

Vawter hopes the first day of school 
won't get In the way of people coming 
out to celebrate and listen to good 
tunes. They can also eat ice cream 
bars, popcorn, pop and bottled water 
all for ,25 cents each.

refused and she brought out another life­
guard who said tliat I had to nurse else­
where next time. I was furious by this 
point a n d went out to ca l l my husband 
a n d motheL A few minutes later one of the 
managers at the club approached me and 
said that the lifeguards were mis taken and 
she was sorry. Since I had been harassed 
and publ ic ly humil iated I thought that I 
deserved more of a n explanat ion and 
wanted to know if i t was club policy. She 
danced around that issue and offered me 
a free t shirt , t h e n she offered me two free 
passes wh ich I took but s t i l l wanted more 
of a n explanation. 1 went home and called 
the corporate headquarters o f the compa­
ny and they never returned my ca l l . When 
I went to the club this morn ing I took a 
copy o f the Mich igan state law wi th me 
a n d talked w i t h the lifeguard. She st i l l 
didn't seem to understand that I could 
nurse freely wherever and whenever I 
wanted. T l ie c l u b refuses to talk to us any 
further on this matteL I feel that others 
should know that It is their r ight to breast-
feed everywhere and that no one ha s the 
right to make people feel the way 1 was 
made to feel.

Donath 
said she hopes the report card wi l l be published 
regularly, once i n eveiy two-year legislative ses­
sion. ', 

It i s also a repoIt; that state lawmakers need 
to take seriously, t h e report Is fair and even-
handed, giving both praise and cr i t ic i sm to slate 
officials. .And the League's conclusions, about 
wheI-e the strengths and weaknesses are, is 
right on target. 

It should be no surprise that the state ranks 
high i n getting out "timely, accurate and com-

put a great deal of effort into its websites. Gov.

'Thouglit October 31 , 2000, 323 bills had 
been signed into law" in the 1999-2000 session, 
the report stated. "During the post-election ses­
sion, 185 bills were enrolled for presentation ... 
Passing so many bills In s u c h a short period of 
time precludes careful deliberation and makes it 
impossible for citizens to participate effectively." 

Another e.xample was the addition of an 
amendment, on the last day of session, to a bi l l 
regulating podiatry. The amendment ended a 
ban on insurance companies forming PACs. 

"Unrelated amendments to a b i l l preclude 
careful deliberation and make it difficult for cit­
izens to participate effectively i n the debate on 
a b i l l . Doing so d u r i n g the final hours bf a 
legislative session makes i t imposs ible ." 

The League offered o ther c r i t i c i sms of the 
legislative process. 

"Ci t izen advocates c o n t i n u e to I-eport that 
b i l l s are being reported out of committee 
despite the fact that the la test vers ion of the 
b i l l Is only available the day of the hearing." 

Mos t of the c r i t i c i s m offered i n the report 
revolved a round the m a n n e r i n wh ich the 
legislature conducts i tself. A lot of the p r o b - ' 
lems have to do w i th the legislative rules , 
a n d lawmakers frequent dec i s ions to break 
them.

B u t they are there to provide protections 
for the p u b l i c , to keep l a w m a k e r s from raIn-
m i n g b i l l s t h rough wi thout g i v i n g Ihe pub l i c 
a chance to inf iuence the ou tcome. 

T h i s is exact ly the issue legislative rules 
are Intended to address .

The map sold extremely w e l l - until 
it was lost several years after it first 
appeared in print, liicn-dibly. the 
printer entru.sted with Ihe original 
drawing and priming plalc.s. declared 
bankruptcy, then carelessly hauled 
Higbec's 30 years of work to a 
landfill. 

Thc few remaining dog-cared cop­
ies became a prized fishcmian's pos­
session. Professor iligbee was offered 
$400 for one o f his last maps. A n d 
state agencies" w-ere forced to keep 
their copies under lock and key. 

IHxperts told Professor Higbee that 
reprints were impossible, because the 
maps were printed in non-photo­
graphic blue. 

Then, in I99i'. at Ihe age o f 91, 
Howard Higbec's dream came hue. 
Computers made it possible to reprint 
the map. Holding an updated map. 
Howard said, "l never thought i ' d live 
to see this day." 

Then, by combining Professor 
Higbec's knowledge with computer 
fcchnology-ihe S T R E A M M A P O F

The Icebreakers consist ' of girls 
from the age of 15 down to the age 
of 10 and these girls are out on the 
ice to play — and they mean bus i ­
ness. 

'Some of the isoys didn't believe 
that my daughter N l k l d was a girl 
wjien she was o n their team." 
Icebreakers team manager M . J . 
Potter said. "Some of the ghrls Uiat 
played on the boys teams were Just 
as good i f not better t l ien the boys 
they played w i t h . T h i s program 

gives them a chance to take hockey 
to the next level — something they 
were never offered in t l ie pas t" 

The squad has plenty of coaches 
to help train Uiem In the ski l ls nec-
essajy to take to the ice and be a 
compeUUve team.

officials to enforce a l l ru les 
regarding unspor tsmanl ike con-
duct by coaches and s tudent-ath­
letes. Now wait a minute — does 
that mean the officials are not 
enforcing a l l of the rules a l l of the 
time? Does a referee Just p i c k a 
few rules and toss them ou t the 
window dur ing a game? I imagine 
not (and 1 hope not), so w h y does 
the M S H A A feel the need to 
express the need to enforce these 
par t icular rules? 

Yeah, 1 do agree there are some 
things which need to be toned 
down a bi t (though i doubt they 
happen wi th our teams) s u c h as a 
player holding the ba l l out as he 
scampers into tiie endzone way 
ahead of h is opponent or a eager 
standing over a player they Just 
dominated to the hoop a n d giving 
a v ic to iy yell — these c a n be 
taken out of the game as far as I 
a m concerned because they are 
j u s t byproducts passed down 
from the professional level sports . 

What could be the purpose of 
the M H S A A ' s crusade? T o stop 
taunt ing and baiting is one thing 
— heck, even give penalt ies for 
t rash talking — but to assess a 
penalty for players razz ing on 
each other? You got to be k i d d i n g 
me. 

Maybe the, rule m a k e r s are 
afraid of the p sycho log ica l 
impac t s a p layer r i p p i n g o n 
another player can b r ing about or 
maybe they don't want some k ids ' 
feelings getting hurt . If that is the 
case then those par t icular players 
shou ldn ' t be p a r t i c i p a t i n g i n 
sports, 

A sport can do many things for 
a n athlete. It helps w i th social 
sk i l l s , teamwork abili t ies, fitness 
t ra ining and it helps b u i l d char­
acter through training, prepara-
t lon for challenges a n d he lp ing 
overcome those challenges. The 
other side of the coin isn ' t so pret­
ty though. 

A sport also force some players 
to realize the agony of defeat 
(sometimes over a n d over a n d 
over again) and i t shows a n i n d i ­
v idua l what both phys i ca l a n d 
menta l pa in can be. A spor t can 
also make a player feel l ike they 
w i l l never succeed i n life (heck, if 
they haven't won a spor t ing event 
a l l year it wi l l really get them 
down), I know — I used to th ink 
that way. 

M y teammates razzing me a n d 
^me trash ta lking v « h , them i s 

what kept u s close — you can't 
laugh at others unless y o u can 
laugh at yourself Is the therapy 
we used to get u s through the 
hard times. 

The M H S A A can't protect ath­
letes from life — there are going to 
be people who point out the faults 
in other people everyday a n d it 
happens to everybody, i don't feel 
that penal iz ing playeIs for saying 
and doing th ings to their team-
mates that are meant to be taken 
in a ha-ha-ha, funny-type of way 
is going to solve many problems. 
Yeah, there w i l l be less t rash talk­
ing and less t aun t ing -— bu t was 
there really that m u c h to begin 
with? Not enough to br ing new 
rules to address the issue I th ink. 

No matter wha t rules come out 
and no matter what referees do to 
stop the "unsportsmanl ike con-
ducf* on our p lay ing fields there 
is st i l l going to be razzing and 
words exchanged —• I can guaran-
tee It. Players k n o w how to handle 
themselves on the field, they 
know what is r ight and what is 
wrong. 

If a player wants to look l ike a 
fool by t a lk ing t rash or celebrat­
ing a little too m u c h , let them — 
they are the ones that look like 
Idiots. 1 Jus t don' t want to see a 
game get lost for a team because 
of the actions of one player — that 
is Just not r ight. 

No matter wha t I say or write, 
the M H S A A i s going to enforce 
these rules a n d there is nothing 1 
can do about it. 

1 imagine a few penalties w i l l be 
called in order to abide by these 
sportsmanship ru les and 1 imag­
ine a lot of the same things that 
refs allowed to s l ip last season 
and the season before that w i l l 
s t i l l go on , t l iey always wi l l — i t is 
part of the game. 

Like I sa id , I Jus t hope they 
don't go to far w i th i t and penalize 
people for the l i t t le things t l iat 
hardly effect the tide of a game — 
cursing, j o k i n g , celebrat ing (if 

not too extreme) a n d getting on 
each other's but t to keep eveiyone 
playing h a r d . 

Ju s t let the k ids play — it 's so 
much better t l ia t way.

Dan Argonis, piesident of the out­
door store, said kayaking is big bus i ­
ness. 

"it's so popular now," Argonis 
said, "it's caught the indusuy by 
surprise. The paddle IndustIy has 
grown eveiy year for tlIe last three 
years. EveryoIie can do the sport." 

One of the reasons for its atUnc-
tiveness is that the boat is m u c h 
easier to row than a canoe because 
the oars are connected and they're 
lightweight. Women love the sport 
because of the boat's ease. • 

"We've sold the boats to 8-year-old 
kids and to 78-year-old grandmas," 
Argonis said, "If you get down to it, 
all you need are arms. Even handi­
capped people caII use kayaks. Legs 
are used very little i n the recreation­
al sport." 

The sport is also popular wl t l i 
people who like to l ish. 

Peter I..aPorte, Inanager of the 
Walled Lake store, said he Just start­
ing kayaking a couple of months ago 
when he started with the company 
and he discovered the benellts of 
kayaking. 

"1 like it because l can sneak right 
up on flsh." LaPorte said. 

Kayaks are made of plasUc or 
fiberglass and range i n weight from 
35 pounds to 78 pounds. There are 
kayaks designed for recreational 
sport, for the sea and for white water 
escapades. The average price range 
for a kayak is from $349 to $2,800. 

"We sell all of them except white 
water kayaks," Argonis said. "There 
isn't while water in Michigan ; ' . 

He suggests that entJIuslasts U y 
the boat out before they actually 
purchase a kayak and they should 
make sure tlley lit Into the kayak 
comfortably. Customers should 
always tell salespeople whether they 
want the kayak for camping trips or 
for Just working out after a long day. 
In addition, it's Important to not 
scrimp when buying a paddle a n d 
they should tryout at least two pad­
dles before they make a decision. 

"A little more money for a paddle 
goes a long way," Argonis said. 

Store staff will help people pick 
out what's best for them. 

"We do appointments for demon-
straUons during the week," Argonis 
said. "Just tell us what you want to 
try and when you want to go. If you 
don't know what you want - come by 
and we'll work with you. We'll get 
you what you need." 

He opened Venture Outdoors i n 
Wymouth eight yeaI-s ago and 
b(!rause the store was such a suc­

cess, he opened the Walled I.ake 
store two years ago, 

.Argonis worked at an outdoor 
store while s tudying marketing at 
Western Michigan University, He 
later became a corporate maIketing 
executive for .American West .Airlines 
but he decided to open his owIl store 
since the industry was sti l l in his 
blood and he maintained a passion 
for open-air activities. 

"I have a love for exciting outdoor 
sports," Argonis said. "I've moun-
tain-skled all over the world from 
Austria, Tahoe to Salt Lake City. You 
name It; I've been there." 

There are other tilings that he 
likes about- h is Job in the outdoor 
retail IndustIy. 

"My favorite part is teachhig peo­
ple a new sport and getting tllelr 
feedback on the fun that they're hav­
ing," .Argonis said. 

He's proud that his Walled Lake 
store is the only store that sells 
kayaks on the lake in southeastern 
Michigan. 

"We haVe people come al l the way 
from Cincinnati and Traverse City 
that have bought lioats from us," 
.Argonis said, "It's because we are a 
one-stop shop. We can flt the boat 
out In the store and walk across the 
street and they can b y It out before 
they buy it." 

in the spring, manufacturers 
come to Walled Lake and the store 

has a two-day beach party celebra-
Uon. 

"It's when you can try out the 
kayaks and talk to manufacturing 
reps," .Argonis said. "It's called the 
Walled Lake Paddle Party, We. have 
contestants see how far tliey can 
throw a paddle and there is kayak 
racing," 

There's safety demonstrations and 
of course kayak demonstrations, he 
said. 

The store offers classes for a fee 
for people who want to get even more 
out of tlieir kayaks. If water lovers 
only want to test out a kayak for a 
couple of hours, the store wil l rent 
them out, 

LaPorte thinks eveiyone will enjoy 
kayaking as much as he does, 

"It's a good way to spend Ume on 
the wateL" LaPorte said, "And it's 
inexpensive. I have so much fun 
doing it that I assume others will 
too."
