No need to panic, future construc­
tion plans will not bring about resur­
rections i n Novi. 

On Aug. 23. The Road Commission 
of Oakland County announced its 
plan to widen Twelve Mile Road 
between Novi and Meadowbrook 
Roads during the 2002 construction 

season. The coInmissioh plans on 
converting the now hvo-lane section 
into a four-lane boiIlevard. 

Because of this aImouncement, 
Oakland Hills Memorial Gardens, 
located at W. Twelve Mile Road - just 
east of Novi Road, wil l be forced to 
lose a portion of their property to the 
road widening. However, actual 
graves containing tiodfes will not be 
moved. It is the previously purchased 

plots Uiat are not yet h i use tliat will 
be affected. 

If anyUiing. Uie only acUve area 
that may be affected would be the 
Wayne State Garden, said Don 
Confer, Manager of Oakland Hills 
Memorial Gardens. 

That particular garden contains 
about 250 to 350 creniated remains 
of donated bodies buried in a mass 
burial. 

"Wayne State is aware and it is no 
biggie," Confer said. 

Reports from local news channels 
and other nevra publicaUons staUng 
that "graves" will be moved causal a 
massive influx of phone calls from 
clients to the cemetery. 

Customers were paIiic-stricken at 
the thought of their loved ones 
being extracted and then moved to 
another area of the grounds. 

The section that wi l l most likely . 
be compromised by the road widen­
ing project is the Garden of Love. 
The cemeteiy plans on notifying 
affected clients and allowing Uiem 
the opportunity to reselect plots in 
anoUier area when plans are final­
ized. • 

.Any type of cemeteiy upheaval 
pends on the actual commencement 
of road work.

Another Important point 
Bouchard noted is never mbc alco-. 
hoi and motorcycles. 

"Any mixture puts you a l grave 
risk." Bouchard said. "The toler­
ance for error Is minuscule." 

A lcoho l a n d dr iv ing shou ld 
always be avoided, but Bouchard 
points out that someone might 
survive an a lcohol related car 

crash with the a id of an airbag and 
seatbelt. These protections are not 
available on motorcycles. 

The number one accident pre­
vention l ip Bouchard stresses is 
take training courses well beyond 
the state mandated level, 

"There are extended courses 
available to help hone you r skil ls ," 
Bouchard sa id . 

These courses not only help driv­
ers become better, but also help 
drivers learn h o w to better protect 
tllemselves as a defensive driver. 

Bouchard said i f a cyclist gets i n 
a unavoidable si tuation, it wi l l be 
that extra t ra ining that wi l l help 
them get out. 

Also, i f driving a car near a 
motorcycle, be m u c h more obser­
vant. 

"People train themselves to look 
for a car (opposed to a motorcy­
cle)." Bouchard said. 

"Give each other a little extra 
breathing room."

After vislUng Uie website, Folino 

said she was able to find out lnforma­
Uon on all four of her grandparents, 
two of which have lived in Northville 
for 40 to 50 years. 

.As a result of her Internet search, 
Folino discovered Olat both her 
grandfathers came to the United 
States on the same ship. 

•We didn't even know it imtil Uie 
website ljecame available," she said. 

Also on the site, she said she was 
able to learn more extensive details 
about her relatives' voyage to 
America. 

"It shows all kinds of veiy neat 
information," she said, adding Uiat 

she was able to pull up information 
about the ship, its passengers, Uieir 
general healUi, how much money the 
people carried, where the immigrants' 
destination was and who UIeir closest 
relative was in their original coimtIy: 

"i spent hours on Uie site," said 
Folino. "It's just fascinating." 

She said one of her grandfaUier's 
was in his 20s when he arrived in the 
United States. Her oUier grandfatiier 
was under age 10. 

Folino was also able to find out the 
name of the boat and even day her 
family arrived. . 

Slig said all four of her grandpar­
ents came Uirough Ellis Island from 
Italy. 

Folino said the website ^ has 
scamied copies of Uie slilps' manifest, 

which is a ship's record of who is on 
board. She said Uiat offlcials use a 
manifest as an oflicial immigration 
record. 

Folino said at some places on Uie 
website, visitors can see what new­
comers wrote in Uie records. 

"You can kind of get feeling of how 
proud Uiey were to be coming to Uie 

' United States lo live," she said. "When 
asked how long they were going to 
stay in Uie United States a lo t of Uiem 
wrote 'forever.' It's very neat. It's track­
ing yoiIr heritage." 

Folino said one of her grandmoUi-
ers, Allla Santavenere, 87, curreIiUi 
resides, in NorUiville. Folino said 
Santavenere was three years old 
wlien she came over to the United 
States. ?

Jennifer G r a n h o l m s a i d she 'd 
already been looking Into the prob­
lem, i n conjunction with the FTC, 
and cou ld not find evidence. 
Eventually, State Sen, B i l l BuUard, 
R-High land , a n d Rep. N a n c y 
Cassis , R-Novi , introduced bi l ls 

this spring to outlaw zone pricing. 
Zone pr ic ing is among the Issues 
Levin wil l s tudy. 

Levin said other issues that have 
taken his attention Include: 

— Hi s A r m e d Services 
Committee's review of the proposed 
$320 bi l l ion defense budget. While 
Bush has already submitted his 
spending p lan . Levin said he has 
been working on his own proposal 
for that budget, 

— Debate about President 

George W. Bush 's proposals for a 
missile defense system before the 
armed services committee. 

Levin opposes the developinent 
of such a system. He sa id it would 
be expensive, other countries could 
quickly develop counter measures 
and would not address low-tech 
delivery systems, "like a truck." 

Levin has announced he'll r u n 
for re-election next year. Al though 
does not yet have an opponent, he 
anticipates he wi l l have a chal ­

lenge. A n d he Is already fundrals-r^ 
Ing in anticipation. B u t wi th hlt» 
new responsibilities, he said ht!-
won't focus on the election u l l t l i 
the turn of the yeaL

A number of area residents from 
such streets as Rogers and Dubuar 
expressed their concern over the 
possible destruction of the woods 

•Just west of Dubuar. Dubuar resi­
dent Tom HoUeman obtained and 
presented to the planning commis­
sion more than 150 signatures from 
residents opposing the Connection 
of Dubuar and Caldwell. Holleman 
said the road Is to narrow for such 
developnlent. 

"Since the proposed road would 
be a direct route from Rogers Street 
to Main Street, it would undoubted­
ly be used as a Convenient route to 

and from Hillside as well as O u r 
Lady of Vlctoiy." Holleman said. 
"Parents driving Children would no 
doubt use this new short cut. In 
addition, children that walk to 
school would have no Choice but to 
W£ilk In.the narrow road. This is 
ob\1ously an unsafe situation."-

Holleman said the ConneCtion 
would provide the only route from 
Main to Eight Mile Road between 
Clement Road and Rogers Street. 
He'believed that would generate 
additional automobile and truCk 
traffiC on a dangerously narrow 
roadway, as well. 

Bauss said he wanted to work 
with the city and residents. He said 
he would make Certain concessions, 
such as converting the road .exten­
sion into private driveways. He said 
the private drives would not be for 
through-traffic and there could be 
indicators that would designate the 
road extension as being private. 

'There is going to have to be some 
give and take on both sides," Bauss ' 
said. "1 fully agree the land is beau­
tiful, but 1 believe the way Caldwell 
abuts Dubuar that it was intended 
to be connected eventually." 

Bauss said the conlmisslon Indi­

cated to him the road would possi­
bly have to be widened to 30 feet 
and be private. He said UIe Commis­
sion also wanted his plan to address 
Uie city's tree ordinance. In addi-
Uon, Uie commission wanted him to 
conUnue coordinating the stormwa-
ter management with the city. 

"In regard to any aspect of Uie 
plan, 1 will and have followed the set 
ordinances," Bauss said. "I have 
already and wil l Continue to work 
with the city on the storm water 
management. Trees will be lost, but 
the city ordinaiiCe states they must 
be replaced and this will happen," 

Holleman said the exIsUng h i l l ­
side and woods would have to be 
destroyed. He said the oak, maple, 
ash and walnut trees are among the 
finest historic trees i n Uie city, 

Bauss is expected to appear 
before the p lanning Commission 
again on Sept. 18.

Mackenz ie sa id Y 2 C A R E was a 
program that involved 1,302 i n d i ­
v iduals , convicted of d r u n k dr iv­
ing in Oakland County who were 

required to participate in a testing 
program dur ing the 1999-2000 
New Years Eve holiday. He said 
1,214 o f the 1,302 were tested. 
Nine of those tested ind iv idua ls 
were positive for alcohol use and 
only two were legally Intoxicated. 
Ninety-three percent of these at-
risk individuals were confirmed 
as being sober, wh ich MacKenz le 
said was a great accompl ishment 
and because of this the program 
has been expanded, 

MacKenzle sa id i n the first full 
year of the C A T C H program 3,609 
ind iv idua ls were ordered to 
appear for testing, l i e sa id 92 per­
cent of these Individuals appeared 
and only 44 tested posit ive for 
alcohol use and none for illegal 
drugs. 

"The program allows the courts 

to better enforce the order of pro­
h ib i t i ng the convicted Individual 
f rom d r i n k i n g , " 19th Dis t r ic t 
C o u r t Judge W i l l i a m Runco said. 
"These specific holidays are high-
r i sk t imes for d runk driving." 

A c c o r d i n g to MacKenzle , the 
35 th Dis t r ic t Cour t i n Plymouth is 
also a part of the program and 
w i l l j o i n it for its second yean 
3 5 t h D i s t r i c t C o u r t J u d g e 
R o n a l d Lowe sa id the cour t tr ied 

. the program on a smal ler scale 
a n d l i k e d Its success . 

"I l i ke this method because of

In England , where they don't have m u c h of it, 
these days at the end of Augus t are called "high 
summeL" 

The Brits are right. Now is the height of the 
summeL especially here in Mich igan . 

Maybe because the sun is loweL the light has 
turned to golden, bringing out the strong colors 
of the black-eyed Susans and cardinal flowers 
that brighten the late summer gardens. The 
nights are getting Cooler so the sleeping is bet-
teL certainly better than it was j u s t a few weeks 
ago-

The farmers' markets are jam-packed with 
the bounty of ihe season — corn, peppers, egg­

plant, cantaloupe 
and watermelon, 
tomatoes, peach­
es, the flrst of the 
fall raspberries. 

When I was a 
k i d , my parents 
used to pack me 
off to summer 

, camp, a l l seven 
weeks of it. Once 
I got over being 
homesick, I liked 
it O K . B u t to me, 
the h igh point of 
the summer was 
coming horiie in 
A u g u s t . My 

father would grill .steak in the back yard, my 
mother wou ld make peach pie and I would eat 
corn on the cob to my heart's content: What a 
homecoming in high summeL especially after 
having to endure seven weeks of Myste iy Meat, 
so beloved of so many Camp Cooks. 

I've been th inking abput a l l this i n recent 
days because ray wife, Kathy, a n d I have been 
experimenting wi th our vegetable garden this 
year 

Sure, we. grow the standards: Rhubarb to 
greet the flrst warm days of spr ing In pies or 
stewed (my grandmother Insisted it was the 
beist spring tonlCI); fresh-dug potatoes,. beets 
and Carrots; sweet peas and green beans (what

a lot of work for such a small yield of dellcious-
ness); raspberries (ours bear in June and again 
in August and September). 

Early this spring, Kathy pulled out the garden 
Catalogue, sInlled happily and announced: T h i s 
year we're going to grow heirloom tomatoes. I'm 
sick and tired of those miserable excuses for 
tomatoes we get i n the supermarkets." So, heir­
loom tomatoes it was. A n d when the young 
plants arrived In A p r i l , they looked so miserable 
and slight In their b lack plastic potsi 

We planted theni w i th limited expectations. 
A n d for a while, they Just sat tliere, looking 
grumpily at us. Then the weatlier warmed, we 
got a little rain and they Just took off. Today, 
they've grown far beyond their Cages and we've 
got heirioom tomatoes a l l over the place. A n d 
what tomatoesi Little Cherry tomatoes, bright 
orange and so sweet as to remind me the toma­
to is a fruit, not a vegetable. Pinkish ones that 
look unripe at first but taste sensational when 
paired with a little olive oi l and a couple of basil 
leaves. Bright golden little globes that burst 
wi th flavor, served alone or wi th a few grains of 
salt. 

The intensity of flavor of these old varieties 
has been a revelation to us as the summer has 
come into its height. 

A l l this has led me t o reflect on what's hap­
pened to our eating over ray 60-odd years. 

BaCk when I was a little boy, our family diet 
varied wi th the season. In winter when you 
couldn't get anything fresh at the store, we'd eat 
'potatoes, Brussels sprouts and apples, things 
Uiat would keep In the fruit cellaL And we'd eat 
a l l the vegetables from the garden that my moth­
er canned the previous summeL 

Come spring, we'd rejoice in the flrst fresh 
rhubarb. As summer Came on, we'd eat all kinds 
of fresh fruits and vegetables, some fresh from 
my grandparents' garden, some from the store. 
In the fall, we'd have squash, cauliflower, 
turnips, plums and maybe some game (my father 
liked to hunt). 

Today's supermarkets are crammed with all 
kinds of what might be Called "Industrial food." 
The freezers are flUed wi th packages of frozen

foods of al l kinds, regardless of the season. 
"Fresh" produce is trucked in from California, or 
even flown in from South America or Israel, 

Thanks to our modern food-growing and dis­
tr ibution systeIn, we can eat what we want when 
we want, regardless of the season, 1 can get 
"fresh" tomatoes i n the wInteL but the varieties 
are selected for mass production, to be picked 
green and shipped long distance around the 
country in ethylene-fllled containers. .And I'U 
gladly trade a bite of a peach, sweet and juicy, 
picked fresh off the tree to the ones you see i n the 
supermarkets off-season. 

Kathy's heirloom tomatoes were bred when the 
idea of picking stuff before it was ripe and ship­
ping it around the Country was considered non­
sense. That was a simpler time, certainly, but it 
also was a time of more vivid flavors and a fami-. 
ly diet that seemed to fit the feel of the seasons 
as they turned. 

I'm delighted some of the older varieties are 
coming back on the market. 

Growing them and eating them subject to the 
discipline of the season and the uncertainties of 
the weather help keep us rooted in simple reali­
ty-

"Gov, Engler is able to do that because he has 
real carrots and sticks," Levin said. Engler's 
Influence comes from the fact he is governoL not 
because he's the head of the party. Levin said. 
The governor has plenty of tline to hand out 
rewards and punishments, through support of 
legislation or by the naming of appointees to var­
ious state positions. 

Levin, despite the IrIfluence he now holds as a 
senior member of the U . S . Senate and as the 
chair of two of its most powerful committees, 
does not have a way to hand out prizes or disci­
pline In the same way.

Blanchard's service from 1982 to 1990 were 
not happy years. While it is true that you can't 
attribute that a l l to Blanchard — the economy 
was bad, he was saddled with huge budget 
deflclts coming into office, and he had to hike 
the income tax — he still gets the blame. 

Engler 's inargin i n 1990 may have been small , 
but he h i s policies have proven popular wi th vot­
ers ever since. Starting with Proposal A i n 1994 
and continuing with some 30 tax cuts, Engler's 
has played the issue of tax reform to good effect. 

Without party leadership that is wil l ing to 
send a message to Blanchard, telling h i m that he 
has already had his day in tlie gubernatorial 
sun , he's not l ikely to get such a message.

Tlie •'Slream Map of Pennsylvania" 
was compleled in 196.S after a thirty-
year effort by Howard Higbee. .1 for­
mer Penn Slate Professor. 

FVofessor Higbee succeeded in cre­
ating a map of llie highest detail possi-
ble...a map that shows every stream 
and lake. He painsiakingly plotted by 
hand. Ihe location of 45.000 miles of 
streams onto a 3 x 5 foot map. 

The map sold extremely well- until 
it was lost several years after it first 
.-ippearcd in print. Incredibly, the 
printer entrusted with the original 
drawing and printing plates, declared 
bankruptcy, tlicn carelessly hauled 
Higbee's 30 years of work to a 
landfill. 

The few remaining dog-cared cop­
ies became a prized fishcmiiin's pos­
session. Professor Higbee was offcred 
$400 for one of his last maps. And 
state agencies were forced to keep 
their copies under locic and key. 

Experts told Professor Higbee that 
reprints were impossible, because the 
maps were printed in non-photo­
graphic blue. 

Then, in 1991. at lhe age of9i, 
Howard Higbee's dream came u-uc. 
Computer? made it possible to reprint 
the map. Holding an updated map. 
Howard said, " i never thought i'd live 
to .see this day."

IRAs are a great savings tool 
but there s a catch involved 

Qualif ied retirement plans and individual 
retirement accounts (IRAs) are great vehicles 
to take advantage of lax-deferred growth and 
save for retirement. When a n indiv idual even­
tual ly decides to tap into his or her retirement 
fund, wi thdrawals from these p lans are subject 
to regular income taxes. There's one catch, 
howeveL for people who are under 59'/2 years 
old. They wi l l pay an addi t ional 10 percent tax 
for premature distributions, i n addition lo, the 
regular income tax, unless they can fit w i lh in 
one of the exceptions lo this penalty tax. 

O f the exceptions to the 10 percent prema-
• ture d is t r ibut ion tax allowed i n 2000, al l hut 

two provide no real p l ann ing opportunities. 
M o s t are designed to relieve the bu rden 
imposed by a death, disabi l i ty , serious illness, 
educat ion costs, first-time home purchase or 
divorce. The two exceptions that do allow tax­
payers to access their retirement funds with­
out the penalty tax deserve closer examination.

tions from qualified retirement plans l ike prof­
i t shar ing , 401 (k), pension and certain other 
employer sponsored plans. Under this excep­
t ion, a taxpayer who has "separated from serv­
ice" (I.e. they have retired, qui t or been laid off) 
after a t ta in ing age 55 m a y wi thdraw any 
amoun t from his or her employer's plan free of 
the 10 percent penalty tax.

allows for the greatest flexibilily and i s very 
beneficial for many early retirees. It c a n even 
be ut i l ized i f the taxpayer has left the employ 
of one company and makes the wi thdrawal 
from the first employer's plan while an employ­
ee of anotheL For some, it 's a good reason to 
leave their retirement plan balances w i t h their 
former employer since withdrawals from IRAs 
.(eyen-If the. taxpayer Is,.pyer!55,aIId',npt work-. 
; ing) .will not qualify for this exception. • -

There are, howeveL disadvantages to th is 
exception. Fi rs t , former employees are a l the 
mercy of their former employers with respect 
to their wi thdrawal rights from the p l a n . 
Employer sponsored plans can have a wide 
variety of withdrawal options, some very liber­
al and others may be very restrictive. Second, 
an investor who leaves a former employer a l s o 

cedes Investment con t ro l to the former 
employer 

The other exception lo the 10 percent penal­
ty rule applies to all types of retirement plans 
inc lud ing IRAs and S E P s . Under this excep­
tion, withdrawals that represent "substantially 
equal payments" over the life of the taxpayer 
(or Joint life wi th a beneflciaIy) are penalty free. 
These substant ia l ly equal payments mus t 
extend for the longer of five years or un t i l the 
taxpayer turns 59'/2 years o ld . Once that 
requirement has been satisfied, taxpayers can 
Change the amount they are receiving. If the 
amount withdrawn is altered, the penalty tax 
applies retroactively to the' first substantial ly 
equal withdrawal . 

Avoiding the 10 percent penalty for early dis­
t r ibut ions can mean the difference between a 
successful and unsuccessful transit ion into 
early retirement. The exceptions to the rule 
discussed here must be considered carefully .
