After working more than a year 
without a contract, the Novi Fire 
Department has sealed a deal leav­
ing fire department personnel and 
the city o f Novi somewhat satisfied. 

"It's fine," said Novi Fire Chief 
Ar thur Lenaghan. "I think obvious­
ly both parties are satisfied." 

The Novi Professional 
Firefighters Union Local 3232 con­
tract was signed by Novi Mayor 
Richard J . Clark, Aug. .13, after 
prior approval by the Novl City 
Counci l , The six-year contract cov­
ers the period of Ju ly l , 2000 
through June 30. 2006. 

"It was not a n unanimous deci­
sion or ra t i f ica t ion ," s a i d M i k e 
E v a n s , Loca l 3 2 3 2 u n i o n p re s i ­

dent a n d Novl F i r e D e p a r t m e n t 
f i re m a r s h a l . "We d i d n ' t get 
eve ry th ing we wanted." 

Although decision makers did go 
through mediation p r i o r to 
approval , contract t a l k s never 
reached the point of arbitration. 

"We went as far as we wanted to 
go without going Into arbitration," 
Evans said. "It (arbitration) costs 
the union and the city money." 

One major change to tlIe previ­
ous contract," but not an unusua l 
one, is the F50-25 retlrenif nt ben­
efit. T h i s allows flrefighteni with 25 
years of service the option to retire 
at age 50 instead of the previous 
contract age of 55.

The Fuerst Fa rm Fa i l Clean-Up 
Is scheduled to take place from 9 
a.m. to noon at the T a l l and Ten 
Miie Roads farm. 

Volunteers wi i i assist in the 
outdoor clean up of lhe eight-acre 
property. 

"We're planning on doing fall 
preparations of tlie gardens," said 
Kathy Mutch , event organizer and 
president of Preservation Novi . 
"We wi l l worit on the perennials 
and probabiy the fa l l -biooming 
plants. We wil l have to put off 
until NoveInber the pruning of tiie 
pear trees." 

The clean-up is organized by 
Preservation Novi wi th tiie cooper­
ation of other groups s u c h as I^ovi 
Parks, Recreation and Forestry. 

"Our goal (of tiie event) is to 
maintain what we consider a va lu ­
able community resource, m i n i ­
mize the deter iorat ion of the 

grounds and heighten communi ty 
awareness." M u t c h sa id . 

Cider, doughnuts and hot coffee 
wi l l be served to a l l volunteers 
along w i th a lesson i n Novi's agri­
cu l tura l history. 

"It may not be my personal his­
tory, but it is the history of the 
community ," M u t c h sa id . "It is 
certainly an integral part of what 
this communi ty is about." 

In May, Preservation Novi spon­
sored a successful spr ing clean­
up wi th about 50 attendees. 

"We h a d a great mixture of indi ­
v idua ls coming alone, parents 
wi th ch i ld ren and senior citizens," 
Mutch sa id . "It's a nice group." 

This year 's fall clean-up wil l be 
a little less demanding than last 
year's. 

"Last year's c lean-up was 
major," M u t c h said. 

About 80 workers tackled the 
inside of the house, r ipp ing carpet 
padding from the floors, washing 
wal l s , c l ean ing the ba throom, 
c l ean ing windows and doing 
minor repairs.

Teaciiers were abie lo meet s tu­

dents at their level of Instruction 
by making an assessment of the 
students aptitude and then mak­
ing the cur r icu lum fit the level that 
they were at, she sa id . 

"That means our teachers 
assessed tile students reading and 
w r i t i n g everyday." Ayers said. 
"Then they pianned Iheir students 
ins t ruct ion for the next day." 

Dennis Keeney, math and sci­
ence coordinator for the school 
distr ict , said the teachers used 
ma th games to make the subject 
entertaining. 

They played baseball multiplica­
t ion and other math games to help 
them understand the subject mat­
ter. 

"It lakes the drudgery out of 
practice," Keeney said . "It's fnn to 
do. i t 's a game a n d they learn 

wi thout rea l i z ing that they are 
learning. It's not Jus t play time. 
It's a se r ious part o f (he m a t h 
ins t ruc t ion . " 

The s tuden ts were disappoint­
ed when s u m m e r school .was 
over, she said . 

"With these little folks, all of the 
instruction time was spent learn­
ing," Ayers sa id . "That's why they 
had a good time. It was because 
they were successful." 

A l l of the students showed 
marked Improvement, which wi l l 
help them lieep up with other stu­
dents throughout the school year, 
she said. 

The teachers went through a 
training program in order to pro­
vide instruction for the students, 
she said. They also met everj'day to 
discuss a student so they could 

help that student and other stu­
dents achieve academic success. 

" A l l of our students made 
improvements," Ayers said, 'Some 
of those improvements in attitude, 
motivation and understanding." 

Keeney pointed out that one of 
the reasons for stuclents success 
was the amusing way that the sub­
ject matter was presented to Iheni. 

"If they become anxious about 
math, then you have to ask yourself 
if what they are doing is productive 
or not," Keeney saici. "if there is a 
fun way to do the same Uiing, then 
why not do that i n a fun way."

A recent dec i s ion by M i c h i g a n 
C o u r t of Appeals agreed w i t h the 
previous decis ion o f a iower court 
in the lawsui t between residents 
of the Woods of Edender ry subd i ­
v i s ion and the Northvi i le school 
dis t r ic t . 

A c c o r d i n g to schoo l board 
members, the school dis t r ic t was 
sued by l 4 Woods of Edenderry 
residents who were quest ioning 
whether the school dis t r ic t had 
the right to b u i i d the high schooi 
w i t h i ts des igna t ed p l a n or 
whether the d is t r ic t was restrict­
ed by t o w n s h i p z o n i n g o rd i ­
nances. 

The Mich igan Cour t of Appeals 
concluded that "the statute Is 
cons t i tu t ional a n d that its pla in 
language exempts school con­
s t ruct ion projects from local laIid 
use regulations, i n c l u d i n g zoning 
and site p lan reviews." 

The decis ion had school board 
members feeling vindicated. 

"I t h i n k it j u s t proves that the 
distr ict d id noth ing wrong," said 
school board president Mar tha 
Nleld . "The law from the state Is 
very clear t h a i a school dis t r ic t 
bu i lds a bu i ld ing a n d a site for 
the best purpose of publ ic educa­
tion. Twice now we've been given 
that op in ion ." 

Bob Lus i t , a t torney for 
Northvii le Pub l i c Schools , said 
the case was first heard at the 
Wayne County C i r c u i t Court by 
Judge Kathleen MacDona ld . 

"The decis ion a l t i le c i r cu i t 
level [was] that the school d is­
t r ic t was exempt from the town­
s h i p Eoning o rd inances , " sa id 
L u s k . "The judge d i smissed the 
case before it went lo t r ia l . It was 
at least a year ago the Judge 
i s sued that decis ion. Then , the 
township property owners near 
the high school and the township 
appealed that dec i s ion to Ihe 
M i c h i g a n Cour t of Appeals ." 

Two key issues in the lawsui t 
were examined by the M i c h i g a n 
C o u r t of Appea is . The case 
requ i red the cour t lo decide 
whe the r a p rov i s ion of the 
Revised School Code exempted 
s c h o o l c o n s t r u c t i o n projects 
f rom iocal land use regulat ions . 

The court also decided whether 
or not the statute uncons t i t u ­
t i o n a l l y delegates leg is ia t ive 

author i ty to the super in tendent 
of publ ic ins t ruc t ion . 

"The township, a long wi th area 
residents, requested that defen­
dants alter construct ion p lans lo 
accommodate the i r conce rns 
regarding parking, buffering, set­
back, s torm water control and 
tree preservat ion i s sues , " the 
Appea l s Cour t o p i n i o n read . 
"Defendants decllnei3 to adopt a l l 
the requested changes, t ak ing 
the pos i t ion that the Rev i sed 
School Code exempted them from 
local zoning regulations. Plaint i f f 
and in tervenors f i led 
motions. . . seeking a declaratory 
ru l ing that defendants' construc­
t ion plans were subject to p l a in ­

t i f f s l o c a l zon ing regu la t ions , 
i n c l u d i n g the site p l a n review 
process . The c i rcu i t cour t denied 
those motions, ru l ing that the 
Revised School Code exempted 
defendants from local zon ing reg­
u la t ions ." 

The school dis t r ic t was also 
sued by the township i n a sepa­
rate l awsu i t , but that was settled 
w i th a n agreement in 1999, Nield 
sa id , 

L u s k sa id there were two hold­
ings by the M i c h i g a n C o u r t of 
A p p e a l s . 

"ITheJ school dis t r ic t is exeIIipl 
because the state super intendent 
o f schoois has sole and exclusive 
j u r i s d i c t i o n over schooi dis t r ic t 

si te plans ," sa id L u s k . "If the 
state s u p e r i n t e n d e n t has sole 
a n d exclus ive Ju r i sd ic t ion , then 
the township doesn't have any." 

He also said the courts ru led 
on a second point . 

"This delegat ion of author i ty 
over schoo l si te p l ans from thp 
MIcl i igan legis la ture to the state 
super in tendent is not uncons t i ­
tut ional ," s a id L u s k . 

The appeals c o u r t agreed w i th 
the decision of the lower court , .',

The move to ease rest r ic t ions on the carry­

ing o f concealed weapons is off for the time 
being ... the key words there are "for the time 
being." 

Despite the fact Mich igan ' s new C C W law 
went into effect as recently as J u l y l , gun 
r ights advocates have already ca l l ed for 
res t r ic t ions con ta ined i n that new law to be 
lifted. 

Ross Dy l tman , of the Mich igan C o a l i t i o n of 
Responsible G u n Owners , said h i s group 

w o u l d p u s h to 
e l i m i n a t e the 
"gun-free zones" 
e s t a b l i s h e d i n 
the l a w . He 
argues they are 
d i s c r i m i n a t o r y 
and treat permit 
holders l ike sec­
ond c l a s s c i t i ­
zens. 

F u r t h e r , he 
argues, the gun-
free zones cre­
ate a danger . 
S ince owners 
must take their 
weapons off 
and leave them 

in the i r ca r s w h e n they go into ce r ta in faci l ­
it ies, they may become the target o f theft. 

M i c h i g a n ' s n e w C C W r e q u i r e s g u n 
boards to i s s u e p e r m i t s to a p p l i c a n t s who 
meet the s ta te ' s r equ i r emen t s . A s l o n g as 
they are over 2 1 , have h a d the n e c e s s a r y 
t r a i n i n g a n d have no h i s to ry of m e n t a l i l l ­
n e s s or a c r i m i n a l r e c o r d i n c l u d i n g 
felonies a n d h i g h m i s d e m e a n o r s , a p p l i ­
can t s c a n get a p e r m i t to ca r ry . P r e v i o u s l y , 
the f i n a l d e t e r m i n a t i o n of w h e t h e r to i s sue 
a p e r m i t w a s left to the d i s c r e t i o n o f c o u n ­
ty g u n b o a r d s , w h i c h gun r igh ts advoca tes 
sa id w a s u n f a i r .

Nature's weathermen work well

message of the coming seasonal change. 
Glancing upward, I could see that some of the 
leaves on select branches were changing their 
hue i rom the standard grass-green to more of a 
bril l iant red.

Perfect. I thought. Jus t i n time. 
Since I don't have cable television or a satel­

lite that pul l s i n television broadcasts from 
outer Mongolia, what I hear of weather reports 
comes from the radio or whatever stations the 
rabbit ears on top of the T V set can manage to 
pu l l in. 

While meteorologists seem to have a handle 
on the day to day temperature and barometric 
pressure readings, I'd say the forecasters that 
live along the roadsides a n d in our backyards 
have a s l ight ly more I m p r e s s i v e way of 
announcing the start of a new season. 

Being unequipped with such m o d e m fore­
casting methods l ike cosmopolitan computers 
or satellite readings, nature has its own impres­
sive method of predicting seasonal change. 

Although the neighborhood oaks, maples and 
elm trees don't have the ability to predict or pin­
point approaching storms o r severe weather as 
advanced machineiy can. trees i n their own 
right have the uncanny knack at announcing 
the onset of each season. 

When the blistering heat of summer gradually 
fades away, one of the first signs of au tumn wil l 
be the changing hues on the leaves. Similarly, as 
the icy grip of winter grabs hold of Michigan once 
again, the trees shed their leaves entering a state 
of rest.

'• • "The defendants organized 
and he ld a soccer practice du r ing 
a t h u n d e r and electr ical s to rm 
(hat the (injured boyi was direct­
ed to part icipate i n . " 

• The N S A "acted in reckless 

disregard of the safety of minor 
children." 

• The practice fields were open, 
flat and unprotected. 

• The injured boy was com­
pelled to participate because of 
the scheduled practice. 

• The injured boy would not 
have been s t ruck by l ightning 
had care been exercised. 

The nea r -dea th acc ident 
occurred d u r i n g a soccer practice 
on a i l e ld at Northvi i le Chr i s t i an 
Assembly on M a y l 1 j u s t after 6 
p.m. The boy, a IVorthvlIle resi­
dent, was hit i n the head by the 
l igh tn ing bolt a n d fell to the 
ground. The bolt stopped the 
boy's heart a n d breathing. H i s 
coach was able to resuscitate the 
boy wi th C P R before professional 
help arr ived, 

"There was this explosion of 
bright light a n d a horrendous 
sound. T h e earth moved and a l l 
of the boys Just went down," eye­

witness M a r y C lough sa id . 
After the arr ival of Nor thvi l le 

Township emergency personnel , 
the boy was transported to St. 
M a i y ' s Hospi ta l in Livonia . It was 
in i t i a l ly reported by the boy 's 
mother that he did not suffer any 
major injuries. The story, w h i c h 
told of the youth ' s h a r r o w i n g 
experience, appeared in the M a y 
18, 2000 issue of the Northville 
Record. 

The boy's mother also to ld the 
Record i n a May 16, 2000 phone 
interview for the story that she 
did not b lame the coach a n d she 
credited h i m for saving the boy's 
life by performing CPR. 

"It was a freak accident," the 
boy's mother said i n the story. 
"Nothing more," 

There were conflicting reports 
from eyewitnesses regarding the 
weather that day, Caro l Poenish , 
the referee coordinator for the 
under'-six divis ion on h a n d at the 

time of the incident , told the 
Record last year that she did not 
th ink there should have been 
pract ice or any th ing going on 
with the way the weather was 
that day. 

C l o u g h . another soccer coach 
us ing the same field at the time of 
the l i g h t n i n g s t r ike , told the 
Record last year that around 
5:30 p .m. the day of the accident 
that she had not seen another 
bolt of l i g h t n i n g a n d the sky 
appeared to have been clearing 
up. S h e sa id she d id not see any 
reason for other coaches cancel­
ing pract ice, even though she did. 

Accord ing to Larry Bieiack, the 
NSA president at the time of the 
accident, there were no set rules 
i n p lace regard ing weather 
besides u s i n g c o m m o n sense. 
Severa l N S A volunteers d id 
inform the Record last year thai 
there were safety guidel ines , 
i nc iud ing seeking shelter at the 

first s ight of l ightning, and not 
re turning to play or practice u n t i l 
15 full minutes had passed s ince 
the last v is ib le c rash of l igh tn ing . 

The N S A is not covered b y 
either Nor thv i l l e c i ty ' s o r 
Northville Township 's in su rance 
carrier M i c h i g a n M u n i c i p a l R i sk 
Management Author i ty , but by 
the vo lun teers own I n s u r a n c e 
provider, 

Peter Jabbour , a coach for h i s 
three ch i l d r en ' s teams i n the 
under -e igh t a n d u n d e r - s e v e n 
divisions, sa id the case against 
the N S A may have a de t r imenta l 
effect on the soccer associa t ion 
and the l , 6 0 0 youths who par t ic­
ipate in it each year. He sa id 
changes may have to take place 
in order for the N S A to become a n 
official par t of the N o r t h v i l l e 
Parks and Rec rea t i on 
Department.

Some people have dogs and 
some have eats o r both , but 
Northville resident M i k e Conrad 
has (Ish. 

Not Just any flsh, but Japanese 
koi flsh. Some may have the opin­
ion that this type o f f i sh are Just an 
overrated carp. However, Conrad 
sa id the sheer beauty of a full 
grown koi wil l d i m i n i s h this opin­
ion . 

"It started with constructing a 
s m a l l pond In the backyard ," 
Conrad said. "I thought it would be 
a fun thing to do w i t h the family," 

Koi , also called "nlshlkigoi" in 
J apan , can be labeled the best flsh 
to be placed In a garden pond. 200 
years ago the koi were discovered 
by Japanese farmers i n the moun­
tains of Niigata. It was In the v i l ­
lage of Yamakoshi where farmers 
first observed a red carp swimming 
among the black carp , wh ich were 
raised for food. 

"It's a veiy high-quali ty flsh," 
Conrad. "I've purchased 30 koi 
from California that were imported 
from Japan . The breeder was 
Daln lch i . a known a n d famous dis­
tributor of Koi ." • .i I. 

Through selective breeding, the 
original Japanese breeders created 
over 100 named varieties. Ko i are 
also bred In Israel. Singapore and 
i n the United States. Conrad has 
three types of koi i n h is two ponds. 
He keeps kohaku , taisho sanke 
and showa sanshoku In his front 
a n d back yard ponds. 

Nlshlkigoi koi come in sizes any­
where from four Inches to over 
three feet long. They can be kept in 
a small aquarium or a large out­
door pond. Conrad said he has 
learned that Koi are sensitive fish 
and do not like overcrowding. 

"Right now I have she or seven of 
my best koi at what 1 call a sum­
mer growth camp in Gaines at the 
home of a breeder wholesaler" 
Conrad said. T h e r e In a larger 
outdoor pond where they have the 
chance to grow larger than they 
would If they were here in my two 
ponds." 

Kohaku is white wi th red high­
light markings a n d are probably 
the most common variety. Tancho 
kohaku are white ko i wi th a red 
spot on their heads and an inazu-
m a kohaku has a continuos red 
marking from the head to the tall, 
bu t with variation. Taisho sanke 
are simply known as sanke. Those 
type of koi have red and black 
markings on a white background. 

Showa sanshoku or showa have 
red and white marlclngs on a black 
background. Conrad said the best 
quality koi come from Japan . His 
largest koi is 25 inches long and 
he said the key to ko i selecting is 
through keen observation. 

Conrad said before making a 
final selection a k o i buyer should 
take Into consideration the breed­
ers pond and the kol 's mood. A 
clean, non-smelling pond is the 
preferred . environment . J e r k y 
movements or If the koi has Its fins 
clamped to its body are bad signs 
that a koi is not happy asid proba­
b ly should not be purchased. 

After a koi has been selected, 
helping it grow properly is key to 
i t s maturity. C o n r a d sa id 
install ing a pond wi th a l l of the 
necessities, such as filters to keep 
the water clean a n d heaters for the 
whlteL is essential. He said for the 
ko i to reach Its fu l l color potential 
and remain heal thy it must be 
kept In pristine condit ions. 

"One of the benefits to having 
k o i is seeing them mature into 
heal thy, colorful fish," Conrad 
said. 'Obviously, they are not like 
a cat or dog, but l do get satisfac­
t ion out of seeing them mature 
into healthy and colorful f lsh." 

One major way a ko i owner can 
help the flsh become healthy and 
colorful Is to feed them properly. 
Conrad feeds tils k o i food pellets

the fish they have bred. The rule 
for k o i is to feed them little and 
often. 

Overfeeding can be very detri­
mental to the kol 's health as well. 
Conrad said the best way i n get­
ting the ko i to eat form your hand 
is to let them work up a n appetite. 
This , he said, wi l l make them bold­
er or tamer allowing the person 
feeding them to get a n up close 
look. 

The are certain foods that can 
help enhance the color even more. 
Pellets that have carotene or splr-
u l ina In them are especially useful. 
Both enhance the red pigmenta­
tion cind i f carotene i s used at a 
h igh concentration, then there is a 

chance the white wil l t u r n into 
pink. 

Conrad said adding ko i to h is 
pond complemented the style of 
the type of landscaping at his 
home off o f Seven Mile Road. 

"I moved to Northville i n 1975 
and one of my first projects here 
was to landscape the yard ." 
Conrad sa id . "1 like to th ink of my 
landscape set t ing as being a 
Japanese-American garden. I have 
a bamboo fence and Japanese 
maples that add greatly to this 
style. The garden set t ing offers a 
sense .of serenity, w h i c h Is good 
since my office is j u s t ins ide the 
house a n d 1 have a great view." 

Conrad has situated bo th ponds 
so he and his family as wel l as vis-

Itors can see the fish from the 
front and back windows . He 
believes landscape architects often 
overlook the value of placing some­
thing within the ponds they usua l ­
ly recommend to the inqu i r ing 
homeowner. 

'Hav ing koi In a pond can help 
make it into a living art piece," 
Conrad said. "The ko i can spur 
interest. There are times when 

interested chi ldren or adul ts come 
walking by home and see the pond 
with the koi in t hem. Watching the 
koi swim in the pond is very relax­
ing. "
