‘Il it is a
life threatening fssue, we have to
do something about 1t.”

The PPI members learn listenlng
skills and cenflict reselution in the
classtoom each day, she sald.
While in class, they learn that the
problems of the other students are
not thelr problem.

The students have to go through
a two week training program (o
gualiiy to help resolve oiher stu-
denls problems,

When there's issues that needs
to be resalved, the girls are ready to
cover female lssues in the morn-
ings and the. boys are set to cover
male issues in the alternoons,

Sometimes conllicts can not wait
until the scheduled hour, she said.
As long as sludents don't have a
test, they are pulled out of class lo
help resolve a pressing conflict.

“Some days we are pretty busy
and some days, we're nol.” Harpe
said, "It Just depends on whal's
foing on,” Harpe sald.

The move lo ease restrictions on the carying
of concealed weapons Js off for the time
being...the key words there are "for the time
being." .

Despile the fact Michigan's new CCW law
went into elfect as recently as July 1, gun rights
advocates have already called for restrictions
contained in that new law to be lifted. ’

Ross Dykman, of the Michigan Coalition of
Responsible Gun Qwners, said his group would
push to eliminate the "gun-free zones” estah-
lished In the law, He argues they are diserimi-
natory and treat permit holders ltke second
class citlzens. . ., ... .

Further, he argues, thie gan-free zones create

a danger. Since
jowners must take
their weapons off
jand leave them in
their cars when
they go into certain
facllilles, they may
become Lhe target
. fof thet.

Michigan's new
(CCW requires gun
jDoards to issue per-
Imits to applicants
lwhe meet the
. o state's require-
; ments, As long as
Mike Malott  they are over 21, have
had the necessary train-
Ing and have no history of mental lliness or a
crimina! record including felontes and high mis-
demeanors, applicants can get a permit to
carry. Previously, the final delermination of
whether 1o [ssue a permit was left to the disere-
ton of county gun beards, which gun rights
advocates sald was unfair.
Of course, the law was controversial at the

Ume and part of the compromise was Lo add e
gun-free zones. Even wilh the permil, CCW
holders are not (o be allowed to carry their guns
Inte hospllals, casinos, schools, day care cen-
ters, sports arenas, stadiums, resiaurants,
bars, college dermitories or eollege classrooms.

It is those zones Dykman and other gun
rights advocates want to eliminate.

It should be noted that the other side of the
argument wants Lo add. more gun-free zones.

There is a lot of
security around Delroit Metro to keep a passen-
ger from climbing on board a plane cdrrying a
gun, bul the law did not account for thal. As it
1s writfen, critics contend, the law would nol

So those critlcs, when they clreulate petitions
to rewrite the new gun law, as they are expecl-
ed to do for the election next year, intend te add
more gun free zones.

Why then, do gun rights advocates want (o lry
to eliminate the zones already? Why net let the

new law operale as Is and see how il works? *

Wouldn'l it just rile up critics all {lie more o pet
rid af Lhe zones now? )

"That's probably exactly whal we will do”
Dykman concluded recently, In fact, he'd
already received fecedback [rom Gov. John
Engler and pro-gun lawmakers like Rep. Susan
Tabor, R-Delta Township, who have sald (hey
are not yet willing to revisil that issue, They
may be recepilve to the fdea, but not yet,

Stil], he said he is also confident these zones
will evenlually be eliminated.

"That is the experience seen in 33 other states
and I'm confident that it will in this case as
well," he sald. “I'm confident the public will
actept the CCW law when they sce there are no
Incidents, no problems, as has been the case In
those other states.”

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Letter gives hints in lightning accident liability

Determining lability in a May
11, 2000 lightning sirike acei-
dent on an il-year-old
Northville bay will left to the
courts, but an agreement
between the Nerthville Soceer
Assoclation and other authori-
ties may shed some light en the
malter.

According to the Associatlon's
letler f understanding with the
Northviile Parks and Recreation
Commission. the llability insur-

Northville and  Northville
Townshlp's provider, Michlgan
Munricipal! Risk Management
Authority.

The parks and recreation
commlsslon Is a service shared
between the city and township.
The letter of undersianding was
slgned in Avgust of 1998 by the
Soccer Assoclalion and one
month later by the parks and
recreation commisslon.

The understanding agreement
was supposed 10 last for two
years, which would have provid-
ed coverage by MMRMA. In
addlitien, 1the agreement siated

renewed annually untfl one or
more. partles gave the other a
minlmum of 80 days notice that
changes or termination was
deslred,

However, according to the let-
ter of understanding, the NSA is
a seperate, independent organi-
zatien, The same letter of under-
standing also stated the NSA
and parks and rec commission
agreed to “defend, Indemnily
and hold harmless the other
patty and iis offlcers, directors
and empleyees from any claims,
demands or legal proceedings
which may be made or brought

The NSA Is composed of vol-
unteers not hired by Northville
or Northville Tewnshlp — a fact
that troubled defense attorney
Mark Greenman.

“My question for our elected
officlals is why Is the Nocthvllle
Parks and Reereation
Commission s not standing up
to the letter of understanding
agreement {t had with the soc-
cer assaclation?” sald
Greenman, who represents four
of the six defendants. “They
scem to be on the fence and not
taking a positlon on this.”

Northville city manager Gary
