Considering these potenttial outcomes and the risks and consequences associated with each,
we have concluded that ending the litigation now based upon the seftlement outlined below
" appears to be in the best interests of the City of Novi.

We have been steadfast in adhering to the following driving goals in our settlement
talks:

+ To NOT burden residents with additional taxes, For example, 15-year judg-
ment bondy issued in the amount of $60,000,000 wouid add approximately
$237 annually in taxes to a homeowner with a house SEV of $100,000.

To NOT have to guarantee payment of any minimum amount of insurance
proceeds.

To settle this case as soon as possible given the daily interest (§20,000+) aceru-
ing on the judgiment.

o To NOT reduce basic services provided to the citizens of Novi.

Background Information

Since 1995 when the above litigation was filed against the City of Novi, most residents
have read information surrounding this case and the magnitude of the judgment out-
standing against the City of Novi. The judgment rendered January 21, 1999 in the Oak-
Jand County Circuit Court, amended since to include accring interest at 12% and fees,
has now reached a magnitude of approximately $68,900,000.

The appeal of this matter by the City of Novi to the Michigan Court of Appeals is still
pending to be heard. Given that interest at the rate of 12% on the judgment is accruing
and recognizing the uncertainties of the outcome of the litigation, we authorized settle-
ment talks with the plaintiff to commence in February, 2001. Mayor Richard Clark, City
Manager Richard Helwig, City Attorney Gerald Fisher, and Insurance Legal Advisor Leo-
nard Schwartz have represented our community in these talks. The purpose of this letter,
which is being mailed to every household in Novi, is to apprise you of the outcome of these
talks and to outline settlement components that could conclude this ugly chapter in our

city's history.

NQO ENTRANCE FEES

The following summary contains the hightights of the Sandstone litigation:

+ Sandstone developers received approval from the City of Novi to develop housing,
commercial businesses, and related amenities in the area approximately south of Thir-
teen Mile Road straddling what now is new Novi Road to 121/2 Mile Road. A Spe-
cial Assessment District was created for the City of Novi to build this new portion of
Novi Road. The litigation was initiated by Sandstone in 1995 over its central conten-
tion that the City of Novi prohibited the opening of the roadway for timely marketing
of the property resulting in the project's insolvency.

A judgment totaling $39,961,587 was rendered against the City of Novi on January
21, 1999. On July 9, 1999, the Court amended the judgment downward by
$6,732,300 to a new total of awarded damages in the amount of $33,229,287,

On September 30, 1999, the Trial Court issued an additional post-judgment dec1smn
awanding interest, attomney fees, and costs. Prejudgment interest at 12% in the
amount of $19,057,640 and attomney fees and costs in the amount of $1,269,838.70
were awarded. Since that time, interest at 12% continues to accrue on the judgment.
As stated previowusly at the beginning of this letter, the value of the judgment has now
reached the magnitude of approximately $68,900,000, and the case has not yet been
scheduled for hearing of the City’s appesl before the Michigan Court of Appeals.

They all responded to our Invitatlon to
come to our conference room, meel our edi-
tors, talk together about how our responsi-
bilities 45 communlty newspaper people
transcended hate and fear, suspiclon and
shared patrictism.

As it turned out, our conversation had an
unplanned force and point. That same
morning, prosecutors charged a Garden City
man, Brent Seever, with frst-degree murder
for the slaying of All Almanseop, a native of
Yemen. Wilnesses said Almanscop pleaded
for his We, trying 1o explain that he had
nothing te do with the terrorist attacks In
New York and Washington, as Seever chased
him with a .45-caliber semiautomatic.

The Muslim and Arab community in
Southeastern Michigan — 350.000 strong
according to the 1990 census and possibly
as large as half a milllon today — is the
largest and most wisible in America. It’s
also the most under siege, as Americans
rise in griel and anger agalnst a terrorist
conspiracy that appears so far to be linked

My visitors all made thelr feelings clear.

Many laws are dupllcated at’ the federal,
state and local fevel. The reason, as I've
heard it explalned, is o aid in enforcement,
allowing offlcials at all three levels to act and
prosecute offenders.

Uniform standards sought in voting

Te reform eleclions, the slate
does not need to adopl a unilom
voting booth lor use in all precinets
across Michigan,

Whai it needs is "unfform stan-
dards,” according 1o the Michigan
Task Force on Vollng Reform,
chaired by slate Sen, Dianne
Byrum, D-Onondaga. Alter con-
cdueting six hearings ever the sum-
mer and hearing [rom an estimaled
300 cliizens, the Task Foree issued
a report making 49 recommenda-
tions Wednesday, Sept. 19, in
Lansing.

"We found no supporl for a one
size fiis all technology for veting”
Byrum said. "Michigan is a very
diverse state. People have all differ-
ent preferences for different types of
ballots, Some jurisdicticiis have just
recenlly updated their equipment.”

That puis the 19-member Task
Force al odds with recammenda-
tions {ssued earlier this year by (he
Secrelary of Siate. Proposing her
own reforms in the wake of Jast
year's recount leoubles in Florida,

that all voting preclnets in Michigan

“switeh 1o "optfcal ‘scan" ballots.

Older mechanical lever machines

and punch eard ballols wotdd have
te be replaced, allhough the price
tag would be high,

"What peaple want Lo know at the
polling site is I they have cast a
valid ballot, whether it is a counia-
kie ballot, and they want o have a
secorxt chance to cast thelr ballots
correctly if they did nol,” Byrum
explained.

Thal means eacli precinet would
have lo be equipped with a ballot
"reader.” Such machines can deieci
when voters have spolled thelr bal-
lols by voling twice in a given race
or, in a primary, crossed over lo
anoiber party,

Byrum sald technology ls avail-
able to provide readers lo precinets,
regardless of which type of ballot
they currently use, although not all
have them currently, She said it is
nol known how many precinels
would have to have readers added
or how much that might cest. The
slale would have 19 jnventory local
elections clerks to find dul,

Training poll workers and provid-
ing easier access lo the ballot were
the lop two areas identified as need-
ing reform. she sald,

A program of "training the trainer”
was proposed by the Task Force.

" Local electlons oflicials wonld send

 designiee to recelve training from
ihe Secretary of Slale's office on
polling operations. They would
recefve accreditation te train other
poll workers back in their home
comnunites.

Byrum estimates the cost of such
a program would range between
$500.000 and $1 million, The Task
Force recommended training be
conducted every two years.

Access to the ballot was also a
issue, and of the 30 hours of lesti-
mony taken by ihe Task Force,
much of involved requests for easter
access to abseniee ballots. Byrum
said Lhe recommendation is for "no
excuse” absentee ballets, meaning
applicants do not have to claim they
will be out of town on electlon day to
qualify.

Byrum said the Task Force also
called for-inlliation of a pilat early
voling program. The proposal Is to
allow local elections clerks (o sel up
limit sites [or volng ahead of elec-
lion day, )

Byrum said the 49 recommenda-
tions will likely be the subject of an
equal number of bilis in the legisla-
ture. She hopes to see (hem intro-
duced this fall.

Byrum said her work on the Task
Force was not a result of her own
election comdest last fall, in which
balloting problems occurred and led
to a number of recounts in several
precinels.

"I have a_passion for this issue,”
