said. 
It was stated at the council meet­

ing the city of Wixom had already 
approved this design for the Wixom 
Road connector, but atler repeated 
attempts for conilrmaUon, the city 
would neither confirm nor deny this 
was true. 

The single-point urban inter­
change presentation came before 
the members of city council as an 
alternative to the traditional style 
originally proposed when fundhig 
was in iUa l^ received by MOOT for 
the project. 

MOOT had set aside $80 million 
for both the Wixom and Beck Roads 
connectors, putt ing both in its 5-
year pian with construction com­
mencing in 2003. 

The combination of rising Beck 
Road land values and pre-deter-
mined funding forced M D O T to 
choose and propose a new inter­
change design requiring the need to 
purchase less land, or "right-of-way" 
to construct the new connector. 

MDOT officials esUmated the cost 
to purchase right-of-way for both 
the Beck and Wbcom Road connec­
tors is rising at about $500,000 per 
month. 

Council member Craig DeRoche 
was initially concerned tlie single-
point design was being proposed 
only because it was cheaper 

"if they had more money, would 
they do it another way?" DeRoche 
said. "1 wanted to make sure this 
wasn't a substandard exchange to 
simply save money." 

After having more time lo think 
about and research the design, 
DeRoche is starling lo realize this is 
the beginning o f a trend i n the state 
of Michigan. 

Although 2003 may seem far 
away, Wresinski is extremely con­
cerned about the length of time the 
council will take before giving its 
endorsement, MDOT needs to begin 
the process as soon as possible or it 
wi l l not be able to hit the 2003 con­
struction date. 

Counci l member Louis Csordas 
does not want to see this project 
postponed. 

A t the council meeting he stated. 
T h i s amazes me we would not Jump 
on this opportunity recommended 
by a professional." 

He did not want to put off the 
issue because he felt confident it 
would only slow plans and add 
expense. R e p .

T h e project s tar ted at 
Four teen Mlie and Decker Roads 
more than a year ago. Workers 
p laced five mi les of water m a i n 
th rough Walled Lake , wh ich t h e n 
was placed down Fourteen M i l e 
Road through the nor th side of 
the downtown lo Angle Street. It 
f ina l ly went through Maple a n d 
B e c k Roads. 

W i x o m city manager M i c h a e l 
D o r n a n said in J u l y that the 
projec t was a m o n u m e n t a l 
unde r t ak ing - the largest the c i t y 
ha s ever under taken. 

A l t h o u g h the last of the wa te r 

ma in was coIIipleted in Ju ly , 
Detroi t wa te r officials h a d to 
f lush and test the water for bac­
teria before residents cou ld lake 
a sip. 

' W l x o m wate r officials had to 
complete a booster s ta t ion that 
boosts the pressure to get the 
water sys tem to work efficiently. 

W i x o m res idents are happy to 
have Det ro i t water s ince they 
won't have to worry about yellow 
s ta ined s i n k s , toilets and bath­
tubs a n y m o r e , a c c o r d i n g to 
W i x o m M a y o r M i c h a e l 
M c D o n a l d . 

"People were having a party at 
Maple Fores t condomin iums ," he 
sa id . "People have been really 
vocal about i t . They salci they 
can' t believe It's here." 

l iowever , M c D o n a l d noted that 
It took 36 hou r s for the water lo 
fully occupy the sys tem after the 
tap was t u r n e d on. 

W i x o m c i ty water officials lake 
the Detroi t water, pump i t into 
the reservoir at night w h e n rates 
are low a n d then use i t through­
out the ci ty d u r i n g the day, he 

s a i d . 
Mos t r e s iden t s are t a k i n g 

advantage of the new water s u p ­
p l y . Never the less , some r e s i ­
den t s prefer to keep their cu r ­
r en t water sys tem. 

"We wi l l not force anyone to 
h o o k up to De t ro i t water ," 
M c D o n a l d s a i d , " i f you are 
h a p p y w i l h we l l water, you c a n 
c o n t i n u e to use i t . It wasn ' t 
w o r t h the fight to tel l people that 
they had to go to Detroi t water." 

Nonetheless, 12,000 residents 
are taking advantage of Detroi t 
water , he sa id . M a n y of them are 
h a p p y to have more pressure 
t h a t the Detroi t water is able to 
provide . 

L i n d a Ki rby , W i x o m city c l e r k 
a n d resident, sa id her fami ly 
n o t i c e d the wa te r p res su re 
t r i p l ed . She a lso not ices that she 

doesn't have to s c rub as m u c h to 
ge l the ye l low re s idue off of 
everyth ing the water touches. 

"My daugh te r went lo take a 
bath a n d she sa id ' M o m , you've 
got to see this ' ," K i r b y said". "The 
s ink a n d Ihe ba th was f i i l ing a l 
the s ame l i m e and she was 
amazed. M y 23-year -o ld daugh­
ter was look ing at it iiice it was 
Niagara Fa l l s . " f 

K i r b y voted aga ins t Det ro i t 
water i n 1997 b u l she is now 
happy o thers voted for i t . 

"Now it 's k i n d of nice," Kirby 
sa id .

increase support for the Novi Pub l i c 
LibraIy by 1.2 mi l l s . This addiUonal fund­
ing w i l l be used to bui ld a new larger bu i ld ­
ing on the present site and to update and 
increase the excellent service the libraIy 
has always given N o v i residents. 

The present l ibrary was built i n the 
1970s and remodeled in the late 1980s to 
serve Novi as the c i ty was in 1990, with 
32,000 residents. Today, Novi has over 
47,000 residents a n d in a few years, wil l 
have between 70,000 and 80.000 citizens. 

The present l ibrary bui lding has only 
23,000 square feet. The American LibraIy 
Associat ion standards state that a city the 
size of Novi needs 80,000 square feet to 
continue offering top quality service. Our 
book collection is now at 100,000 volumes 
- we need 200,000, especially more best 
sellers, books for youth and homework 
materials. We now have only 18 public 
access Internet computers - we need a 
computer training lab for in-depth ski l ls 
training with at least 25 Internet comput­
ers and an additional increase of 50 pubUc 
access Internet terminals throughout the 
new UbraIy. Eveiy table needs to be wired 
for patron laptop a n d other personal com­
puter equipment. 

The l ibrary meeting room now holds only 
100 persons for programs. Children and 
adults are regularly turned away from vital 
programs for lack of space. Last summer, 
1,249 Novi children and you th particlpaled 
in the summer reading and life enrichment 
program. Each week, a special event was 
held i n the audi tor ium but only a fraction 
of the participants could attend due to 
space limitations. Wi th a new building, a 
multi-purpose room will be built to hold 
over 300 persons for each program. 

In addition, table seating capacity for 
patrons needs to be Increased from the 
present 157 to 400 . Also, there is an 
urgent need for more quiet study space 
and additional smal l meeting rooms for 
community use and group study sessions, 
especially by our h igh school students. 

A 'yes" vote on the library mlllage wil l 
continue and improve the library's record 
of excellent service to Novi residents of al l 
ages wi th vital information needs. 

In 1992, the Noui News surveyed Novi 
residents to rate the quality of community 
services. The Novi Publ ic LibraIy was voted 
No. 1 i n quality service given. Keep the 
library offering you and your chiidren the 
very best with a 'Yes" vote Nov. 6.

Novi does not need another "referen­
dum." We elected o u r city council to make 
decisions. Anyone c a n make easy deci­
sions; it takes guts to set aside politics and 
make the hard decisions; especially if it 
costs y o u votes.

but a sham. At first, it appeared that 
council was genuinely Interested i n what 
the people had to say and listened. Bu t 
when most of the crowd had gone home 
and It was time for the mayor a n d the 
admimstrat ion to answer those questions 
brought before them, their responses were 
fliled w i th the JustillcaUons for theh-
actions. Not only did admtaistrat ion 
answer questions, but also the mayor and 
members of counci l spent considerable 
time defendtag themselves a n d justifyhig 
their positions. Yes, they expressed their 
angst, a lmost apologetically. It was obvi­
ous, however that although the deal is 
not inked, it is set in their m i n d s a n d 
complete except for the voting i n two 
weeks. .As it turned out, t l i i s pub l i c hear­
ing was not about them hearing us; it was 
about us hearing them. 

Last minute talks about put t ing It to a 
ballot were simply platitudes, a s we saw 
repeated Justification for not doing so by 
citing the interest charges each day and 
the legal ramifications of delaying a settle­
ment. So why was citizen ophi ion and a 
ballot of the voters not solicited In June , 
at least o n a n advisoIy basis? The same 
interest cost has accumulated i n the last 
four months as they completed th is deal 
i n secret, as would be spent In Waiting 
un t i l J a n u a i y for formal voter opinion. 

Many platitudes were also spoken about 
our open ci ty govermnenL Th i s Was a 
major exception, made on one o n the 
most c ruc ia l decisions about o u r city's 
future. Too bad t l i ls was done completely 
behind closed doors, to be dropped on us 
wi th little recourse. If the Inayor and 
counci l feel hisulted by accusat ions of 
deceit, they should consider Whether theh-
actions were t m l y honest w i th the people. 
I thhik not. 

In an attempt to open u p a l l the lIifor-
matlon to the citizens of Novi . to provide 
new informat ion regardmg the arsenic 
c leanup "requirements" tha t are not 
requirements at a l l for a park a n d provide 
hiformaUon that shows that Nov! w i l l l ike­
ly lose a n y chance of state assistance In 
acquir ing o r developing new p a r k facilities 
for the next five to seven years, l have cre­
ated a Web site for a l l to s tudy.

.aff i rmat ive action admis s ion policies a n d 

spurred the $200 mil l ion Life Sciences Institute. 
To me, a defining anecdote took place after 

• Michigan defeated Penn State in 1997. As thou­
sands of students milled around the president's 
house on South University, Bollinger sponta-

' neously Invited 
them i n ; 
'Tonight, this i s 
your home, too," 
he told the group. 
A f t e r w a r d . 
Bollinger told me 
the students had 
been polite a n d 
well behaved; 
"when you treat 
people with cour­
tesy, you get 
courtesy back." 
he said. 

After h a v i n g 
been courted — 
and u l t imate ly 
spurned — by 

Harvard, Bollinger announced he wasn't a can-
. didale for the presidency of another inst i tut ion. 
. B u t Co lumbia went after h i m big time and, evi­

dently, Boll inger and his wife. Jean, realized 
, they were "facing a life-changing, life course 

type of decision" and decided to take the 
Columbia offer. 

The University of Michigan is one of our pr ime 
assets. .And when a n extremely popular presi-

. dent decides to leave U - M after only four years 
in office, it's worth while refiecting on what can 
be learned from the episode.

Some are saying the Board of Regents had 
trouble getting its act together in time to make 
Bollinger a b ig salary offer to keep h i m in A n n 
ArboL Frankly, 1 th ink the Bellingers decided 
they were going to New York, and that was that. 
No counter offer from the Regents would have 
Inade much difference. 

That said, howeveL it's worth considering the 
situaUon faced by great public universities like 
U - M . Dur ing my time on the Board of Regents, 
two presidents — Bollinger and Harold Shapiro, 
who went to Princeton i n 1988 — have left 
Michigan for the Ivy League. Certainly, the 
Harvard's, Princeton's and Columbia's of the 
world reek with prestige, but they're not that 
much grander than the University of Michigan. 

So what's going on? 
, In part, I think, it's a compensation issue, 

both internally and externally. Bollinger is pa id 
$325,000 at Michigan, while football coach 
Lloyd C a r r makes more than $ l mi l l ion . Does 
that disparity really reflect the comparative con-
t i lbution of the two positions? George Rupp's 
salary as President of Columbia is reported to 
be $500,000. and most Ivy League presidents 
are paid far more than most public university 
presidents. Is running an Ivy League school that 
much harder than heading a great public u n i -
veI-slty? 

I've been at the table when compensaUon 
packages with U - M presidents were being nego­
tiated. The plain fact is tliat public university 
trustees are scared of paying their presidents 
what they're worth. They don't want to antago­
nize the stale legislature — or the news media 
or the know-nothings i n our communi t ies — 
by paying their presidents b ig salaries i n pub­
lic i unds . 

But the old axiom — "You get wha t you pay 
for" — holds true for university presidents as 
in most everything else. Runn ing a univers i ty 
as big. complicated a n d good as the Univers i ty 
of Mich igan is a very tough Job; it cal ls for a 
person of remarkable sk i l l s and experience. 
And s u c h qualiflcations are very m u c h in 
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You can't have it both ways. Don't tell me he 
wants corporations to benefit our residents, 
then vote for a n overlay that has the potential o f 
allowing - With no city control - what I consider 
substandard usage to OST. 

Kramer wants to increase resident involve­
ment in ci ty government. Then why d id he not

sites that the city can purchase for park land at 
a significantly less cost than $920,000 per 
acre. .And the city w o u l d sUU have more than 
4 5 0 acres o f park land for tlie future North Nov! 
Park. 

A t the present value of the judgment, the esti­
mated tax per year on homeowners is $237 per 
year for a home with a $100,000 taxable value, 
or 2.37 mi l l s . But most of the homes i n Novl 
have taxable values significantly higher. A n d 
that cost would r u n for at least 15 years. A 
home wi th a taxable valiIe of $150,000 would 
pay a total of more than $5300 over 15 years to 
keep the 7 5 acres of land . That Is s imply not a 
fiscally respoIisible solution.' Certainly the tax­
payers would father pass a park mlllage tJiat 
wou ld cost much less and provide more useable 
acreage. 

To say that there is no other available land 
in Novl that is comparable to the 75 acres on 12 
Mi le is not true. Take a drive west off of Beck on 
9 M i l e Road and there i s beautiful unused and 
available acreage that could be used for park 
land . In fact, there is 111 acres of land for sale 
near 9 MUe and Napier that Is heavily wooded, 
abuts the Links of Novi golf course, and would 
make outstanding park land . There are numer­
ous other similar locations as well. Land such 
as that would be more appealing to residents, 
since they would not have to deal w i t h the deaf­
ening trafflc noise from 1-696, Twelve Oaks , and 
the new Fountain Walk development. Frankly, 
a pa rk in the proposed settlement area would 
not be the most appealing place to relax and 
have a picnic. 

It i s time that the city of Novi put this ugly 
chapter in i ts histoiy to rest. Approve the settle-
fhenl wi th Sandstone and get down to the task 
of f inding additional lands for parks that won't 
bankrupt the already heavily taxed residents of 
Novi.

Mayor Clark and the Novi Ci ty 

Counc i l are portraying their pro­
posal to settle the Sandstone law­
suit as a great deal for Novl. We 
give up 75 acres of North Novi 
i 'ark; Sandstone drops the suit . 
HoweveL it may not be as good a 
deai as it first appears. As users of 
tlie park, we would l ike to contest a 
few points:

Wliat Is available Is farmland -
maybe good for a munic ipa l golf 
course, but certainly not a replace­
ment for what we already have. 

4) "It's a l l contaminated by 
arsenic - we'd have to desti-oy It lo 
save It, so why not develop it?" 

This Is a highly debatable point. 
The majority of the land Is not con­
taminated - tests ordered by the 
city show arsenic levels are at or 
below Mich igan ' s normal back­
ground level In most of the park. 
A n environmental risk analysis of 
areas w i th h igh arsenic levels 

needs to be done before we deter­
mine what sort of cleanup, if any, 
is required. We need more informa­
tion before we make this decision. 

5) "it's a free way to get out of the 
iawsuit" 

it's not free - we aiready bought 
and paid for this land. 

Before transferring the land to 
Sandstone, the city would have to 
pay off the remainder of the bond 
used to purchase It in 1993. How 
much would this increase taxes? 
Again, we need more information. 

North Novi Park is a priceless 
asset for Novi. The citizens of Novi • 
voted once to buy it and once more 
to pieserve it. Please don't let irre- • 
placeable undeveloped greenspace . 
be squandered to make more 
money for Sandstone.
