Robbers bind
employees for

Two local employees were bound
at their hands and [eel alter the jew-
elry store they were workdng In was
robbed by a couple of unknown
mern.

. “There were no Injuries, but the
employees were obvlously quite
upset,” said Kevin Heberl, detective
with the Novl Police Department.
“The store suffered a substantial
loss - over $100.000.

According o pollce Teporls, two
men entered Ram Creations Custom
Jewelers at about 3:20 pam. Oct, 9
and started locking around the
Slore.

Emplayees of the Novl Town
Center store, sald after talking to

them brieflly the men pulled out
- frandguns-and ordered the employ-

ees Into the rear of the store where
they were ordered to the floor.

The suspeets then took cash and
merchandise belore restraining the
employees.

“Primarily diamonds were stolen,”
Hebert said,

When the men were done, they left
(hrough the rear deor In an
unknewn direction.

Police bellsve one of the men was
inside the store about two weeks
before the robbery.

The two suspecls were deseribed
as white males between the ages of
40 and 50 years old.
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A composite of one of the

robhery suspects.
Witnesses said the first suspect

had short dark hair and was about 6

feet tall with a large build and a mus-

tache. He was wearing a biack and - i

white checked shirt and a leather

cap.
The second suspéct was described
as a bald man about 6 feet tall with

A revised version of the Exo
Overlay ordinance allowing Lhe con-
struction of a new Novl Expo Center
passed a second reading and was
adopted by members of the city
counell Monday night.

The action taken at the Oct. 15
meeting was the next necessary
step in a list of many along the read
leading to the new Taft Road and
Grand River Avenue area center.

Golke, city engineer Nancy MeClain
and landscape architect Lauren
McGuire.

“Our new three stall members
are high quallly experlenced peo-
ple.” Pearson said.

The new Liring will allow the ity
to huild its core of capabilities and
provide officials the opportunity (o
do business with In-house profes-
slonzls,

Pearson beileves it is a natural
progression the city would advance
to this level.

The clty anticipates it will rely on

flows and speelfic experiise Issues.

in the past. the city has relied on
three main consulting Nrms (o ful-
fill its professional service and
advice needs,

Birchler Arroyo Assocfates. Inc.
provides planning and traffic engi-
neering services, Linda C. Lembe &
Associates provides woodlands and
landscape architect services and
JCK & Associntes provides cngi-
neering; surveying: facade and
architect; and environmental serv-
ices Including professional opin-
ions on wetlands and sotl erosion.

All three firms will still remain
under contract with the city.

“Many clifes and counties have
heen doing (his for years,” satd
Richard Helwig. Novi city manoger.

Althouph (e three consulting
firms contracled with the city
remain the same, the way (hey are
being paid has changed.

Lo the surmmer, members of the
city council voted to change the
wity the consultants recelve Lheir
pay.

As of July I. an hourly pay rate
struclure has been in place

retainer which was the previously
used methad.

"We ellminated retalners to
improve the clty's accountability In
managing work,” Pearsen satd. "It
provides us with more financial
accountabllity.”

The three firms alse recetved an
invrease (n service rates and fees
being paid for fiscal year 2001-
2002.

The increase in the standard
hourly rate for Birchler Arroyo
Associates, Inc. Increased any-
where from $19 to $23 per heur
depending on the compensated
cmployee's posftion. The employee
with the lowest increase was an

assockte planner who was paid
$58 per hour and under the new
rate schedule now makes 577 per
heur, The positions with the high-
esl increases are the principal and
CADD designer. Both posilions
received an increase in hourly
rates of 823 per hour, Clerical and
drafting employees for the compa-
ny increased §5 per hour.

JCK & Asscclates received an
Increase in hourly pay anywhere
from $1 to $3 per hour and offered
to atlend clty council regularly
scheduled meetings as a compll-
mentary service.

The [ncrease in hourly wages for
Linda C. Lemke & Assoclates

ranges from $5 1o $20. The heurly
rate of the principal increased
from 860 Lo 585, the senior associ-
ate from 850 to $70 and the asso-
clate I rale decreased from $45 to
840, The hourly rale for the posi-
tions of assoctate Il and draftsper-
son rentained the same.

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Internet sales could be taxed in near future

Michigan's 6-cent sales tax will
Hkely be applied to goods purchased
over the Internet now that a propos-
al to create a collections system has
cleared its biggest cbstacle — the
state House Tax Pollcy Comimliitee.

The so-called "Strearniined Sales
Tax Project,” stalled for menths In
Tax Policy where il was falling one
vole short of the nuniber needed for
approval, was moved when
Republican proponents did an end
mun around the committee. Rep,
Jason Allen, R-Traverse City, craft-
ed a new, bul identical bill and ran
ft instead through his House
Commerce Comrnittee, which gave
it a more sympathelie hearlng. Once
on Lhe House floor, representatives
approved the measure Sept. 26,ina
§7-50 vote, just one vote over the
minimum needed for passage.

The new bill, House Bill 5080,
new moves Lo Lhe Senate, where the
earlier version sailed through back
in the spring on a 28-B vote.

Gov, John Engler will surely sign
the measure, belng one of its most
ardent supporlers. In fact, as chair-
man of the Nallonal Governors
Assocfation, Engler is leading a
natlonwide movement among states
1o apply sales taxes to Internet pur-
chases.

Once enacted. the bill will allow
Michigan to join a multi-state coall-
tion, working to develop a nation-
wide unlform. simplified sales tax

system maklng it possible to collect

taxes on Internet purchases with
the help of newly-deslgned comput-
er software.

At present, 46 states collect sales
taxes, 34 of them allow local option
sales taxes, and 30 have multiple
rates.

That's too complicated for soft-
ware designers to create the pro-
grams needed to automaie collec-
tion on the Internet, so Congress
has asked states to come up with a
meore unified, simplified system,

Those who advocate Michigan's
particlpation argue that this is not a
new tax. Sales and use taxes have
been in effect since the 1930s, but
since the state has no nieans of col-
lection, it relies on voluntary com-
pllance. Few taxpayers actually do,
and the loss In sales tax revenue is
estimated belween $150 million and
$300 million per year.

Opponents contend that, if it is
not a new tax, it will still take addi-
ticnal money out of the pockets of
tlaxpayers. They estimate the total
take over the next 10 years at $3. 9
hilllon.

"The train 15 leaving the station,”
Sen. Joanne Emmons, R-Big
Rapids, sald. "If we are not on
board, we are going to have 1o live
with decistons made by others, We'd
be much better off being there,
expressing our opinlon, having our
say as the syslem is designed from
the beglnning.’

Emmons was the one who origl-
nally proposed the idea In the sen-
ale. She said the 19 states that have
already voted to particlpate are
scheduled to meet soon, although
she did not know the specific date,
and begin hammering out details of
the simplified syslem.

Michigan, with its single rate
statewide sales tax, could provide a
model for the coalition to follow,

Emmons has argued. Being "at the
table” would allow the state fo pres-
ent its system, result in a formal for

"Strange, you would think that on
a jssue where the siate Chamber of
Commerce and the MEA ([the
Michlgan Education Assoclation]
agree, it would be easy,” Emmons
sald. "Polilics got in the way."

Emmons sald she was pleased
with Allen's bill, which closely
malches her own. Despite the oppo-
sition of Tax Policy members, she
sald she had worked with that com-
miitee to make several amend-
ments. Those changes were includ-
ed In Allen's bill.

One change had to be made lo
win the Chamber's support, accerd-
Ing to Rich Studiey, its senjor vice
president of government relations,

“Specific ‘wording was added to
say only the legislature can change
Michigan's sales and use tax. Before
that was added, we were not com-
fortable with the wording and
cpposed it," Studley explained. "It {s
in there so that the Treasury
Department cannot come back and
change the salés tax through
administratlve rules .. The earlier
version would have allowed for just
thal."

Opponents have feared that state
sales and Lse taxes here might he
changed — the rate altered, exemp-
tions eliminaled or be applied to
areas not currently subject 1o sales
taxes, like services — In order to
comply with the form set down hy
the project coalition.

But the new wording gives the
legislature oversight by requiring
that it act to adopt any changes

Another positive change, Studley
sald, was the additfon of a sunset 1o
the bill (n December of 2002, That
means current lawmakers, just
before thelr terms run oud, will have
ta review the status of the program
ta determine whether it s foflowing
thelr intent.

"It Is an automatic review. They
are going to have to extend or
remove the bill,” Studley said. "The
project wor't be fully implemented

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Colored stones just
as engaging as diamonds

It's not thal diamonds aren’t spectacu-
lar - they are. But for growing numbers of
brides, dizmonds are, well, just too tradi-
tionat. Stepping out of the mold into bril-
liance of another kind - namely colored
pemstanes - is a major rend.

For (he bride, colored gemstones offer
two impressive benefiis: She gets more
stonc for [ess money, in most cases, and
she gets to wear her individuality,

Jewelry designer John Hardy likes to
use aquamaring, mandarin garnel, blue
sapphire and orange impenizl topaz as
bezel-set stones surrounded by pave dia-
monds - bold but unique siatements.

“Using colored stones is becoming
mare popular because you can gel (he
lock of an tmponant ting at a fraction of
whal it would cost in diamonds,” says
Hardy. " Your engagement ring should be
a reflection of you and your loved one.”

More and more, it is the couple who
chooses the bride’s ring. Days past, it was
the groom, solo, who picked the ring with
possibly the heip of his mother who, of
cousse, preferred those diamond soli-
taires,

Why all the interest in color? Elizabeth
Flogence, director of the fewelry Informa-
tion Center, a nonprofit trade association
in Mew York City, speculates:

“Today's women are marrying later,
and perhaps those extra few years of ‘sin-
gledom' serve to solidify her personal
style. In choosing pieces of jewelry she
will wear for the rest of her life, she’s not
just going with the rings she thinks she
should have, but really taking the time to
explore her optians until she finds unique
pieces that make her heart sing.”

Colored gemstones refer to 2t of the
stones that aren't diarmonds - ranging
from sapphire, ruby and emerald at the
top of the list to aguamarine, opal, tan-
zanite, tourmaline chysoberyl, moonstone
and many others down a long list.

Some years ago, most people consid-
ered ruby, emerald and sapphire as “pre-
cious” stones and everything else as
“semiprecious.” But semiprecious has

been banned fram the jewelry lexicon,
The value of any stone js based on its
avaitubility and guality. Consequently, a
one-carat ruby can cost moere than a dia-
mond and range anywhere from $10 to
$10,0(H0, according to the [niernational
Coiored Gemstone Association, a non-
profit indusicy assocition.

The four C's that guide diamond quali-
1y - color, cul, carat weight and clarity -
also guide the quality and value for coi-
ored gemstores, Colar, says the ICGA, is
the key facter in determining value. A
common misperception is thinking that
darker is better. It’s not: “A much better
rulc of thumb is the brighter and more
rich and vivid the color the betler,”
according to the asseciation.

I the bride’s colored gemstone hit
parade, sapphires are the first cholce after
diamerids, followed by ruby and emerald.
These are usually the choices for some-
what older brides, some second-marringe
brides and. certainly, sophisticated brides
- of any age.

Sapphires have a royal legacy as
engragement ring choices. Mosi nolably,
Princess Diana received a gorgeous sap-
phire surrounded by diamords from
Prince Charles.

“Besides being truly beautiful gems,
sapphires are remarkably hard and will
wear well over the years,” notes Florence.
Sapphires arc the closest stone (o dia-
monds in measure of hardness, and their
mythology is pure romance. '

In ancient Persia, il was believed that
the reflection of sapphires pave the heav-
ens its blue cofer, and some of earliest
jewelry found anywhere, dating ta around
2500 B.C., featured sapphires.

Along with sapphires, rabies and emer-
alds are considered “traditional gem-
stones,” by the ICGA and can range from

$250 10 $10,000 per carat, "Mew classics"

gemstones include tanzanite, tonrmatine,
aquamarineg, imperial topaz and tsavorite
garnet, which can range from $50 to
$1,00 per carat.

A thirg classification, “connoisseur
gems,” are mere specialized, rare gems
such as black opal, jadeite, pink topaz,
alexandrite and chrysoberyl cat’s eye.

Because they are highly prized, prices
range from $250 1o 35,000 per carat.
"Collectars gems” like spinel, zircon,
moonstone and morganite usually sell for
bundreds per carat. And closest to earth,
ranging atywhere from 55 to $100 per
caral are “affordable gemstones” such as
amethyst, white opal, citrine, peridot and
blue topaz ameng others.

Using the 4 C’s as a guide, remember
that betier color, clarity and cuts cost
miore and so do bigger carats- To deter-
mine quality, iry to compare stones - say
rubies to rubies - side by side and look
for the vividness of the coler, not its dark-
ness, to determing value.

Many contemporary jewelry designers
have joined Hardy in the creation of col-
ored gemstone engagement rings. Among
today’s hotlest jewelry designers are
Chris Correin and Diana Heimann who
give an Art Deco look to diamond and
sapphire rings. Louise Damiano for
DeMerini concentrates en Victorian-
inspired bands, and Catherine Iskiw

designs ultrasieck and modern rings. Dia-
mond pave is 4 stunning effect in the
engagement rings in the new bridal jewel-
ry line from Jose Hess,

Then there zre the engagement rings
designed, in special cases, by the groom.

Tn 1986, Lisa Patrillo, reporter for The
San Diego Union-Tribune, was given a
thick gold band with a marquis-cut ruby.
Her engagement ring had been designed
by her husband, then mad by his fami-
ly's jeweler back in St. Lonis.

“I’d mever seen a ring like that, only the
diamond solitaires,” she recalls. But
Petrillo was very touched by the thought-
futness that went into her ring: *My hus-
band knew I was somewhat unusual. E
kept my family name, because ['ma
female reporter in a male profession. He
chose the by because he thought it was
red and flashy Like me She likes to call
her ring “discreetly wild,” but she says
she wouldn’t want any other kind of ring.

Having a stylist do the bride’s hair
and makeup on the day of the wedding is
stmply the 1ast step - surely not the only
step. Long before the actual day, a facial.
massage, body exfoeliation, pedicure,
manicure, waxing and the perfect hair
and nails are musts, But, for optimum
results - a geoving Jook of naturai radi-
ance - she aceds a steady program of skin
and hair treatments.

Many brides are consumed with wor-
ries like, what if my skin breaks out?
What if my hair looks dull? Beauty
cxperts say that the best strategy begins
three months ahead of the wedding. This
allows enough time, should skin be sensi-
live to breakouts or aliergic liens and
1o make any adjustments if a haircut or
color doesn't work,

For optimum care. spas offer beauty
packages where you can buy n series of
facials and body weatments. Many brides
and their atlendants - certainly those whe
can afford it - book beauty packages at
the same spa. Spas are increasingly popu-
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ceording (o the [nternational SPA
ation, visits to U.S. spas increased
almost 70 percent between 1997 and
1999, bridal parties included.
Experts offer the following beauty sug-
pestions for brides.

= Facials: Al the Clairins spa in Hous-
ton, their acstheticians suggest starting
facials three months ahcad and continuing
10 have them gither once a week or twice
2 month vntil the wedding,

At the Noeile Spa for Beauty and Well-
ness in Stamferd, Conn., director Eliza-
beth Delia Ratta explains that if a facial
includes extractions (of blemishes), this
should be donc at least four weeks
before,

Once your beauty plan is in place,
maintenance ai home - a datly cleansing
and loning regime - is essential. Many of
the most cffective new products, from
virtually every manufacturer, include
vitamins that restore the skin while help-
ing to remove toxins.

Chanel's senior vice president of
research and development, Dr. Jack
Mausner, explains:

“Some vitamins, particularly A, C, E
and niacinamide, a form of vitamin B
niacin, have been found particularly help-
ful te the skin both when taken orally and
applied topically.”

Some of the best include Chanel’s Rec-
tifiance line with vitamins A and E; prod-
vcts with AHAs (alpha hydroxy acids),
nutrients and vilamins in the Exuviance
ling by Neostrata; and the new multivita-
nin, three-product line from Clairing
called Hydra-Balance comprised of
lotion, cream and masque.

+ Waxing: Have waxing treatments for

*» Body treatments: Massage is the No.
1 treatment choice al U.S. spas, and jt's a
particularly good idea for brides. A series
of massages in the weeks up to the wed-
ding will help to untangle all the prewed-
ding knots. On the day before the wed-

" ding, a massage should be mandatory,

Jean Ann Karfo, massage therapist at
the New York City day spa, Carapan,
says, “Of all the gifts a bride might
receive, a massage wilt do the most to
help her relax, which will help her look
and feel her most beautiful on the day of
her wedding.”

When massage is combined with body
exfoliation, skin literally glows. Body
exfoliations should also be done at home;

« Manicure and pedicure: This one we
all know about, hut the more that pedicures
and manicures are performed on a regular
basis, the better the results, The Neelle Spa
says that regular manicures over several
months actually make nails stronger. For
feet, try one pedicure a month for several
months for satiny heels and toes, Dr.
Scholl’s Warm Wrap Foot Mask is a great
in-home product to keep feet moist,

* Self-tanning: If you insist on some
man-made color, be sure to test products
months in advance, Don’t ever try a liitle
setl-tan on the day of the wedding. If over-
applied, some products result i a very
unnatural orangey cast. Experiment, Or
work with an expert at a spa for the best
chance of an overall smooth tan.

Bronzing powders might be even bester.
Stilla Sun is a celebrity favorite. But forget
tanning from lights - lennifer Heath,
founder of the-Houston-based line of
BeautiControl products, cautions, “MNever
use tanning beds"

Whether it's a bill-paying station in the
kitchen or a full-fledged home-run busi-
ness, planning is critical 16 creating the
most efficient work space, caperts say.

“Pick an area of your home where dis-
tractions and imerraptions will be mini-
mal,” sugpesis Ronni Eisenberg, author of
Organize Your Home Office! “It might

seem like a pood idea to setup shep in the
guesi bedroom, but if you see clients or
have freguent overnight guests, the extra
room prebably won't work as an office.”

Organizer Melly Kinnard said there is a
tax advantuge to keeping your home-

ss separate from the living
quarters: You can deduct the squure
footage of Ihe effice as a percentage of the
totzl square footoge of Lhe home from
your homeowner's insurance, morigage
interest, real eslate Laxes, utilities und
s well as midntenance
plumbing, electricity, clean-
landscaping. |

Keep in mind that horme-based busi-
nesses are often flagged for audits, so you
should steer clear of playing fast and
loose with your books, Kinnard advised.

Once you select the appropriate space,
getting it adequately wired for office
cguiprnent is the top priority.

“Before you buy one stick of lurniture,
you'd better decide exactly what equip-
ment you need, from the computer system
and fax o ne 1o phanes and a copy
machine,” szid Deaver interior designer
Jane Gates. “Don’t skimp on the number
of phone lincs you'll need. If you are
working solely from home, you will necd
1o keep all your business lines separate
from the personal lines.”

As for funiture, Gates tells clients to
invest in a pood desk. She prefers them
long and narrow to minimize clulter, with
a computer f fax work station directly
behind you for quick access.

Quick fixes for some appliances on the fritz

Fheer up. The, answer might be sim-
ple enough for you t¢ solve without the
contents'of your wallet and a répair
b s S

Try some of these quick fixes before
you bring in the experts. They arc
aimed at specific problems that plague
the most common modern conve-
niences. Bul remember, if they don’t
work you might still need to call in the
professionals.

Prevention remains the best cure of
all, Following the manofacturer’s
instructions regarding use and mainte-
nance will the extend the life of your
appliances and keep breakdowns 10 2
minirum.

THE GARBAGE DISPOSAL
Most malfunctions are appliance

homicides, inflicted by homeawners,
Daspite the appearance of a steely maw
that consumes ! things, garbage dis-
posals gag on metal, glass, plastic and
fibrous materials such as banana peels,
paper and wood. Try these steps if all
else fails:

+ Unplug the unit. .

» Find your owner’s manual and
check for cleaning instructions.

+ Look on the bottom of the di
for a hexagon-shape hele, I there is
one, find a hex wrench that will fitit.
(Sometimes a wrench is mounted on
the disposal unit).

» Put the hex wrench in the hoie and
retawe the wrench back and forth to free
the obstruction. (Some models have a
reversing switch that accomplishes the
same uction.

« 1l your disposal is still jammed, .
turn the unit off, then use a boom hap-
dle 1o loosen the clog. Use tongs or pli-
ers tp pull any material out. Never use
your hand.

DISHWASHER PROBLEMS
Some of the most common preblems,

such as poor cleaning or slow drainage,
can be easily prevented. Overloading a
dishwasher or placing pots and pans
crusied with hunks of crud will chal-
lenge the best-made machise. ’

Pre-rinsing heavily soiled dishes und
reasonable loads will keep the sink trap -

and drainpipe open and unclogged.

If your dishwasher doesn’t drain
unplug the unit or turn off its circuit
breaker and follow Ihese sieps:

+ Remove the cover from the air gap
at the top of sizk and ciean it with a
wire.

 Look for kinks in the drain hose.

+ Let the dishwasher cool and
remove the strainer, it possible {the
strainer is under the bottom spray arm),
clean it with a brush and replace it. Use
a screwdriver if necessary to unfasten
these parts, aid carefully set any
screws or washers aside to avoid loss.

[f the drain hose or valve is clogged,
pull the dishwasher out from under the
counter, disconnect the drain hose and
flush it culdoors with a stream of water
from a garden hose.

. Call arepair man if these quick fixes
don’t help.

THE WASHING MACHINE
Burst or leaky hoses are incvitable,

but check first lo see if what you really
see if water from a spill or dripping
laundry. Foltow these steps if you still
betieve the water is coming from the
washer:

v Check the fittings where the hoses
conneel 1o the faucets and the back of
the machine.

» Laok for worn or leaky hoses.

s« Tighten couplings or hose clamps.

+ Replace hases if necessary, but
turn off water before removing hoses
and have a bucket close 50 you can
drain them. Continual leaking after
these steps mean z call to your repair
man is in order,

THE CLOTHES DRYER :
Consistently wet louds after lengthy
drying usually indicate u clogged vent-

ing system.

First, check the
dryer’s lint filter. if you
find enough lint there to knit-a sweater,
chances are a quick cleaning will cure
the probfem. Keep this from happening
again by cleaning the lint filter after
every load.

Overloading will also cause longer
drytng times. Don’t i1y (o cram 4
week's laundry into one dryer load.

If your clothes still take too long to
dry, the exhaust venting system proba-
bly is clogged with lint, Take the fol-
lowing steps, but after you unplug the
dryer or turn off the pifot Jight:

+ Check the deye’s vent cap where
the dryer blows outside the house. It
could be blocked with foreign matter.
If blocked, pull the vent cap away from
the wall and clean out the duct witha
hooked wire.

« Disconnect the air duct hose from
the back of the dryer and remove buili-
up lint,

« Clean out the vent duct, then
recennect the vent.
