M D O T u n v e i l s i n t e r c h a n g e p l a n

Representatives from the 
M i c h i g a n Depar tment o f 
Transpor ta t ion (MDOT) say the 
single-point urban interchange is a 
cost effective and efficient way to 
enter Interstate 96 from Beck a n d 
W i x o m Roads. 

Th i s message was relayed to Novi 
residents and members of the sur­
rounding coramuniQr at M D O T s 
Oct. 18 open house held in A d e l l 
Ha l l at theNovl Expo Center. 

H u g h McNichol , a transportaUon 
planner with M D O T , explained the 
reason the department switched 
from a partial cloverleaf to a single-
pohit design Is because it wi l l be 
less expensive to construct. 

The single-point design requh-es 
less l and to be purchased in order 
to construct the Beck and Wbtom 
Road coniiectors. 

"It saves rlgIit-of-
way impact and the 
total project cost is 
lower."

This is a large contributing factor 
h i changing the design due to the 
increase i n value of the property h i 
both areas. 

When officials from M D O T sat 
down to p lan the project, the price 
of the land was cheaper than the

cloverleaf design. 

Now. four years later, the ratio of 
l a n d to overpass cost has flip-
flopped, causing M D O T to present 
the single-point design i n the mid­
dle o f its five-year p l an .

Doctors who want donate time to 
free clinics to provide health care 
lo the poor will soon be able to do 
so without fear of be ing sued for 
malpractice, under a compromise 
reached this week In the state 
Legislature. 

The bi l l also wouid protect indi­
gent patients' rights to seek a legal 
remedy, should .something go 
wrong, by piacing t l ie liability on 
the cl inic i tself 

Bu t critics say the b i l l contains a 
loophole that health care providers 
wi l l be quick to use to make them­
selves Immune from legal action 
when providing heal th care to the 
pooL 

Senate B i l l 30. w h i c h provides 
immuni ty from suits to physicians 
for uncompensated care, passed 
through conference committee of a 
4-2 vote Oct. 10. T h e committee's 
final report must n o w w i n approval 
from the full House and Senate 
before it can be sent to the gover­

nor for a signature. 
According to Sen. Walter Nor th . 

R-St. Ignace. sponsor of the b i l l , 
more doctors would sign up at free 
cl inics to donate their services 
were it no l for the potential of a 
malpractice sui t . 

It Is especially a concern for 
retired doctors, he explained, who 
might have the time to do some 
volunteer work but have let their 
malpract ice -insurance coverage 
lapse. 

"And sometimes it is the fear of 
lawsuits more than actual lawsuits 
that is the problem." North sa id . 

Protecting doctors from frivolous 
cases ivill not only increase their 
wil l ingness to donate t ime and 
services, it should also result in 
greater access to primary care for 
the poor i n M i c h i g a n , N o r t h 
argued. Fur theL it should reduce 
the load on emergency rooms from 
indigent patients who avoid going 
to a doctor un t i l a condition i s seri­
ous enough to warrant a tr ip to the 
hospital . 

According to a recent s tudy by 
the A c c e s s to Heal th Care 

Coali t ion. 42 percent of the un in ­
sured say they ei ther have no pri­
mary care phys ic ian or use the 
emergency room as their regular 
source of medical care. 

B u t lea\'ing patients, whether 
they pay or not. wi thout access to 
the courts would l ikely be found 
unconst i tut ional Very fast, law­
makers agreed. So the liability is to 
rest with the c l in ic . 

The problem comes when a free 
cl inic doctor refers a patient to 
another physician for treatment. 
Wliere does the l iabi l i ty rest then? 

Rep. Stephen A d a m i n i . D -
Marquetle, felt it should stay wi th 
the clinic. The referral physician 
would in essence be act ing as the 
cl inic 's agent, he explained. 

According to R i c k Duranczyk, of 
the Mich igan T r i a l l^awyers 
Assoc ia t ion , referred indigent 
patients would be the one catego­
i y of patient wi th no access to the 
coarts. 

"This is wrong," he said. "It is 
Important to note that medical 
personnel i n M i c h i g a n are already 
'protected' by some of the stingiest 

and tightest medical malpract ice 
laws i n the nation." 

Todd Tennis , representing the 
Negligence Sect ion of the State 
B o a r d of M i c h i g a n , contended 
hospitals might set up c l in ics wi th 
the intent that a l l indigent 
patients would be sent to them. 
When the free c l in ic referred them 
back for treatment, the hospital 
would be protected from a l l threat 
of lawsuit involving that patient, 
he said. 

It i s not j u s t the poor a n d ind i ­
gent who make use of free c l inics , 
the lawyers argued. M a n y low 
income "working pooL" w h o l ikely 
do not get l iea l th care coverage on 
the job, also make use of such 
cl in ics . 

In the end, lawmakers adopted 
the conference report w i thou t 
Adamin i ' s amendment . Rep. 
Andrew RichneL R-Orosse Pointe 
Park, argued i t would have expand 
liabUlty i n many other areas of 
Jaw. Suppor te rs however s t i l l 
wanted to give immuni ty to doc­
tors working uncompensated on 
patients.

A 30 percent tax on parking wi th-
m five miles of Metro A k p o r t was 
supposed to be a temporary meas­
ure, enacted back In 1987 to help 
Wayne County through some finan­
cial tough times. 

Accord ing to Rep. B r u c e 
Patterson. R-Canton, it's t ime that 
tax was repealed. 

B u t l i i s fellow representatives 
disagreed last week, saying a repeal 
would cut Wayne County's budget 
$16 mill ion til ls year. A m o n g the 
programs pa id for through the tax 
— health services in Wayne for the 
indigent a n d working poor and 
cr iminal just ice programs. 

B u t even as Patterson moved last 
week to malce the cut less severe, 
t i lmmtag the tax by Jjalf and retar­

geting the revenues to airport secu­
rity and the city of Jtomulus. repre-
sentaUves still k i l led the b i l l h i a 
50-50 vote, five shor t o f the num-
ber needed for passage. 

A number of Republicans, partic­
ularly those from Wayne Cotmfy 
and nearby, joined Democrats In 
opposing the measure, and several 
moiie withheld their Votes. 

"Ironically, al though til ls change 
win wreak havoc wi th Wayne 
County and the services It current­
ly provides, there i s no guarantee 
that citizens who u s e these parldng 
services wil l see lower rates due to 
til ls change. Who, then, really lien-
eflts from th i s b i l l ?" sa id 
Democratic representatives h i a 
jo l i i t statement, Inclucllng Reps. 
Ruth A n n Jan in lck , D-Ypsi lant i . 
G l e n n A n d e r s o n , D-Wes t l and , 
P a t r i c i a l « c k w o o d , D-Fen ton . 
C h r i s Kolb . D - A i m Arbor . Mike 
Murphy , D - L a n s i n g . J i m Plalcas, 

D - G a r d e n C i t y , and G r e t c h e n 
W h l t m e L D-Eas t Lans ing . 

Opponents a l so c o m p l a i n e d 
about the process for pass ing the 
b i l l , saying Patterson h a d prom­
ised to Include officials from the 
c i ty of Romulus In the d i scuss ion 
over what was to happen to the 
tax, but saying they had not been 
consul ted on the b i l l . 

Patterson's revis ion o f the b i l l 
wou ld have cu t the tax to 15 per­
cent, dedicated $2 mi l l i on of the 
amount to the c i ty of R o m u l u s 
a n d put the rest to securi ty at the 
airport . 

In i t ia l ly , the tax h a d been 
enacted to help Wayne C o i m t y 
t h r o u g h some tough financial 
t imes. The tax was Intended to 
pay off a debt assistance paclcage, ' 
w l i i c h has n o w been covered. 

Nonetheless, l awmakers were 
not reaciy to get r i d of It.

W i t h the 
reality of the populat ion boom in Novi and 
the large percentage of you th , a l ib ra iy of 
50,000 square feet would barely cover our 
current needs.

A n important facet of 
planning for the future growth of our ci ty i s to 
plan for future roads and future major traffic 
corridors. The exis t ing traffic congestion on 
Novi's roads i s a major concern to o u r city 
planners and the Novi P lann ing Commission. 
Control l ing traffic congestion is of pr imaIy 
importance to the future grotvth of o u r city. 
The $ 5 mi l l i on road bond recently passed by 
our taxpayers wi l l not solve our current or 
future traffic problems. We need to find ways 
of alleviating congesUon wi thout cont inuing to 
reach in to o u r pockets as Novi taxpayers.

Many aspects of the Novi C i t y Counc i l ' s 
process of a r r iv ing at a settlement to the 
Sandstone l awsu i t have been d i s tu rb ing . 
Perhaps the most d i s turb ing moment so far 
came after a very long a n d intense "Audience 
Par t ic ipa t ion" session at a Monday city c o u n ­
c i l meeting. After assert ing that he respects 
and values the input of a l l residents. Mayor 
C l a r k went on to imply that those who spoke 
out in favor of keeping the park land , or even 
those advocat ing a more careful look at the 
proposed resolu t ion , were i l l informed and 
unwi l l i ng to face the t r u t h .

The proliferaUon of campaign 
signs for this candidate indicates heavy fund­
ing, a type of funding that does not come from 
the grass roots residents, but rather from 
developer Interests.

C o u n c i l candidates have been a t tacked i n a 
letter full of lies and Innuendoes from a sit­
t ing developer friendly member of C o u n c i l . 
Tha t letter was qu ick ly answered In a poin t -
by-pont rebut ta l from the Mayor. Phone pol l s , 
the l ikes of w h i c h are on l y financed by deep 
pocket developer interests, have at tacked the 
same incumben t candidate. One can only 
imagine what d i r ty pol i t ica l t r icks are next as 
the developers t ry to take back firm control of 
the Ci ty from the residents. .

The Walled Lake Western Wanlor 's 
varsity football team made Coach 
Dick Watson proud last Fr iday 
evening by witming a close, hard 
fought VictoIy over the Walled Lake 
Central viking's 27-21.

However, what stood In their way 
was a talented Warrior team, who 
had - akeady gained enough wins to 
make them playoff bound. 

The game began with the Warriors 
kicking off to the v ik ings . StarUng at
